ching winter his live stock in good, thriv-
dition. Happily there is an abuadance
w and pea-hawlm; and the yield of pota-
urnips, carrots, mangels, &e., has been
Iy large; so that if a careful and econo-
-ansgement be early adopted, there will
easonahle ground for gloomy apprchen-

sions. The importance of rcot culture is every
year being better appreciated by Canadian far-
mers; as the turnip and carrot competitions in
different parts of the country, some notices of
which appear in the present rumber, satisfac-
torily show. The connection between the culti-
vation of grain and the raising of stock is be-
gianing to be more practically understood; and
no thriviny, intelligent farmer would now dream
of sustaining a good herd of cattle, without pro-
viding an cmple supply of nutriticus food, and
bestowing upon them his best attention with re-
gard to warmth, regularity of feeding, cleanli-
ness, and ventilation. Let the stables and lodges.
intended for the housing of animals during the
winter, be carefully examined, with a view of
affording the completest shelter that is practica-
ble. By such means their food will be greatly
economised ; for both science and practice show
that animals well housed and cared for, consume
less provender and thrive better than when sub-
jected to an upposite condition, with a larger
arcount of food.

The finishing of getting up rcois, cabbage,
&c., snould now bé proceeded with ‘without de-
lay, as frost may any day come that would ma-
terially injure them, or wholly prevent the ope-
ration being performed at all. Such as have
extensive and well ventilated root-houses will be
able to store safely what xoots they may raise
for wiater consumption ; but even in the best
constructed houses for this purpose, roots kept
inlarge quantities will require occasional exami-

nations, or they will most probably heat and run
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into a sinte of fermentation. Thisis particularly
the case with the Swedish turnips, which is often
injured, and sometimes destroyed, by being too

closely kepn.  Roots, like fruit, are the longest|

and best preserved in a uniform temperature,
only a few degrees above the freezing point, in
» dry situation, and in great measure beyond the
influence of light, and artificial warmth. Tur-
¥ips, mangels, cabbage, &c., intended forspring
use had hetter be stored out of doors, in such
places as are dry, and most convenient.

The best form, perhaps, of a store out of doors
ig that of the roof of a house, say ten or twelve
feet wide, and about four feet high. It should
be thickly thatched with straw, or covered with
leaves, with as much earth outside as will keep
out the frost. Mangelsand putatues will require
during severc weather a thick covering of both,
a3 the least access of frost to them will be sure
10 occasion decay. But Swedish turnips and
cabbage, which are capable of enduring a greater
degice of cold, without material injury, should
be more lightly covered; and in constructing
the store it will be well to leave apertures filled
Joosely with straw, to allow of the escape of va-
pour by evaporation, and by keeping the mass
cooler, thereby prevent rotting, so commonly
occusianed by fermentation. Much loss is com-
monly experienced from keepiny routs ton cloge
and warm, particularly the Swedigh tn-mip, which
will do out of doors, except in the severest wea-
ther with a small amount of covering; and the
same remark will apply to the cabbage and
parsnip. Instoring roots for keepiug through
winter, great care should be taken t' ¢ they are
1ot cut or bruised in pulling or c'caning. Man-
gels in particular should be careful’y Fndled,
leaving on a portion of the top, for when the
crown is injured they will he sure to decay.
Turuips also keep best when nut tailed, and the
tops cut off an inch or two from the crown.

A final exammation should now be siven to
the wheat fields, and where ary staguant water
8 found, it should, if possible, be cunducted
away hy deepening old furrows, or making new
snes. Much elief may often be given to winter
vheat by a little extra gttention und piins in this
way; and the advantages will be apparent dwing
the season of growth, und particularly at harvest.

Sheep in Ohio.

An Ohio correspondent of the Boston Culti-
valor states thac a few years ago there were in
that State five millions of sheep, but that the
number has been reduced to three and a-half
millions, chiefly in consequence of the destruc-
tion by dogs! ¢Many from this caumse have
abandoned sheep huskandry, although it is much
better. than raising cattle and farm horses.”
The same evil exists in Canada ; many very valu-
able sheep, some of them imported at great ex-
pense, have, in different parts of the Province,
been destroyed by dogs. And here, as in Ohio,
some farmers have abandoned sheep, in conse-
quence. Is there no remedy ? Surely our Mu-
nicipalities, or Legislature, might devise one!

Urrer Caxapa.—We have given a ull re-
port of our own exhibition in other columns.
We need only say here, that it was unques-
tionably in advance in almost all respects of all
previous exhihitions of the Association, and was
altogether a magnificent display of the Agricul-
tural and industrial resources of the Province.
We select the following paragraphs from a full
and very friendly editorial report of our show
in the Country Gentleman of Albany :—

Of the contenis of the Crystal Palace I must
speak cussorily, execept as to the fruits and
graing, which deserve particular mention; they
included a general show of manufactured pro-
ducts, considerable machinery, musical instru-
ments, quite a fine art collection, models of va-
rious kinds, artificial manures, &e., &c., all in
sufficient number to convey to a stranger like
myself, on his first visit to this part of Canada,
2 most favorable impression of its home resour-
ces and advancement in the useful and ornamen-
tal arts. On the western section of the ground
floor, the display of garden vegetables as o
whole, was certainly one of the dest I have ever
seen, if others may have surpassed it, in some
particulars and perbaps also in mere extent.
To the north were the dairy products, of which,
bnth butter and cheese, the exhibition was very
fair.

