Vicroria, Dec. 12th, 1892,

Sarak, who hus returned to us, takes her part in the house-
work and the lessons and other tasks most cheerfully and
willingly, and I think her influence is felt for good amongst
the girls, At present her. desire is to stay in the Home for
a year or raore and learn all she can to fit berself for a
Bible-woman or helper to a missonary tc her own people.

The girle have formed a little band among themselves.
It is really a touching sight to see the quiet little meeting
by t: mselvés in the kitchen. I have given them justa
few words of coungel and let them have their mecting. I
have a regular morning Bible lesson with them, and I have
been much pleased with the answers to questions I give.

For instance, two days ago the word ¢‘redemption”
occurred in one of the verses, and in speaking of it I asked,
‘“Can you give me a part of & verse that explains this?”
and iostantly, without hesitation, two girls at once were
., ready to respond, ‘‘Jesus paid it all, all the debt I owe.”

1find my Sunday afternoon Bible class in the house of
the married girls (the last married) increasing in interest,
a8 I am learning better how to talk to them so that they
understand. Ifind Ah Lin (Lily) most helpfal in putting
my English into Chinese for the benefit of those who know
very little English. There is also ons of the first married
(Annie) who does very well. I have not been able to do
much visiting among the women of Chinatown as yet, but
it; is work I should like to do if the Lord opens my way to

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doit. Ifind the girls very affectionate and manageable,
and my heuart goes out to them more than I even expected
witk & great desire that they may each one be not only
sharers in the great salvation themselves but be made
cenires of usefulness amongst their own people.

THE FRENCH WORK.

Monthly Report on French Mission Work jfor the Months of
November and December, 1892.

During these months 273 calls and visi s have been made,
quite a number of tracts, leaflets and other beneficial reading
given around where it would be read and appreciated. Al-
though the priests and nuns are still active in their opposition
to our work, and trying hard to keep the people from reading
anything that may tend to enlighen and do them good, still
all T present them is accepted and read with much interest,
50 that we are satisfied some good is being done. While still
clinging t» their early belief and training, yet their faith
is greatly : haken in that direction, as their eyes are being
opened, and many are ** hungering and thirsting ” but dare
not as ye: come out and partake freely of the ‘‘ waters of
life.” We are confident, however, that He who has begun
this work can finish it. We are often cheered and encouraged
by different scenes and occurrences which tend to show what
our influence bas brought about in this neighborhood ; more
than one poor soul hitherto unnoticed and unlooked for have
been helped and taken in com:uunities by the mere mention
of our name and the threat that < we would provide if tkey,
the nune, did not.” It works like a charm, so the poor are
getting the benefit of our presence here in more ways than
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one, There has been mush sickness during the past two
months, especially amongst the children, and our scheol has
suffered by it, as nearly all the children have been sick ; but
they are nearly all well sgain, and we are thankful none have
been taken away. We were much pleased and encouraged
by the visit of Mrs. Bennet and Mrs. Curtis, who called
twice to see the school, and showed their kind interest in a
- most practical way, not ounly in speaking and singing to the
children, but also in giving them a most sumptuous ¢ Thanks-
giving ” d’nner, which was most heartily enjoyed. May the
dear Master bless these and all such kind hearts. The
children were also entertained to a ve.y fine Christmas tree,
Mrs. Ross and Mrs. Torrence proviling the candies and
presents. We also received from Mrs. Torrence, for the
poor, ten dollars, which was spent for food, medicine, fuel
and shoes. We feel very thankful for this help in our work
which is indispensabie, and we would once more appeal to
our kind friends for cast-off clothing. W have been over-
looked in this direction this fall, having received but one
small bundle from Mrs. Hall, of the Institute. Our children,
sore of them, are quite destitute in clothing and unable at
times to attend school. Please bear in mind and come to our
help. Wishing one and all a most happy and prosperous
