After one or two ineffectual attempts to
gain the city, thoy retreated as suddenly and as
quietly as they came, leaving only a Chinese
proclamation, full of bombast and absurdity.
Their cxceases together with the outrages of the
local thicves smong the inhabitants about us, were
cruel aud abominable. From the accounts given
by some of the country people, the horrors of the
French Revolution could scarcely exceed the
scencs enacted here. My own teacher had his
house plundered—all his winter clothing and
furniture taken, even the doors and windows of
his house carried off.
