THE chlld-stîîdy movement la already
ja manifold bleSSIng, and Promises

mucb more. But RtB leaders et
the present time are making a deduction
whicb la a blunder se harmful tbat Its
general adoption would turo tbe cbild-
study movement lot a corse instead of
a blessing. Let il be empbasized that il
lf, purely a deduction f rom, confused
reasoning, and nul a discriminating In-
duction, wblch bas been heretofore the
general method of the chlld study.

This astonlshlng deduction lu that the
chlld la not capable of acceptlng the per-
sonai Christ before tbe age of fotîrteen
or fifleen years. The reason given-for
there are no specle cases adduced-ls
Ibal the chlld biraseif does not develop
complete personallty untîl that period.

But this ls confualng a strlctly philo
sophical sense of personallty then coming
loto consclousness witb the praclical
ability t0 know and love pacsons. As
Well may we say Ibat mnen cannot reasan
until tbey tborougbly know the lama of
major and minor premîse, the syllogiam
and thé "figures" of the beautîful science
of logic, or Ihat one canuot sée ciearly
sintil be knowb both the nature of ligbt
and ail about pbyslology. Truc enough
la it tbat the later scientilc siudy cor-
rects, amplifies. and bringa confidence
te thought and feeling, but human activ-
Ities cannol watt for the philosopher 10
lead off.

Let us stand by inductive chlld-study.
Observe the cbild and see huw bis entire
world begins wltb persons. At first thé
mothar's face andl fornu la the whoie uni.
verse the baby knows; then be recog-
nîzes the other persona In thé home. and
very early distinguishes outsiders. As
soon as there la any conaclouanels It
cliugs to and loves persona. Il knows
persona before thînga or thoughts. We
are asked te teach children aimply ethi-
cal ruiles of conduct and general Made of
rigbt and wrong! Not te preslent the
personal Saviour because thé child can-
neot define or appreclate personalily! But
every prlmary teacher knows that chul-
dren do aincerely love Jeans. The mother
knowa that the cbild loves ber, a person;
that thé cblld knowa and loves lie father.
And from thé good father on earth t0
ioving thé beavenly Father la an eaisy

bteP wbicb every cbild ln Primary Sun.
day achoola malte taîke.

The full consciousneaa of individuaiiîy
at about flfteen years of age defines per-
aunai Powera and possibilities to the
Young man, and sets out, alle, other Indi.
viduals, thuB brlnging about aupreme or
exclusive love for one person eltber as
chum or lover, and tben a peraunal ré-
aponaibiiîY emerges fuily. But a real
and great love for persona la the tiret
naturel feeling of a hunuan being, and It
may be directed to Include Christ ln the
Ilie of the amalleat child.

Do and Not Do.

Have ln mmnd aiways the salve-
tien of bis pupls. Vîsit every pupl St
lest once a year. When tbe cilas la
dlaorderly, walt quletiy for order. When
obiiged te reprove, always speak gently,
kindiy, and firmiy. Keep bie class-book
reguiarly. Be ln bis cilas five minutes
before tbe openlng of tbe session. Study
the mental and spiritual condition of
each Pupil, that be May belp tbem ln bis
teachlng. Remember that an ounce of
practice la wortb a Pound of advice.
Teacb lovlngly and falthfully for Jesus'
salle.

T 0 the stîdent of history, and
es peclally of Bîblicai hlstory.
la1the revelatlon of th1e

buried past, n0w belng dlsclosed from
the monuments lu the valleys of the
Nile, the Eupbrates. and th1e Tigris, most
interesting. Wh'at honest men want, and
ail men oeed, la the truth, and flot their
vague theories verified. Just what the
graves of burled nations wlll yet further

gîve Up" 0f thelr weaith of Information,
lu an unsolved problem. Thus far thelr
revelallons have been hiîghly appreclated
by aIl truth-seekers ot ail schools, and1
tspecially most gratlfylng t0 aIl Bible
students. Not only a tew, but many, of
the historie statemeuts made bolîl by
Moses and the prophets have been forever
settled as truc by th1e records airesd
exbumed, and the tacts staied on the
monuments.

The - oJourn " ot the Hebrews ln
Egypt, and thelr -journeyIngs lu the5
wîldernesa," have otten been a subjeet
of critlclsm and doubt among Irreliglous
men. But at present th1e subjeel lu gefler-
ally conceded by weli.informed men of
ali the schools to 11e sellled. The *treas-
ure cities." Pithom and Rameses. ln the
land of Goshen. Egypt, have been ex.
humed. These cities the Hebrews were
building at the time lbey had t0 furnlsh
"their own straw" for th1e brick-making.
M. Neville, the explorer iu Egypt, bas
excavated these cilles, and even dis-
covcred the ldentical I reasure cham-
bers." The walls, and partition walls.
are from eight 10 ten feet tbilk. and from
a certain Une upward are built of bricks
wlthout straw. whicb is strongly suggest-
Ive when contrasted with th1e account of
the reconstruction bi' Moses, th1e Hebrew.
These excavations and dîscoverles are
made among the large mounds whlch are
known by the name Tel'-Mo uts,
near Tel-el-Kebir. On Ihese brick s the
name ot Rameses Il., who doubtlesa waa
the Phsraoh "who knew flot Joseph."
The old city was enclosed witb a wall,
ln thicknsss twenty-two feet, and the
enclosure la a fraction lese than seven
hundred feet square, ln wblcb these
Iresure chambers are. Nul from Oosh'
en, but from Succoth, lsrsel took up ber
lIns o! march to the ses and loi th1e
wllderness. Pllhom-Egyptian, Ps-Tom,

"city o! the settlng sun,"-had two
names. Succotb ws ils civil usme, and
Ps-Tom lis relîglous name. This tact
removes the atone at whlch msny critics
were wont tn atumble. These old "bricks
vithout slrutw' tell their own story and
make plain thle story of Moses.

Charcosi wl'l flot rot, and aubes do nul
soon decay. If Moses spent forty years
lu th1e wiiderness witb a nation ot 001
iess than two millions, ail toid, some
traces of their old camp-lires sîîrely woîîid
remain and mark Ibeir wanderlngs. At
iesst, some of their graves mlght renlaju.
for a whole generalion died lu th1e wil-
derness. In leraei's direct lune ot march
fromt Egypt to Palestine are what the
Arabs cail "Turbet es Yahond" th1e
graves of the Jews. And, says the emin-
cnt Dean Stanley,. These rude banial
groundls. wllh the msny nameles head-
stones, fouud lu the wlldcrness o! watt-
derlng, far sway from human habitation,
are sueh as th1e host of laraci mont have
lefI beblnd them at 1the ditterent stages
of thelr progress.' Thils saine wriler
speaks of some of the Inscriptions caived
on th1e rocks lu the Sinaltlc Peninsula,
and says, -- They are among 1the oldest
hieroglyphie li th1e worid," and Cosmos,
the tudian traveler lu the ffth ccntury,
mention& Inscriptions ou Ihese rocks.
"wrllten In carved Hebrew cbaractera."

D)r. Bartlict says, *' I discovered ln the
desert of wanderlngs ntimero,';s sIbeds,
and somne wlth charcoal ln 11cm."
"These mounds,' says anoîber, - arc

found for mlles aroîînd, gencraliy amail
