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RAILYIAY LEGIBLATIOII.
Theru arc feîv subjeets wvhich at the

present day arc retcciiig more attention
thain this Otto of railway legislatioiî. Ia
ail parts of the civilhzcd %vorld, wvhore
railway construction lias beeti carried on
to aîîy colisiderable extent, this qluestioni
lias grown, to olle of lirst importauce.
Tndecd, as a qluestion of political ccotiom)y,
i; is one which is wortiy the best atten-
tion of the statesînan aîîd the commercial
-sorld guiuarally, wùile it is uiot witlout,
the spiiere of tho nîoralist and the philan-
thropist. In Great Britain a-ad the
'United States, especially iii the latter
country, thc groîving influence of raiway
coînbinlations on national life, lias long
becn -. atchied îvith thi kceenest intcrest,
and deinands for greater legislatîve con-
trol have contc fron ail parts of tie land.
In continental Europe the railu'ays have
not escaped the gentral attention wvldcl
lias been direetedl taward themra ll ter
couritries. The question af railway rates
and discrimninations, lias lutely neen dis-
cussed io the Frenchi Chaîner of Deputies,
and a commission lias been appoitited by
tlîat buody te devise a incasure for the
oreater coiitrol by the state over railways
alla rilwvay trfie. la Britain, railway
matters have buuîî ini tic bauds of a coin-
mission for sonue years. he cliief difli-
culty in the îvay of the successful %vorking
of this commission arose front thie faet
that it wvas net ail executive b~ody, axid its
action iras greatly lîanpered by a policy
of appeal, continuously resorted to by the
railroad conupanies. A bill is now before
the House of Commons to increase thi
powers of the commission. It ivili have
po\wcr ta deal îvith ail questions af i bs,
rates and fares, auîd witl aise have power
to award daînages. 'Tie new làM will
rdÀluirc that railro-.d companies furnish
the board of trade with a cliedule of rates,
an(1 wherc discriminations or otiier
arievances exist, thie board will have
power ta revise the sanie, utnder the con-
trol of Parliaunent. Titus, the board of
trade is brought ln as a kind of inediator
bé.tween the commission and the railway
camipalies.

Coming ta our own continenît, it ivili at
once be rcegnized that the railway
probleulis citee of the buruing questions

of the day. WVlilo iii tho counitries of the
0k! \Voild, railvay legisiation lias becui
imainly confiticd to tlîÔ. questioli af rates
and fares, andl the securmng af a junt dis-
tribution of thîe rante, iii tâte .ew WVorlà
a fair more important factoi' pi'cseits it-
self. Added te the evils of freiglit (lis-
criminationis anic unjust tàrifYs, thecitlZenls
of the two leuiding commercial countrie.s
af Lte Northi Anici'ican Contineqnt, are
coînlpfeld te îvitilss the coxîstalitly ex-
tenitin- influenco of raiiNvay corporations
and railwvay cotabinations over thîe
national hife af tiiese counitries. Nat onlly
dIo these îilîiivay corpoc-ations inakec or
destroy towns aiîd cities by a course of
arluitrary rates, and su bject whiole districts
ta their tyraiuîaical despotisai, but
tha-y unake their ends attainablu by a
course ai political intrigue and unblusli-
ing bribery. And huere is vhiere thie
lbors ai the mîoralist and plîilantluîopist,
îvould find ample scope for exorcise. It
lias been frequently asserted tîmat iu the
Tuîited States, the great railway contbi-

nations practically car.trol the gaverlu.
mnit, and that the infiluecec of hiese
corporatiois is such w, ta ohtiuiii for thîem
auuy legisiation desired, or chioke off aîy
proposrd legislatiou cistasteful ta tuei.
That tliere is moare truth tîman poetry iii
tliese ss'tosail wlîo aire conversant
ii t1ut eî~j - wîilI ut Once antîit, anti

Vie lègi.sIàut ion % hicit lias be» obtained,
or the proplo«.d legishition whîich lias been
preveîited, i.% raulway influence anud rail-
îvay goll, îvoud fl]ii man> a bilue book.
I-i Canjada ai late ire ]lave hadî our full
silure of railway inufluences iii rult iu politi-
ca! circles. Auîd thus, insteati of a govern-
mient control ai the railways, ire have in
the tîvo principal divisions ai North
Auncrica, gaverîuîuîant by the uailways ta
a great extent. Inu Canada tlîc influence
ai oîîe railway corporation alone îvit thîe
gavernaient, is prabably greater thant the
comubined conînercial interests, af the Do.
mnîion. Wtien it is considcred that suclu
is the case, the barriers lu thue way ai
sceuring suiel legislatioui as shahl con)pel
railîray companies ta <la equal justica tc

lit, îvould seein ta bu alîîuost insurmount,
able.

