train of wheele, contained in a cae,an
mechanisrn revolve, setting in motion
hande which move on dia -pte out
side, as in a watch. These dial-piates
show either the number of revolutions,
of the driving-wheei, or the distance ini
miles and furionge. In the former case
a littie calculation je required to find
the exact distance run; in the other,
the length of the journey can be seen
at once. At various stages on hie jour-
ney the traveller alights and -examines
the distance-register. Rie can thus tellI
how far hie bas travelled since hiýs last
examination; hle can calculate hie rate
of 'speed, and, if hie 'knows the Toute.
cau tell the probable time of his arrivai
at his destination.

The cylometer je of direct use oniy to
the rider; -but it has its lesson for -all.
Iu a spiritual sense we are ail travellers
along a road we bave not traversed be-
fore. We shall do well, therefore, te
carry with us a spiritual cyclometer,
and frequently to use it. After the
aday's work it were wel to, ask, "'What
distance have I run .to-day1 aUnc along
whatiroad 'have-I travelled V'"

One' ail-important enquiry w'lich you

must settle before proceeding farther is
this:-On îvhich ?-oad a=n I travelling e
Seripture speaks of two pathe.
