REV. JENKIN LLOYD JONES’ PRAISE
OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH.

A Stupendous History—~Malkes Sonls
More Genuine, Lives More Conse-
orated—Modern Art the
Childa of the Papacy.

Rev. Jenkin Lloyd Jones, of Chicago,
paid the following tribute to the Church:

And then
think of the devotion and toil that for
eighteen hundred years have st.rugfled
for the realization of this inclusive ideal
Shallow and hard is the mind that can
dismiss with flippant contempt or sar-
casm the Catholic Church in the pre-
sence of ite stupendous history. How
beautiful is its dream of spiritual life—a
power that can silence worldly ambition,
Iull the storm of human passion, bid the
inquisitive agitations of reason be still,
wrap the soul in & mantle of trust and
till the heart with communion with the
unseen and eternal verities of heaven.

HER GREAT CHARM,

The ideal spiritusality is what has
given a charm to that Church. This is
the Church that gave final rest to the
masterly but vagrant intellect of Orestes
A. Brownson, one of the greatest meta-
physicians this country has produced.

Cardinal Newman. It wooed into its

Europe. The monks were the consexrva-
tors of letters in the fullest sense. They
goreserved to us not only the Christian
ripture, but much, if not most, of what
we call classic literature. The Catholic
Church shares with the persecuted but
fertile and indomitable Jews the honor
of establishing most of the great univer-
ity systems of Europe.

The Service, Procession, Display, and
the Evening Concert—A Grand
Success,

The weather on Sunday, the great
French Canadian holiday of St. Jean
Baptiste, was perfect, and the streamera
and flaga which were displayed to do
honor to the day were seen in the
bright sunshine to the very best advan-
tage. The point of assembly was on
Champ de Mars square. :

The procession, which started about
9 o’clock was s very brilliant one.

The Catholic societies of Italy met in
Rome, where on May 80 and 31, and
June 1 and 2, many ceremanies in honor
of the centenary of Pius IX, took place.

On May 21zt His Holiness held a pub-
lic Coneistory, in which he conferred the
hat upon the Cardinals Lecot, Bourret,
Schlaunch, Mauri, Svampe, Ferrari, and
Segna, and made public the nomination
of Cardinal Steinhuber, created and re-
gerved in petto in January, last year.
During the Consistory Signor Giovanni
Lugari, Consistorial Advocate, pleaded
for the mecond time the cause of the
venerable sexrvant of God, Julie Billiart,
foundress of the Sisters of Notre Dame.

The encyclical of the Holy Father to
the Archbishop of Lima and the Bishop
of Peru has been published. He praisss
the Bishops for the synod they have just
held. He urges on them the necessity
to give special attention to the education
of agpirants to the priesthood, to appoint
only good priests over parishes, to send
missionaries among the Indian tribes,
and to counteract the bad press by good
journals.

Al the Basilica of St. John Lateran, on
the eve of Trinity Sunday, His Emi-
nence the Cardinal Vicar of His Holi-
ness ordained forty-six priests, twenty-
five subdeacons, besides conferring
Minor Orders upon several persons,
Three students of the Eonglish College
received Orders, the Rev. Aundrew
O'Loughlin, of Plymouth, and the Rev,
John O'Connor, of Leeds, being ordained
sub deacons; while the Rev. William
Cooper, of Northampton, received the
1ast two Minor Orders, The Academy
of Noble Ecclesiastics was represented
by Don Giulio Maloezzi, of the Dukes of
Santa Candida in Lecce [Calabria), con-
neoted with the Campeggio family of
Bologna, to which belonged Cardinals
Alexander {1504-1554), and Lawrence
Campeggio (1472-1539), the Iatter of
whom was Yapal legate in England,
Bishop of Salisbury, and immortalized
sa the “Campeins” of Shakespeare’s
Henry VIII. '

A QREAT PRELATE GONE TO HIS
REWARD.

A Briet Sketoh of & Grand Career; One
ot the Foremost Canadlans disap-
pears from the Scene of Life.

The following sad despatch flashed on
Friday morning along the wires from
Winnipeg :—The death of Hia Grace
Archbishop Tache at 6.15 this morning
waa not unexpected, but it nevertheless
caused the most painful shock throuil}-
out this city and country, where his
name has been a household word for so
many years. For the past four days he
had been lingering between life and
death, but the reports had been steadily
growing more encouraging. Immediately
after the operation last Monday he had
a very serious relapse, but on recovering
from this, and it being ascertained that
the operation was quite successful,
it was felt that if he could live through
the next few days his life would be In-
definitely prolonged. Between Monday
and to-day he had several lapaes, but on
the whole was steadily progressing to-
ward recovery. On Wednesday he was
taken much worse, his pulse being much
too rapid, and his fever being vexy high
accompanied by considerable pain.
Owing to His Grace’s long illness and
consequent delicateness, those about his
bedside knew that such a drain upon his
entire system could not long be with-
stood. All day Thursday he rested
eagily, took nourishment frequently and
was 1n good spirits. The only disquiet-
ing sign was that he seemed to be grow-
ing weaker. Those at his bedside hoped
that the nourishment administered in s
fow days of relief from fever and pain
would place him on the way to recovery
of a condition of health superior to what
His Grace had known in recent y ears.

HIS DYING MOMENTS.

Every bulletin that came from his bed-
side was encouraging, and there was
hopes of the prelate’s recovery until but
a few hours before the end. His most
devoted priests, who had been at his
bedside without eleep since Monday, re-
tired last night to Fe.in a little rest, hop-
ing that they would awake this morning
toghear that His Grace was still improv-
ing. About 2 o’clock this morning, how-
ever, he grew perceptibly weaker. Grad
uslly those in the room could see that
bis vitality sank lower and lower,
Shortly before 4 o'clock those who had
left the room to seek a little repose were
summoned and they were with him un-
til the end came, As one after another
during these last hours would take their
turn at his bedside he calmly asked them
to pray for him. From four o'clock on-
ward he sank slowly and steadily. The
pain which had been troubling him
seemed to leave him, He took nourish-
ment at intervals and seemed to be much
‘pasier. He motioned with his band to
be moved 8o that he could see those in
the room. The sun was already up and
stiexming in through the windows to-
wards the east end of the room. As he
lay he could see the priests and dootors
in the room and the sisters in the cor-
ridor at the east side. Lying in this way
he amiled upon them and blessed them
all by motion of his hand, From this
time on it was evident that his strength
was rapidly failing and it became & very
difficult matter for him tospeak. Short-
ly after. however, he smiled and said,
“Cent, 1a volonte de Dieu” (It is the will
of God). Then he again took npourish-
ment snd settled himeelf on his pillow.
1t was evident to all that e retained full
consciousness up the last moment even
when motion of the hands and feet had
become very difficult. At fifteen min-
utes past six o’clock to those being over
his bed he s&id very faintly and broken-
ly “adieu au ciel,” (farewell in heavon),
accompanied by a raising of the eyes to
heaven and the slightest possible motion
of the hand, They knew then that the
end was at band, the clergy began the
prayers of the agonizing, commending
his spirit to God. One placed the oross
of the (b'ate order in his hand, in &
moment more the vitel spark had fled.

