informed formally forbade it, but then,
on receiving a petition from the vast
mej-rity of the townspeople, gave his
consent on condition the church should
be occupied by gendarmes. As a matter
of fact u police Inspector asaisted at the
meeting, and whether through over-
sealcusnese, or becaure he had been so
instructed, he interrupted the various
speakers, called them to order, or asked
them to keep to the subject, and dis-
played his own ignorance of elementary
matters of science and religion. At any
rate he completely disturbed the meet-
ing and in his presence it was vain to
hope to come to practical conelusiona.
Similar conduct on the part of the au-
thorities has called forth the protes:a
. not ouly of the Oatholics. but also of
thore who differ from them on ti.e point
of religion but are averse to wanton and
unjustifiable permecutivn. The Holy
Father during these laast days has de-
clared himself deeply pained at the
unreasonable tremtment which is beiny
metcd out to the Catholics,

Sulpice 1s one of the finest and most
spaclous of the Paris churches, and ad-
mirably adapted for great ceremonies,
and on Sunday it was quite crowded,
while the tquare in front was thronged
by those anxious to ace the long proces-
slon of ecclesiastics as they marched

can be no doubt that the recent religious
ceIebrst_xonu of Cnnterbury, Arles, and
St. Sulplge will Hve in history as strong
and unmistakable evidences of the happy
Union and strong. affection existing be
tween the Catholics of France and Eng-
land.

A SUCCESSPUI. ORGANIZATION.

The Catholic Truth Society of Scotland
held its fourtb annual demonstration in
Dundee recently. The meeting tonk
place in Kinnaird Hall, which was
ctowded in every part, fully two thous
and persons being present. His Grace
Archhishop Macdonald, of St Andrews
aud Edinburgh, presided, and was sup-
ported on toe platformby Bishop Smith,
Dunkeld ; Bishop Maguire, Glasgow;
Bishop Macdonald, Aberdeen; IRev, Sir
David Oawald Hunter Blair, Fort Au-
gustus; Very Rev.Canons Holder. Buui,
and Phelan, Dundce; Turner, Perth;
Mgr. Clapperton, Dandee, etc. Delegates
were also present from Aberdeen, Edin-
burgh, Stirling, Linlithgow and Glas-
gow,

The Archbishop expressed the pleasure
with which he presided at the meeting,
and said that they all recognised in the
Catholic Truth Socsety the means of
doing good te themselves and of exteni
inyg thre influence of that good to those
among whoum they lived,

Bishop Maguire explained that the
objects of the Catholic Trutn Society
were to provide Catholics who might not
be able to purchase or maater extensive
or difficult works with simple treatises
on their Faith, and to present the Cath
olic Faith honesatly and fairly and un-
controversially to their non-Catholic
neighbors. Every Catholic, be said, be-
lieved he had that Faith, aud was anx-
ious that other peopleshould have it toa.
They desired to give inquirlng non-Cath-
olics an opportunity of knowing their
Faith easily and, what was more import
ant in Scotland, inexpensive (laughter).
They wished to let Presbyterians under
stand the bearing of Catholic truth to-
wards their own relizious doctrines and
beliefs. The society had a double work,
and that work consisted of explaining
the true history of the Catholic religion
and expounding their religious doc-
trines.

The great Irish Pilgrimage has come
and the pilgrims, by the time you receive
this, will be far on their way home.
The Irish pilgrims have seen the Holy
Father, who deigned to say Mass for
them in the Sistine Chapel, in the eariy
morning, and afterwards, in the afier-
noon, granting each a personal interview
in the Clementine Hail. The pilgrima
were led into the presence of His
"Holiness by Rev, Father Patrick J,
McGlynn, organiser of the pilgrimage,
and of ‘the Roman Legion of St. Patrick
and-. Prior of: the National Ch’ufqh,a’nd
(nvent _of St Patrick, in"Rome ;. Mon-
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Monsignor Scott, Very Rev. Dean
Stanton, of Achonrey, and several other
prelates and priests known in the Irish
Catholic Church Pope Lso received the
pilgrims, fully 600 strong, at 8 o'clock.
He waa accompanied by Monsignor della
Volpe, Majordemo ; Monsignor Cagiano
di Azevedn, Master of the Chamber;
Mer. Costantini, Private Almoner; Mgr.
Pifleri, Sacristan ; Monsignor Rigm. Pre
fect of Pontifical Ceremonies ; Munsignor
Merry del Val aud Monsignor de Croy.
Private Chamberlaina; by varions Pri-
vate and Ordinary Chamberlains; the
Marquis Serlupi Crescenti, Grand Ecuyer
(whose wife is an Irish lady ; Cav Christ-
mas, of Whiifield ; Marquis MacBwiney,
of Mashanagluss. buth of the Papal gen-
tlemen; Comm Rossi de Gaaperiz, Comm
Angelini.

