Miss L. Chevrier as Mne,
Jourdain, played Ler part very well, im-
Personating thie fusey aud amiable old
lady to periection ; while Miss L. Boire
was gelightfully natural and glib of
tongue in her double role of housemaid
and “puttons.” Miss B. Duabuc also
appeared to advantage. The others
who took  part very  creditably
were : Misses Y. Rocan, F. Cherrier, A.

What was
Possibly the “cutest” event of the night
Wwas the vocal solo, “Kissing Papa

1t is
not exaggeration to state that even
many of the travelling companies which
have visited Winnipeg have failed to
stage such a drama as well asit was
done last evening. The costumes were
peautiful and wisely chiosen, some of
them being rich and elegant. Those of
black velvet stood out in striking com-
parison with others of a lighter shade.
Tue acting by the principals was
above that expected from amateurs—

chiliren at that. Miss M. Gerrie
made but a brief appearance; but
she looked and spoke like the
Angel whom she personified. Of
course the star of the night was
Miss McEvenne as “Joan.” Tbr-
oughout tihe entire four aucts she

captivated the audience by lher ethereal
presence, the expression of her eyes as
of one rapt in ecstasy, the raturainess
of her guileless manner and the penetrat-
ing quality of her voice. With her art-
lessuess and the grace that comes of
Lheaveu-bestowed gifts, she makes an
ideal Joan. Miss F. Mclnois as
“Charles the Xing” wis admir-
ably suited 10 bher pars and spoke
as one would expect the ‘Gentle Dau-
phiun’ to do. Her costume was most ap-
propriate. It were impossible to dwell
at length upon the merits of the others
in this drama.

FATHER RITCHOT’S
REMARKS.

THE I'EV. FATHER REPLIES TO MR.
WADE,

——

A Deslaration Denying Any Discrepancy
in His “Remarks” of 1870—Alteration
of Date Was Manifest and No Attempt
Made at Concealment—A Copy at Ot-
tawa.

To the Editor of the Free Press.

8ir,—~Mr. F. C. Wade’s insinuation of
dishonesty calis for an explanation,
which will bear solely on the figzures
1870 appearing between the title of my
remarks and those remarks themselves.
As to the remainder of Mr. Wade's
stories about me, 1 don’t choose to answ-
er ttem. Besides, they are not particu-
larly new.

My explanation consists chiefly in the
following :

DECLARATION.

Province of Manitoba, to wit :

1, Joseph Noel Ritcliot, priest, pastor
of 8t. Norbert’s parish, in the Province
of Manitoba, dosolemnly (eclare :

1. That I wrote all the eleven ‘eaves
—in blue paper—with my own hand in
1870, excepting the English notes on the
fourth leaf. These leaves were subse-
quently pasted into the dairy whiehI
kept dnring the negotiations of 1870.

2. ThLese leaves, as written at that
time by me, began with the words. “Re-
marques sur 26 clauses.” Immediately
after these words, Ileft more than one-
third of the first leaf blank. The first
words atter this blank Space were these,
“19, Le now de Manitoba” The el-
eventl leaf ended with these words, Il
faudrait pourvoir au maintien du meme
tarif durant quelques annees, comme le
demande article 20.”

3. These leavus were looseand separ-
ate, and were paged by me on the even-
ing and during the night between
the 28tk and 29%th  April, 1870,
Duoring the same night [ made a copy of
thig rough draft, and, in my official cap-
acity a8 delegate to the provisional gov-
ernment, I personally “presented said
copy to Sir George E. Cartier. This copy
might perhaps be found,if Proper search
were instituted in Ottawa, an.} thus the
truth of my allegations confirmed,

4. Ikept these eleven leaves, with
my other papers, in a trunk which con-
tained the documents relating to the
pegotiations of 1870. Subsequent]y they
were pasted into my diary,in order that
they wmight the mors easily be pre-
served.

5. Inthe firstleaf the space, whnich I
have already mentioned, was left blank
with the obvious purpose of filling it wp
with a special heading to indicate the
person to whom the remunrks were
addressed. The copy which I handed
to Sir George Cartier, bore of course this
gpecial beading, which filled up the
blank space correspording to the one in
my rough draft, As, at the time, I at-
tached little importance to my own
rough draft, I neglected inserting therein
the spe:ial heading, and the goace re-
meined blank, )

6. Several yearsafter 1870, probably
in 1873, I inserted the words, “98 an 29

Avril, 1870, to indicate the nature of,

the contents of these lines, hecause the
date reminded me of the long night’s
work I bad then gone through. Al-
though I am inclined to think that the
fignre which appears under the cipher
of *1870” i8 simply an invo)umary slip
of the pen, when writing 'the date on the
outside of the eleven leaves tied up in a
roll—a view that is corroborated by the
larger size and Leuvier crosg sirokes of
the figures “28” and “29” us compared
with the Hyure “26” at the top of Mr.
Wade's photogravure—still it is just pos-
sible that, writing in 1873 with the acqu-
ired habt of that date, ] may have first
written a 3 instead of a eipber, and that,
noticing .the mistake, I corrected it
on the spct. But the point which I
wish to insist npon especially and which
1re-affirm,ig that in 1870 the space,
wherein the date now appears, was
blank and contained absolately no
writing of any kind.

