Americani statesmnen dre endeavoring te
secure the co-oporation of France in any
negotiations that nay be opened with Eig-
land and Canada. Thousands of families
on the coasts of Brittany and Normally
earn a livelihood by the fishing industry
on (lie banks of Nova Sceotia and New-
foindland. French fishing fleots leave the
ports of Granville, Brest, St. Male, St.
Briene. F Dcamp, Dieppe, St. Hilery and
Caux in the middle of March and return
it the end of September. The port of
Granville alone sent te Newfoundiand last
season 143 vessels and 000 fishermnen, anid
Focnamp sends every year about 44 vassels
of 10,000 tons and over 1,000 iands. The
French fishing industry is said to be going
to ruin becaise of so-called " illegal Eng-
lish competition anid interference," and
aise througli the obstacles placed in the
way I by the obstinate, selfisl, St. John's,
Nfl'd, Parlianent."

. In a very interesting article in HlarJ2&a
Xhagazhic entitled "A Lump of Sugar," a
tnmber of valuable statisties as te its pro

ductioin and manipulation aie given; and
as sugar is now so important an articlie of
domestic use that the purchasing pover
and prosperity of a people can be estimated
by an exalmination into its consumption of
stgar per capita, perhaps a short account
of the culture of the sugar cane and of Phe
newest processes for converting its juici'n-
te the crystalline product with lwhich we
are familiarmay not prove uninteresting
te our readers.

The total production of sugar in the
world is placed by the best authorities at
between seven and eiglt millions of tous
per year, but of tiis total only about five

mîillions are available for expert, the re-
mainder being consumed in the countries
producing it. For the present year it is es-
timated by experts that the total product
of all countries available for exprt will be
2,218,000 tons of cane sugar, and 2,037,050
tous of beet sugar. Of the total expert
supply, Cuba produces in the vicinity of
700,000 tons, Louisianla about 125,000, and
Texas 10,000 tons more. Of the beet sugar
supply, Germnany produced last year 1,155P_
000 tons, Austria 557,000, Russia, 380,000,
France 325,000, Belgium 90,000, and Iol-
land 50,000. 'The American yield of maple
sugar aniounted te 25,000 tons laist year,
and te this we mnust add about 5,000 tons
of sorghun suîgar. In addition te this a
considerable quantity of date palm sugar
or date jaggery is impoerted, while the
manufacture of glucose or artificial starch
sugar lias of late years assumed enormous
proportious.

Sugar cane rcquires a warm, moist cli-
nîate, without frost, and having intervals
of liot, dry weatler; the soil must not be
too rich, must be well drained, contain
lime and muagnesia, and w'here possible,be
exposed te the sea breeze, salt in the air
beiig equally beneficial te the cane: with
salt in the soil. From ole te four cuttings
are set out together i holes about two feet
apart, this process ofplanting Lbeing usual
repeated every third year, althoigh it will
last for nany years with butlittle deterior-
atioi.

When the canes are cut and carried to
the mllill, the natural effort of the sugar
miaker is te extract as inuch of the'juiceas
the little colis that contain it can be in-
duced te give up, and te this end. three
nîethods are employed-by crushing or
inaceration only, by diffusion or soaking
out the sugar, and lastly by a combination



of bath processés. hé crushig'mill is an
affair iof simple -construction but of enor-
mous power, the crushers con'isting of.
greatiollers of cast iron, working either in
-pairs a triplets. This is the simpl est
forin, but many attempts have been made
to etract' a larger proportion of juice by
shredding the cane into pulp by raspers,
tearing it into shreds, and by a curious
press in which thecanes are crusbed end-
ways by, a plunger working ia a cylinder.
Some mill$ slice the canes lengthwise be-

'fore crushing, while in the maceration pr-
cess the eanes are steaimed or wetted before
crusbing. The diffusion process is more
applicable to beet than cane sugar -working.
Init the cane is first sliced by cutters and
then thrown into tIe first of a sories of ten
or a dozen tanks called a diffusion battery,
n whieh it is steamed and carried on from
tank to tank uitil the cane is exhausted.
By tMis process about eighty-three per
cent. of the juice is saved. .

The next process is to defecate or purify
the juice, which, after clarification, is heated
in pans or steam coil boilers, lime being
added to neutralize the acid in the juice.
The liquid is then filtered, and finally
crystallized into sugar. Such is the rough
process as carried on in the mill house of a
plantation, but t understand all the im-
provements by which science lias rendered
sugar the cheap, nutritious, bright and
crystalline product it now ist is necessary
to observe: the different proc6sses of its
manufacture in one of our large refin-
cries.

