CURRENT TRADE CONDITIONS.

ONTARIO.

'The fature of the lui.ber trade of the
paàt week has been the nutiber of en
quires for stock of all kinds. Manufac-
turers and deaiers alke agrec that the
ouitlook for sprmng busness is exception-
ally bright, and unless unforseen ob-
stacles arise, there is likely to be
an advance tn luinber plices genlerally,
bmt particularly ai 1ow grade pine.
Stocks ai the inîlis are lower than they
have been for years, and ii n grades is
there a surplus. 'ie scarcity of haîd.
woods lias perihaps sestilted tn a greater
consumption of ienilock ; in any case,
tlie market for that lumber seetms to be
widening, and the nidl mten have suli-
cecded in disposimg of stocks which had
been accunulating for years. Sihingles,
both pine and cedar, are scarce. The
stipplv o ilJe latter is scarcely equal to
the deiand, which is almost entirely of a
local character. H ardwoods renmamît firmî,
althouîgh we would caution nianufacttrers
agatnst a piobable overproduction. Vith
a favorable wnter, there is certain to be
taken ont a large quantity of logs, and
uinless discretion is uîsed, prices are likely
to be affected.

QtUEltC AND NEw iRUNswIVcK.
There is a quietness in liuiber circles

in Quebec that is not easily utndeistood.
For sonie reason, cont:actlig for stock
for spring delivery is backward, and
nanufacturers, sorme of whomn are carry-
ing ieavier stocks than last winter, are
not entirely sauisfied with the outlook.
But now that the holiday season has
passed, we believe more file vill be ex-
hibitcd. The condition of tlie trade in
New Brunswick durng 1893 is shown by
the deal shipments front St. John, which
wcîe. 183,4i3,9iS feeî, as against a44,1 6 9e
459 feet in the previous ycar. Within the
lasi two months, ihowever, the outlook has
brighteneii. MINany of the maitufactuîrers
are carrying over less stock thai tisual,
and are also operating very moderately mtî
the woods. This has produced a hope
tha prices for alli classes of lumtiber, mii.
cluding deais and sles, will improve
in the spring. lit Nova Scotia a lhght
pioduction of logs was conltemitplated, atd
this has been fuirther redticed by unfavor-
able weather for logginig operations.

UNITD STATEs.

Reports front ite lomber markets in
the United States are devoted largcly to
reviewing the trade of 18S, which was,
on the whole, a satisfactory year. The
cast revived late in the season to an un-

expected extent, and buyers entered the
market with a great eatei iess to sectre
stock. Wiolesaie dealers fotnd that
theit stocks were likely to become in-
adeqtt-ite and souglit to ieplenish then
but the prices .sked ait notthern inanu-
facturing points vere considered beyond
their reach. 1. tter they were cnompelled
to buy tu sa"Ie extent, ieetig the stua-
tton by advancmng wholesp1le prices. At
ni.my of the wholesale disî inbutini, cities
stoLks tre badly brokei. Vlie at luf
fato and Tinananda the great scarcity
petamins to box lumber, yet of other
grades of plme the supply is not ample.
The deniand from the cast i suci as to
produce the horpe tht tlie sprig reqtire
ment wîil be unusually large. Consuncrs
have ligit stocks, and retadies are by no
ieans oversuppied. E".very Ças of
hardwoods is btil enqmîred for, and there
is no liklihood, of the shortage )eng

eiheved for soie weeks ai least. At
Buffalo there are no stocks of basswood
antd cli, and ash, birch and mape are
sold as soon as they pass mto lte hands
of the whlanesalers. Spiuce sees to be
gaining ground steadily at Boston.

