This is the

long-lost and much sought-for lukktd tract of the youth, Benjamin Franklin. It

eluded even the research of Mr. Sparks, who ransacked European and American
libraries for it, and says" (Vol. viii., p. 405), "No copy of this tract ii now known to

be in existence." Franklin, in his autobiography, says, " I printed a small number.

It occasioned my being more considered by Mr. Palmer as a young man of some inge-

nuity, though he seriously expostulated with me upon the principles of my pamphlet."

In a letter to his friend Benjamin Vaughan, he wrote, "There were only a hundred
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copies printed, of which I gave a few to friends; and afterwards ... burnt the rest,

except one copy, ... I was not nineteen ye.irj of .ige when it was written. In 1730, I

wrote a piece on the other side of tiie question. ... Thia pamphi(!t was never printed."

A London printer, called Stephen Daye,

came at the same time with the printing apparatus, in 163X, and the office was located

in Cambridge, Massachusetts. "The first thing which was printed," says Winthrop,

"was 'The Freeman's Oath
,

the next was an almanac made for New England, by

Mr. William Peirce, mariner," both of which, according to Thomas, were issued in

1639. We have been unable to ascertain whether there arc any copies in existence

Not the least singular circumstance relating to

this work, perhaps, is the manner in which Ferdinando Gorges, Esq., has appropriated

to himself the authorship of a work written by another, as appears by the following

extract from Prince's • New England.' : When I went to England, I met with a

greut variety of Books and Pamphlets relating to this country. Among others, in a

history of New England, from 1628 to 1 651, printed in 410, London, 1654, 1 found

many particulars of the beginning of our several churches, towns and colonies, which
appear in no other writer. The ringing title of the book is, • Wonder working Provi-

dence,' &c., and in the genuine iitle-page no author is named.

This is the first edition of Hakluyt's collection of voyages, which, in their second

form, were recast and amplified into three volumes, as described infra. At p. 597 there

should be a map 25^ by 17^ inches, which can be recognized by the royal arms and

the word Virginia, and references to the recent expeditions sent thither by Sir Walter

Raleigh, but it is rarely found with the work, and there is sometimes substituted another

edition of the same map from the English version of Linschoten's Voyages, and occa-

sionally a half-sheet woodcut map entitled " A general map made onelye for the partic-

ular declaration of this Discovery," to illustrate Sir Hunifrey Gilbert's Discourse to

prove a passage by tlie North-west to Cathaia and the East Indies; it belongs to Sir

liumfrey Gilbert's Discourse described in our Vol. iv., supra.

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at first intended to bethe map arises perhaps from the fact that the one which
inserted does not appear to have been published. Hakluyt, at the end of his preface,

says : " I have contented myselfe with inserting into the worke one of the best general

niappcs of the world onely, vntill the comming out of a very large and most exact ter-

restriall Globe, collected and reformed according to the newest, secretest, and latest

discoueries ... composed by M. Emmerie MoUlncux, of Lambeth, a rare Gentleman

in his profession, being therein for diuers yeeres, greatly supported by the pur"e and

liberalitie of the worshipfull inarchant M. William Sanderson." The voyage of Sir

Jerome Bowes, Knight, to Muscovy in 1582, was in some particulars erroneous; it w.ns,

therefore, " printed this second time, according to the True copie, I received of a

gentleman that went in the same voyage, for the correction of the errors in the former

impression." This reprinted portion commences at p. 491 and ends at p. 501 ; thus

concluding the second part. The third part beginning at p. 506. Hakluyt, on the

last page of his address "to the Reader," notices with regret his being compelled to

comply with the request of certain friends, in the suppression of Sir Francis Drake's

Voyage, " wherein I must confesse to have taken more than ordinarie paines, meaning
to have inserted it in this worke." He, however, appears to have printed a few

copies privately; and the Voyage thus suppressed, is sometimes inserted after p. 643.
This portion consists of three sheets, or six leaves, bearing the signatures M m m. 4, 5,

and 6 ; followed by a broadside or sheet, a Journal or Extract, from the Logbook of

the Voyage, from the departure from Plymouth Road, September 14, 1585, the prog-

ress minutely detailed till the return to Portsmouth, July 22, 1586. This sheet is of

extreme rarity. It is scarcely necessary to suggest that the addition of the original

version of Bowes' and Drake's Voyages add greatly to the value of any copy of the

work in which they happen to be. " His volume contains an invaluable treasure of

material information, which even at this day affix to the name of Hakluyt a brilliancy

of reputation which a series of ages can never efface or obscure."

A fine set of this grand series of Voyages is one of the desiderata in an American
collection. The largest I have seen, measured I2|^ by 8^ inches, and contained many
rough leaves ; the third volume in the set referred to measured only 1 1^ by 7^^ inches,

and that had many rough leaves, which circumstance, inclines me to believe that vols.

I. and II. were printed on paper somewhat larger than the third. It is difficult to

overrate the importance and value of this extraordinary collection of voyages. Mr.
Bancroft characterizes " Richard Hakluyt as the enlightened friend and able document-
ary historian of these commercial enterprises, a man whose fame should be vindicated

and asserted in the land which he helped to colonize," while Oldys, in his British

Library, devotes fifty pages to an analysis of his works, and remarks that his collection

" redounds as much to the glory of the English nation as any book that ever was pub-

lished," and Mr. Dibdin is in an ecslacy of delight in his famous passage, beginning

"All hail to thee, Richard Hakluyt," &c.
