who went outside the military limita of 
the city yesterday and who were not 
permitted to return over the Sarsfleld 
bridge last evening because they would 
not show military permits, spent the 
night on the bridge and resumed their 
demonstrations this morning. The sol­
diers were still obdurate and would not 
permit the strikers to cross the bridge.

Up to noon today there had been no 
clashes between the opposing forces.

The break of day found a worn and 
hollow-eyed crowd of men and women 
shivering in. the chilly weather. They 
were taken ’ to cottages on. the Clare 
side of the River Shannon and given 
breakfast by friends and sympathizers. 
Some of the older ones had been pro­
vided with beds during the night on 
cottage floors, but most of the crowd 
spent the night in the open.

The attitude’ of "passive resistance” 
was continued during the night by the 
strikers. The military maintained a 

, strict guard with large forces of sen­
tries and the guns In the armored tank 
were fully manned.

Would Not Accept Passes.
The plan of the strike leaders is to 

continue to demand entrance into the 
-City without passes In the hope that the 
military will finally yield and thus bring 
the pass system to an end. If this plan 
fails, the leaders' say they have other 
plans to try.

The "treasury notes" Issued by the 
labor council appeared, in Limerick to­
day. The notes, which will be used in 
the. purchase of food, it was announced, 
will be redeemed In régulas money once 
a week.

Mayor O’Mara, accompanied by mem­
bers of the clergy, went to the bridge 
and made a formal request of the offi­
cer in command there that the people 
on the other side be allowed to cross 
into town.

Is Claim for Teachers by
J. A. Munro in Pres­

ident’s Speech. WILL PARADE TO WELCOME HOME
THEIR COMRADES OF THE

3rd and 4th BATTALIONS

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Educators' from many parts of the 
province convened yesterday at. the 
university in the annual gathering of 
the Ontario Educational Association. 
An exhaustive program Is being cover­
ed, various speakers devoting them­
selves respectively to various sections 
In which the public schools, technical 
and manual arts, continuation schools. 
Inspectors section, trustees and other 
divisions are represented. That the 
members are interested is evidenced 
by the busy-bee appearance of the 
halls and corridors of Ontario’s chief 
seat of learning, and by the close at­
tention given the speakers.

J. Munro. B.A., principal of Stinson 
Street School, Hamilton, gave the 
president's address to the public 
school section, developing the Idea 
that "Nation Builders" were not those 
who built up the material things in 
the shape of railways, nor were the 
founders those who make gteat ex­
plorations.
Who form character, and this Is the 
function of the teacher, and especially 
of the primary teacher, as about 
ninety per cent. of. the pupils of the 
public schools go no further than the 
primary school. The speaker em­
phasized the point that the time had 
come when teaching should be look­
ed upon as a permanent profession, 
and not a stepping-stone to some­
thing else. The best teachers should 
be kept in the primary schools said 
Mr. Munro, and teachers shoul<| re­
ceive such remuneration as will per­
mit of their spending their vacations 
in such a manner as to be of bene­
fit to those whom they have to teach. 
Twenty-one was laid down as the age 
at which a teacher should begin to 
teach, and the maximum number of 
pupils to a class of thirty-live.

Bad Methods.
« Bad methods of teaching were the 
reasons assigned by F. F. Macpher- 
son, B.A., of Hamilton Normal School, 
for the dislike which many pupils 
have for the subject of history. To 
‘‘vitalize" the subject by putting life 
Into its presentation, and to get a re­
sulting attitude of Interest from the 
student was the cure presented for 
present apathy, which prevails in 
many pupils.

“Tihe Formation of a Bird Lovers’ 
Society in Every School," was the 
subject o.f an address given by Prin­
cipal Chas. G. Fraser of Manning 
Avenue School, who urged that such 
an establishment would not only give 
information regarding birds and their 
habits, but would also give oppor­
tunity thru tiie weekly or bi-weekly 
meetings for pupils to acquire prac­
tical' graining hi the manner of con­
ducting a meeting and practice in 

“The Rural School 
Problem" was the subject of a round 
table conference in the inspector's 
section, the initial speaker being Al­
bert Odel of Cobourg, who Instanced 
the" influence of the folk high schools 
of Denmark on the country. These 
schools, eighty in number, are pri­
vate boarding schools with substan­
tial legislative grants, 
pupils are fitted for agriculture and 
household economics. The effect of 
these Institutions . upon 
was described by the 
having changed the people from a 
condition of dependence and illiter­
acy to one of independence and 
ture.

ISLAND PADDLERSBoxing Good for
Returned Soldiers

Parts, Aiprll 22.—The council of four 
decided Koday to diaoonttniuie its hear­
ings on the Chinese and Japanese 
claims to rights In Shangtung pro­
vince, and agreed merely to temrnin- 
ate Germany's rights lm China In the * 
■peace treaty, leaving the settlement 
of the respective 'rights of China and 
Japan to the German colonies until • 
later date.

