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Flight Passenger Boats Reach 
New Yoak After Hard 

Experience. V
New York, Dec. 18.—Substantial evi­

dence of the fierce winter storms 
which have prevailed for the last ten 
days along the steamer lanee between 
this country and Europe was shown 
by eight big passenger liners which 
arrived here today with more than 
17,000 belated passengers. Hulls en­
crusted with Ice, rigging covered with 
sleet and 'salt-from spray caked on 
funnels, prefaced the etor.ee tbld by 
ship’s officers of high winds and gi­
gantic waves that swept their vesu>ls 
from stem to stern.

The ships arriving were the .Rot­
terdam, from Holland, via Plymouth; 
the Baltic, Royal George, Carman la 
and C&ronia from Br.tieh ports via 
Halifax; the Lafayette from Havre, 
Bergensfjord, from Norway, and Eu­
ropia from Genoa. All were from 
three to five days overdue and some 
of them reached port too late to dock 
before tomorrow morning.

Rouehert Trip Ever Made,
The first of the big liners to come 

into her dock was the Rotterdam, 
which reached quarantine late last 
night. She was three days late, ai.d 
her master, Captain J. Baron, declar­
ed that the trip was the roughest he 
had ever made. His declaration was 
süpported by Rear-Admiral Andrew T. 
Long of the United States navy, who 
returned after escorting the King and 
Queen of the Belgians back to their 
country. Admiral Long said that one 
week ago, when in mid-Atlantic, the 
weather was so rough that- the big 
liner was rocked like a cradle. One of 
the passengers was thrown to the deck 
and suffered a broken leg. On board 
thei ship were five stowaways, who 
were scared from their hiding places 
by the rough weather.

The Carmania, another of the belat­
ed ships, had to put in at Halifax to 
repair damages caused by collision lit 
séa with another ship during a fog off 
the Grand Banks.

The Caronia, from Southampton, 
wàs close to the Carmania when the 
accident occurred- and she responded 
to her wireless calls by putting about 
and going to her assistance- The tên- 
dered help was not needed, but she ac­
companied her into Halifax.

As a result of their examination, 
Sir Robert Borden has been emphatic­
ally advised that the condition of his 
health absolutely fofbids him to con­
tinue at present the discharge of his 
official duties, and that continuance 
therein would Inevitably result in a 
serious and permanent impairment of 
his health, and eventually in complete 
incapacity for further work.

Advised. Not to Retire.
Under these conditions he felt that 

he ought to relinquish duties so highly 
important, so extremely onerous, arid 
so intensely absorbing as1 those Of 
prime minister. This view he placed 
before his colleagues as his conclusion 
after mature deliberation. Their at­
titude toward him in every instance 
has been most sympathetic and 
slderate. While agreeing and 
urging that the preservation of his 
health must be the first consideration, 
they have represented to Mm most 
earnestly their view that his retire­
ment at this Juncture would be highly 
prejudicial to the public interest, and 
they have very strongly urged him to 

-postpone any further action until after 
a complete rest, of such* duration as 
might enable him to resume his duties. 
Similar appeals have come to him from 
many sources outside of the cabinet.

Takes, Colleagues' Advice.
Sir Robert Borden is naturally re­

luctant either to continue duties for 
which the condition of his health 
fits him, or to retain his position as 
head of the government while absent­
ing himself for a considerable period 
from his post. On the other hand, the 
views of his colleagues have been 
urged with such force and unanimity 
that he finds himself unable to disre­
gard them. He has, therefore, con­
cluded at their, request to take such 
rest from active work as may prove 
necessary, during which period effec­
tive arrangements will be made for 
the discharge of the duties which 
otherwise would be incumbent upon 
him. The period of hlP absence from 
duty will necessarily depend upon h}s 
progress toward recovery, and in the 
end the condition of his health will 
determine his resumption of official 
duties

Presentment of Policies.
It was the purpose of the prime

Europe around *2 27 per bushel. This 
will mske a small surplus to divide 
among the farmers, who received a 
hand payment of *216 per bushel from 
the board.

