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LINER ROCKED LIKE )
CRADLE ON ATLANTIC
Eight Passenger Boats Reach

* New Yoak After Hard
~ Experience.

New York, Dec. 18.—Substantial evi-
dence of the fierce winter storms
whieh have prevailed for the last ten
days along the steamer lanes betwoen
this country and Europe was shown
by eight big passenger liners which
arrived here today with more than
17,000 belated passengers. Hulls en-
crusted with ice, rigging covered with
sleet and salt-from spray caked on
funnels, prefaced the stor.es told by
ship’s officers of high winds and gi-
gantic waves that swept their vesi:s
from stem to stern.

The ships arriving were the Rot-
terdam, from Holiand, via Plymouth;
the Baltic, Royal George, Carmaaia
and Caronia from British ports wvia
Halifax; the Lafayette from Havre,
Bergensfjord, from Norway, and ®En-
ropia from Genoa. All were from
three to five days overdue and some
of them reached port. too late to dock

- before tomorrow morning,

1. Roughest Trip Ever Made.

The first of the big liners to come
into her ‘dock ‘was the Rotterdam,
which reached qQuarantine late last
night. She was three days late, aid
her master, Captain J. Baron, declar-
ed that the trip was the roughest he
had ever made. His declaration was
supported by Rear-Admiral Andrew T.
Long of the United States navy. who
réturned after escorting the King and
Queen of the Belgians back to their
country. - Admiral Long said that one
week ago, when in:mid-Atlantic, the
weather was so rough that: the big
liner was rocked like a cradle. One of
the passengers was thrown to the deck
and suffered a broken leg. On board
the ship were five stowaways, who
were scared from their hiding places
by the rough weather.

The Carmanija, another of the belat-
ed ships, had to put in at Halifax to
repair damages caused by collision wt
séa with another ship during a fog off
the Grand Banks.

The Caronia, from . Southampton,
was close to the Carmania when the
accident oceurred. and she responded
to her wireless calls by putting about
and going to her assistance.

ALLIES WILL MAKE
PEACE WITH TURKEY

To Do So Without Showing
Any Disrespect to
“America.

London, ‘Dec. 18.—Without any dis-
respect and without wishing to deprive
America of the honor of sharing in the
guardianship of Christian communitics
the allles have decided to make peace
with Turkey at the earliest possible
moment, Premier Lloyd George de-
clared in the house of commons to-
day.

‘Mr. Lloyd George said there was
complete agreement among the allies
on the question of non-intervention
in Russia, but that discussions were
.proceeding between the United States
and Japan concerning future action
should the Bolshevik advance reach
to_any considerable degree eastward.

Premier Lloyd George said it was
impossible to make peace with Russia
because of the civil war existing there.
If the Bolsheviki wanted to speak for
Russia, he added, they must summon
a national assembly based on a broad
franchise that would represent some-
thing with which the allies could make
peace.,

Mr. Lioyd George said the agree-
ment to guarantee France against
‘wanton aggression was subjeot to rati-
fication by the United States of that
particular point. If the United Sta..os
should not ratify the guarantee to
France, he stated, Great Britain would
be free to consider her position.

After a
long respite from work, he found on
returning to active duties that his
health and vigor had been greatly im-
paired. Thereupon he placed himself
in® consultation' with and under the
direction of medical authorities of the
highest eminence.

As a result of their examination,
Sir”Robert Borden has been emphatic-
ally advised that the condition of his
health absolutely forbids’ him to con-
tinue at present the discharge of his
official duties. and that continuance
therein would inevitably result in a
serious and permsanent impairment of
his. health, and eventually in complete
incapacity for further work.

Advised Not to Retire.

Under these conditions he felt that
he ought to relinquish duttes so highly
important, so extremely onerous, and
s0 intensely absofbing  as those of
prime minister. This view he’placed
before his colleagues as his conclusion
after mature deliberation. Their at-
titude toward him in- every instance
has been most ‘sympathetic and con-
slderate. While -agreeing and even
urging that the preservation of his
health must be the first consideration,
they have represented to him most
earnestly their view that his retire-
ment at this juncture would be highly
pr‘ejudlcial to the public interest, and
they have very strongly urged him to

a complete rest. of such.duration as
might enable him to resume his duties.
Similar appeals have come to him from
many sources outside of the cabinet.
Takes, Colleagues’ Advice.

