from the Shanghai correspondent of
The Berliner Tageblatt.

He declares China has mobilized three
divisions. Two are being pushed for-
ward to the Manchurian frontier, their
‘toreposta lying between Kinchow dnd
(Chowyang. The first division is only
‘about 1650 kilometres (4 miles) from Gen.
Kuropatkin’s headquarters in Liso-
iyang, and the second about 250 kilo-
metres from Admiral Alexieff’s head-
quarters in Mukden. The third division
is now preparing to take the fleld at
Panginfu.

A large number of Japanese officers
are acting as instructors of the Chinese.
troops, and their numbers have been
much increased within the last few
weeks.

BLAKE AT KINGSTON. -

Talks of the Importance of Foreign
and Domestiec Missions.

Kingston, - April 14.—(8pecial.)—In
speaking before a crowded mass meet-
ing of the Episcopal Domesu'c and For-
eign Missionary Society at Kingston to'-
night, Hon. S. H. Blake delivered a
stiring address, Speaking of the in-
Auence of the Bible on the different na-
tions of the world, he recalled Enz-
land’s humble position at the time
when Spain’'s power had reached 1tg
height. England was then tke land of
poverty and insignificance, but on the
other hand it had become the land of
the open Bible. There was the power
which was destined to raise it to its
present supreme position, and in the
spurning of the great book .lay the
gecret -of Spain's downfall,

To every nation, therefore, the Bible
and its teaching should be carried, and
for this purpose the Domestic and
Toreign Missionary Society existed,
This society at present was endeavor-
ing to raise about a hundred thou and
dollars for missionary work, but could
not. Let the hundred and twenty thou-
sand Episcopalian families of Canada
give at least $5 each, and increase the
Aarnual income to five hundred thou-
sand dollars. Money raised by self-
sacrifice was the only acceptable way.

MR. BLATR ON GOVERNMENT
RAILWAYS.

The memorandum submitted by Mr
Blair to the government in December,
@2, favoring the extension of the in-
tercolonial and of the principle of gov-

able state paper. It enhances our re-
gret that Mr, Blair’s views did not pre-
vail with the cabinet, and that after
he resigned he did not remain in publiz
life fighting for the cause. It disposes’|
of the story that Mr. Blair’s resignation
was due to mere pique at being ignor-
ed in the preliminasy negotiations for
the Grand Trunk Pacific. The proba-
bility is that he was so ignored pre-
cisely because he favored the priunciple
of public ownership. v
The memorandum begins with a pro-
test against the unfairness of judging
of the feasibility of government rail-
ways solely by the experience of the
Intercolonial. The Intercolonial was
built not as a commercial but as a
‘political and military road; and the
route along the St. John River, where:
plenty of traffic was obtainable, was
. discarded for political and military rea-
.scns. But while the Intercolonial was
:not a paying road in one sense, it was
so in the sense of benefiting the locality
tthru which it ran. Mr. Blair notes that
the operation of the ¥ntercolonial by
_the government has secured to the peo-
‘ple of all Canada who have access to 1t,
moderate and stable rates of transport,
_applied to all alike, and absolutely free
from dtscﬂmlnaﬁon, and there are no
diseriminating rates. On other great
‘railway systems there are secret and
preferential rates, while on the govera-

ment the public are assured of fair and |

‘equal treatment. Mr. Blair discusses
“the tolls charged on the Intercolonial as
compared with the tolls ch\arggd on the
C.P.R. and G.T.R., claiming that Iif
the tolls on the former were as high as
on the corpomuoh’railwa.ys the Inter-
colohial would show a handsome profit.
There is a general impression that
corporation railways are tree from poli-
tical anad other influences that affect a
government railway. Mr Blair says
this impression is wrong. Raflway cem-
panies are constantly seeking favors
from municipal councils, from legisia-
tures and from parliament, -a!ﬁ they
naturally desire to,a,@and well with the
people of influence. Pree passes are
distributed by the company railways in
Canada with a lavishness 'which finds
no parallel on the Intercolonial. Mr.
Blair relates an interview which he
had with the president of one of the
great railways in the United Statss,
in which the latter said it was a great
mistake to assume that railways in
the United States were free from poli-
tical and other forms of pressure. Di-
rectors and leading stockholders were
always pu'amng to secure appointments
‘for friends and increases of salaries or
wages for persons whose employment
they had secured; members ef state
legislatures could do a railway much
Jbarm or render it much useful assist-
ance, and railways found it to their in-
_terest to conciliate these and others.
Mr. Blair goes on to advocate the 2x-
tension of the Intercolonial to the Geor-
gian Bay, and the purchase of the
Canadian Northern by the government,
thus giving a compléte summer route
from the prairies to the sea. He pgints
out that the extension of the Intercol-
onial thru Ontario would be popular in
that province, and suggests that a econ-
‘nection might be made with Toronto.
This is the plan, not of a visionary, but
of a man whose practical knowledge of
‘railways has been the subject of eulo-
gies in the government press.

