FARMERS SUGGEST IDEAS TO
AGRICULTURAL COMMISSION

|

Last Meeting of the Commission Held at Bath--The Matter of |
Vacant Farms--Sheep Raising and Fru.t Cutting.

The fifth and concluding meeting of the
agricultural commission in Carleton Coun-

ty was held at Bath on Saturday Jast.
Gladstone Perry presided and thers were
present: Arthur Taylor, William (Giberson,
Carey Estey, Patrick Corbett, John Hayes,
Fred Oakes, J. R. H. Simme, Thomas Bo-
han, Isaac Smith, Merril Taylor, B. K
Smith, M. P. P., Hrace Rourke, Avard
Kearney, Eben J. Kearney, Herbert Olm-
stead, Ralph Giberson, Ezekiel Secord,
Leonard Rourke, Alfred Giberson, - Ste-
phen Kinney, Robert Squires, William A.
Squires, Thomas McGinley, Elmer Lloyd,
Hardi€ W. Crain, Rev. G. A. Giberson,
Albert Olmstead, J. N. Frost, Charles Gib-
erson, Rev. L. A, Fenwick, M. A. Smith,
E. F. S8haw, Hanford Squires, Michael
Keenan, Rankine T. Smith, with many
others.

In discussing the maticr of vacant farms
and farms for sals, 1t wes fcund that va-
cant lands were Liostly in the outlying
sections, though soms gcod farms were
available for sale on the river front. Tak-
ing the parish of Kent as a whole, the
commission will have a considerable list
of farms of various prioes and degrees of
improvement. It was agrced by nearly ail
present that the bo<wes, cattle, sheep and
swine all needed (nz ir troduction of im-
proved breeding stock, and from the evi-
dence given it wouid seem that there
would be a market for quite a number of
animals of each of tiue above classes.

A great shortage of yood brood mares
was reported and 1t Wos represented to the
commission that a -arge number of good
young mares could be so.d if they were
brought into the distiici. As in other

mers of Kent wae laig- v for heavy horses,
and tha Clyde seem.:1 to be the popular
sire demanded. In ¢ ttle, Shorthorns and
Ayrshires would be most in demand. At
the present time, especially in Front
Wicklow, there are some very good herds
of Ayrshire, Carsy Estey having a herd
almost purebred. Last eeason he ehip-
ped his cream to the Woodstock Cream-
ery and the returns per cow for thne
summer season averaged about $35.
Morris Pierce thought that good sires
would be fairly well patronized, as the
people were aware that their stock was

horne were well thought! of, as they had
always done well in the herds.

There were no cheese or butter factories
in the parish. A few yeare ago thers had
been ' two skimming stations in connec-
tion with the Woodstock Creamery, bus
the introduction of hand separators hal
closed these and farmers were now gen:
erally making their butter at home.
When sheep raising was under discus-
sion, the farmers from the back districts
of the parish reported mo trouble from
dogs, but those along both sides of the
river told of heavy losees. Many farmers
were dropping eheep, some on account of

fences. Morris Pierce said there was a
good deal of complaint that sheep destroy-
ed the pasture for other stock.” Michael
Keenan thought this idea was a mis-
taken one, for he had noticed that a pas-
ture .where sheep had run one year was
much improved for cattle for th: next
year. .He thought there would be a good
demand for purebred rams, Leicesters and
Cotswolds seemed to be the class most
popular, though some Shropshires had
béen used. :

* Fully oné-quarter of the parish of Kent
was hilly and especially adapted to &heep,
but farmers who had level lands seemed
to think they could make more: money
ount of their lands by Taising hay and oats
than in devoting it to sheep pasture.

The chairman, Mr. Keénan, and several
others agreed that what was most wanted
to encourage the improvement of stock
was an agricultural society. After some
discussion in which everybody apparently
agreed upon the advieability of forming a
society, a committee of twelve was ap-
pointed to report in two weeks upon the
support which euch a society would re-
ceive among the people. The district
which the society should cover was decid-
ed as the parish of Kent and Front Wick-
low. This district wae already included
in the Centreville Agricultural Society’s
territory, but on account of the distance
from Centreville, few farmers had joined
and the district got no benefit whatever.
The following were the men named on the
committee: Gladstone Perry (chairman),
Morrie Pierce, Stephen Kinney, Micha?!
Keenan, Arthur Taylor, Joseph Curtis.
Norman Thompson, Hewlett McNally.
Carey Estey, Thos. Kilcolling, Chas. Gib-
erson and Joseph Tweedie.

In discussing the labor question, com-
plaint was made that the western har-
vest excursions had practically depleted
the country of available labor. As else-
where in Carleton county, it was found
that but few men were wanted, for any
length of time on the farm. During hay-
ing and harvest a large number were
wanted and from $1.50 to $2 was paid. A
few farmers required men for six months.

In discussing agricultural education, B.
F. Smith thought that agriculture could
as well be used as geometry or any other
subject in developing a child’s mind and
that much useful information which would
tend to direct the children’s attention to
the farm could be given in ‘the country
schools. In regard to effecting improve-
ments in the methods of farming he
thought that an illustration farm should
be etarted in Carleton county. This
ptoved a very popular suggestion with the
meeting, and the following motien was
unanimously carried:

“That, in the opinion of this meeting,
it is desirable that an Illustration Farm
be established to assist in the develop-
ment of the agricultural poscibilities of
Carleton county.”

