. ‘Boiler Blew Up on Big Towing

Steamer---Of

Men Only: Nine Escaped Ser-
jous Injury -—Many Killed ---
- Several Bodies Found. |

Huntington, Va. Jan. 4:—By the
explosion of the boilers on the tow
boat Defender, in the Ohio river,near
a number of lives have been
lost. -‘Of the crew of 38 men, only
nine escaped serious injury. Several
dead bodies have been recovered,Five
others are so badly burned or scald-
ed that they will die. Six more of
the crew cannot be accounted for and
it is believed that their lifeless bod-
‘jes now lie at the bottom of the riv-
er.

The Defender was owned by the
Pittsburg -~ Towboat Company and
was one of the biggest tow boats on
the river. She had been one of the
first boats out of Pittsburg on the
recent rise, and towed a ‘heavy line
of coal barges to the Cincinnati mar-
’ket. She was returning to Pittsburg
{in company with the big tow boat
Victor of the same company and the

The victor was
about a mile ahead of the Defender
at the time and her crew knew no-

en her. The work of rescuing the vic-
tims was difficult owing to. the dark-
ness and only a few yawls could be
secured to go to the scene. Captain
Woodruff of the Defender was picked
up fifty yards from the steamer by.
some small boys who rowed in a
yawl from the Ohio shore and was
taken to that side of the river. He
is not seriously injured. One victim
was found half a mile below the
scene, clutching a portion of the
wreckage, being 8o injured that he
could not speak.

The boat, almost immediately after
the explosion, sank to the bottom at
not more than sixty yards irom the
West Virginia shore. The barges in
tow were soon all aflame, but they
were cut loose and they floated down
the stream. They were finally land-
ed and the flames extinguished by the
fire department.

Those rescued from the steamer are
so seriously injured that they can
give no names or information re-
garding the catastrophe.

It is believed that fmany bodies
were blown into the river and may
never be recovered. It is impossible
to give any acurate list of the dead
or wounded as yet. ;

Chicago, Jan. 4.—Theodore Thom-
as, the noted orchestra leader,
died of pneumonia, at his residence
here early today.

UNCLE SAM
WANTS WHEAT.

Drawback o_f—Duty to be
Allowed on Canadian
Wheat. ‘

Winnipeg, Man., Jan. 2:—The unex-
pected announcement from Washing-
ton that  Attorney-General Moody’s
decision that the duty on Canadian
wheat imported for -export. flour
could be: refunded to United States
naillers had been confirmed by the
Cabinet, was glad news to Western
Canadians. This is especially 8o in
face of a former adverse decision.

The demand for -—millable wheat
across the line has been such that
wheat prices there were higher than
in Canada so much so, that this year
especially saw an epidemic of wheat
smuggling across .the line by Cana-
dian farmers to secure the higher
prices, foHowed ~in. several cases by
detection and ‘conviction.

Some idea of the difference in price
may be gathered from the quetations
which appeared as usual yesterday
in the market reports, when at Win-
nipeg May options were quoted at
$1.03, and at Minneapolis at $1.16.
No. 1. Northern likewise sold in Win-
nipeg at 97c. and in Minneapolis at
$1.15. Some allowance must, -of
course, be made for transportation,
but this leaves still a handsome ad-
ditional profit for the Canadian farm-
ers.

Despite the heavy duty imposed on
imported wheat of 25 per cent., Am-
erican millers imported large con-
signments of wheat from the Cana-
dianWest this year, Duluth.and Min-
neapolis taking several hundred thou-
sand bushels, while some went to
Chicago. It was pronounced ‘of ex-
cellent quality and greatly pleased
the millers who, ‘fully aware of the
value of continued importation,press-
ed the drawback question. . This im-
portation of Canadian wheat will, of
course, be fought by Northwestern
farmers, who will suffer to some ex-
tent by open competition with Cana-
da’s western wheat growers. The Am-
erican millers agitated for the draw-
back under a clause of the tariff al-
lowing a rebate on imported mater-
jals, provided that in the finished ar-
ticle for export the proportion to the
imported raw material is ascertain-
able. This, of course, is ' impossible
with such a commodity as flour, and
was the knotty problem which Secre-
tary Shaw referred to Attorney-Gen-
eral Moody for interpretation, and
whose decision which has been rati-
fied by the Cabinet proves soO satis-
factory to C'anadz'z.
