LIRBY'S BRIDGREWATER TREATISE.)

The physiology and anatomy of the Human Hand,
that wonderful organ, have been explained and reason-
ed with great ability in a seperate treatise, by the
emineut comparative anatomist to whom that subject
was assigned ; I shall not, therefore, licre say anything
on its structure and its uses : but as it has not been
treated of as a moral organ; as being in intimate con-
nexion with the Weart and affections; as their princi-
pal index and premenstrator; and as the mighty in-
srument by which a great part of the physical good
and evil which befalls our race is' wrought, I may be
permitted to make & few observations upon it as far
as these are concerned.

God made the body in geueral a fit machine, not

The earliest
dawn of reason in the innacent infant is shown by
the signs it makes with its little kands; by them it
prefers its petitions for any thing it desires, and, in
imitation of this, God's children are'instructed fo lit
wp holy hands in prayer. Love, friendship, charity,
and all the kindly affections of our nature, use the
hands as their symbol and organ; the fond ¢inbrace,
the hearty shake, the liberal gift, are all ministered by
ibewm. Joy, gladness, applause, welcome, valediction,

all use these orguns to represent them. Penitence
smites her breast with them ; resignation clasps thoewn ;
devotion und the love of God streiches them out to-
wards heaven.

But the bands are not employed to express only
the kindly alfections of the soul. Those of a contrary
and less amiable character use them as their index.
Anger threatens, and more violent and hateful pas-
sions destroy by them. They are indeed the instiu-
ments by which a great portion of the evil, and mis-
chief, and violence,and misery that our corrunt nature
has introduce.! into the woild are perpetrated.

The hand also, on some occasions, becomes the
spokesman instead of the tongue. The fore-finger is
denominated the inder, because we use it tn indicate
to another any cbject to which we wish to direct nis
attention. By it the deaf and dumb person is ennbled
to hold converse with others so as not to be totally
cat off from the enjoyment of society ; and by it we
can likewise mutusily communicate our thoughts
when separated by space however wide, even with
our Antipodes,
The Deity himself, also, condescends to convey
spiritual benefits to Lis people by meuns of the Zands
of author’zed persuns, 4% in ceutirmation and ordina-
tion; and the blessed Fricnd, and Patron, and Advo-
cate and Deliverer of our race, when he was upon
earth, appears to have wrought most of his miracles
of healing by luying on his hands ; in benediction also,
when children were browght unto him be laid his
hands cn them ; and at his ascension he liited vp his
hands to bless his disciples.
To enumerate all the modes by which the internal
affection of the soul is indicated by the hand would
be an endless task, I shall; therefore, only further
obscrve, that the greater part of the iustances I have
adduced are natural, and not conventionul or casual
modes of expressing feeling, as is evident from their
being employed, with little variation, in all ages, na-
tions, and states of sociéty.
How grateful, then, ought we to be to our Creator

SEaMEN"s WaGES.— Onmiotionof Mr. Woodward,
the house went into commitfee of the whole for the fur-
ther consideration of a bill to continue an act to re-
cover the wages of seamen in the coasting trade of
this province. :

Me. J. M. Wilmot, in making his observations on
this b d upon the law regulatiag the recovery of
seamen’s wages, shewed clearly how vexatious it is
by one s ot which he stated.  The hon. gen-
tleman said that though a sailor may not receive fif-
teen pence, the defendants may have to pay ninety or
one hundied pounds cost,

Mr. Speaker in detailing the evils of the present
Law, in reference to the recovery of seamen’s wages,
enid it was o most vexatious and intolerant law, and
contrary to the great charter of the British Consti-
tution. The law gives sailors a dangerous alterna-
tive ;—if they are nonsuited in the Supreme Couar,
thicy can commence a pros ution in the Viee Ad-
miralty Coust, and the costs there being so enormons
that che defendant often complies

ve Reporter.

) a very unjust
demand sooner than risk a trial at a tribunal where the
expence of justice is so exorbitant. He had lately
kuown an iustance of the kind, and he considered
snch laws as a violation of the principles of Magna
Charta

M. adler concurred in the sentiments of Mr.
Speaker, and said whenever law became so expensive
us that a person would comply with an unjust de-
mand sooner than go to a court of justice, there was
no justice in existence. He thought it was a great evil.

Mr. Weldon thought if they were to puss such a
Bill that it would not receive the sanction of the
Executive, and if even it did it would mnot reccive
the Royal Assent, because it would be interfering
with the Court of Vice Admiralty.

The Message was ulso im-
mediately torwarded from Landon to Paris, aud way
received there shortly ufter the delivery of the King's
epeech at the opening of the Chambers, A private
letter states that nverI other topic was absorbed in
consideration of the Message.—An improvement has
taken place in the French gmv.h.

Loxpox, Dgc. 81.—The Paris Moniteur of Mon-
day, announces an important fact in the following
terms :— In pursuance of orders from his Court,
His Excellency Lord Grenville has proposed to tho
King’s Government, by a note dnleg Dec. 25th, the
mediation of the Government of His Britannic Ma-
jesty upon the occasion of the differences that have
arisen between Irance and the United States of
North America. ‘Fhe Minister of Foreign Affairs,
by an answer dated the 27th, informed the English
Ambassador that the Government of France uccedes
to the proposition.”

The German papers arrived this morning have
brought us accounts from Constantinople, from which
we learn that the good understanding between the Sul-
tan and the Emperor of Austria, kas Leen increased
and strengthened, much to the satisfaction of the for-
mer, by the recent Embassy Le dispatched to Vienna.
‘That is another security that Turkey will be sustain-
ed against the designs of Russia.

Paris papers of 224, give despatches received (rom
Marshal Claosel, at Algiers, by which it appears that
the expedition against Abdel Kader had been so far
successful that the Jatter's troops hdd been twice de-
feated and finally dispersed ; he himself had taken
flight to the mountains, and his capital, Mascara, was
entered on the 6th by the French. The Arabs ap-
pear to have fought bravely, and only yielded to the
superiority of the French artillery and the charges of
the cavalry. The Duc d'Orleans, who was with t!
expedition @9 a volunteer, was wounded, but rot
seriously. A

for to the French Minister of Foreign Affairs, ac-
cdMpanied with a direct intimation to the effect that
the Imperisl excguater in faver of M. Durand wopld
be withdrawn, :{mnld it be proved that he had been
in any way instrumental o that publication. But
the anger which the name of M. Durand seéems to
have raised in the Imreria\ palaee of St. Petersburg
is not likely, after all, to fall on his devoted head.
Whatever he may have said to his friends in confir-
mation of the version of the speech published by the
Journal des Debats, it appears he did not supply the
copy of it, the Journal having extracted it from the
German paper cslled the Suabiaa Mercury, in which.
it first appeared.— Times.
