British Front in France, Sept. 18 (via 
London, Sept. 19)—The most dramatic 
and picturesque battle of the British 
army in all its two years in France was 
fought on September 15. Here is the 
story of how all kinds of men from the 
ends of the earth took part in tins 
mighty conflict. .

In the same dressing station this week 
the correspondent has seen Canadians, 
New Zealanders, English, Scotch, Irish, 

bundlanders and Americans. These 
some of the men of many countries 

_ took part in the now historic battle 
and with them there went into action 
those armored cars, called “tanks,’ 
which are to the credit of a quiet of­
ficer of engineers. When the corre­
spondent met this officer in London six 
months ago and asked him what job 
he was now on, he replied : “Sh 1 Sh ! 
don’t tell.” It was the “tanks” that 
completed the wonderful business of this 
battle.

Today when the correspondent 
calling on a Canadian brigadier it was 

“tank” called “The Cordon Rouge,” 
looking like a prehistoric monster in a 
skin of modern armor and with engines 
inside, which took him across the field 
of shell craters, weaving its way with 
pythonic adaptability by all irregulari­
ties, up to the door of the brigadier’s

■ “’Che skipper of the “Cordon Rouge,” 
a!: ited and with phlegmatic drawl an­
nounced that he reported for further or­
ders. The brigadier laughingly bade 
him not to start the brute down the 
stairs of the dugout, but move it to one 
side and wait. So the “tank” ambled 
with the bulky leisure of a hippopota­
mus over some more shell craters to a 
place where it would be out of the way, 
until it was needed.

The objections to the present system 

which have been urged upon the com­
missioners and which they have endeav­
ored to meet are summarized as follows:

1. A general property tax that bulks 
all property together and taxes It at the 
same rate is unfair in principle and un­
workable in administration. It permits 
much intanglible property to escape; it 
either taxes other intangibles at confisca­
tory rates or drives its owners out of the 
city.

For the past two years when the 
Germans have been fighting with con­
crete and steel to make their defences 
impregnable. They have dug 
in 80 and 60 feet deep, and 
ed themselves with such steel plates as 
Dreadnoughts are lined with. In these 
subterranean" caverns they have con­
structed veritable cities, hospitals, ar­
mories, parade grounds even; they have 
tapped subterranean springs for water; 
and have stocked their retreats with 
machine guns, mortars, and all the im­
plements of war.

When the Allies open a bombardment 
the Germans retire to these caves, and 
remain in safety, except for the odd 
chance-ef a shell falling through a, single 
opening. The most powerful explosives 
may burst overhead and do np dam­
age to the enemy' lying 60 feet below the 
surface of the earth. In the meantime, 
of course, the Germans occupying the(w 
dugouts can dp no barm. They 
active, however, when the Infâri 
tack follows the bombardment, 
they climb by ladders to the surface, 
hauling their machine guns, and turn 
them loose on the enemy that has sup­
posed all the defences have been de­
stroyed.

In addition to these changes they re­
commend that the present exemptions 
from taxation be increased to $400 on 
earned incomes, in every case where the 
total income is not more than $1,000 ;

The third form of tangible property is 
manufacturers’ and merchants’ stocks in 
trade. There was a strong desire on the 
part of many witnesses to have ma­
chinery used "by the industries situate in 
the city exempted from taxation and 
your commissioners have recommended 
such exemption subject to the limitations 
specified in the proposed act.

It is with reference to the taxing of 
intangibles such as stocks, notes, bonds 
and securities in general, that the 
ent tax on personal property utterly 
fail*.

Your commission lias therefore decided 
to recommend a tax on this form of in­
comes at a rate of six per cent. A sim­
ilar recommendation was made to the 
Commonwealth of Massachusetts in a 
report of the special committee on taxa­
tion submitted jn January, 1916, as a 
substitution for their personal property 
tax on intangibles.

The difficulty still remains to over­

STEALING THE SOLDIER VOTE. A QUESTION OF HONOR. ...

