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GREAT EVENTS IMPENDING

Today’s war news portends great
events. The Germans appear to be
massing an enormous army for another
effort to break through the British lines
on the road to Calais. One cable says
that the entire area west of the Bruges-
Courtral road is said to be literally
flooded with Germans. Another says
that picked troops have been transport-
ed to Flanders, and every available man
is being thrown into- the gap, and that

the Germang have probably half a mil-|°

lion men available for the struggle. One
correspondent says that they appear to
be staking everything in a tremendous
effort to capture Ypres. Perhaps the
most desperate battle of the war-in the
western theatre has already beg\m. The
Canadians will be in the thick of it. and
it may be hoped that, having knowledge
of the situation, the British, Frenth and
Belgians will be able to show the num-
erical superiority which has been claim-
ed, and that the enemy will be hurled
back in' defeat.

But we are also told tbut all Britain is
watching the North Sea for signs of a
great naval conflict which is believed to
‘be imminent, although no definite in-
formation as to the scene of the expect-
ed battle has been given out. We are
merely told that the unusual activity of
the smaller fighting ships is regarded as
evidence that a clash between the Brit-
ish and German navies is about.to oc-

cu’li.‘oday’s cables tell of a brilliant ex-
ploit by the Canadians. As a fesult of
a German advance which caused a por-
tion of the British lines to recede, the
Canadian division also was ‘compelled
to fall back, and four of their guns fell
into the hands of the enemy. Some
hours later, however, the Canadians
made a brilliant charge and recaptured
the guns, taking also a considerable num-
ber of prisoners. The officilal war of-
fice report says: “Their gallantry and
determination undoubtedly saved the
situation. Their conduct has been mag-
nificent throughout.” Unfortunately, it is
reported they had many casualties and
the particulars will be awaited with
great anxiety.

Both British. and French admit, how-
ever, that the Germans forced -them to
fall back for some distance, and this con-
firms the report that the is now
in great”force and making a te
effort tg retrigve former defeats.

GERMAN PREPARATIONS

In her letter from La Panne, Belgium,
to the Saturday Evening Post,: Mary
Roberts Rinehart writes this significant
paragraph.

“The beach at La Panne has its story.
There are guns there now, waiting. The
men in charge of them wait, and wait-
ipg shiver in the cold. And just a few
minutes away, along the sands, there
was a house built by a German, a house
whose foundation was a cemented site
for & gun. The house is destroyed now.
It had Been carefully located strategical-
ly, and built long before the war began.
A gun on that foundation would have
commanded Nieuport.”

Abundant evidence has been revealed
since the war began to show that the
Germans had long been secretly prepar-
. ing for a war which would add Belgium
to their territory. Dr. Dernburg frankly
declared last week that Belgium was the
foreland of Germany, and he asserted
that it would not be given up at the end
of the war. Territorial gain was the
ambition of Germany, and in addition to
extensive areas for foreign colonies she
desired Belgium. In various parts of the
latter country just such cemented sites
for guns as Mrs. Rinehart saw at Le
Panne had been located at points of
strategical importance, In the face of
the accumulating evidence it is quite
useless for the Germans to pretend that
this war was thrust upon them, and that
they have been fighting for their exist-
ence. They were able to deceive the
world right up to the time when war
was declared, and not very long before
that time the British press was con-
gratulating Britaln upon the apparently
growing cordiality of the relations be-
‘tween that country and Germany. To-
day, however, the Hun stands revealed
for what he is, and is beginning to
realize the folly of his ambition.

A CLEAN-UP DAY

The provincial board of health of the
province of Nova Scotia is urging the

Canadian Artillery Depot, Shorncliffe,

The ultra-fashionable and more recent-
ly constructed sectidn of the town,
however, ' consists of numerous large
hotels .and ‘lodging places, built on wide
permanently paved boulevards near the
sea front. The whole town covers an
area of five and a half square miles and
i 1911 had a population of about 38,-
500. During the tourist season, how-
ever, this number is almost doubled.

Being a sort of half-way house be-
tween London and Paris, as well as be-
ing the haven during the summer for
thousands of Europe’s richest, the town
is plentifully supplied with fashionable
stores, worthy of a city many times its
size.

Fredericton, April 23—The _house will
adjourn from tonight until Tuesday
tvening and the hope is now that the

balance of the legislation to be intro-
duced and unfinished will be completed
by the end of mext week. If adjourn-
ment is not made until then it will likely
be May day before the members of the
legislature see their homes for good. The
length of the session will therefore have
been between fifty and -sixty days, one
of the longest, if not the longest, on
record,

There was much delay in getting down
to business when the session opened and
for the first three weeks practically
nothing was done. Since then there
seems to have been much delay and in~
action which has caused a lot of grumb-
ling ,not only on thé part of those who
have’ ‘sought 'legislation but from the
members as well. | :

As it is one of the most important
bills, that concerning the Valley Rail-
way, is not yet introduced and some say
it is not even prepared, but that there
must be legislation to extricate the prov-
ince and the railway from its present
snarl is admitted by everyone who has
any knowledge as to -how affairs are.
The demand not only of the contractors
but ‘of all those. who have small claims
against the railway to be paid is be-
coming more insistent every day.

Many Claims Filed,

Some of the claims have been filed
with the department of railways at Ot-
tawa against the balance of the subsidy
that is to be paid when the road is taken
over.

