Cana­
dian firms have had a struggle because their 
competitors in the United States were able to get 
Canadian advertising for nothing through the use 
of United States magazines that enter Canada. 
Canadian magazines cannot enter the United States 
because Canadian advertisers cannot sell there on 
account of thfe high tariff wall erected against our 
merchandise. Many fine old Canadian firms have 
been forced to the wall by this unfair competition 
in advertising—many more will follow ere steps 
are taken to give home industries at least a fair 
fight with the foreign.”

If Canada is to remain essentially Canadian 
in spirit there must be Canadian literature, not 
for the book-reading public alone, but for the 
magazine-reading public as well. Canadian maga­
zines are essential to Canadian development, 
commercial and Intellectual, and Canadian adver­
tising is essential to Canadian magazines. Because 
of the forces explained by the editor of The 
Canadian Magazine, our indigenous publications 
struggle against unfair competition in the form 
of United States magazines that sell Americanism, 
not Canadianism, and advertise American, not 
Canadian, goods. For the sake of Canada some­
thing must be done to foster Canadian magazines.

Labor Shadow Cabinet.
The recent election of the Labor Party’s Par­

This sensitization sometimes takes 
place in early childhood. Indeed, it 
may be associated with conditions at 
birth.

The substances to which the child 
may be sensitive include certain foods, 
such animal material as the dandruff 
of horses or cats, or perhaps feathers, 
the pollen of plants or bacteria.

Physicians determine by a skin 
test the type of substance to which 
the person may be sensitive. In this

In the establishment of air mail 
routes, Mr. Wilson said it was pro­
pped to start with the hastening of 
trans-Atlantic mails. In summer, for 
instance, the urgent mail matter would 
probably be dropped at Father Point, 
and in winter at Saint John and Hali­
fax. In the development of the routes 
for distribution the air authorities 
facing new problems and considering 
fresh possibilities.

In Europe and the United States, 
said Mr. Wilson, the speed of routes 
largely depended on community co­
operation, and the rate of progress in 
Canada would also depend to a great 
extent on the aid received from the 
different localities where the routes 
were running.

Stressing this need for community 
co-operation Mr. Wilson pointed out 
that the first consideration was the 
establishment of a landing field, 
equipped with a hangar. These facili­
ties naturally came first, and Mr. 
Wilson sought to make it plain that 
these initial requirements were essen­
tial to any sort of a start in the di­
rection of civil aviation and the de­
velopment of services of any character.

At noon today Mr. Wilson addressed 
the newly-organized Kiwanis Club on 
the subject of Civil Aviation.

/XNE very useful assistance in pushing forward the day s work has 
resulted from our efforts to reduce the amount of talk to a 

minimum. The government offices were formerly the abode of 
babbling tell-tales who dwelled on political gossip or hearsay from 
morning till night, commenting and recommenting, forecasting and 
adjudicating, taking up the government’s time and impeding the 
business of state. From my office down, this prevalence of wasted 
discourse is now at an end. Government employes cannot engage 
in protracted political chatter on the government's time. I am, 
severely and pre-eminently, no exception to this. rule.

Speeches occupied no little part of a premier's time under the 
old regime. Some of them made it their principal activity. They 
devoted days and days to a single speech, copying and recopying, 
changing and adjusting, so as to make a great display before the 
people. Some even based their capacity to hold the office of 
premier on their ability to make a speech. Their administrative 
functions were subordinated to their oratorical reputations, and 
the government thus suffered for the lack of a thorough adminis­
trative policy. There is none of that today. Speech-making has 
been relegated to the background.

There was a period in which fascism 
entrenching its position. Then it 

was necessary to carry the people, the 
meaning of our government. At that 
time, first, for the inspiration of our 

adherents, and, secondly, for the 
instruction of the people, there was 
real need to tell the people why we 
had assumed power and what we in­
tended to do for the good of Italy.
Today, our mission is well known and 
accepted by all classes of the people.
There is no need of flowery orations 
and exhortations. We have translated 
into acts what we promised in words.

This spirit of doing and not talking 
has permeated not alone the govern­
ment organization but also the ranks 
of the people, high and low. It runs 
deep in the affairs of the fascist party, 
from those who direct it to those who 
serve in the ranks. I have given im­
plicit orders that all oratory and cele­
brations are to be dispensed with and 
have established that this is the hour 
of work, and that speeches and cere­
mony can be postponed until after the 
work was done.

A recent example of how the spirit 
of silent work has thoroughly satur­
ated our people is shown in the con­
struction of the new railroad along the 
lionian sea in Calabria. The work of 
constructing this railroad has gone on 
silently and laboriously for many 
months. Thirteen new and extensive 
bridges have been built, and yet, not 
in a single case, was there a speech 
delivered, whereas, formerly, such 
events were accompanied by orations 
and the flare of trumpets, the clapping 
of hands and great shouts of joy. The 
joy was there and the events popular, 
but no speeches overdid it with useless 
words.

