EXPLAINS POSITION It is admitted that the cabinet dis­
cussions have been rather negative. The

ZEPPELIN ORDERED 
FOR POLAR TRIPS

Hon. E. M. Macdonald, one of the 
Commons managers, said the Senate 
lmd firmly declined to increase the 
amount of the grant a single dollar- 
The amendments were then agreed to 
at 4.20 in the morning. The effect of 
the bill, as it finally passed, is to make 
the amount of reimbursement $3,000,- 
000 instead of $6,000,000. On deposits 
of $500 or less, 35 per cent, will be 
paid, and claimants having larger de­
posits will be required to prove 
straightened circumstances before the 
president of the exchequer court of 
Canada. All organisations, members

BERLIN, June 27.—The Zeppelin 
plant at Friedrichshafen is to be au­
thorised to construct an airship which 
will be placed at the disposal of Dr. 
Nansen, the Norwegian explorer for 
two polar exploration trips.

This was decided upon at a confer­
ence at the German traffic ministry 
yesterday between the International 
Research Society for aeronautic explor­
ation of the Arctic, and officials of the 
Zeppelin plant.

Plana to prevent the sale 
of revolvers to crlmiaaly, which it 
would seem -hould command, general 
support, have divided the American 
public, f r while there 4 sweeping 
endorsation of the principle that crim­
inals ought not to be allowed to have 
pistols, there are many who argue that 
the actual effect of anti-pistol laws ,n 
several States has been to disarm the 
law-abiding citizen while the criminal 
classes still contrive tb secure all the 
“guns” they desire. The oft-repeated 
assertion that the ordinary citizen does 
not carry a deadly weapon, does not 
keep one in his house, and does not 
wish to, is met with no satisfactory 
general denial; yet it is contended that 
many good Americans do possess, if 
they do not always carry, revolvers, 
and that while they would hesitate !o 
break the law forbidding the purchase 
of a “gun,” the crook has no such 
scruples and would he all the bolder If 
he could count more surely than at

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THE LOST TRAFFIC

In printing out that “the greater 
part of our export grain still passes 
through Buffalo and American Atlan­
tic ports,” the Manitoba Free Press 
suggests to the Government and to the 
Railway Commission the duty of trying 
resolutely to recover for Canadian 
railways and ports a great portion of 
this diverted traffic. Recently when u 
proposed loan of $8,000,000 to the 
--Quebec Harbor Commission was under 
discussion at Ottawa It was recalled 
that Quebec has net been paying inter­
est on Its loans, and that Montreal' 
pays such interest steadily. The Free 
Press argues that If a proper propor­
tion of Canadian traffic were kept in 
Canadian channels Quebes could not 
only pay Its way, but the ports of the 
Maritime Provinces - would enjoy a 
greatly enlarged business.

The West this year Is expecting s 
bumper grain crop. While it to too 
early in the season to count with con­
fidence upon so great a yield as some 
are predicting, there is reason to as­
sume at least that the crop will be 
above the average, and because of the 
fact that so much of the grain passes 
through American channels the Free 
Press Miinks it timely to emphasize 
the fact that the loss to Canadian rail­
ways and ports will be enormous, and 
that national action to correct so great 
an economic leakage is in order. 
What can be done? The Free Press 
uiakes two suggestions, chiefly:

This proposal 
develops great diversity of opinion, 
and many express the view that while
such a conference to not at ail likely 
to be held, In case it could be arranged 
there would be no hope of agreement.

It to by no means suggested that a 
national meeting on thto subject would 
be ruled by the enemies of law and 
order; the idea is that some State», 
notably those in the south and the 
southwest, are too accustomed to the 
general use of revolvers to be willing 
to heavily penalize the sale of them, 
while other States are extensively 
interested In the manufacture and sale 
of firearms and look upon Increased 
restriction with disfavor. In the ab­
sence of a national law, restriction by 
Individual States is very difficult. In 
practice it is found that in States like 
New York, where pistol-carrying Is 
heavily punished, the criminals of the 
"gunman class are increasing In number. 
It Is contended, and probably with some 
justice, that pistols would be more 
numerous were the code less drastic, 
but In view of the number of murders 
and other crime* of violence In which 
revolvers figure such an argument gets 
an impatient hearing at best.

Undoubtedly the facility with which 
pistols can be bought In the average 
American community to open to crltl- ‘
