Aged 92 years, Mrs. Frances Marter

Montpelier, Vt., Sept. 19.—The sec­
ond season of Vermont’s “book- 
wagon” this year has been more suc­
cessful than its rambles of last year, 
when It was new to the people. It Is 
operated by the free public library de­
partment of the state board of (educa­
tion with the object of promoting the 
reading of good books in towns where 
there is no public library and of stimu­
lating interest in the establishment of 
libraries in such places.

Each week the young women who 
are in charge of the “bookwagon,” 
which is a specially fitted motor truck, 
came back to the capital with, reports 
that virtually all the books carried have 
been lent to readers. Then they load 
up again and start off for some other 
section of the state. On one recent trip 
which carried them to the northeastern 
corner of Vermont they were instru­
mental in the re-establishment of a 
library in Bloomfield which had not 
been open for three years.

The body of the truck has shelves 
to carry the books, . which may be 
viewed through the glass sides. Books 
are . lent to anyone who wants them, 
to be returned to Montpelier by parcel 
post after two weeks. The largest de­
mand is for children’s books and adult 
fiction. •

Some reference books are carried. 
These frequently are called for by 
teachers in the rural schools who wish 
to study for advanced credits.
