All Youths of 20 and 22 Must
Join Army Unless Sole Remain-
ing Son ef Military Age in
Family, Others Serving or Dead
or Disabled in War

.

Ottawa, May 18—A statement by the
militia department says it should be un-
derstood that every man who is ordered
by the registrar to report must do so oa
the date specified, whether he proposes
to claim leave of absence or not.

“Should .he be between the ages of
twenty and twenty-two, both inclusive,
leave of absence will be granted on one
ground onmly, namely, that he is the sole
remaining son of military - age in the
family, the others being already serving
or having suffered death or disablement.
Service in this case means service in
some field of operations or in a unit in
England or Canada providing drafts for
service in a field of operations.

“Men’ desiring to claim leave of ab-
sence on these grounds should so state
upon reporting to the depot battalion in-
dicated in the notice of the registrar.
They should have prepared a careful
statement showing the other sons of the
family with the age and service of each.
This statement should be certified as
correct by Some responsible person to
whom the commanding officer can re-
fer.”

This does not affect the commanding
officer’s power to grant a few days’ leave
in case of sickness at home or other
special circumstances, nor the two weeks’
furlough which farmers may. obtain on
application to their commanding officer
to corhiplete seeding.

MORE EVIDENGE

OF FAILURE OF
THE SUBMARINE

Effective Statement by French
Marine Minister

STEADILY DECLINING

Not Only is Number of Vessels
Terpedoed Diminishing but More
and More U-Boats Are Being
Destreyed

Paris, Saturday, May 18—The effect-
iveness of the German submarine cam-
paign is declining. The German gov-
ernment is aware of this fact, declared
Marine Minister Leygues before the naval
committee of the chamber of deputies
on Saturday, but has made the greatest
efforts to conceal it. He said the situ-
ation was most favorable and that tne
sinkings of submarines in the first three
months of 1918 was greater than the
qumber built by the enemy.

Minister Leygues referred to a state=
ment made in the Reichstag on April 17
by Vice-Admiral Von Capelle, German
minister of marine, in which he said tiat
600,000 tons of Allied shipping were
sunk monthly. This figure, the minister
said, was incorrect.

It was reached and passed in April,
May and June of 1917. In July it de-
clined ‘and in November it fell below
400,000 and since had diminished con-
tinuously. The- minister gave the fol-
lowing comparative table of the tonnage
claimed to have been destroyed by Ger-
many and the tonnage actually lost in
the last five months:

London, May 18—The Soviet govern-
ment, according to a Times’ despatch
from Petrograd, dated Friday, confirms
the report that Nicholas Romanoff,
former Czar, together with the former
empress and one of their daughters, was
removed to Eksterinburg from Tobolsk
as a result of the discovery of a peasant
conspiracy to assist in his escape from
captivity. Alexis Romanoff, the former
heir apparent, remains at Tobolsk, owing
to ill health.

The former emperor is now -confined
in a small house wtih only one or two
attendants, and no strangers are allow-
ed to approach him. He complains that
the guards recently have been rude and
meddlesome. M. Sverdloff, of the Bol-
sheviki cabinet, says that Nicholas must
reconcile himself to the fact that he is
a prisoner of the Soviet.

The question of the ultimate fate of
the former Czar, the despatch adds, will
soon be brought to a decision.

A letter from G. N. Hatfield, dated
March 12, recommending that the re-
pairs be done by day’s work was read.

Authority was given, by motion, to
pay bills up to a total of $2,000 for this
work. .

Commissioner Bullock then announced
that it was necessary to undertake re-
pairs to the end of the wharf on the
northern side of the floats beyond the
coal pocket. The need for repairs had
been reported on some time ago and, he
said, if the work had been done then the
city would have saved $5,000 or $6,000.
Now it would cost about $12,000. Anu-
thority was given to call for tenders.

‘Another job undertaken without con-
tract, Commissioner Bullock said, was
the repairs to the Reed’s Point wharf.
He said that estimates for a new ware-
house and proposals for a new lease for
the Eastern Steamship Company would
be presented to the council. In the
meantime the foreman was carrying on
repairs to 'the face of the wharf.” He
asked for authority to complete the work
now in progress but the matter was al-
lowed to stand over.

The matter of coal supplies for next
winter was brought up and Commis-
sioner McLellan moved that tenders be
called for all coal required by the city
departments, and that the comptroller
be instructed to.call for tenders.

