London, March 18—The Sydney cor­
respondent of the Daily Telegraph 
cables that the effect of the announce­
ment that constitutional amendments in 
Canada have been postponed, deferring 
indefinitely the naval proposals to re­
garded In Australia as an additional 
reason for holding a naval defence con­
ference at the earliest possible date with 
a view to placing on a permanent co­
ordinated basis the naval forces of the 
Mother Country, Australia and New 
Zealand in the Pacific.

The Sydney Morning Herald says that 
Canada is at liberty to take as long as 
It likes to reach a decision, but Australia 
and New Zealand have decided that they 
cannot consent to remain three or four 
years in the dark regarding the imperial 
policy in the Pacific.

London, March 18—Speaking at a 
meeting of the Associated Chambers of 
Commerce, Sir Algernon Firth, president, 
referring to Canada’s prospects, said;

“There has been a slackening in the 
willingness of other countries to provide 
the capital for further expansion and a 
period of healthy curtailment of enter­
prise has ensued.

1 PROVINCIAL FINANCES.

Hon. Dr. Landry,- provincial secre 
tary, In his budget speech yesterday was 
able to congratulate the province on Its 
financial standing, and abqjNifion the 

■fact that .these has Seen, less unemploy­
ment In New Brunswick than in most, 
if not all other provinces, during the re­
cent perioffjof duller times and mandai 
Stringency. He wes not able to show, 
however, that the provincial government 
was influenced In any way by the less 
favorable conditions in the financial 
world during the last year. The ex­
penditure In 1818 was $4641850 greater 
than the estimates, and the estimates for 
1914 show an increase of $6756165 over 
the estimates for 1818. Happily for the 
government the receipts In 1618 were 
greater than the estimates by $60,428.16, 
for $48,046.08 of which succession dut­
ies were responsible. This item there­
fore practically accounts for the whole 
increase. A fact worth noting Is that 
the amount paid by the province tor In­
terest test year was $275,072.61, and 
that the interest for 1814 is estimated at 
$260,000. Thus while the province has 
bad a steadily Increasing revenue there 
is,also an 
which may 
qm%ts as a. very desirable condition of 
affairs, but which will prompt others to 
give a little serious thought to the situ­
ation. Dr. Landry Intimated that the 
government, which has already Unload­
ed some of its burdens'upon the muni­
cipalities, proposes to proceed further 
in the same direction. He says the gov­
ernment feels that the time has come 
when the province should not be com­
pelled to pay half of the amount of the 
Mils in connection with smallpox epi­
demics.

The province of New Brunswick is 
unquestionably prosperous in compari­
son with other provinces of the domin­
ion- It is making some progress with 
regard to agriculture and education. It 
has much to offer the Intending settler 
from some less favored land. It is also 
entirely reasonable to " hope that in the 
not distant future it will be able to 
boast more confidently than at present 
that it has a government which gives 
the people value tor all the expenditures 
made on public account.

It was a little after three o’clock in 
the afternoon when one of District At­
torney Whitman’s detectives, who had 
been sent to the federal building to 
watch Siegel and his partner, told Sie­
gel’s attorney that the indictments had 
been returned. The lawyer leaned over 
to Siegel and whispered the information 
to him. Siegel turned pale and from 
then on ^e stammered out his answers 
to the questions put to him.

Siegel and Vogel were taken to the 
ground floor of the building in a private 
elevator in order that they might dodge 
the mob of depositors waiting tor them. 
When the pair arrived before Judge Ro- 
salsky, both appeared dazed. District At­
torney Whitman was waiting for them.
Both Plead Not Guilty

A representative of the law'’ firm of 
Stanchfield & Levy, the personal at­
torneys tor Seigel and Vogel, entered a 
plea of not guilty tor the two men. They 
were then given one week in which to 
withdraw the pleas If they so desired, or 
to make such motions as might be deem­
ed necessary. After having their ball 
accepted they left the court with their 
counsel. Both declined to talk.

In the indictment charging grand lar­
ceny it is alleged that at the time the 
men applied for the loan from the Na­
tional Bank of Commerce on May 17, 
1912, they said they had above their li­
abilities $1,158,689, when in reality they 
were insolvent.

The other indictments allege that two 
depositors were allowed to deposit $100 
each in the Siegel bank on Dect 20,1918 
when both Siegel and Vogel are said to 
have known the bank to be Insolvent.

The indictments by no means end the

proceedings of the grand jury. It is al­
leged that an investigation by the dis­
trict attorney’s office has disclosed dis­
crepancies of nearly $2,000,000 between 
the books of the Siegel «tores and bank­
ing enterprises and the financial state­
ment used as a basis of additional cred­
its before the failure. It Is said the total 
discrepancies may even reach a higher' 
figure.

The Fourteenth Street Store the Simp­
son Crawford Company, the banking 
firm of Henry Siegel & Co., Henry Sie­
gel & Co., wholesalers, and the Mer­
chants Express Company of tills city, all 
allied with and controlled by the Siegel 
Stores Corporation, of which Henry Sie­
gel is directing head and president, and 
of which Frank E. Vogel Is vice-presi­
dent, went in to the hands of receivers 
on Dec. 80 last.

