In preparing the section of the hill be-
low Prince William street for its new
surface the grade was reduced by four-
teen inches which makes a substantial
difference in an incline of that length.
The hill is now in better shape than ever
before.

Now that this work is completed
Commissioner Potts is looking forward
to being able to lay the same kind of
pavement in Canterbury street from
Princess to Britain .This would complete
a circuit which would relieve much of
the congestion in Prince William and
Water' streets besides making conditions
much more pleasant for those already
using these streets.

Some repairs are being made to the
granite block paving in Dock street .At
places along the street car rails the street
had subsided and it was necessary to
'take up the pavement to fill in the de-
pression .When the blocks were replaced
they were cemented with a mixture of
broken stone and pitch instead of the
usual grout.

Clothing One of the Chief Necessities

E. B. Elderkin, special commissioner
appointed by the Nova Scotia goverh-
.ment in connection with the Belgian re-
lief work, was in the city this morning
and met the local Belgian relief com-
mittee’s executive and advised them that
the Nova Scotia organization was glad
to co-operate with the people of New
Brunswick and P. E. Island in this work.

The executive meet at noon with
Senator  Daniel  presiding.  Others
present were Mrs. F. S. White,
John Keefe, F. B. Ellis and the
secretary, G. E. Barbour. Mr. Elder-
kin said that the first relief shipment
would likely be made from Halifax
about October 20 and that a later con-
signment would probably also be sent.
The shipments were under the control of
the British admiralty and would be car-
ried in admiralty vessels to be delivered
to the official Belgian reiref committee
as a gift from the people of the three
provinces. An official from Nova Scotia
will probably accompany each steamer.

The committee have been advised by
cable that the greatest need of the
stricken people at the present time is for
clothing and liberal gifts of this nature
are pouring into the city from all parts
of the province. The sorting and pack-

ANERCAN PROES

Dyestuffs Valued at-Half Million
Said to Have Been Captured

New York, Oct. 6—Dyestuffs valued
at $500,000, shipped from Basel, Switz-

L C. R, BULDING TS OWN CARS

Six Now Under Construction in Moncton
Shops—Equipment For Other Lines

Moncton, Oct. 6—The I. C. R. is tak-
ing up the construction of its own pas-
senger cars. There are now under con-
struction at the new shops in Moncton
four baggage and two postal cars. They
all have steel frames. The baggage cars
are sixty feet over all and are fitted with
Simplex four wheel trucks. The postal
cars are sixty-five feet in length, and
have Simplex six wheel trucks. It is said
they will be the equal of any product of
the regular car-building concerns.

Enginemen report the new block sys-
tem between Moncton and Painsec Junc-
tion working excellently so far.

Recently the I. C. R. received ten pas-
senger locomotives of the Pacific type,
two switch engines, 180 box cars. of
80,000 pounds capacity, and four special
steel pit cars, each of 150,000 poynds ca-
pacity. The “Pacifics” came from the
Montreal Locomotive Works, the switch
engines from the Canadian Locomotive
Company and the cars from the Eastern
Car Company. The road has ordered
four more special pit cars from the lat-
ter concern.

The P. E. Island Railway recently re-
ceived from the I. C. R. three passenger
cars and one baggage car. At Charlotte-
town their standard gauge trucks were
changed to suit the narrow gauge of the
Island line

The Moncton and Buctouche Railway
recently purchased from the I. C. R, an
entire train of one small locomotive, one
first class car, and one combination sec-
ond-class car and smeker.

THE WAR NEWS

The most cheering news that comes
from the seat of war teday confirms the
previous report of the defeat of the Ger-
man army 'in East Prussia with very
heavy loss, making it possible for the
Russians to advance again into that ter-
ritory. Another gratifying item tells us
that the Rudsians have not only march-
ed through the Carpathian Mountains
into Hungary, but have captured the
capital of one of the Hungarian prov-
inces. There is still a scarcity of news
concerning the movements of the Rus-
sian armies advancing through Poland
and northern Galicia. There is still no
decisive news from France or Belgium,
but confidence is expressed both in Lon-
don and Paris that the allied armies will
be able to repulse the German attacks
upon their left, and that it is only a
question of time when General Von
Kluck, who has been greatly reinforced,
will be compelled to retire.  There is
still some doubt as to the extent of the
German operations against Antwerp;
but the fall of that city is not antici-
pated.

CANADA'S DUTY.

