Washington, D. C., Jan. 16—The way of

"Su­
gar City,” he proudly declared “has 
crete sidewalks, a prosperous bank, a 
creditable hotel, and three churches.” The 
passage of a free sugar bill would send 
the plant and property of our company to 
the scrap heap, the auction block and the 
bankruptcy court with such speed and 
certainty that even men who are reason­
ably skilled in meeting disaster, and reas­
onably resourceful in diverting it, would 
find it impossible to enjoy the poor priv­
ilege of gasping and struggling for a few 
months for the purpose of proving that 
they were men of courage and determina­
tion.

CAPTAIN SINKS HERvis
Athens, Jan. 16—Tile Turkish cruiser 

Medjidie sailed out of the Dardanelles in a 
fog on Tuesday night, and, off Syra yes­
terday, attaeked and sank the Greek 
merchantman Macedonia, which had been 
armed by the Greek government as a 
transport. The Medjidie then sailed to 
the eastward. The Greek fleet has been 
warned to intercept her.

The Medjidie was built by the Crams of 
Philadelphia. She bombarded the magaz­
ine at Syra without effect, but practically 
wrecked the electric plant and as a result 
the town is in darkness. Two men work­
ing at the electric plant were killed. The 
Macedonia was. being repaired in the har­
bor when the Turkish warship appeared 
and tired fifteen rounds at her. The com­
mander of the Macedonia ordered his ship 
flooded and after disembarking the crew, 
sent her to the bottom to save her from 
destruction.

The Medjidie did not attack the town, 
but the people are panic stricken.

Constantinople, Jan. 16—The Porte has 
instructed- the Turkish plenipotentiaries 
to remain in London until the ambassad­
ors of the powers have presented their 
note. The date for the presentation is still 
uncrtain. The Gerpan ambassador is 
awaiting instructions.

London, Jan. 1—An immediate increase 
in the prices of Canadian lands generally 
will be the result of the decision of the C.
P. R. to withdraw its land from the area 
of speculation and to sell it only to bona 
fide settlers.

The announcement has created a sensa­
tion in London. Perhaps it is not fully 
realized how great an effect this step will 
exercise on the Canadian land question.

deplorable effects on the physique of the 
rising generation. This lament is contain­
ed in the official report of the committee 
on lnedical service in the Scottism High­
lands.

Dr. Murray told the committee that the 
unsuitable and sometimes insufficient diet­
ary is causing serious physical deteriora­
tion, especially the excessive indulgence in 
overbrewed tea.

“The great feature of this decadence," 
the report goes on to say, “is the abuse 
of tea. The good old porridge pot his fall­
en from its high estate and the teapot has 
been exalted to its place.

“Probably more than fifty per cent, of 
the children go to school on a breakfast 
of tea and bread. The former is usually 
long stewed. A large proportion of these 
children live so far from school that they 
cannot go home for the midday meal and 
work all day -an this inadequate break­
fast."

The report states that it eeéms difficult 
to induce the youngsters to carry food to 
school.

He dealt with the- bill in a general way 
and particularly laid stress on the case of 
Ulster, the present condition of which lie 
likened to that of the American co omes 
before the revolution. He charged the 
government with showing a dangerous 
want of appreciation of that section. 
Pointing -his linger at the government 
bench. Mr. Balfour concluded:

“If blood be spilled, which God forbid, 
the real assassins will be those who have 
never had the courage to face the situa-, 
tion.”

Premier Asquith defended the 
every standpoint. He pleaded with the 
house to forget the past and give Ireland 
what the vast majority demanded. He 
laid stress on the safeguards introduced in 
the bill to prevent Protestants from being j 
oppressed by the majority and repeated 
the government’s offer to insert any other 
reasonable safeguards, if only the opxrosi- 

coifld tell what was wanted. the 
premier recalled that Mr. Balfour had 
made the same gloomy predictions, as he 
did today, when the Liberals gave self- 
government to South Africa.

* I P. O’Connpr gave the bill his blessing in 
behalf of the Nationalists.

“No one would say,” continued Mr. Bal­
four “that the Roman Catholics will per­
secute in the old style or deliberately per­
secute the minority at all. But will that 
reconcile the minority in the north of Ire­
land to live' under the control of the ma­
jority. where for generations religion and 
politics have been mixed up and under the 
control of the majority who have complete 
control of eduaation and patronage? Ulster­
men will be in the Irish parliament to be 
taxed, not to tax.”

In rising toa reply, the prime mmster 
eaid: “The sentiments, traditions and mor­
al and economic conditions which have 
maade the Irish question what it now is, 
have not been taken into consideration by 
the right honorable gentleman. In spite ot 
past history the Irish Nationalist move­
ment has passed from the stage of senti­
ment and is now an organized and prac­
tical reality. .

“We cannot ignore the fact that it tins 
bill ie rejected we will fitill fhid standing 
in our path the organized and permanent 
expression of the demand of a majority ot 
the Irish people. Ip view of the strength 
of this demand what arc the opposition 
going to do?” he asked, and loud Irish and 
Liberal cheers greeted the challenge

he could not accept it as a final settle­
ment of the Nationalists’ requirements they 
regarded is as a sincere and courageous 
message of peace to Ireland.
