London, March 21—The political possi­
bilities dependent upon the coal bill are 
overshadowing the main question in the 
lobbies of parliament. The resignation of 
the government became the paramount 
topic and it was reported by the Daily 
Mail that agents of the liberal party in 
the country had been hurriedly warned to 
prepare for a general election. It is said 
that if the government resigns the Un­
ionists are prepared to take office.

The liberal papers admit the gravity of 
the political crisis, and flatly accuse un­
official conservative members of making 
proposals to the laborites for a joint at­
tempt to wreck the minimum wage bill.
They still believe, however, that 
promise is possible on the basis of the 
government consenting to include in the 
bill a five shilling minimum rate for 
adults and two shillings s’ day for boys, 
but in no case will they insert in the bill 
the miners’ schedule as demanded by the 
miners’ conference. If the government is 
unable to get a majority without inserting 
this schedule, it will abandon the bill, let 
the. strike continue, or resign.

Whatever may be the fate of the mini­
mum wages bill, the country cannot much 
longer stand the unprecedented strain and 
drain of the. present contest between the 
mine owners and the miners. The situa­
tion is now worse than ever. Among the 
actually unemployed today, are: Miners, 
1,840,000; Textile workers, 107,000; rail­
way men, $87,000; laborers, 84,000; dock 
laborers, 69,000; sailors, 30,000; brick mak­
ers, etc., 30,000; pottery workers, 60,000; 
gas workers, 20,000; engineers, 25,000; 
total, 2,272,000. In addition there are 
thousands of coal porters, soap and chemi­

Winnipeg Taxes on G P. R.
Winnipeg, March 20—After many yeare 

of ceaseless contention the city has at last 
reached a basis of agreement with the 
C. P. R. in the matter of taxation, a 
basis which falls only $300 short of the 
city’s full claims.

By the arrangement the railway com­
pany agrees to pay $11,000 to the city in 
lieu of the amount claimed. The amount 
first offered by the company aggregated 
$5,000, which was- later raised to $7,000, 
and now to the full amount claimed, less 
$300. The agreement now made means 
that the Canadian Pacific recognizes the 
right of the city to collect taxes on all 
lands not maintained for purely railway 
purposes.

Geneva, March 21—Professor Victor von 
Frederick, a Russian, aged thirty-four, has 
been found dead on the Tyrolese Alps. He 
left St. Anton in the Tyrol with a guile, 
and on arriving at the Darmstadter hut 
dismissed the professional and continued 
climbing alone for several days, afterwards 
disappearing.

LABOR TROUBLES
The British coal strike was the subject 

j of a very interesting address by Mr. Harry
- Phillips, a former president of the Coal 
‘ Workers’ Union, before the Toronto Cana­

dian Club this week. The present unrest
| in the labor world is thus explained by 
I Mr. Phillips:—

“The press, the church, public opinion,
I has been educating the workman. We have 

given him libraries, pfetnre galleries,
] ’ parks. We have looked after his home 

and his sanitation. We have shown him 
the larger life he might live. He now says 
that hia education ja complete and he asks 
for the means to enter into the life for 
which he has been trained. But when he 
asks this people are alarmed, and refuse, ■

* and declare they did not mean it that 
way. Capital has taught the workman the 
power of combination. He has no capital 
but he has his strength and hie brains and 
his skill. A gentleman to whom I,was 
speaking a few days ago told me that if 
he had hit way he would take the leaders 
in these strikes and shoot them. I told 
him that it would do no good. Behind 
the men stands a principle/ You can’t 
shoot a1 principle. It will rise again the 
third day and redeem .ne world.”

Mr. Phillips advocates an industrial co­
partnership between labor and capital to 
prevent labor troubles. He says:—

“Capital has got to see that labor must 
he a partner, and labor must see that cap­
ital must be a partner. Wherever the 
principle of co-partnership has been adopt­
ed there has been no serious labor 
trouble.”

No doubt this is true, hut even Mr.
Phillips is unable to indicate the method 
by which labor and capital are to be 

. brought together to accept this solution 
of their troubles. He sees no solution of 
the present trouble in Britain except 
through legislation, and even suggests na­
tionalization of the mines, which would 
eliminate the capitalist from the partner­
ship. Many countries have tried by legis­
lation to arrive at a condition of affairs 
which would prevent strikes and lock­
outs, but the unrest continues, and strikes 
grow more formidable. An exchange gives 
the following summary of legislation in 
various European countries in relation to 
strikes:—

