She Was Present at the Death of the 
Millionaire Leather Merchant, and 
Says He Was at the Point of Death 
When He Made a Bequest of$S,OOOv 
000 to the Executors.

New York, Feb. 5.—When the Fayer- 
weather will, with its bequests amount­
ing to millions for colleges and its codi­
cille giving absolutely nearly $3,000,000 to 
the executor, was made public, it was 
found that the last codicil, by which 
Henry B. Vaughan, the third executor, 
was also made a residuary legatee, was 
signed on the day of the testator’s death. 
The signature of Daniel B. Fayerweather 
was wavering, and had evidently been 
written by a man who was very weak.

Until today the facts and incidents of 
this deathbed transaction had not been 
made public. Mr. Fayerweather died 
about 11 o’clock on the evening of Nov 
15,1890, and today Mrs. Fayerweather’s 
niece, who witnessed the last codicil, 
testified in the surrogate’s office that to 
the best of her belief the testator was not 
in a condition of mind or body to trans­
act such business.

When Gen. Woodford again took the 
witness stand, the court room was 
crowded. Mr. Rollins and Gen. Wood­
ford went to work in earnest, the former 
questioning closely and the latter smil­
ing and protesting that he was anxious 
to be very frank and tell all that he knew 
about the execution of the codicils.

The examination was directed to the 
fourth codicil, which was signed by Mr. 
Fayerweather a few hoars before his 
death. Gen. Woodford said that he had 
drawn it on the day that it was signed.

“Did you receive instructions from Mr. 
Fayerweather about this codicil ?”

“Not directly/’ said Gen, Woodford, 
“but Mr. Vaughan did, and he brought 
Mr. Fayerweather’s instructions to me.”

Gen. Woodford added that he knew 
Mr. Vaughan to be a personal friend of 
Mr. Fayerweather, and he therefore ac­
cepted Mr. Vaughan’s statement that he 
bad authority to give him the testator’s 
direction for this codicil The substance 
of these instruction» the witness declined 
to state.

Miss Elizabeth R. Joyce, of New Ha­
ven, who said she was 22 years old, was 
the most important wttness that has 
so far been heard. She is a neice of Mrs. 
Fayerweather, and has frequently visited 
her. At the time of Mr. Fayerweather’s 
death she was living at his house. Mr. 
Coudert obtained from her a detailed ac­
count of the execution of the fourth cod- 
cil Miss Joyce said that it was signed 
the day of Mr. Fayerweather’s death.

“Were you called into your uncle’s 
room to sign it ?” asked Mr. Coudert

"Yes. He was at the time in bed. It 
was about 2 o’clock, and my aunt, Miss 
Amftljx Jpyqft j||p IIIni Ml V»1| 1 IIIII

was not in the room when it was signed. 
Mr. Fayerweather was propped in bed 
on pillows, and he was so weak that he 
could hardly speak. It was with diffi­
culty that he could use his hand in 
writing. The other persons present

“Was your uncle able, so far as you 
could judge, to converse with you?”

“No. 1 think not, except to answer in a 
very weak way the questions that 
asked him, and most of them I think he 
answered by a nod.”

Miss Joyce said that she was in the

“In your deposition you are reported 
as saying that Mr. Fayerweather was 
in sound mind, memory and under­
standing.

until the National policy tariff of 1879 
came into force, Even in that tariff 
there was a standing offer of reciprocity 
in the articles covered by the old treaty 
w hich only needed the consent of 
gress to become operative. By a section 
of the tariff act of 1879 it was provided 
as follows :—

Any or all of the following articles,— 
that is to say : animals of all kinds, 
green fruit, hav, straw, bran, seeds of all 
kinds, vegetables, (including potatoes 
and other roots), plants, trees and 
shrubs, coal and coke, salt, hops, wheat, 
fpeas and beans, barley, rye, oats, Indian 
corn, buckwheat and all other grain, 
flour of wheat and flour of rye, Indian 
meal and oatmeal, and flour or meal 
of any other grain, butter, cheese, 
fish, (fresh, salted or smoked), lard 
tallow, meats, (fresh, salted or smoked), 
and lumber may be imported into Canada 
free of duty, or at a less rate of duty 
than is provided by this Act, upon Pro­
clamation of the Governor in Council, 
which may be issued whenever it ap­
pears TO HIS SATISFACTION THAT SIMILAR 
ARTICLES FROM CANADA, MAY BE IMPORTED
into the United States free of duty or 
at a rate of duty not exceeding that pay­
able on the same under such procla­
mation when imported into Canada.

