ALL CANDIDATES

‘Campaign This Year a-Unique
One in Many Re-
spects.

The municipal campaign has now en-
tered upod its last and final stage, the
various candidates having been duly
nominated to-day at noon, and nothing
further remains but for the electorate
to register their judgment at the polls
or. Thursday next.

The campaign has been a remarkable
Notwith-
sianding the fact that everyone is
agreed that never in the history of the
c¢ity has there been.greater need of
sefuring the services of a number of
men of undoubted strength and ability
tc administer the affairs of the corpor-
ation, there has been an astounding
apathy upon the part of the general
public in the election. There has been
little or no excitement. The various
nweetings which have been. held thus
far in the outlying districts have been
tame to a marked degree in compari-
son with previous years. In some quar-
ters this is taken as a healthy sign,
implying not that the people are satis-
fied that the city should continue on in
the old rut, but that they are so busy
with their own affairs in consequence
of the rapid progress of the city that
tkey have not time to “talk politics.”

The campaign for the mayoralty has
developed a number of unusual fea-
tures. There has thus far been no pub-
lic meeting in the centre of the city te
hear the four candidates for the office
of chief magistrate outline their views,
nor has there been the usual street-
ccrner “caucuses’” which have been a
feature of previous elections where
there was some show of interest and
excitement. Then in respect to the al-
dermanic candidates—while tickets are
fairly full in the various wards, the
efpirants for seats at the council board
vere ‘musually slow in coming out,

NARROWLY ESCAPE

Portland, Ore., Jan. 10.—A fire of un-

GITY FINANCES
FOR THE YEAR

STATEMENT. WiLL BE
SUBMITTED THIS EVENING

Mayor Hall Says Practically No
Deficit For Year
1909.

(From ‘Monday’s Daily.)

At this evening's meeting of the City
Council, which, by the way, is the last
meeting of the board as constituted for
the year just closed, Mayor Hall will
submit a statement showing the  re-
ceipts and expenditures for the year.
To the Times this morning the mayor
said-this statement would, he thought,
prove very satisfactory. While incom-
plete to some extent in respect to de-
tailed@ receipts and expenditure, the
statement would prove a comprehen-
sive summary of the city’s transac-
tions for the year 1909.

Mayor Hall said there would be a
small deficit shown on_the year’s
transactions—something in the neigh-
borhood of $4,000. But while this
amount was shown on the wrong side
of the ledger, it would also be shown
that there is a sum of about $5,000
coming from the Dominion government
for taxes on the old postoffice building,
which amount was as good as in the
city treasury, as.tje vouchers for the
same had been put through by Hon.
Wm., Templeman and Hon. Wm. Pugs-
ley, with whom  the matter had been
taken up by the mayor some months

ago. !

Then the sum of $4,000 is due the city
from the Oak Bay municipality. With
these two amounts the deficit will be
more than wiped out. In regard to the
fall fair deficit, the mayor said this
v as not taken into calculation in the
statement, which would be submitted
this evening. This was a matter for
the Agricultural Society ‘to consider,
and while, of course, the city would be
called upon to make good the deficit,
it would be more than protected in the
rossession of hunildings which' had been
erected last year.

Mayor Hall also pointeq out that the
city was this year called upon to pay
for school purposes the sum of $10,-
00c out of general revenue this year,
which is an abnormal and unusual lia-
bility. The city failed when making
the assessment to ask for suffi-
cient to meet the expenditure of the
year. And, again, the rate of two mills
has proved insufficient, and it would
appear from the experience of last
year and the manner in which the ex-
penditure is growing that it may be
necessary to increase the rate.

BRIGHT FUTURE
FOR GANADA

HON. SYISNEY?W e
SPEAKS AT BOSTON

FTime Coming When. Dominio.n
Will Furnish Food Con- -
sumed in States.

(Special to the Times.)

Boston, Jan. 10.—Hon. Sydney Fisher,
Minister of Agriculture for Canada,
sees for the Dominion’'a roseate future,
in which her great resources will have
been developed, and she will - chiefly
furnish food consumed in the United
States.

For the benefit of members of the
Beacon Society here, he drew a verbal
picture of the Dominion’s future.’ Like
the United States, he said, Canada has
been wasting her natural resotirees,
but hds seen the folly of it and pro-
rcses to conserve .them from now on.
He professed to see ahead the time
when the United States will have
ceased, by reason of the congestion of
people, to be the food-producing . na-
tion that she now -is, but, he assured
Lis hearers, there need be no feap, as
Canada will then be more than able
to feed us all.

In illustrating the manner in’ which
the great country to the north is de-
veloping her resources and moving to-
wards her ideal, Mr. Fisher said that
in’ ten years her products of agricul-
ture have increased.from $160,000,000 to
$663,000,000, and she has as yet but
touched the fringe of her possibilities.
To keep up the standard of Minneap-
olist flour, he said, the American mil-
lers have to take millions of bushels
of° No. 1 Northern wheat from Can-
ada. The three provinces in the North-
west, he declared, can produce a bil-
lion- bushels of wheat, or one and one-
half times more than the whole United
States produced last year. Last year,
Mr. Fisher said, 30,000 Americans went
across the border carrying with them
$65,000,000 to add to the wealth of Can-
ada. He. rather startled his hearers
when he said statistics’ showed that
during the past five years 300,000 Am-
ericans have gone to 'Canada, taking
with them $200,000,000.

Various Transportation In-
terests Tributary to City.

Wm. ‘Mackenie, president: of & the
Canadian Northern Railway Company,
who has been here for the past four
days, accompanied by F. H. Phippen,
general counsel, was joined last even-
ing by D. D. Mann, his distinguished
partner, and Col. A. D. Davidsen, land
commissioner—and this morning this
quartette were the stars around which
revolved the group of satellites- at-
tracted within their orbit by projects
which brought the “railway kings’” to
the capital of  British Columbia = at
this time.

This morning A. T. Goward, local
manager of the B, C. Electric Railway
Company, and the principals of the en-
gineering staff of that company, had a
long interview with Mr., Mackenzie.
The latter, interviewed by the Times
on his arrival, said that he had had
letters from the B. C. Electric Com-
pany relative ‘to an -arrangement
whereby the latter would be ablé to
utilize the right-of-way on the railway
to Barkley Sound for the erection of
their transmission poles—but it is be-
lieved that a much larger project may
be under discussion. It is assumed in
some quarters that the B. C. Electric
Company is being consulted in respect
to arrangemen‘ts for the electrification
of the .Victoria & Sidney, railway,
which it is generally believed will be
the medium by which that company
will reach Victoria if arrangements are
made for connection, and that possibly
also the matter of operating the whole
line from Victoria to Barkley Sound,
should that charter be secured, by
electricity, is being discussed. The
utilization of such power on both lines,
it is felt, would be feasible.

OFFICIAL HEAD

CHIEF FORESTER OF
U.S. IS DISMISSED

Fight Against Secretary of the

Interior Will Be Con-
tinued.

Washington, ID. C.,, Jan. 8.—Gifford
Pinchot, dismissed by the president
from the office as chief forester of the
United States, is clearing his desk to-
day, while his frien@ls are polishing
their trusty hammers and the impres-
sion everywhere is'that the big fight
is now on. ;

Meanwhile, everybody at the capital
is wondering what Col. Theodore
Roosevelt will have to say.

‘With the dismissal of Pinchot, only
two of the famous Roosevelt “tennis
cabinet” remain in the service.

After the official axe had been
whetted at six hours of cahinet meet-
ing the official heads of Pinchot, As-
sociate Forester Price and Assistant
Shaw, of the forestry bureau, were
chépped off at a single blow.

The friends of Pinchot to-day say
that he was not surprised at the re-
sult. They assert that he believed his
letter to Senator Dolliver could result
in no other way. It was looked on
here as a practical defiance.

Pinchot’s contention throughqut the
controversy with Secretary Ballinger
has been that he was upholding the
Roosevelt policy and that Ballinger
was opposed to them.

With the fight having gone to such
extremes, it is now considefred practi-
cally certain that Pinchot and his ad-
herents will continue the struggle.

The - congressional investigation of
the forestry service will now be only
perfunctory, as the three men against
whom it was directed are now out of
office.

The Washington newspapers to-day
take the attitude that Taft followed
the only possible course, holding that
the letter to Dolliver “was too flagrant
an offence to be overlooked.”

DIES IN ROME

Passes Away After lliness
Which Lasted for Three
Weeks.

(Times Leased Wire.)

Rome, Jan. 8.—Cardinal Satolli
at 4 o’cleck this morning.

The cardinal -bishops of the Catholic
church to-day prepared for the last sad
rites over the body of Cardinal Satolli.
Cardinal Satolli was stricken with
nephritis three weeks ago and lingered
in great pain up to the hour of his
death. He was 71 years of age.

Cardinal Satolli was born at Mar-
ciano, near Perugia, on July 21st, 1839,
and there he became one of the famous
Perugini—that circle of Catholic pre-
Iates who gathered around the Ilate
Pope Leo XIII., when he was the arch-
bishop of Perugia, and who later took
such a prominent part in Catholic af-
fairs when he became Pope.

With the elevation of the venerable
churchman to the Papacy he called
Mgr. Satolli to Rome, and he was
made the professor of theology at the
propoganda. In 1888 he was created
titular bishop of- Lepanto and canon
of ' St. John Lateran.

He represented the Pope at the
world’s Columbian exposition in Chi-
cago, and was honored as the principal
guest of Chicago during his stay. He
was apostolic delegate to the govern-
ment at Washington during the Span-
ish-American war. It is stated his ef-
forts did much to bring about a settle-
ment. He was created a cardinal and
proclaimed November 29th, 1895. He
later was prefect of the congregation
of studies of the Vatican. He took his
cardinal’s title from §St, M2 ia in
Aracoei.

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MILK GOES

" DOWN AGAIN
'VENDORS DECIDE UPON
REDUCING PRICES

Scale Now Only Practically the

Same as the Old
One.

(From Friday's Daily.)

Tl_le price of milk has been reduced
again 1n most cases to the old traiff
in force, or very nearly that amount.

M. Finnerty & Sons yesterday gave
notice of a reduction, Rogers Bros. last
night advertised prices at $1.7 a
month for pints and $3 for quadtrs.

The vendors held a private meeting

last night and asgreed on the reduction
of the scale of prices prepared a few
days ago. The price of milk will there-
fore be reduced to from $2 per pint per
month to $1.75. The wholesale price will
be: 30 cents instead of 35. This figures
out as a reduction of 21% per cent. off
the prices as published.
- The vendors hope that if the price of
feed goes down in the spring, as they
anticipate, a further reduction will be
possible. At matters stood at present
they would have to get better prices
than formerly or else go out of busi-
ness.

The increased prices, according to
the milkmen, were intended principal-
ly - for the winter months, when the
price of production is greater than in
the summer.

A meeting, which was not largely at-
tended, was held in the ' committee
room of the city hall last evening for
the purpose of conferring with the
milkmen who were to have been asked
to show reason why they should not
be proceeded against for a combine to
rise the prices to an excessive amount.
The meeting was called by Moses
Cotsworth, but the necessity for the
gathering had passed as a reduction
in prices had already begun.

Mayor Hall presided by invitation,
while Ald. Bishop was also present by
invitation. The question of the resaons
that had actuated the milk vendors in
raising prices was fully discussed, and
it was made clear that there had been
some considerable Jjustification for
such course owing to the increased
cost ‘of feed.

The milkmen insisted that all they
wanted was a fair profit. The price of
raw materials had increased, hay, for
instance, selling at $25 per ton; rents
were higher, and it had  been found
necessary -to feed stock in the vicinity
of the city to a greater extent than at
any ‘point on the mainland, where the
rainfall was much heavier,

In this connection. it is announced

Lthaty an orgapization will shortly be

formed in the city by local people to
be known as the Pure Milk Supply
Company. Negotiations are said to be
already in hand for the securing of a
site for the dairy which will be started.

BANDITS CREATE
REIGN OF TERROR

One Man is Killed and Another
Fatally Wounded in Re-
volver Fight.

