Gunshu Pass, Manchuria, April 28.—
Gen. Linevitch granted an interview to
the Associated Press at his headquarters
to-day, in the course of which he ex-
pressed ‘himsel? as highly satisfied with
the present condition of the Russian
army and its readiness to assume the
offensive. He manifested emphatic regret
for the retreat from Mukden., The new
commander-in-chief believes that the loss
to the army at that juncture wasover-
estimated and that the day was far from
being lost when the retreat was ordered.

With his eyes gleaming ~with ‘an in-.
domitable energy and ' emphasizing ‘bis
words with a blow on the camp table, he
exclaimed:

“I would certainly not have retreated.
I realize that ‘it is easy now to pase
judgment upon' accomplished facts, but
nevertheless I would not have refreated.
I persuaded Kouropatkin to stand at Tie
Pass and we hulted there for a time. We
could have remained, but on account of
certain administrative factors he consid-
ered it inexpedient and the mﬁrem
vms continued.

“After assuming command 1 gavethe
men a day’s rest, The Japanese did nob:
press us, and could not do so as their
eondition was quite as had as ours. As
for that unfortunate retirement itself,
any observer can convince himself that
its insignificance, and especially its in-
fluence upon the army, has been indus-
triously and greatly exaggerated by the
Japanese and foreign press. The retreat
was in no sense in the nature of & comr
plete rout, proof of which is evident in
the fact that in less than a month after
the retreat the two armies which were
thrown into confusion by the Japanese
had been collected and were reorganized.
Many regiments did mnot require this,
having retired in order.”

Gen. Linevitch attributes the greater
success of the first army during the re-
treat to the relatively more advgntage-
ous pogition in which it was locatdl. He |
admitted that there were heavy losses in |
both men and material during the re-
treat, especially to the wagon trains.
Touching the breaking through of the
Japanese at the Hun river on March
Oth, Gen. Linevitech says he did nof at-
tech any real significance beyond the fact
that this forece was not greater than two
companies of scouts or small bodies of

cavalry, and he believes that the report
that Japanese artillery was in action on

the great Mandarin road on March 10th
was based on miscalculations, ™"

Gen, Linevitch discussed the Grippen-
burg incident, taking the part of Gen.

Kouropatkin as against ' his former

] subordinate, and finished with an expres-
sion of goodwill towards the Czar in the
present war. , After an expression of
regret that so much harm had been done
before he was given ‘command, a cloud
of sorrow -darkened the rugged face of
the gemeral and he twice repeated:

ENCOUNTERS REPORTED
FROM THE CAUCASUS

St. Petersburg, April 27.—Official re-
ports from the Caucasus describe
numerous encounters between peasants
and troops.  Many of the former have
been killed in Cossack charges.

Precautious in Capital.

St. Petersburg, April 27.—Beginning
this evening frequent police patrols,
mounted and on- foot, will be instituted
in all the outlying districts, and garrisons
of Cossacks and infantry will be install-
ed in isolated factories.

Stringent orders by the chief of police
and a proclamation by Governor-General
Trepoff were issued to-night and posted
at ‘all corners of the dead walls of St.
Petersburg. The documents will ‘prob-
ably have a geod effect in quieting the
alarm. Gen. Trepoff's proclamation, af-
ter referring ‘to the newspaper predic-
tions of-disorder on a large scale, closes
as follows: “Addressing. myself to the
good sense of the publie, I ask that faith
be not attiched to these rumors, and
that mo.fear be entertained because no
violation -of ' publie tranquility or order
will ‘be permitted, and any attempt in
thig direetion will be quelled in a most
enérgetie way.”

The first:of the great preliminary
Baster services was held in the churches
and eathedrals to-day, the people coming
to kindle candles and procure a blessing
on ‘the lights; which they carry home
burning; but it was hoticeable that there

Fleeing From Warsaw.

Warsaw, April 27.—All trains to * the
frontier are crowded, and there is an
unprecedented demand for passports,
which ‘will be used in the eveat of seri-
ous disturbances at Easter or on Mon-
day.” Shopkeepers and householders ‘re-
siding in the vicinity of the government
‘aleohol shops have been anonymously
notified to leave before May 1st.as these
shops will Be blown up.

Killed By Police.

Tiflis, April 27.—An attempt by a
peasant band to maltreat a rich farmer
and -~ a priest led to a ‘collision with
police, in which three peasants were
killed and twelve were wounded. Other
attacks by the peasants on members of
the wealthier and .educated class -are
frequent.

RUSSIA’S NEW NAVY.

C. M. Sch;vab Discussed Programme
With Grand Duke and Admiral.

St. Petersbm April . 27. —Charles M
Schwab seems to be making a big im-
pression here. His reputation as a steel
expert preceded him and he is being
shown: much attention. The Grand Duke
Alexis has discussed with him for sev-
eral hours matters relating to Russia’s
naval programme, which, as tentatively
elaborated by the technical committee,
involves the expenditure of $350,000,000
during a period of ten years. Mr.
Schwab has also conferred with Ad-
miral Doubasoff, head of the technical
committee, and other prominent, naval
officers. The war has convinced Rissia
that sea power is a vital ‘one, and
everywhere Mr. Schwab has encountered
nothing but a firm intention to build up
the navy to a size commensurate with
Russia's aspirationg for the future,

In a general way it is belieyed that
certain arrangements touching Amnverica’s
share in the construction, which must go
to foreigh yards, have been already
agreed to in principle. The details, how-
ever, may require some time to work
out. Mr. Schwab appears to he eptirely
satisfied with the result of his visit and
negotintions have made such rapid pro-
gress that he expects to be able to leave
within a few. days.

