On the contrary, he instilled the patriotism
that filled his own heart, into the hearts of the readers, especially
the young men, and that particularly when they were tried hardest
through the drafting measures of the army. He hated desertion
and exhorted every young man to duty, advising him to go when
called, and fight manfully for the country of his adoption,

-True to Benedictine tradition, the Abbot was averse to contro-
versy. But when he was literally forced by the opponents of the
Catholic Faith who disliked to hear certain plain truths, to step up
in defense of religion, equity and liberty, his rebuttals and counter-
attacks were flung against the adversaries with such . vim and grit
as seemed almost to belie his usual smooth and unruffled tempera-
mert which had become by practice and effort,