The Graws, however, as just intimated, and
t, which we are now coming, must be classed
among the half-dozen prowminent features of the
Exhibition, in any and all of which I cannot but
regard it as comparing most creditably with any
Show I have ever seen. As to extent, an Ides
may be obtained from the following summary
of the principal entries :— ¢ -

But more striking than all this, were the
thirly-two entries, each of twenty-five buslels
Winter Wheat, competing for the Canada Com-
pany’s prize of $100. This liberal premium
was wisely supplemented by the Association
with four others respective of $50, $40, §30
and 820, the winner of the first on.y beiug called
upou to give up his wheat, but all required to
furnish the Secretary with a written statement
of the nature of the soil, mode of preparation,
the variety and quantity of seed, and time of
sowing, manuves, (if any used,) produce per
acre of grain, and any other particulars of prac-

ttieal importance, before being paid the amount

of premium.
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As to quality, it is difficult to imagine how it
could have been much better; robnT)ly no pre-
mium was taken by any snmpYe weighing less
than 63 or 64 1bs. to the bushel, while { was told
by oue of the Judges that the weight of the fist
prize sample of two bushels was 663 1bs., while
that of the whole twenty-five bushels shuan, in
one or two instances, averaged throushout over
sity-five lbs. per bushel.

The Fruirs which, with a less estensive
assortment of Flowers, constituted the most or-
namental and striking display in the Palace
building, represented excelleutly well what T
suppose to be the best Fruait region of Canada—
that lying between the two lakes, Ontario and
Erie, especially that part of it more immediately
adjacent tc the northern shore of the latter,
while, indeed, it i3 probable that throush a
great part of the two counties of Lincoln and
Haldimand, fruit may be cultivated to better
advantage than in any other part of the pro-
vince of equal extent.

But our time is limiicd and we smll see no-
thing of the Live Stoch unless we abadon at
once the charms of Pomona. I said there were
half-a-dozen prominent features of eaceiicnct in
the Show, and if the Grains and Fruits wee
entitled to vank among them, not less so is the
display ot wattle throughout, and that of Sheej
in the classes of Cotswolds and Leicesters.” T
say nothing of the Horses, for bevond one or
two good specimens of the hieavy Buglish diay
horse, I saw none of them; and, as to the Swine,
it may be added in few words that the Shuw
was a respectable oue, without aaythivg parti-
cular to attract attentiva waless it was sume
pens of Impc-ted jarze ineceds, which wese
almost constautly surround.d by au admiving
crowd.

proved stock in the hands of the furmers of the
country. but the excellence of the youns uni-
mals bred from imported purents ilso proves
that the breeders are working well fur the in.

The Devons, as will be scen from the munher
of entries, were out in larze free, and this,
together with the excelienees of many, save the
breed some prominence over others.  The Gal-
loways showed an evident uinin pubiie o;inion,
and I cannot but renew the opinion T expressed
in writing from Scotland, last year, that they
are well worth more atiention than we have

ever given them. I should rezard the display
of them heve as a very fuir une—the aged stock
showed xood size in several iustances, straight
and tolerably even contour and good “quality,”
while amonz the young things theie were one
or Lwo promising cven better.

For the ¢ Best two bushels of Winter Wheat,’’
there were 83 ecntiies; for Spring Wheat 84
entries. The “Canada Company” offer astand-
ing prize of €25 for the best 25 bushels of win-
ter wheat—the prize wheat to be given 1o the
Company for distribution. For this prize there
were 32 entries, or 800 bushels! Think of it,
ye wheat growers of the * Geunesee Country,”
and let us look to our laurels! We could,
doubtless, make as good a display at our own
State Fair, but certes, we never have. The
judzes are provided with an instrameant for the
determining with accuracy and despatch tke
weisht perobushel, and they told us that not one
of these samples weished less than 63 lbs. per
bushel, and the heaviest was 66§ lbs.! Like
our wheat, several of these samples bore the
marks of having been stunz by the midge, but
the mag sots had not been able to penetrate the
zram 0 any deptk, and hed done little or no
dama fe except to the appearance of the sample.
Canadian farmers bave just cause to be proud
of their exhibition. Each Anuual Fair indicates
rajid improvement, not vuly in stock, but n all
agricultural and hosticultaral productions; and
it may be safely asserted that the farmers of
Canada West are second to none on this side of
the Atlantic.

New York.—The New York State Fair was
held at Elmira, on the 2d, 3d, 4th and 5th of
Uctober.

Stock DeparTMENT.—CATTLE.—Were ne to
sum up this department of the exhibition in as
few words as possible, we would be compelled to
write over against it—a complete failuie. In
certain breeds of cattle there were not a suifi-
cient number shown tu relieve the society of the
three premiums offered ; and, in some instances,
where the enumeration was large enoush for th
purpose, the animals were utterly unworthy of
such distinction.

Hints about Selling Wheat.

Having long ecntertained the opinion that
farmers do not pursue the most profitable plan
in disposing of their wheat, allow me to express
my convictions and offer a few suggestious on
the subject, for the considerativn of the large
class interested.

Generally, as soon as harvest is over, all the
threshing machines are put in motion, hurrying
the threshing of wheat at the rate of 250 to 500
bushels per day to cach maching, and by the
middle ogNovember the great bulk of the crop
35 out of the farmers’ hands in the possession or
control of speculators. Jt has always appeared
t0 me that a different course would be better—
that if farmers would only dispose of, say one-
third or one-fourth of their wheat by the middle
»of November, another fouscu ur thitd by the
siddle of February, and the balance by the

Importance of Salt in Agriculture.

sof water becoming putrid; we know that
stocks of flesh, grease, &c., are preserved

by the application of salt; that cabbage-water,
acids in general, and kitchen-salt are the means
employed by the agriculturist against septic
diseases in our domestic animals, and against
diseases of the mouth and feet. The separationi
of milk and deposit of meat will be increased by
the application of salt, thus forming the essen-
tial means for the promotion of cattle-raising.
By the application of salt, the fruits, especially
wine, will become much better; and even the
ancients were in the habit of throwing salt on
their grounds, their vineyards, and fruit trees.
Agricultural chemistry informs us that the
simplest combinations through which nourish-
ment is conveyed to plants consist in acids, alka-
lies, and alkaline substances, Animal chemistry
shows that free muriatic acid and kitchen-salt
form the principal constituents of the contents
of the stomach.