li Canada existin- railw'ny le-i>i1ation
ie enubodi'.d iii the Cansolidateti Railway
Act of 1879, aîîd amendmients thereta, à
vague piece ai legislat;ou whicî nia> bx.
gooti enougu lui itschf, but whlich eventu
ai almost daily occurrence are preving te
bu very inefficient, Sa long as a systeis,
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of preferentiftl rates eaui bc indulgcd in
ivit iimpunity, nothing moti Pis requircd
to shîow tIîat tlîe aet is pitiier lacking iii
enactrneît~ or in provision foi cîiforceieit.
Tluat a railway conmpauîy acting as caliion
carrier, is alloîved to cliar'go Smnith a
liighler rate titanu Jouies, for the san'e ser-
vice, is ait iîîiquity that shoîîld net for a
montent bu tolerated. A gréat înany bis
luavebeeu introduced at d iflereiit sessions of
the Dominuion Parlianîîuît ta secuîe amîena-
mnts ta the existing- rail wvay act, aud during0
the presunt session soie four or fivu billu
]lave been before the House. One, af
tliese-m-%r. McCarthy's bill, an Act for
(Jonstituting a Court of Railway Coin-
unissiouuers for Canada-was probably the
niost inîpô4-aîit piece af proposed railway
leffishation silice the adoption of the net
of 1879. The bill has silice been witlî-
drawn on the promise af the Governînent
ta appoint a commission to inquire jute,
thii matter, axîd introdocu legisiation at
the ncxt session, and it ilh thierefore.be
out of order ta discuas it at iengtlî at the
present time. Briefly, this bill provided
for thu appointment of a court which,
shîould have power ta, deal îvith the
variaus disputes arising hctween ue rail-
way conupany aîîd allateur, sucli as the
adlu stinctitof rates, intreduarge of freig,,ht,
te., tog3athier %vith the enforcenuent and
settienient af restrictions provided fu r ini

the existing nct. Urider the bill, the
coin missioners would have the poewer te
adjust througi rates proportionatoly be-
twceei the companies interested, tinder
certain restrictions, and an agreenment
betwveen raihîvay canipanies whilîih iniglit
bu considered iiniical ta, ta flic public
intcrest, coula bu invalidated.

ir McCarthîys bill would undtoubtedly
add somio inipravemnt ta preseut legisia-
tion, but the nîeaure of roverrnment con-

business. Thon thoro is the question of
the froquont atut sudden fluctuationîs in
rates, whlich often have a tuost doinoraliz-
ing cifeet upont commenrce ; as*9* the
question of te regulatioli of rates for
long and short battis, which a- nowv ex-
isting frcqueutly wvork great injustice.

It would seem îîccessary that this witole
inatter of legislative control of the rail
wvays shi,uild be taken hold of witiu frim
itand and (!cait with in a manner, sucit as
en hardiy be expeced front a govern
mont sn largely under tho influence of
railway corporations, a-i are both tho Can-
adian and United States govornnieiith.
In fact, tixeso gov'ornnmunts tlîernselvxs
inust unidergo a radiral chanige, before wu
can hope to sec the great railway corpor
ations aroughit under such completo con-
trol, wlîich as comnion carriers, tiîey
shouid bo restricted to.

IIHREPRESENTBD MANITOBA.
Mlany of our citizens roat satisfied , that

our provin.'dj lîke al] other portions of tue
British colonies is fairly rcpresentcd to
te British public, nnd iLs advantagos as

a honte for itcnding etmigrtanits inadA
plain ta ail inquirerls. TlirouglIi whiat
source this information is to be circulatcd,
does not trouble the rninds of such people,
as thcy have a vague idea, that the bulk
of iL shouid find iLs way into the school
gfeographiies, and te balance bie cir-.uIatcd
broadeast by t1,', British press and other
mxedium of dispensing information.

To people of the ciass we refer to, iL
inay scout stupid on the part of tho groat
English public, thiat Lhey take no stops ta
circulate among their surplus population
the information we wvislî thomi ta have.
But soniehow the people of Great Britain
like those of otlior European countries,
have enough to do La look after their ow n
business, without attcnding Lo the affaira
of the colonies. The average Bt itou con-
aidera that the> Mother Country lias donc
wcll for the colonies, when she supplies a
Governor or Governor-Genoral for eech,
arnd masures theni that protection; 'vhich
lier powerful navy is able te guarant4ue,
and in thîs the average Brito-n i8 about
correct. If te colonies wish ta draw
from the population of the Cid Country,
it is their owa business aa;d no aLlier
body's ta mako efforts in that direction,
and alnxost cvcry portion of the Britishi
colonies wviLh the exception of Mtàanitoba,
lins put forth sucli efforts, and lias liad
iLs reward iii prol, 3rtion ta thse extent
of these efforts. f -

The ainount set aside for
public w.orks eacit ycar is less, titan wvould
bc expected fraîn a wcIl organized coun-
ty, ta ho used for drainage, roadl iaking,
and bridge buildingý.