HIS QREAT AND WONDERFUL:OAREER.

Archbishop Tache’s was a ‘career: that
i He was

& men whose like is seldom produced.
His opportunity was a unique one. His
work was hard.~ His reward was propor-
tionate., Bishops at 26 are not often
found. Archiepiscopal honors are re-
served for the few. Much of the record
of Mgr. Tache's early career reads like a
romance. He was & member of an old
French family, which has given both
statesmen and soldiers to his country.
His uncle was Bir Etienne P. Tache,
premier of Canada. His father fought
a8 & captain of volunteers against the
United States in 1812, He was born at
Riviere du Loup on the 23rd July, 1823.
On the death of his father in 1826 Mme.
Tache removed to Bouchervills, her
paternal home, where Alexander An-
tonin received his earlier inatractions.
His classical course was taken at the St.
Hysacinthe college, and his theological
education was received at the Montrea!
Seminary. On its completion he return-
ed to St. Hyacinthe as a professor of
mathematics.

The Oblates of the Blessed Virgin bad
been instituted in France about this
time; a branch of the organization was
formed in Canada with the novitiate in
Longueuil, which M. Tache entered in
October, 1844, Thaeir zeal attracted the
attention of Bishop Provencher, then
apostolio vicar; they accepted the invi-
tation to go to the great West to labor

later known s Cardinal Archbishop of
Paris, and Mgr. Prince, bishop of St.
Hyacinthe. At Rome be received the
Papal benediction, and in February,

"1852, started back to the scene of bis

labors. In June he was at St. Boniface,
and immediately departed for the Isle
of the Cross, His was a simple state
and a small entourage, To quote his
own words, his episcopal palace was 20
feet in length, 20 feet in width and 7 in
height. It was built of logs cemented
with mud, through which the rain as
well as the wind occasionally came.
Buat, to quote again, he had a bishop for
a secretary, and, sometimes, a bishop for
a cook, while a bishop oft-times ecarried
his housebold stuff on his back, and
cleared the snow from the spot on which
he waa to spend the night of a long day’s

tramp.

On the 7th of June, 1853, Bishop Pro-
vencher died, and Mgr. Tache’s duties
called him to the seat of his see, His
work for his ghurch here was marked by
the same characteristics that were shown
in his life as a private missionary. Con-
vents, schools, hospitals, were established
and missionary posts planted all over
the territory, till the work of overseeing
them bhecame too great for opne man’s
strength. In 1857 Mgr. Tache made s
journey to Europe, a8 & result .of which

for the salvation of the Indians, and the
young novice, in whose veins flowed the
blood of Joliette and La Verandrye, be-
came eager to follow into the lands
which their courage had first made
known. On the 24th of June, 1845, ac-
companied by Rev. P. Aubert, he set out
in & canoe for the Red River. St. Boni-
face was reached on the 25th of August.
There M. Tache, then 22 yeams of age,
was ordained as a deacon, and on the
12th of Qctober he was raised to the
priesthood. His were the first vows
pronounced in the great Northwest of
Canada. His first missionary journey
was from St. Boniface to Isle & la Crosse.
His companion was Louis F. Lafleche,
now Bishop of Three Rivers. They cov-
ered the distance in two months. Onpe
of the young priest’s expeditions took
him ninety miles afoot to baptize a dying
Indian. Another took him 835G miles to
Lake Cariboo. He went on another occa-
sion to Athabasca, & march of 400 miles,
through a country he had been warned,
a8 full of hostile Indians. It issaid that
before his return he baptized nearly 200
Cree and Chippeweyan children. On
most of these journeys his couch was the
earth, his canopy the sky. )
In 1851 a message reached him calling
him back to Bt.Boniface, when he was
told he had been selected as coadjutor to
Bishop Provencher. He went to France,
and at Viviers, on the 23rd of November,

coadjutor. In 1860 he went on a
journey to Isle de la Crosse, to discuss
with Mgr. Grandid the subdivision of the
diocese. The return was made in winter,
and when he reached St. Boniface he
found his cathedral and palace in ashes.

In the spring the river rose and cover-
ed the country with an inundation. He
came to Canada and went to France to
raise funds for the rebuilding of the edi-
fices and succeeded. In 1868 the grass-
hopper plague visited his colony and de-
voured every green thing, This meant
another strain on his energy, and he was
foremost in the work of the relief com-
mittee. On the 22nd September, 1871,
he was named archbishop and metropol-
itan of the province of St. Boniface, In
1875, on the 24th of Jume, thirty years
after he had left Montreal on his first
voyage,he received from hisfriendsin this
province the gift of & splendid organ for
his cathedral. The same year Lord Duf-
ferin visited him,and was loyslly received.
He has come lately before the public in
connection with the school controversy, &
pamphlet issued a montBa ago making a
powerful appeal for the restoration to gia
flock of the rights he claimed they had
under the agreement by which the
troubles of 1870 were allayed. His death
closes a remarkable -career. When he
went to the Red River there were six
Roman Catholic ¢lergymen from 8t. Bo-
niface to the Rockies. There are now an

archdioces, three 'bishoprics, over fifty
established missions and gome one hun-

dred priests and missionaries. Much of
this extension was due to the dead pre-
late’s zeal, which knew no abatement.
While be had his failings, and was evi-
dently never fully reconciled to the
change that substituted the farmstead
for the tepee and the palace car for the
Red River cart, no one can read his re-
cord without admitting that he was a
man among men, & pastor of whom his
church might justly be proud.

THE HERESY EPIDEMIC,

To the Editor of TeE TrRUE WITNESS :

.B1e,~The recent heresy trials that
have caused of late 8o much commotion
in the Presbyterian, and to some extent
sl80 in the-Methodist Church, have given
rise to the following remarks. Although
the said trials have been reported exten-
sively in the Protestant press, very little
bas appeared sbout them in the columns
of Tee TRUE WirTNEss. Were I to ask
the reason of this apathy, you would
probably answer: What signify those
trials to us Catholics? In matters of
faith we humbly bow to the decision of
the Church as the sole authority compe-
tent to deal with questions of doctrine
and Christian morality, We leave other
communities to decide—if they can—on
similar points by the Bibls, and to fight
their own battles in their own way. At
the same time~—and on the principle
that eomething useful may be learned
from the failings and shortcomings of a
neighbor—* Pas est ¢t ab hoste doceri”—I
submit the following for your kindly
congideration :
. Heresy may be defined a persistent
denisl of one ox more Christian trutha,—
for example, Baptism, the Incarnation,
the mystery of the Adorable Trinity, &ec.
The baptized man or woman who would
call in question and refuse to believe im-
plicitly any doctrine revealed by God
may be likened to the Archrebel Lucifer,
whose motto is * Non-Serviam,”—I will
not be a slave. It follows therefore that
heresy, being a revolt against the
Almighty, the person obstinately guilty
thereof 18 justly deemed a heretic when
condemned as such by & competent
tribunal, But here is to be noted a sin-
Eu.lar anomaly. When & member of the