After an apt
‘llustration, in which hbe compared the
hkard-working fireman on board an ocean
boat with the Ianguid and wealthy pas
senger, he continued :—It preseuts us
with two types which, in the modern
social order, v1and strongly distingnished
from one anotber, and which frequently
psguine towards one another an attitude
of dangercus hostility. The representa
tives of wealth and the reyresentativea
of labor have become divided into dis
tinct and frequently antagonistic classcs,
The ownership ot wealth and the force
{that creates 1 have become divorced,
and an antagoniam fatal to industry and
seriously checking the progress of hu-
manity bas too often {ollowed the separ
ation. Intn the cauaes of this antagon-
iam, its results and its pomible remedy,
it is the object of this address to inquire.
In the first place we may admit that the
breach between labor and eapital—i.e.,
between labor and the wenlth that co
Operates with labor, coms immediately
drom labor. It is the worker who, as a
1zule, feels himsclf aggricved, and who
resents his prievances by refusing to be
longer a partner with capital in pr:duc
tion. We know of such & thing as a
lrckont. But the lockont is rarcly
adopted by the employer, except as a
reply to s menace from  bis workmen or
4o counter work some action of theirs
47hich Lie conceives o be hestile to hia
intercats, We may alao remark that i
i not arainst the conditions ot hurdsbip
or of ¢fTort which his labor may involve
that tae worker rebels. Our (riend who
appeared before us from the coal bunke
of the stenmer will not complain that it
is ap irjustice to him to keep leeding an
engine with coal while & number of tine
ladies and gentlemen are reclining in
luxury on the after-deck.

THERE HAS BEEN A MARVELLOUS IMPROYE-
MENT

in the laborer's eondition during the
present ceptury. Yet al no tune in the
sconomic history of these countries was
the hostility of labor to :apital so fre-
guently and so forcibly manifested.
And as e 1ule, this hostility was dis-

layed. not by the poorer and more suf
?erlng workers, but by the mnre prosper
ous and more powerful. A dockers’
strike is a rare phenomenon, but a strike
of bricklayers, miners cr engineers is an
jncident with which we are becoming un-
pleasantly familiar. Wages are higher
pow than in any previous age. The stand-
ard of comfort amoug the Iaboring popu-
Jation never reached ao high a level be-
fore. What were luxuries to them thirty
or forty years ago are necessities of life
to-day. Yet it is at this time, and in
the ranks of the workers where these
benefita are most largely enjoyed, that
pevolt againat the existing conditions of
Iabor is most active. What is the ex-
planation of this phenomenon? Pro
ceeding to anawer the question the
lecturer borrowed from the Kncyclical of
Leo XIII on the condition of labor. The
relations of employer =and employed
have undergone & great change in con-
sequence of the introduction of ma-
chinery on a vast scale. The worker is
no longer a member in a family or com-
munity of laborers of which the em-
ployer is the chief. He is merely a por-
tion of the system of machinery. His
worth is estimated in the same way as
the value of any of the contrivances
which apin flax or grind flour. Ileis
eéstimated merely at his market value.
His labor is offered for purchase in the
market. Itis bought according to the
1sws of demand and supply in the same

IMPORTANT ARREST AT QUEENSTOWN.

* Qur Lady of the Sacred Heart.”

This title, one of the dearest by which
Christians expre-s the manifold preroga-
tives of the Mother of God—given to ber
in fulfilment of a promise made in the
ever mencorable year 1854 to honor her
in an especial mavner—was first pro-

On Jan. 29, 1864, Mgr. de La Tour d'Au:
vergne, Archbishob of Bourges, seeing
the finger of God in the marvellous ra-
pidity with which the new devotion
spread and in the wonderfd favors re-
ceived by the votaries, approved the atat-
ntes of an Association in bonor of Our
Lady of the Sacred Heart. On the 6th
of April, the same year, His Grace pre-
sided in person at the first public meet-
ing of the members and promoters. while
Mgr. de Charbonnel, at one time Bishop
of Toronto, preached on the new davo-
tion, being the first to extol it from the
pulpit. L

On Sept. 8, 1869, Pope Pius IX,, hini-
gelf & devoted member ¢f the newly
erected Association, had the gtatue of
Qur Lady of the Sacred Heart in her Ba-
gilica, at Issondun, solemnly crowned in
his name by the Most Reverend Ordin-
ary, in presence of fifteen Bishops, five
hundred priests, and thirt- thousand
lay persons of every rank and condition ;

into an Universal Arch-Confraternity.

branch . confraternity to be erected in

his argpiepiacoppi ocity, two of 'the local

nounced in 1855, at Issondun, in France.