Referring to my diary, drawn vp
from day to «ay in 1870,1 find the fol-
lowing on page 19 : “Un tne 28th, Thurs-

row.”” By collating this passage with
other passages of the diary, we find tbat
“the 28th” evidently indicates the 28th
of April, 1870. The diary written day by
day on consecutive pages of a bound
volume, mentions the different import-
ant events bearing on the negotiations
that preceded the adoption of the Mani-
toba Act. This diary beging on the
24th March, 1870, and ends on the 28th
of May of the same year. The eleven
loose leaves, to which 1 am forced to re-
fer 80 often, were pasted on the blank
pager of the dairy, directly afier page 56,
whereon end my diary notes,

According to this entry in my diary
at page 19, I had an interview with Sir
George K. Cartier ond Sir John A: Muc-
donald on the 28th of April. The pro-
jected bLill was already printed and a
copy thereof was then handed to me.
On the evening of that same 28th of
April 1 wrote out the remarks contained
inthe eleven leaves. Any one that
reads them ¢an immediately see that
they refer to the bill of which I had that
very day received a printed copy. On
the 29th of Aypril as I have already nut-
ed under “3rdly,” I handed to Sir George
E. Cartier a copy of these eleven leaves.

8. The following appears on page 20
of my diary : “29th ot April,at 10 o’clock
we went to Sir George's for considera-
tion of the bill. Sir John is uot there
be is unwell. 1 present my list of Re-
plies to Sir George. We disenss it and
then comes up the question of land
ownership, ete.” The list of Replirs thus
mentioned on the 29th of April, i8 noth-
ing more nor less than the copy I had
maude during the previous night of the
criticisms on the bill which are contain.
ed in the eleven formerly loose leaves,
now pasted into my diary.

9. Whosoever consults my diary can
easily ascertain that the words, “My
list of Keplies (ma liste de Repliques),”
can mean nothing but the copy of the
eleven leaves, which copy I gave that
very day to Bir George E. Cartier. Hence
it follows that the other entries of my
1870 diary, made day by 'dav after the
29th April, refer continually to those
then loose leaves, thus establishing be-
yond a digpute that these latter existed
in 1870, and corroborating what I now
solemnly aflirm, .

And 1 muke this solemn declaration,
conscientiously believing it to be true,
and knowing thiat 1t is of the same force
and effect as if mmade under oath, and by
virtne of “The Canada Evidence Act,
1893."” )

The foregoing is a case of “suggestio
falsi.”” Of the cognate “suppressio veri”
by our non-Catholic contemporaries we
have a remarkable instance in the pa-
ragrapbs that have appeared evevery-
where concerning the career of the fam-
o8 musician, Sir Charles Halle, who
died in Manchester of the 25th of last
month. Though the secular papers be-
wailed him as a great loss to the musieal
world. some ‘even going so far ac to rauk
bim with Lisat, Chopin and other mast-
ers of harmony who have glorified our
century, not one of them mentioned what
was to him the most important event of
big life, his conversion to the Catholiv
faith.

Father Galwey, 8.J. One of his daughters
is Sister Gabriel, of the Order of Charity.
“His career,”’ savs the Ave Maria, “was
marked by simiple., unostentatious piety ;
and his charity is illustrated by an in-
cident related by Bishop Bilshorrow at
bis funeral.

THE POLICIES OF NEWSL’APERS.

In anotlier column we publish a letter
from “Observer,” in which he deals with
the policies of certain newspapers. This
correspondent couples us with the Win-
nipeg Tribune, for the purpose ot com-
plimenting us on our ronsistency. Were
it not well known that our policy is the
direct antithesis of the Tribune’s, we
should feel inclined to enter a protest
against a compliment linking us with
such questionable company.

Our correspondent is very anxious to
know why a certain paper declines to
endorse the policy of its party, especially
as it poses as the mouthpiece of that party.
Evidently, “Observer” was educated in a
separate school, and is, therefore, away
behind the age, or he would not have
shown so much simyplicity as he does in
asking such a question. Why, Sir, this
is an age of “progress!” By that term
we do not mean progress in virtue, in
religion, or in those fixed principles of
right and justice without which “Observ-
er’” would, no doubt, maintain that no
sound policy could he evolved. By pro-
gress we mean what men call, “business”
or “commercial enterprise.” Newspapers
are “commercial enterprises’ and it is
not *“business” to adopt any policy or de-
fend any principles, however ood,
equitable or just they may be, if by do-
ing 8o, the money producing powers of
the concern are impaired. Our corres-
pondent seems to be able to grasp this
progressive idea so far as the Free Press
is concerned, when he says: “The Free
Press I can understand, because it is the
mouthpiece of ‘a rici corporation and
lives for its interests.” Ifour correspond-
ent will apply the same rule of conduct
to the Nor-Wester and the Tribune,
which ure printed and published on
strictly “progressive business’ principles,
and live for the purpose of making mo-
ney, and thereby serving the interests of
the publishers, he will have grasped the
sitnation and found the answer hLe has
been groping after.