The raw sugar is emptied froi the hogs-
head into a mixer, a large circular pan set
i the ground, usually in .the basement of
the refilery, made of wrouglt or cast iron,
with a apacity of from 8,000 to 4,500 gal-
Ions, and heated by meaus of a steam coil
from which live steam is blown into the
seething mixture. From tliese mixers the
liquid syrup is raised by force pumps to
the ver> top of the enormous building,
whonce percolating downwards it goes
throgh the 'various stages of refining till
it reaches the lower stories as clear sugar.

Fran these pipes the liquid is delivered
into ranges of square tanks, about six feet
biglh, called defecators, in which bullocka'
blood or some ather albuhinous matter
performs the same clarifying process for the
sugar that ihite of egg does in the domes-
'tic coffee-pot. The clarified liquor fron
the defecators flows next through bag fil-
ters made of coarse cotton twill, and ia
again collected and carried off into vats
By this time the syrup has been freed froi
insoluble an~d organic matter, and is a
briglt but brown colored syrup containint
a foiw soluble, impurities. Ta fre it fron
these it is rua into an enormous circulai
tank, often twnty feet deop, filled iith
finely' pulverized bone black, which finail
decolorizes the syrdpby retaining the solu

ble impnritieswlîich have succeeded in es- t
caping the previous filtrationsd

The liquor is naiv reflned, it reniains t r
-crystallize the sugar imit a solid forn.
This is accomplIshed in the vacunun pan, c
an onormous copper boiler covered with a c
copper dome, both parts being fasteiîed ta- o
gether, air-tigit and steamn-tight along the a
rim. The largest of these' hold fromn 35 to p
40 tons of syrup, and are linîed inside with
cois of steam pipe whiich do the leating.
The pan is connected through the cover
with an air pump which puumnps tie air and
vapor froin tho top of the heated syrup,
and by thus permitting it to boit at a lower
temperature, precludes the possibilitv of
its buring or beconinig converted into
caramiel.i

MVber this process is complete, a monent
wiclhi it demands the utifost siil on the
part of the sugar maker ta detect, tlie tem-
perature is reduced, a slide at the botton
of the pan is opened and the contents are
run out into à receptacle below.

After the concentrated syrup bas left the
pan it is rua into coolers to complate the
crystallization, and must tlien be cured,
fie processes being quite different for
nould and soft sugars. For the former'
kind, Nhether intended for k>af, cut, crush-
ed or pulverized sugar, only the best grades
of syrup boiled to a good sized grain arei
used. As this syrup cools it is rua into
éonical moulds having a small aperture at
the apex tlrough whicli the uncrystallized
liquid may drain off, fresh syrup being
poured in at the top which washes the
crystals as it slowly filters through, -Ibaf
sugar is made by sawing these cones into
squares, crushed sugar by ampashing tii'
loaves, while pulverized sugar is simply
ground fine f-rn the dust of the other two
varieties. Grannlated sugars 'may bo
inade from the cone by tearing them apart,
but it is now usually made in centrifugal
machines in a similar manner- to soft
sugars.

Soft sugars are mostly cured by centrifi-
gal machines, iwhiich consist practically of
two drums set one within the other and
revolving at a very biglh speed. The browa
syrup is let in from the cooler and the iu-
ner drum started. As the drum gains
speed the.liquid flies off by centrifumgal
force, frLst the free liquid, and finally, if
the sugar is of high grade and clean vater
is let in for the final washing, even the
dalicate film of syrup or .molasses coating

i each crystal is driven off, leaving 'he bril-
. liant white sugar to shine out.

The sugar is tlien barrelled 'off, granu-,
lated sugaré being shakon down in the

c barrelb by an ingenious system of eccen-
tries, whlile the softer kinds ate packed
-with a screw press like flour.

AT HOMIE AND ABROAD.

The condition of tho muoey market this
veek. is very much as at our last writing,
but there are still indicati-ns of the main-
enance of the botter d,çmand, if not of an-
ncrease: It is usually the case at the end
of the month .that banks are ceairons a
naintaining or increasing their reserves,
md that has perhaps been the chief factor
a the activity that has prevailed during
the past weok, but mnking all allow'anée
for this there remains suflicient to give
hope that a more active business is mak-
ing itself felt. The rates for loans of all
kinds are unchanged during the week, and
notwithstanding the fairly active ship-
mients going on, sterling e .change remains
at a very higlh rate; satisfactory enotigh
te shippers, who thus get a higlier price for
i heir bills, but not so to the w'holesale mer-
chants, whose remittan es are thereby in-
creased: New York exchange keeps slightly
below par, where it wilI probabliy remain
till the close o navigation.

Iu parlianent this w'eek thechiief occur-
rence of conmercial interest is the bring-
ing down by ti Finance Minister of a
supplementary list of tariff changes. - The
particulars of tiese will be found els -
whcie, tle we st iiip"rtant being the pro-
posed increase in the export duty on jine'
saw logs to $3 per thusand.