FOREI«IGN.
'rite condition of the timber market in

Great Britamn ai the close of the ycar was
satisfactory. ''ie denand has contintued
active, and there is a strong hope that the
spring trade will open up briskly. Sotie
contracts have bteen enterd into for
Canadian deals and timbet for spring
deivery, alhhough huymîîg has not becn as
active as in soie previois years. On the
cast coast of England, wiie a coisider-
able quantity of sprice vas placed in
1898, thcre appears to be an inciratton
to wait, in 'iscertain the turn which prices
of Baltic ws'hitewond udlii take. At present
whitewood is selling at £5 15s per'
standard, and sprce at an .avcrage of
£6 rs. mhoiild thee prices ttile for
spting gonds, s'me believe that white.
wood wdll be givein hlie preference, but
there is a possibtily that iktic white.
wood wàl be advanced i site near fitite,
to the advantage of sIrulce. There is a
gond dcmnand for rcd pise of good italiî y,
and if carefully manufactured, it is certain
to comtîpete siccessuit.ly with laltic red-
wood. lin pine deals the imîost irgernt
demîand seerms to be for i i iici stock of
first quîality, which is in light supply ai
;asgnow and soie other importing

centres. liardwoods are not in ieavy
stock, and the denand is faiîr. Oak Is
quoted ai as Sd to as iod pet cubic foot
for 65 to 7i feet :vcrage, and asht is steady
at i9 d to 22d for 13 to 15 mch average.
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STOCKS AND PRICES.
The Iog production on the Nashwaak

river, in New Brunswick, this winter will
be about 30,000,000 feet.

The superintending enineer of the
Welland Canal destres tenders by January
i7th for the annual supply of timber.

Messrs. Cockburn & Co., of Sturgeon
Falls, Ont., are cutting 4,000,000 feet of
logs this winter, ta be sawn next summner.

During tire year 1898 tihere were ex-
ported froin St. John, N. B., forest
ptoducts to the value of $2,987,756,
against $3,938,379 for the year 1897.

Messis. E. D. Davidson & Sons, Lim-
ited, of Bridgewater, N. S., expect te cut
during the coming season îo,coo,ooo feet
of pane and spruce lutnber.

'rite shipments of lumber from Nova
Scotia ports to trans-Atilantic counties in
1898 totalled 148,239,840 feet, a decrease of
about 4o,ooo,ooo feet as compared vith
the previous year.

Messrs. J. T. Craw-furd, James Hlunter
and A. G. Seanan, of Wiatton, Ont., are
now operating on Ilre property recently
purchased from the Barrow Bay Lumber
Company, of Barrow Bay, Ont.

A Bangor, Maine, lumber dealer states
that ihe expects the market will open next
spring with a brisk dernand, at prices
higher than those that prevailed at the
close of navigation. Randon spruce
was then selling ai from $13 ta $15.

Messrs. D. & j. Hadden, of Foxmead,
Ont., have been given a contract to take
out and manufacture i,ooo,ooo feet of pine
for W. J. Lovering, of Coldwater, Ont.
Messrs. Hadden have aiso sold 2oo,ooo
feet of soft elm, ta be sawn next summer.

Two tiiber berths, for which tenders
were recently invited, were disposed of
by the Ontario governmnent a few days
ago. Six square miles in Hanmer town-
ship, northwest of Sudbury, were sold
te J. R. Booth, or Ottawa, for $i 5,000,
and a damaged berth, noîtheast of
Pogomasing, on the C. P. R., ta Alexander
Barnet, of Renfrew, for $33,575.

At Fredericton, N. -B., four timber
berths were sold last week as follows:
2>4 miles at mouth of East Branch of
Rockway river, te P. Morneault, ai $8
per mile ; 2 miles on Mill Creek branch
of Ietitcodiac river, te Albert Woodi, at
same price ; two niiles on northern side
of Cocaignr river, te Lockhart Loutgher,
at $9 per tnile; 49 miles ai head of north
fork ci north branch Charl river, ta
lames Reid, at $r156.

Messrs. Goodwin& Co., of Birmingham,
England, desire te receive quotations from
Canadian manufacturers for 2oo gross
brooi handles, 5oin. long, zli-in.thick,de-
livered at Cardiff, South Wales. A white
handle, free from knots and imperfections,
isrequired. UnitedStatesConsul Haistead
writes from Birmingham that there bas
been a large sale of American broom
handles. He st-ites tiai iore could have
been disposed of if the ends iad been
" turned in," the favorite style for brooi
handles in England.