This agreement is subject to the 
approval ef China and Japan, whose 
delegations have sent cablegrams to 
their governments; and: express the 
beUef that their governments will 
agree.

The postponement of the final set­
tlement la a compromise which meets 
the demands of neither China nor 
Japan. Japan asks that the Germait 
rights toe definitely given to her, with 
the understanding that Japan return 
them to China under certain condi­
tions.

China urged that the German leases 
and concessions should be definitely 
recognized as belonging to China 
again, having been taken from her 
forcibly by Germany.

The postponement of -the final de­
cision leaves it uncertain whether the 
respective rights of China and Japan 
will be passed upon in the final peace 
treaty or left to the league of na­
tions. '

The French government has ap­
pointed a special military commis­
sion to look after the German dele­
gates while in France. The commis­
sion is headed by Lieut.-Col. Hardey. 
with a staff of two majors, three 
captains and two lieutenante. The 
commission wile meet, the German 
delegates at the frontier and remain 
with them during their stay at Ver­
sailles.

With ap informal round table dlsu 
cusslon yesterday afternoon the nine­
teenth annual convention of the On­
tario Library Association, which held 
its meetings In the Reference Library 
on College street, concluded Its con­
vention laloor for the year.

At the morning session the assem­
blage received fhe report of the reso­
lutions committee and one resolution 
especially, which called for an In­
crease of salary for«the vartoas library 
staffs, came in for some discussion. 
“Miserable pittance," and other un­
complimentary names were thrown at 
some of the boards not a hundred 
miles from Toronto, where the salary 
was very small.

Liverpool, April 22,—The Ktnmel 
court was resumed here today, Pte. Goo. 
Alexander McLeod was charged with 
joining in the mutiny or attending a 
mutiny without doing his utmost to en­
deavor to suppress it. Ho pleaded not 
guilty. The accused last week was a 
witness for the defence In the case ot 
another soldier. Testifying today, a wit­
ness named Bremner eaid that on the 
afternoon on March 5 a riotous mob came 
thru the main gates ot the camp carry­
ing flags. When they reached the vicin­
ity of the officers' mess, someone said, 
"Let us start her." The picket immedi­
ately dispersed the rioters, who pushed 
across the training ground opposite the 
Army Service Corps lines and reorgan­
ized A captain ordered the witness to 
follow him, and he went onto the train­
ing ground In pursuit ot the rioters. 
Bremner, continuing, said that he cap­
tured one of the rioters and was taking 
him back to the guardroom when he rec­
ognized the accused approaching the 
Service Corps lines from the railway 
track, carrying rifle and bayonet. Be­
tween the time when witness returned 
to the guardroom and the time when the 
white flag was raised, at the end of the 
riot, the rioters had charged Camp 20 and 
been dispersed. The next time he saw 
accused he was standing with a party ot 
Canadian soldiers on the training ground, 
where one man had been wounded. When 
tihe witness first saw the accused, the 
latter was charging with other rioters.

Major Weyman, for the defence, closely 
cross-examined the witness regarding the 
accused's alleged movements.

Like "Going Over Top."
Major Weyman asked Bremner If he 

had said in the guardroom that the show 
“just like going over the top."

Witness replied that he might have said 
that, because it was what Lieut. Aylmer 
Wylie 4th Reserve Battalion, had said.

When the rioters, said witness, were 
warned not to approach Camp 20, they 
jeered and threw stones. The accused 
acted very peculiarly, waving his arms. 
He seemed to be urging on the rioters, 
who, after being rushed, fired on the de­
fence force, killing Pte. Gillen. After the 
defenders had retired, the witness de­
clared, they followed them up and occu­
pied the trenches.

While the witness was explaining, at 
close quarters, the disposition ot the two 
sides in the riot, Major Weyman com­
plained that the officer for the prosecu­
tion wap whispering into the ear of the 
witness, The prosecuting officer denied 
this The president of the court said 
that the court did not consider that this 
had been done.

Major Weyman said he might not have 
intended to dd so, but he (the speaker) 
had heard him.

The president of the court thereupon 
rebuked Major Weyman for questioning 
his ruling. - ;

Accused Makes Denial,
The accused, giving evidence in his own 

behalf, undex oath, said that his father 
was a clergyman. He denied having par­
ticipated in the riots, and declared that 
he was attending a wounded man when 
arrested.

Major and Quartermaster Gillies, lor 
the defence, testified to the excellence, of 
McLeod’s character: He stated that on 
the morning ot the day In question the 
accused helped the<cplonel to protect the 
canteen from the rimers.

The case was then adjourned.

Statements made by the federal 
wheat director touching the probable 
continuance of world high prices for 
bread and Indicating that European 
supplies of foodstuffs would be even 
smaller this year than last year, gave 
the corn market Immediate fresh 
strength.