This is not much of a showing, in
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view of the fact that the whole ex­
portable surplus could have been sold 
to the United States government for 
cash at $2.26 per bushel some months 
ago. Fortunately, there is still left in 
the country some wheat which has not 
bgsn sold to Europe by the wheat 
toofcrd, and which may now be sold at 
a< high price in the American market. 
Mr. Goldie is quoted as saying that 
the farmers still have 40,000,000 bush­
els, which can be sold in the United 
States at from $3 to $3.45 per bushel.

Before exporting, however, our mil­
lers must be supplied with wheat. 
From a national standpoint, it Is im­
portant that we grind all the wheat 
we can In our own country, exporting 
Août, not wheat, to the greatest pos­
sible extent. But ought the miller to 
get wheat for $2.30 which to worth 
$g.$0 or $3.46 on the other side? Should 
not the miller pay the market price?

The farmer had only one customer 
—the wheat board. The wheat board 
paid him $3.15 down and undertook 
to get more for him by selling to ad­
vantage. Up to date, the extra profit 
is negligible. Not unnaturally, there­
fore, the farmer wants 
board either to sell the wtieat that to 
left to t^e United States or make the 
Canadian miller pay the market price.

The present price to the mil­
lers is $2.30 at Fort william including 
a five cent earning charge, and iit 
is suggested that this will- be raised 
fifteen cents, which will Save a cor­
responding effect on the price of flour 
for the domestic market,

Lincoln Goldie, representative of the 
Canadian Wheeft^Board in Ontario, 
has been in Ottawa conferring on the 
situation with James Stewart, chair­
man of the wheat board. There re­
mains to be sold about "forty million 
bushels, of wheat. . About" sixty million 
buFheLa have been sold by the wheat 
board for which the farmers were 
paid a fixed price and were given 
participating certificates entitling them 
to any excess obtained by the board. 
It is understood that"' the excess On 
wheat already add amounts to nlbottt 
12 cents a buehel. but if advantage 
Is taken of the high prices ruling in 
the States, about $8.40, the pool will 
be fattened substantially. " The em­
bargo against Canadian wheat entering 
the United States was raised on 
December 16.

LADIES decision to call the roll in the vote 
of the Toronto Trades Council rela­
tive to certain charges preferred by 
James
Q’Leary, ex-president of the council, 
and \V. 3. Hevey, former secretary, 
was last night Immediately followed 
by a* call to adjourn. As a result the 
roll call vote was never taken. The 
council by open vote had decided to 
suspend both Mr. O’Leary and Mr. 
Hevey, fo.lowing the report of the 
:peeial committee appointed to inves­
tigate the charges preferred by Mr. 
Simpson.

The charges are now subject to civil 
proceedings atjd form the basis of a ! 
libel suit preferred by Mr. O’Leary 
and Mr. Hevey against Mr. Simpson, 
and many delegates jin the courre of 
conversation expressed the opthion 
that since both these, men had refused 
to make any statement upon the mat­
ter, the committee in making its in­
vestigations had not been in po ses­
sion of many révélant facts which 
would be brought to light only when 
the libel action was fought in the Civil 
courts. \

To Re-paper House*.
The council filed a communication from 

the Union of Painters and Decorators, re­
questing the appointment of a. committee 
to interview the board of health upon the 
necessity of having all those houses re­
papered, which had harbored smallpox 
cases. Another communication, one from 
the secretary of Edmonton Trades Coun­
cil, to the effect, that' the secessionist 
movement in that city had died a natural 
death, and that the affiliated membership 
of that council was now ‘stronger than 
ever was noted. The council also decided 
to endorse the principle of appointing a 
labor man to the Hydro-Electric Power 
Commission. At the same time no action 
was taken, with respect to the man ap­
pointed, W. K. Saunders of St. Thomas.