Sir Robert Borden is naturally re-
luctant either to continue dutes for
which the condition of his health un-
fits' him, or to retain’ his position as
head of the government while absent-
inz. himself for a ‘considerable period
from his post. On the other hand. the
views of his colleagues have. been
urged with such ‘force, and unanimity
that he finds himself unable to disre-
gard them. He has, therefore, con-
¢luded at their request to take such
rest from active work as may prove
necessary, during which period effec-
tive arrangements will be made for
the discharge of the duties which
otherwise would be incumbent upon
him. The period of hi® absence from
duty will necessarily depend upon his
progress toward recovery. and in the
end the condition of his health will
determine his resumption of official
duties’ or his retirement therefrom.

Sir Robert Borden desires that the.
situations here outlined shall he placed
before his supparters in parliament,
and he considers it essential that they
should approve of the arrangement
which his colleagues have urged, and
which he has accented.

Presentment of Policies,

It was the purpose of the prime
minister to have set forth to the
country during the recent session the
policies for which ‘the
would stand during .the life of the
present parliament. During his %ill-
ness and just before his departure; he
embodied hig proposals in written
form, and. on October 2, the day be-
fore he left Ottawa, he - submitted
them to a gathering of government
supporters.

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The Farmer Should Get a Good

Price for His Wheat.
Information tricl;feu slowly from the
Canada Wheat Board. But it is now
said, on the authority of Mr. Lincoln,
an Ontarioc member of the wheat
board, that the great bulk of the 1919
crop has been sold for export to

‘Europe around $227 per bushel. This

will make a small surplus to divide

-among the farmers, who received a

hand payment of $2.156 per bushel from
the ‘board.

This is not much of a showing: in
view of the fact that the whole ex-
portable surplus could have been sold
to the United States government for

cash at $2.26 per bushe]l some months

ago. Fortunately, there is still left in
the country some wheat which has not
been sold to Burope by the wheat

:bﬁ\td. and which may now be sold at

a/ high price in the American market.
Mr. Goldie is quoted as saying that
the farimers still have 40,000,000 busk:

‘els, which can be sold in the United

States at from $3 to $3.45 per bushel.

Before exporting, however, our mil-
lers must bé supplied with wheat,
From a national standpoint, it is im-
portant that we grind all the wheat
we. can in our own country, exporting
flour, not wheat, to the greatest pos-
sible extent. But ought the miller to
got wheat for $2.30. which is worth
$3.30 or $3.45 on the other side? Should
not the miller pay the market price?

‘The farmer had only one customer
—the wheat board, The wheat board
pald him $2.15 down and undertook
to get more for him by selling to ad-
vantage. Up to date. the exira profit
is negligible. Not unnaturally, there-
fore, the farmer wants the wheat
board either to sell the wheat that is
left to the United States or make the
Canadian miller pay the market price.

Heretofore, the miller has only been
charged $2.30 per bushel. If the wheat
is worth a dollar more, why should
pot the miller pay it? The fear of
bread becoming expensive is not well
grounded, for even with wheat at $3.30
per bushel, bread will still be the
éheapest thing that anybody can buy.
Moreover; we must never forget that
we can only have good times in towns
and cities when the farmers have lots
of money to spend. And we haven't
heard yet that the Canadian miller
was gassea or boycotted in the trench-
es. He had a good time during the

‘war.

Cheap Rates, Not Flat Rates.

Some people, certainly not friends
either of the Hydro-Electric system or
of the provincial government, are sug-
gesting that Premier Drury use . the
government authority to < break the
municipal contracts under which the
Hydro system operates and 1 ake the
price. of electric power equal all over
the province.

To do so it would be- necessary to
charge as much at Niagara as at any
other point in the province, however
distant, and the result would be that
the rates would be so high at Niagara
and Toronto and other centres where
jarge blocks of power were used that

i the consumers would turn to_cheaper

sources of power, and the market for
electric power would be narrowed and
the prices would have to be raised still
higher.. The plan would in fact kill
the Hydro project. Perhaps that is
what its authors Jdesire.

The munlicipalities all knew what
price they would be charged and they
voted on the terms and accepted them.
Prices have been reduced as consump-
tion of power increased. It is on the
wide distribution and steady consump-
tion of power that the success of the
pcheme is possible and the cheap rates

epend. To raise the rates now on the
argest consumers would be fatal, both
to Hydro and to the government.