It is giving us a good deal of trouble
to keep track of Premier Ross' utter-
ances on prohibition, cahinet recon-
struction, etc., but we propose to per-
severe. Some days ago The News pub-
lished a report that the premier would
réconstruct his cabinet and go to the
country. The Evening Globe of Tues-
day contained a report of an interview
with the premier, in which he said there
was not a word of truth in th'e re-
port.

Globe published a denial of a much
more limited kind, in these words:

1. W. Tyrrell, who has devoted more
time to the exploration and examind-
tion of this part of the Dominion, in-
cludes in the expression “Hudson Bay
Basin,” not énly the bay and its coast
lines, but the tributary territory, the
area of which he states at 1,500,600
squate miles—about. one-half of the
whole land area of Canada. This vast
area to a great extent, he says, is still
a “closed book.” But no doubt ex-
{sts in his mind that better transpor-
tation facilities are worth while pro-
viding and to enable individual con-
clusions to be formed he has compiled
from his own observations and the re-
ports of other explorers a list of the
chief economic resources of the district,
their extent and location.

From his list it appears that in
mammals this sub-Arctic region is pro-
liic and that these are largely valu-
able fur producers. Among the latter
are the foxes, especially the silver
and black, the wolverine and Canadian
lynx, the sable or pine marten, the
mink, ermine, beaver, muskrat and
otter, the ground bear and the har-
bor or fresh water seal. Animals valu-
able for flesh and hide are the Cari-
bous, the musk ox,’' the walrus, and
the bearded, harp and ringed seals,
White whales are abundant, but the
right whale or bowhead is now scarce
owing to the wholesale destruction car-
ried on for many years by foreign—
mostly United States—whalers. An
average specimen of the right whale
brings in the neighborhood of $10,000,
and yet to the best of Mr. Tyrrell's
knowledge there never has been a
Canadian whaler in the bay. 'That
extraordinary creature the narwhal,
or sea unicorn, whose single spiral
ivory horn, often 8 feet long and of
great weight, is composed of a very
fine grad¢ of ivory and veryp valu-
able, is a‘so found in the straits and
waters to the west and northwest.
Fish include sturgeon, salmon, cod,
trout, white fish, halibut, pike and
pickerel. Birds are very plentiful,
great numbers of water and land fowls,
such as geese, ducks, grouse and
ptarmigans frequenting the bay and
district. :

Altho Hudson Bay district is-not a
great lumber country, the southern
half contains localities which are well
wooded. The trees found include 2lm,
pines, ash, cedar, fir, birch, poplars
and larch. Black spruce is by far the
most abundant tree, tho of small size,
and white spruce is very common and
attains fair proportions. The disas-
trous and frequent bush fires destroy |
large areas of timber each year, and
thus seriously affect the forest re-
sources of the district.

Minerals give every promige of be-
ing rich in quantity and quality. There
are large deposits of iron, both hema-
tite and magnetite. Copper occurs ex-
tensively. Silver is found on the east
coast and gold has been discovered
in the Lonely Lake regions, the west
coast of the bay and the shores ogi
Repulse Bay. The north shore and|
Labrddor produce large specimens of |
mica and it is also found on Iaongiemtl
River and elsewhere. Graphite, asbos- |

HEATED WITHOUT FIRE.

Soldiers’ Rations Warmed by nl\
Appifcation of Water.

Philadelphia Record: The United
States government has been consid-
erate in supplying the most modern
foodstuffs for its consumption. The
serious problem to be contended with
is the furnishing of pfaterials that have
.large nutritive ¢onstituents, and at the
same time can be conveniently car-

i ried. Commissary General Weston a
! few days ago said that one of the hest

concentrated rations yet found is a
rmixture of fresh beef and fresh vege-
i tables; a food tHat is healthful and

palatable, and which can be suppliad |

to the troops wherever they go. ‘Chis
preparation is put up in hermetically
| sealed cans, which preserve its fresh-
| ness for an indefinite period. Only
' the best parts of the animal are used,
and the vegetables compounded are
onions and potatoes. Experiments are
now being made with this new food,
and so far it has been found very sut-
isfactory. Another difficulty encount-
ered by -this department has been the
supplying of ration satisfactory for
emergency purposes; for the use of
soldiers who have been detached from
their commands. Under such circum-
stances they are obliged to carry with
them in their haversacks their supply
(of food. A mnation which has been
finally decided upon for this purpose
has the form of a sort of cartridze,]
packed in boxes, and weighing a trifle
over a pound. Each one of these boxes
contains enough food for a day, which
is divided into three packets, neatly
done up in oiled paper. These packets
contain a yellowish meal-like stuif.
which can- be converted into #soup.
This preparation is composed of iwo
parts parched wheat and one-third
;evaporated beef. Eggs concentratad
| by evaporation are also now being
used in enormous quantities, tho they
do not form a part of the soldiér's
i ratlons, but are sold to them at cost.