When apple growing was under dis-
cussion, Marshall Smith, Summerfield,
said he had 700 trees, mostly Wealthy,
that had grown and were bearing very
well with him. He had. unfortunately,
planted them only fifteen feet apart, they

per barrel. He found great difficulty in
getting a supply of barreis. This year he
was going to ship in boxes holding one
bushel each. This required a box twenty
inches long, eleven inches wide, and ten
inches deep, inside measurement.
Continuing, Mr. Smith eaid that what
was wanted was a variety of appies like
the Northern Spy. It was pointed out
by Commikeioner Hubbard that as a gen-
eral rule long-keeping apples, such as the
spy, were trees that were liable to winter
killing, and thus far no really satisfactory
winter variety had been found that would
live long and bear well in either the
Upper St. John or the Ottawa Valleys.
He thought, however, good returns oould
be obtained from such varieties as the
Wealthy, Melntosh Red, Wolf River,
Fameuse, and Alexander, all of which
were thriving well and were in good de<
l::xatnd when properly placed upon the mar-
et. -
Carey Estey had about 600 trees, prac-
tically all New Brunswickers. He shipped
the fruit to Madawaska county and usu-
ally realized about $1 per barrel.
It was shown that anyone who wished
to could successfully grow apples at least
for their own use, and sofme very fine
Fameuse apples were reported from John-
ville.
. In diseuseing the question of fertilizers,
it was reported that twenty -carloads
were sold at Bath last season, about
twelve of which would be -of provincial
manufacture. This year the eale had not
been nearly as large. There was a strong
desire manifested to take some steps to
cheapen the cost of fertilizer and several
present thought that there should be an
export duty on hardwood ashes. In this
district teams ar® continually gathering
ashes, which they pay for with soap, and
these ashes are taken to the American
side. This was a loes of fertilizer, that
the farmers themselves could prevent.
Several present agreed that ashes, at 30c
per bbl, were excellent value as fertili-
zer. Tobique Jland plaster was largely
used some years ago, but its use had been
discontinued, the farmers claiming that
the quality had deteriorated and the re-
sults from its application were not ap-
parent. It was agreed that when the
plaster was properly mined and ground
fine it paid to buy it, but of late years
it had been very impure and was too
coarsely ground to be of use.
B. F. Smith, MP.P., strongly urged
that more stock should be kept and lers
fertilizer imported. He was of the opin-
jon that if farmers applied a reasonable
quantity of manure and gave their land
good cultivation, they could raise as much
hay and oats from 100 ‘acres as they were
now raising from. 200, and he believed
that if the farms of the county were well
stocked, that it would not diminish the
amount of hay and -grain for sale very
much, and at the same time the farmers
would have large quantities of dairy pro-
ducts and meats, which would add to
their income, . : s
There was some further discussion in
regard to seeds, the .feeding of stock and
poultry raising. Mr._ Estey and others
who kept stock; found®it of great advan-
tage to raise turnips for feeding. Corn
was grown by some of the farmers pres-
ent and most years preduced a geod crop.
In speaking on the seed question, Mar-
shall Smith eaid that the land could be
greatly improved by clover growing and
that if the land was put in good tilth
and fifteen pounds of seed per acre sown,
there 'was little trouble about ‘a catch.
He thought the man that only sowed five
or six pounds of clover seed to the acre
was simply throwing his seed away. Sev-
ern] men' predent claimed there was no
difficulty about getting a catch of clover,
but there was great difficulty in getting
it to live through the first winter.

The meeting was concluded with short
addresses from B. F. Smith, M.P.P,, and
the' commissioners. :

A MOVEMENT FOR A “SAFE
AND’SANE” CELEBRATION |

Pelice and Other Autherities Working Quietly to, in Time, Supe|
pressthe Pyrotechnic Noise and Carage Usually Asseciated!

(From Our Regular Correspondent.)

Washington, D. C., June :25.—Mr.
Straus, the secretary of the Department
of Commerce and Labor, and Postmaster
General Meyer have recntly directed that
cards. be sent to every family living on
a rural mail route, advising them to fill
in a blank setting forth their needs in the
way of farm or domestic labor, with the
assurance that the government will bring
this demand to the attention of immi-
grants landing in New York and other
ports. This is an effort to relieve the
congestion of aliens in the large cities
and to assist the farmers of the country
in the way of furnishing them with in-
telligent and efficient laborers. It is pa-
ternalism perhaps, but of the right sort,
inasmuch as it promotes the welfare, both
of the employer and of the employe.
Many immigrants who land in the cities
of the United States are as anxious to
go into the country as the farmers are to
employ them. According to official figures
eighty per cent. of all aliens coming from
Europe 8nd ninety per cent. of those
coming from Southern Europe are com-
mon farm laborers. They are the people
that are wanted on the farms of this
country, but nearly all of them have
bought their tickets before they left their
native land and their destination extends
beyond New York, Boston or other ports
of landing to localities usually in the
East, or West where they have friends
and relatives, The average immigrant can-
not be induced to change his destination
on arrival here. He is in a strange land;
he does not know the language; he is sus-
picious of all who approach him. He joins
his relatives or friends and as a rule re-
mains with them, finding uncongenial
work in a factory or mine. He is ignor-
ant of laboring conditions in the United
States and doubtless gets the impression
that this country is an immense factory.
He would willingly \work on a farm if he
had the opportunity, but since he knows
nothing of the demands for farm work,
he is absorbed in that large body of
miners or factory hands and when the
mine or mill shuts down he becomes one
of the army of the unemployed. “

The average American, on the other
hand, does not like to work on the farm.
He strikes out for the city and the farm
is left without laborers. A supply must
be obtained from the immigrant who finds
farming in this country, with its improv-
ed machinery, a happy change from rural
drudgery in the old country. The decis-
ion of the Department of Commerce and
Labor and of the postmaster general to
send out these cards will doubtless be
helpful to many farmers in securing de-

sirable labor on their farms.