The result of the election campaign in 
Carleton county this week will determine 
the character of the Conservative elect­
ors of that constituency. They are asked 
point blank to endorse graft or de­
nounce It. That is the issue, and they 
will be judged by their action. When 
they nominated Mr. J. K. Flemming as 
their federal candidate after the revela­
tions made at the Dngal enquiry the 
people of the” rest of the province gasp­
ed with incredulous amasement. It was 
explained, however, that because Mr. 
Flemming had so long been prominent 
in public affairs they took this method 
of letting him down easy, but that he 
would withdraw in good time and per­
mit the nomination of another candidate. 
But the party leaders have now taken 
him to their bosom, and he has thrown 
himself Into this campaign. The gov­
ernment press says he is applauded not 
only by the party leaders but by the 
Conservative rank and file. Can this 
be trueF The people of other constitu­
encies are very reluctant to believe it.

The state­
ment of John Hart, Liberal provincial 
campaign manager, one of the Victoria 
candidates, which we publish today, 
gives fresh instances of the tactics which 
are being employed to steal the soldiers’ 
vote, and prevent the honest expression 
of considered public opinion.

Similar de­
ception took place with regard to the 
voting at Camp Hughes with the result 
that the Liberals were unrepresented 
there during Saturday and until mid­
day on. Monday. During all this time 
the bag, ballots and envelopes were In 
the care of Cox or one of his agents 
without seal or check of any kind. On 
August 26 Mr. Hart wrote the provin­
cial secretary’s office demanding an ex­
planation in both cases, but received no 
reply till Sept. 5, when under the in­
struct! .m of Hon. Dr. McGuire he was 
told that on receipt of any information 
with regard to the matter he would be 
advised. That is the only explanation 
which has been vouchsafed.”

Amherst Man Tefls of Big Mills 
and Big Farms Operated by 
New Brunswick Firm

The following interesting reference to 
farming and lumbering operations near 
Plaster Rock, New Brunswick, were 
written for The Guardian by John C. 
Reeves, who recently returned to Am­
herst after a trip to Plaster Rock in the 
interests of the Rhodes-Curry Company :

I spent a week lately at Plaster Rock 
on the Tobique, Victoria county, N.B. 
The village has about 700 of a popula­
tion, having four churches, post office 
and schools and several stores, 
whole village is practically dependent 
upon the large saw mill of the Fraser 
Lumber Company which is located there. 
A branch of the C. P. R. runs in from 
Perth, 28 miles away, with a daily train.

vated every few days and generally | 
sprayed for bugs and blight five or six : 
times, all by machinery. Commercial 
fertilizer was used wholly. Owing to < 
the war, the fertilizer was not so good ] 
this year, as it lacked potash ; conse- j 
quently the crop will ilôt be as large as I 
last years, the crop being good last year 
and the price high. Mr. Fraser told me 
he realized in the vicinity of $10,000 from 
the same acreage.

The land in that section and along 
the Tobique river, I think, produces the 
largest crops of grass and grain I ever 
saw in this country and when the 
Transcontinetal Railway gets fully under 
way it will be a great farming country.

It is pleasant to lie of 
an evening on the grass in your back 
yard and Took into the changing sky of 
twtUght, with the clouds running from 
the night and the blue deepening softly 
into black. It is not at all a melancholy 
thing to see the night come into tha 
sky, for it is a thing of rest and peace 
and stars. The hush of the garden is 
about you, the budding phlox and holly­
hocks, "the fading larkspurs, the rosea, 
and gladioli are dose and friendly.

The fireflies are playing their old game 
—pretending that they are stars. You 
are conscious of the flowers and the 
fireflies, you like to feel that they are 
there, but you are looking into the sky 
and watching the stars find themselves 
for vou, and, perhaps, if it were not for 
the "night birds, always flying in their 
restless uncertain manner above you, it 
might be that, after all, you would be­
come again a part of the sky, a part oi ^ 
the quiet evening sky.—Indianapolis 
News.