The usual crowd of officials, engineers

and contractors haunting the hotel lob-
bies has not been in evidence either. Val-
ley railway affairs are the least talked

Many Patriotic Potatoes Condemned.

As a matter of fact, the secretary for
agriculture in a number of interviews
in the newspapers asserted that the po-
tatoes were remarkably fine and of ex-
cellent quality. S .

Interesting Letter From Lieut.
Steeves of Sussex

LIFE 1N THE TRENCHES

Dangerous Patrol Duty at Night—
Socks Received and Very Wel-
come — Wants Some Every

.~ Month — Rain Makes Trying
Time ‘

R. P. Steeves, of Sussex, recently re-

. A ceived g long letter from his son, Lieut.

‘Rufus P. Steeves, who is with the Cana-
dian expeditionary forces in France.
The following parts taken from it will be
read by Lieutenant Steeves’ many friends
with mueh interest:

First Canadian Expeditionary Force,
. France, March 28, 1915.

We came out of the trenches last night
after being there four days. We had our
nost trying experience this time, and,
strange to say, it was not due to the en-
emy. It rained almost the whole time.
When we left the trenches the last time,
4t had been fine for several days and they
had become quite dry. It is wonderful
what a difference a few days of rain
make in this flat country. The trenches
become almost knee deep with mud in
places, and we were kept busy baling
out all the time. The line of trench
we have been holding is about three
hundred yards long and I have been
wondering how often during the last
four days I have walked its full length
and back again. On account of our com-
pany major having been killed it makes
duty for the remaining officers more
continuous and heavy.

“You might be interested in our routine.
iOn Monday night we marched into the
trenches and relieved the company there.
As we reach the trench each man
takes up a position to which he has been
aniously posted, and fixes his bayonet.
They are then told off, so many on sen-
try, with their reliefs, so many to fetch
rations, and a certain number to do
fatigue work. The sentries take their

sts and keep a sharp lookout over the
zrapet to avoid a surprise attack. The
sentries are relieved at intervals of two
hours throughout the night. One officer
s on duty all night. My time this per-
lod_has been from six o’clock to mid-
night. This is a long watch and if it is
raining is extremely unpleasant. One has
to keep passing up and down the trench
@and see that all the sentries are on the
alert. At day break everybody “stands
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ever, except to a house which they
heppened to hit, It is nice to be in a
town again, where things are much as
usual, the only difference being that the
street cars are not running, and a great
number of soldiers around.

A parcel of socks®arrived this morn-
ing. Thanks very much. I have given
a few pairs to my men who needed
them. When we move about a great
! deal it means' that some part of one’s
i kit is left in every billet and it is often
hard. to be sure of a change. Itis im-
possible to carry everything, so we|
always leave surplus kit in our bags,!
sometimes these bags follow us im-|
mediately, but often are a week or more;
- later.

I started this letter yestcrday and!
am still at it. The weather has turned
fine again, This morning I was given
a bouquet of violets, so spring is here.

We have a very comfortable billet this'
time. I slept in a real bed last night|
for the first time in several months. I!
slept weil too. I try to write things
that would be interesting to all, but I|
know I leave out a good many things’
that would interest you. We are allowed
a good 'deal of liberty in writing but
some things must ‘e suppressed. I will|
give you a story of Neuve Chappelle
when I write again. 'We have seen and’
talked to many men who were in the
thick of it. We were only on the edge.

You mention boots, - Did you send a
pair? 1 have not yet received them,'
probably if sent, being a large parcel:
they will arrive soon. I am rather in,
need of a good pair of water proot
boots. }

I would like to have %these things, a;
suit of underclothes, and a few pairs:
of socks once a month. This will cover.
all my losses. Also if you could send
once in a while, some compressed soups
and beef cubes. I mentioned these in a.
letter before. The socks and under-,
| wear can be a little lighter now as the
weather is getting warmer,

It doesn’t seem like war the way we
are situated today, in a comfortable;
house with a pleasant fire. However,
we see all kinds of troops about: Cana-
dians, English, French, Belgians, In-
dians. Also all sorts of transport is
continually passing,

I am perfectly well.

France, March 28, 1915.

Since this was written another letter
has been received from Lieut. Steeves
under date of April 17, in which, among
olher things, he says:

We have now been a week in this
town. We have had a very quiet time,
ouly five bombs dropped on us during
the week. Fleybaix, which we left two
weeks ago, I understand is bla-vn uy»
We seem to be very lueky. I hope it
will continue. Our total easualties so
far in two months have been nine killed
and fifteen woun?ed. :

We are moving\tomorrow. again. Have
no idea where but I expect there is some-
thing doing. :

“I had my baptism of fire the first
night we went into the trenches. I had
just laig down when one of our sergeants,
one of the English regulars, and myself
had to go out near the Germans’ barbed
wire entanglements and listen. While we
were getting there and while we were
getting back the pills were flying all over
We heard the Germans singing, talking,
and playing the mandolin. I did the
same as the regular, and that was to
walk on and take no notice. It wanted
doing at first, but I have got used to it
now. I don’t give a rap for Fritz or his
pills.  The last lot of trenches we were
in were seventy-five yards away from
our friends, and of course we issued
compliments to them, ‘both ‘wordy and
otherwise.