Recently, we set up seventeen new 
provinces to facilitate the administra­
tion of these localities. Such events 
were usually accompanied by great 
outpourings, parades and speeches, yet 
in not one of thesq new provinces, 
which were overjoyed and rang all the 
bells of the ancient cathedrals, was 
there any sign of oratorical display and 
all in compliance with the new spirit 
of silent work. The administration of 
these provinces was organized and set 
to work without occasioning the slight­
est flurry on the part of the population, 
which continued at their task more ac­
tively than ever, as a thanksgiving for 
their new dignity.

While this new feeling has taken 
root in workshop and field, it has also 
embedded itself in the upper branches 
6f the government. Hitherto, the 
Italian Chamber of Deputies and Sen­
ate were haunts where the politician 
could pour forth for hours on some 
unimportant theme for the sole pur-

The Soviet census, just completed, 

shows the great disproportion of men 
to women in Turkestan. Indeed there 
is a virtual famine of women, espe­
cially those of marriagable age, which 
the local officials “believe can only be 
met by the importation of women from 
other parts of the Soviet Union.

Turkestan’s 10,000,000 population de­
creased last year nearly 20 per cent, 
because of a sharp decline in the num­
ber of marriages and in the birthrate. 
The consequence of this is that the 
price of women and girls of marriage­
able age has increased from 600 to 
5,000 rubles which is quite beyond the 
reach of the poor man.

nation. Days and weeks and some­
times months would be spent in the 
discussion of a single measure. The 
members of both branches of parlia­
ment applied themselves listlessly to 
the proceedings. Some brought their 
latest novels, others their correspond­
ence which had accumulated for 
weeks, others found it comfortable to 
take their afternoon naps—all, while 
some one was discoursing fervently 
upon some trifling theme to 
were really, the bare benches, 
system was exploited for the sole pur­
pose of flaunting the oratory of the 
members upon the public, for the day’s 
proceedings were always voluminously 
reported through many columns daily 
in the press.

It used to be a great discomfort for 
me to attend the Chamber before I 
assumed the Premiership. I could 
hardly sit through those unending ses­
sions where nothing for days and days 
was ever accomplished. When I be­
came premier, it became an amuse­
ment, for we s^ll had the old align­
ments of parties and the oratory con­
tinued to flow. It was a diversion to 
answer the attacks and to go straight 
to a point instead of theorizing and 
dallying over inconsequential points. It 
•was necessary to bring the theorists 
to the plane of concrete fact and force 
them to face situations in their stern 
reality.

The Chamber of Deputies and the 
Senate now function with marked 
regularity. There is no more of the 
protracted speeches. The deputies and 
senators have a revived consciousness 
that their duty is to the nation and 
not to themselves, 
placed before the house and those 
competent to speak on the measures 
give their views and the measure is 
acted upon without those attendant 
displays' of oratory of former days, 
for which a whole system of registry 
had to be kept that the orators might 
all speak in their turn, 
spirit of business-like service which 
which has penetrated our people and 
it is In no place more marked than in 
the Chamber and Senate. The Depu­
ties and Senators have caught the 
spirit and perform their functions with­
out the former volubility, that the af­
fairs of the government might pro­
ceed with the least possible delay.

This spirit has resulted in great sav­
ing of time for me. It has not been 
necessary for one to prepare a speech 
for either the Chamber of Deputies or 
the Senate for almost a year 
The last two addresses I made were 
of an educational character,—one in 
Perugia on the opening of the Univer­
sity and the other in Bologna, just be­
fore an attempt was made on my life. 
My addresses before the two houses of 
parliament can now be delivered in a 
few words. The last time I spoke be­
fore the Senate, asking for the pas­
sage of some drastic police measures, 
I did not say more than ten words. 
The time, therefor, which was ordi­
narily spent on the preparation of long 
orations for the pleasure of the parlia­
mentarians can now he devoted to the 
administration of some practical util-

An old Uzbeg, who made a living 
by begging, told the correspondent 
that 26 years of labor before the revo­
lution enabled him to buy a wife, but 
after six months’ abode with him she 
fled and sold herself to a wealthier 
Moslem.

Because of the shortage of women, 
Turcomans, Uzbegs, Tadzhiks and 
other Moslem natives are marrying 
Russian and Christian women who, un­
like their Mohammedan sisters, demand 
no dowry or fee for themselves. Such 
marriages previously were unknown in 
Turkestan.

By reason of the great demand for 
them as wives, the women of Turkes­
tan enjoy a privileged position un­
known in any other country In the 
world. Their husbands do all the 
housework, cooking, washing, ironing- 
and marketing and generally showing 
their spouses the utmost diffidence.

I PULLED a lot of clever tricks on