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Fate of French
- InGerman Hands

Hereditary Perversity Only Expla-
nation of Treatment
Not Merely Policy

Conduct of Huns Towards Women
and Children in Occupied Teni-

* tory Reasom for Spirit Which
\‘Animates French Soldiers

“It springs from a genuine lack of
morality, from a well of vicious animal-
ism which psychologists have so often
detected in the German blood,” says M.
C. Journelle in reference to German ty-
ranny as imposed upon the French and
Belgian civilians who happen to be un-
,der the iron heel. In an article in the
Atlantic Monthly he discusses German
manners and shows how civilized usages
have been disregarded by the invaders.
In that first mad rush toward Paris,
when the Ge
would finish the war in a few weeks, they
were wrought into such a pitch of fren-
zied ‘excitement that the crimes which
horrified the world might be explained
on the ground that for the time being
the Germans were madmen, maniacs so
intent upon a single object that they
were absolutely ruthless as to the means
they employed to gain it. Since it has
become plain to them that the war would
be a long one, since they could hot pre-
tend that their success might be preju-
diced by the action of the civilian popu-
lation in their power, they have not the
old excuse for their barbarism.

Officers and Men Alike,

M. Journelle says that all the brutal-
ily, perfidy and savagery manifested by
Germany from day to day is not to be
explained by any philosophic theory, or
as asystematic policy. Temperament is
an essential part of it. There is here-
ditary perversity. He does not assert
that all Germans are low, malignant and
brutal, but he does say that, generally
speaking, this is their psychical type, and
it is as common among the officers as
among the soldiers. If the officers were
decent human beings the men under
them would not have committed the
crimes of which there are thousands of
investigators. If the officers were beasts,
and the soldiers just average men, they
would never have inflicted the innumer-
able brutalities and cruelties upon the
helpless French and Belgian civilians,
acts that had not the slightest connec-
tion with any military object, crimes
that were committed, apparently, be-
cause the average German soldier is an
unmoral person when he has to deal
with anyone but a German officer,

Humiliating Women,

Passing over the murders of civilians,
which Germans have sought to explain
as executions necessary in order that the
civilians might not interfere with their
military, operations, M. Journelle dis-
cusses the regime imposed by the Ger-
man army upon the villages in their
‘power, villages in which they have lived
tor years, in which they have grown to
know every inhabitant as well as they
knew their neighbors at home, In these
villages an inflexible rule is that every
civilian, man, woman and child, must
wpatute every German officer. To force
this humiliation upon women is some-
thing probably new in the history of
warfare; Priests are not exempt, and
‘elderly cures who neglected to bare their
heads in the presence of some young sub-
lieutenant have been sent to Germany
to be imprisoned. Some commandants
are not content with the women merely
bowing their heads as they .or their offi-
cers pass. They insist that a glad smile
shall accompany the curtsey. The, wo-
man may be mourning a son or a hus-
band killed in the army, a daughter vio-
lated, or a baby starved to death. It
does not matter. Her eyes must light
up with delight when they rest upon
the uniform of a German officer.

At the Mercy of Beasts.,

In the occupied districts the women,
as well as the men, are obliged to work
for their conquerors. The writer men-
tions the case of the wife of a French
colonel killed in action,, who was by
turns chambermaid and farm laborer in
Germany. Women are sent out to work
in the fields near the front line, They
are made to till the fields in neighbor-
hoods which are under fire. They are
not permitted to take shelter. If they
do they are shot by K their skulking
guards. On the prextent of having the
women undergo a physical examination
they are stripped of their clothing for the
edification of gangs of half-drunken Ger-
man officers. The most virtuous have no
better treatment than if they were the
st shameless. There is no appeal.

y women is at the mercy of the first
soldier who finds her alone, unless she
should happen to be one who has been
marked out by his superior for his own
purposes.

Brought Home.

In thinking of the fate of the hundreds
of thousands of French women and chil-
dren who have been living under Ger-
man rule for more than three years, of
the murders, rapes, tortures, brutalities
and insults to which they have been sub-
‘jected, one can catch something of the
spirit that must animate the French sol-
diers. One gets a glimpse of the plans
they have made for that day when they
reach German territory, and can imagine
that if Lord Lansdowne should-appear
before a regiment that was recruited
from one of the occupied districts, he
would not live to complete his sccond
sentence. The war has entered into the
heart of France and Belgium as nowhere
else. Only there has it come home in
the real sense of the word.