The same day a receiver was appoint­
ed for the department store of Henry 
Siegel and Company In Boston. The Sie­
gel store In Chicago, also controlled by 
the Siegel Stores Corporation, was not 
affected. No settlement has yet been 
made with the depositors In the bank, 
whose deposits aggregated abont $2,000,-

they made false statements to the Bank 
of Commeroe in order to borrow $25,000. 
The other indictments allege that they 
accepted deposits when they knew the 
bank of Henry Siegel & Co. to be In­
solvent.

Siegel testified at bankruptcy proceed­
ings that he had not invested any capit­
al In the private bank that bore his name 
At that point in hls testimony Miss 
Jessie Martin announced that she had 
a right to represent the depositors at the 
hearing. She was urged to remain quiet. 
When she refused to do so she was led 
from the courtroom by United States 
Marshal Hankel.

Three hundred depositors who were 
standing around the corridors, also were 
put out. They gathered in front of Mar­
shal Henkel’s office and shouted threats 
against Siegel.

Siegel testified that he and Vogel had 
filed a bond and purchased fixtures for 
the bank. Then, he admitted, they ac­
cepted deposits and made them act as 
a floating capital for the bank.

He declared he had no money to pay 
what he owed and he declined to answer 
a question as to whether an entry was 
made on the books of the stores when 
they borrowed money from the bank on 
the ground that it might incriminate 
lilm.

Paris, March 18—Prof. Pierre Dedbet, 
of the Surgical Clinic of the University 
of Paris has communicated to the Acad­
emy of Medicine a report on his discov­
ery of the feasibility of grafting rubber 
on living tissues. Professor Delbet de­
scribed two cases in which he said ex­
periments had proved successful

In one of these cases, where the flesh 
of a finger had adhered to the bone, 
making the finger useless, the professor 
said he interposed a thin sheet of rub­
ber, and the patient was now able to 
use the finger freely without being 
aware that there was any foreign sub­
stance in it.

The other case was an extensive 
hernia of the large intestine. A thick 
sheet of rubber grafted into the ab­
dominal cavity, Professor Delbet said, 
gave absolute permanent relief. The 
members of the academy were strongly 
Impressed with the report of Professor 
Delbet and were unanimous in. their 
expressions that hris method opens great 
possibilities in restorative surgery.

The herring for the boneless business 
would amount to about 5,000 tons for 
the season.

Temporary Construction at New 
Bridge Site Within The 

Next Three Weeks

Many comments and surmises are ex­
pressed by Carleton and Lancaster resi­
dents when daily accepting the inevit­
able street car transfer across the Sus­
pension bridge, as to when the present 
state of affairs will be done away with 
and the new steel bridge over the re­
versing falls solve the problem of con­
tinuous car Service, without waits and 
transfers direct from St. John. While 
the engineer of the Dominion Bridge 
Company, Limited, who have the con­
tract for the superstructure, has been on 
the ground some months, his office is 
just being built and that is the first 
visible sign of the active operations.

In an interview with W. E. Bradshaw, 
the engineer in charge, a Times man 
was made acquainted with some interest­
ing facts, and perhaps that which will 
cause the most gratification is the as­
surance that the bridge company will 
commence temporary work inside of 
three weeks and by Jape the real job 
will be under way and unless unforseen 
difficulties arise, should be completed 
within five months time.

Between forty and fifty men will be 
employed mostly skilled steel workers 
said Mr. Bradshaw, for it requires men 
of experience and' trained nérve control 
to swing aloft over the rushing waters 
of the falls. Most of the mechanics will 
be brought from the company’s plant at 
Lachine, near Montreal, though some 
can be secured here, besides laborers 
and what ordinary trade help is neces­
sary.

The arch is to be eight fe*t six inches 
deep at the centre and sixty feet at end, 
measuring 654 feet in length with girder 
approaches, and without them 665 feet, 
being the largest of its type in Canada.

The total weight of the bridge is to 
be 2,100 tons and. 1*100 tons weight will 
be required at each corner to hold the 
bridge down. Anchor • holds are 116 
feet from end of arch.

Some idea of the magnitude of the 
undertaking is recognised when it is 
brought to notice that 100 car loads of 
material will be used in the structure 
and a special siding will have to be built 
connecting with the C. P. R. to trans­
port the steel , near the bridge so as to 
do away with all unnecessary handling.

The parts are all fitted at the home 
plant, tested, and marked, and will be 
re-assembled here according to the speci­
fied plans.

Jacks are usKd on each end of the 
bridge and raise the structure consider­
ably higher than is necessary to connect 
the arch in the centre. Gradually the 
jacks are lowered when all is ready and 
the two ends come together, a bolt Is 
shot through to hold them 
and soon the riveters arrive 
and make, all fast and secure.

The floor of the new bridge is to be 
made of six inch concrete, covered with 
creosote blocks and will De wide enough 
to allow for two car lines, two road­
ways, and two side walks. Thus it will 
be seen every provision has been made 
for pedestrian and transportation facili­
ties, v. - ,T<-