Has Canada offered the Mother Coun-
try another contingent? Col. Hughes is
quoted as saying that 200,000 men sare
now drilling in Canada. The great need
in France at this moment is more men.
It is only because the allied armies are
not sufficiently strong in numbers that
ihe Germans have been able to main-
tain their footing in France and Bel-
gium. We may as well dismiss once
#nd for all the belief that this will be
a short war. Winter is approaching,
and war cannot be conducted with much
vigor in the German climate during the
winter months. The allied armies must
be strengthened by large reinforcements.
It is the duty of Canada to make pre-
paration at once for a second contingent.
‘We are told that Col, Hughes will go to
England shortly, but it may be hoped
that this will not interfere in any way
with preparations for sending forward
additional troops as fast as they can
be made ready for active service. If
the allied armies should experience de-
feat because they were outnumbered at
any point there would immediately be a
universal demand for more men, and
the authorities would be censured for
failure to send them forward at an ear-
lier date. Let us not forget that there
are probably 4,000,000 fighting Germans
fully equipped for the defence of their
country. This is no child’s play. Can-
ada has made a splendid beginning, but
much more is required of her, and the
needed help should be sent as speedily
as possible,

COUNT VON MOLTKE,

It is reported that Ceunt Von Moltke
has been superseded as chief of the
German general staff. The military ex-
pert of the London :Standard is justi-
fied in saying that if the statement is
true it is evidence of serious panic in
high places. It has been said that the
Kaiser was anxious to have a Von
Moltke at the head of the army, be-
cause the name would strike terror to
the hearts of the French, who were over-
thrown by another general of that name
in 1870. The present Count Von Moltke
must be credited with having developed
a very formidable war machine, and if
now he has been superseded in office by
a comparatively unknown general it
would seem a poor reward for his de-
wotion to the cause of German militar-
fsm for forty years. The new chief of
the general staff, if a new one has really
been appointed, must attempt the im-
possible. With the allied forces holding
his armies in check in France, and grad-
ually forcing them backward, and with
thic victorious Russians bearing down on
tl:em from the east, no skill in general-
ship can do more than postpone the in-
evitable.

TAX REFORM,

The question of tax reform was re-
ferred to by one of the speakers at a
mceting of the board of trade last even-
ing, but does not appear to have at-
tracted much attention,

The Toronto World sees in the re-
eorganization of the provincial govern-
ment of Ontario some hope for the iong
deferred and earnestly sought reform of
the taxation system in that province, The
late Premier Whitney was an uncom-
promising opponent of anything ap-
proaching the single tax and gave no
encouragement whatever even to the
advocates of the principle of home rule
in taxation. He was able to oppose
successfully the vigorous efforts of the
Tax Reform League, and remained un-
moved by resolutions adopted by muni-
cipal councils and the vigorous agita-
tion encouraged and supported by quite
a number of influential rfewspapers, in-
cluding several which in all other mat-
ters supported his government. Now
that the influence of Sir James Whitncy
,has been withdrawn the World calls
upon Premier Hearst to adopt a policy
of genuine tax reform. The World
Bays:

“Tax reform has been confused with

it is usually broached. However, lax
reform is essential, and the public
opinion of the province has been pre-
pared for a movement in this direction
for a considerable time. The time has
come for something to be done, and we
are free to say that the first thing to
be done is to try and forget everything
that has occurred in the past in this
connection. There is no reason In the
world why tax reform should be made
a party question. Both parties recog-
nize the necessity for action. A new
start can be made and no effort that
might embarrass the government should
be encouraged. The practical men of
the tax reformers proper should get to-
gether and formulate a reasonable
scheme in accordance with publie feel-
ing. “This would help the government'
perhaps to crystalize the floating ideas’
on all sides. But let it ‘be approached’
without prejudice, and let the cranks!
have the grace to submerge themselves!
till the business men and leaders of
opinion in this field have a chance to
put themselves on record.”

There is no reason why action shou}d
not be taken in New Brunswick to se-
cure home rule in taxation. Here, as in
Ontario, the question has been agitated
for a considerable time, and there ap-
pears to be a universal feeling that there
should be a gradual reduction of taxa-
tion on improvements. If the people of the
different municipalities were given the
power, some of them would promptly
take advantage of it and test the new
system. They have a perfect right to
ask for this authority and it should be
granted to them.