"Five European countries have measures 
on their statute books absolutely prohibit­
ing concerted strike» in public utility ser­
vices, whether government or local. Four 
have legislation specially designed to avert 
strikes on the part of public utility serv­
ants. The five countries carrying the most 
drastic statutes are Ruaaia, Roumanie,
Holland, ’Belgium and Italy. In the first 
two the legislation covers the whole field, 
in Belgium it applies to state services, in 
Italy to employee of the state or railway 
companies, while in Rolland it is restrict­
ed to persons employed on the main rail­
way lines. Spain, Portugal, and the Otto­
man Empire have laws applying to all pub­
lic utility aervices and declaring concert­
ed stoppage of work illegal unless certain 
conditions have been first fulfilled. In 
France penalties for striking are imposed

Fredericton, N. B., March 20—Hon. 
Frank Sweeney, in a tworhour speech upon 
the budget this afternoon, effectively re­
plied to the statement of the provincial 
secretary yesterday. He criticized > the 
present administration of affairs in a mas­
terly fashion, showing that while there was, 
a record revenue there was also a record 
debt; that it was a government of broken 
promises and boastful expenditure ; of de­
ficits and favoritism; of unbusinesslike 
methods; of profession rather than per­
formance; of a multitude of officials with 
increased salaries; of concealed accounts 
and wasted money; with no crown laud 
policy but waste and depletion of the 
country’s principal source of revenue, and 
nothing to safeguard the rights and privi­
leges of invested interests in the lumber 
business.

This, with a forceffll criticism of the 
agricultural department, and thoughtful 
suggestions upon educational affairs, were 
the principal features of the address, which 

listened to with the closest interest 
by a well filled house and galleries.

He told the government that the people 
JÊ bad placed them there to carry out certain 
J pledges which included the keeping of ex­

penditure within income ; a reduction of 
the public debt and other reform meas­
ures. These they had failed to do.

They had also promised better roads, 
and who would say that with the in­
creased direct taxation upon the people 
of the province they had done what they ( 
could? Too much money was wasted in 
public works; too much found its way into 
the pockets of their political heelers, struc­
tural superintendents and foremen and 
supply dealers.

With neiarly half a million more money 
to spend, each year it should have been 
possible to prudently set aside sums for 
the reduction of the debt. Instead this 
year, with the largest revenue in the his­
tory of the province, there is an enormous 
deficit, a deficit which the provincial sec­
retary carelessly brushed aside by stating 
that he intended to pay it off this year.
Wildly Extravagant.

The affairs of the province did not call 
for such tremendous expenditure. New | 
Brunswick had no more territory and but 
few more people, and when the electors 
met .the government they would say: 
•'You should have been more economical, 
you should have saved money when you 
had good times and a flowing revenue. 
You have not carried out your pledges." 
The people would bp recreant to their 
duty if this were not the answer to the 
appeal of this wildly extravagant adminis­
tration. -

No government collected every dollar of 
stumpage 'due the country. It would be 
impossible to do so without an army of 
scalers. Yet it was absurd for the gov­
ernment to claim a more honest collection 
of stumpage than the old government, 
while it had the same officials, the same 
deputy crown land department head, the 
same chief scaler, the same inspector and 
the same scalers. Why should these men 
have been dishonest under the old regime 
and honest under this government? The 
real reason which he had from licensees 
and from operators, from mill men, from 
workmen, from boom men and from stream 
drivers, was that the cut upon the crown 
lands was increasing, while private lum­
ber properties were being preserved. Why? 
Because the lumber operators had no guar­
antee that their leases would be renewed.

Why vyasn’t there some policy outlined?, 
Why not survey the crown lands and au- 

that they would be leased again 
upon the best terms,for the country.

During the week the demonstration or­
chard at Lower Coverdale, Albert county, 
was pruned and put in readiness for the 
spring spraying, the illustration orchard 
at Riverside was visited and pruned and 
the young trees in the Albert nursery 
were examined.

“Much of the two days’ pruning at Low­
er Coverdale orchard consisted of remov­
ing branches broken by last year’s heavy 
crop of fruit. The trees are in excellent 
condition and despite the big crop of last 
year give promise of a fair amount of ap­
ples this season. One noticeable feature 
in the orchard is the almost entire absence 
of egg masses, cocoons or hibernating 
larvae of insects so commonly seen on ap­
ple” trees in winter. The thorough spray­
ing last season probably had a large share 
in bringing about this condition. The il­
lustration orchard at Riverside was fou id 
in a very promising condition. With the 
exception of two plums, all the trees pass­
ed the winter well. A number of trees 
fruited last season and the buds indicate 
a considerable number of apples this year.

“Grafting operations were found ,-n full 
swing at the Albert nursery, large num­
bers of McIntosh and Dudley stock being 
got ready for spring planting. The young 
trees in the nursery looked particularly 
well, very little evidence of winter injury 
or disease being found. The two-year old 
stock intended for spring shipment ap­
pears especially large and healthy, well 
prepared to stand shipment and trans­
planting.