This standing offer of reciprocity in 
natural products is still on our statute

Unre­
stricted reciprocity involves :—

First The entire destruction of the 
wholesale trade of Canada, New York 
and Boston takrtng the imports 
which now come to Montreal, Toronto, 
Halifax and St John.

Second. It involves the loss of at 
least $15,000,000 a year of Canadian 

revenue which must be made up by 
direct taxation. Of this taxation the 

county of St John with its 60,000 in­
habitants would have to pay $180,000 

annually.
Third. It would destroy forever St. 

John's chances of becoming the winter 

port of Canada for all the in transit 
business of Canada would go to Port­
land, Boston and New York.

Fourth. St John would cease to be 
an importing point for British goods 
and the only ships that would ever come 
here would be the vessels engaged in 

the deal trade.
Fifth. The manufacturing industries 

of St John would be ruined and the es­
tablishments which nowr furnish em­
ployment to thousands of people would 
be closed.

Sixth. As a result of this, property 
in St John would decline ti less than 

one half its present value, for at least 
half our population would be obliged to 
leave the city for lack of employment. 

The factories of Massachusetts would ob­
tain the business which our people had 
foolishly thrown away.

Such would be some the of the results 
of unrestricted reciprocity ; if our people 
like them let them vote for it by all 
means ; but if they desire to preserve 

the business of St. John and to promote 
the growth and prosperity of our city 
and province they will vote against it.

ANCIENT ORDERTHE WOES OF I GREAT CITY. 3 Waterloo Street.
The secretary of the New York work­

ing .women’s society, a lady of large ex­
perience in philanthropic work, has 
lately been investigating the condition 
of the saleswomen of that city and pre­
sents to the readers of her report some 
startling facts. Saleswomen in the 
stores and shops of a great city are gen­
erally better paid and (sanitarily are
generally better situated than Canadian electric wobrs. 
their sisters who are employed 
in sewing, book binding, flower making, 
or any of the different branches of labor 
in which they engage, but even. in the 
palatial stores where the* daughters of 
the aristocracy do their shopping, ac­
cording to Mrs. Woodbridge’s report» 
their situation is pitiable indeed. They 
are compelled to devote a large portion 
of their incomes to dress, for they could 
not hold their positions were they to 
neglect this requirement, and not 
frequently this burden is so heavy that 
with the balance they are hardly able 
to procure a sufficiency of- suita­
ble and healthful food. They are sup­
posed to be employed a certain num­
ber of hours daily but after hours they 
are always employed from 30 to 60 min­
utes in arranging the stock at their 
counters, and for a week or two before 
New Year’s are kept at their work till 
midnight, and always without extra pay.
The law provides that they shall have 
seats on which to rest when disengaged, 
but the law. seems to be a dead letter, so 
they are compelled to be on their feet 
from ten to sixteen hours every week 
day in the year. Mrs. Woodbridge 
mentions a fashionable store on 
Broadway where the 
cashiers are in the basement—or rather 
cellar, for it Is nothing else. In the cen­
tre of the cellar is a room walled up, and 
in it are seated fifteen or twenty cash­
iers. The automatic carriers are used.
No air came to the cashiers when the 
arrangement was first made, and in the 
foetid atmosphere, in the strong glare of 
the electric lights, with hundreds of car­
riers pouring in upon them with a noise 
so deafening thattwo women seated side 
by side could not hear each other speak 
without shouting, the situation was too 
much for the strongest man. Girls 
fainted day after day and came out of 
the cellar at night looking like corpses.
Finally, as the intense heat of summer 
came on, it became unendurable, and an 
air tube which came to the surface a 
long distance away was opened in the 
cellar. Even then the thermometer 
registered 90° on the coldest days.

RECIPROCITY IN NATURAL PRODUCTS.
City Market Clothing Hall,partaient supplies all varieties of strand­

ed conductors for conveying currents for 
different classes of work, amongst which 
the chief are telegraph, telephone, light­
ing and power.