Ypsilanti, Mich., Jan. 7.—One man is
dead and one fatally wounded as the
result of a battle with two yeggnien
who attempted to break into a raikway
station early to-day after causing a
reign of terror among the storekeepers
in the" vicinity.

Henry Miner, baggagen&ster, was
killed, and Morgan Emmett, operator,
fatally wounded.

The pistol battle followed a night of
terror in which the thugs held up a
score of persong and broke into several
stores near the station. They met no
resistance until they stormed the sta-
tion and made. an attempt to force
their way into the office. Miner and
Emmet met them with drawn revel-
vers. A desperate struggle followed, in
which many shots were fired by the
men as they grappled on the platform
of the station. Before reinforcements
arrived Miner was Kkilled by a bullet
from the pistol of one of the highway-
men, who escaped. Although fatally
wounded Emmett held on to his op-
ponet until help came and the man
was arrested. A posse is pursuing the
bandit who fled.

The bandit who was captured is
wounded. Carl Billings, Abel Haw-
kins, Robt. McCormick and Harry
Hari‘ington, all of Detroit, were taken
into custody and charged with being
members of the gang.

Billings was arrested previous to the
shooting and is suspected only of the
robbery of -stores and the hold-up of
citizens. McCormick and Harrington
were accused by two authorities with
having participated in the battle that
resulted in the death of Miner and the
wounding of Emmett.

The Navy.

Hon. Reginald McKenna, first lord
of the admiralty, in an address at
Newcastle, dealt exhaustively with na-
val questions. He declared Germany
could not build now as fast as Great
Britain. The navy was not 16,000 men
short and stores were not depleted.
Great Britain had twelve Dread-
noughts’ docks, not three, and in 1912
would have sixteen to Germany’s nine.

"It was grossly untrue to say that Ger-

many had more fast destroyers. Bri-
tain’s navy was unassailable, and for
the sake of the decencies of public life
he demanded that his opponents should
prove their words with facts and fig-
ures or cease using them.

John Burns, at Walsall, said the op-
position was inviting an invasion by
talking stupidly: about the unguarded
condition of our shores. 'Who were
those scaremongers? They were the
unemployable of commerce, the dul-
lards in finance and duffers of trade,
who asked ‘doles to make up for the
lack of brains, ability and adaptability,
and by taxing our best customers’ foad
and their fellow-citizens were trying
to impose upon the country fiscal dis-
ahility which all ought to regref.

Food Duties.

That is for all who
complain of the burden to practice the
virtue of self-denijal.®* Most of us eat
too. much anyhow, especially of the
things that are not most nourishing
and’ beneficial, and a year's' absten-
ance would do us good. As an example
of how the matter is regarded in other
parts of the world, read and digest the
fcllowing from the New York Times:

It is easy, enough to sympathize with
the purpose of the little group of peo-
ple - in Washington who have deter-
mined to ‘“do something” to bring
down the cost of living, but when it
comes to expecting success to follow
the execution of their announced plans
—that is quite a different matter.- Thay
expect, it seems, to organize 1,000,000
American citizens into determined boy-
cotters of everything made or handled
by 'a trust or combination. It ig a
late day for the adoption of that de-
vice, and these well-intentioned plot-
ters ‘'seem to. realize some of: the diffi~
cultiés of the situation that confronts
them, for it is rather a going without
than a real boycott that they propose.
. As regards meat, for instance, they
do not suggest that purchases he made
only of “independents,” whiclp;would
obviously be impracticable, but that no
meat at all be bought ‘till the purvey-
ors thereof see the error of their ways
and consent to accept reasonable
prices. That scheme would undoubt-
edly be effective if enough people
would go into it, but for most of us,
fortunately, vegetarianism is a sorry
altérnative, even for butcher bills
higher than we can afford to pay, and
while we might be willing to transfer
our trade to shops not in or under the
vague and indefinite co-ordination of
interests called the meat trust, we do
not know where such shops are to. be
found.

It is much the same with most of the
other necessities of life. They  dre all
“trusted,” more or less, or combined,
more or less, and this seems to have
been a natural and inevitable result of
living in modern conditions. The vast
majority of us simply cannot deal di-
rectly with individual producers or
manufacturers, and while that remains
the case the million American citizens
will probably think a good-many times
before they agree not to use anything
on which two or three profits have
been made.

But the Washington idea is to take
up one thing at a time and to conquer
the enemy in detail. - The trouble with
the idea is that it would have to he
carried' out by so many people who,
while suffering from' one form of ex-
ploitation, are themselves profiting
from ~another, and "efforts’ at reform
are rarely carried 'to the extént of
emptying one’s own pockeét. ' That
methods both of production and of.dis-
tribution can be improved is doubtless
true, but the forces at work in bring-
ing about the present high cost of liv-
ing are too large to be counteracted
by-an artificial diminution of demand.
If we do not eat meat .we must eat
something else, .and again the law of
supply and demand would get to work
oa us in the old vmy.

In -respect to the theatre by-law,
much opposition has developed to that
measure, and while it has warm advo-
cates who have organized to endeavor
to secure its passage, it is considered
doubtful if it will carry. Those op-
posed say the land—which is situate on
the corner of Douglas and Belleville
streets—can be devoted to much better
purpese; that it is unwise for Victoria
to embark in the theatrical business by
taking stock in the company, and that
as the project is one of a private char-
acter the granting of a site free of
taxation is unwarrantable. The sup-
porters of the measure, on the other
hand, contend that Victoria, which is
now attracting people of wealth and
leisure in large numbers, is suffering
discredit in not being in a position to
offer the better class of theatrical at-
tractions owing to inadequate theatre
accommodation; that while such a
theatre would prove a real asset to
the city for that reason, no private
company will undertake the erection
of a building, as the business offering
will be unprofitable for a number of
years; that no better use can be made
of the land and that instead of the
concession asked being a burdensome
one, the city is getting off very lightly
compared with what has been the ex-
perience of some cities in the west,
which have  initiated similar enter-
prises.

The by-law empowering the corpora-
tion to raise a loan of $184,000 for
school purposes will in all probability
carry by a large majority. Everyone
is agreed that it is absolutely neces-
sary that more school accommodation
should be provided at the earliest pos-
sible date. With the city growing m
all directions, and with population
pouring in at a very rapid rate, few
can be found who are opposed to
providing additional educational facili-
ties to meet the situation.

ALBERTA GRAIN IS
WANTED. IN MEXICO

Captain Worsnop Says Unable
to Fill Orders Through Lack
of Elevators.

Captain Worsnop, of the Canadian-
Mexican line of steamers, is in the city
to-day in connection with a delegation
which waited on Mackenzie & Mann and
the proyincial government in regard to
freight rates. He is also interested in
the repairs being made to the steamer
Georgia, which is at presenf in the dfy
dock.

Asked in regard to the plans of the com-
pany for the future, Captain Worsnop
sald nothing definite had yet been decided
upon. He expected to leave for England
next Sunday and would stop off in Al-
berta: for the purpose of .conferring with
the government of that province in con-
nection with the establishment of elevat-
ors on this Coast.

“We have lost a good deal of freight
this year through not having the grain at
Vancouver,”” said the captain. Ten thou-
sand “bushels were orderéd through us,
but we were unable to get the aid of the
governments concerned. It would be a
great advantage to this prevince to have
grain shiped out from the Coast ports.
See how this trade has built up Tacoma
and many other places. Yes, we expect
to build the elevators and we expect the
government to aid the scheme.”

It is plain that much of the success of
the Canadian-Mexican line depends upon
the amount of grain which is shipped
from this port. Mexico promises to be one
of the best customers for Alberta grain,
but there must be elevators. * If these are
built the company will require much
more accommodation, but if the wheat
does not come their way steamers not
much larger than the Georgia and Lons-
dale will be of sufficient carrying capa-
city to handle all that-is offered.

Captain Worsnop further said that it
was not decided what would be done in
regard to steamers. There were so many
things which might affect any arrange-
ment which he would make, that it was
premature to make an announcement,

The high prices obtained for seal
skins this past season and the pros-
pect that they will be even higher next
vear has given a fillip to the industry
and has. set everyone on the water-
front scheming to find out how they
may obtain a share of the profits which
are said to be made.

On ‘Saturday ‘the little schooner
Western Slope was taken around to
Esquimalt and beached in order that
repairs might be made. It is under-
stood that she will be sent out under
command of Captain Billy Tyson. ;An-
other schooner is being chartered by
a local syndicate to send to the sealing
grounds, and it is-not improbable that
a number of others may be sent if
suitable arrangements are made. One
man in discussing the subject this
morning sald it was his opinion- that
nearly a dozen schooners would: go to
Behring sea this year,

The Vera and Pescawha are already
on the California coast or on their way
thither, and one or two other schoon-
ers are preparing, Previous to the
later developments it was thought that
six schooners would' go, but this vm&kes
at least eight with much talk of more.

The Umbrina, which did not get out
last year, was tabooed by the Indians
on account of a report that she was
unseaworthy. Since that she has been
hauled out on the ways and a thorough
inspection made of her hull, both by
Indians and experts, and it wag found
that she was perfectly sound and safe.
She will probably get an Indian crew.

Captain Blackstad leaves on the Tees
to-night to secure his Indian crew, and
Captain Heater is already on the West
Coast. Probably white crews will be
taken on the-other schooners.

HUNTING PERILS.

Official Attacked by Lion and Rhinoc-
eros at Same Time.

M. H, Beech, acting district commis-
sioner of Baringo, in the East African
protectorate, has sent home to his
father, Rev. Howard Beech, .rector of
Great Bealings, Suffolk, an account of
an exciting encounter he had with a
lion and a rhinoceros.

“On the road tg Mandu,” he says, “I
espied on the grass two lionesses and
three cubs. I aimed at the largest
lioness, and wounded her badly, I
think mortally. At any rate, she fell
over plump, with her feet in the air,
but she got up and sprang towards us.

‘“As I was preparing to shoot again
1 heard the porters run, and, turning
round, found an immense bull rhinoc-
eros coming for me like an express
train from behind, and within ten feet
of me,

“I was too near to shoot—had no
time to raise my gun, and the lioness
was coming on from the other direc-
tion. I had the presence of mind not
to turn my back on the rhino, and
stepped aside, but it did the same. I
then—stepped to the other side, and
was distinctly relieved to see it pass
on, )
“The Somalis went into the bush
shouting and throwing stones. The
lioness sprang out, knocked a spear out
of the hand of a Somali who had
stopped to receive her charge, and
tore a huge piece of flesh from his arm.
Another Somali kept her off.

“We burnt the place out, and killed
a half-grown cub, and while doing this,
blest if I didn’t espy another huge
‘rhino’ preparing to charge: However,
he didn’t do so, and we went on to
camp, It all happened in a few sec-
onds, but I consider those few sec-
the liveliest of my existence.”

FIRE CHIEF. DAVIS
REPORTS FOR YEAR

Small Loss is Shown During 12
Months—Brackman &
Ker Heaviest.

Fire Chief Davis has submitted his
report for the year 1909 to the fire
wardens, It is as follows:

In compliance with the rules gov-
erning the fire department, I have the
honor to herewith submit a synopsis
of the annual report of the department
during the year ending December 381,
1909, giving a statement of the fires
which have occurred during the year.

The fire alarms during the year
number 160. This is an increase over
that of last year. I might state that
there was no record kept of the fire
losses up to May 1, 1909. This was
previous to my taking charge of .the
department. Since May 1, 1909, ali
fire losses, insurance, description of
buildings, cause of fires have been
kept.

The total loss by fire since May 1,
1909, amounted to $74,375. This is
largely accounted for by the heavy
losses of Mr. M. R. Smith’s biscuit
factory and the Brackman-Ker mill
fire. One of these fires was in such a
condition that when our department
arrived upon the scene it was utterly
impossible to do anything beyond sav-
ing the surrounding buildings, which
was done, and the other owing to, the
location of it and the condition the
roads were in and the headway it had,
it was in my opinion a well stopped
fire, and was surprising that the loss
was not greater.