It is considered a_great compliment
to the genius of America that the Rus- |
.slan naval authorities desired to consult
Mr. Schwab’s opinion.

in. Princeton last Tuesday. Included in
the party were L. H:. Shields, of Sims &
Shields, St. Panl; James Coughren, Gant
Smith, John Porter, William Winters, T.
F. Wren, B. N. Jones, D. D. Twohy and
Patrick Welch, They drove from Re-
public, a distance of 130 miles. These
men are the brains of the Great North-
ern construetion force, and were looking
over the route of the V., V. & H., which,
within a year, will be an operating-link
in President Hill's British €olumbia
railway system.

“Contractor Shields of the party is per-
haps the best known railroad builder in
the West, his firm havmg constructed
over 4 000 miles of line./ With him are
associated
WelcH, * the whole - éombinftion™ -
senting ‘many millions of memey and =
contracting power which nothing in the
shape of railway construction can baffle.

“The party was conducted to various
points of interest about town by Messrs.

The prospective junec-
tion of Nebogatoff’s divisien. with the
other divisions of the Russian squadron,
and the disadvantage at which Japan is
placed owing to the shortage of battle-
ships, apparently cause no apprehension
here, r

The proclamaticn of nmrtml law in
the Island of ¥Formosa, which is strongly
and extensively defended, is the only
public annomeement of the defensive
steps taken by Japan. The public does
not know the location of Togo’s squad-
ron, the ofticers. and  the men having
ceased communicating with their famil-
djes and friends.

FISHERIES 10 BE
FULLY INVESTIGATED

THE COMMISSION
WILL HAVE WIDE SCOFPE

Several British Columbians Will Assist
During the Inquiry Into Conditions
in This Province.

Ottawa, April 28.—The proposed fish-
ery commission, which Hon. R. Prefon-
taine intended appointing in time to do
its work during the coming summer,
will have a much wider scope than was
at first contemplates. There are many
fishery iquestions and fishery difficulties
of both local and imternational import-
ance all along the line from Victoria to
Halifax.. The proposed inquiry, there-
fore, and the recommendations to . be
made as a result of such investigation
will probably take cognizance of the con-
ditions in respect to the fisheries in the
maritime provinces, Quebee, Ontario and
British Columbia.

To undertake the investigations in the
eastern provinces a small commission of

"experts may be selected, which would

begin its  work. on the Atlantic coast,
taking the evidence of fishermen, fish
merchants, canners and others, and hold
conferences with state fish commission-
ers in Mame, New York and Vermont,
Liaving done its. work im‘the east, thxs
commission would proceed to British Co-
lumbia, where it would {be ‘increased in
size by the adgition of“three or four
British Columbia representatives, and
where its most important work has to
be dome, Meetings would ' be held at
Victoria,” Vancouver, Nannimo, New
W?estmmster, and at a convenient point
Conferences would
also be held with the, Wthmgton state
fish commissioner and ‘with American
cannerd an, "nmm Jo arrive if pos-
wmible at' a mny satisfactory agree-
ment in respect to regulations.

This bare outline of what is contem-
plated indicates the importance and scope
of the commiission’s duties. - If it suc-
ceeds in removing some of the “snags’
that the demrtment is constantly run-
ning against xn ndmxmstenng the law,
and better regnlatmns and more effective
means for their enforcement are the re-
sult, its appomtment will be fully justi-
fied.

In British Columbm the commxssmn
would have to deal in the first place with
the salmon industry, and that includes
such live questions as stringent rules
agamst over-fishing, fish propagation, the
location of traps and their effecnve regu-
lation. 'There is also the halibat and
herring industries, now assuming import-
ance, and the wonderful wealth of the
Pacific in other valuable food fishes that
should be thoroughly inquired into in ah
investigation ‘of this kind. There have
been fishery eommissions before in the
east as well 4s in the west whose labors
did not mu]t in any good to the! coun-
try. ‘The culties in dealing with the
internationa ase of the question are
increased hy e fact that each state in
the United Stntea has exelusive jurisdic-
tion over its fisheries and the federal
government eannot enter into an agree-
ment with the Dominion for the enforce-
ment of any law regulation that it
may approve of. This necessitates con-
ferences with the authorities of each
state, which can of course pass laws to
give effect to any agreement arrived at.
How wuncertain it is that anything cam
be done in that way was shown recently
by the refusal of the Washington state
legislature to approve an agreement
made between the cannerymen of the
Sound and ‘of British 'Columbig which
the Dominion government had promptly
adopted. But notwithstanding this fact
it should be possible by a mutual inter-
changé of views between the representa-
tives of both countries to achieve some-
t!nng.in the direction of better regula-
tions in regard to the taking of fish that
frequent waters contiguous to the bound-
ary line.

Believing that the fight now going. on
for . supremacy between the Employets
Association of Chicago and the union
teamsters is to be a protracted one,
business men " to-day sought to procure
an extra stock of materials and supplies.

While all these preparations were go-
ing ‘on for am emergency, efforts were
makmg in Mayor Dunne's office at the
city hgll to bring about a peaceable ad-
Jjustment of the teamsters’ strike. Harly
in the aftermoon a committee represent-
ing the employers’ K association met
Mayor Dunne’s peace committee, consist-
ing of Bishop C. P. Anderson, of the
Episcopal church, Jenkyn Lloyd Jones,"
of All Soul’'s church, Dr. Hirsch, of
Sinai temple, Miss Jane Adams, of Hull
house, and Dr. Cornelius Duboy. ¢

The Chicago Federation of Labor was
also busy considering the strike situatiop,
but no action was taken to spread the
strike to the affiliated unions. Believing
that the teamsters #re justified in the
fight they are making, the federation
passed a resolution requesting President
Roosevelt, Governor Deneen and Mayor
Dunne to investigate the existing condi-
tions in Chicago before complying .w1§h
any request made for the use of militia
in the city during the present dfficulty. :

The peace committee appointed by the
mayor yesterday failed utterly in ifs ef-
forts to bring about a settlement of the
strike.. "Thé “plan for -an  armistice ‘of
forty-eight Hours was rejected by both
sides early in the eonference, as was also
an offer' later, made by the representatives

‘of the labor men, who asked that a com-

imittee of five citizens be appointed to
arbitrate the matter. The peace commit-
tee issued this statement:

“The representatives of the employers
refused to accept any commission or
means of arbitration which was suggest-
eu, while the laboring men declared their
readiness to acquiesce in the plan of sub-
mitting the controversy to persons com-
manding the respect and confidence of
the community.”