In a French prize paper, by Dr. Desaive, o
the manifold advantages of the use of saltin
agriculture, the following results have been laid
down by the celebrated French veterinary sur-
geon, Grogniez :

Common salt serves as a preventive of the
fermentation and heating of hay, which has been
heaped up in large stacks during wet weather.
Forty quintals of hay require fifteen pounds of
sait, to be strewn among its alternate layers.

This effect is much better shown in straw,
which, if intended to be used as fodder, by being
moistened with salt water, may be preserved for
a long time, when it can be given to cattle in-
stead of hay, a method in use among the ancients.

Leaves of trees, when put in ditches with salt,
may be prevented for a long time from putrefac-
tive fermentatinn, and will even make good for-
age. Intelligent farmers of the Mont d'Orlyo-
nais arcin the habit of thus preserving their vine
leaves as fodder for goats.

Fodder of inferior quality, for instance, straw,
or other hinds, soahed and bleached by rain and
sun, cured too late, or become woody, may be
rendered more_palatable and easy of digestion
by being salted. A pound of salt in three quarts
of water is reyuired for a quintal of bad hay.

The sharp taste which the milk of cows usually
assumes in consequence of beets, turnips, and
white cabbage heing centinually f~d ta them,
can he removed by saltng those vegetables.

In Flanders, common salt is strewn on new
and wet oats, to be fed to horses, and, thus pre.
paved, will not be dangerous to the animals.
The same application may also be made to hay
newly harvested, to prevent injuries when it may
beeome necessary to feed such hay, the moisture
of which has not been fully evaporated.

Though the bad qualities of dusty, muddy, or
mouldy fodder, after having been washed and
threshed, are not entirely removed, yet, by givin,
asprinkling of salt water, they will be diminishe
to o considerable degree. This fact will be of
advantage to the farmer whenever he may be in
want of appropriate fodder.

By means of salt, such water as otherwige
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could not be used for cattle for drinking, will be
rendered proper.

The great advantages to be derived from com-
mon salt with regard to the health of cattle, have
been clearly shown by many experiments made
by that learned and celehated agriculturist of
Alsace, M. Boussingault. Cattle, by being fed
with _alt, receive asoft and glossy skin, their di-
gestion and appetite are in good order, and they
increase in flesh and strength. Cows thus fed
yield much milk, while thuse treated otherwise
have dull sking, with rough hairs, exhibit less
appetite, produco a smaller amount of flesh, and
yield not only inferior quantity, but also quality,
of milk.

Manure from cattle fed with salted fodder is
also of a better quality.

Finally, manuring with salt will banish mosses
and hurtful parasitical plants from meadows.—

Cider-Making.

We find in the Ohiv Farmer, the following
admirable directions on cider-making : —

Although nearly every farmer makes from one
to twenty or more barrels of cider yearly, yet
few apply to the manufacture any more than a
mechanical knowlede, or the following of some
routine method descended from father toson, and
the consequence is, that no more than one-tenth
of the liquor denominated cider, deserves a name
beyond that of poor vinegar.

Cider when carefully made, with a due know-
ledge of its properties, becomes a pieasant and
healthful drink, far better in its native purity
than when manufactured and sold as champagne
wine ; forbe itknown, very many thousand bot-
tles of so-called champagne are nothing more
than cider remanufactured. All varieties of
apples can be manufactured into cider, yet the
properties of a cider and a table apple are very
different, although semetimes combined in the
same fruit. Toughness, diyness, and a fibrous
flesh, and’ astringency, are all good properties
in a cider-apple. ~ Yellow flesh indicates richness
and strength; and the heavier the mast, the
stronger the cider. Late ripening apples, or
those which require to be housed, are not profie
able for cider, because of the extra expense of
kousing; all apples requiring to be fully ripe
and mellow before making up. Apples which
fall from the tree fully ripe, make better cider
than those which are shaken off the tree. Ieep-
ing the frait under cover from one to three weeks
before making up, increases the strength and
favor of the eider. Care must be taken that the
fruit is spread thin aud freely exposed to the cur
rents of air, otherwise it will often contract an
wanpleasant smell, which will affect the taste of
the cider. As the fruit becomes ripened and
wmellow, the juice is reduced in quaatity, but in

ereased in weight, and heightened in flavor. If,
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however, they are left too long, and decay co
merces, the quality is injured by a peculi
musty tone or flavor imparted to the liquor;y
decayed or decaying fruits should, therefore
cavefully picked out before grinding. Uni:
apples should never be mixed with those fi
ripened and mellow; much of the merit of ¢it
depends upon the proper separation of fruit»
we have just stated, and alsoin selecting coloy
those of a rich, yeliow tinge in skin being suw
rior to those of a greenish cast; they sho¢
never be mixed. MiXing varieties, while it ofy
adds to the value of the cider, must not be dor’
if any certain quality is sought to be obtaine
and & uniform character established by the mv
ufacturer, unless it may be that two distinct~
rieties are mixed in certain proportions, ast
to one, etc., and a quality og) cider made, whi
it is desired to have again and again. In such
case the same mixture must be made, and ¢
like proportions. An astringent, harsh fr
and s rich sweet apple will often be found
combine the qualities requisite for the v
highest flavor, and heaviest body.