reshyterian Church publicly denies the

. walidity of infant-baptism,~—a doctrine
‘#amays held and taught by that com-
lon, and refuses to retract when in-
... vitd to do so by the highest authority
«erein, he is ipso facio considered guilty
heresy, and in consequence gailty of
§ & grievous sin. But when a member of
‘§ the Baptist persuasion denies the validity
of the self same macrament when admin-
1 istered to infants, he is accounted guilty
! of no heresy, and consequently of no sin.
In like manner the Methodist Church
would éxcommunicate as a beretic the
minister who would dare in the nulpit to
deny the divinity of the Second Person
- of the Adorable Trinity., The Unitarian,
under similar circumstances, would ex-
pel as a herelic_the minister who would
dare to affirm it. Can the wildest im-
agination picture this mass of confusion
and contradiction to be the religion
founded by Christ to teach mankind the
true worehip of God, and the way to
eternal happiners? If the gospel as
preactred by St. Paul was deemed
foolisbness by the Gentiles, what other
cpinicn could they' have formed of
a system like riodern Protestantism,
a gyatem without cohesion, divine mis-
siomor suthority. “Hearthe Church” was
the emphatic command of its Founder.
Hear not—1listen not to the Church says
Protestantism, but read and study the
Bible as the “sole rule of faith and prac-
tice.” Now I contend that the Bible can
no more replace the Church than can
the promissory notes and bills of a de-
funct bank replace that instituiion, or
the photegraph, however true in expres-
siop to the original, replace the dear
friend whose remaina lie buried beneath
the sod. Hence I am irresistibly drawn
to the conclusion that without the
official sanction, seal and prestige of a
trae living Church, the Scriptures of the
old and the New Teatament become at
once relegated to the domain of ancient
bistery, profitable, if you will, for in-
struction in many points of morality,
but a8 a whole no more to be relied
on as & basis and rule of supernatural
faith than the Xoran of the Mussulman
or the Vedas of the Buddhist,

The inatitution founded by Jeaus Ohrist
being the “pillar and ground of trath,”
to which He recommended all His fol-
1 :wers to look for guaidance and instrue-
tion, it again becomes evident that the
Sriptures canuot be the *sole rule of
faith ard practice.” ‘“Hear the Church,”
said Qur Lord ; “Let him that will not
hear the Ohurch be to thee as th eheathen
and the publican.”. ‘Who ever heard a
sermon preached from that text in a
Protestant pulpit? I venture to say—
never,  But amidst the vast and ever in-
creasing variety of chuirches, where shall

- _. wefind the one that Christ commanded
-« all'hig disciples, without exception, alone

| to hear.

: If still in existence, it cannot
fail to be easily distinguished from every
other., For moet sssuredly its divine
Founder would never have insisted on
hearing a church that could not readily
be known by certain unmistakeable
marks, Has it a visible bead duly ap-
pointed, whose faith is guaranteed never
to fail, whose duty is to feed the whole
flock and gather them into one sheep-
fold? Has it fulfilled the ocommand
“to teach all nations whatsoever
He commanded.” 1If the Cathalic
Church has not accomplished the task,
what other Christian society has done
it. From what source did all the coun-
tries that now glory in the Christian
name originally receive the faith, if not
from her envoys and ministry. When in
the sixteenth centurxy they threw off what
they termed ber yoke, she was neither
disconcerted nor dismayed. No sooner
was the way open than she dispatched
devoted men to the far Er3t and to the
newly found world in the far West to
proclaim the glad tidings to nations
hitherto unknown, proving thereby her
title to the mark of Catholigity. Other
marks there are in profusion pointing
her out as the chosen messenger of God.
When John the Baptiat sent to Jesus
two of his disciples to inquire if He was
the Christ, the following was the sign
given : “Go and relate to John what you
have heard and seen ; the biind see the
lame walk, the lepers are cleansed, the
deaf hear, the deed rise again, the poor
have the gospel preached to them, Matt.
xi. 4,5, -‘The same mark or sign is to
all ungrejudiced minds stamped on the
Church of the present as of all the
preceding centuries of her existence.
If other marks be demanded, there is
inherent in her constitution the power
of binding and loosing, and the power of
forgiving sins. If it cannot be shown at
what period these powers were with-
drawn, annulled or forfeited, they must
still remain in force; and if the Holy
Spirit was promised to guide her into all
trath, she alone, ez officio, must be the
judge of what is truth and what is
heresy. The decision of aliens, the
growth, as it were, of yesterday, to
whom were granted, and who—I must
say—honestly lay claim to no special
powers—is binding on no one, should it
even be correct. What they may choose
to stigmatize a8 beresy is no more than
a difference of opinion, which, if not
tolerated in one communion, is accepted
in another as Christian truth,

Buch being, in my opinion, the lagicsal
aspect of the question, it is earnestly to
be hoped that we have heard the last of
heresy t{rials for a long time to come,
These trials can bave no other effect
than to unsettle the minds of many
pious and earnest souls who sincerely
profess, if but a partial belief, in the
great truths of Christianity. Better
that, moat assuredly, than none at all

Better that than agnosticism, or the
dreary outlook of the disciples of Payne
and Ingersoll. Anglicans, Presbyterians,
Methodists, &e., have retained many im-
portant truths. They have begur, though
at the eieventh hour, at the cost of man
sacrifices, and with laudable, though mis-
taken zeal, to promote the glory of God,
and the extension of His kingdom on
earth, DMany Catholics could we.l take
alesson from them on the better obser-
vance and sanctification of the Lord's
Day. Behold their numerous charities—
their munificent asylums for the poor,
the sick, the aged and unfortunste—~their
ardent longing for the unity for which
Christ prayed. M:y we not charitably
bope that all the excellent qualities and
Christian vittues of our separated breth:
ren, when thrown into the scale of the
great trial balance, may go far to com-
pensate for their lack of the fulness of
faith.

THE LIFE OF DE MAISONNEUVE.

(CONTINUED.)

The fort was to consist of an enclosure
of piokets surrounded by a trench. The
Governor claimed the honor of felling
the first tree ; and during the entire year
the colonists, who were juined by twelve
men vrecently arrived from France,
worked to fioish the fortifications anu
storehouses, in which they placed the
supplies of all kinds needed for the new
colony. .