Prince of the Apostles. later. he urged
the Missionaries of the Sacred Heart to
secure and repair the ancient church of
San’'Giacomo dei Spagnoli at Rome, that
it might be re-dedicated to divine wor-
ship as the general centre of devotion
to Our Lady of the Sacred Heart in
Ttaly. Nor has Leo XIII's attachment
to and interest in this devotion ever re
laxed. . '

Besides promoting the honor of the

Mother of God, the Archeonfraternity of
Our Lady of the Sacred Heart has for
object to obtain, by the all-powerful in-
tercession of Mary, invoked under the
above title, the success of difficult.and
hopeless cases, both in the spiritual and
in the temporal order. And, in point of
fact, it has never ceased to thus obtain,
in miracvlous profusion. the most signal
favors from above. In a period of
twenty-five yesra, those that were re-
corded in the archives uf the archconfra-
ternity, at Issondun, amounted to five
bundred thousand, and it is probable
that those of which no record has been
made are still more numerous. At the

CULTURE OF THE IMAGINATION.

A Presbyterian Minister Discusses the
Subject

A Presbyterian Minister, Ian Mac
Laren, in an address to young men,
delivered before an Fnglish audience, !
cheose as his subject “The Culture '
of the Imagination.” The speaker
aid down two rules for the culture
and guidance of the imagination. The |
first was that every man is bound to
keep his imagination, from earliest
years, entirely pure. To do otherwise is
to pollute it beyond redemption. “ The
sin of imagination,” quoth the speaker,
“1ia the same as the sin of commission.”
The abuse of one’s imagination prepaves
the way for one's own fall. Bat suppose
a man never falls—because in many
cases it is not safe and that keeps him—
is it notbing that the inner walls of a
man’s soul are frescoed with unholy
thoughts. Read the Confessions of St.
Aungustine, young men, It is one of the
best books you ean read—and you will
discover there how thut great chureh
father aud elinent salnt In fiter years
bemoans nothing more than this—that,
though he has repented and God's mercy
has blotted out s guilt, the imuges and
imaginations of the past haunt him all
theough the years to come, It was said
of Dunte when be was at the Court of
Veronu—au exceedingly weak and dis.
solute court—it was said of bim by the
court ladies (he was then composing his
* Inferna”): " See the man who has been
io hell,” But it is said that Dante used
to smile & bitter smile, and say, *“ [n hell
now—in hell now at Verona.” What ]
mean, in the shortest words, is Lhis, that
every man, when be is young, is forming
within himself & Paradise of an Inferny
by his ahuse or by his noble use of the
great faculty of imagination.
THE SECOND RULE.

Jan MacLuren’s second rule he lays
down as {ollowa:—
“That a man should not only keep
his imaginativn clean, but endeavor to
give it a gre.t breadth and width. It is
& temptation to men of practical nature
—those that are most likely to be suc-
cessful in a commercial city, and who
may not h..ve bad the advantage of, say,
a university culture—to form an ijdeal
which is composed of such eiements
alone as conventional respectability,
worldly shrewdness, cleverness and com-
mercial success. I would not say a word
against respectability or against worldly
siccess, but [ say a man may have both
of these, and be a miserably poor crea-
ture when all is dore, What we desire
is this, not to cramp the imagination
with poor and paltry idens, but to feed
it with noble and heroic thoughts, It is
daugerous for a young man on the thresh-
old of a business career to put before
him nothing but what is called the
‘comfortable competence,’ because, in
the course of vears to come, his imagina-
tion, which has got nothing to feed
upon, will so take its bitter revenge upon
bim: that he will not tkink there is anv-
thing better possible for sn immortal
being than to have so much in stocks
and bonds and to drive into thecity in a
carriage, Keep before yourimagination
something great and 1rue.”

THE FORCE OF GOOD EXAMPLE,

“ And I would say, shortly, two things
that will help you. One is thiz: XEn-
deavor to have before you some type of
noble and elevated character. If vou
come &Crosg & young mau, for instance,
who habitually respects -his iather and
mother—for piety lies at the foundation
of character—whoalways regards women
with respect whether they be poor or
whether they be rich, who does not
think his own precious self the end of
his existeride, who is willing to live for
others beside himself, who never allows
an impure word to cross his lips, and
would scorn to say ahything not .per-
fectly true, and fears God and honors
Christ—if you see such a man, or catch
sight of his figure in the ways of life,

Brilliant Record of Catholic
Schoaols.

In another colump we publish the oft-
cial record of the Catholic Separute
schools of Ontarioin the High school,
Eutrance examinations of June, 1507,
the Public achool Leaving cxaminatious
and the High school examinations,
Only the first class of work is done by
any consitlerable number of Separate
school pupils. #o that both in the Public
schrol Leaving examinations and the
High school ¢xaminations the Cathnlic
pupils have put themselves to the test
under an obvious disadvantage. Never
theless they have come coff very credit
ably. They bhave done even better than
the pupils of the Public schoola in the
Public school Lewving examinations.
The Separate schools in 18U8 showed a
percentage snccessful of 62, and 53 in
1897, whilst the record of the Public
schonls in the same vears r spectively
was 53 and 57, This is, putting cne year
with the ather, a slightly favcrible com-
parison for the Separnte schools. The
Sisters of 8. Joseph, the Loretto Nuans,
the Sisters of tha Holy Croas and the
Cungregrndon of Notre Dame have also
pansed their pupils through the High
schuol rxaminations in T ronto, Hamil:
ton and other pluces.