In this “progressive age,” when money
is the great motive power, the absence of
whick means political, social and com-
mercial ruin, and when the possession of
great wealth opens up the road to all, or
almost all, the ambitions and comforts
after which the age kankers, can it Le a
cause for wonder that this craze for wealth
has corrupted the very well-springs of
human action and rendered man, as it
were, the slave of the most sordid of a]l
the human passions ? Any noble and
generous sentiient, every principle of
right and justice, all must be brushed
aside, or quietly ignored, whenever they
would prevent the acquirement of money,
or in any way impede the business suc-
cess of the concern.

Men’s success in life is measured by
this standard. In the eyes of the world,
there is no greater crime than that of
poverty ; no higher standard of success
than that of wealth. That hero who will do
right for right’s sake, let the conse-
quences be what they may,is a fool in
the eyes of the enlightened and pro-
gressive age in which we live, and he is
told to cast aside such ideas as they are
only a morbid relic of the past. Herein
“Observer” will find the noble exemplar
upon which many newspapers, as well as
other commercial enterprises, shape their
policies. We may say of them what the

Hebrew prevaricators said before the
Golden Calf: “These be thy gods, O
Israel 7 Their ‘progress’ is a long step
backward and downward towards paga-
nism.

THE POPE AND DR. LUNN.

Last week we pubiistied the letter of
the Grindelwald Conference to the Pope.
This conterence was composed of Angli-
cans, Presbyterians, Congregationalists,
Buptists and Methodists, and represent-
atives of all these signed the letter, which
was a reply in kindly spirit to the Holy
Father’s Apostolic letter to the English
people. Dr. Lunn, the president, went
to Rome with the commission to present
it to the Sovereign Pontiff officially on
behalf of the conference, hut the Pope de-
clined to receive him in that capacity. He
returne thanks for the kindly express-
1on8 in the address, but said that while
he would be glad to grant an aadience to
Dr. Lunn personally Le could not receive
him as president of the conference. No
interview took place.

This action of the Pope, who so greatly
desires Christian Unity, may seem
strange to some, but a little reflection
will show that it was a wise precauiion
to prevent misunderstandings and false
impressions. The letter which Dr. Lunn
was commissioned to deliver officially,
though couched in courteous language,
contained an implied denial of Papal su-
premacy. This supremacy,being a dogma
of the Catholic Church, it is plain that the
supreme head of the Church could noi
entertain any proposals toward unity that
contained expressly or implicitly a de-
nial of this dogma. He could do nothing
that could be interpreted as a submission
of this dogma to debate as a doubtful or
unsettled truth. There need be no doubt
a8 to the attitude of the Cathiolic Church
in reference to the movement toward
Christian unity. As to defined doctrines
she is, and must be, uncompromising. If
the Catholic be not the Church of Christ
uhion wigh her is undesirable, and to be
avoided rather than songht. If ghe be
the Church of Christ, asshe claims, union
with her must be on her own conditions,
Ifthe dogmas defined by her as revealed
be not true she has erred, and if she has
erred she is not infallible, and is in no
way better than the sects that very pro-
perly admit their fallibility. A union
with such a fallible and erring church
would not tead to Christian unity if that
unity is to be, as it most certainly should
be, based on revealed truth. 1f, on the
other hand, the Church has not and can-
net err in defining what is revealed
truth, it belongs to her to lay down the
conditions of unity. She is in matters of
doctriae altogether wrong or altogether
right. If the former, no one shonld de.
sire ucion with her; if the latter, all
stiould desire it, and on her terms. To
the Catbolic mind the Pope is as surely
the supreme head and ruler of the
Chureh established by our Divine Lord
as Mr. Cleveland is surely the President
of the United States—the former by di-
vine commissior, the latter by human
commission. What could be hoped from ;
a treaty, proposed by some foreign gov-
ernment, in Which it was stated or im-
plied that Mr. Cleveland is not the Pre-
sideut of the United States ? If a foreign
commissioner came to Washington with
such a treaty in his pocket and the Pre-
sident knew it, what should be his pro-
per course of action ? Should he receive
such a commissioner officially and sub-
mit his title to the Presidency to be dis-
cussed by him ? Such conduct on his
part would be convincing evidence that
he was losing his mind. Looking from
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this point of view at Dr. Lunn’s mission
to the Pope, we can see why His Holi-
pess declined to receive him officially,
although he did what the President
would most probably not do —offered him
a private or personal audience.

Unity, to amount to anything, must be
reai, practical, not an abstraction. [t
maust be a anity of principle, not of mere
coin idence. It must have a common,
visible centre; in must be one in faith,
one in government and one as to the di-
vinely instituted nmeans of saivation. It
must be one Lord, one faith, ons baptisin.
This is the kind of unity the head of the
-Church is praying for; any other kind 18
deceptive and misleading.

Then your idea of unity is that all
should bow to the authority of the Cath-
olic Church ? Yes, that is precisely the
idea. If the Church is infallible, as she
claims to be, you should gladly submit to
her authority ; if she be not infallible,
then she is a false pretender and you
should not desire union with Ler.

That is the 1ogic of the sitnation.—N.Y.