KINDLY REPLY.
A numniber of lunber nanufactrrers, particti

larly in Ontario, have not as yet responded to
our request for information regatiding tire trade
of dt year 1898. Tie data, to Ie of service,
should bc received iirediately, antd we ask
the favor of a reply.

RED PINE IN GREAT BRITAIN.
Concerning rcd pine, the Timrber Trales

Journal says: The efforts to bring Canadian
red pine inta competition wili Balaie redwood
do not apipear to mect wlli nuch success. The
want of classification anti the limitation as te
lengths are the chiefdrawbacks. Wedricw tire
attention of Our Quebcc friends Io tis subject
at tie beginning of the season, when several
consignmenis of unsorted qualiiy were shippedi
to London and had te be realized ai tire pubilic
sales. Therc is no reason, now that Baltic
denals arc getting scarcer every ycar, why the
redi pine ienals lromo Quebec or ncighboring
ports should net supply tire want felt hecre of a
rcally sound, cheap, house building, 3 x 9 and
1 I-inch dea.

The Birminghan correspondent of saune
Iaper says: In Birminghamr an increasing
quantity or Querbcc rei line detas lias been

sold. They were sent <iver last year and again
this, antd there is soiething to be said in threir
favor. At the price of about io£ in Birimring-
hamtr they look the place of Russian and
Swelisli detals, and were sold freely. What a

ity it is thIati tley are not classified. They are
rougl, have large knuts, but arc fairly sound.
As joistf, where tirey can le used whole, they
taire the place of malore costly detas, but why
do the sip pers not classify ther as inixed and
hiiris, and sel t hen accortdingly ? Tillthis is
lone thret iusi be somle disalpointrent ex

perienced wlen they are oftered for sait by
merchants.

TUIE BARBADOS MARKET.
NeI.srs. S. pl. MSusson, Son & Co. say of the

liarbiadios luimber market :
White i'me.-The arrivais have ben tie

Lenaniki, fromi St. John, N. B., with 73 M
shlpping ant 128 Ml 2nd qualiy, which w%-as
1 laced ai $22.25 and $16.25 respectively, and
tlit Victoria (roi Clyde river, with 47 NI
shipping ani 29 M ' , i. henock, which was
sold for St. Vincent at $22.75 and $z5 te-
spectively. Demand has siickenedl of crin-
sideraiy, and dealers antiriate some decline
mn prices. In spruce, alive vessel hadl a smnall
lot o! 6 Mf shiippers and 27 Ml 2nd quality,
which was sold at $'803 and $13.67 respec
tively ; and tire I ility had a srall quantity
smral and narrov- 2nd quality, which we soit
ai $13. Stocks are quite iodernie, and
unless receilpts are (ree, or tIe prIce Of 2nd
quality white pine declines considerably, fair
rates should rile.

Shiingles.-Tie New Dominion arrivei fron
Pasbebiac, Que., tu our address, on 5tih
ultim, with 68o M long Gaspe cedar, 59o M
of which we placetd at $5.o6, deck load and
inboard ; na allowance for retied ; the balance
go M! being of a little better quality, and
brighter, being aIl. inboard, and also being a
smal quantity, brought $4.4o. The Duart
Castle brought i9o M, which were placed ai
same rate, and she also had some cedar laying
for importers' account. The only other arrival
of tins latter description has been by the Le.
wanika, willh about 400 M. previously con-
tracted for at $2, but considerably more.are
expected in fulfllment of contracts. Shooks.-
No arrivais have taken place, but we have
placetd a small cargo of Portland, N.R., oak for
january shipiment at $1.22.