Returned Men Laid Off.
An interesting case was that of a num­

ber of leather wor%*rs at the A. R. Clarke 
factory who. It was alleged by Ronald 
Aldeman, general organiser of the Leather 
Workers’ Union, had been laid off Im­
mediately following a request for a lk 
oer cent, increase in wages. Among these 
were eight returned men. In this con­
nection, Walter Brown, business manager 
for the Boot and Shoe Workers’ Union, 
expressed' the opinion that if the man­
agement of the firm was aware of the 
true facts of the case, all the men would 
be reinstated. Upon the request of Ed. 
Stephenson it was decided to communi­
cate with representatives of returned 
men’s organisations in the city to co­
operate in the matter, and John Hopkins 
Fred. C. Cribben and Walter Brown were 
appointed a committee' to confer with 
the management of the firm in question.

£i^tlng in a room that was not 
heated, wltli the mercury hovering 
closely above tl>e zero point outside, 
taxed thé endurance of 25 electors of 
Ward Six. who were1 assembled in 
Kent School-- last night to listen to 
aspirants for' municipal honors in the 
Civic elections. The speakers, 11 in 
number, without exception, advised 
the electors to, vote for the bylaws to 
come before them on election day. as 
embodying the principle of public 
ownership.

Especially outstanding among the 
bylaws to be voted on and one that 
occupied considerable attention by 
several speakers, was that of the ad­
visability of selling the municipal 
abattoir. The question was more 
thoroiy gone into by James Simpson, 
candidate for the board of control, who 
was of the decided opinion that the 
plant should be retained by the city. 
Declaring that municipally-owned 
abattoirs had been a success In both 
Australia and New Zealand, Mr. Simp­
son proposed that the abattoir be 
operated on a co-operative scheme, 
which, he declared, would make the 
project a success and prove a great 
asset to the city.

Advocating the co-ordination of the 
city, the U.F.O. and provincial govern­
ment in the operation of the plant, Mr. 
Simpson stated that with that triple 
alliance they could defeat the beef 
trust or any other trust in the city 
that opposed them.

McBride on T. S. R.
Cont. Sam McBride, a candidate for 

the mayoralty, advocated the taking over 
of the Toronto Street Railway by the City 
in 1921. He stated that in the hands of 
the city and under the supervision of a 
commission of three unpaid officials, the 
system could be made a success finan­
cially and operated In the best interests 
of the citizens. He also spoke in sup­
port of the Eastern Hydro Radial and the 
erection of a live stock arena 
h.bitien. •*

Declaring that the Retail Merchants’ 
Assoc.atton were out to "knife him” be­
cause of his opposition to the early clos­
ing bylaw, Controller McBride stated that 
he was opposed to all compulsory meas­
ures, as unbefitting a British city and 
declared that he "would sooner be de­
feated, fighting for a good cause, than 
be elected by the support of people who 
are not fair.”

Mayor T. L. Church endorsed'the state­
ments of the previous speaker in regards 
to the bylaws. He declared thgt they 
stood for piib.lc ownership and should be 
supported by the citizens.

Ball For Pub ic Ownership.
Declaring himself a pub ic ownership 

man to the hilt, Aid. H. H. Ball, a candi­
date for the board of control, stated that 
he had always taken a special interest in 
assessment and had fought and was 
fighting for equitable assessment for the 
city. 'While in council; he said, he had 
endeavored to take a "broader view­
point” and as a result had d seemed the 
selfishness of a certain section in North 
Toronto, who were out to benefit the 
ward at the expense of the city.

Ex-Aid. Joseph Obbone, an aspirant 
for board of control, said that portions of 
the city were suffering from lack of 
transportation and that the only solution 
was public ownership. A commission 
should be appointed to supervise the sys­
tem; he said, and should commence im­
mediately to have 200’ cars ready to put 
on the street by September 1, 1921

Other speakers, all of whom spoke in 
support of the city bylaws, were Cont. 
Cameron. Cont. Maguire, Aid. Sykes 
D. E. Hodgson, an aldermanic candidate 
for the ward.