The lower the scale of the official
hierarchy into which a British ele-
ment is introduced the greater

are more or less willing to recognize
the need of British advisers and of
British experis if they are carefully
selected. But when young English-
mea are dimported in increasing
numbers whose qualifications may
not be., at once apparent, or if
appointments are made in the higher
ranks for whica, as certainly would
scem to have been sometimes the
case, it is difficull to make out any
prima facle justification, the Egyptian
complains bitterly that he is
given a fair chance and that Eng-
lishmen are preferred before him
simply because they are Englishmen.

No information with regard to the
actua]l number of Englishmen em-
ployed under the Egyptian govern-
ment T2as been made public since
Lord Cromer’s annual report for
1996. The number of Englishmen
in the service of the Egyptlan gov-
ernment was 286 in 1896 and 662 gn
1006. It is now 1671. Such an
inadrease gives furiously to think. The
nuinbér of British officials in Egypt
enormously exceeds, in proportion to
size and population, the number em-
ployed in India. The Egyptians
see merely 2 diminishing and not
the increasing share we have re-
peatedly promised them in the gov-
ernment of taeir country,

Limit Appeals.

In the city’s success in the case ap-

pealed to the privy’ council on
question of the payment for the Queen
street bridge, there is a new reason
for ending the unreasonable and un-
wies latitude allowed for appealing
against the decisiong of our, local
courts. Apart from the costs, which
are probably much greater in this
case than the $81,000 in question, the
possibility of appeal tends to breed
contempt for the authority of our
own courts, and chel; intelligent
handling and understanding of local
cases.
If Mr. Drury and Mr, Raney wish to
make a record, do Ontario a kindness,
and distinguish themselves - they
should abolish the right of appeal in
our Ontario courts beyond the highest
_c9ur§. of the province.

A New Steel.

There is talk of a new steel, superior
to al] others, made out of molybdenum,

the Ottawa River, It has no certainty
of occurrence-—it is in bunches here
and there. .

Neither Exploited Nor Exploiters.

Such meetings as the farmers have
been .holding in Massey Hall are the
life of a political movement. Any party
that fears to gather its following to-
gether is in a bad way, and should
prepare for dissolution.  Abundant
vitality has been evinced by the farm-
ers, and their confident tone inspires
respect. . .

Such declarationg as that of Premier
Drury, echoed and endorsed by the
great mass meeting of Wednesday
evening, will beget still further respect
for the new Ontario government.

“You are farmers,” said Mr. Drury,
“but first of all you are citizens, and
you want no class legislation. You
want us to give to this province gov-
ernment of the people, by the people,
for the people.”

It will strengthén the farmers’ cause
with the people to have this declara-
tion spread abroad. If the Labor party
desires a wider popularity a similar
declaration should be promulgated.
There is a fear in many quarters that
the Labor men are not so definitely
broad gauge as the farmers in this
respect.

A distinction has been made else-
where than in Winnipeg between the
“exploiters and the exploited.” The
people of Canada are not willing that
any part of them should figure a$ the
exploited, and they are determined,
therefore, that neither in politics nor
in any other form of social order shall
there be room for exploiters. This is
a reason for the farmers’ success.

THE GOAT—EXPOSED TO ALL THE WINDS THAT BLOW

SIR JOHN WILLISON'S

Advocates
Science and Concentration
on Definite Lines.

Sir John Willison ~ addressed the
regular meeting last night of the Royal
Canadian [nsttute on Canada, her
natural resources and the national pol-
icy. The meeting was held in the
physics building of the unjversity.
Prof. J. C_, Fields acted as chair-
man.

Sir John said that as a resuit of the
war there had been a better applica-
tion of science and the scientist hal
no longer any need to-justify him-
self. He said he would put the best
scientists into the government aad
create a department for them. Re-
ferring to economic conditions, he
said that the people were fighting still
over the problems that had d.vided
them twenty-five years ago, instead of
getting together on the war-created
probiems.

Canada could not possibly impose
heavier taxation than is imposed by
the United States, for capital, ke
labor, goes on strike if it is not get-
ting a-reasonable return. Immigra-
tion .is essential to the development
of the country. Ferty-one new  Am-
enican indusetriés had come into Wind=-
sor and towns in the vicinity, due to
the ' Imperfal preferentigl policy of
trade within-the empire. One man had
said thdt coal and dron abounded :n
the district 6f Edmonton, but noth-
ing i8 being done to develop it. The
trouble in Canada, he said, is that we
spend our effort over too much ground.
In comparing the great scientific in-
stitutions of the United States with
Canada’s he said that great scientific
results will not be obtained untif we
concentrate on one or two institutions
and make them the best on the con-
tinent. e

Abuse of Freedom.