Of course the salaries paid in St. John,
Moncton, Fredericton and other centres
average much higher than those for the
whole province, but when compared with
salaries in the west they explain why so
many of our teachers go to the western
field. The city of Winnipeg, for ex-
ample, has just added $100,000 to its
budget to increase the salaries of its 650
teachers. There is an increase of $150 a
year to first year teachers, and $250 a
year to those who have reached their
eleventh year of service. The scale of
salaries is already very high as ¢om-
pared with the New Brunswick stand-
ard. The new schedule is as follows:

(a) Principals of high schools, $8,000
to $3,600, increase $100. &

(b) Assistants in high schools, men,
$2,000 to $2,800, increase $100; women,
$1,200 to $2,000, increase $100,

(¢) Instructors in manual and mech-
anic arts in high schools, $1,700 to $2,400,
increase $100.

(d) Instructors in domestic science,
household arts and physical culture for
girls, $1,200 to $1,800, increase $100.

(¢) Men principals of elementary
schools of from 10 to 16 rooms, $2,000 to
$2,800, increase $100.

(f) The salary for men principals of;
schools of 16 rooms and upwards, who'!

and subsequent years. |

(g) Except where by resolution of"
the board the salary of the principal hasi
been or may hereafter be fixed at a|
special sum for principalship, plus the
schedule salary for the grade taught, the
minimum salary for women principals
shall be $1,500 per annum, with increase |
of $100 per annum until a maximum of
$2,000 is reached.

(h) Elementary grade teachers, who
have not had experience in teaching
equivalent, in the opinion of the school
management committee, to one year’s
service in the schools of the city, shall
receive salary at the rate of $600 per an-
num during the first year of their en-
gagement. This year of probationary
service shall not be considered as ad-
vancing the time of such teachers in the
salary schedule.

It is also provided that the superior of
manual training and education for boys
get $3,000 per year, and the chief dental
inspector $2,500. Substitute teachers in
high schools are to get $6 per day, or if
they do not hold regular certificates, $4.60
per day; and in elementary schools $3.50
per day, or without regular certificates
$3 per day.

SOIL MUST. BE FIRM.

Very few amateur gardeners have yet
discovered the secret of ensuring the
proper germinafion of seed. When things
turn out wrong they are apt to blame the
quelity of the seed, when as a matter of
fact gt is more hkely to be their own
lack_gf experience that accounts for it.

Béfore the seed is put in, the soil
should be loose and friable, After the
seed has been sown in the trenches it is
always desirable to make the soil firm.
Experienced gardeners walk along the
Tow treadmg it down inch by inch. If
this is not done the seed will dry up
quickly and, therefore, will not germinate
properly. On the other hand, if packed
down as it should be, the earth is brought
in close contact with the seed and the
water has a chance to soak up from the
lower layers of the soil. This serves to
keep the seed continually moist.

After the soil has been thoroughly
pressed down it is a good thing:to rake
a little loose earth lightly over the row.
This serves as a shade from the sun and
helps to conserve the moisture in the
soil.

RAILWAY TROOPS
WENT INTO BATTLE
LIKE VETERANS

Fer Five Days Help Stave Off
Advance of Germans Sapenor
in Numbers

Ottawa, May 14—The following article
by Roland Hill*has been received here:

In the defence of MarcelcAve and the
Nesle-Amiens railway line, one battalion
of Canadian troops (railway), from York
County, Ontario, went into the battle line
like veterans and helped stave off the
German advance Tor five days. From
March 27, in spite of the fact that they
had long marches and hard work in sav-
ing their construction equipment from
the Huns in the neighborhood of Hdm,|
this battalion fought with the gallant|
Sixty-First Division. Although they had
many men who were trained in machine
gun work, they were not, of course
equipped with this armament when they
started for the support line. The colonel
foraged in Villers-Bretonneux and dis-
covered a sympathetic Canadian who was
quartermaster for an Imperial unit. Six-
teen machine guns and two lorries filled
with ammunition were obtained from
him. Then the Canadians swung down
the main road and into position, singing
lustily, cheering up the whole crowd. The
story is told in these words:—