Every citizen of New Brunswick owes
a debt to the Belgians. There is now
an opportunity to cancel a portion of
the obligation by contributing some-
thing, however small the amount, to the
fund for Belgian relief, or to the supply
of clothing or such foodstuff as may be
transported to that country. The re-
sponse to the appeal should be universal.

SIRPLLS FRUT FO
THE FOOR OF TORONTO

Several Carloads Will Be Brought
in and Distributed—Fruit Men
Co-operate

Toronto, Oct. 6—As a result of a con-
ference between Property Commission-
er Chisholm and the officials of the De-
partment of Agriculture the city of To-
ronto has undertaken to buy bags and
pay freight for the shipment to the city
of several carloads of apples that would
otherwise rot in the fields. The agree-
ment is the result of a scheme mapped
out by the department some time ago
as a result of investigations made in the
apple-growing districts. During the past
few weeks the officials have been in
communication with the various co-op-
erative associations, a number of which
have assured the department that they
will assist in every way in supplying
their surplus fruit, even to the extent of
collecting it.

In discussing the situation Hon. James
Duff urged that the local municipalities
take up the scheme. Many of them
could secure large quantities of fruit for
distribution among the needy at a very
small cost in freight. ‘I'he minister de-
clared that the co-operative associations
were entitled to a lot of credit for their
offer to pick and pack the surplus fruit
free of charge.

Methodist Conference

Ottawa, Oct. 5—For the first timne in
the history of the Methodist church in
Canada, some ritual will be embodied
in the new hymn book for the church,
The General Conference decided on this
this afternoon. The ritual will include
the Lord’s Prayer, the Ten Command-
ments, the Apostles’ Creed, the questions
and answers of the Reception Service,
and the General Confession of the Ser-
vice of the Lord’s Supper.

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Th;_‘_‘inside Story”’ of War

How It Feels To Fight and Kill—Intimate Stories Direct From
The Firing Line Told in Soldiers’ Own Words—How
The People Whe Lived There Fared

(By H. J. Phillips; Special War Cor-
respondence)

Paris, Sept. 15—I have just returned
from the country of the Marne—from
the allies’ lines.

I have been among the battlefield
wounded—those sturdy fellows who,
though severely injured, hope to be back
on the fighting front in a few days or
weeks.

Aftu-.the intensely interesting things
I have heard to write about,advances,
retreats and storming positions would be
ridiculous. I have a better story to tell—
the experience of the ordinary man.
the writer, bookkeeper, clerk or carpen-
ter like you and I, when called to the
most dangerous occupation in the world.

But I am going to let them tell it
Here they are just as they were told to
me. Multiply each story by thousands
:lnd you have the real story of the bat-

e:

>

“Our men rushed into battle singing
and shouting. While we were in the
trenches am¥ shells and bullets were
dropping round two men played mar-
bles with bullets from a shrapnel shell.”

This is one of the vivid pictures
drawn by, Sapper H. Mugridge of the
Royal Engineers:

“On the Sunday,” he said “we were
action all day—fifteen hours of it. We
blew up barges lying up a canal. While
we were laying the charges we were un-
der fire all the time, but the Germans
eould do anything but hit us. The shells
were flying all around us.

One Gunner Kills 2000 Germans

“One of our fellows, a lance corporal
of the Dorsets, killed 2,000 Germans if
he killed one. He was using a Maxim
and was at it all day. He was supposed
to be the crack shot of the army. There
were 60 many Germans all around that
we didn’t know whether we were shoot-
ing dead men or not.

“At night we had barbed wire to put
ecross the road .We got up pretty close
to the German lines for we could hear
them talking. It was so dark we could
not see our fellows in the trenches, and
we kept treading on their fingers.

“The order went round that we were
to retire about one o’clock on Monday
morning. :

“We saw a German aeroplane coming
along. It followed the column for some
distance, and then two Fren¢h aero-
planes arrived. One flew above the Ger-
man and the other below it. They fought
In the air and the German was brought

down.

“I thought we should get a bit of a
rest on Tuesday night. We had only
about two hours. But we had to lay
down in a ploughed field and it was
raining hard. I would have given any-
thing for a drink then. All I could find
was some water lying on top of some

paraffin barrels. And it went down good,
too.” :

“At one place we found an old farm-
er, whose wife, about eighty years old,
was dying. The old man was crying. His
horse and donkey had been placed in one
of the rooms so as to be saved from the
Germans, but, of course, the place was
shelled, and the old people were killed.