“Arrangements are being made for the 
establishment of two or three more de­
monstration orchards and work on them 
will be commenced next week. The orders 
coming into the Fruit Growers’ Associa­
tion every day for spraying materials are 
much in excess of former years and indi­
cate that the farmers are appreciating the 
necessity of spraying their orchards. Sta­
tistics gathered show that the number of 
spraying outfits sold in the province in 
1011 showed an increase of 500 per cent 
over the number sold here In 1910|”

But I have con­
sulted with the city clerk’s department, 
who have the matter in hand, and they 
inform me that it is out of the question 
to fix another day at the present time, as 
the work connected with this election is 
well under way, and it would be impos­
sible for them to be ready were another 
date fixed now. I know you will appreci­
ate my motives and the regret I feel at 
being unable to rectify this error at so 
late a date, as my feelings for the Jew­
ish community of Montreal have always 
prompted me to do all in my power when 
occasion called for my intervention)”

The Passover will begin at sunset on 
April 2, and continues to Wednesday eve­
ning, the 3rd, on "tyhich day the election 
takes place As the religious observance 
ceases at sunset, that is at 6.47 p. m., it 
is clear that going to the poll will lie an 
impossibility.

s*rooms at the back of the house filled with 
smoke. He notified the people on the low­
er flats and then rang m the alarm. The 
fire had evidently started on the ground 
floor and followed the chimney all the way 
up, as the walls around the Chimney in 
all of the flats were ruined.

Mr. Phillijpe, who lived in the basement 
of the house, was not aware of the five 
unitl the firemen burst in hia door. He 
saved practically nothing. It was with dif­
ficulty that he was able to get hie family 
out of the house. Besides his furniture 
he lost a valuable moosehead which he 
prized highly.

Mr. Malcdlm and Mr. McBeath, who 
lived in the middle flats were able to get 
some of their goods out, but nearly all of 
Mr. Larsen"e effects were burped. Toe 
firemen did excellent work in confining 
the blaze to the one end of the building, 
as it ie wholly a wooden structure. The 
fire worked its way into the walls and it 
was not until about seven o’clock that the 
all out bell was sounded.

The insurance on the building amounts 
to $8,500, and is carried mostly by com­
panies of which White & Calkin are the 
agents. It is divided as follows: Hartford 
Company, $1,000; Acadia Company, $500; 
Equity Company, $500; Ontario Company, 
$500; New York Underwriters $1,000; 
Manitoba Company, $1,000; Royal Com­
pany $1,000; Atlas Company $2,000; St. 
Paul Company, $2,000.

Harry G. McBeath carries $800 on his 
furniture with William Thomson & Co. 
L. Phillips is also insured with the same* 
company for $200; J. 8. Malcolm is in­
sured with the Queen for $SOO. Mr. Lar­
sen had intended putting on insurance 
next week, and had about completed ar­
rangements. Although the building is 
about fully insured, several of the tenants 
have not enough to cover the lops sustain­
ed by the fire. The night was bitterly 
cold and as some of the occupants of the 
house escaped in their night clothes they 
suffered from the cold.

A disastrous fire, which caused damage 
to the, extent of several thousand dollars, 
and which may eventually result in loss of 
life, occurred in the large three-story bouse 
at 50-60 St. James street at an early oour 
this morning. The building is owned by 
the Sterling Realty Company,' and is oc­
cupied by seven tenants. The fire occur­
red in the portion of the house occupied 
by L. Phillips, John S. Malcolm, H. G. 
McBeath and Zacharias Larsen. The part 
occupied by A. Malcolm, W. Stewart and 
P. Rising was practically undamaged. All 
the flats occupied by the first four were 
badly gutted and much furniture and 
household goods destroyed. The heaviest 
loser will be Mr. Larsen, who had no in­
surance, and whose flat was more badly 
burned than the rest.

As a result of the fire George Haynes, 
aged 18, of Germain street, is lying at his 
home quite badly hurt, having been struck 
on the head with an outside window which 
fell from the upper story while he was 
helping some of the people to move out. 
There ie an ugly gash in his head and the 
blood flowed profusely. He was carried 
to his home and medical aid summoned. 
It required several stitches to close the 
wound.

Mrs. John Ord, an invalid in Mr. Lar­
sen’s flat, is in a critical condition this 
morning. Mrs. Ord had to be carried 
from the top floor of the burning build­
ing on a matress and it is feared that 
the shock may prove too great for her. 
Much difficulty was experienced in remov­
ing her from the burning building, as the 
fire had secured quite a start before .t 
was seen. She was taken to a house near­
ly and was reported as being quite low 
this morning.

The fire was seen abuot three o'clock 
and an alarm was rung in from box 41. 
When the department arrived the whole 
end of the house was in flames. The fire 
was first noticed by Mrs. Ord, who was