GOVERNMENT MAY ~
BREED PHEASANTS

Pens to Be Establsihed at Chil-
liwack—Hungarian Part-
ridge for Island.

A. Bryan Williams, provincial game
warden, has announced, according to
the News-Advertiser, that .arrange-
ment were being made by the provin-
cial government to breed 1,000 pheas-
ants at Chilllwack during the present
year, while it is altogether likely that
the departnient in charge will enforce
a temporary close season for pheasants
on the Mainland in order to replenish
the supply of this fine game bird, Mr.
Williams favors a close season for one
year at least, and expresses the opin-
ion that this would be an extremely
popular move. The experiments of the
past few years with Mongolian pheas-
ants have proven eminently satisfac-
tory., As a result of thet care taken of
the birds at Chilliwack, where pens
are maintained and the birds looked
after, 297 hardy youngsters were avail-
able for release this season on the
Lower Mainind and the I8land, while
there are 70 of the original stock birds
left at New Westminster.

Following the decision of the pro-
vincial government to bring out - 1,000
pheasants for breeding purposes,. Mr.
Williams is now preparing to con-
struet more pens at Chilliwack, and
will later interview the government re-
garding the proposal to have a close
season or a short open one. In his
opinion this must he done at once er
there will be little pheasant shooting
in the future owing the scarcity of
this game bird. In the past, these
birds have been brought out by a few
sportsmen who interested themselves
in the move and they bore the ex-
pense. However, Mr. Williams has
now interested the government in the
matter, and they have decided to
bring out the birds, and they will be
cared for at Chilliwack, In many
states across the line, the governments
bear the expense in connection with
distributing annually a few thousand
of these fine and especially suitable
game birds. Illinols alone, cares for
15,000 annually. Stk

The object in having a temporary
close season is to give the pheasant a
fresh start, and the opportunites for
sport wquld be immensely stimulated

in the course of two or three years,

Mr. Williams has just arranged to
bring out another lot of Hungarian
partridges, which will' be released
about the middle of Ferbuary at differ-
ent points ¢n the Lower Mainland and
Vancouver Island. :

Arrangements are also being made
by Mr. Williams’ detpartment to. bring
out a large number of prairie chicken
from Alberta, for the purpose of re-
stocking the Nicola country. The Al-
berta government has granted Mr.
Williams permission to catch the
prairie chicken and the game warden
has already let a contract with an Al-
berta sportsman to catch the birds and
ship them to Vancouver,

PALACE BURNS.

Athens, Greece, ‘Jan. 8.—The Royal
Falace at Tatoi caught fire at 10 o’clock
on Wednesday evening, while the royal
family were gathered around a Christ-
mas tree. The flames spread rapidly
and moon the right wing of the-palace
was' praetically destroyed. The fire is
believed to have been due to illumina.
tions on the tree. The royal family
made a hasty escape.

A large force for firemen were soon
on the scene, and they were assisted
by the sailors from the English and
Rusian‘ warships. The fire was con-
fined mainly to the upper story, com-
prising the apartments of the ladies-
in-waiting and the servants. The
chapel and state apartments were only
slightly damaged. No one was in-
jured.

CANADA'’S NAVAL POLICY.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier Speaks at Opening
of Liberal Club in Toronto.

Toronto, Jan. 8.—At the official open-
ing of the Ontario club, the new Lib-
eral club for the province, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier was the principal speaker. He
devoted his short address to Canada's
naval policy almost wholly.

Canada has made, he said, such en-
ormous strides in material wealth that
no nation could show such a record as
that of the Dominion during the past
few years. He proceeded to show that
Canada willingly and loyally bowed to
the suzerainty of the British sovereign,
but that suzerainty was only so far as
the parliament and people of Canada
conceded. This unexampled and splen~
did position of being a nation and yet
being under the British crown has
founded new problems and calls for
new duties. - The parliament of Canada
had declared unanimously that the
time had come when Canada should
bear a share of the burden of defence
of the Empire. There were the ques-
tions of security of commerce, the pro-
tection of our own coasts and the war-
rant which our actions would give of
trying to secure the peace of the world,
because all nations knew that we did
not desire any aggrandizement and did
not seek any other than the defence of
our own interests. This was what we
meant when we unanimously resolved
on forming the nucleus of a Canadian
navy.

He declared that all the talk about
Germany’s alleged desire for aggran-
dizement at the expence of Great Bri-
tain was without any real foundation
in fact, and that even' if it were the
fact Britain was so powerful on sea
and land that it would be madness to
attack her, Canada, at any rate, would
be true and leyal to Britain.

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ON LARGE SCALE

MODERN METHODS
USED BY THE C. P. R.
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Estimates Compiled for Work
Done at Shaughnessy
Heights.

In connection with the efforts being
made in different parts of British Co-
lumbia to clear up the logged-off. lands,
making them fit for agriculture and
fruit growing, any data bearing on the
subject is of great interest. Several
attempts to apply modern methods to
the work have proved a failure, large-
ly because those interested have not
known enough. about it. They were
usually raw.recruits and broke enough
tackle to absorb any margin of profit.

At French Creek, Ladysmith, and
Alberni on Vancouver Island, the C.
P.R. have been .doing considerable
clearing, letting the work by contract
and then selling the lands to settlers.
They have not, however, done any-
thing like the amount of work they
originally intended, because they found
the cost too high.

At Vancouver on Shaughnessy
Heights the company have had four
big stumping machines at work for &
long time, and up to date they. have
cleared about three hundred acres. So
successful has the work been that they
intend to clear the rest of the land be-
tween Granville and Ontario . streets,
and extending nearly out to the Fraser
River, a block containing nearly 1,000
acres. The cleared land has been all
sold, and there is a good deal of in-
quiry for the other,

There has been much speculation as
to the cost of clearing this big tract.
Three of the outfits are in charge of
J. A. Johnston, an expert in the busi-
ness, who has full charge. He is also
a C.P.R. lands’ inspector. The land he
is clearing is covered with very heavy
stumps, most of which are Douglag fir,
and being on highly gravelly land their
roots go straight down to an unknown
depth into the earth.

The method of “clearing adopted is
practically the same as that used in
the State of Washington,
stumps are 88 mueh heavier and they
hold so muclf tighter in the soil that
the cost is neécessarily much heavier,
largely on account of the much larger
amount of power necessary to loosen
them up.

A gin pole isserected in the middle
of a fifteen to’twenty-acre tract of
land and the sixty horse-power log-
ging engine.is.anehored near the out-
side of the plot.. The big inch and
an eighth cable 4s passed through the
pulley at the top of the gin pole and
hitched to the.stumps in turn, each of
which is hauled to the big pile which
soon surrounds the base of the pole.
When all the stumps have been drawn
to the pile the whole is fired and the
small refuse cleaned up and burned
before the land is ready for grading.

Most people know how the work is
done, but few seem to know anything
about the cost. With the object of
ascertaining this an interview -was
sought with the foreman of the work,
Mr., Johnston, and he very kindly
supplied some figures which worked
out show the cost of operating one ma-
chine for a week during which time
an average of four acres of land is
stumped. Often more than that
amount is cleared in summer, an acre a
day being common, but there is maving
the machine and other delays which
bring the average down. The follow-
ing are the figures:

Added to the above is the cost of
slashing the small growth which is put
at $50 an acre, and the final gleaning
which can usually be done for $10 an
acre. This makes a grand total of
$169.75 per acre for making the land
ready for grading, or in the case of
agriculture, ready for plowing.

The above estimates are very. con-
servative. Although . Mr. Johnston
gives the wages of the hook tenders
and line assistant as those paid to
white men, it was noticeable that in
one outfit at least the work was done
by Japanese at a much smaller rate of
pay. The engineer is the only man on
the regular salary, and the chief hook
tender is usually the foreman of the
gang. %

It is interesting to note that three
tons of powder a week is wused in
clearing ahead of the four outfits. The
blasting is done by two white men at
$3.50 and $3 a day respectively, aided by
a Japanese and a Hindu at about $2 a
day each. A steam thawer is used for
thawing the powder. The explosive
costs $290 a ton, and is used without
stint.

About two days is usually taken In
moving from one plot of land to an-
other, including the setting up of the
gin pole, anchoring and making ready
for starting. There is a small cost
which should be allowed for burning
the piles amounting to nearly ten dol-
lars an acre, but which will probably
be covered by the conservative- esti-
mates on the other items.

The cost of the outfit as given by
Mr. Johnston figures out as follows:

Mr. Johnston seems to understand
his business thoroughly, and that
! probably accounts for the fact that the

but the

work is a success. He knews 2all the
details of the ‘work, and ‘appsarently
uses a good deal of diplomacy in get-
ting the most he possibly can -out of
the men, The men board themselves,
and this simplifies matters consider-
ably. Being near the city makes this
possible. On lighter land it is easy
to conceive that the .cost might be
lower. In the case of the farmer there
would probably be no slashing to pay
for, as the land would -be kept free
from undergrowth for grazing pur-
poses. The picking up would also be
done at odd times. This would ma-
terially reduce the cost. The land in
question hag been logged off for a few
years, although many of the trees were
cut quite recently.

The work is undoubtedly a success,
and will be widely applied in different
parts of the province where the land
is valuable for fruit growing and gen-
eral‘agriculture.

'MEMBERS OF UNION

THREATEN TO STRIKE

Western Federation’s  Ulti-
matum to B. C. Copper
Company.

Greenwood, Jan. 7.—The local branch
of the Western Federation of Miners
has notified. the British Columbia Cop-
per Company that members in its em-
ploy at Mother Lode mine and local
smelter will .quit work on Tuesday,
January - 10th, unless the company
agrees to employ members of the order
exclusively.

This demand has been refused by
Frederick Keffer, general menager,
who, in reply, states that it would be
impossible to coerce non-union em-
ployees to join the federation. As long
as an employee was efficient he did not
care anything about the man’s creed,
nationality, or connection with labor
unions. :

The situation here is acute, but it
is hoped that a strike, involving the
suspension of mining and smelting
operations, resulting in the enforced
idleness of 500 men, will be averted.

There has been a strong feeling in
the ranks of the union employees be-
cause many of their fellow workmen
refused to join the federation. Re-
cently, as a test case, one of the non-
union employees was fined $50 for refu-
sing to join the federation, and later
an additional $10 was imposed for
failure to pay the fine.

GRAND TRUNK WHARVES
WERE UNDER DISCUSSION

Keefer Will Make Report on
Matter to Dominion Gov-
ernment.

Although the committee of the Board
of Trade appointed to investigate the
matter of the Grand Trunk Pacific
wharves hag not yet completed its
work, a preliminary report was made
to the council of the board at its
meeting Friday. They were of ‘the
opinion that if the part of the harbor
opposite the Indian reserve were
dredged out there would be plenty of
room for the wharves as proposed.

A fortnight ago Hon. William Tem-
pleman telegraphed to Harbor Engi-
neer Keefer t0 go into. the matter
thoroughly with the parties concerned
and to report. Mr. Keefer is now
waiting for the arrival of J. H. Bacon,
the Grand Trunk harbor engineer, in
order to discuss the matter with him.

The cost of dredging that part of the
harbor mentioned would be about
$225,000, and a new drill for the work
would cost $30,000. When the Minister
of Public Works was in the city a
short time ago he promised that a new
drill would be proviged and the Board
of Trade is expecting that something
will be done in this regard during® the
present session.

FOREIGN VESSELS MAY
TRADE ROUND HORN

-

Order in Counci! Recently
Passed in Regard to
Coasting Laws.

An order-in-council has Ween passed
by the Dominion government giving
certain vessels of foreign countries
the right to engage in the trade be-
tween the East and West coasts of
Canada. The following is the text of
the order:

““His Excellency in Council is pleased
to order, and it is hereby ordered that
notwithstanding anything in the order-
in-council of 17th December,. 1908, re-
specting vessels. participating in the
coasting trade of Canada, steamships
of the following countries, namely:

The railway companies dre putting
obstacles in the way of transportation
by the Tehuantepec route. They have
two distinet rates, the higher of which
is charged for local trade and the low-
er for export. The railway companies
look upon the trade with this coast
by way of the Tehuantepec as local,
and charge the higher rate betweén
inland point€ and the coast, when it is
for the purpose of making such con-
nections. As an instance: for export

to Boston export rates are charged be- |

tween Montreal and -St. Johns, but
when the freight has to be carried
further south to the isthmus they
charge the local rates.