Early to-day five hundred men and
strikers headed by sympathizers attack-
ed the main stables of the employers’
teaming company, and stampeded the
animals. This was a' violation of the
federal injunction issued by Judge
Kohlsaat.

. William and Harry Grady, picture
frame manufacturers, were shot early
to-day and severely wounded through a
misunderstanding.  Some time ago these
men supplied Montgomery, Ward & Com,
pany with picture frames, but their con-
tract expired several months ago. Tt is
said by the police that strike sympa-
thizers who were of the belief that theé
Gradys were still comnected with the
Ward Company made the attack on the
two men.

RETREATING STRIKERS

Four Men Killed and Many Wonnded in
Poland—All Quiet in St.

down upon thé party responsible the exe-
eration of thé united Russian nation,
has been reported, and it is believed the
rumors were founded only in.fears. The
credulous autherities, however, took pre-
cautions on a grand scale as if the repre-
sentations  of the plots to destroy  the
Eastem'gladness were really credited;
and in S8t. Petersburg, Moseow and other
disaffected centres strong forces of troops
and police were held in readmesl for any
possible emergency.

CONCESSION SECURED
FOR SEWER BUILDING

Ald. Hanpa Believes He Has Reached a
Settlement of This Vexed
Question.

Through the efforts of Ald. Hanna, &
settlement of the Spring Ridge sewer
controversy is in sight. Ald. Hanna had
a conference with George Jeevesato-day,
when an agreement was reached where-
by the latter will consent to have the
sewer built through his property if the
city -agrees to guard against any unsani-
tary conditions in that part of the har-
bor where it finds its outlet.

For the benefit of those whe de net
thoroughly understand this sewer ques-
tion, it might be explained that the pro-
posed route which it is to follow is from
what is known as the Chinese gardens,
crossing the Jewish cemetery toad,
thence to the Finlayson estate and to
King’s road, where it is proposed to
build another septic tank, from which
the sewerage will pass imto the brick
drain which empties into the harbor on
the north  side of the Taylor mill saw-
mill. This route follows a valley for a
part of the way, in which Mr. Jeeves's
lot is situated. Some years ago Mr.
Jeeves and fifteen other property hold-
ers whose lots. also lay in direct line
agreed to have the surface water car-
ried through their property, and the
former ‘contends ‘that the cotneil has no
right to do anything more. ' Because of
his ‘objection the couneil has been
obliged to discontinue sewer construction
in Spring Ridge, and a large mumber of
men were thrown out. of employment.
It is 'believed mow that the deadlock has
been broken, and that work will be re-
suméd immediately.

Ald. Hanna has also another sewert
proposal on hand. He has asked the
city ‘engineer to prepare a report on the
feasibility and cost of building a sewer
from' the Spring Ridge district down by
the Lion brewery to Blanchard street,
replacing the nine-inch drain on Queen’s,
avenue with a larger pipe, and making
connections with the main 'drain om
Douglas street. The city engineer will
make his repott at the meeting of -the
city ~council to-night.

Another important matter which wilk
come up at the meeting this evening will
be thé question of building a fence
around the new ‘Carnegie library. This
building is Teady to be handed over to
the city, by the -eontractor, George
Snider, sbut the coumcil is not_ prepated
to occupy-it for some considerable time.
The committee for the selection of the
books ‘have ot yet’ been ‘named; and it
‘will be some time after their appbint-
ment before a stock of reading for' the
new institution ¢an /Ae procured. The
shelves in the library are being put in.

Flor those who are interested in mmuni-
cipal matters it might also beé explained
that, the building of the mew permamnent
sidewalk on Johnston street has been de-
layed, awaiting the arrival of the cement
from the works oo Saanich Arm. In
this work, as also in that to be carried
out on Bellevile street, the Saamich
cement will be used in corporation work
for the first time.

DEDICM'ION OF NEW
BOAT FOR THE WORK

Highly Important Duty Which Lies Be-
fore the Steamer Colambia — An
Interesting Ceremony,

On Saturday afternoon at 3.30 o’clock,
the new missionary steamer Columbia
was dedicated by Bishop Perrin, assist-
ed by the city clergy and the choir of
Christ Church cathedral. A big crowd
attended. The steamer lay at the Do-
minion wharf with flags ﬂoatiﬁg gaily to
the breeze. On the wharf close by the
choir boys gathered, and as the hour of
seven bells was tolled off the hymn “QO
Hear Us When We Cry to Thee, for
Those 'in Peril on the Sea’” was sung. Mr.
Pauline assisted on the small organ of the
steamer, which had been brought ashore.
for the purpose. i

Bishop Perrin: then read the service.
He stood oif the deck of the little steamer
before the crowd assembled, surrounded
by Revs. Canon Beanlands, Baugh Allan,
Miller, Jenns, Sweet, Cooper, Ard and
Antle, skipper of the gospel steamer, Dr.
Hutton, who is also engineer, and the
two other memhers of the crew.

Rev. Canon Beanlands read the lesson
from St. Mark, vi., 45-53. After the
singing of anether hymn and prayer, His
Lordship- formally dedieated the steamer
in the missionary serviece. In his subse-
quent remarks, he expressed regret that
nothing had been done by the church on
the northeast ebast of the Island. But
the work among the logging camps was
growing more impertant. The Columbia
is free of debt. Half the money has been
subscribed by the Canadian Mission As-
sociation and the remainder by the local
diocese. Grants have been made for
carrying on the work this year, and
numerous associations have presented
various artieles. Eventually, His Lord-
ship was sure the work would be self-
supporting.