Grinding the fruit is a very important itep
the mannfacture of good cider. The whole fir
pulp, seed, rind and all, should be complet
mashed. If the juce of an apple be extra¢
without bruising the fruit, it will be found ¢
and defective in richness, compared to the j¢
of the same apple after being perfectly macers
and left exposed to the influence of the airs
light for twenty-four to thirty-six hours. Grf
ing should, therefore, be very perfect, and:
pomace remain for one or two days beforer
ing up.

Eprror Acricrrrorist —This 8 a subject
at every true Canadian should feel a deep

Canadn is purely an agricultural country, and
st remain so for many years to come; and
tin proportion as this department of Canadian
astry flourishes, will the country rise in impor-
e and wealth.

_ved, and the very intimate connection which
sts hetween this improvement and his own
sperity, and the prosperity and future weaith
bis posterity.

T am led to believe that one thing
inly is wanting, viz: wore educated fa-
15 not Latin and Greek scholars, but faimers
cated in their own calling and profession—
cated in both the theory aud practice of
ry vautine of farming operations, and in all
physical sciences bearing upon them.

Their time of education hus
e by, They of course may increase theic
wledze of the practical part of their pro
ion, and this is nearly all the improvement
-eayld be expected of them ; butit is not so
1 their sons—on whom the hope of Canada
his respect altogether depends. This class
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of men, unfortunately for Canads, is extremely
scarce, but it could not be otherwise with the
present generation. The majority of our present
Canadian farmers belong to that sturdy clags,
who, with stout hearts and strong nerves, have
in an almost miraculous manner changed a wil-
derness into fertile fields, and into the comforta-.
ble homes of a happy and prosperous people.
rThey have done their duty well, and a happy
thing it would be for Canada, would we their
successors battle as energetically for its success.
as our fathers have done. But the work we have
to do differs from theirs. The pioneers of Can-
ada had to do with felling trees; clearing away
the forests; removing stumps, stones, and what-
ever might interfere with the plough or harrow ;
opening up highways and such like improve-
ments; all of which we receive from their bands:
ready wrou<ht. While engaged in those ardu-
ous employments they had no opportunity for
acquiring a practical and scientific knowledge of’
agriculture, and in fact they had no uneced of it.

Their work was different from that of the farmer
now. They indeed had to learn their business,
but it was all handi-work, there was no science
init. Had they been acquainted with all the
various branches of natural science which are
now in older countries happily called in to the
farmer’s aid, and without a knowledge of which
no farmer can compete successfully, they could
have made no use of such knowledge. So far
they have dune their duty well, but there remains
still one duty for them to perform—a duty which
every loyal subject owes to his country, which
every christiun owes to his posterity—one whick

d1is of vital importance to our common country,

and on the faithful perfurmuance of wlhich the
future greatnuss of Canada in a great degree
depends—tbat duty is fo educate their sons;
not as lawyers, doctors, merchants, or trades-
men, for we have too many of these already, but
tu educate them as _farmers. The majority of
the children of school age in Canada are those
of farmers, whose parents are the bone and
sinew of the country, and who represent the
greater part of its wealth; yet this in the class
of children must neglected in their education.
If ever one of them is pushed on beyond the
me.e rudiments, it is to prepare him tor some
one of the round of trades or professions; all
of which are already over-stucked. Occasionally
a farmer may be found who thinks he is not
keeping up with the times in educational matters,
if he is not educating some one of hissons for a
ductor, or a l:x\vyer,i)ut how rarely will you find
one educating his children for bis own noble
calling,—whose sons arc at the University learn-
ing the principles of Adriculture? A great im-
provement is required in this respect, and should
be loudly called for. There are some obstacles
in the way of this improvement, but they chiefly
122 with the farmers themselves. The principal
one is the very prevalent notion, that to be &
farmer o boy requires very little education. To
teach him to work is thought the only thing
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needful. The thought of teaching him o like
the work is never entertained. Without this
education he is set to work too much, like a ma-
chine, or like the horse, or the ox. There is no
science, no intellect carried into it. Andif the
boy happens not to like the work he is set to do,
(and scarcely one out of ten does, under the cir-
cumstances,) the stupidity is all attributed to the
pupil, none to the master. The farmer is too
apt to think that as he has succeeded well without
cducation, his son receiving perbaps a cleared
farm, should, at least, do as well as he. He
is too apt to forget that land, like anything
else, may be worn out; that when his fields have
been cultivated 50 or 60 years, something else
besides plonghing and sowing will be required in
order to obtain such crops us he has been accus-
tomed to raise. He does notrecollect that many
of the worn-out farms of the eastern and southern
States bore good crops when new.

To the farmer divested of those erroncous
notions, who believes that in order to make first-
class farmers of his sons—to make them 7e-
spected as such, and to cause them to become
attached to their occupation, it is only necessary
to educate them; the course to Le pursued is
easily laid down. The best course, and in fact
the only one open to him in this country is to
g‘repare his sons for entering the University of

The Oundas Report—County, versus
Township Societies.