On the feast of the Assumption, Aug.
13th, of the same year, 1642, the consecra-
ticn of the island to the Blessed Virgin,
which had been made in the Church of
Notre Dame de Paris on the 2o0d of Feb-
raary of the preceding year, by the
members of the Society of Qur Lady of
Montreai, was spontanecusly ratified
and rtepewed by the pious colon-
ists ; at a solemn Mass eelebrated
by Pere Vincent, all received Holy Com-
munion with great fexvor; the names cf
the’associates were placed on the altar,
that they might, so to speak, be pre.ent
at this touching ceremony, and the
booming of the cannon announced to
the surrounding countiy that the new
city had for Queen and Patroness the
august Mother of our Savour.

The following December an unlooked
for event afforded a striking proof of the
protection of God over the generous
colonists so lately arrived in thie new
country. M. de Maisonneuve had not
foreseen that the place where he had
established the for: wounld be exposed to
inundations; a few days before CLr:st-
mas the water began to rise and con-
tinued to do so until it threatened to
cover the encloaure where the colonists
kept their supplies of clothing and
other things that were indispensa-
ble fox the winter. Animated with
beroic confidence, the governor, with
the approval of the fathers of the Mis-
gion, drove a cross into the ground be-
fore the entrance to_the encl-sure, and
promised that he himsell would carry
another cross up to the summit of
Mount Royal, if God would deliver them
from thethreatened calamity; the walers
stopped at the threshold of the fort, and
then receded, permitting the colonista
to celebrate, with great joy, their first
Christmas in Canada.

On the 6th of January following a
large cross was ready ; faithful to hie
vow M. de Maisonneuve took it upon his
shoulders, and accompanied by all the

-

¥ | colonists, carried it unaided to the sum-

mit of the mountain, where it was
solemnly erected as & tronhy,of salvation
dominalting the empire of paganism and
barbarity.

For more than a year the infant colony
enjoyed profound peace; the Iroquois
seemed to ignore its existence. But
then there began a war which seldom
ceased except during shore intervals of
truce, which were no sooner conoluded
than they were violated. It is qn these
occasions that we shall have to Rdmire
the intrepid courage and the admirable
prudence of De Maisonneuve.

. DIPLOMAS.

Lord Aberdeen Receives the Degree ot
LL.D.—Mr. J. K. Foran, Editor ot
the True Witness, Created a Doctor
ot Letters—Account of the Proceed-
ings—Dr, Foran’s Address.

On Thursday night, the 21st June, the
annual commencement exercizes took
place at Ottawa University. In addition

- to the usual proceedings of conferring of
arts and other degrees ggon the students,
the occasion was marked by His Excel-
lency the Governor General receiving the
degree of LL D. as & recognition of his
worth in the eyes of the faculty of the
University. The honorary title of M. A.
wasg also conferred on Dr. Gibbons, of
Syracuee, and Rev. Father Duhbaut,
O.M.1.,, and Francis Joseph Curran, of
New York. Mr.J. X, Foran, Editor of
the TrRUE WITNESS, received the title of
Doctor of Letters.

The conferring of this homor upon
Loxd Aberdeen was the first item of the
exercises, and upon receiving it, His Ex-
cellency made a reply, expreseive of his
gratitude to the faculty for this mark of
distinction which they had been pleased
to bestow upon him.

Next followed the conferring of de-
grees, and then thedistribution of medals
and diplomas took place.

HIS EXCELLENCY’S REMARKS,

His Excellency then addressed the as-
semblage, lauding the faculty of the
University for their wonderful efforts
in the cause of education, and exhorting
the students to profit by the chances a
University course afforded them to be-
come useful members of the community,
and more than an ordinary power among
their fellow-men.

DR, J. K. FORAN'S ADDRESS.

Needless to reproduce the eulogistic
comments of the Qttawa press upon this
address, which Lord Aberdeen con-
sidered a masterpiece of eloquence, both
in form and delivery. The following is
the Star’s report of the speech :—

Your Excellency, Your Grace, Very
Rev. Rector, Ladies and Gentlemen :(—
The signal honor conferred upon me
this evening by the University of Ottaws,
awakens feelings of sincere gratitude
and legitimate pride. - It wereimpossible
for me, in my inexpressive language, to
convey any adequate idea of the senti-
ments that animate me. Therefore, I
conclude that the less I attempt in that
direction the more am I likely to ac-
complish,

Standing in tbis splendid hall, under
the sacred roof of our Alma Maler, and
amidst surroundings such 28 you behold
here this evening, it seems to me as if it
were all a dream, that the curtain of in-
tervening years had rolled up, while
memory, with magic wand, had sum-

ed | moned before me scenes long vanished

and actors long since disappeared.

Asif it were but yesterday, I recall
that hour in September, 1867, when I
entered for a first time the old St.
Joseph’s College. Good Brother Cooney
— Gud rest his soul—met me at the door.
He banded me over to Father Morois,
who in turn began by threatening to pull
my ears until they were as long as his
arms, and to place me beside the
weatfler'eock tbat twirled above the
cupols on the old edifice. Prophetic
was the witty econome! For to-night I
feel a8 if some mysterious influence had
raised me to that dizzy height and left
me there to twist and to tum with
every breath of surprise that sweeps
around me.

Comparatively humble waa the college
in those days; but all great institutions
and all-important human events have
bad humble origin. “Rome was not
built in & day.” The foundation was
laid by wolf-suckled twins; it took cen-
turies to accomplish the work ; but once
the construction was completed, Rome
became the Eternal City. Already had
the venerable and ever-to-be-lamented
Bishop Guiges organized the vast diocese
of Ottawa ; already bad his missionaries
gone forth to evangelize the Indian
tribes and carry the consolations of re-
ligion to the white men scattered in
groups throughout the forests of the
north ; already had the grand work of
education been commenced—they sowed
in fertile soil tae seeds that have since
taken root, grown up, expanded, fructi-

to-day. Beneath the purple of episcopal
dignity that great and good man éarried

fied, and the barvest of which we all reap.

Jthe insignia of his deep humility,
The work he accomplighed ¢an only "devotedness dot the Dominion from-

be thoroughly - understood by his
noble and worthy successor. In theyear
1844—half a ocentury ago—the Oblates
of Mary Immaculate arrived in Bytown,
and, from that day tothe present, they
bave carried on 3 twofold work—for
Fsith and for Country. They carved
out paths through the wilderness; with
one hand they slanted the Cross of Christ
amidst untrodden wilds, while with the
other hand they beckoned on the ad-
vance guard of civilization. .
The yesr 1850 beheld the ordination
of & man destined to pIn{an important
part in the history of this city and of
this section of the country, At the
name of Father Tabaret I pause! Well
do X remember that gloomy day, in mid-
winter 1886, when His Grace, the gif
and elcquent Archbishop of Ottaws,
pronounced the funeral oration in the
Baasilica. In one phrase he summed up
the life, the labors, the virtues, the char-
acteristics of the illustrions dead. In
an ecstasy of eloguent sorrow he cried
out : * Quel homme d'e¥ 1 Yes, truly
wag Father Tabaret of .uose whom the
world calls the elite ; and just as truly is
he, to-night, amongst those whom God
calls the elect. Outside yonder door is a
statue that affection has raised to his
memory ; but thi§ magnificent institu-
tion, with its ever expanding proportions
and increasingiinfluences, 18 the monu-
ment par eézcellence that shall transmit
his name and his fame to posterity.
Grand in his humility, childlike and
meek in his power, poverty only en-
riched him, years made him grow
younger, obstacles strengthened him,
difficulties encouraged him, and a lowly
spirit and a life of obedience constituted
him an organizer of institutions and a
commander amongst men. The impress
of his zeal is left upon the diccese of
Ottawa; the mark of his handiwork you
behold in this University; and the seal
of his strong personality is indellibly
stamped upon the spirit of a whole
generation of men. Suddenly, one day,
God’s hurried ambassador came to him
with 8 summons: but the Angel of
Death found him ready to lay down his
burden and to go, with his works, before
the Creator. To bim might I apply the
words of Denis Florence McCarthy, in
his poem “The Vale of Shanganah :”