The broadist test of the excellence of
Catlolic education, jndged by Lhe pre-
vincisl standnrd, wust of course be the
High echool Entrance examination, Qut
of a tutal of 086, writing in 1897, 522
passcd, or & percentnge successful of 74,
This very bigh percentuge advancea the
atandard very considerably within the
vear under review, the previous yesr
showing 65 per cent, succeraful. Thisis

ARCHBISHOP CLEARY'S
PASTORAL.

——

It was only to be expected that the
pastoral letter receptly issued by the
venearable Archbishop of Kingaton, Ont.,
drawing the attention of his flock tothe
grave consequences of the conduct of
some members of it in pushing a mie-
taken kind of “ toleration” much tco
far, should have aroused the bigoted
apirit of certain jrurnals well known for
their hostility to the Catholic Church.
AThe only difference between the lateet
~outhurat of religious prejudice and those

- which bad preceded it is that, [rom pru

- dential reasons not difficult to divine,

-.care is taken not to attack the Church
-openly, but to confine the bitterness and
coarse abuse indulged into the peraon
of the valiant prelate who has enunciat-
ed ber doctrines.

For baving reminded those entrusted
140 his spiritual care that for Catholics to
participate in Protestant religious cere-
~anonies is a sin, Archbishop Cleary is
-denounced by the Montreal Daily
Witness as “a man with nothing but
hatred in his heart and with curses and
reviling in his mouth,” a man * by
nature proud and insolent and overbear-
ing,” whose words are “ unchristian and
unpatriotic;"” and by the Toronto Glube
as ' a bad tempered, bigoted and tyran-
nical man,” and as the *“wrong-headed
tyrant of Kingston.” The writers of
these insolent personal attacks know
very well that the Archbishop did not
express any opinions of his own in the
pastoral which excited their malignity,
but simply cited what they are well
aware is the doctrine of the Church all
the world over., In Kingston certain
Catholics have lately been showing by
their conduct that they were either
ignorant of or indifferent to this doc-
trine; and as the scandal was increasing
His Grace, in the performance of his
solemn and sacred duty as their chief
spiritual gunide, raised his voice in warn-
Jjog and in condemnation.

Incidentally the Archbishop of Kings-
ton pointed out the meaninglessness of
the Protestant service for the dead ; and
surely men who do not believe in the
-doctrines of purgatory, of the efficacy of
prayer for the departed faithful, and of
‘the communion of saints, should not
quarrel with him for this, “ It is deplor-

_ .able,” said His Grace, *that any Cath-

.olic should aesist at a ceremony which
xobs Christian marriage of its sacra-
mental character, thereby bringing it
down to the level of a market bargain,
and making it rescindible, thus opening
-wide the door for adulterous concubinage,
"By such an act he dishouore the all holy
Redeemer of the world, who is the autnor
of every sacrament and of &ll graces.”

Now, we would in all candor ark the
conductors of the Globe and the Daily
Witueps, and those who share the same
opinions, whether the time has not come
when they should, imbibing the enlight.-
ened and progressive epirit of this end
of the nineteenth century, abandon the
unrensoning aund unrersonable enmity
towards the Catholic Church, Their
attacks are futile. They do us no harm,
and they dothem no good.  Would not
the Turonto Globe, fur instance, be much
better employed if, instead of abusing
ihe Cathe lic Cbhurch and ita prelates, it
devoted its energies and influence to the
task of inducing its Drotestart city of
Toronto to become as liberal-minded aud
as {ree from bigotry and projudice and
uncharitablenese as our Catholic city of
Montreal? Here we permit, witbout
making any fuss about it, & representa
tive of the Proteatant minority to occupy

When will the day come when the Cath-
olie minority of Turento will be similarly
treated 7 Why is it that it is practically
imporsible at present for a Catbolic to
be mayor of Toronto? Is it not because
of the bigutry and prejudice . and ur.
charitableness which the Glube has
always championed ?

IRISH CATHOLICS AND THE CNY
COQUNCIL.