LOGGING PROSPECTS AND PRICES
Of logging prospects and pric:s of lumier in

tie Unted aStates the Anrerican Luiber-
mran says:

it is a fortunate thing for the tomber <rade,
and indicative of tire strong pbositin occupied
bîy white pine, tihat prospects ofa ieavy log in-
put during tits wmnier cause no apprehensions
as to tie strength tif the lumbuer market during
tie year. lin this phase of tire case <litre prob.
ably lias becen no parallel ta tie liresent bira.
tion, for in ottier years wlien prospects were as
bright as now the log crop and tie lumber
product wire both lmuch larger than rnow. The
white pine industly iras come to tie point
where the product will permuanently be saraller
tIhan tht normal demuand. If white paine wuere
te be had there is nO apparent reason why rie
lequirrent for 1899 should not be as large as
for 1892, but there is not the supply tiere tuas
tien and cannot b ; consequently the product
should ail be mmarketcd at tiru prices. * * *
There is no question about tie activity in log-
ging circies. Every jobbirer who can raise tire
moteney to pay for supplies is at work, and
every mniantfacturing concern that does ita own
logging is crowding things ta the utniosi. But
with ail tiat can bc dnne the crop iwili fali far
short of tie banner ycars of tire white pinle
industry-s almost certain ta lack- 2,oo,0oo,-
ooo feet of the record. Morcover, loggiag is
being conducted ai a somrewhat highrer cost
than in a ntin.ber of previous years. Early in
the scason, before the mills closed down and
the labrers were entirely out of tIhe hrrvest
fields, tire prelirtinary woods work was donc at
an extrcmnely high price t but wages have
cone down recently, until they are only a
itoderate percentage in advance of ihose which
ustally prcvaii. But, on the otier hand, sup-
prics arc higher than they have ben for years.
Tie advance in bacon and the like aidds a per.
ceptible ariunt to tire cost of logs, while there
isa generally higher range of prices on logging
equmipmiient.

These things mean that ncw logs will cost
more it the mills in i899 than for a number of
years past, and wili necessitate a higier aver.
age range of lumber values. This should sus-
tain tie market cven in laInck of other sirength-
cning influençes, but such influences arc not
lackmag Evcry prospect is favorable for a
large, sicady, and even insistent denand,
wshich, failing. o be salisfied with light stocks
of Iiuniber, wall absorb tIhe new crop pracically
as fast as i shal be produccd and ready for
shipment.

GLASGOW TRADE CONDinONS.
In reviewini; the trimber lrade of Glasgow

for lie year 1898, Mcssrs. Calder, Jienderson
& Livingston, in ticir annuail circular, say :

The year Just closed ias wvitiessed continied
activity in tie linier trade. It opened with
heavy stocks on hand, and prices were in.
clined to wvaken, but they irrmeid u 'n the
cariy suinuner, and have continued firi until
now, with tIhe exception of a hiort tie about
tire month of Augusi, when tie imporis were
exceptionally ieavy. Tiere ias been an ex.
cellent deimnrd, anid tihe amîotnt oi stock tiait
ias gone into consumption is very satisfactory.
It scenis impossible now lo have a )ear go
past without suie interruptioi o business, and
tht branch to suffer this )ear ias been ahat
dealing wiîth furniture woods. lilere tihe de-
muand has beer much retrictd through a sirike
of tire cabinet-makers, whikb has been going on
for about nie montis antd still continues. One
of time outstandmng cattires of iiierest during
tie ycar was the large iiport of Amnerican
spru bîatten. swiici got a footing owing to
lie _high prace of Balie whitewood, ant these,
having turned ont very, sanisfacionl>y to impoit-
ers, are likely in the lutire Io be strong coni.
petitors wita Irhe latter, provided tihe price bc
right. Tie rapidiy ncreasmng demrand for
biards in place ai log timber, especmiliy in
white pine and Canary white ot], is such as
ougit to commiand ic attention of shippers.
What is required ir the former is an inicase in
the average wîidth. for which a correspondig
increase in value would be recognized.

The shipping industry has had an exceptional
Iperiod of activity, and ahe amnoaunt of work on
iand is such as to ensure a prosperous condition
of things trioughout ie coning year. During
the closing nionihs of 1898, bhipbuilders have
been large pirchasers of teak, mahogany, pitch
pine, and long average waney board pine, and
the stock of the latter carried over by merchants
is comparatively small ; considerable sales,
however, have already been made fur shipment
during tihe coming spring by Quebte shippers.