That the only public-spirited citizen 
In Toronto to his mind who ever op­
posed vaccination was Rev. Elmore 
no., rls, late pastor of Waimer Road 
Baptist Church, and that he died al­
most as soon as he landed in India, 
the victim of virulent smallpox, waa a 
statement made at yesterday atter- 
noon's session of the board of health 
by Dr. C. J. O. Hastings, To­
ronto, who bitterly assailed the, anti- 
vaccinationiste in Torpntq as ignora­
muses, many of whom, he said, were 
desirous only of cheap advertisement. 
The M.O.H. discussed the monthly re­
port at some length. He stated that the 
departmbnt made accurate tests of 
vaccine prepared for the city, and 
that every test to date had been shown 
to be thoroly sterilized and pure. 
Touching upon the history of vaccine, 
he pointed out that milkmaids In the 
old days were specially immune from 
smallpox during epidemics b:>cause they 
had been affected by the attenuated, 
disease in cows.

In reply to Aid. Sam Ryding, who 
still stands opposed to vaccination, the 
doctor stated t*hat provided proper re­
frigerators were used to protect vac­
cine It could not be affected by age or 
other factors. He also stated that 
people differed constitutionally, as 
was well shown in families In which 
two or three would suffer only lightly, 
while others In the same family might 
die..

(4) So many proposed exceptions 
had necessarily to be Included, like, 
for instance, seasonal occupations, 
that there would soon be dissatisfac­
tion among workers in such occupa-;

ft) Limiting the hours of work by 

law would be the death of small in­
dustries as well as small nations.

(4) The possibility of political influ­
ences. being brought to bear upon this 
legislation.

(7) The United States working un- 
def similar conditions and having a 
population twelve or . thirteen times 
68 great as Canada, not being includ­
ed, would be a severe handicap to Can­
ada’s progress.

Would Cut Production.
It was shown, said the speaker, that 

the adoption of a general international 
eight-hour law would cut production 
in Japan 60 per cent- This was a com­
plete answer to the claim that shorter 
hours would not reduce production. It 
was a question whether workers with 
hands and train have interests op­
posed to the rest of society. The move­
ment behind the eight-hour day aimed 
to apply unionism to the world's work. 
Personally, he thought there was too 
touch class thinking and class legisla­
tion. A solution of the labor problem, 
said Mr. Parsons, was being found in 
a spirit of goodwill between employer 
and employed. He refused to be put 
in a position of opposition to the men 
working for him or with him. This, 
he-said, was the new spirit that is 
abroad, and it was bringing magnifi­
ait results.

In an interview witth the press, Dr.

Tcmders for Isolation hospitals for 
1920 were referred to the M.O.H.

The monthly report for November, 
touching upon the need of more mature 
consideration of vaccination, shows 
that despite the epidemic the death 
rate was less than, that of November, 
1918, by nine per cent, 422 dying last 
month and 794 dying the same month 
last year. Infant mortality was slight­
ly below the normal for November, 
but much below the figures for No­
vember, 1918.

The report on contagious diseases 
shows that while smallpox and diph­
theria were numerous in Toronto not a 
single death from smallpox was re­
ported, whereas diphtheria carried off

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Steps toward co-operation between 
the women of the country and those 
of the city were launched at the final 
session of the U.F.W.O. yesterday, 
when, as representative of the Local 
Council of Women, Mrs. W. H. Becker 
visited the. convention aqd suggested 
that the organization members get to­
gether and prepare a list of prices of 
larm products to be ready for pres­
entation at the coming meeting of 
the Local Council in January, for the 
purpose of finding out what profit is 
made on such foods from the time 
they leave the producer -until they 
reached The consumer. “I feel," said 
Mrs. Becker, "that owing to the ex­
orbitant price of milk, our children, 
as well as t:*.e men and women in the 
cities, are not getting as much' as 
ihey need.. I feel that this body and 
the qouncll" w th them can do a great 
neal to reduce the high cost of living- 
If you accomplish- nothing else, you 
will justify your existence." A. city 
woman present said she had Paid 16c 
that morning fpr a quart of milk, and 
was told by another of the delegation 
that milk was sold in Coliingwood for 
8 cents a quart.