Science, he said.:.should be con-
scripted and scientists well paid.
Again referring to economic conditions
he said the people should put the dif-
ferences the war has produced behind
and go ahead together. “There are
too many people who come to Canada
from other countries and bring .their
grievanceg with them. They abuse
Canadian freedom and are not entitled
to the privileges they demand and we
must unite. against the disturbers.”

Professor J. C. McLennan, in mov-
ing a vote of thanks to the speaker,
said that 15 per cent. of the great
brains produced by the University of
Toronto and from 20 to 25 per cent. of
those produced by McGill were lost to
the country thru inadequate measures.

Chairman Professor Fields an-
nounced that this would be the last
meeting of the institute this year.
The next meeting will be held on
January 10, when Dr. W. G. Miller, a
member of the imperial commission
on mineral resources in the British
empire, will lecture,

Want Something Definite.

“Following coniinued requests to the
goverament for something definite in
view of the continued increase in the
cost of living, these being apparently
received with  indifference, it was at
last decided to take a strike vote
from the membership in Toronto. This
vote has overwhelmingly favored the
call to action. In the meantime hope
is expressed on all sides that the gov-
ernment will take tae action desired
by the association. We have been
given to understand, however, that no
increases can be granted until the
recommendations of the civil service
commission are ratified by the Do-
minion house, even if then.

“In the circumstances. the situation
being as indefinite as at any time dur-
ing the past three years, the execu-
tive of the association cannét hold
itself responsible for any actiof=waich
may be considersd by the -association
in Toronto in the future”

It will be recalled that the civil ser-
vice commission recently recommended
increases to all branches of the ser-
vice, these, in the case of the letter
carriers, inecreasing the income to
within a hundred dollars or so of the
amount requested by the association.

That the only public-spirited citizen
in Toronto to his mind who éver op-
posed vaccination was Rev. Elmore
na.ris, late pastor of Walmer Road
Baptist Church, and that he died al-
most as soon as he landed in India,
the victim of virulent smallpox, was a
statement made ‘at = yesteiday atter-
noon’'s session of the board of heaith
by Dr. C. J. O, Hastings, M.O.H., To-
ronto, who bitterly assailed the,anti-
vaccinationists in Toronto as ignora-
muses, many of whom, he said, were
desirous only ef cheap advertisement.
The M.O.H. discusscd the monthly re-
port at some iength. He stated that the
departmént maae accurate tests of
vaccine prepared for the city, and
that every test to date had been shown
to be thoroly sterilized and pure.
Touching upon the history of vaccine,
he pointed out that milkmaids in the
old days were speciaily immune from
smallpox during epidemics bocause they
had been -affected by the’ attenuated
disease in cows.

In reply to Ald. Sam Ryding, who
§till stands opposed to vaccination, the
doctor stated that provided proper re-
frigerators were used to protect vac-
cine it could not be affected by age or
other factors. He also stated that
‘| people differed constitutionally,  as
was well shown in families in which
two or three would suffer only lightly,
while others in the same family might
die. ¢
g Aldermen’s Opinions.

The monthly report was adopted as
being merely. informative an em-
1 bodying no recommendations. Ald.
Ryding expressed himeelf as opposed to
vaccinatjon, Ald. McMulkin as opposed
to compulsory vaccination and the
chairman of the board, Ald. Cowan,
favoring the contentions of the M.O.H.

Hastings stated that both Col. Ford
and Col. Marlowe, officiating A.D.M.S.
at different times, had officially . stated

ment. shows that last month the grand
total of Canadian trade rose to $215,-
714,267, as compared with $187,5643,163
in November, 1918. The total figures
for the eight months of thé “fiscal
yvear which ended with the closs of
November are, however, léss than
during a similar period in 1918 by
ver sixteen millions. For the “eight
onth period in 1918, the total of
Canadian trade was $1,492;037,088,
while this year it is $1,475,362,631, or
a ‘decrease of $16,674,407.
Exports for the eight months end-
ing Nov. 30 of the present year were
some thirty-five millions lower “than
during the same period in 1918, the
figures standing, 1918, $839,300,955,
and 1919, $808,303,670. On the other
hand, a slight increase is shown in
total imports for the eight months.