All through our retirement the feeling
of the men was keen to do something
better than merely salve equipment. We
wanted te do something to help stop the
German advance and now the opportun-
ity had come. I never saw a happiecr
crowd on their way to the trenches. Af-
ter outfitting with machine guns, we took
up our position in support in a small
wood about a quarter of a mile north-
west of Marcelcave about 5 a. m. Things
were fairly quiet until 10, when a count-
er-attack by the Sixty-first Division took
place. About twelve hundred men took
part and went doggedly at the Huns,
but they were worn out by days and
nights of continuous fighting and the at-
tack prtered out just after 11 o’clock.
The enemy attacked again and captured
the town of Wurfussee on the left and
got a footing in Marcelcave on our right.
Cool as if on Parade.

We were then left in an advance posi-

tion in the wood and Hun guns im-

mediately began a terrific shelling of the
place. No reserves could be spared and
as the holding of the wood began to be
costly, we established scattered machine
gun posts in.it and our main body fell
back to support lines they built them-
selves astride the railway. The men car-
ried out this movement in extended or-
der and as coolly as if they were on par-
ade. In some mysterious way the rmen
had obtained shovels and demonstrated
what a wonderful tool the shovel is in
the hands of a C. R. T. sapper, when he
is under fire. The rapidity with which
they dug cover was a marvel to all who
saw those trenches dug. That night it
started to rain and we made ourselves
fairly comfortable. Our patrols kept weil
forward, but the Germans never contin-
ued the attack that night, although there
was very heavy fighting to the north,

In the morning the enemy was actively
preparing for an attack in the direction
of Marcelcave. He came out on the roads
freely and began digging positions, and
we let him-—for a little while. Then
when he was in sufficlent strength we
opened up on him with every rifie we
had. We killed scores of Huns and he
gave up his idea of attacking, thinking
we were in greater force than we were.
All that day the boys had fine sport with
the machine guns. That night was a
quiet one.

In the morning the Germans attacked
in dense masses and in spite of the fight,
the Gloucesters and Warwicks on our
right put up, they were forced back. The
Boche followed up and for over an hour
all our machine guns poured into them,
doing great damage. We fired all the
ammunition we had and all we could
carry up. It was a great day’s sport and
we did tremendous damage to old Fritz.
As soon as he finished his work on the
right he turned his guns on us. A young
Toronto captain and some volunteers,
with machine guns, held the trenches
while we retired again. But Fritz had
had enough for the day and did nothing
that night. He was very nervous over
the chances of a possible counter-at-
tack. It was easy fighting then until
we were relieved. Our transport men
were splendidly all through and each
night and sometimes, when possible, in
the day time, they ran their lorries up
the roads close to our trenches and de-
livered hot meals to the men.

That is the modest account of what
this York County battalion did as t()ld
by one of the officers.

Sunday was the day set aside for spe-
cial services in honor of Mother’s Day,
and throughout the city appropriate ser-
mons and music formed a conspicuous
part of the services in all the churches.

WAR PICTURES OF
CANADIANS N N, Y

Interesting Stories and Incidents by
Maj. Boehm as Each Phote-
graph Shewn

New ‘York, May 14—The thrills of the
battlefield in Flanders are portrayed in
vital detail by a series of official Cana-
dian war photographs now on exhibition
at Lord and ‘l.vlor's. ' Major M. S.
Boehm, of the i.sih Battalion, Canadian
infantry, the oificer in charge of the ex-
hibition, \described the action that took
place at every scene pictured. The pic-
tures Mave been sent here in the interest
of the Canadian War Mmorial Fund.

The erowd at the exhibition today fol-
lowed the major with earnest attention
as he gave the history of each photo-
graph from the picture of the desplate
Somme battlefield, where “1,600,000 sold-
iers, Germans and Allies, were killed” to
the photograph of the little dog found ly-
ing grief-stricken on the breast of a dead
German officer, and finally adopted by a
Canadian company.

So clear are the pictures, they are
many of them greatly enlarged, that Ma-
jor Boehm said that when they were
shown in Canada muny persons recog-
nized sons and brothers, fathers and
sweethearts who had been absent from
home since the war began.