“We left there, and then had to go and
do some trenching. About five o’clock
we had the order to retire. An aeroplane
was following us up, and the Germans
were taking the range from machine.
We could see our fellows coming across
a ploughed field and we could see some
of the poor chaps being shot down.

“When we reireated I was hit in the
ankle. It was nothing much—a stray
bullet, I think. I expect some dirt got
into the wound, as my leg swelled. - I
walked about fifteen miles like that. I
could have got up on a cart, but there
were other chaps worse off than I was.
There were men bringing in comrades on
their arms, and others were carrying
them along the road.

“On the Thursday we came across
two men of the West Kents. They had
been taken prisoners by the Germans,
who had stripped them of everything.
They told us they were to be shot at
eight o’clock last Thursday morning.
We fixed them up with clothes as best
we could, but they looked very comical.
All one had on was a hard hat and a
macintosh. Some fellows asked them if
they wanted a taxi, but they replied .that
they preferred to walk. They were jolly
glad to be with us.”

Women and Children Starving.

Sapper Mugridge said that one of the

“We were hungry ourselves,” he said,
“and we couldn’t help them. I felt as if
I should have liked to carry some of the
old women, A lot of the women had
milk bottles and were feeding their chil-
dren from them.

“We made as much room as we could
for them on our wgaon. It was a pitifui
sight. And it was raining hard, too,
some of them were wet ghrough.”

As to the spirit of the British troops,
Mugridge stated: -

“You would have thought they were
at a football match. They were lying
in the trenches with German shells fly-
ing all around, and they would make
bets as to how many Germans they
would kill and had killed during the
day. They were laughing and joking
all the time. There were chaps, too,
coming in and having their - wounds
dressed and going off again to have an
other go at the Germans. |

story of the battle of Mons.

“It was Sunday,” he said. “We were

at Mons, billeted in a farm yard and
were having a song and were watching
people home from church. The Belgian
ladies were very kind-hearted, and we
were given their prayer-books as souv-
enirs,
. “About 12.80 an aeroplane appeared
overhead, throwing out some black pow-
der. After this shrapnel burst overhead,
acquainting us of the fact that the Ger-
mans were in the vicinity. All_ was con-
fusion and uproar, for the moment, be-
cause we were not armed, and our shirts
and socks were out to wash, that being
the only chance we had to get them
washed. It did not take us long, how-
ever, to get in fighting trim and to go
through the town of Mons to the scene
of operations, which was on the other
side of a small canal that adjoined.

“With darkness upon us we fixed our
bayonets and lay in wait in case the
enemy made an attempt to rush us.
About 11 p. m. we received orders to re-
tire over the canal.

“There was one interesting sight I
saw as the column was on the march, |
and that was a duel in the air between
French and German aeroplanes. It was
wonderful to see the Frenchman man-
oeuvre to get the upper position of the
German, and after about ten minutes or
a quarter of an hour the Frenchman got
on top and blazed away with a revolver
on the German. He injured him so much
as to cause him to descend, and when
found he was dead. The British troops
buried the airman and burned the aero-
plane. :

“We were fortunate enough not to be
dist_urbed that night, and at dawn we
again stood to arms and we found the
Germans close upon our heels. I saw a
battery in front of us put right out of
action. There were only about six men
left among them and they were engaged
h} trying to get away the guns. This
disaster was due to the accurate shell
firing of the German artillery. In their
efforts the brave gunners were not suc-
cg.saful, owing to their horses being kill-
e

“It was interesting to see an officer en-
gaged in walking around the guns and
putting them out of action, or, in other
words, seeing that they would be of no
use to the Germans. This action required
a great deal of bravery under the cir-
cumstances, because the enemy continued
to keep up the heavy firing.”

“Im doing and going as P'm told, not
worrying, but taking things as they
come. I've slept in barns, wool stores,
cinemas, casinos, dock sheds, and for a
time had the stars as a counterpane, Thé
fighting has been very fierce and close; as
one pal said, ‘Oh! ain’t it ’otl’ We
are outnumbered sometimes 10,000 to
2,000, but our boys stick to them and
we have played havoc with their mass
formations. The Maxims have cut them
down like corn, and when we charge
with fixed bayonéts see ’em run like rats.
They will get no quarter from our
‘mob’ Their dead were so. thick that
their reinforcements couldn'$# advance
over the top, of course, we lost too.”

Private Charles Dudley Moore, of the
Yorkshire Light Infantry, who was at
Mons, had the misfortune to be wound-
ed half an hour after he went into his
first battle.