The matter of the unfairness of the
charges was brought before the Vic-
toria Board of Trade by the manage-
ment of the Canadian-Mexican line on
this coast, and protests have also been
lodged to the railway commissioners
by the Elder-Dempster line and others
that handle the freight on the east
coast. :

Madison, Md., Jan. 8.—Senator La
Follette, in a signed editorial in his
weekly paper, thakes the Taft admin-
istration severely to task, saying in
part:

NEW PORT OF CALL
IN MEXICAN WATERS

Liners Will Stop at Santiago
Bay—Development of
Tehauntepec.

Steamer Erna, of the Jebsen line,
left Friday for Mexico and Central
America with a large number of busi-
ness men aboard, bound south, some
on pleasure bent and others going for
the purpose of investigating trade con-
ditions in the countries touched.

Officers of the Erna state that in the
near future they expect to make regu-
lar calls at Santiago Bay, just north
of Manzanillo. Large wharves and a
breakwater are to be built there in the
near future, this being the terminus of
a short line of railway to be built to
develop a large land concession. Al-
ready the company is shipping some
mahogany and walnut timber on the
Kosmos steamers, and they expect to
be shipping fruits in the very near fu-
ture, Cattle raising and agriculfure are
to be among the industries of the dis-
trict, and all these will bring business
to the port.

Word has been received from Mexico
that the Tehuantepéc railway has just
been compelled to provide about 250
new box cars for their freight traffic,
the business having increased so fast
that even with the addition of that
number of cars and a number of new
locomotives it is as much as the rail-
way can do to handle all the freight.

EX-CITY ENGINEER
IN HIS OWN DEFENCE

Alleges That Mayoralty Candi-
date Has Misrepresented
Situation.

(From, Monday’s Daily.)

Those who were present at the A.

Henderson, as chairman of
the finance committee of the city coun-
cil, knew perfectly well that while the
sum mentioned was voted for street
maintenance, only a fraction of that
amount was available to the city en-
gineer, a very large portion being di-
verted, mainly through the direct
initiative of Ald. Henderson, to other
purposes. Mr. Topp also makes other
charges against Ald. Henderson. Thz
letter follows:

It is with extreme regret I find it
necessary to appeal to you for space
taking exception to the remarks of
Alderman Henderson at a meeting held
during the past week.

It is not policy in the ordinary way
for an official- to adopt this action,
but I deel now that I am entitled to
protect myself and my personal ability
in order to prevent erroneous. con-
¢lusions in the minds of citizens. I
take exception to the remarks which
appeared in the press, “that he, Ald-
eérman Henderson, failed to see any
good results for the $64,000 given the
enginecr’s department for mainten-
ance for the year 1909 and that the of-
ficials were incapable from the hxgheat
to the lowest.”

As chairman of the finance com-
mittee Alderman Henderson ‘should
know that the above remarks are not
a fair statement of the case. As a
matter of fact the council of last year
voted for maintenance a sum of $64,-
000, which was supplemented by a fur-
ther sum of $10,000, making a total of
From this amount $12,000 was
taken for entirely new work, and $10,-
200 for other purposes outside of my
department, leaving a balance of only
$52,00 for all purposes. Of this
amount only $15,000 was allotted for
istreet repairs, and taking the low es-
timate of 100 miles of streets, this only
gave us about $15.00 for a year's main-
tenance for a city block of 600 feel.
In plain words, Alderman Henderson
handed, as chairman, the engineer’s
departinent a certain sum with one
hand and with the other takes back
$22,000, and then takes the platform
ahd statés that he fails-'to see any
good results for the $64,000.

At the time the estimates were pass-
ed it was my plan and intention to
have at my disposal in September at
last $25,000 for resurfacing roadways,
etc. The fall season being the best
time for this work, and what was the
result? Instead of this sum we had
only a few hundred dollars, it being
necessary to divert it to other pur-
poses considered by the council ,and
Alderman Henderson should be and is

| more familiar with the truth of thess

statements than any other alderman.

It may be popular with a certain fac-
tion to discredit any public official,
but unless they are founded on facts,
such attacks should have no influénce
in the administration of our muni-
cipal affairs.

With regard to the merit of my sub-
ordinate officials I may say that while
the work department of the city might
not be run to the liking of everyone, it
ceriainly does not reflect discredit on
any of my late officials, but is due to
the lack of system caused largely by
aldermen, of whom Alderman Hen-
derson is the chief transgressor. I
might cite many instances to bear out
my statement where he has interfered
with grades, ete., particularly in front
of his own home on Park road, and
the citizens really ought to know that
the meddling which has gone on dur-
ing the period in which Alderman
Henderson has been chairman of the
streets committee has caused rthany
thousands of dollars of wuseless ex-
pense.

Saturday afternoon when Walter Rich-
ard Palmer, son of R. M. Palmer, of
Rockside Orchard, was crushed be-
tween a moving train and the high
platform. rfrom injuries received Mr.
Falmer succumbed shortly = after he
arrived at St. Joseph’s hospital.

The deceased. who was one of  the
most promising young men in the
neighborhood, had disembarked from
the steamer Iroquois on his way home
from one of the Gulf islands. He was
swinging on the car and tried to get
within the rear vestibule to escape the
platform, but was just too late.

PAYROLL OVER $250,000

Large ' Amount  Distributed

Among Workers in
Coal City.

To-day is pay-day.

This is a sentence we hear once
every month from one end of the year
to the other, says Saturday’s Nanaimo
Herald, yet how offen does the average
person stop to consider how many dol-
lars are paid out, and where it all
comes from?

'"wo hundred and fifty-seven thou-
sand dollars, all from local industries
ie a very fair estimate of the amount
cf money which will be paid out to-
day, and put in circulation right here
at home. This, too, without counting
the pay of clerks in stores, and real
estate offices, the local printing offices,
the laundry, brewery and various other
industries and firms which, while their
pay rolls do not run away up into the
thousands, still amount to a nice, com-
fortable lump sum paid out each
month,

The Western Fuel Company will to-
day issue 1,400 pay checks, which will
be turned into the local banks and ap-
proximately the sum of $120,000 with-
drawn, ¢

The Pacific Coast Coal Co., Ltd.,
with- mines at South Wellington, will
issued 450 pay checks, which will be
cashed at the local branch of the
Merchant’s Bank, and will approxi-
mate $40,000.

The combined herring fisheries are
employing all told some 1,500 men, who
average a monthly pay of $45,000, or a
total suin of $67,500.

The Hamilton Powder Company will
issue 120 pay checks, and a very con-
servative estimate of the total amount
when cashed is $8,000.

The Ladysmith Tumber Company
will pay out, all told, in wages a sum
in the neighborhood of $7,000.

The Vancouver-Nanaimo Coal Com-
pany, which is, comparatively, a new
company, will pay, it is estimated, very
nearly, or quite $5,000.

The local creamery’s monthly ex-
penses dare $2,400, and while this is not
all wages, of course, still it is mioney
paid out monthly to farmers and resi-
dents of this city and vicinity.

employing a large number of men. Un-
fortunately, at the time of writing we
are unable to learn the number, but
placing their pay roll on the same basis
as that of the Ladysmith Lumber
Company, it would add another $7,000
monthly.

The figures, while not presenting
the absolutely correct amount paid out
by the various firms and industries, are
approximately correct, and show not
only that Nanaimo is a good town, but
why it is.

This morning Deputy Attorney-Gen-
eral Maclean continued his argument
in reply to Mr. Henderson, begun yes-
terday afternoon. He went carefully
into the mmatter of the ante-mertem
statement of the murdered woman and
ihe evidence before the trial court s
to her sensée of impending death when
she made il ifnplicating the 'two ac-
cused.

“If trath is to be expected at all it
is in the article of death, even ‘a more
solemn moment than when a person is
under oath,” said Mr., Maclean.

He reviewed tne evidence in - the
doctor, the priest and the father of the
woman, and 'maintained that, there was
undoubted proof that the woman “was
sure going to die,” as she was quoted
as saying. ' It was for the trial judge Lo
decide on the evidence whether or not
an ante-mortem statement was admis-
sible, and in this case he had decided
that her.state of mind as to the im-
minence of death was such that her
staterment was p"operly one to go be-
fare the jury.

There was a lengthy argument by the
deputy attorney-general as to what
constitutes a “reply.” By law the at-
torney-general’ or anyone acting for
him has the right to the last word, no
matter what the usual order of ad-
dresses by counsel, and Mr. Maclean
arguned that in his speech he had the
right to traverse all the facts of the
case; that ‘“reply” here meant a speech
in return. Mr. Henderson's argument
point had been that ‘reply”
confined the attorney-general to the
points dealt with by counsel for ac-
cused. Mr. Maclean held that even so
slight deviations should not be a
ground for quashing a conviction.
Dealing with oljections to the judge's
charges Mr. Maclean read from it to
show that it was fair, clear and em-
phatic in instruction as to reasonable
doubt, and that on other points com-
plained of remarks that had been jus-
tified by the evidence or line taken by
counsel.

“It would be a misfortune if trial
judges were to be muzzled; were to ba
afraid to - -say  this or that for fear it
would give ground for upsetting a con-
viction,” said Mr. Magclean.

Mr. Henderson began a reply just be-
fore luncheon. In answer to Chief Jus-
tice. Macdonald as to why he had not
made certain objections «during the
irial Mr. Henderson explained that his
theory was that this only focussed the
attention of the jury on points a pris-
oner’'s counsel would desire to keep
{rom them.

Mr. Justice Irving quoted a recent
Ontario Court. of Appeal judgment in
which it was laid down that counse]
should make objections at the time,
being there td assist the court in the
administration of justice. .

Yesterday afternoon Mr. Maclean
cpening his argument, took up the con-
stitutional point as to the failure to
read a commission of assize. The pro-
vincial statute having abolished thc
commission he argued that this neces-
garily abolished the reading of the com
mission at the opening of the assize,.

Antonio, he said.

“You must remember thit in that
case the point was decided against
your coniention,” remarked the chief
justice.

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LONG APPEAL -

NO FIGHTING AT GREYTOWN.,
Brjtish Commander Will Land Force
if Necessary to Protect Property.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 8.—The ma-
jority of houses in Greytown being
owned by British subjects, there must

‘be no fighting within that town. If

any does take place there I shall my-
self ' be at liberty to land a strong
armed party and guns to stop it.”

This is the substance of a note issued
by Consul Moffatt at Bluefields said
to' be sent by the commander of the
ship Seylla, now at Greytown, Nicar-
agua.

Generals Estrada and Hurlado, com-
manding the revolutionary and govern=
meng forces respectively, are now in
that vicinity.

The action on the part of the British
commander injects a new element into
the military situation in Bastern Nic-
aragua, and in all probability wil] re-
sult in Estrada moving his army im-
mediately westward, with-Managua for
its legitimate destination.

It is said at the state department
that the British commander is well
within his rights in prohibiting fight-
ing within the city of Greytown, and
officials furnished a number of pre-
cedents for such action. Not many
vears ago the commander of an Ame?i-
can warship in the harbor of Rio de
Janeiro took exactly the same step as
is nmow taken by the British com-
mander, and for a similar reason. In
1860 Great Britain, which for a consid-
erable period had exercised a protec-
torate over the eastern or ‘“Mosquito
Ccast” of Nicaragua, surrendered her
rights, since which time ‘her position
with respect to that territory has been
on the same footing as that of other
nations.

MINING FOR
YEAR IN B. C.

REVIEW OF INDUSTRY
FOR TWELVE MONTHS

The Situation in the Important
- Centres of the
Province.