One hundred have already consented
to subseribe’ 50 cents a month, but it
would bé necessary to get = additional
funds. His Lordship then referred to
the service which will be performed by
the little crafty and to those in charge.

Dr. Hutton iz a recent arrival from
Winnipeg. He was the surgeon in
charge of the Garfield Memeorial hospital
at Washingten, D. C. He is an expert
bacteriologist, analyst and chemist. He
has spent eonsiderable time on the eoast,
and is therefore familiar with the work
which now lies before him.

Rev. J. Antle will have charge of the
coast missions. He comes from New-
foundland, but has spent three years
among the logging and mining camps of
Washington, so that he too is well quali-
fied to assume the duties of his new posi-
tion.

Columbia, a pest he is enabled to take
because of the nautical education he
aequired previous to his ministerial
studies. He had expected to follow navi-
gation as a profession, and consequently
learned how to master a craft. He is
the designer of the Columbia, and that
his plans were well conceived are appar-
ent from the appearance of the boat and
the seeming adaptavility of the steamer
for the mission and hospital service.

VISIT O PARIS

WILL SPEND THREE :
DAYS IN FRENCH CAPITAL

The King of Spain Will Be the Guest of
President Loubet- Later in
Year.

Paris, April 29.—King Edward arrived

in Paris at 9.20 this evening and was |

met by British Ambassador Bertie, no
French officials being present in accord-
ance with His Majesty’s wishes. He
was driven to the Hotel Bristol. . The
crowd at the station shouted “Long live
Edward.” A A o

King Edward’s arrival here to-mght
for three days’ stay inaugurates the first:
of a° series of brilliant events covering
the next few months, which through ac-
cident or design promises to exert im-
portant influences in showing the world,
and Germany in particular, France's
strong position among- the nations< of
Burope; these events occuring simultan-
eowsly with the French-German and
British negotiations on the Morocean
question. The stay of King Edward in
Paris, although unofficial, is giving an-
other opportunity for the demonstration
of the Anglo-French understanding:. His
Majesty will be escorted with military
honors to the Elysee Palace to-morrow
evening, where he will be received by
President Loubet. In' the evening the
President will give a dinner . in honor of
the King, which will be attended by 70
ambassadors, ministers and others. This
grouping of foreign representatives
around President Loubet and King Ed-
ward attracts marked comment, al-
though the presence of the German am-
bassadar relieves the function of any in-
tentional design to show France’s strong
international position.

Following soon after King Edwardls
visit . comes that of ng Alfonso ‘of
Spain, who will remain in"~ Paris ' six
days. Elaborate fetes are now in pre-
paration, similar to those when Emperor
Nicholas made his memorable visit to
the French capital.

The Spanish King will be brought to |
France by a Spanish squadron consisting :

of three battleships, six ‘cruisers and
many smaller craft. This squadron will’
be met at Cherbourg: by =a French
squadron consisting of 15 warsfnps, in-
cluding the largest and finest battleships

and cruisers of the French northern |

squadron. A squadron of the British
Channel fleet is expected to participate,
thus presenting an impesing spectacje
of French-British-Spanish nayal stren;

M. Loubet will proceed to Cherbourg

to greet King Alfonso and the two rul-'

ers will review the combined squadrons,
consisting of ahout 50 large  warships:
The stay of the Spanish: King/in: Paris
will be again marked by evidences of the
Franco-Spanish co-operation, ineluding
an exchange of toasts during a gala din-
ner at the Elysee Palace and a review
of 30,000 troops.

Closely following the departure of
King Alfonso will come the official visit
of a British squadron to the French wa-
ters. - This will be entirely distinet from
Great Britain’s participation in the visit
of the King of Spain to Franse, and de-
signed to bring about the fraternizing of
British and French officers and sailors.

Soon after the naval display at Brest,
the united French squadrons will make
a return visit to the British nayal head-
quarters at Portsmouth, where elaborate
Jjoint_ manoeuvres and festivities will
cover ten days.

This exchange of naval visits between
Great Bfitain' and France will be the
first in 20 years, and will be far more
imposing than any which has ever here-
tofore oc¢curred. They are the ‘direct
outgrowth of the Anglo-French under-
standing and colonial treaty, and are the
first conspicuous evidence of the force
behind that agreement.

It is hoped to re-establish tele-
graphie communication, at least partly,
within two days. .

Conditions in New Laredo, across the
Rio Grande, are similar to those exist-
ing on’ this side. It is mot definitely
known how many dead or injured are
in New Laredo, but a city officer to-
night said there were five dead that he
knew of. The five known dead;, added
to ‘the 'list of dead on-this side of the
river,” would bring the number of killed
in both cities up to twenty-one persoms.

Shortly after 7 o’clock;, after an ex-
ceedingly sultry day, a dark, lowering
cloud appeared in the southwest -soon
thereafter, and with- practically no warn-
ing, rain,began falling in torrents, ac-
companied intermittently by heavy hail.
The wind began blowing at a hurricane
velocity, creating hdvoc® with' “houses,
telegraph poles, shade trees and every-
thing thdt came within ils path. The
huts oceupied by the poorer classes were
first levelled, and, as the wind increased
in force, the most substantially construct-
ed buildings were badly damaged in
many cases. Lightning flashed continu-
ally for an hour, when the storm sub-
gided as qmekly as it had made its ap-
pearance.

bubonic plague in the city of Pisaguay,
Chile, For some time before théir de-
parture the deaths in Pisaguay had
ranged from ten to thirty a day, and the
authorities were then unable to enforce
burials. Corpses were thrown into the
streets to decompose and spread ' con-
tagion. ‘But little headway could be
made in the fight against the disease, and
it looked as though the entire pupulation
of the city might be exterminated. Many
personts have been shot down by the
soldiers on guard while attemphng to
escape from the city.