Evrror Caxaprax Acricvrrurist,—The di-
rection of the Dundas Agricultural Society, are
taken to task in your last number, for the con-
cluding suggestion contained in their report as
quoted in your journal, recommending the Legis-
lative grant, to be appropriated exclusively to
County Societies. The subject is one on which
considerable diversity of opinion exists, and in
my humble opinion, it i3 a legitimate one for
fair discussion, In what manner the Directors
% have abused their privilege,” in giving expres-
sion to an honest and deliberate opinion, I am
at a loss to discover. Of one thing I am certain,
that they are open to conviction by reasonable
arguments if temperately advanced, and that
they have no desire to thrust their opinions upon
others who may hold to the opposite view;
these must just take them for what they are
worth. Nor can Isee any reason, why any party
should stigmatize the motives of the directors,
as ‘“odiously selfish, and arrogant;’ a good
course needs not to be defended by any such
hard terms. I am sure sir, that the directors of
the Dundas Society learn with great satisfaction,
that in the neighbourhood of Mount Forest, at
least, ¢ Township Societies are doing much
good,” and that they will cheerfully concede
them to be an honourable exception, to what
they still consider to be a general rule. Your
correspondent affects to sneer at the “literary
and scientific improvement,” and ¢ the liberal
reward of merit in general” referred to in the
report, overlooking altogether ¢ the introduc-
tion of good stock.” This I conceive to he
one of the main objects of Agricultural Socie-
ties. Certainly one in which there is more room
for improvement than anything else I know of.
If there is no room for improvement in this re-
spect 2t Mount Forest, I am sure even your cor-
respondent C. will admit, that in this at least
they are au exception. We all know that the
importation of good stock implies a large out-
lay of money, so large that few farmers can un-
dertake it for themselves; and if a County
society stepsin, and by a judicious expenditure
of a portion of its funds becomes an importer of
stock, or adequately rewards the farmer who in-
curs the risk himself, I conceive that it does
more for the permanent benefit of the Province
than by trifling that money away in prizes for
wheel-barrows, old carts, and rickety rollers,
carpets, counterpanes, and quilts, embroidery
and faney netting, and such like. If farmersare
found among us with capital and enterprise

‘enough to introduce improved stock, so much

the better, but no thanks to the society, for the

‘highest premium it can afford at preseat to give,
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holds out no inducemeut for any one to make
the attemnt. I for one, will adhere to the prin-
ciple of liberal premiums to real merit. It any
individual in & community has enterprise enough
to introduce better stock than his neirhbors, the
community must be benefited, and if the prize
money does come out of our own packets, the
argument i3 in no wise impaired, the principle
holds goud, that they who share in the benefit,
should in some measure pay for it. '

The County of Muntreal Agricultural Society,
was at one time, just such a petifoging society,
as are now many of our Township societis,
(the Mount Furest one alweys ercepted.)
They heid their annual shuws, tiuthfully likened
by your currespondent, tv annual scrambles for
pecumiary gain; aud so long as each man got a
share of the piunder, no fault was found, nor
question asked, as to whether the County at
large were recciving any benefit. A change for
the better supervencd ; instead of year after year,
squandering their money in prizes for rubbish,
merely because it was the least unsightly rubbish
on the Island of Montreal, they adopted ancther
policy, which was, to introduce a Letter class of
animals than they had ever dreamt of seeing
there, and to elevate the tastes of the Canadian
farmers to appreciate them. A certain portion
of their funds, small at first, was annually de
voted to the importation of av.imals of improved
breeds from Eugland and Scotland. Year by
year they extended their operations, and any
one at all aequainted with the agriculture of the
Lower Piovince, is aware that great benefit to
the public has through that instrumentality been
scattered broadcast over the length and breadih
of the land. In addition to other stock, that
society owned in 1858, no fewer than eight im-
ported Ayrshire bulls, and the quality of their
stock may be inferred from the fact, thatin that
year that society carried off the sum of £51 in
premiums at the Provincial Fair; and the sum
was not * confined to a small circle,” far less
thrown to ¢ the man in the moon,” but was re-
mvested and re-distributed with yearly increasing
advantage to all concerned. These sir, are, I
believe, some of the reasons that support one
suggestion in that obnoxious report. 1he others
rest upon arguments which time and space alike
forbid me at present to euter upon particularly.
I would merely say that instead of a Township
society squandering half of its funds in giving
ridiculous prizes for the best bushel of grain, or
of roots, let a County society award liberul pre-
wijums for the best managed farm, and the best
fields of grain, and the best acres of roots, and
to the man who can tell his neighbouss in the
most intelligible manner’ by what process of
eulture he has been enabled to raise the best
erops. In this way, parties siwated 40 miles
from their County town, can obtain the highest

rizes without moving 40 yards from their own

oors. That county must be almost a continent,
whose centre is 40 miles distant from its circum-
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extremity of a County, I can see no necessy
for societies to hold their show there. Of s
fishness in the matter, the direciors are innocer}
and the officers of two of our Township sock
ties, were the first, years ago, to recognise ik
principle, and to abandon the system of fritte
ing away small prizes at small shows, and1h
lieve the results have not yet disappointed tke
expectations. I have already occupied too mte
of your valuable space. One word more, Ig
further than that report does. I look forwe
to the time sir, when the independent farme
of Canada will put an end to the controver
by discarding Legislative grants altogetha
when they will come forward manfully &
shoulder their own burden ; when they wilir
fuse to alluw merchants and mechanics to?
taxed in support of agricultural societies: th
und not till then, will our socicties stand o

tirm foundation, and bLe in a condition to acer

The show this
ar was exceedingly good, and the hardy
rifty look of the animals exhibited spoke
lumes in their favor. Messrs. Roddick,
ardine, and Fleming are the principal
eeders, but there are many other farmers
ho ave laying the foundations of very fine
1ds.  Breeders of Galloways claim to find

them the size and weight of the short-

m with the hardihood of the Devon, and
thainly if they accomplish this end nothing
tier can be required for the country.

ve heard it stated that the first eross of

One yuke in particular
an exceedingly fine one, shown by Mr.
hstader of Oneida, but they were far
beavy for the yoke, and were certainly
* ‘h more in order for the slaughter-house
-for & logging-field. It is absurd to
- «as working oxen auimals which would
+enough to do to carry their own weight,
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and which would be utterly uscless either
in the bush or in the field.