« 1,1ke & brave man, In fearless reaistance,

He *fought the good fight' on the fleld of
exlslonce;

A crown he had won iu the conflict of 1abor,

With Truth for his armour and Thought for
hts sabre,"”

Friend of my youth! If your spirit

hovers in this hall to-night, it will smile

upon the men who are 8o nobly carrying

on the work that you commenced. If,

in the communion of souls between the

living and the dead, my humble voice

can rench you beyond, aask God to look

down upon the Uriversity of Oitaws,

to guide it directors along the high-

way of success, to strew their path with

the choicest of blessings, that they may

be enabled to carry to a grand realize~

tion the fervent dresms and the lofty

aspirations of your life of macrifice, of
your life of love! Graduates and pupils,

behold your model!

Two important works have the Oblates

accomplished during the last half cen-

tury; the evangelization of one genera-
tion and the cducation of another. The
night of paganism obscured the world,

the dark clonds of infidelity and baxr-
barism hung ovir the intelligences of
men, when, in the far off East, in the land
of Prophets and Patriarchs, the Star of
Salvation twinkled at Bethlehem and

the gorgeous Sun of Redemption flashed
upon Calvary. The rays of that Sun
penetrated the groves where the Druids
taught the mysticism of the stars, they
tipped with splendor the monuments of
ages and crowned those storied works of
buried time with the chastening light of
heaven ; they descended into the cala-
combs and came forth from that city of
the dead to fling their radiance upon the
cross above the dome of St. Peter’s ; they
shot athwaxt the  darkness of centuries,
crossed the furrowed face of the A tlantic,
penetrated the primeval forests of the
new world—and, wheresover they fell

their warmth imparted spiritual life and
their brilliancy shed a lustre around the
souls of men. The religious and educa-
tional institutions of our country are the
foci to which those rays converged, and
from which they again sepa.mtelf to light
up newer and broader horizons. This
University of Qttawa is one of the great
conservatories of the light. From out
its treasure-honse the members of the
Oblate Order have carried the choicest of
gifts, The monuments of their xeal and

anticipated unending glory. Up amongst
the stupendous grandeurs of the Rockies
have they planted the cross. Beyond,
where Fraser and Mzckenzie leap, in
wild fury, down the granite stairways of
their white cascades, to the ocean, have
they labored. Infaraway Alaka, where
the foot of summer acarcely ever treads,
with Bishop Clut and his associates, do
we behold their work.

It would be an intrusion on
my part to detain you any longer this
evening. It would be presumption to
further monopolize-your time, and check
the flow of harmony and enjoyment. In
concluding, to the University of Ottawa,
to the faculty of this institution, from
the fulness of my heart I ory out, “Esto
Perpetua ;” may your triumphs be great;
may your success be unending! Goon in
your glorious miesion and you will yet be
a powerful factor in raising your country

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. POPE LEO IS FiNISHINQ HIS POLITI-

CAL TESTAMENT.

"It 'WIIl Be a Hlstory of His Relgn and

‘Will'Bet Forth What He Desfgns Shall
Continne to Be the Folcy of the
Papacy—A Resume of All Hig
Conceptions and Acts—Ie
Xas Submitted It to
the Cardinals.

— ———

“Innominato,” the well-informed and
reliable Rome correspondent of the New
York Bun, writes as follows under date of
May 9:

Leo XIIIL,, in love with great things, is

" putting the last mark of the lion’s paw

upon his testament. This will be the
centralact of his reign, his apotheosis
sud his Bible. There is in the present
Pope somcthing of inngeent IIT, and of
BSextus V. He hes been to their school
and he is endeavoring to make them live
again under the form of this new world,
He bas borrowed from the first his legis-
lation, and from the second his methods
and his mise en scene. Like Sextus V,,
he wishen to leave the Papacy in the en-
joyment of a Pontifical treasure for the
days of persecution or of exile. Like
bim, he believes that force and money
are the sovereign masters of affairs,
Hence his indifference in regard to men
and his passion for the ideal. His po-
litical testament, which he will addreas to
the universe under the form of an en-
cyclical of thanks and gratitude to
Christianity for the feasts of his jubilee,
will resemble the magnificent exposes of
Sextus V. when, after hig bold and suc-
. cessful negotiations with the powers, he
rendered an account of them to the
cardinals assembied in the conmistory at
the time when consistories were still the
deliberatives sasemblies of the Holy See.
.But in our days of overflowing demo-
cracy the audience of the Pope will not
be the sacred college alone ; it will be the
oosmopolitan public, the human race.
He will call all thinking men to bear
witness to his meditative, active and
militant Yife. He knows that he carries
in his symphonic ‘brain “the new land
‘and the new heavens.” Like all slates-
men in love with itheir own ideas and
their own power, he has no fears of the
full light of day or of the merciless tri-

_bunal of the world.

This is the first time in history that a
leading statesman, and especially a Pon-
tiff, the holder of & power irresponsible,
except before God, appeals to the opin-
ions of millions of heads in regard to his
projects, his intentions and, pexhaps, bis
dreams.

LEO XIIL

is eminently a representative man in
Emerson’s gense of the term. He feels
himself in communion of aspirations and
hopes with the new world, that terrible
world, tumultuous and confused, which
is destined to rule the twentieth century.
Hence his boldness and his incompara-
ble grandeur. It is only an impeccable
mean, or one believing himself impecca-
ble, that can display such candor and
give such surprises. Twentyfold op-
timist, he believes that it is necessary to
govern men by imagination and the pas-
sion for the great. There is nothing in
him of the morose moralist. He beliaves
in the future, and he thinks that from
the ignorant and busy crowd he can ex-
act goodness, just as the sculptor hews
from the rude block an imperishable
masterpiece. Chateaubriand, on the
threshold of death, left to his frienda his
“ Momoires 4’ Outre Tombe,” that ex-
quisite work of genius and pride. It was
a surprise which the artists admired and
criticiged. But what shall we gay from
this point of view of the iniiiative of the
Pope surrendering himself to criticiam-
and passion on the very day when his
work, the mooument of his_mind
and of his abnegation, is atill the
object of bitter recriminations and
concerted attacks? Here we have a
wager, almost a challenge, but a cbal:
lenge which the commanding and well-
balanced mind of the Pontiff will trans-
form into- good tidings and a message of
peace. It i8 something more than a
novel act; it is 3 magnificent forecast,
Bofore communicating it to the public,
Yeo XIIL submitted it, when scarcely
edited, to an assembly of cardinals to get
theix verdict. -What confidence! Is it
not known that some cardinals are in
opposition to his ideal of government?
{$re not-his adversaries counting “upon

his succesaor to break the pedestal of his
work, and to throw to the winds hischart
of the future? Are not courts and
political parties working for revenge ip
secret with a view of bringing out an an-
tagoniet at the next conclave ?