There is an ¢ld adage, and a true one,
to the effect tbet when thinga are at
their worst they mend. It aeems strange
that circumstances should justify the
application of the saying to the question
of the ahare which the Irish Catholics of
Montreal at present p.ssess of represen-
tation in the City Council as in other
rublic bodies. Yet, bumiliating as it ia
tn acknowledge it, there cannot be the
least doubt of its applicability. The re-
presentstion of lrish Catholics in our
civie parliament is far from being com-
mensurate with either their number,
their wealth, or their social and com-
mercial positions. .
It is needless to discuss with any
(laborateness of statement or reasoning
the canses which here led to the existing
inadequacy of our representation at the
aldermanic board. The plain truth of
the matter ia, na we have frequently
stated, that it iseclely due to the supine-
nees, to the timiditv, to the indifference,
to the utter luckof solidarity of the Irish
Catholica themselves. Step by step they
bave retreated, urged by a false notion
of “toleration,” until they bhave now
almost entirely ceared to be a factor in
municipal affairs. And, as if to accentu-
ate the rapid declioe of our influence in
this important public sphere, here we
have the Daily Witness actually threat-
ening with complete extinction the
small proportion of representation which
still remains to us in the City Council.
“That the Proteastant clectors of St.
Ann’'s Ward,” says that journal, * will
bring out a candidate at the next civic
elections is not at all unlikely in view
of the persistency of the Irish Catholic
clectors of St. Gabriel Ward in claiming
the right to a representative of their own
pationality in the ward.” The decision
of the Irish Catholics of St. Gabriel
Ward, it further stales, * will most cer-
tainly endanger the unwritten under-
standing that exists in St. Ann’s Ward
that that ward abould be represented by
aldermien of the Irish Catholic faith,
which threatens to be broken. The two
elements are about evenly dividéd in
this ward” (St. Ann’s),

Burely thie mensce on the part of
the clique of fanatics, of which
she Daily Witness is the organ, will
mark the turning point in the policy of
« goleration” that has laid the Irish
Catholies of Montreal open to such in-
sults. Could any more convincing argu-
ment be adduced ; could ary stronger in-
centive be devised to rouse our Irish
Catholic citisens to united and vigorous
and determined action ?

The effrontery of the Daily Witneas
will be more clearly apprehended when
some facts and figures are given regard.
ing the proportion of Catholics and Pro-
testanta in the population of St. Gabriel,
St. Ann’s and other wards, and the re-
ligion of their representatives. It is
only a few years since St. Gabriel Ward
counted an Irish Catbolic amongst itg
aldermen—Mr. Denis Tansey, who is
now & candidate for the same honor, and
who will, we feel certain, be elected by &
good majority. This was only as it
should be, since, according to the last
census, it contains 6.311 Catholics, out
of a total population of 9,986, Aa to St.
Ann's Ward, far from “the two elements”
being about evenly divided,” the Cath-
olics number 16,428, out of a total 23 008,
8t.

LAST WILLS.

A Weatern excharge gives an account
of an important case which was carried
to the Supreme Court of Appeal in Wis-
consin. A man nanmed Owen McHugh
made bia will, in which, amongat other
t:hinga, he devoted the sum of four thou-

sand dollars for Maases to be aaid for
the repose of hies soul, and for the benetit
of his wife and daugbter, deceased. As
regards the validity of the bcquest on
general grounds, the Court held as fol-
lows :(—

*“ We know of no legal reason why any
person of the Catholic faith, believing in
tbe efliciency of Mayses, may not make a
direct gift or bequest to _any bishop or
priest of any sum out of his property or
estate for Maases for the repose of his
soul or the souls of others, as he may
chooae. Such gifts or bequests, when
made in clenr, direct and legal form,
sbould be upheld, and they are not to be
considered as impeachable or invalid
under the rule that prevailed in England,
by which they were held void as gifts to
superstitious uses. No such rule or
principle obtains here. Had the teats-
tor made a plsin, direct bequest of the
sum in question to Bishop Messmer or to
any other bishop or priest for Masses
for the repose of the sculs of the persons
named in his will in that behalf, it
would certainly be our duty to declsre it
valid and to give full effeot to it.

“ Tt ia a matter of regret when a will
or other dispoeition of property is eo
framed that etlect cannot legnlly be
given to what may well be supposed to
have been the intention of the testator
or denor; but the law, for wise and just
reasons of public policy, has establisned
rules and has made provisions in these
respects that may not be disregarded.
The true interesis of society are best
subserved in all auch cases by faithfully
following the law made to regulate and
protect the interests ot all altke, and it
is the duty of courts to adhere to it and
to upheld its salutary provisions and
principles.”