Another move in the direction of 
sympathy between country and town 
was tlv presence of Mrs. E. A. Kan- 
tel, president of the .new society. "The 
Daughters of Canada." who explained 
the ^objects of her organisation, and 
asked for the co-operation of the U. 
F. W. O. Resolutions were also }n 
order, s*.d among those passed were:

Personal Naturalization.
"That women domiciled in Canada 

be given personal naturalization With­
out regard to the nationality of the 
frther or mother-”

A resolution asking for the exten­
sion of co-operative or commun ty 
work for the relief of the domest'c 
help situation, and for farm help In 
particular.

"That the convention forward to the 
U-F.O. convention the eusggestion that 
Mr. and Mrs Morrison, secretary of 
the U F.O., be granted a leave of ab­
sence in the coming year for a month 
or longer, to take a much-needed rest, 
and that the joint associations furnish 
the funds, for the same.”

A resolution concerning the elimina­
tion of history in the entrance exam­
ination, and that graded- readers in 
history and geography be prepared for 
use in elementary schools in which 
the* pioneer history of the country be 
given due prominence.

One of the very tangible suggestions 
of the convention was the appeal of 
Misss Ada B. Ct^rry on behalf of ne­
glected children, and the suggestion 
that every county should glvç *10,000 
towards the work. Mrs. George Bro- 
die was elected president for the com­
ing year.

R. W. E. Burnaby of Jefferson, out- if You Bring Into the Home agoing president of the U.F.O. Co­
operative Company, was yesterday 
elected president of the U.F.O. in 
room of R. H. Halbert of Uxbridge, 
resigned. W. A. Amos of Palmerston, 
who contested the presidency with Mr. 
Burnaby, was elected vice-presiaent. 
Mr. Burnaby was once in the insur­
ance and real estate business and is 
now a live stock breeder. Mr. Amos 
was ordained a Presbyterian minister, 
but has been farming for years.

J. A. Caron of Prescott, who ad­
dressed the convention in French, 
made a plea for unity of the French 
and English people in Ontario. He 
blamed the press for much of the mis­
understanding and referred in brief to 
the school friction.

At the afternoon session R. W. E. 
Burnaby took R. H. Halbert’s place as 
chairman and thanked the convention 
lor his election. The honor conferred 
upon him, he said, was greater than 
"election to parliament or the legisla­
ture because his responsibility was to 
guide the ship that made these elec­
tions possible.

E. H. Stonehouse spoke on the 
dairying interests of Ontario. "Among 
other things he said three-quarters of 
a pint of milk per day is the i>er capita 
consumption in Ontario, altho it is one 
of the greatest of dairying countries. 
The milk producers, he argued, are 
entitled to a better price for a product, 
of vital value to the nation. A,n or­

* process of formation that will make 
dairying a force to be reckoned with 
In the future. A national dairy show 
for Canada is also in contemplation, 
the place for which will be Toronto.

Co-operative Dairying.
H. B. Cowan also spoke on the 

dairying industry, 
handling of dairy 
the farm to their exportation on 
the co-operative plan. The scheme is 
already under way and a central com­
pany is in contemplation. There will

Mrs. Brodie, president of the farm 
women’s organization, told about the 
women's clubs, now 50 in number.

New York, Dec. 18.—An unexpected 
reversal ln British exchange and the at­
titude assumed by organized labor In 
connection with the return of the rail­
roads, caused today's dull stock market 
to yield some of the ground gained dur­
ing the previous session.