One of the pictures showed a truck-
full of laughing Canadians returning af-
ter a successful tour in the trenches, each
man ‘with some part of German equip-
'ment he had captured. The mest prom-
inent face in the picture, and the most
lighthearted apparently, was a sergeant
of middle age, who held in his arms a
Prussian helmet, a bayonet and a water
bottle.. This man, Major Boehm ex-
plained, had been killed two days after
the picture in question was taken. He
said when it was shown in Canada he
noticed three little girls standi;g vin
front sobbing. They proved to be the
three daughters of the dead man.

The pictures were taken by Capton
Ivor Castle, the official Canadian photo-
grapher, and many of them, Major
Boehm said, were taken at the immin-
ent risk of the captain’s life. There was
one picture of a German barrage, an-
other of the bursting of two gas shells
depicting the clouds of poison being slow-
ly disseminated toward the Allied
trenches. Another showed a tank in
action.

Perhaps the most vivid picture in the
whole collection showed the men of the
20th Canadian Battalion going over the
top at Courcelette on the Somme in 1916.
The picture was taken, says, the Major,
from a shell hole out in No Man’s Land,
just in front of the Canadian trench
from which the attackers came. In the
picture the men resemble college foot-
ball players going down the field under
a kick-off. ' They are nearly all smiling

Is z_a__@_e_r Shell

Bombed Daily Despite Fact That
There Are Ne Troops Thers;
1,200 Houses Destroyed

On the French Front, May 14—The
City of Amiens is being systematically
destroyed by German artillery fire in
spite of the fact that there are no al-

ed troops in that place, and it is of no
military value since the allies have con-
structed new lines of communications
outside of the city. The venerable cath-
edral, one of the finest in Europe, is re-
ported to have been struck by shells and
to be in peril of destruction.

The cannonade generally ceases at
nightfall, but only to be replaced by air
raids, which «occur almost every night.
Aerial torpedoes to the number of 680 |
have been launched from airplanes up-
on various parts of the city. As most|
of the shells and torpedoes are of the|
incendiary type, they have caused enorm-
ous damage, so that up to the present)
1,200 houses have been destroyed. thnl
the firemen, who gallantly stuck to their
posts, have attempted to extinguish the
flames the German gunners, seeing the
glare of the fire they had caused, have
continued to thrown in shells upon the
spot, while at night the -German airmen
have circled high over the blaze and
dropped more bombs.

The task of the authorities in getting
the people away when they discovered
the intentions of the Germans to déstroy
the city was a tremendous one, as the
refugees from the devastated districts
had increased the population to 120,000,
all of whom had_to be removed from
danger within a few days. The arrange-
ments, however, worked perfectly, and
all the people are now safely housed
elsewhere.

All traffic is forbidden to enter the
city, so that the enemy may not be given
grounds for declaring the bombardment
one of military exigency.

The Labor Departmgnt at Ottawa has
for years been keeping tab on the prices
which Canadian cgnsumers are paying
for various commodities. It has, for in-|
stance, a family budget for food, fuel,
rent, light and laundry starch which in
March of 1914, before the war clouds
had broken, averaged $14.89 per week.
This was the average figure for sixty
cities of Canada. Today the figure is
$20 flat.y And that figure includes no
clothirig, no’ gifts to charity, patriotic
objects, or the church, ne upkeep on the
home, no boxes for overseas, no railway
journeys, no carfare/ no doctors’ bills. It
is the amount which the Labor Depart-
ment calculates will keep a family alive
and warm; that is, if there is a further
amount expended for clothing. Here is
the official record covering retail prices
in sixty cities of Canada for a weekly
family budget of food, fuel, rent, light,
and laundry starch:

It is obvious that if there is only one
earner in a family and he in receipt of
only $20 per week, or less than that, the
family in question cannot pay the $20
a week for the things included in the
above budget, for they must be fed !’S
well as clothed, and there are inevitable
other home expenses, to say nothing of
those preclous overseas boxes which
mean so much to the loved ones at the
battlefront. - It therefore becomes’ inter-
esting to go into further detail with re-
gard to the family hudget which'is used
as an official basis at Ottawa, especially
as regards the foods.

A resolution passed yesterday by |
the Lyons Chamber of Commerce urges
the government to substitute for the new |
tax an increased levy on the traders|

charge for annual patent or license to
carry on the trade which practically
every trader in France must take out
The movement against the
new luxury tax is gathering strength so
rapidly that -there is little doubt that
serious government action will be taken.,
during the next few days. !