“The shrapnel shells of the Germans
were bursting over the trenches where
we were lying and I was struck in the
foot by a piece of shell which took the
sole of my boot clean off Five minutes
later when I was trying to help a fellow
| near me who had been hit in the shoul-
der, I was struck in the right thigh by
a pellet from a shrapnel shell. I fired
one more shot after that, I aimed at the
driver of a German machnine gun and
killed him. .

“This was my first experience of ac-
tual fighting and I can tell you it is a
funny sensation at first to see the shells
bursting near and around you. and to
hear the bullets whistling by you, and to
see men being killed and wounded near
you, but you soon get used to it all. It
tries your nerves a bit at first, but you
soon get in the way of it.”

Private J. R. Tait of the Second Es-
sex regiment, who was mortally wound-
ed at Mons, also speaks with respect of
the German artillery:

“We had severa] charges with their
infantry. We find they do not like the
| bayonets. Their riffle shooting is rotten.
I don’t believe they could hit a hay-
stack at fifty yards. Their fleld artillery
is good, and we don’t like their shrap-
nel. T heard our men singing that fa-
mous song .‘Get out and get under,
{ and know that for an hour in our trench
it would make any one keep under, what
i with the shells and machine guns .I have
| been in three battles in four days.”
| A Guardsman wounded near Compi-
iegne has given a vivid account of the
“fighting there and of the capture of ten
 German guns by the British troops:

“We were in a field,” he says, “when
| the Germans dropped on us all of a sud-
|den as though from the sky. The first
| hint we had of their presence, was when
| a battery of guns on the right sang out,
| dropping shells into a mob of us who
! were waiting for our turn at the wash-

tub—the river. There was no panic as
| far 1 saw, only some of our fellows who
hadn’t had a wash for a long time said
strong things about the Germans for

four days.

The Fighting Irish

“As soon as they came within range
we poured a deadly volley into them,
emptying saddles right and left and they
scattered .in all directions. Meanwhile
their artillery kept working up closer on
the front and the right, and a dark cloud
of infantry showed out against the sky
line on our front, advancing in'a forma-
tion rather loose for the Germans. We
opened on them, and they made a.fine
target for our rifle fire, which was very
well supported by our artillery. The fire
from our guns was very effective, the
range being found with ease, and we
could see the shells dropping right into
the enemy’s ranks.

“Here and there their lines began to
waver and give way. and finally they dis-
appeared, Half. an hour later more in-
fantry appeared, This time they were
well supported by artillery, machine
guns and strong forces of cavalry on
both flanks. All came on at a smart
pace with the apparent plan of seizing a
hill on our right. At the same moment
our cavalry came into view, and then
the whole Guards Brigade advanced. It
was really a race between the two par-
ties to reach the hill first, but the Ger-
mans won easily owing to their being
nearer by half a mile. ;

“As soon as their guns and infantry
had taken up a position, the cavalry
came along in a huge mass with the in-
tention of riding down the Irish Guards,
who were nearest to them. When the
shock came it seemed terrific to us in the
distance for the Itishmen dfd not recoil
in the least, but flung themselves right
across the path of the German horse-
men.

“We could hear the crack of the rifles
and see the German horses impaled on
the bayonets of the front ranks of the
guardsmen. Then, the whole force of
infantry. and cavalry were mixed up in
one confused heap, like so many pieces
from a jig saw piizzle. Shells from the
British and German batteries kept drop-
ping close to the tangled mass of fight-
ing men, and then we saw the German
horsemen get clear and take to flight as
fast as their horses would carry them.
Some had no horses, and they were
bayoneted where they stood. \

“Taking advantage of the fight ~ be-
tween the cavalry and infantry the Ger-
man artillery had advanced to a new
position, from which they kept up a
deadly fire from twelve guns. Our in-
fantry and cavalry advanced simultane-
ously against this new position, which
they carried together in the face of gall-

inf fire.

- I'The infantry and cavalry supporting
the guns didn’t wait for-the onslaught’
of our' men, but bolted like mad, pur-
sued by our cavalry and galled by a
heavy fire from our infantry and artil-
lery, which quickly found the range,

. We heard later that the Germans were
in very great force, and had attacked in
the hope of driving us back and so un-
covering the French left, but they got
more than they bargained for. Their
losses were terrible in what little of the
fight- we saw, and when our men cap-
tured the guns there was hardly a Ger-
man left alive or.unwounded. Altogether
the fight lasted about seven hours and
when it was over our cavalry scouts re-
ported that the enemy were in retreat.”
A wounded private of the Royal Mun-
ster Fusiliers (the:¢Dirty Shirts”) tells
a story of the fighting when for some
reason or other, he says, “we were-left
in the lurch, and %ad to bear the brunt

of the whale attack, while the
rest of the brigadeifell back.