The calendar year 1902, in all its
varied aspects, now lies behind us, The
interesting sequence of events that
have transpired in the growing mining
industry of British Columbia at this
moment but remain a mere matter of
hjstory; these events having their in-
fluence upon the future, of course, but,
nevertheless, being relegated to the
dead past. Part of the general scheme
of advancement, looked forward to as
the year was ushered in, has become
a realized fact; many expectations that
were ganguine during the early months
have been hopelessly shattered, Hori-
zons that then appeared nebulous and
cloudy have since cleared and bright-
er.>d, and despite the several little re-
trogressions in some quarters the year
was fraught with the elements of pro-
gress and it can be truthfully said that
anqgther step forward has been taken,
writes George A. Ohren, in the Cana-
dian Mining Journal,

In the Boundary, the premier mining
district of the province, substantial
advancément was looked for during
1909, While some of the marks of pro-
gress, outlined at that time, have been
duly passed, others are still lying be-
fore' us in the impending future. The
Gisabling of the electric power system
that supplies the mines, by the cold
weather of early January, caused
somewhat of a set-back. The strike
of coal miners in Southern Alberta was
the occasion of a grave depression in
the tonnage shipped from the mines of
the B. C. Copper Co., for nearly four
months. Activity in the affairs of the
Dominion Copper Co., was mostly con-
fined to reorganizatlon and untangling
legal knots, and little or no work was
done on the mines until near the last
of the year, ‘when diamond drill ex-
ploration was started on the Rawhide,
the' leading mine controlled by that
company,

The Granby Consolidated M.S.&P.
Co., taking advantage of the low price
of copper, augmented, in turn, each of
its eight big ‘furnaces at the Grand
Forks smelter. The last furnace was
completed and blown in during the
early part of December, TRe furnaces
were lengthened from 18 to 22 feet and
made four feet wider. This increased
the capacity of the smelter from 3.500
to 4,500 tons per day. The lately com-
pleted convertor- plant has a capacity
of 40,000,000 s. copper per annum, The
total receipts of the Granby smelter in
1908 amounted to 1,049,670 tons, and the
receipts for the . year 1909 will . just
about equal or slightly surpass these
figures. A 2 per cent. dividend was
paid in December, The management of
this company has not tried to make an
extraordinary year’s production, but
has worked along on a same basis and
taken steps to improve conditions for
times when metal prices will be strong-
er.

Although the mines of the British
Columbia Copper Co., were closed down
for several months on account of fuel
shortage, the ore shipments from its
mines to the company’s Greenwood
smelter will total approximately the
figure of 1908, or about 360,000 tons. A
change in the mine management took
place October 1st. when P, S, .Coul-
drey, erstwhile manager, Le Roi 2,
Ltd., Rossland, took charge. The ore
shipments were noticeably heavier
shortly after this change. On the Oro
Denoro mine operated by this com-
pany, extensive development work was
done and much ore located.

The Consolidated Mining & Smelt-
ing Co., of Canada, Ltd., operating the
Snowshoe-Phoenix Amalgamated, will
ship over 100,000 tons more from the
Snowhoe in 1909 tharn during the pre-
vious year. A tramway has been built
on the Amalgamated and the railway
spur will soon be completed, so that
the output for this group in 1910 will
be record-breaking.

The Greenwood-Phoenix tunnel was
driven a couple of hundred feet; the
Argo tunnel, at Greenwood, is in nearly
300 feet, and one 20-inch galena vein
cut. The Sally shipped 130 tons of $125
ore. The Golden Eagle sent 330 tons
to Grand Forks smelter. The Bruce
mine shipped 210 tons, and the Cres-
cent 20 tons of select ore: Little Bertha
30 tons,

It will be seen that had the Dominion
mines shipped an average tonnage and
the B. C. Copper Co., not been com-
pelled to shut down, that the total out-
put of the Boundary would have great-
ly exceeded that of 1908, but, as it is,
the matter has been deferred, and
with the new equipment of the Gran-
by smelter it will be possible in 1910 to
exceed all past records, which will
“easily be the case if things in general
are only normally favorable.

While the Great Northern Railway
company pushed its branch as far as
Princeton in the Similkameen during
the past year, this move did not lead
to the shipping of ore that will likely
take place in 1910. The Nickel Plate
mine was lately bought by a New York
development syndicate, new machinery
added to the old plant, and extensive
production for next year is planned.
The Vermillion Fork M. & D. Co., has
opened up its coal mines and will pro-
duce on a moderate scale from the
present, The Kingston, Golden Zone,
Number Four, and Bear Creek mines
were under development all year.

In the Rossland gold-copper district,
ihe Consolidated smelter and refinery
at Trail will show an increase of near-
ly §$1,000,000, or approximately $6,000,000
in production of g»ld, silver, copper
and lead over 1908. An’ addition to the
refining plant was made during the
year and a new copper furnace put to
work. At the Centre Star-War Eagle
group of the Consolidated M. &. S. Co.,
of Canada, Rossland, the ore produc-
tion for 1909 will approximate 175,000
tons, 10,000 or 15,000 tons below  1908.
The - company acquired the city of
Spokane, Mugwump, and other mines
contiguous to the Centre Star during
the year and has a large reserve of

Several of the small-
er mines were worked under lease dur-
ing the early months but with indiffer-
ent success, It is hoped that 1910 holds
hetter things for this camp than 1909
did, but the outlook is none too bright
just now, taking the camp as a whole.
Rossland shipments will fall nearly
100,000 tons below 1908 for the past year
or approximately 200,000 tons, that
wouid probably average close to $11
per ton.

The Sheep Creek gold district, near
Nelson, is principally responsible for
an increase in Slocan-Kootenay ship-
ments of ‘about 50,000 tons of rather
high-grade. The quantity of ore mined
and sent to, K concentrator and smelter
during 1909 will figure, roughly, 350,000
tons, whereas for 1908 the total was
about 295,000 tons. The big Blue,K Bell
lead-zine property doubled itg output,
milling 46,000 tons. The ‘big St. Eugene
silver-lead property of the Consolidated
held its own, but has lowered its ore
reserve by nearly one-third. The Silver
King, at.Nelson, ; was operated from
April until ishut down by fire ‘in Au-
gust, resuming shipments in November.
In the Slocan the Richmond-Eureaka
and the Van-Roi took'a more stable
position on the shipping list. It was in
the Sheep Creek-Ymir district, however
that substantial tonnages were taken
from the Queen, Nugget, Kootenay Bell
and Yankee Girl. The Second Relief
also doubled its previous yearly out-
put. Steps are being taken to place
the growing zinc mining industry of
this district on a more substantial
basis. Government aid will be invoked
toward experimental work, a bounty
on zinc mined will be sought and a
higher tariff advocated on manufac-
tures of zinc now coming into this
country. The bounty now existing on
lead mined here has been a great stim-
ulus to the industry, and it is thought
the fostering of the zinc industry would
tend to open large mines now idle and
help the smaller mines, It would pro-
bably solve’ the great object in the zinc
question here, and that is a commercial
zinc smelter in this district.

In East Kootenay the Sullivan group
was taken over by a new company,
the Fort Steele M. & S. Co., during the
year, and while there were many ru-
mours of the resumption of work active
operations were not begun. It is likely,
though, that work on this big lead-
zinc mine will be started early in 1910.

It was in the coal fields of this dis-
trict that good progress was made dur-
ing 1909, although the tonnage shipped
may not surpass that of 1908 by very
much. The Crows Nest Pass Coal Co.,
operated almost without interruption
during the year, erected a new 3,000-
ton tippie at Michel and installed two
high pressure (i200) and. one low
pressure compressors. Also began the
installation of another 1,000 coke ovens.
The Hesmer Mines (C.P.R.), capacity
3,000 tons per day, also made a sub-
stantial output. The Corbin Coal &
Coke Co., Corbin, installed a high pres-
suré compressor, boilers, air locomo-
tives, etc., and maintained a small out-
put, which will be materially increased
in 1910. The MecGilllvray Creek Coal
Co., near Coleman, opened up its pro-
perty and spent over $200,000 on tipple,
buildings, and plant, and will show
a good output: for next year. The out-
put of the International Coal & Coke
Co., Coleman, will be somewhat re-
duced on account of the three months’
strike of its miners, As it is, figures
will be about 390,000 tons of coal and
53,000 tons of coke. Two 7 in. x 14 in.
compound air locomotives were added
to the up-to-date plant of this com-
pany .during the year,

The Canadian-American C. & C. Co.,
Frank, shipped approximately 100,000
tons of coal and will begin the produc-
tion of colie in 1910. The West Cana-
dian Collieries was also affected oy
the strike and the output reduced over
twenty per cent. 'A new compressor
plant -was installed at the Bellevue
mine of this concern. The Alberta Ry.
& Irrigation Co., Lethbridge, shipped
nearly 3,000 +-ns per day, excepting
through the strike; opened up No. 5
mine and equipped it with steel tipple,
3,384 cu. ft. compressor, ete. At the
Royal mine a 14 in, x 22 in. compressor
and 14%in.x20in. hoist were installed,
and an output-of about 300 tons per
day maintained. The Nicola Valley C.
& C. Co., Merritt, kept up a good out-
put and installed a new air compressor
plant, to be used for operating coal
cutters, engines, etc.

So it will be seen despite the strike
the coal output this year will be a
good one and several new substantial
mines have been opened up and equip-
ped with modern machinery, ready for
a heavy production in 1910, N

out in these districts during the past
year. The country is rich in mineral
wealth, The third section of the G. T.
P. Ry. is building from Yellownead
rass, westward. The Provincial gov-
ernment is béhind®a move to aid the
Canadian Northern railway in build-
ing from Vancouver to Yellowhead
pass. The G. T. P. Ry. is planning a
branch from near Yellowhead pass 1o
Vancouver. These railways will open
up a country rich beyond comprehen-
sion in mineral wealth, including the
famous Cariboo gold district. The ex-
tension of the C. P. Ry. from Midway
Lo Nicola and of the C. N. Ry., from
Princeton to Vancouver, will give *he
boundary two outlets to the coast
within the next year or so.

The mineral production in PBritish
Columbia during 1908 was $23,351,277
and there is little doubt but that thes2
figures will be extended in 1909. ‘The
total recorded production from 1852
to 1908 was $323,377,559, in annual fig-
ures that have increased year by year,
although there was a reduction in 1908.
B. C. coal deposits are among the most
extensive in the world and work has
hardly been begun on them; there are
big iron deposits awaiting development.
The province still contains practically
300,000 miles of unprospected territory.

There is now a movement to better
the zinc mining industry here, one
thing asked being higher duty on zinc
manufactures entering Canada, tending
to encourage Canadian manufacture of
zinc, The revision is upward and the
consumer will have to pay for it. It
seems to rest upon the United States,

| being the larger manufacturing coun-

try, to start reciprocity between
two countries. Of course, this is a
question that can be argued - from
many a different point of view, but
from that of a miner, in the final
analysis, the boundary line, the tariff
wall, red tape, etc.,, are a costly and
inconvenient necessity (?) and it would
seem more desirable tp work toward
reciprocity than away from it.

As far as the coal fields are concern-
ed, reciprocity with the United States
would no.doubt be beneficial if they
had more complete railway connection
with that country, independent of ex-
isting roads; but- until such time as
this is the case, the main competition
is with ceal shipped in via the Great
Lakes.

To sum up, It will be seen that the
ore shipments from the boundary and
Sheep Creek districts have increased,
while the Rossland shipments have
dropped, the net increase running -over
100,000 tons. The coal fields will just
about equal, or slightly surpass, the
shipments of 1908, but have made un-
precedented progress In the way of de-
velopment and preparation for future
work. Railway development has been
all that could be asked for. The Port-
land Canal, Queen Charlotte Islands
and Babine-Telkwa districts have re-
ceived the attention that is due them
from the mining interests and /much
development work done, Taking every-
thing into consideration, the produc-
tion has been conservative and the
work progressive and along the lines of
good mining practice. The industry wil]
show a far better balance sheet than
was that for 1908, and another stone
has been built into the foundation that
is to support the better things to come
in 1910 and in other years that are yet
enveloped in the womb of time.