ROUTE WILL SOON_
BE ARNDUNCED

FOR GREAT NORTHERN LINE

Party of Railway Gontractors Have Re-
turned to Spokane After Going
: Over the District.

One reason why mo announcement has
been made yet as to a definite route is
that it has not yet been ‘settled as to
whether it will ‘go from Midway or Re-
pubhc.

of the survey pdrties to be employed this
season. s -
Mr. Brabazon and Mr. Ratz, of Ot-
tawa, and Mr. White Fraser, of Vietoria,
will have charge of parties, Carcadian
expeditions wiii be sent to the head of
Portland canal, to the Stikine ' and
Khetate rivers, and to the Zirhu or Sak
mon river, one of the tributaries of . the
Chilkat, Later on in the season, one of
the parties may be sent up 'the Taku
river.

A like nuifiber of parties will be sent
1nto the field by the government -of the
Un-ited States. The Canadian and Am-
erican parties will co-operate through
representatives -attached to the vanous
sections,

Mr. Bigger will return East early in
June 'in order to.resume - astronomical |
work in Ontario-and Quebeé:
¢ Before Mr. Bigger left Ottawa the de-
partment with which he is connected
were moving into the new quarters re-
cently built at the capital.. This building
is, he says, one of the most complete on
the continent. It is not by any means
the largest, but 8o far as it goes it is
equipped in a mest complete manner, and
will be ‘of the gr.eatest assistance to Dr,
King and his staff in the duties . whieh |
they have to perform.

The work of the astronomical depart-
ment at Ottawa ‘ig being continuilly ex-
tended, and is destined to occupy a very
important place.: With a well equipped
observatory and labratory, great assist-
ance has been given the officials.

A NOTE OF DESPAIR.

Has Ceonservatism in- British Columbia,
in the:blackness of its despair, settled
down into a state of childish, querulous
and fatuous carping at conditions as
they are or are likely to be? The pres-
ent Dominion government has been spe-
cially generous in the encouragement it
ihas given to railway construction  in
| British- Columbia. ‘It has assamed heavy
liabilities in order to-proeurc:the exteny
sion of the Grand Trunk to the Pacific
Coast—a work which in its finality will
mean the creation of practically a new
province in the mnorth, and ‘cannot but
stimulate business in every section of the
Great West. For this it has been severe-
ly criticized in the East. ' It has ‘been
charged that the government was prac-
tically building the line and presenting it
as a free gift to the company. Butwwhen
tne facvored company placed its bonds
upon the market a&]d invited the British
investor to come in and participate in the
feast of good things provided by Grit
munificence, there was no stampede for
places at the richly-laden  board. The
public does not look upon the bargain as
a specially good one for the company,
apparently. The contract, we may there-
fore assume, is a fairly good one from
the point of view of the citizen of the
Dominion.

put that fact does not preclude the
possibility of fault-finding. Even if the
bargain be a fair one as between the
company and the tdxpayers, it is repre-
hensible. because it contemplates the
draining of this province of wealth and
the pouring of our natural riches into the
lap of the avaricious Easterner. We do
not know what to do about this latest
phase of the sitpation. If there were
any means of eliminating the hateful,
grasping, usurious East by erecting a
wall it the limits of the province, over
which, it would be a criminal offence to
attempt to transport the wealth of our
mountains and valleys and waters, there
still remains the Pacific, with ships sail-
ing upon its rolling waters and waiting
for cargoes. The Far East, too, is
hungry, -and it would be just like the
Grits to propose the dumping of our
opulerce into the wide lap of the Orient.

We fear there is no course open for us
but to accept the Easterner, to whom our
fortunes are bound in partnership, and
make the most of him. We cannot iso-
late ourselves completely from the con-
tinent to which we belong. Our dealings

with our neighbors-may not be as profit-
{able as they ought'to be. They may be

sucking the lifeblood of oﬁf commerce,

899,538 more than at the same period a ! but if they are it is strange that we are

still the most opulent people in the Do-
minion of Canada, that the standard of
living is higher here than that of any
other portion of the continent, and *that
there are mo outwanrd indications of the
impoverishment which harrows the souls
whose principal grievance after all is
perhaps that they are out of oifice.

Might we venture to suggest that it is
scarcely the part-of patriotism to en-
deavor to inculeate the belief that Brit-
ish Columbia is not being fairly treated
by, the East, that the policy of the East
is to,grind her face and drain her dry,
and that her lot would be more ‘olerable
in isolation, or possibly in union with the
American republic?

CROAKINGS OF A PESSIMIST.

We hope none of the readers of the
Colonist may be reduced to despair of
the future of this province by the sepul-
chral wailings of that organ of despond-
ency. If the Dominion assists in the
construction of railways for the-develop-
ment of British Columbia it merely de-
livers us into the hands of Eastern de-
spoilers, whose sole ambition is to drain
us of our resources. If the -government
refuses to grant subsidies it is still to be
candemned, because it is yielding to the
demands of the greedy Easterners, whose
desires for railways have already been
satisfied, and in their selfishness they
insist that the West must not be given
a preferred position. It is all very de-
pressing. to be sure. Still we must
maxke allowances for the state of mind
of our dismal, aged éontempomry as she
rocks herself too and fro in her woe and
refuses to be comforted.

But what
superfine critics'm-igh-t call the raison
d’etre of the work under consideration
is to be found in the anmounceément that
some one (perhaps the author) has in-
vented the ‘“greatest stove that.ever hit
the carth; burns less fuel in a storm than
in fine weather. ... Browns the
roast without burning the fat .in the
pan.” At last a poet has been born who
can appreciate the “eternal verities” and
the glories which shall not pass, and at
the same time who soars not so high
fthat he cannot contemplate the gross
things of life without which even a poet
cannot exist and dream.

' The farewell speech of Lord Milner in
South Africa, was optimistic.