SUEEP-—LEICESTERS AND COTSWOLDS. ;

We have mentioned these two breeds
togzether, not beeause there is any affinity
between them, but b.cause they have be-
come S0 mixed up togcether by frequent
crossing that it requires a practised eye to
discriminate between them. The pure
Leicestcr has been crossed with the Cots-
wold, or some other long-woolled breed,
until he has lost his distinctive character-
istics, and has become an immense animed
fully equalling the Cotswold in size, and if
anything rather coarser in appearance But,
as the classes stood, it canmot be denied
that the Leicesters as such made a mag-
nificent display, which was only equalled
by that of the Cotswolds. The former were
the most numerous, but the latter gave the
idea of being better bred sheep of their
kind. John Snell of Chinguacousy, George
Miller of Markham, John Miller of Picker-
ing and C. Walker of Londou, were the
principal exhibiters of Leicesters. The
names of the three first are those of well-
known sheep-breeders, the latter is a more
recent competitor, though on this occasion
a very suceessful one.

Of Cutswolds Mr. Stone is confessedly
the first breeder in the Proviace, and those
who compete with him have generally com-
menced their flocks by purchases from his.
Thus Mr. Snell, who has now, besides his
Leicesters and other Jong-woolled varieties,
a very fine collection of Cotswolds, formed
it chiefly in this way, and Mr. George
Miller’s ram, which gained the first prize
for twa-shears was also bred by Mr. Stone.
And not content with his present flock, Mr.
Stone has tLis year imported no less tham
fifty fresh ewes and one ram, which did not
make their appearance upun the show ground
at all.  Such proofs of enterprise deserve teo
be recorded. Of the other long-woolled va-
rieties we cannot speak with any degree of
porticularity. They comprised, howevey,
some exceedingly fine animals, very little
differing to an unpractised eye from Cots-
wolds or improved Leicesters. Messra.
George and Jobe Miller, John Snell, and
James Cowan of Waterloo, wete the prin-
cipal competitors.

CHEVIOTS.,

We did not notice any great increase im

the number of competitors in this class.
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The Cheviot is & useful and hardy breed, ' rally accustomed to regard as uscful a

well suited to the poorer class of farms,
with plenty both of mnuttun and wool. The
prizes were all divided between James
Dickson of Clarke, Thomas Guy of Whitby,
and David Illiott of West Flamboro’.

SOUTIIDOWNS.,

The want of a class for the exhibition of
Hampshire Downs, of which several have
been brought into the country lately, has
been the cause of some confusion among the
black faces. On this occasion Hampshire
Downs and Southdowns were shown toge-
ther indiscriminately, as well as various
animals cross-bred between the two, and
conscquently the judges were sadly puzzled
whether to award the prizes to the genuine
Southdown or to their larger but less perfect
cousios from Hampshire. it will probably
be expedient for the future to establish
a class in which Hampshire Downs, or others
besides pure Southdowns, may Le shown
together, or else have the class simply for
Down Sheep. Ifeither of these is not done,
the judges, to do their duty rightly, will be
compelled to throw out of the question all
but Southdowns proper, for it is clearly ab-
surd to allow breeds differing so entirely as
do the different sorts of Dewn Sheep, to com-
pete together under the common name of
Southdowns, simply because they all have
short wool and black faces.

Taking, however, beth classes together
as they were shown, we found a great in-
crease over any former year. The Messrs.
Spencer of Whitby had, as usual, a large
flock, including both Hampshire Down and
Southdown. Xerr of Stamford and Joues
of the same township had some very nice
Southdowns, and F. W. Stone of Guelph
entered two pens of ewes exceedingly well
bred. James Dickic of North Dumfries
also displayed a lot of valuable animals
apparently very well bred. Au extra prize
was awarded to Mr. O'Brien of the town-
ship of Qro for a very fine imnported Hamy-
shire Down ram. DBesides those that we
have mentioned, who are regular breeders
of this class, there were several other com-
petitors whuse namecs appear in the prize
list, but who are better known in connection
with other breeds. :

MERINOS AND SAXONS.

All animals of these two breeds are so
decidedly foreign in their appearance, and
differ so essentlally from what we are gene-

valuable sheep, that we look upon the
rather as curiosities than anything else, »»
few are really qualified to give an imparti
opinion respecting them. Those, howere
who breed them are very positive as toth
profit to be derived from their wool, a
they certainly appear to be on the increx
in this couatry. On this occasion th
were very well represented.

PIGS—ILARGE AND SMALIL BREEDS.

Tor the names of the principal compe
tors in the show of pigs we must refer
the prize list. Trom the brief examinati
which we were able to make, the show
these animals appeared ie be fully equal
that of any previous year. There waser
variety of size and breed, from the larg
Yorkshire down to the smallest Suffol
The improved Berkshire appear to be
favorite breed, and were well represent
We may indeed remark generally that t
swaller and finer breeds are supplantingt
Harger and coarser in popular estimation.

POULTRY.

As we have had the pleasure of remarki
with regard to almost everything else, t
show ot poultry at Hamilton was altoget
in advance of any previous ome. Ew
imaginable variety of fowl, from the larg
turkey to the sallest game chicken, .
to be found there, and fancy pigeons:
other toys of that kind were also in g
abundance.

MANUFACTURES.