But Leo XIII., who, since 1888, bas
been calculating the chances of the con-
clave, and is working to monld it with
his strong and free hand, wants to appear
on that day, not as a disputed man, but

AB A MASTER

whom it is necessary to follow. In
former days some Popes aimed at peint-
ing out their saccessoxrs ; but as the laws
of the Papacy forbid this practice, the
ambitious design was never vealized.
But Leo XIII. wants the vote of the
conclave to be favorable to hiz policy.
He wants bis successor to come out, not
from & nominal designation, but from
the Fruitful centre of his work; he
wants bim to be of his blood, of his
marrow, and of his brain, The
fact that he wishes to gain the ap-
probation of the Bacred College before-
hand mdicates in Leo XIIL. the invinei-
ble conviction, the robust optimism,
that his zxeign is not the end of a policy,
not s parenthetic or persoual work, but
the portals of the future, the first peal
of the bell of a new civilization. To hold
fast to the Bible and to immutabls tradi-
tion, but at the same time to apply these
treasures of truth and justice to the con-
tingencies and to the needs of the cen-
tury ; to take from the modern currents,
which will be the politicel and social
forma of the future, all that they have
that is juat, grand and useful; to infuse
into the veins of the body of humanity
a generans sap of faith and of hope—
such has been bis lot among men. He
believes himself in intimate ccrrespond-
ence both with tradition and the ardent
deeires of 8 new generation. He hopes
with that fervor which makes men
ereat that he is working for eternity, and
that his work will not constitute an
isolated act, but rather that it will be
the firet link of a long and glorious chain
of acts, policies and constitutions.

Therefore his consultation with the
public and his foture judges constitutes
a coup d'etat. Like all those initiatives
that appeal to the best portion of
bumanity, it is bound to succeed. Re-
sistance, opposition, paasions, criticisms
and jealonsies never yield to flattery or
condescension ; they entomb themselves
in their own winding sheets by the effort
which they make to gnaw the marble of
an immortal masterpiece.

THIS PILITICAL TESTAMENT

of Leo XIII, will consequently be the re-
sums of all his conceptions and of sll his
acts. He will travel, a0 to apeak, through
the countries which he has created or
sketched. He will give the proper name
to each detour and to each corner, and
invite the whole world to follow him and
.reconnoitre the ground. The United
States will oocupy a prominent place on
this singular geographical chart. Was
it not from great Americans that he bor-
rowed his democratic ideal? Was it not
in your school that he was inapired?
Like all the superior minds of the old
| continent, has he not admired your ener-
getio life and your strength, and does he
not wish to draw from them the sap
which is destined to replenish the old
world, bent down with years like a de-
crepit and toothless old dowager? Does
be not want to save the old westemn
civilization, tottering under its vices, by
infusing into it & rich blood with rein-
vigorating globulea? .

The Pope is stiil young, notwithstand-
ing his 84 vears. Hb possesses the elas-
ticity and vitality of those souls which
hava never made any compgomises with
the body. .

But when this political testament shall
have appeared, Lieo XTI will be able to
say, “I have finished my day’s work.”

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ARCH BIIHOP TACHE DEAD.

#The Bells of St Bomface » toll to-day
a polemn knell, for the *“Aungel of
SBhadow " has passed over the Red River,
and beneath his wing the noble and
saintly spirit of the great pioneer Arch-
bishop has taken flight tc an assured re-
ward. It was Duffy who wrote that, it
is not Death alone, but Time and Death,
that canonize the patriot.” Well may
these words apply to thelate Archbishop
Tache, We are yel too nesar to see his
proportions rightly ; his departure is too
recent to permit of a just appreciation of
his gigantic work and his wonderful life
a8 prelate and patriot., In the midst of
the universal sorrow, and while yet
weighed down by the immensity of the
loes the Church and the country have
euffered in his death, we cannot bring
ourselves to write the cold details of a
biography. When “the calmness of
grief ” comen on, and we are less under
the effects of natural emotions, we hope
to be able to give our readers.some idea
—no matter how faint it may be—of the
exceptional career of the one whom we
lament to-day. To pay a fitting tribute
to his memory would require a pen far
more eloguent than ours.

A member of one of the leading and
moat distinguished families of Canada,
Mgr. Tache not only kept up the tradi-
tions of his race, but he even added
greater lustre to his name than any of
his numerous and successful relatives.
He was a man animated with a burning
degire for the glory of God, the ealvation
of souls and the establishment of the
Chuarch. Outaide this lofty and virtuous
ambition he had no wish for temporal
power or human bonors, His bnmility

_and devotedness became early manifest
in his choice of a career. With a long
line of illustrions sancestors, all the
attractions that wealth and rank could
afford, he had the brightest avenues of
worldly life opened before him. But he
turned aglde from all these, and conse-
cratad bis life to the service of God and
of his fellowmen. He not only became
& priest, but he entered the order of the
Oblats of Mary Immaculate, and as an
humble Brother pronounced the vows of
“Poverty, Chastity and Obedience.” He
felt that in the ranks of that great mis-

.;sionary army he ‘would have full and

+ ample opporfunity of doing deeds of
groatness away from the eyes of the
world and the applause of men. But
God had & grand career and & wonderful
_mission prepared for him,

" Bo exceptionally visible was the Hand

of Providence guiding the footsteps of the
young novice, that scarcely had he been
ordained to the priesthocd than he was
sent off to the great hunting field of
souls in the vast regions of the then un-
known Northwest. In what Lord Daf
ferin styled “the ante-chambers of a new
world,” we find Father Tache, at the age
ol twenly-six years, raised to the responsi-
ble position of a Bishop. His active life
of labor commenced with the first
streaks of civilization’s dawn upon the
horizon of that vast and unexplored
region. From that day till the hour of
his death he has worked with all his
might, his great talents and his wondex-
ful energies to civilize the Indians, to
plant the Faith all over the land, toen-
courage the material interests and to
create A most important portion of our
Dominion.