Thus, whilst the Court acknowledged
the validity of bequeats of that charac
ter, it seems that the will was so drawn
as to be indefinite and the wishes of the
testator were regretiully set aside by the
Court. In our last issue we published
the admirable sermon of Rev; Father
Quinlivan on the sulject of the pruper
making of wills. In this Province there
sheuld be no difficulty about making a
will in such a manner as Lo prevent all
cavil. The Notarial prolession is that
specially designed for the drafting of
wills, and recourse should always be
bad to a competent notary. No doubt if
the document be submitted to the calm
criticism of a practising lawyer things

will be made aafer when there
are large interemis at stake, We
use the words competent notary

advisedly—we mean a notary thor-
oughly versed in the language of the
testator. The making of a will is too
important a matter to be trusted to the
first professional man who will do the
work very cheaply. As in the case of
Owen McHugh, for the want of clear
ness and precision many wills have Leen
sev aside in our own Province, and the
dearest wishes of departed friends have
been set at naught, for the need of proper
draftiog of the instrument purporting to
express their cherished projects. In the
interpretation of wills, for the security
of all, our Courts are obliged to enforce
the recogniced rules of law, but it is far
better that by taking proper care, acting
in good time whilst atill in health and
of good disposing mind, and, lastly, by
employing a notary thoroughly convers:
ant with his business, to have suchsa
document deawn as will afford no loop-
holea for relativee who revel in litigs-
tion.

The late Heury George was horn in
Philadelphia, on Septemher 2nd, 1889,
He received a ocommon school eduoation.
His early life was full of viscissitudes,
being in turn & clerk, a sailor and a
printer. [a 1865 bhe went tu Unlifornia,
and in 1866 did his firet work as a news-
‘paper writer. For s number of years he
was asacciated with the Weetern press,
-and in 1880 reiurned to New York. The
following year he visited Xogland snd
Ireland, where he was twioe arrested as
8 suspsct, but relsased when his identity
‘was established.
~ Henry George was best known to the
world as a wriler on questions ot political
and social economy His work entitled
“Poverty aud Progress,’ written in 1879,
attracted universal attention. He has
written scveral other works of merit, all
baving for their object the amelioration
of the condition of the mames. In
theory he waa a leveller of men, and in
practice he endeavored to follow this
theory. The late oampsign was the
second into which he had entered as a
candidate for the Mayoralty of New
York, In 1886 he received the nomina-
‘tion of the United Btates Labor Parly
and polled 68,000 votes, against 90,000
for Abrabam 8. Hewitt, the Demoarstic
wnominee, and 80,000 for the Republican

-candidate,iTheodore Roosevelt, now as-
sistant-seorotary of the oavy. His Inte
campalgn was worked by vgh vigorous
assaults wpon “ bossism” and mon-
-opolies and his sensationsl attasks on
Richard Croker and Thomas C. Platt,
whom he threatened to prosecute for
various offences, should he be slested
mayor.

-Mr. George: ia described as “ a poor
man, & olesn men, a simple man, a
philosopher, and & leader who had the
yower of mrousing the greatest snthmsi-
asm.” He was & small man physioally,
and a giant intellectually,

The sudden death of Henry George
cannot bus affect the result of the pend-
Ing election. The concensus of opinion
feems to point to Van Wyok, $he Demo-
cratic  candidate, as the one who
will derive the groatest benefit from
the sad event.

iow combined, while the George vote,
which & week ago was regarded with
more or lees apprehension, and was ex-
pected to be anywhere from 65000
vo 100,000, has fallen to almost

infinitesimal proportions It is es
timated, upon the basis of the
ballots  already counted, that Van

Wyck's totsl will be 231,000 voles in
Greater New York, Low's vote will be
not fsr from 152 G00; Tracy’s 100,000,
and Georgea 16 0U0. The total, 449 000,
will not be materially sltered either
way. Glearon's vote and that of the
Socialist and Prohibition nominces for
the mayarallty will send the grand total
above the half miilion mark.

¥an Wyck’s plurality, aacording to
the estimate above given, will be 79 000.
His vote in all the boroughs will be
about 21000 less than the oombined
votes of Tracy aud Low. Judging by the

CARDINAL TASCHEREAU.

A Brief Aketch of shic Career of the Yems
erable Prelate.

The following sketch of the life and
carcer of Cardinal Taschereau, the ven-

| erable Archbishop of the Archdiocese of

Quebec, will prove interesting reading:

Elzear Alaxandre Tascheresu was born
in Ssinte Marie de la Beauce (Juebec, in
1820. He is of French descent. His
great grand father emigrated fron Tou-
raine in 1746. When eight years of age
Elzoar was eent to the Seminary of Que-
bee and nine yeam Inter went to Rome
and & year later receiveu the tunsure,
The same year he returned to Quebec
and reaumed his theoloyical studire and
on the 13:h September, 1542, was ¢rdain-
ed n priest. He war soun afterwacd ap:
pointed to the chair of moral puilnsophy
in the Seminary of Quebec, which posi-
tion he filled fur twelve years with great
ability.