M. Leygues said that in February,
March and April 8,728 Freneh steamers
passed
through the danger gzone, where a few
months ago losses by torpedoing had
been very heavy. Not a single ship was
sunk. :

On the other hand, he said, the nuin-
ber of submarines destroyed has in-
creased progressively since January in
such proportions that the effectiveness of
enemy squadrons cannot be maintained
at the minimum required by the regula-
tions. The number of enemy U-boats
destroyed in January, February and
March was far greater in each month
than the number constructed in the same
months. In February and April the
number of submarines destroyed was
less than the total destroyed in the pre-
vious. three months. 2

These results, the minister declared,
were due to the methodical character of
the war against submarines; to the close
co-ordination of the Allied navies, to the
intrepidity and spirit animating the of-
ficers and crews of naval and aerial
squadrons, and to the intensification of
the use of old methods and the employ-
ment of new ones.

“The situation is most favorable,” the
minister continued, “but it does not au-
thorize the slackening of effort, rather it
is necessary to redouble as the enemy has
put new submarined into service and is
trying a fresh offensive in which he
plays for his last stake.

“The sea front has no communique.
The country does not know the terrible
life there when great events occur, Yet
it is there that there is being played one
of the parts which has the greatest in-
fluence on the duration and issue of the
war. The country knows that mastery
of the sea is the certain gauge of vic-
tory. It should know also that the mas-
tery belongs to the Allies, who have won
it and who keep it, thanks to the hero-
ism of the sailors, who are worthy of
their soldier brothers.” !

The minister then gave details of the
successful British operations against the
German submarine bases at Zeebrugge
and Ostend.

following letter, taken from a prisoner
on the Amiens front, must not be taken
as a typical example of all German let-
ters, although undoubtedly there are
many letters written in the same strain:

April 12, 1918.

“.V\'v are awaiting the enemy. Nothing
arrived—neither food nor munitions, The
word of command always is ‘Forward
tomorrow—and economize.’” We have only
4'.’. rounds of ammunition left. In the
neighborhood there are 500 dead horses,
from which we cut pieces at night. What
can one do otherwise? Hunger hurts. I
never knew what it was like before.”

" THE MUROER AT BRANDENBURE

(New York Times.)

The burning alive of seven prisoners of
war—one English sailor, one French sol-
dier, and five Russians—in the German
prison camp at Brandenburg is officially
established. The. statements of the Brit-
ish and German governments agree on
the fact. The fire was accidental; that
is to be assumed. Eye-witnesses assert
that when the prison shack took fire the
Germans made no attempt to rescue the
seven inmates; that they forcibly pre-
vented other prisoners from going to the
rescue; and that when the endangered
men tried to climb out through the win-
dow, a sentry bayoneted them one after
the other and they fell back into the
flames. The first to suffer in this way
was John Genower, an English sailor,
and his fate is thus described in a mem-
orandum drawn up by eight Spanish sail-
ors who saw it:

Those inside the dungeon were being
choked. The Englishman broke the
panes of a small window with the idea
of freeing himself and his conipanions.
The sentry, seeing him leaning out of
the window, gave “him a tremendous

thrust in the chest. The wounded man
fell like lead. A smail but revolting
struggle then took place. The prisoners
attempted to get out, and the German
soldier reddened his bayonet again and
again with the blood of the men shut up,
who saw with horror that the fire was
increasing.

So say the Spanish sailors. An Eng-
lish prisoner of war, who tells the same
story, adds that after the bayoneting of |
Genower “a rush forward was made to|
break the place open, but we were driven
off by other armed Germans who had
arrived on the scene.” Another eye-
witness says that when he and other
prisoners attempted to go to the rescue
“they placed a cordon of German soldiers |
at o distance of sixty yards around the
cells, with rifles loaded and fixed bay-,
onets, so that we could not get weae” 1

The German government, .while ad-|
mitting the®death of Genower from fire, |
denies the other allegdtions. 'The Ger-|
man government’s word on any subject |
is worth nothing unless uncontradicted. |
In this case it is contradicted by the|
testimony of eye-witnesses; of the eight|
Spanish sailors taken from the Gravina,'
and of two prisoners of war. It will be

‘assumed by everyboedy' that -the eight

Spaniards and the two prisoners of war
are .telling the truth, especially as their
stories all agree, and that the German
government is telling as much truth as
it did when it officially assured the presi-
dent of the United States that its sub-
marine did not sink the Sussex.