“They came at us from all points—
horse, foot, artillery, and all, and the air
was.thick with mrgnming, shouting men
waving swords and blazing away at us
like blue murder. ,Qur lads stood up to
them without the Jeast taste of fear, and
when their cavalry came down on us we
received them with fixed bayonets in
front, the rear ranks firing away as
steadily as you please. All round us we
saw them collecting until there was
hardly a hole fit for a wee mouse to get
through and then it was that the hard-
est fight of all took place, for we would-
not surrender, and tried our hardest to
cut through the stone wall of the Ger-
mans.

“It was hell’s own work, but I can say
that we never hoisted the white flag, and
if the battalion was wiped out, as they
say, it fought to the last gasp. First of
I got a punch in the ribs with a
sword, and then I got a bullet in me, but

on the men were cutting their way
through the Germans. I was floored for
I can’t tell you how long, but when I got
back my senses the Germans had gone,
leaving only heaps of the dying and the
dead, our boys and the Germans being
mixed up like anything.”

A FISHERMAN'S HEROISM

A very fine act by the captain of a
fishing steamer relieved the horror of
one of the mine disasters caused by the
German navy’s warfare against non-
combatants and meutrals. The steamer
Runo, belonging to the Wilson Line, was
on a voyage from Hull to Archangel,
with some 280 passengers, chiefly Rus-
sians, though some were Americans, On
the day she left port she struck a mine
and sank, with some loss of life Three
steam trawlers, the Silanion, Prinna Vic-
tor and Straton, steamed up and rescued
a large number of those who were strug-
gling in the water i

As Skipper Wicks of the Straton was

driving in among the wreckage, the look--

out man forward sighted two mines
ahead “Look out, skipper, two mines
ahead,” he called, “Can’t help it,” shout-
ed the skipper back, “It’s risking lives
to save lives.” And he hazarded his ship
to get alongside an overturned hoat to
which a dozen men and women were
clinging. Even as they reached it a wo-
man with an infant in her arms released
her hold and fell back into the water,
but the chief engineer, James Rannard,
fully clad, dived overboard, caught the
woman, and, swimming on his back,
supported the woman and child until the
crew could pass a line and pull them to
safety. The work of rescue went on at
a feverish rate, for more than 200 people
were saved by the Runo, which all
along had been, as a seaman put ity
standing on her head, gave a lurch and
disappeared.

The announcement that the present
site of the old I.C.R, elevator has been
abandoned and that the new structure
will be erected on new piers near the
Ballast wharf was made at the first of
the winter meetings of the Board of
Trade held last evening,

The west side harbor committee re-
ported that the work was progressing
satisfactorily and that the new whart
and warehouse will be ready before the
winter season opens.

The Courtenay’ Bay committee on
their last visit found 300 men and much
equipment at work on the harbor con-
tract. Three dredges are being used
and others are being negotiated for, but
the engineers do not expect to be able
to complete this part of the work in
advance of the contract time. About
one-third of the dry dock excavation
has been completed and twelve acres of
land for the site of the proposed steel
works have been reclaimed.

The chairman announced that the
prospects for the winter-port werk are
very bright and that the Gutelius agree-
ment will not be in effect this winter.
The secretary reported on the steps
being taken to increase Canada’s trade
as the result of conditions arising from
the war,

G. Fred Fisher asked for a more defi-
nite report' on the cost of foodstuffs,
Scotch coal, etc. The congestion of
traffic in- Mill street was discussed and
an overhead bridge again urged.

The secretary reported on the exten-
sive publicity campaign which has been
carried on during the summer.

BRITISH AIR FLEET HAS
PAOVED VALUABLE ADIUNC?

The extent of the value of the services
rendered by flying machines and air-
ships co-operating in the naval and mili-
‘tary movements is shown *- ‘he follow-
ing statement issued by the official press
bureau:

“While the expeditionary force was be-
ing moved abroad a strong patrol to the
eastward of the Straits of Dover was
undertaken by both seaplanes and air-
ships of the Naval Air Service. The
airships remained steadily patrolling be-
tween the French and English coasts
sometimes for twelve hours, while fur-
ther to the east, with the assistance of
the Belgian authorities, a tempor~— sea-
plane base was established at Ostend
and a patrol kept up with seaplanes be-
tween this place and the English coast
opposite.