JEBSEN LINE WILL
CARRY THEM SOON

Orientals For Mexico City and
Jamaica to Go Down
Coast.

(From Friday's Daily.)

The local customg officials are likely
to be relieved of part of.their very en-
ormous duties in connection with the
admission of Chinese and the bonding
of them through to Mexico City and
cther points. ;

In this connection the Seattle Post
Intelligencer says:

The Jebsen line, operating between
Seattle and Central American and
Mexican ports, has completed arrange-
ments for the carrying of ' Chinese
coolfe laborers bound for Mexico, Ja-
maica and Yucatan, on their steamers.
This traffic has previously gone East
over the Canadian Pacific railroad for
transfer to steamers down the Atlan-
tic. /

The eastbound traffic averages about
300 a- month, while the returning Celes-
tials run. about 150 a month, except imr
December - and January, when the
travel is more than three times that
number owing le the desire of the Chi-
naman to be back in his native coun-
try for the Chinese New Year, which
occurs in February: In addition to the
laborers there are numbers of Chinese
merchants continually travelling.

The Jebsen line has made an exclu-
sive contract with Frank Waterhouse
& Co., to handle all the coolie traffic
on the Bank line of steamers, and in
addition to this agreement the Jebsen
line will carry Chinese and Japanese
passengers brought over by the Cana-
dian Pacific steamers, the Blue Fun-
nel line, the Great Northern and the
Nippon Yusen Kalisha.

The Orientals will be landed at, Se-
atlile and kept in the detention station
in the interval between the sailing of
the Jebsen steamers, and the medical
inspectors of the Mexican government
will accept the certificates of the Uni-
ted States immigration service doctors.

The handling of this business has
been one of the most profitable fea-
tures of the transpacific trade. The
Chinese feed themselves and are easily
bandled. The C. P. R. steamers had
a practical monopoly of the business
for years until the Blue Funnel linée
broke into the business, and later the
Pank line. But the C. P.' R. still re-
tain the land haul across to Montreal
or New York, ‘the Canalian-Mexican
steamship company taKing the cooliés
at Montregl and the "Ward 'line dhd
the United Fruit company' steamships
line taking thém from New York, The
coolies went across thée continent in
special cars, with guards to see’ that
none escaped.

The Jebsen line has constructed a
large receiving station for the coolies
at Manzanillo, Mexico, where they will
be transported across Mexico by the
Mexican National railroads. On the
Atlantic the coolies will be delivered
by Ward liné steamships to Yucantan,
and the Royal Mail and United Fruit
company steamers to Jamaica.

Special quarters will be provided on
the Jebsen steamers for the handling
or _this coolie .passenger busine®s, The
Orientals will be housed forward,
where standees will be put up in the
bows of the, boats. The Orientals will
be fed on Hongkong rice during the
trip and special coffins will be display-
ed in the Chinese quarters on the ves-
sels, for a Chinaman will not go to
sea on a ship which does not contain
at least one coffin to house his remains
in case he dies at sea, for he must not
be consigned to the deep like an ordin-
ary individual, he must be assured that
Lis bones will get back to China.

AMBASSADOR’S LETTER -
USED IN CAMPAIGN

Letter - From ~Whitelaw Reid
Furnishes Election Material
f_or Unionists.

London, Jan. 7.—Efforts are being
made to-day to leath whether United
States Ambassador: Reid authorized
the publication of a letter he wrote
to Sir Charles Wampole, a TUnionist
candidate for parliament, which the
Unionists are using as campaign ma-
terial.

The Liberals are said to be behind
the investigation. It is said that if
they succeed in proving that the con-
tents of the letter were made public
under the ambassador’s authorization
they will charge Reid with interfer-
ing in English politics, and may take
steps looking toward his recall.

The letter in question coneerned it-
self with the condition of the Ameri-
can unemployed. Reid is sald to have
asserted in it that the stories of their
suffering under the present economic
conditions in the TUnited States are
greatly exaggerated. The letter de-
precating the reported deplorable ef-
fects of protection on the American
unemployed, is said to haye furnished

MANY WERE DROWNED
LIKE RATS IN TRAP

French Steamer Seyne Sank
Within Three Minutes
- After Collision.

Further particulars were brought by
the steamer Chinano Maru of the dis-
astrous coilision ‘beiween the French
steamer La Seyne and the British
steamer Onda, which sent the La Seyne
to the bottom in the neighberhood of
Singapore. Ninety-three persons were
crowned out of a total on board of 154.

The La Seyne was on her way to
Singapere and met the Onda in Rhio
straits, ' The straits were about two
miles wide at that point so there was
plenty of room, but no one seems to
know why the collision occurred. The
vessels met with a terrible crash and
within two minutes the Lia Seyne went
down leaving only a few feet of her
mainmast showing above water. The
majority of those aboard were drowned
like rats in a trap, even those who had
sgrambled on deck being caught by the
ship’s awning Many of those who got
iree of entanglements were eaten by
sharks which infest those waters and
follow ships wherever they go.

The survivers of the wreck were
taken to Singapore and they say that
the cold water| striking . the boilers
burst theni,\ thus hastening the sink-
ing.

MILITARY MOVEMENT
FATAL TO FOREIGNERS

PSS ARSI

Missionary  From North China
Looks for Repetition of
Boxer Qutbreak.

(From Friday's Daily,)

“The military movement in China
lcoks to me like a repetition of the
Poxer trouble,” said Rev. J.. G. Nel--
son, a missionary who arrived here
this morning on the steamer Shinano
Maru, aecompanied by Mrs. Nelson
and and six children. “There is cer-
tainly = a -great military and naval
movement afoot, and it is not friendly
to the Europeans. I was in the coun-
try at the time of the 1900 outbreak,
and this reminds me very much of the
preliminary movement to that trouble.
Not only are the Chinese on the coast
assuming a military aspect, but Tn the
interior- towns” the activity is just as
pronounced. On our way from Shensl
province we passed through Si An, the
former capital of China, the place to
which the Empress Dowager fled dur-
ing the Boxer trouble. TUntil recently
there have been very few soldiers sta-
tioned at that place, but a few weeks
ago thére was. an encampment three
miles long. There is certainly an
awakening in China, but whether it
bedes well for the Europeans and for
the spread of Christianity is doubt-
ful.”

Speaking of the opium growing in
the provinces of Shensi, Shansi and
Canso, Mr: Nelson said that there was
very little abatement so far. These
prowinces were the worst in the whole
empire. Eighty per cent. of the men
smoked the drug, while the women and
even the children smoked a good deal
The young folks.took advantage of the
time when the parents were under the
influence to enjoy a pipe of the sooth-
ing drug. Even inhaling the fumes
second hand had a great effect on the
children. Rats, too, often came out
and inhaled the fumes and it made
them prance around and act in a per-
fectly intoxicatéed manner. Mrs,  Nel-
son confirmed the story of the rats,
and said they acted most comically
when under the opium influence. A
proclamafion had just been sent out
which'istated that the farms of those
who raised opium would be confi-
scated. 'This might have a good ef-
fect.

The Nelson family had a difficult and
dangerous ‘journey to the coast,’ The
overland journey to Shanghai took six
weeks, one week of which Wwas spenty
travelling in; a.mule cart; two days on
the backs of mules, the children being
stowed in boxes on either side of the
animals; six days-were .spent in sedan
chairs passing over the most danger-
ous precipices. On one occasion when
they were crossing a river the two
front carriers sank almost cut of sight
in quicksand, and 1t was with great
difficulty that they got out. The run-
ning of rapids where they saw boats
wreeked near them. and others  they
could ‘see heneath the waters. It was
a great relief to reach the lower wa=
ters of the. river where larger boats
were boarded and the rest of the trip
made in comparative comfort.

TROLLEY ACCIDENT.

South = Bethlehem, Pa., Jan, 7.—Sev-
eral persons were injured, two pro-
bably fatally, when a trolley car on the
South Bethlehem and Saucon Street
Railway Company’s line last night be-
came. inmanageable, dashed™own tne
South Mountain slope, left the tracks
at a curve, and crashed into a grocery.
Eva Rothrock and Florence Kline were
pinioned beneath the car for half an
hour and were badly injured inter-
nally.
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U. S. SECRETARY OF
INTERIOR EXONERATED

Attorney-General Scores Dis-
missed Official Who
Made Charges.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 7.—Coniplete-
ly - exonerating Secretary of the  In-
terior Ballinger and the other officials
of the interior department of charges
filed by L. R. Glavis, former chief of
the field division of the lands’ office,
Attorney-General Wickersham yester-
day presented his report of the inves-
tigation held at the direction of the
president. Wickersham declared . that
the insinuations and charge of improp-
er conduct are, in his opinion, entirely
disproved.

He takes occasion to score .Glavis
severely and allcges that the charges
against Ballinger are the results of
Glavis® exaggerated idea of his own
importanc 1ich the attorney-general
characicrizes as ‘“‘Meglomania.” Wick-
ersham algo scores Glavis for - not
pressing the investigation of the Cun-
ningham claims on coal lands in Alaska
when all the assistance he asked in
the interior’s department had been im-
mediately forthconiing.

Glavis, he stated, continually pro-
crastinated and put off the completion
of the investigation on the ground that
should the case come tostrial he would
be compeiled to prosecute it without
adequate evidence. The report by
Wickersham includes the entire his-
tory of the Cunningham coal lands
claim, and concludes with a long sum-
niary completely «learing Ballinger and
the other officials indicted by Glavis.
The summary conciudes as follows:

“(#lavis appears at all times to have
been prolific in criticism and fault-
finding with othcr officials of the de-
partment desirous of inereasing his
jurisdiction, ready with reasons for de-
lay, but never ready to.complete any-
ining he undertook. HIis action in ap-
nealing to the forestry bureau to inter-
vene in the case, without consulting
any.  superior, was breach of discip-
fine which was peculiarly aggravated

because lt was ta.ken on the very da,y
when he complained to Secretary Bal-
linger in perscn that he was being
forced into the hearing before he was
ready  with the necessary evidence.
Glavis' actions appear to have been
forced wholly on an exaggerated sense
of his own fmportance and his desire
for sessional rather than any genuine
idea to protect the government, and
this ‘Megloinania’ finally led him to
submit charges of improper motives
and conduct against his official super-
jors whicn in my opinion were so un-
just and unfounded as to merit his im-
mediate separation from the service.”

That certain officials of the forestry
service were partly responsible for the
publication of tne charges brought by
L. R. Glavis against the secretary of
the interior,’ was admitted by Chief
Forester (Gifford Pinchot in a letter
read before the senate yesterday by
Senator Dolliver of Iowa:

In a letter, the Senator said, Pinchot
said he attempted to conceal the facts,
but employees of his department had
formulated the Glavis charge. He re-
ferred to Glavis as a most yigorous de-
fender of the public interests and his
belief that President Taft acted under
a musunderstanding when he ordered
the dismissal of Glavis.

DURUM WHEAT.

Objections Minimized by - Improve-
ments in Equipment of
British Mills,

London, Jan. 7i—British millers are
taking a keen interest in the expected
great expansion of the growth of
durum wheat, which many believe is
destined to revolutionize western cul-
tivation.

The propaganda of Mr. Wilson, sec-
retary of agriculture at Washington,
is being followed with close attention,
especially seeding a crop of sixty mil-
lion bushels from last year, the yield
being twice as great as most other
wheats and the profit 100 per cent. at
rresent prices.

Seeing the great importance of the
dquestion to the Canadian West, Mr.
Griffith, secretary of the high commis-
sioner’s office, acting on behalf of Lord
Stratheona, has circularized the wheat
and flour trade associations of this
country with remarkable results. The
London association says the former ob-
jections to durum have been mini-
mized by improvements in the equip-
ment of British mills. Some other as-
sociations eontinue to condemn durum,
but the replies generally show that the
most progressive British millers re-
fuse to follow American millers in con-
demning durum. They report a large
and increasing demand for durum,
which is now fetching three to three
cne one-half shillings per quarter less
than No. 1 Northern, but a greatly in-
creased supply is expected.