To the Hditor:—In your editorial yes-
terc%n,v regarding insurance a statement
is made—no doubt quite inadvertently—
but which is the very opposite of the
facts: You 'state “that the American
companies ‘‘show a gain of 967 new
policies as cdompared with only 71 Bri-
tish and 128 Canadian.”

Now. the actual facts are (as may be
seen on pagé 33 of the government blue
book just issued) that the Américan com-
panies, instead -of showing a gain, had a
loss or deerease of 967 policies, the Bri-
tish ‘a loss of 71, while the ‘Canadian
companies hgd-a gain of 128. Even with
this correctif:m the above figures do not
admit of a $air comparison, for the
reason that industrial business is includ-
edin the' cafculation, and over three-
fourtlis of the total number of Ameri-
can policies %;vrittenv in Canada last year
are in one single company on the indus-
trial, plan, which, of . course, does mot
belong to regular insurance business
proper, and is always classified: by itself.
There.is alse some industrinl business
done by Camadian companies, but leav-
ing out this eclass of business altogether
the number 0f new policies issued as well
as the gain over the preyvious year by
Canadian gompaniey are  more thah
double those of American companies.

cussed at length, the general opinion be-
ing that the work should be stopped im-
mediately, as it was no uSe expending
city funds on an undertaking the com-
pletion of which was doubtful, especial-
ly when it was remembered that ' the
sewer mentioned - would cest in  the
neighborhood of $35,000. Finally a
motion was put to the effect that the 50
men now employed be laid off on' Mon-
day, and that the city solicitor draw up
an agreement allowing the corperation
right-of-way through the holdings of 13
private property-holders. .. The - latter
could- then . be requested to sign it and
the’ council would. know just who ‘are
opposed to granting the necessary per-
mission.  Then the Mayor and aldermen
will ‘be in a‘better position to overcome
the difficulty.

‘His Worship Mayor Barnard occupied
the chair, and those present were Ald.
Oddy; TFullerton, Douglas, Goodacre,
Hanna, Stuart, Hall, Fell and "Elford.
Building Inspector Northeott’s report

In
this connection one of the aldermen ask-
ed for an explaantion of the sudden sub-
stitution of J. DesBrisay by Mr. Green
as‘poundkeeper. He said that the latter
apparently made no distinetion between
licensed and unlicensed dogs. Ald. Good-
acre explained that while he was acting
in the capacity of wmayor Mr. Des-
Brisay had resigned on tavo days® notice,
amnd, as Mr. Green was an applicant, he
had been appointed temporarily.

“Im this way, he -explained, it
wouid be ascertained just who intended
opposing the city, and the eouncil could
govera itself accordingly..

Ald Fell moved to this effect, adding
that the work now 'in progress be stop-
ped on Monday. This carried’ unani-
mously.

Yesterday it became evident to
the old lady that further resistance was
uscless, and she gathered all her furni-
ture into tne parlor part of the house
to remain until the crueial moment
came.

Friends tried to prevail upon her to
enter the Home for Aged and Infirm
‘Women, but the reply received from her
was always the same: “You can‘'go; I
will not.” Last night she came back to
her old quarters, and remained over
night, but she can no longer find shelter
there as this evening there will be noth-
ing standing of the building more than
possibly a section of the foundation.
Where she will go to-night is not known,
as so far as can be learned the woman
has no relatives lving here, ' although
she has resided in Victorid for, close Qn.
a half century. She is sabd:‘ have
accumulated considerable we«alﬁh, but of
this, too, there appears to be little
known. 1

She possesses a great many household
effects, many of which have become
curiosities from age. Included among
them are some of the millinery fashions
of more than thirty years ago. At that
time Mrs. Thistle conducted a millinery
store in a small frame building which
stood where Challoner & Mitchell’s store
is now located. This establishment she
managed for a great many years. In
after life, ner husband, who was groom
for the late Sir Matthew Baillie Begbie,
died, agd in late years Mrs. Thistle has
been regarded as very eccentric. ' She
has been seen wandering about the city
at various hours of the night, invariably
with one or more of her pet dogs.

She came to Victoria from England in
the early days, and thosd who know her
say that the woman is probably seventy
vears of age. She is still bright and
active, and her present predicament has
aroused a great déal of sympathy.

Fuller Details of the Shooting of the
Indian Hopkin at Vernon,

Full particulars:of the alleged murder
of the: Indian Hopkin at Vernon by an-
other nanve. Wild Aleck, which was
mentioned in Friday’s Times, have
been received. The Vernon News says
that the murder resultéd from a drunken

:Tow over a gare of eards on April 13th.
“On the night in question, Wild Aleck

and his.wife, Long Pierre and his wife
and Hopkin, an em&ly Indian, at least
U years of age, were encamped on the
arm of the lake,” says the News. “They
had been drinking whxskey, and were all
more or less under the influence of the
intoxicant.  Aleek ~ and Hopkin were
playing cards and gambling, when Aleck
evidently resenting the continueq success
of ‘his opponent, pulled his revolver and,
after missing fire at the first attempt,
shot at Hopkin, strkag him in the tem-
ple. Long Pierre is said to have made
some attempt to take away the revolver
but was promptly covered by Aleck and
threatened with death if he interfered.

“After the deed, the four Indians im-
mediately left ‘the place, leaving the
body as it was, and proceeded to White
Man’s creek, about four miles off, where
they stayed for the night.

The latter immediately re-
ported to Chief Constable Simmons, who
made all necessary arrangements to
effect the capture of the murderer. Spe-
cials were gent to watch various points
on both sides of the lake, and Constable
Rose, of Kelowna, and Gardom, of En-
derby, were sent for to assist in the
measures necessary for the arrest. These
preparations served their turn in pre-
venting the escape of Wild -Aleck, al-
though the determination of the Indians
themselves to bring the offender speedily
to justice resulted in his capture by his
own people. The chief had enrolled
some 30 or 40 men for sepcial police
duty, and had distributed these men in
various likely parts of the lake vicinity.
A section about 20 of these located
Wild Aleck’ in the house of an Indian
on the west side of the lake, whither he
bhad gone to procure his rifle. The house
was surrounded and Aleck, who was
quite unarmed, was soon convmced of
the ‘hopelessness of his situation and in-
duced to give himself up. He was
brought to Vernon and lodged in the
lockup.”