Having now gone through all those ¢
cles which are the growth of the soi,
which are fed uwpoun its productions,
equally tend to make up the farmer’s pn
we must now take up those which «
under the head of manufactures, in m
of which the agriculturist is more or!
interested; and as first in importanee
the generality of our readers we ¢

AGRICCLTURAL IMPLEMENTS.

It is not very long since a ploug
harrow, a scythe, a flail and a fannings
formed the whole stock of implements .
our farmers thought of possessing, av
their ambition did extend to anythingt
claborate, they were obliged to obta
from Rochester or some other town in
United States. 'With an improved sta
hushandry, however, a different class of
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rements soon became a matter of necessity.
{arge crops could no longer be threshed by
‘and, and it was soon after found that
~th the scarcity of labor which prevailed
t was also a difficult thing to harvest them
nthe old way. Threshing machines first
ame in and took the place of the flail, and
y degrees mowers und reapers of various
atterns have supplanted the scythe and the
wdle.  'With the increased cultivation of
0t erops on old lands, the cultivator, drill,
nd horse hoe were found to be indispen-
‘tle, and by degrees subsoil and even
nining ploughs have been added to the
. The progress which bas been made
- these respects in the last few years can
sthaps be better arrived at by the increased
aiety and improved quality of the imple-
‘ents used than by any other means; and
s the demand for these implements in-
eased, it was soon found that it would pay
malke them here as well as to use them,
‘dso great has the supply become from
sme manufactures that an American-made
schine is now as great a rarity as a Cana-
1 one was a few years ago. The Ameri-
1 implement-makers, indeed, who used
throng our shows a few years ago, are
w quite driven out of the field, and at
milton we did not perceive, among a very
ge show of implements, a single onec
a the other side of the line; and oot
§ was this the case, but in the implements
de by our own people a marked improve-
ot was visible. Common ploughs were
ich as usual. Tedeed they may be said
have reached the highest degree of per-
+ion, both 1n point of shape and mechani-
finish of which they are capable. But
ddes them we noticed several new pat-
us of subsoil ploughs, double-mould
d ploughs, and draining ploughs, which
should judge to be improvements upon
-thing exhibited heretofore. Of double-
uld-board ploughs there was a great va-
ty, and all apparently capable of doing
twork. Of iron harrows there was 2
ge collection, but of threshing machines
-reaping and mowing machines not so
By as we have seen on former occasions.

e of the greatest desideratums in the
-of implements has hitherto been a good
w-cutter, all those made in this country
ing been very useless, flimsy machines,
lly inadequate to doing anything like
amount of work now required of them.
the: Hamilton show ground, however,
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we noticed one or two made after Knglish
patterns which promised to fill the vacancy.
They are made by Lutz, Cook & Co. of
Galt, are capable of being worked by horsé-
power, and are substantial and workmanlike
i appearance. In cultivators and horse-
hoes we noticed a very great improvement.
Formerly they weie cither very rude and
clumsy in appearance, or else too light and
flimsy. What we saw on this occasion were
both neat and well-finished as well as sub-
stantial, and were altogether very superior
articles. The same remark would apply to
the turnip and grain drills, of which there
were several specimens, decided improve-
wents on what we have seen before. It is,
indeed, a good sign to find that our me-
chanies are so ready at providing the farmer
with the better class of implements which
an improving system of husbandry is con-
stantly requiring.
DOMESTIC MANUFACTURES.

Returning now to the inside of the build-
ing we find a variety of articles more or less
interesting to the furming community, cither
as among those which they require for the
purposes of their calling, or in the manu-
facture of which they can engage directly
or indirectly. Of these the most important
are, perhaps, manufzctures of wool and flax,
of which there were at Hamilton some fine
collections both factory and home-made.
The cloths from the Ontario Mills at Cobourg
were very fine and in great variety, number-
ing no less than twenty-ome samples of
different textures, from strong Canadian
grey to a cloth equal to the finest West of
England. Near this collection we perceived
another of woollen hosiery of all kinds, from
the establishment of Messrs. Hodgins &
Anderson of Galt, of most excellent quality,.
and comprising all kinds from the coarsest
to the finest. Next to these was a splendid
assortment of woollen yarns, and some ex-
cellent shawls of home-manufacture, which
it would be hard to distinguish from the
best factory made goods.  On the same shelf
Mr. Daniel Campbell, of Glengarry, had a
collection of home-made goods of which
anybody might be proud. 1t contained both
woollen and linen goods, with some fine
specimens of the raw material. Among the
rest we particularly noticed some capital
shawls, counterpanes, blankets and flannel,
linen bags and linen sheetings, flax yarn
and linen thread, &c. Altogether this col-
lection was a most creditable ome. In
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another place we found sowe capital carputs
of Canadian manufscture, apparently very
strong and durable. Some fine speeimens
of woollen eloth, flann«ls, and satinete, made
by Disher & Haizlt of Grantham; mixed
woollen and cotton socks and h siery, fic-
tory made, by J. (. Crane of Aucast-r, and
algo a number of minor art’cles of th-sam
deseription by different makers, the whule
forming a cullection which speaks highly
for the mauvufacturing resources of the
country.

Of hemp and flax, both raw and dressed,
there were some very fine samples which
proved beyond all question how well the soil
and climate of this country are adapted to
the cultivation of this valuable production.

POTTERY.