It iz needless for us to go over the
history of Manitoba and the Northwest
gince the days when Archbishop Tache
found them an almost inaccessible wild-
emess. We might say that he rocked
the cradle of the Canadian West and
lived to behold his protege in the full
strength and promise of national man-
heod. His name is inseparably conneot-
ed with every movement, political,
national and religious, in Manitoba. He
seems to stand astride of that great ex-
panse that intervenes between the far
away past and the present. Some sy
that he failed in the accomplishment of
bis grand designs of justice and rigot-
eousness in the question of the schools ;
but he did not fail. He has not been
permitted to live to behold the realiza-
tion of his dreams; but he has survived
the greatest crigsis in the history of that
land, and sufficiently long to impress the
seal of his lofty principles upou the
charter of Manitoba’s future. This may
not be recognized to-day; but, as the
years roll on, and the electric activity of
our sge shifts the scenes npon the stage
of Canadian history, it will be perceived
that the spirit breathed by Archbishop
Tache shall survive him and work ita
potent effects long after his ashes shall
have mingled with those of his venerable
predecessor, Mgr. Provencher.

We need not enter into the atory of
the two great rebellions of the North-
west, in each case of wbich his influence
was felt for the good of men, for the
securiiy of the country and for the glory
of God's Church. No; we leave to the
future historian the pleasant task of re-
cording ali the great and stirring events
of the unique life that has just termi-
mated. We merely come—voicing the
sentiments of the Irish Catholic people
of this Province—to place our simple
tribute upon the bier of the great Arch-
bishop, and to unite, today, in spirit,
with the thousands of mourners who
kneel before the altar of St. Boniface,
and listen fto the solemn Requiem that
carries to God’s throne their fervent
prayers [or the repose of his great and
saintly soul.

THE ST, JEAN BAPTISTE,

Last week we spoke of the 8t. Jean
Baptiste as& religious feast ; this week we
desire to pen a few works regarding the
same festival as a nat.onal one. The
French Canadians have every reason to
be proud of their national day and to
celebrate it in a worthy and patriotio
manner, They have everything that is
calculated to oreate enthusiasm and in-
spire legitimate pride. They - have a
glorious and eventful history ; their race
has had & splendid mission accorded by
the Almighty ; their tzaditions axe most
sacred and their achievements most
grand. Take a bird’s-nye view of the

soene!
Their early missionaries crossed the

wilderness of the Atlantic and came to

these shorea with the light -of faith and
the seeds of civilization., The clouds of
barbarism and infidelity werescattered by
the former ; the thousands hungering for
enlightment and happiness were fed on
the fruits of the Jatfer. Those clouds
were crimsoned by the flames of persecu-
tion and the soil that received those
seeds was dampened by the blood of
martyrdom. The institutions, religious,
educational, benevolent and national, that
they esiablished spun the sky of three
centuries like a splendid galaxy. They
crealed a literature that iz as unique a8
it is beautiful and to which bistorian,
essayist, scientist, poet and philosopher
added each a sbare, The deeds of
heroism that are recorded by their
writers and that were performed by their
people, go ringing down the vestibule of
history. The laws that are pre-eminently
theirs constitute one of the greatest safe-
guards of our constitution and are the
sources of incalculable strength for the
Chureh of Christ upon this continent.
They built up the country under the old
regime; they supported and helped
to preserve it under the new one. They
wers loyal to Canada’s interests in the
days of French Dominion, they con-
tinued steadfast in the cause of our
country when the nation passed under
the sway of Great Britain, They fur-
nished statesmen, orators, professors, and
commercially successful men inlarge pro-
portions to the country, while they gave
princes and prelates of the highest
gradea to the Church. They did more,
they brought and preserved for us
all & language the incalcalable benefita
of which only thoss who can thoroughly
understand it are able to justly ap-
preciate.

Apropos the language we have & word

tosay, There exist certain men to-day

who pretend to desire the destruction of

the French language in Canada. We are

not foolish enough to believe that these

men allow their real motives to become

apparent. It is not the French language

they aim at ; it is the Catho'ic Church,

of which that language is 8 powerful bul-

wark. But, taking them at their word,

wo will meet them on the ground of the

language. They may say that we have

no interest in the preservation of French ;

that we are not of that nationality ; that

our mother-tongue is English, Admitted

that our mother-tongue is English ; still
we have a deep, & solid, a justifiable claim
upon the French language, snd no man
has a right to rob us of it. In common
with our Freuch Canadiaa fellow citizens
we enjoy all the blessings, privileges and
luxuries that the language affords; and
the treasures, countless and rare, that are
embalmed therein, belong 1o us, and we
say that no person can be justified in de-
priving us or our descendants of these
blessings.

Because & man does not speak, read, or
understand French—either on account of
his incapacity or unwillingness to learn
it—does not give him a right to keep
others in the same ignorance. Does Mr.
McCarthy, or Mr. O'Brien, or Mr. any-
body else pretend that he s justified in
coming into our hbrary and taking the
works of Racine, Corneille, Lamartine,
Chateaubriand, Mbosliere, Bossuet, Fen-
elon, or any other French master of
thought and expression, and consigning
them to the flames ? The act would be
one of robbery—pure and simple. Not
go much the value of the paper and
binding as that of the glorious treasures
of thought would we caloulate. And yet
these eame men would steal from us the
medium whereby we can enj-y the beau-
ties of a literature, the charms of a
poetry, the grandeurs of & philosophy,
the majesty of an oratory, the richness
of & history, that they—in their narrow-

neither understa.nd nor onjoy. We
plainly tell these .enemies and would-be
assassing of the French language that
before they succeed in their miserable
designs they shall have to deal with
more than one opponent whio, though
not of French origin, has nghts and
privileges that are preserved in the
French tongue and which he will defend
till the lagt breath remains in him;

Yes, heartily and truly do we ioin with
our French Canadian: fnends in doing
honor to their patron saint and in cele-
brating their national festival. Little

jara and petty spats may at times arise

{from one cause or another) between ine
dividuals of our different races ; but theze

thorough appreciation of each other.
These specs upon the san of our mutual
understanding only serve to impart a

greater and more lasting lustre to the

orb itself, But the grand bond of Faith
that unitesus will triumph over every-
thing else ; our interests in time are the

same, our interests in eternity are identi-
cal, and we have a glorious future before
us if we but join hands on the threshold
of our oountry’s career and march
shoulder to shoulder down the slopes of
Canadian history:

There was no resson why the * dis-
tinguished Mr. Atlee ” might not be one
of these—he was accredited, too, by his
minister, and his ‘‘solidarity,” as the
French call it, was beyond question.

While yet revolving these points, a
caveas—with much gold in his jacket,
and a voluminous petticoat of white
calico—came to inform him tbhat his ex-
cellency the prince hoped to see him at
breakiast at eleven o’clock ; and it now
only wanted & few minutes of that hour.
Atlee detsined the messenger to show
him the road, and at last set out.