In 1547, when san urknown and fatal
fever devastated Grurare Islund, he voiun-
teered Lo assiat the local chaplain in
ministering to she sick and dying, and
labored assiduocusiy utisil he was atricken
with the tever and fur wecka Lis Jife
bung by a thread In 1831 he was sent
Lo Rome by the Second Peovineial
Coungil of Quebee to present iis decrees
to Pope lius IX for eatification. He
remair.cd there tor two years niaking a
atudy of cenon law. le received the
degree of dootor of canun law from the
Roman HBeminary in 1856, On his re-
turp he became director of the Petit
Seminatre and held the office of superior
o: the Grande Seminaire till 1834, wheu
Le was appointed director of public in-
atruction for Lower Canada. Iu 1860 he
became superior of the seminary and
rectur of Laval University, and in 1862
accompanied Archbisbop Baillargeon en
A visit to Rome. On his return he re
ceived the appointment of vicargeneral
of the diocese of Quebec. In 1865 busi-
ness of the university again called him
to Rome, and in the following year he
waa reappointed superior of the Grande
Bemiualre, his term of office having ex-
pirad.

He was in attendance at the Ecnmen-
ical Council at Rome in 1870, and oa the
desth of the Arehbishop of Quebec in
the same year he was appointed admin-
iatrat rof the Arehdiocese jointly with
Viear Goneral (Cazeau. In February,
1871, he was appointed Archbishop ol
(nrbec and consecrated on the 19th of
March by Archbishop Lynch of Toronto.
He v.+ited Rome a number of times on
busit. rs connected with the affairs oi
the A.chdiocese. In 1886 he was created
the first Canadian Cardinal, the beretta
being conferred upon him with great
pomp at Q icbecon the 21stof July. He
was vxcesuingly active in promoting the
caus~ of populsr education and estab-
lishing charitable and benevolent insti-
tutivns in all portions of the dominion,

olic Church has ever been. Her work
has been thorough. as is evidenced by
the noble societies attached to our differ-

arishes. But it bas also been un:
:g:l‘x)usi re and refrained from that loud
system of declamation so generally in
vogue in the temperance associations ol
-the separated brethren.

The average amount of strong drink
consumed 1n Canada is less than 4} gal-
Jons per head, aa againat 17 gallone in
the United States and 30 gallons in Great
PBritain. Ontario has been & very suc-
cessful field for the temperance worker,
st is shown by the fallowing figures: In
1874 there were 4 793 taverns, 1,307 shops,
52 whaolesale stores, and 33 veasels
licensed to sell strong drink in the pro-
vince. In 1806 the nnmber stood 2,704
taverns, 332 shops, 22 wholesale stores,
and no veasels whatever. The license
changes, coming into elfect next May,
will reduce the figures by 150 moare, o
that the total licenses in Ontario in 1898
will be £ 890, as against 6,185 in 1874,
In 1559 Lhere were 4 747 convictions I r
drunkenneas in Ontario, and in 1846
there wers but 1907, These figures wre
from the Dominion criminal - tavistics,
Tiw Province ul Quebec shows aimilar
progrers in the cause of temperance,
theneh never did ite population show o
Iarge & record for drinking as did its
sister provinee.

THE FUTURE OF THE NEGRO,

Tho Opiuion of Bishop Goines.

One of the maost intercsting problems
at prement engaging the attention of the
American student of anthropolugy is
the question: “What is to become of
the American negro?’ It is a fact that
he is & man without & country and a
being who eannot arsimilate himself to
the sarroundings of American life, Tt
is not his own faul:, for the evil wus
forced upon him and nat sought. Fur
ther, I assert that, intellectually, and
given the same privileges anil the same
advantages of education, the negro can
#wnd does displny equal facilities for ac-
quiring and benetitting by the knowledge
thus acquired, with his white-akinned
wiother, Then, ngain, the negro is not

naturally vicious, but under the common
conditions of Cunadian civilization be-
comes a good citizen, and, as a general
tule, makes his-mark in the line of
business he may decide to follow. But
1t iz not with the Canadian negro, but
the United States type, and the Southern
one at that, that I desire to speak. In
passing I may say that it is not to be
wondered at that in the eastern, northern
and middle states the negro should figure
in the criminal records of the country
Wwhen the Godless system of education
existent in the achools of the State ia
considered.