“By this means it was impossible for
the enemy’s ships to approach the Straits

This resolution was adopted with ap-
plause by a large attendance of mem-
bers. It ‘was stated that its adoption,

English Opinions on the Re-making
. of Map of Europe

(Correspondence of The Associated
Press.)

London, Sept. 14—After the war, then
what! Englishmen to a man expect
Germany to be crushed in the present
contest and are busily engaged in dis-
cussing events which might follow a
declaration of peace.

In a recent recruiting speech Winston
Churchill, First Lord of the Admiralty,

ror Germany made in 1870, when she
thad France lying prostrate at her feet.
: He said: “Let us, whatever we do, fight
| for and work towards great and sounder
principles for the European system. And
.the first of those principles which we
should keep before us is the principle.of
nationalities—that is to say, not the con-
quest or subjugation of any great com-
munity or of any strong race of men,
but the setting free of those races which
have been subjugated and conquered;
and if doubt -arises about disputed areas
of Europe which must follow from this
war, with a fair regard to the wishes and
feelings of the peoples who live in
them.”

Mr. Churchill’s expression of the opin-
ion that Europe’s map will be thorough-
ly remade is merely an echo of the talk
of men of all classes. In the windows
of many shops are signs “Keep trade in
the usual channels while the map of
Europe is being remade.” Lecturers,
preachers and editors are constantly dis
cussing the probable redistribution o
European territory.

Following the suggestion of Winston
Churchill, many Englishmen, publicists
and newspapermen are already turning
Alsace-Lorraine back to France, and
Schleswig-Holstein to Denmark, while
German Poland is regarded as territory
which should have its own government.

Some difference of opinion exists
among Englishmen as to what might be
done with Trieste and the territory Aus-
tria took from Italy. The mere neutral-
ity of Italy is regarded by some Britons
as action which should be well rewarded,
considering Italy’s membership in the
Triple Alliance with which it refused to
act.

In August the German cruiser Magde-

They foster that -spirit of militatism
which has brought these horrors on the
world; for they create in the great coun-
tries of the continent a large and power-
ful military and naval caste which lives

war, and glorifies war as a thing good
in itself.

“It is (as you say) to the peoples that
we must henceforth 100k to safeguard
international concord. They bear the
miseries of war; they ought to have the
power to arrest the action of those who
are hurrying them into it. .

“To get rid of secret diplomacy is
more difficult in Europe than in Amer-
fca, whose relations with foreign states
are fewer and simpler, but what you say
upon that subject also will find a sym-
pathetic echo here among the friends of
freedom and of peace.

VANDALISM,—RHEIMS!

Every act of wanton cruelty. or of
shocking vandalism will make the final
settlement more difficult .No proper rea-
sons from the military or from any other
standpoint have yet been given for the
devastation of the beautiful Belgian city
of Louvain by order of a German com-
mander. On September 21 all civilized
countries, and all civilized men in half-
civilized regions, were aghast at the
hideous news of the bombardment of
the exquisite and noble Gothic cathedral
of Rheims, dating from the thirteenth
century. Nothing whatever in the mili-
tary exigencies of the terrific fighting
along the broad line of conflict required
the deliberate turning of German artil-
lery upon this beautiful and conspicuous
structure, which at that very moment
was in use as a Red Cross hospital for
wounded German soldiers. In 1870 the
Germans respected French cathedrals
and ancient monuments.. The Rheims
Cathedral was one of the priceless in-
heritances of the ages, belonging to all
whose training in history and art and
réverent appreciation had given them
understanding. Such acts arouse the un-
speakable indignation of millions upon
millions of men and women, whose pas-
sions are not involved in the war itself.—
From “The Progress of the World,” in
the American Review of Reviews for
October. - :

but still moving almost as fast as when
they came, the German army toiled,
evacuating town after town, whose cap-
ture had been a famous victory in Ber-
lin bulletins, leaving behind straggling
thousands and much of the impedimenta
of war, beaten upon by torrential rains,
assailed by troops still fresh and rested,
followed by British cavalry led by Sir
John French, possibly the greatest of
living cavalrymen—such was the Ger-
man recoil. Again and again the weary
lines halted and the artillery fought off
the attack. From the Seine to the Aisne,
there was no rout. So far the Germany
army showed itself quite as great in re-
treat as the Allies. So far it was not a
Waterloo, but it was a Gettysburg—a
Gettysburg followed by a prompt,
sweeping, tremendous pursuit. The thing
that Meade failed to do, Joffre and
French did not hesitate to undertake.
Agd so, having raced from the frontier
to Paris to get on tne allied flank, the
Germans raced from Paris toward the
frontier to save their own flank. For
them the world had turned upside down;
for the historians it was a marvelous re-
petition of a tremendous drama.