Commenting on Lord Strathcona’s
inquiries, The Miller, which is the
leading organ of the milling trade,
says: “Durum only requires proper
handling to become one of the meost
prized wheats. It is destined to rival
the best Manitoba wheat in value.”

CENTENARIAN DEAD.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 7.—Major
General Daniel H. J. Rucken, better
known as the oldest officer of the Uni-
ted States Army, died yesterday of
kidney trouble. He was born in 1809.

ATTEMPTED MURDER BY
MEMBERS OF BLACK HAND

Bind Woman to Chair and Then
Set Fire to the
House.

New York, Jan, 7—Bound hand and
foot in her chair, Mrs. Josephine Gen-
zardi sat and watched the flames of
her burning house creep nearer and
nearer on Wednesday, until just be-
fore the flames reached her the fire-
men burst down the door. She had re-
fused to pay $500 demanded from her
in a Black Hand letter last August.
Two men, who said they were plumb-
ers, knocked at the door last night
with permission” from the landlord,
they said, to repair the plumbing. No
sooner were they admitted than they
took a different tone,

“We are the men who wrote
letter,” said the spokesman.

“Give us the money or we will kill
you.”

The
officials of the Harriman lines denied
that there is any truth in the re-
ports.

OTTAWA POLICE INQUIRY.

Ottawa, Jan. 7.—The board of police
commissioners to-day at the request of
Chief of police De la Ronde decided to
relieve him from further service pend-
ing the hearing of charges brought
against him by Lieuts. Spittal and Pin-
ard, of the army service corps, of
which De la Ronde was commanding
officer. Deputy Chief Vizard was ap-
pointed acting chief until further or-
der.

RAILWAY BLOCKADE LIFTED.

Butte, Mont., Jan. 7.—Northern Pa-
cific officials here announce to-day the
blockade resulting along their line from
the heavy snows throughout this
state has been lifted. They stated that
passenger trains which have been
stalled will arrive between 5 and 6
o’clock to-night. These will be the first
overland trains to reach here since last
Tuesday.

MEXICAN TRADE

CAPTAIN WORSNOP WILL
GET THEM FROM ENGLAND

&

{ Vessels Will- Piy Farther South

Than Mexico—Lonsdale
and Georgia Retire.

(From. Friday's Daily.)

Keeping pace with the great shjp-
ping development which is to take
place on this coast during 1910, the
Canadian-Mexican Pacific Steamship
Company will bring out from England
two, and probably three, new ships to
replace the Georgia and Lonsdale on
the run South. These two ships, now
¢hartered by the C.-M.-P.
will return to England in June, the
contract with the owners, George 8S.
Symons & Company, of London, expir-
ing that month, says the Vancouver
News-Advertiser,

Captain T. H. Worsnop, manager of
the Canadian-Mexican line, who is
gcing to England next week to com-
plete arrangements for the new ser-
vice, stated Vancouver that the
skips which he would procure for the
run would be'modern in every respect.

“The Georgia and Lonsdale,” said
Captain Worsnop, ‘“have served the
purpose for which they have been
chartered, the opening of the trade
which we have built up. Now we find
that more modern ships are required,
and I am going to the Old Country
next week to make arrangements for
these. We will bring out two, and
probably thrée new vessels.”

As to whether the Canadian-Mexi-
¢éan Company would own or would
charter these ships, Captain Worsnop
was not prepared 'to say. He stated,
hewever, that his line, while offering
first-class. accommodation to passen-
gers, would cater strongly for freight.

Another announcement Captain Wor-
snop made was that the Canadian-
Mexican line aftef “June would not
make Salina, Cruz the southern point
of its run.

“Will you go as far south as Pana-
ma.?”’ the captain was asked.

“Yes,” he replied, ‘“and still farther
down, for we expect to do consider-
able carrying from South America.”

The line does not require a Central
American feeder, as arrangements
have been made with the San Salvador
Rdilway Company to connect at Salina
Cruz with their ships, so that the Can-
adian-Mexican will be supplied from
that territory. =

MAN DROWNED IN
THOMPSON RIVER

Believed . to Have Fallen
Through Ice When Draw-
ing Water.

Kamloops, Jan. 10.—The body of G. T.
Jaggs, an Englighman employed at the
C. P. R. roundhouse here, who had
been missing since Monday, was found
on Thursday in the Thompson river.
Jaggs left his york at noon on Monday
to go to a‘cabin, which he shared with
a companion, for lunch. His cap was
found on the ice 'a hundred yards or so
below the cabin which is near the
river bank, and that the water pail had
also disappeared pointed to his possi-
ble fate. When he failed to return
home search was instituted and
tracks were found leading to the very
edge of the icé overhanging the river,
well out in midstream, and the suppo-
sition is that he had gone for a bucket
of water and’ finding the hole cut
through theice nearer shore  frozen
over 'he had ventured to the brink,
when the ice had given way, precipi-
tating him into the river. Thursday
morning Constable Fernie had some In-
dians dragged the river, and shortly
after noon the party located the body of
the missing man, about 100 yards below
the spot where the tracks had been
traced te the edge of the ice.

Jaggs came.up-here from Vancouver
on December 19th to work in the round-
house.

movement of fish in travelling up and
Gown .the stream unhampered.

FEDERAL - CONTROL
OF COPPER MARKET

Proposal by Daniel Guggen-
heim, President of American
Smelting Company.

New York, Jan. 10.—Daniel . Gug-
genheim, president of the American
Smelting & Refining Company, has
thought the present moment oppor-
tune to advocate federal control of
the copper markets. Following direct-
ly. upon the president’s special mes-
sage recommending similar action in
the case of the railroads, and taken in
connection with recent rumors of a
huge combination of 1 the copper
mine companies, his sta ent is re-
‘ceived with unusual interest.

The American Smelting & - Refining
Company is ‘capitalized at $100,000,000,
and besides owning plants in Colo-
rado, Montana, Nebraska, Illinois,
Utah, Mexicé, Alaska and elsewhere,
has a controliing interest in the United
States Zinc Company and owns the
entire stock of the American Smelting
&iNGNC Co; Mr. Guggenheim bases
his recominendations on the demoral-
izations not only in the business of
mining ‘copper, 'but among those in-
terests which -use manufactured cop-
per in their process, incident on fluc-
tuations “from 25 cents & pound - for
copper to 12 cents.

Mining, he says, is a hazardous en-
terprise, and, more than any other
industry, needs a stable market. Sta-
bility, he believes, can best be obtain-
ed by federal regulation.

DEFENCE OF VIVISECTION..

Lord Cromer’'s Address on Parents’
Debt to Science.

Lord Cromer, presiding at a meeting
held at the Brighton pavilion for the
purpose of forming a Brighton and
Sussex branch of the Research De-
fence Society, said that humanity was
on the side of those people who de-
voted their time, money and sometimes
their health in endeavoring to preserve
and prolong human life, says the Lon-
don Daily Mail. H 3

It ‘was ‘with the- bacteriologist and
not with the anti-vivisectionists that
the mother who leant over the sick
bed of- her child should sympathize,
and it was to-them:that husbands and
wiver ‘owed ‘a“deéep ‘debt of -gratitude
thatirtileywere not separated owing to

the ignorance of the causes that led

to so ‘many fatal Qiseases which had
been. the gcourges of the past.

In viviseetion pain was very rarely
inflicted, Lord Cromer added, amid
mingled cheers and hisses.

Sir Arthur Conan Doyle said he re-
spected-the ‘man to ‘whom all life was
sacred, but asked what about the man
who sacrificed -fowls, fish, gheep and
oxen upon the altar to his appetite, but
denied to science the right to claim an
occasional life for the cure- of disease
or the alleviation of pain? Of 88,000 ex-
periments conducted last year 85,000
wete merely inoculations or injections,
and painless. Freight horses crossing
to their doom at Antwerp suffered far
more pain.:’

NO CAUSE FOR ANY
QUARREL WITH GERMANY

Premier Denies Supremacy of
Britain-on Seas is in’
Danger.

Tendén, Jan/ 8.—Mr. Chaplin, the
former president of the board of agri-
culture, was unable to secure & hearing
at a political meeting until the noisy
members of the audience were. ejected,
while the Duke of Norfolk could not
be heard until the chairman threatened
to prosecute the interrupters. '

Mr. Asquith, speaking at Bath, re-
plied to Mr, Balfour. Mr. Asquith said
his knowledge of the diplomacy o
Kurope was as close and as fresh as
Mr. Balfour’s, and he asserted unhesi-
tatingly that so far as he was aware
not only was there no such unanimity
of opinion among European statesmen
and diplomats, but there was not a
single power, small or great, which was
shaping its policy and basing its cal-
culations on the assumption of war be-
tween Great Britain and Germany be-
ing inevitable or even probable. Nor
would he discern in any quarter of the
political horizon any cause for a guar-
rel, direct or .indirect, between Great
Britain and this great friendly nation.

Balfour to deny that the effect of pro-
tectlion ard a colonial prreference would
be an increase in the price of food. If
the present duties on sugar and tea
are removed as compensation, then this
branch of tariff reform must be bar-
ren of revenue,

John Burns, ‘at Battersea, asserted
that the Conservatives did not talk of
the budget now, because they knew 't
was popular.

€00,000 had been created by free trade.
People were now taking an intelligent
interest in their affairs and if fres
trade were endangered there wounldf be

PREMIER ON THE
FUTURE OFCANADA

ELOQUENT SPEECH BY
SIR WILFRID LAURIER

His F;ortrait Unveiled at a Ban-
nuet by National Club of
Toronto.

Toronto, Jan. 8.—The ‘banquet, ten-
dered to Sir Wilfrid Laurier at the
National Club last might was purely
non-political in character; and was
most pleasant in all its auspices. In
many ways the outstandipg incident
was the unveiling of a striking per-
trait of the guest of the evening, which
will be given a place among the por-
traits of the many distinguisheq Can-
adians which now adorn the wallg of
the club.

In the course of an eloquent address,
Sir Wilfrid declared that the portraits
which he saw upon the walls were the
evidence of catholicity of spirit which
characteried the National Club. Al-
though they might differ in matters
of political opinion, they were as one in
working for the welfare of the coun-
try, in having a pride in its past and
hope for its future. He declared that
if he had fault to find with Canadians
it was that they did not appreciate
their country sufficiently.

The Premier pointed out that  fifty
yvears ago Archbishop Tache had as-
serted that the valley of the Red
river and the valley of the Saskatche-
wan cbuld never grow wheat. This very
vear, ‘in those districts, there - wete
100,000,000 bushels of wheat awaiting
shipment. :

Continuing, he said if there was ever
a policy justified, it was that of the
late Sir John Macdonald in acquiring
‘the Northwest Territories. Three hun-
dred and fifty miles north of Edmon-
ton there is how a grist mill grinding
wheat equal to the best Manitoba No.
1 hard. Referring to the wealth of Co-
balt and the rich gold discoveries in
the Porcupine district, Sir Wilfrid de-
clared that -for years “Canada would
b2 the magnet of the civilized world.”

Sir Wilfrid . touched briefly on the
achievements of Canadians in science,
literature and art and music, paying a
particularly graceful tribute to che
late B. B. Osler, the noted Canadian
lawyer, many of whose addresses to
juries were in the nature of classics.

In closing, Sir Wilfrid declared that
while they could not all think alike,
he entertained the hope that he would
have the support of those who thought
with him, and the respect of those who
differed from him.

Sir ‘Wilfrid was introduced by the
president of the club, George T. Irving.

The duty of unveiling the portrait of
the Premier fell to the lot of W. K.
McNaught, ¢#he Conservative member
of the Legislature for North Toronto.
He pointed out that the hanging of the
Premier’s  portrait in the building was
evidence that however strongly the
members of the National Club might
individually hold their views on- the
great questions of the day, they,were
tolerant enough to recognize the good
qualities ‘of their political opponents
and broad enough to give them tan-
gible form Wwhen occasion demanded.