GAS WORKS ARE

10 BE ACOUIRED

ELECTRIC COMPANY
ASSUMING BUSINESS

They Will Be Kept in Operation, Atten-
tion Being Given to Furnish-
ing Fuel.

The gas works are to pass into the
hands of the B. C. Electric Company,
the transfer being regarded as omnly the
question of a few days. The negotia-
tions have been in progress between the
two companies concerned for some time,
This has been known to the citizens of
Victoria and steps were even taken by
the city council to 80 into the qnestion
with the object in view of acquu'mg the
works by the mummpahty, it being fear-
ed by some that the passing of the gas
company’s: business into the hands of the
electric company would create a danger-
ous monopoly.

The details of the purchase with re-
spect to price, etc.,, are not yet made
known. The stock will have to be care-
fully gone into and a valuation fixed be-
fore the final transfer takes place.

The committee appointed from. the city

council to‘confer with the gas company’

found it impossible to conduct negotia-
tions as it was represented that the elec-
tric company really had an option on the
gas works, which it was felt practically
precluded the corporation from entering
into any arrangements until the option
was allowed to lapse, lais it appears
now is not to follow, but, on the con-
trary, the electric company will take over
the works."

The intention of the electric company
in acquiring the rival concern is to con-
tinue it. An attempt will be made to
make the most possible out of the busi-
ness, In the past the gas company has
paid a good dividend, but recently the
use of electric lighting at reduced rates
has had the effect of cutting into this
to a considerable extent, There is an-
other feature of the business which with-
in the past few years has been growing
in favor. This is the use of gas for fuel
purposes. . Its cleanliness for heating and
cooking strongly recommends its use, and
the electriec company. will devote atten-
tion particularly to this department.

In Vancouver the gas works have been
continued sincé being acquired by the
electric company with special attention
The same will
be done in Victoria and J. Buntzen, man-
aging director of the company, feels con-

a good dividend producer. While elec-
tricity will likely continue in most of
cases the more popular as an illuminant,
there will be a' vigorous effort put forth
to increase the use of gas as fuel.

INTERESTING ADDRESS
BY COUNT VAY DE VAYA

His Experiences and Immession;-fbe
Possibilities of Development
Among Natives.

An exceptionally large congregation
gathered at the Roman Catholic cathe-
dral last evening.to“hear Mgr. Count Vay
de Vaya and Luckod, P. A. M., D. P. H.
H, K. C 8. C.,, who was announced to
deliver a discourse on his experiences and
impressions while touring the Orient.
The address was most interesting, not
only dealing with the peculiar customs
and habits of natives of different sections
of eastern Asia, but giving the speaker’s
opinion respecting their possibilities of
development. The Manchus, he said,

During his travels the monsignor has
paid personal visits to the rulers of Rus-
sia, China, Korea and Japan, accounts
of which have appeared - in ' Pearson’s
magazine for the past several months.
He is a man of striking personality, and
a most interesting conversationalist. Al-
though 38 years of age, he looks little
over 20; his rather ruddy complexion and
enthusiasm while discussing missionary
matters, especially the success of his am-
bitious scheime to assist in the moral and
intellectual conversion of the heathen
Korean, Manchu and Chinese, ae-
count for his/ yeuthful appearance. -‘He
has a peculiar’ ability for penetrating,
right into the social atmosphere of each
country he visits. and, when this is com-
bined with unusual quickness in gaining
an insight ‘into the characteristics of a
people, it must be agreed that the Count
Vay de Vaya is eminently fitted for the
work he has undertaken. No man more-
over has ever toured the world under cir-

‘| cumstances so favorable and advantage-

ous for gaining a practical knowledge of
the customs and methods of the world’s
peoples. His rank has been the means
of admitting him into the palaces of the
crowned heads of every country visited.
He also has a knowledge of no fewer
than seven languages, is an orator,
musicidn and artist, and possesses no or-
dinary amount of energy and zeal.
Wherever he has been he has stayed
either with the monarchs or governors,
or the dignataries of the church. And
then again he has lived i¥ humble huts
and gone through all the hardships of the
pioneer and missionary.

Both “the Koreans and the Chinamen
make ‘excellent soldiers if aeccorded the
proper care ard attention. He didn’t
| think ‘the time was far distance when the
| Chinesé would follow the example set by
| Japan, ‘and adopt-the customs, and with
, them, the principles of civilization. All
Ihis personal experience ‘werit to show

that with the required amount of eduea-

tion and moral training the Chinese and:

other Asiatic nations would emulate the
strength and endarance 'so mueh admired
in the Japanese. Although the Koreans
{had the reputation of being the most
indolent and lethargic of them- all, the
speaker explained that by careful bring-
ing up they became good scholars. What
was keeping the good influences of civili-
zation inicheck in Korea, however, was
a poor administration. No rights were
given the common people. They ‘were
practically slaves, and for this reason
were gdenerally considered: ‘‘the most
miserab¥e nation of all eastern Adia.”

Coneluding he said: “I hope, even by
my personal work, to ameloriate matters
to some extent in this country by ' the
establishment of two.asylums for or-
phans; who would otherwise die of
hunger, and one or two industrial cen-
tres.

THE SALVATION. ARMY.

The anmual self-denial week of the
Salvation Army throughout <Canada,
Newfoundiand and Bermuda: takes place
this year from May 6th to 13th in-
clusive. -~ Already. the local branch is
soliciting funds from the citizens. The
main object of seif-denial is to bring the
members of the Army eloser together in
prayer and, devotion, and at the same
time they are asked to deny themselves
of something, either in the way of food,
clothing or luxury and devote the same
to what is known as ‘the self-denial fund.