Tu the various articles made froim potters’
clay, from the'largest and coarsest draining
tiles or water pipes to clegant vases, we
found a very decided improvement over
former years. Not only were the exhibiters
more numerous, but their manufactures cm-
‘braced a larger field, and displayed more
gkill and taste in the execution than for-
merly. There were several assertments of
pottery, of an excellent and very complete
character, among which we particularly ne-
ticed those of Messrs. Goold & Co., of
Brantford, John Marlatt of Paris, and John
Brown of Yorkville. Mr. Lea, of the Don
Mills Pottery, had a very large collection of
tiles, which are, we believe, generally con-
sidered among the best in the country.
Mr. Nightingale, of Yorkville, had alco a
collection of tiles. Joseph Brown, of York-
ville, had, besides a number of excellent
articles of a plain and useful character, in-
oluding an assortment of tiles, a large eai-
ection of clays from different paits of the
country, both in the raw condition and al<o
made up into flower pots and vases of an
ornamental characcer; some of the flower
pots of his mavufacture were cxceedingly
nmeat. W. & R. Campbell, of Haumilton,
had a lot of the best milk-pans we have
ever seen, besides filters, tiles, and large
sewerage pipes.

HARNESS, LEATHER, ETC.

The display of harness struck us as being
wery inferior indeed, buth as regards quan-
tity aud quality. Very few suts were ex-
hibited, and they were all of the gimerack
style, very much decorated, but anything
but handsome. There were a few good
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zaddles, however, aud the show of leathe,
usmanufactured, was tclerably good. '
IRONWARE.

The show of cutlery and implements ¢
ir 0 and stee’ was not so guod as we shouli
have expeeted.  There was afine assortmuy
of elge tords from Qutawa, and same fa
from Galt, but nothing better thau we harg
often scen at previvus exhibitions.

The prineipal attraction in this part o
the show was a new reversing gear for
locomotive from the shops of the Gra
Western Railway, which was, indeed,
finished piece of workmanship, and whi
could scarcely be cxeelled in any part of th
world. The same company showed a
rpecimens of wrought irvu wheels fur 1
motives, made altogether of scrap iroy
which are, we believe, quite a novelty i
their way. Gartshore of Dundas had
some fine specimens of millwork, smut
chines, &e., for the manufacture of whie
this firm is already so well known.

! MISCELLANEOUS.

In addition to the articles which we ha
already mentioned, all of which have mo
or less connection with agricultural pursui
there was in the mnain building an imme
variety of a miscellancous character whic
we have not space to deseribe with any ¢
gree of minuteness, and in which the gen
ral mass of our readers are not sufficient
interested to justify our doing so. Amo
them there were, however, some of gr
importance, as showing the progress whi
the country is making in various m:anuf
turing arts—a subject in which noneaz
more deeply interested than the tillers
the soir, inasmuch as it is only by t
growth of home manufactures that a stes!
markes for many of the articles which ..
can profitably raise can be secured. ¥
have much satisfaction, thercfore, in allu
ing to the collections of home-made soap
which there were several very fine samples
of biseuits, also hoine-made, in every variel
and which are now entirely supersedingt
use of any others—of bruches, of vari
kinds and different qualities—of varnishes
of cabinet-ware, an article in which ¢
manufacturers need fear no competitior
of musical instruments—of all kinds
cluthing and various articles used ther
which are now produced in the country,.
stead of being, as formerly, imported fn

abroad. Such a list, however, to be ¢
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dete, world emibrace almost cvery article of
tommon os - tor which we have the raw ma-
tesial in th e country, or which we can obtain
from abvos 3, on such terms as to allow a
profic upon its manufacture,

Nothing could be better than the honey,
fwhich there were several sp..imens, botu
lar and in the cowb, equal to any that
uld be produced in any purt of the world.

PINE ARTS, ETC.
In the limited space to which our remarks
've been npecessarily confined, it has been
~viously impossible to enter very fuily into
uails respecting every article which was
hibited, and into the departments not
merted with agricultural pursuits we have
-tthought it advisable to intrude. Of the
iseellaneous eollection which ¢ mes under
eheads of fine arts, or ladies’ work, we
1 therefore only say that it presented the
ual features of interest, and that many of
¢ articles shown displayed a wonderful
gree of taste and ingenuity, In the pre-
st position of this country, however, we
moot look for any very high degree of
winment in art, properly so called, and it
. perhaps, be questionable whether, in
plays of this sort, much ‘encourag:-
.t i3 really given to it. Indeed, the

Of course
where there i< scarcely a limit to the variety
<fthe articles which may bs exhib.ted it is
impossib'e to classify everything that may
be worthy of exhibition, althvugh we have
printed out ene or two Instances in which
further c'assification is desirable, but still
the use of extra entrics may be, and fre-
quently is, ext'nded to an unwar.autable
degree.

Of the ge.. >ral management of the Hamil-
ton Exhibition, as well as of the grond suc-
-ess which attended it, we cannut speak in
terms of too great cumwendativn. The
vi:it of the Prince of Wales tended, no
doubt, very much to produce such splendid
results, by stimnlating the energies of all to
an unusual degree, and it may perhaps be:
that in consequence of this the show next
year will appear poor in comparison. We
trust, however, that such will not be the.
¢ 'se, but that our farmers and manufacturers,
wisely looking to the true end of these ex-
p-sitions of our material progress, will not
allow even the appearance of a falling off in
our industrial advancement. Let thuse who
won this year look well to their luurels, Yor
they have many pushing rivals starting in
the race who cannot easily be di-tanced.
Tresh breeders and fresh manufacturers are
conatantly coming into the field, commene~
ing with the knowledge which hus been
gained by the long experience of their pre-
decessors, and prepared to extend that
koowledge still further by their own investi-
gations. A wide range is, however, happily
pen to all, and there is still abundant room
for improvement, and a field in which all
who are wurthy of reward may be certain of
galning i% acoording to their merits.