Traversing one dreary, ill-built street
after another, they arrived &t last at
what seemed a little lane, the entrance
to wiich carriages were denied by & line
of atone posts, at the extremity of which
a small green gate appeared in a wall
Pushing this wide open, the cavass stood
respectfully while Atlee passed in, and
found bimsell in what, for Greece, was a
garden. There were two fine palm-trees,

You always want to cut off somebody’s
head and spill no blood. There’s the
mistake of those Irish rebels : they tell
me they have coursge, but I find it hard
to believe them.”

“Do believe them, then, and know for
certain that there is not & braver people
in Europe.”

“ How do you keep them down, then ?”

“You must not ask me that, for Iam
one of them,”

“You Irish

Yes, Irish—very Irish.”

“Ahl Isee. Irish in an English sense!
Just as there are Greeks here who believe
in Kulbash Pasha, and would say : Stay
at home and till your currant fields, and
mind your coasting trade. Don't iry to
be civilized, for civilization goes badly
with brigandage, and scarcely suits trick-
ery. And you are aware, Mr. Atlee, that
trickery and brigandage are more (o
Greece than olives or dried figa.”

There was that of mockery in the way
he said this, and the little smile that
played about his mouth when he finished,
that left Atlee in considerable doubt how
to read him,

“I study your newapapers, Mr. Atles,”
resumed he, “Inever omit to read your
Times, and I see how my old acquaint-
ance, Lord Danesbury, has been making
Turkey out of Ireland.

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- USEFUL RECIPES FOR THE HOUSE-
HOLD.

T0O COLOR SAUCES,

Caramel, 80 much used to color sauces,
gravies, eto,, is made as follows : Heat
half a pound of brown sugar in a small
kettle and atir it until it is smooth, dark
brown butter, but be careful that it does
pot burn; add gradually a pint of hot
water, let it simmer while the sugar,
which is scraped from the kettle, dis
solves, and then bottle and cork.

WHEAT-FLAKE BCONES.

To each half-pound or pint of wheat-
flake porridge left over, add one egg and
one tablespoonful of cream ; no water.
Beat all together thoronghly and drop
by eepsrate spoonfuls into a hot pan,
covered on the bottom with fresh butter
or olive oil. Fry brown ¢n both sides
and eat at once. This is a particularly
delicate and delicious dish, far more so
than either white flour or buckwheat
cakes.

SOUP FOR FRIDAY.,

A white economical soup may be
made from six potatoes, four onions,
four onnces of crushed tapiocs, one and
one-half pints of milk, a little butter,
salt and pepper. Cut up the potatoes
and onions and pot into two quarts of
boiling water. Boil three quarters of an
hour. Rub the vegetables through a
sieve and put back to the water again,
add the butter, salt and pepper; then
boil the tapioca twenty-five minutes in
the soup; add the milk, give one boil
and serve.

PURE TAPIOCA PUDDING,

Three tablespconfuls of pure tapioca,
one quart of milk, one small cup of
granuiated sugar and five eggs. Soak
the tapioca for four hours in cold water.
When it is soaked putthe milk intoa
double boiler to heat; and put in the
tapioca. Beat the yolks of the eggs and
the sugar together very light; add this
to the milk, and let it cook slowly till
the tapioca is soft. When cooked pour
it into a dish and flavor it with vanilla,

The crow has fine mannera. He al
ways has the walk and air of a lord of the
goil. One morning I put out some fresh
mest upon the snow near my study win-
dow. Presently a crow came and carried
it off, and alighted upon the ground in
the vineyard. While he was eating it,
another crow came, and, alighting a_few
yards away, slowly walked up to within
a few feet of his fellow, and stopped. I
expected to see & struggle over the food,
as would bhave been the case with
domestic fowls or animals. Nothing of
the kind. The feeding crow stopped
eating, regarded the other for a moment,
made a gesture or two, and flaw away.
Then the second crow went up to the
food, and proceeded to take his share,
Presently the first crow came back, when
each seized a portion of the food, and flew
away with it. Their mutual respect and
gaod will seemed perfect. Whether it
was really ao in our human sense, or
whether it was simply an illustration of
the instinct of mutual support which
geems to prevail among gregarious birds,
I know not. Birds that are solitary 1n
their habits, like hawks or woodpeckers,
behave quite differently toward one an-
other in the presence of their food.

The lives of wild creatures revolve
about two facts or emotions, appetite
and fear. Their keeness in discovering
danger are alike remarkable. But man
can nearly always outwit them, because
while his perceptions are not so sharp,
his power of reflection is much greater.
His cunning carries a great deal further,
The crow will quickly discover anything
that looks Jike a trap or enare set to catch
him, but it takes him & long time to see
through tbe simplest contrivance. As 1
have stated, I sometimes place meat on
the snow in front of my atudy window to
attract him.

On one occasion, after a couple of
erows bad come to expect something
there daily, I suspended a piece of meat
by a string from & branch of the treejust
over the spot where I usually placed the
food. A crow svon discovered it, and
came into the tree to see what it meant,
His suspicions were aroused. There was
gome design in that suspended meat,
ovidently, It was a trap to catch bim.
Hesurveyed it from every near branch.
He peeked and pried, aud was bent on
penetrating the mystery. He flew to the
ground, and walked about and surveyed
it from all sides. Ther he took a long
walk down about the vine-yard as if in
bope of hitting upon some ciue. Then
he came to the tree again, and tried first
one eye, then the other, upon it; then
to the ground beneath; then he went
away and came back; then his fellow
came, and they both squinted and inves-
tigated and then disappeared. Chikadces
and woodpeckers would alight upon the
meat and peck it ewinging in the wind,
but the crows were fearful. Does this
show reflection ? Perhaps it does, but 1
look upon it. rather as that instinct of
fear and cunning so characteristic of the
CrOW.

Two drys passed thus ; every morning
the crows came and surveyed the ans:
pended meat from all poinis in the tres,
and then went away. The third day I
placed a large bone on the snow beneath
the suspanded morsel. Presently one of
the crows appeared in the tree, and bent
his eye upon the tempting bone. “ The
mystery deepens,” he seemed to say to
himself, Bat after half an hour's inves-
tigation, and after approaching several
times within a few feet of the food npon
the ground, he sesmed to conclude there
wea no conpection between it and the

piece bauging by the string, So he
finally walked up to it and fell to pick-
ing it, fapping his wings 21l the time, as
a sign of his watchlulness. He also
turned np bis eye, momentarily, to the
piece in the air above, as if it might
be a sword of Damocles, rerdy to fall
upon him.

Soon his mate came and alighted on a
low branch of & tree. The feeding crow
regarded him a moment, and then flew
up to his side, a3 if tolgive bim a turn at
the meat. But he refused to run the
rek. He evidently looked upoun the
whole thinz as a delusion and a snare,
and presently went away, and his mate
followed him. Then I placed the bone
in one of the main forks of the tree, but
the crows kept at a safe distance from it.
Then I put it back to the ground, but
they grew more and more suspicious;
evil intent in it all, they thought.
Finally, a dog carried off the bone, and
the crows oceased to visit the tree—