The black man is in no senac a savage
man. _Trgat.ed_ well, educated properly
-and given religious instruction, he is
-law-abiding and industrious. Without
“these advantages he becomes & fiend and
vonly surpasses his white companion in
<crime because, unlike him, his civiliza-
‘tlon is still to 8 great extent a veneer on
‘tbe natural disposition born of a long
‘peried of oppression and cruelty. If it
1s properly studied it is not & matter of
wonder at all that here and there in the
Southern States the negro hecoraes a
-desperate criminal or that they in almost
-every State have sunk low in the moral
plane. Torn from their homes in the
wilds of Africa while still untamed their
-Ancestors have been made to feel the
‘goad of the whip and cowed into a sub-
mission to their brutal taskmasters
‘equally with the dumb brutes which
‘they worked bheside. When freedom
vame they had no country, no religion
and nothing to depend upon but them-
selves, Their children scarce three de-
-cad_ea removed from the experience of
their fathers, what can be expected of
%hem if they are not made to feel
“themselves men? The shot gun policy
-of the. South, the determination to
‘keep the negro in the lowest
‘deptha of ignorance, is responsible for all
the lawlessness and crime of this race
In the conlederate zone. Any white
man who seeks to lift them up is

socially ostracised and held up to scorn
-and contempt,

Bishop Gaines, of the Afro American

“United States.there is only one fate, that-

about 400,000,

An English scholar has actually
thonght it werth his wbile to collect
statistics in regard to the manner in
which the men and women of his conn:
try make love to each other. He has
spent considerable timé over this deli-
cate work, and now at last he informs
the world how the men, aes & rule, pro-
pose to the women, and how the women,
as & rule, accept the propesals ot the
men. At one lime it wasthe fashion for
love intoxicated youths tu fall an their
knees when about to make proposals of
marriage, but this fashion is evidently
dying out, for we are assured that only
three per cent. of those in love out of the
cases 1nvestignted at prerent fall on cne
knee, wbile unly two per cent. ventnre
to eue for their ladies’ fivor on both
kpees.

A curious reason has been assigned for
the decadence of this chivalrous castom,
which is, thut of late years the nether
garments of males have been so cou-
strurted that it ia rather risky for any
man to {lp down suddenly on his knees
in a lndy’s pr.gence. Garments, wien
strained, wi:l rip and tear, and no seli-
respecting lover deeires 1o have his act
of adoration tuorndd into s farce by any
such casualty.

HAY CULTURE.

An Experimental Farmer on the VYalue
of Irrigation.

In a recent lettcr to a DBoston news
paper, Mro Albert W Murdock, a wens
known and prospercus  experimentsd
fnrmer of the State of Mimsachusetis,
gives his experience of irrigation e
compared with manure 1n the raiving ol
bay. He not onlv proves his arpumenis
by scientitic date, Dhat, wpat is hotuer
atill, shows the resuits. He had twoe
abandoned farms inthe Siate, the suil
of which hind been cultivated to death.
In & very coucise way he gives anin
teresting nccount of his experiment nnd
the success which attended them. He
writes:-—

“As 1 stated, I divided my lawn into
four sections The lirst sccti m had no
irrigation this year until arter the tirat
crop was harvested. Then it had 15 irri-
gations, each giving 011 inches of water,
eqnal to 8330 gallous for each irrigation,
or 66 66+ pounds, making 165 inches of
water per sere. The third crop had 14
irrigations, which covered 1.54 inches of
water to the acre. The second section
was treated 1.8y fall with an application
of 20 cords of horse manure per acre,
costing $120 per acre. 'he third section
was treated last fall with 10 coris of
horse munure per acre, costing §60 per
acre. The fourth section had no manure
applied, but was ploughed and seeded
the same as the other sections.

“Now for results. The first section
under the irrigation system bharvested
first crop, June 29, 4900 pounds of bay
per acre; August 13, harvested second
crop, 2940 pounds of hay per acre ; Sept.
30, harveated third crop, 1780 pounds of
hay per scre, making a total hay crop of
9620 pounds per acre. If the first crop
had been irrigated, and had increased
the yield only the same per cent. as the
second crop increased from the land
which wastreated . ith 20 cords of man
ure to the acre, an increase of 560 pounds
per acre. I shonld then have had & crp
from this first section equnal to 10.18
pounds per acre, costing me $2 per ton
atanding.

“ The zecond section, whlech was treat-
ed with an application of 20 cords of
horse manure to the acre, harvested June
20 a first crop of 6240 pounds of hay to

As
to expense he adds : ' Sl an firigation
as 1 propose can be rapplied at o cost,
for « three-acre plant, uf 100 ta R150 per
acre, or an annual eoet for Interest not
exveeding §6 to #9 persera. The jrrigw-
ticn can be ubtained by a 18 o0t wind-
mill for every three avres of land,  Each
acre can be watered two days weckly
witn G000 pounde of waler, cgpral to
G000 allons, or rquivalent to n rainfall
ut 011 of aninch, each irrigation equal
i tuat being the product of & windniill,
evory 24 hiours inan average. Tae best
fountains are made in the shapeof an s,
o onehall inch pipe with an scorn on
the end three quurters of an inch in
diameter, with a hole in each neorn
hrew sixteenthis of an inch in diamet r.
Eich touotain should stand three snd
onc half feet above the grounmd, Even at
that 1eight about one balf the water is
st by evaporation. 1f the fountain
ahie nid stand live teet in helght, then
throefo urths of the spray wounld be lost
by evaporation.