For fifty years the farthest point in
Pickett’s charge at Gettysburg has been
pointed gut as the high-water mark of
the Confederacy. The highwater mark
of German invasion was Lagny, seven-
teen miles from Paris, and five from the
outer ring of forts. Von Kluck reached it
on Sept. 6, thirteen days earlier than
Von Moltke in 1870.—From “Allies Ver-
sus Germany: Strategy of the Cam-
paigns,” by Frank H. Simonds, in the
American Review of Reviews for Oc-
tober.

HER ASSAILANT

Young Woman Attacked In
River View Park

PRISONER DENIES IT

Preliminary Examination on Serious
Charge Begins in Police Cout
—Miss Earle Tells of Attack

Michael Burns was brought before the
police court this morning to face a seri-
ous charge, that of attacking a young
woman of Prospect street last might, in
Douglas avenue near Riverview park. A
preliminary examination was begun be-
fore Magistrate Ritchie. Miss Lillian
Earle told the court of a dastardly at-
tack made on her early in the evening as
she was coming through Riverview park.
She said she saw three men sitting on
a seat in the park, and that one dashed

under the shade of a tree and caught
her as she passed. She got away from
him, but he followed her across the
street and caught hold of her again. She
Jjabbed him with her hatpin, and then
walked along. He followed her, how-
ever, down towards Main street. She
called for help, but was caught again
and thrown against a stone wall. Her
head was forced back into some lilac
bushes and her assailant put his hand
across her throat, so that she could not
call out. She struggled and stabbed him
again  with - her hatpin and was
positive that she struck him
two or three times in the left cheek.
She finally managed to cry out again
and this time the assailant, whom she
positively identified to be the defendant,
left her. She then met Frank Cunard,
whom she knew well, and’ together they
went to lay a complaint with the police.
They met Policeman Briggs soon after-
wards and it was not long until he and
Sergeant Smith had Burns under ar-
rest on suspicion.

When he was brought into court this
morning Burns positively denied that he
was the man, saying that he had not
been in Douglas avenue since his little
girl was buried a few weeks ago. The
prisoner’s face was scratched on hoth
cheeks and Miss Earle said she knew he |
was the man who attacked her. She also |
sald she had known him before when in !
Milford and said that about two years
ago he was charged with having attack-
ed a Syrian woman in Fairville.

Miss Earle showed a bruise under her
left ear which she sald was a result of
the attack. She showed a piece of a
hatpin about two inches long, which she
said she found this inorning near the
scene of the struggle where her hatpin
was broken in her efforts to beat off the
assailant. The rest of the hatpin she
handed over to the police.

Frank Cunard said he had known Miss
Earle for a long time. When he met |
her in Douglas avenue about five min- |
utes after the attack he found her crying |
and she told her story. He told of go- |
ing with her to notify the police.

The prisoner is a man about thirty-five
years of age. He was remanded.

One of the benefits which this part of
the country is likely to reap from the
European war situation is an increase in
the cut of pulp-wood in New Brunswick
and also an increase in the freight re-
ceipts on the I, C. R. from the hauling
of this commodity. i

The imports of pulp from Europe to:
the United States have been of large pro-
portions and it is inevitable that the war,
will have the effect of reducing the ship-
ments from the other side in some de-|
gree, and, possibly, to a very large ex-i
tent,

If this is the case the manufacturers
will have to look elsewhere for their
supplies and the pulp mills on this side
of the ocean will benefit proportionately.
Owing to the growing scarcity of pulp
wood in the Uniteq States, Canada may
be looked upon to supply much of the
additional quantity required and New
Brunswick should get a substantial share‘
of the business. |

During the last year the pulp manu-:
facturing trade in the United States was |
at a rather low level and any improve- !
ment from ordinary causes should help
to stirulate the purchase of raw mater-.
ial in New Brunswick, apart from the
effect of the war upon the business.