MAYORALTY CANDIDATE
ADDRESSES ELECTORS

New Suggestion for Solution
of Songhees Reserve
Problem.

What proved to be the most in-
teresting meeting of the present muni-
cipal' campaign. was held Friday
in Victoria West, when Ald. Turner
discussed. the issues of the day. He
made an excellent address and. was
enthusiastically. applauded. Brief ad-
dresses were also delivered by W. H.
P. Sweeney, candidate for school trus-
tee, Ald. Humber, Dr. A. A, Humber,
Ald. Ross, W. Birnie, Ald. Raymond
and W. N. Mitchelli The proceedings
were enlivened by Mr. George Oliver,
who was present and asked the in-
evitable . questions of each speaker.
Thos. Redding presided.

Ald. Turner was the first speaker, He
said that he came before the' people
as candidate for mayor on his record.
He had entered the council one year
ago on a certain platform, and he be-
lieved that he had -carried out that
platform to the best of his ability. It
could not be said that he had at any
time opposed. anything calculated to
advance the best interests of the. city.

It was the general impression that
all that a man had to do to reform
matters in respect-to civic government
was to lay down- a certain platform,
get elected and proceed to carry that
out. It would be seen, however, that
the mayor. -and aldermen. were often
very much handicapped. In respect to
the larger matters affecting the city’s
welfare, the mayor and council had
reaily very little to say. The adminis-
trative staff was in the main respon-
sible for the progress or non-progress
of the city. All that the City Council
could. do was to try and carry out the
wishes of the people. -

Taking up what he térmed “an old
chestnuf,” Ald. Turner next dealt with
the Indian reserve question. He had
tried to get something done towards
a settlement, but had failed. In -his
opinion no serious attempti had ever
been made to effect a settlement- of
this problem.. If he were elestdd as
mayor he would favor the - appoint-
ment of a committee to wait on the
provincial government and try and ar-
range a settlement.. If he failed in
that, ‘or no matter how the situation
stood, he would next favor s$ending
that committee right down to Ottawa
to stay there until they got the matter
settled once and for all. (Applause,)

There was one thing which the
couneil could do in any event ‘no mat-
ter what was the attitude of the gov-
ernments conccrrned in the question—
and that was to expropriate a section
of' the reserve for the purposes of 2
street. He favored going ahead with
this at the earliest possible date,& and
building .a street connecting Johnson
street with Lime street. The :Indian
reserve qu2stion affected not enly Vic-
toria West, but the whole city, for look
how much time was lost in getting to
that suburb.. (A voice—Eight minutes.)
Now hvilding this.:road was one thing
which the. City Council could do'at any
rate, without the assistance of any
government. (Applause.)

Ald. Turner nezr took up ‘the water
question. He believed that the plaa
nrovosed by W. E. Oliver for the crea-
tion of a water board would prove un-
workable. He was in favor of the
Sooke Lake scheme, but the by-law
ought not to have been submitted_so
soon, as the people had not the neces-
sary information on the subject. The
people should be told exactly what it
is going to cost. He had some doubts
as to whether the city would be per-
mitted to tunnel under the property
of" the Esquimalt Waterworks Com-
pany. He was strongly in favor of
every effort being made to improve the
watershed of Elk Lake. He had goné
into the question pretty carefully, and
he believed it would be possible to in-
crease the yielding capacity of the lake
by 6,000,000 gallons.

“He was of the opinion in regard to
the Sooke scheme that it might be

well for the city to investigate the.

question of running a tunnel-to: Fin-
layson Arm and down .the east side of
Saanich Arm. By taking such a route
the whole of the Saanich peninsula
could be served and also Oak Bay dis-
trict. He was not prepared to say that
this was a feasible scheme, but he had
been told by experts that it was. The
distance was less than 20 miles, and
the distance to be tunneled was the
same as in the original scheme for go-
ing to Sooke. He believed that scheme
would be found to be better than Mr.
Oliver's. (Applause.) .

The question of the condition of the
streets was next dealt with by Mr.
Turner. Ald. Henderson had said that
the streets department was very bad-
v managed. Well, if that was the case
it was the fault of the system, not of
the. mayor and council. The city em-
ploved an engineer who, while head of

the department, had nothing to say |

about the selection of those employed
under him. This was wrong and was
not -conducive ‘to efficiency. Now that
Mr. Topp had resigned he believed that
the city should get the very best man
available for the job.

Ald. Turner next dealt with the
charge made by Ald. Henderson that
the sum of $64,000 which had been vot-
ed for repairs to the streets had been
frittered away. He contended that only
a fraction of that amount had -been
actually spent on the streets, and :that
the balanee had been-taken away from
the engineer by the council, who had
voted it for other purposes.

The speaker also favored the equali-
zation of assessments.

(Applause.) He belleved in taxing all
land on an equal basis. There was no
reason why the rich man should be
favored, He believed that by a read-
justment of the system they eould get
$100,000 additional revenue without in-
creasing the rate of general taxatiom
one cent, : (Applause.) If this amount
were available a great deal more could

be done to keep the streets in proper |

repair. He believed in taxing land in-
stead of improvements, though in the
case of business blocks the rate would
necessarily have to be- taxed at a
higher rate than residences. He
thought, however, that the city should
reduce the rate on improvements gen-
erally to the lowest possible notch.
Then, again, he favored cities getting
the personal property tax which was
now collected by the provincial govern-
ment. It was surely wrong that mer-
chants carrying immense stocks of
goods should get all the protection from
the fire department and the police, ete.,
without contributing something pro-
portnonal to the cost of running the
city. (Applause.)

Ald. Ross, ‘the next speaker, contend-
ed himself with a very brief speech.
He endorsed every word that Ald.
Turner had said and hoped that he
would be elected. The .affairs of the
city would be safe in his hands, In re-
spect to the water question, he believed
that water could be brought -from
Sooke at a much smaller cost than had
been estimated. He would favor start-
ing a factory out at Sooke or some-
where else for the manufacture of re-
inforced pipes, and thus do all the
work by city workmen.

W. N. Mitchell, who is a candidate
for alderman for ward 1, was the next
speaker, and he made a most favorable
impression. “Being a comparative
stranger to the city-he did not attempt
to discuss:the details of civic. policy.
He favored anything -tending to the
greater beautification of the city, and
he predicted that Victoria had a great
future. He knew that there would be a
great influx of people from the North-
west, and if ‘these people were to be
induced .to stay here and make their
homes, everything possible should be
done to make. the city attractive. He
heartily endorsed what Ald, Turner
had said in regard to the tdaxation of
vacant land. Mr, Mitchell was foll6w-
ed by J. A. Aikmar, who dealt with the
records of W. E. Oliver, Ald. Hender-
son and A. J. Marley. In regard to Mr.
Oliver,_he believed that that gentleman
was actuated solely by a desire to ad-
vance the interests of the Esquimalt
Waterworks Company. He thought Ald.
Henderson was-all at sea in respect to
a solution of the waterworks® préblem,
and he believed that Ald. Turner was
the best man for mayor, and should
receive the support. of the ratepayers.
(Applause.)

Ald. Russ Humbher delivered a fight-.
ing speech in defecnce »f his récord at
the council® board for the past year.
He pointed out that while the Smith’s
Hill reservoir was under construction
he had. prédicted that it would
never hold water. He believed that the
city had lost at least $10,000 by build-
ing the reservgir just where it did, as
had they gone @-few feet further north

BALFOUR’S SPEECH

Asquith - Declares Britain’s
Shores More Secure
Than Ever.

; London,. Jan.” 7.—The 'naval “menace
still holds the:field. Mr. Balfour’'s.lead
is being eagerly followed' by. every
Unionist speaker up. and down-- the
country, and wviolent echoes come from
Germany, ‘France ang. Austria. Lead-
ing German. papers express pained sur-
prise that a’British ex-premier should
for party ends: turn a fire-eater, sur-
passing’ the worst anti-German agita-
tors, and warn him of the inflammatory
effect upon the German public mind,
which . is. most: péaceably and friendly
inclined: towards - England. -

The French’' view, as 'expressed by
Audre Cheradame in’Le-Petit :Journal,
says it-istquite useless for  Geérmany
to .endeavor. to-‘slacken- British: meas-
ures. of defence by, fine.words designed
to mask German armameénts.

Balfour’s Reply.

Mr. Balfour replies: “The shriek
is yours, A Asquith’s and Sir Edward
Grey's. Read your own speeches in
the House of Commons on March 16th
last. You now, for fear of your so-
cialist and labor allies and peace-at-
any-price friends, assure the elector-

Nine months ago you solemnly warned
us of the grave situatiom created by
the ‘rapid, secret advance of German
naval preparations. You told us we
must rebuild our whole fleet. Yet you
provide nothing this 'year for. new
Dreadnoughts. You allow Germany’s
vote for 1909-10 to exceed ours by half
a million sterling, and actually aban-
done the two-power standard.. ‘Um tag
(unto the day), is the ominous toast
of the Germans at every patriotic ga-
thering. The overthrow of British su-
premacy is their aim-and our only pos-
sible reply is, two British ' keels to
every German keel.”

It is most difficult to disentangle ex-
act facts from the mass of conflicting
statements, but non-partizan naval au-
thorities in touch with, the admiralty
declare that forty millions sterling
must be spent on the British navy next
year. That\is, an increase of six and
a half millions, unless Great. Britain is
prepared to risk her existence as an
empire. Anxiety arises‘ because it is
beliéved that Lloyd George’'s filnance
bill" will be totally unable to meet the
situation, while everyone knows that
the powerful radical labor section
would strenuously oppose- any such
vote.

Ministers Speak.

Premier Asquith, David Lloyd George,
John Burns and other mémbers of the
government occupied last night in de-
nouncing A. J, Balfour's alarmist ref-
erence to Germany and refuting his
accusations to the unpreparedness of
the navy. Chancellor Lloyd George,
received an ovation at Peckham, a
London district. He deseribed Mr. Bal-
four's speech as the last resort of a
thoroughly desperate man, who saw
that his cause was lost. Mr. Balfour
had indulged in plucking the German
eagle’s tail feathers, and tail-twisting
had become a discreditable practice, he
said, even in America. He was sorry
to see the leader of a great party and
an ex-premier, reduced to the extrem-
ity of following in the footsteps of the
most discredited type of politicians in
the United States. Such talk was dan-
gerous to the world’s peace and a dis-
grace to British politics. :

Great Britain, the chancellor went on,
in her time had warred with almost
every country, but never with Ger-
many. On the contrary, she generally
had Germany fighting with her. Dur-

at- they may sleep securely at night.-

'ing the past decade Great Britain had
built nearly double the number of
battleships comstructed by Germany,
but if the ratio was inversed, he would
not” be afraid, because Great Britain
had the man behind the gun. “But”
he added, “we will-continue -te build
warships faster than Germany.”

The prime minister, speaking at Bath,
reiterated his statement that so far
as equipment and armament were con-
cerned, the British navy was unassail-
ably superior, and the British shores

within memory. He ridiculed Mr, Bal-
four’'s attempt to engineer a German
scare and suggested that the ex-pre-
mier's German friends were ‘‘pulling
his leg.”

The premier referred banteringly to
Mr. Balfour's nebulosity on:the subject
of tariff reform. Mr. Chamberlain, he
said, was the pontiff who married tariff
reform to colonial preference . ‘and
Balfour, who might have forbidden the
bans; but-did not, apparently. thought
he could effectually disguise the fea-
tures by a veil of impenetrable gener-
alities.

Trade Returns.

With reference to the effect of the
budget on trade, the chancellor took
the unusual course of prematurely
announcing to the meeting the returns
of ‘the "board of trade for. December.
They showed' an increase in' exports
over December of 1908 of $21,940;080.
The biggest year British trade ever
saw was 1907, and the chancellor
pointed out the trade for the last
month ' was better than both exports
and -imports,. it was better by $25,000,-
000.° Furthermore, increase in imports
was not in manufactured goods, but
raw materials for food. It looked as

biggest British .trade ever experienced.