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COMPLETION OF GREAT UNDERTAKING,

The purpose of the big tunnel which
Lake Coquitlam and Lake
Beautiful and which was completed on
Thursday night, is to insure an absolute
supply of water for the development of
the thirty thousand horse-power which
the company requires for its business in
Vancouver, New Westminster, Steveston,
Ladner and adjacent districts. Hereaf-
ter the entire electrie energy required for
the operation of car and lighting systems
on the lower Mainland will be suppliéd
by water power and it was to obtain an
assured supply that the tunnel connecting
the two lakes was built.

The power station shown in ‘the illus- -

tration is fifteen miles from Vancouver.
It is right on the snorg of the North
Arm of the inlet, about five miles from
Barnett, where the roar of the turbines
can be heard on a clear day. Up the
hill from the power station runs a tram
jine used by the builders of the tunnel
in carrying up supplies.

Just over the top of the hill is the dam
from which a tremendous head of water
can be obtained from the streams com-

Our London Letter

(Speclal Correspondence of the mes.)
TLondon, April 14.—The latest cables
from India unhappily do not. tend to
«diminish anxiety with regard to the ex-
tent of the damage and loss of life
«caused by the earthquake which shook
so large an area. So far we know little
more than that numerous beautiful and
historic mosques, fine modern buildings,
and native houses have been wrecked
and badly damaged; but as yet there is
no possibility of conjecturing the loss of
life. Much anxiety is felt here in Eng-
lang by families who have friends in or
near the neighborhoods affected. The
wildest rumors are afloat as to the ruin
and fatality caused by the earthquake,
amougst them being an unconfirmed re-
port that at Simla Lady Curzon had a
narrow escape, as the top of a massive
chimney stack toppled over, crashed
through the roof and ceiling and fell into
the room over that in which she was
sleeping. We in England, happily, have
little chance of realizing the terrors of
a great “trembling of the edrth,” being
particularly free from such violent dis-
turbances of nature, the slight demon-
strations of this terrible phenomenon we
have experienced hardly meriting record.
In this prosaic age it is quite delight-
ful to hear so romantic a story as that
which comes from New York about the
engagement of Mr. Graham Svokes, the
American millicnaire, a prominent mem-
ber of New York society, to the young
dewess, Miss Rose Pastor, who was for
ten years a cigarette maker.

Officials of Electric Railway Compacy
Discuss Project and Will Lay Mat=
ter Before Directors.

J. Buntzen, who has recently been ap-
pointed "managing director of the B. C.
Electric Railway Company, with head-
quarters in London, Eng., was in the city
Thursday. While here he had a long con-
ference with the local manager, A. T.

Goward, with regard to the extensions of '

the system now in course of construction
and proposed additional improvements.
Mr. Gowand drew attention to the inter-
view which he had with a committee of
the'city council respecting the building
of a line'to Ross Bay cemetery, the route
selected to be as near the coast as con-
venient. The gquestion was thoroughly
discussed, and Mr. Buntzen finally ex-
pressed his determination to lay the mat-
ter before the board of direetors of the
company for their consideration. This,
of course, will take some little time, but,
from what can be gathered, the general
manager may be depended upon to se-
cure their decision within the shortest
possible time,

In the meantime Mr. Goward explains
the improvements thét the B. C¥ Elec-
tric Railway Company has in hand will
be pushel to completion as rapidly as
possible. “You should take a look at
the work we're doing,now in the neigh-
borhood of the Gorge bridge,” he re-
marked on Friday in conversation
with a Times representative. The con-
struction of this line, it seems, went for-
ward smoothly enough wuntil it reached
its final stage. Some very heavy grades
were encountered within a short distance
of the point at which the terminus of the
oranch will be located, and gangs ‘of
workmen are now employed “filling in
whole valleys,” according to Mr. Gow-
ard, so as to make the grades  easier.

There is no work in progress at _the
smelter beyond a few Chinamen, who
are doing some fencing and clearing.
Some alterations and improvements will
! likély be undertaken in the course of the
next month or two, and a few carpen-
ters may be at work presently, but there
is no’ immediate prospect of any other
work. The present wharf has been ex-
amined and found perfectly sound and
adequate for all immediate requirements,
so /that the new one which was at first
thought necessary may be dispensed,
with.

A reverberatory furnace and briguet-
ting plants are in contemplation, but no
work has been undertaken on these yet,
and they will probably be postponed for
gome little time.

About 60 or 70 white men will be em-
ployed at the blow-in of the smelter..
With the fuller development of the mines
this number may be “considerably in-
creased.

Conclusion.—As onlookers beholding
from our very thresholds the most ter-
rible conflict of modern times, we see
the fleets of Russia and Japan closing in
upon each other, and we shudder 'in
momentary expectation of the result—of
a most sanguinary engagement. With
Russia’s waning prestige in the balance,
lessons are being taught., All mnations
must learn. Japan has already proved
the inestimable value in war of readi-
ness and forethought, whilst Russia is
galled by the consequences of bluff and
braggadoclo, combined with thorough un-
preparedness, Now where are we? To
watch that our own house is kept in
order and see that our lamps are ready
trimmed abd burnished, is the duty of
the Navy League. We cannot deny that !
the material prosperity and moral great-
ness of the British Empire rests largely |
on her Imperial status. The peace and |
good order of the world demand that i
Britain’s dignity and greatness be  up-
held. Although dwelling, as it were, on
the outskirts of the British realm, our !
Imperial interests must be regarded as |
realities and not dreams. Possible com- !
binatons of great powers and the fleet |
extending estimates of rivals can not be
ignored.

Luck or success in war can only be on !
the side of those who by prudence and
forethought watch every move and are
prepared to keep possible foes at arm’s
length. Again we repeat, “The fleet of
England is her all in all.”

The adoption of the above report was
moved by A. B. 8.
