It has been discovered that by breath­
ing rapidly for four or five minutes,a state, 
called analgesia, is induced in which one’s 
sense of pain is greatly diminished. This 
phenomenon is now attracting considerable 
attention, as it is thought that rapid 
breathing may be made to supplant the 
use of the ordinary anaesthetics in dentisi 
try and minor surgical operations.

About 1842 Dr. Montgomery noticed in 
the hands of a native of one of the islands 
in the Indian Archipelago, the handle of a 
hatchet formed of a very peculiar material 
which became plastic in warm water and 
capable of being moulded to any shape. 
This accidental discovery led to the in­
troduction of gutta-percha.

Late observations by Sir John Lubbock 
confirm the ^prevalent notion that ants 
have, as means of соттптгпісafeion,. “ some­
thing approaching language.”

A museum in the city of Mexico contains 
a remarkable sword, made from an ærolite 
or meteor that fell in the State of Durango, 
Mexico. A slab, weighing two pounds, 
was sawed from the meteor, and presented 
to Gen. Ord, of the United States Army. 
Gen. Ord sent the piece of meteoric iron to 
the national armory at Springfield, where, 
after considerable trouble in annealing the 
metal, it was at length fashioned into a 
small fancy dress sword.

A sweet, syrup-like liquid exudes from 
the bodies of plant-lice {Aphides) which 
feed upon the younger portions of trees. 
This “ honey dew,” as it is called, is fre­
quently so abundant as to cover the ground 
beneath, and in many places is usually 
spoken of as “ the oil from the trees,” 

gathejr the sweet exudation for the 
purpose of making it into honey, and ants 
are also fond of it.

At Bath, England, there has been dis­
covered, about thirty feet below the present 
surface of the earth, a perfect Roman bath, 
eighty feet long and forty feet wide, the 
whole of the interior being lined with lead 
three-fourths of an inch in thickness.

Investigation shows that the blood of 
the Bengalee contains far fewer red cor­
puscles than that of the European. The 
difference in question is believed to be due 
chiefly, if not wholly, to the circumstances 
in which the lot of each is cast, since the 
inhabitants of swamps and jungles are sup­
posed to be necessarily of lower organiza­
tion than those of breezy .and well-cultivat­
ed uplands.

Algeria has a river of ink, formed by 

the union of two branches, one coming 
from a region of ferruginous soil and the 
other from a peat swamp. The iron of 
the one and the gallic acid of the other 
unite to form a true ink.

In taking account of the differences in 
the skulls of varions nations, attention is 
at present directed to the cubic capacity 
of the great cavity of the skull, excluding 
the cerebellum. By means of this method 
some interesting facts have been revealed.
On the west coast of Africa there exists a 
race with long, flat heads, whose skulls 
have the greatest capacity yet known. 
The Laplanders and Esquimaux have high­
ly developed skulls, their mean capacity 
being 1,546 centimeters. The lowest stage 
of the English skull descends to 1,542 
cubic centimeters. The skulls of the inhab­
itants of the Canary Islands measure 1,- 
498; of the Japanese, 1,486; of the Chinese, 
1,424 ; of the Italians, 1,475 ; of the an­
cient Egyptians, 1,464 ; of the Polyne­
sians, 1,454 ; of the Negroes of different 
races. 1,377 ; of the Kaffirs, 1,438 ; of the 
Hindoos, 1,306 ; and of the Andamanris, 
a dwarf people, only 1,220 cubic centi­
meters.

Perhaps the most remarkable operation 
hitherto recorded in the history of sub­
marine telegraphy, is that which has just 
attended the work of the Eastern Tele­
graph Company’s steamship Cheltern. In 
1870 a cable was laid from the coast of 
Portugal, and recently persevèring efforts 
have been made to grapple and raise this 
old cable at a point where it lay in 2,000 
fathoms of water. The general idea і» 
that a cable must be rotten after so long 
an immersion and cannot be raised, but 
this cable Êas been successfully brought 
to the surface, and was found to be as 
good and as strong as when laid ten years 
ago. To grapple a mere thread in 12,000 
feet of water is a triumph even in this age.

During a series of photometric observa­
tions, Prof. W. H. Pickering has found that 
the total brilliancy of the sun is equal to 
about 350,000 full moons. To better illus­
trate this relation, it may be stated that if 
the whole visible heavens were turned into 
one full moon, it would give rather less than 
one-fourth of the light of the sun.

“Female torpedoes ” are an attraction at 
Belgian fairs. In the centre of a booth is 
a pit which the spectators encircle, and in 
this pit a woman, attired as a gymnast, 
walks about on a platform. Now and then 
she touches a spectator on the hand or 
cheek, and the latter receives a smart elec­
tric shock, but the woman feels nothing. 
Sfie is evidently highly charged with elec­
tricity by means of an induction coil, and 
the platform on which she stands is on? 
pole of the coil. The electrified nymph is 
a great success, and her stinging caresses 
elicit roars of laughter from the visitors.

Bisset, the animal trainer of Perth, 
taught an orang to wait on the table and 
perform other domestic duties. A chim­
panzee has been trained to feed and tend a 
tire under a baker’s oven. A female 
chimpanzee in the London Zoological Gar­
dens could lock and unlock a door or 
drawer, and thread any needle. In taking 
her meals she used knife, fork, spoon and 
drinking-cup with as much ease as a human

In Scotland considerable interest is taken 
in a new method of tanning hides, effected 
not by means of tannin in any form, but 
of chrome. The new process is said to be 
cheaper and more expeditious than the old, 
and to produce leather stronger, more 
durable and especially less pervious to 
moisture. About three hundred chrome- 
tanned hides have lately been exhibited in 
Glasgow, some of them made into belting, 
harnesses, l^pts, etc.

The human body contains several metals 
and other substances which perform impor­
tant offices in the world of science. Nitro­
gen, carbon and hydrogen are its chief 
constituents, but it holds besides about 
two pounds of phosphorus, upon which the 
health of the bones and vigor of the brain 
depend. This phosphorus, if extracted 
and put to use, would suffice for about four 
thousand packages of friction matches. 
The body also contains a few ounces of 
sodium, and half an ounce of potassium, 
which school-boys know as a curious metal 
that burns brilliantly on the surface of 
water or when touched by an icicle. In 
addition to sodium and potassium, there 
are a few grains of magnesium—enough to 
create a brilliant light visible twenty miles 
away. Who knows but some reckless 
chemist may undertake to drive a profita­
ble business by extracting these valuable 
materials from dead bodies ?

An experiment made in the port of Kiel 
proves that heavy weights may be readily 

FOTHERINGHAM & Co lifted from the bottom of the sea by means 
of a balloon. The balloon is made oj 
canvas and metal plates, with an attached 
cistern containing carbonic acid gas com­
pressed to a liquid state. When made fast 
to a sunken object, the communication be­
tween the cistern and the balloon is opened; 
inflation takes place ; the sunken vessel, or 
whatever else it may be, is lifted, and can 
be towed away at pleasure. In the experi­
ment at Kiel, an anchor-stone weighing 
fifteen tons was thus lifted from a depth of 
thirty-two feet. The lifting power of a 
balloon ten feet in diameter is said to be 
more than one hundred tons.

In many marshy, fever-plagued districts 
of Europe and Africa, the experiment of 
planting in large numbers the Eucalyptus, 
or fever-tree, has been tried for some years, 
and a late report shows that the result is 
the almost total banishment of fevers from 
these regions.

Some experiments by a number of Ger- 
n scientists seem to show that the nutri­

tive value of pea-straw ikequal to that of 
clover-hay. Oat-straw is inferior, both in 
proportion of nultitive matter artt^in di­
gestibility.

The Swiss are said to be the only nation 
in the world who have done nothing for 
geographical exploration beyond the limits 
of their own territory.

The director of a German insane asylum 
expresses the belief that much of the in­
sanity in Germany may be attributed to 
the overwork of children in the national 
schools.

In the course of a series of investiga­
tions, Prof. Geikie has found that in some

Company could not resist the claim or say 
there was no contract. Mr. Street had then 
said to witness, it was true he had seen the 
application and plan before the telegram 
was sent,and that he authorised Mr. Jack 
to send the telegram, but he directed 
witness’ attention to the letter sent by 
Mr. Jack, asking for a distribution or 
apportionment of the amount at risk. He 
claimed that as that distribution had not 
been made, there was no insurance. He 
admitted that copies of the plans had been 
made in his office. Ip the last conversa­
tion of witness with Mr. Street the latter 
said he did not know whether the Western 
would pay or not. Mr. Ewing fell sick at 
St. John, and on his recovery left, after 
which there was a lull in the proceedings 
for a time. Shortly after he met Mr. 
Street on the street in St. John,and asked 
him whether his Company intended to pay. 
He said he did not know', when witness 
said if they did not, he intended to take 
legal steps to recover for the Bishop. He 
also asked Mr. Street if he would accept 
service of the writ. Mr. Street said he 
would, but he asked witness not to bring 
action,but to go on and negotiate a settle­
ment with the North British and Mercan­
tile, and he assured witness that the 
Western would pay as much as that Com­
pany.

Mr. Thomson objected to this testi­
mony.

Dr. Barker replied that the defence con­
tended that if there was a contract at 
all, the present action should have been 
brought within six months after the loss. 
He contended that there was no such con­
dition. but if there was, this evidence 
proved a clear waiver of it; again, any 
conversation with Mr. Street, who repre­
sented the Western was relevant testi-

Mr. Thompson, in reply, argued that 
there was no allegation of waiver in the 
declaration, and it was not competent for 
the Plaintiff to give evidence of it without 
it being there. The defence should not 
be taken by surprise in this way, as they 
did not come to answer a case of waiver. 
The point was further discussed, Dr. Barker 
quoting authorities in support of hia posi­
tion and the evidence was finally admitted, 
subject to objection.

Witness resumed, re stating Mr. Street’s 
assurance to him, that the Western would 
pay as much as the North British, if action 
were not comir.v iced. This conversation 
took place in the latter part of June. It 
was in consequence of this conversation 
that Witness did not commence an action 
againit the Western in June.

Witness next detailed the circumstanc­
es leading to the amicable settlement of 
the Bishop’s claim by Mr. Jack’s Company 
and the payment of $4,000, of all of which 
he informed Mr. Street.

Mi. Thomson objected to this ex'idence 
of conversations, wtth Mr. Street after 
the loss because, 1st., Mr. Street was 
not authorised to bind the Western 
in the matter ; 2nd., it was only an at­
tempt to negotiate a settlement; 3rd it 
was a kind of trap laid for the Western.

The evidence was, however, admitted. 
Witness next gave evidence of Mr. Kenny, 
Inspector for the Western, visiting St. 
John and being introduced to him at his 
(witness s) office, by Mr. Street; and of 
a long conversation had then and there, in 
which he urged the Bishop’s claim, reciting 
the correspondence given above, and other 
circumstances and negotiatious, his argu­
ments being at first met with objections 
already referred to, and others. Finally 
Mr. Kenny said he could, himself, do 
nothing in the matter, but he requested 
witness to put his views of the case in 
writing and forward them to the head 
office, and he had no doubt they would assist 
towards a better understanding of the dis- 
pute. Witness wrote to the Company, as 
desired, a copy of the letter being—after 
objection by Mr. Thomson—put in evi­
dence together with the Company’s reply 
thereto repudiating any liability.

Witness was further examined and pro­
ved other letters in which it was proposed 
by the Bishop that the matter should be 
left to arbitration, which proposal was also 
rejected by the Western, who contended 
they were not on the risk and that there 
was, therefore, nothing to arbitrate upon. 
Mr. Street did not, at any time, object to 
proof of loss.

In cross-examination Witness, by request 
of Mr. Ihomson, read the letters, etc. 
which he had read to Mr. Kenney in his 
office, together with some others respect­
ing the cancelled risk of the Bishop in the 
Agricultural.

mr. jack’s testimony resumed. 
Henry Jack, Esq., agent of the North 

British and Mercantile Insurance Co., 
being re-called testified to Mr. Street’s 
agency in the Western in 1878, witness 
having transacted business with him as 
such in that year, and previously. Witness 
communicated the contents of Mr. Wins­
low’s letter and that of the Bishop to Mr. 
Street when he received them, and he 
sent the telegram “ Street and I take $10- 
000 each ” to Mr. Winslow after he had 
communicated the contents of that gentle­
man’s letter to Mr. Street. It was the 
custom in St. John to give credit for pre­
miums of insurance.

Being cross-examined by Mr.Thompson, 
Witness said he either showed or read Mr. 
Winslow’s letter, enclosing the Bishop’s 
application and plan, to Mr. Street before 
sending the telegram. Mr. Street authorised 
witness to send the telegram and told him he 
would take $10.000. He gave witness no 
form of telegram but after saying he would 
take $10,000 told witness to telegraph to 
that effect.

This closed the Plaintiff’s case.
THE DEFENCE.

Mr. Thomson moved for a non-suit, 
claiming that Plaintiff had no case ; if any 
contract could be spelled out of what had 
been submitted to the court it was with 
the North British and not with the 
Western, but he argued that there was no 
contract, even with the latter Company ; 
any privity there was was with the North 
British ; the Bishop did not accept the 
risk when offered by Street, and Street 
was dropped ; there was a letter of 16th 
February 1878 from Mr. Winslow, asking 
“ if the insurance had been effected,” and 
négociations were going on for insurance 
when the fire occurred

Mr. Thomson argued on this point and 
further claimed that no action would lie 
against the Western on the telegram of 
Mr. Jack, or that, at most, it would com­
pel iisurance in the form of the policies. 
The telegram was not considered final as 
the subsequentcorrespondence showed, and 
the Bishop did not consider the contract 
as completed. Winslow also wrote on 
12th February, “if not we must try again.” 
There was no promise to pay the premium 
to Western and no premium was paid and 
there was, therefore, no consideration for 
insurance. Mr. Thomson argued his points 
at some length, but His Honor refused the 
motion for non-suit and I. Allan Jack, Esq. 
opened for the defence, denying liability 
of the Western, denying Mr. Winslow’s 
authority as agent, denying Mr. Henry 
Jack’s authority to send the telegram

Witness was in the habit of re­
ceiving policies from Head Office signed 
and sealed.

Mr. Thomson here offered a form of 
policy in evidence and Dr. Barker objected. 
After argument His Honor ruled in favor 
of Dr. Barker’s objection and the policy 
was not admitted.

If the jury believed that-Mr. Jack 
authorized by Mr. Street to send the tele­
gram, they would find for the Plaintiff. 
Subsequent correspondence would not 
affect the contract 
they thought Jack had not such authority 
they must find for the Defendant. His 
Honor also referred further to the usage 
respecting the payment of premiums

It, on the other hand

Witness resumed—Mr. Winslow was 
living in Chatham in 1878. After receive- 
ing from him the letter closing with the 
w'ords “I think the Bishop will give me a 
preference” witness heard no more from 
him or the Bishop about the insurance. 
Neither did he hear from Mr. Jack until 
the latter told him of the Bishop’s appli­
cation of 7th Feby 1878 and read a por­
tion of Mr. Winslow’s letter which ac­
companied it. Mr. Jack did not then, nor 
until long after the tire, show him the 
Bishop’s letter. Witness got the nlan of 
the property from Mr. Jack and had a 
copy of it made in his office by Mr. Frink, 
sent the plan and copy to Mr. Jack and 
never saw them since. Witness never 
authorised Jack’s telegram to Mr Winslow. 
He did not authorise any particular tele­
gram and never heard of the telegram till 
long after the fire. It was not true that 
witness told Mr. Quigley that he had seen 
the Bishop’s application or Mr. Winslow’s 
letter. Mr. Quigley importuued him on 
the street frequently and tried to have 
confidential conversations with him on the 
subject of the Bishop’s insurance, and at 
last, he told him he did not wish to say 
anything about it. He never said to Mr. 
Quigley that the Western would pay the 
claim if the North British pursued that 
course. He might have said on hie 
personal and private account and as his 
opinion that it the North British paid the 
Western would probably do so too, if 
they did anything. Witness never asked 
Mr. Quigley nut to commence an action 
against the Western. Witness did not 
hear much of the conversation between 
Mr. Quigley and Mr. Kenny. He merely 
introduced them aiid stayed a short time 
and then left.

In cross-examination by Dr. Barker 
witness stated that he was not now in 
employ of the Western, but of the Phoenix, 
at New’ York. His reason for writing to 
Mr. Winslow in reference to the Bishop’s 
insurance and not to his regular agent at 
Chatham was because bethought Mr. W. 
would have the most influence with His 
Lordship and would be the most likely to 
secure the risk. Ilis mention of Mr. Jack 
in his letter to Mr. Winslow was without 
that gentleman’s authority, but as he and 
Mr. Jack took business together he felt 
that it would be all right. He did not 
know that any other Company or Com­
panies were after the Bishop’s risks, but 
he placed the postscript to his letter 
stating such to be the fact rqerely 
incentive to prompt action by Mr. Winslow; 
did not then know that Mr. Winslow was 
acting for Mr. Jack at Chatham and New­
castle; was constantly in the habit of giving 
credit for premiums at St. John—both on 
originals aud renewals. Witness looked 
to Mr. Winslow for tÊe 
policies sent to him.

In re examination, witness said he told 
Mr. Jack he would take half of the $20,- 
000 risk, but it must be apportioned and 
Mr. Jack said he would take it only in that 
way himself. Jack asked witness if he 
might telegraph Winslow that he (Street) 
would take half the amount ($10,000) and 
the latter said he could, provided he put 
specific amounts on each building.

R. WARNFORD FRINK

who was clerk in Mr. Street’s office in 
1878,testified to copying the plans referred 
to. He had never seen them since taking 
them to Mr. Jack’s office.

Mr. Thomson here added to the grounds 
which he had already stated for 
suit—

That no action can be brought against 
a corporation for breach pi contract unless 
said contract is under the company’s 
seal—

That even though the telegram in evi­
dence might appear to make a completed 
contract, if circumstances subsequently 
occurred which made it appear to the par­
ties, or either of them, that it was not in­
tended to perform a completed contract, 
it would, from the time of such knowledge 
and in the absence, in the meantime of 
breach of it, cease to be a contract, or 
cease to contain any of the elements of a 
contract.

Mr. Thomson also put in some corres­
pondence between Mr. Jack and Mr. 
Winslow, the agent of the Agricultural 
Insurance Co. aud the Bishop and the 
latter and Mr. Winslow, the purport of 
which is sufficiently disclosed, so far as it 
affects a general understanding of the 
case, in the above testimony.

THE CLOSE.

Mr. Thomson then addressed the jury 
very ably and was followed by Dr. Barker 
in a terse and logical speech. But for the 
fact that our report of the evidence, etc. 
is already so full as to occupy a pretty 
large share of our space, we would give the 
points made and cases cited in support by 
both gentlemen.

His Honor,in summing up,characterised 
the shit as a very important one, surround­
ed by more complications than any case 
that had ever come before him in his ju­
dicial experience. The plaintiff's case was 
this,—that in January ’78 the Bishop had 
insurance to the amouut of $20,000 in the 
Agricultural^Company, but owing to that 
organization being in difficulties, and Mr. 
Street agent of the Western being anxious 
to secure the risks of His Lordship, the 
latter applied thro’ Mr. Winslow, for in­
surance, pursuant to request of that gen­
tleman therefor, acting on the suggestion 
and at the request of Mr. Street. In re- 
gard to Mr. Street’s second letter.it was a 
special direction and authority from him 
and of the office he represented, to take 
that particular risk. This letter was 
shown to the Bishop, who took time to 
ascertain his position in respect of the 
Agricultural Company,and having done so 
took the proper steps to secure the in­
surance. His Honor said he would direct 
the Jury that if the correspondence did take 
place as shown in evidence', if Mr Wins­
low fixed the rate, and Mr. Jack had Mr. 
Street’s authority to send that telegram, 
and Mr. Winslow shewed the telegram to 
the Bishop, then the contract of insurance 
was effected and noeubsequent correspon­
dence would affect it. His Honor refer­
red to Street’s first letter in which he 
wrote “ Jack and I ” will do so and so,aud 
this accounted for the correspondence with 
Mr. Jack. His Lordship it seemed would 
give Mr. Wiuslow the preference, and it

Telegraphic Notes and Nows.
[We were obliged to hold over our usual 

selections under this heading last week 
and, therefore, give a few of the items of 
news which should have appeared earlier.]

Judgment has been given by Judge Rou- 
thier at Murray Bay. in the Charlevoix 
contested election case. Mr. Perrault, the 
sitting member is maintained in his seat, 
Mr. Ciraon being coudomned to pay the 
costs of contestation.

A Collision occurred on the night of the 
15th inst., at 10.15, at Elgin Road, Inter­
colonial Railway, between a special freight 
and a ballast train. Conductor Gagnon, 
from Rivere du Loup, was killed, but no 
other persons were injured. The Rail­
way property was badly damaged.

Toronto, Sept. 17.—Globe specials— 
London September 16.—The Times says : 
We are authorized by the Canadian Minis­
ters to state that a contract has been made 
by the Dominion Government with certain 
capitalists in London, Paris and America 
for the construction of the Canadian Paci­
fic Railway, such contract with all its de­
tails to be subject to the approval of the 
Canadian Parliament which will meet in 
February next. The other letters which 
we have received upon this subject it is 
now unnecessary to publish, as it is to be 
inferred from the above announcement that 
any idea of an appeal to the public for 
capital to carry out the undertaking which 
it lias been thought was contemplated,has 
for the present at least been abandoned. 
Wiser counsels have no doubt prevailed. 
It has probably been thought better from 
every point of view to proceed more slow­
ly with the construction of the line, by 
which money will be saved in the end, 
while all the desired objects if somewhat 
delayed will be perhaps more surely and 
solidly achieved.

Toronto, Sept. 16.—By cable to the 
Mail :—London, September 15.—The re­
ports hitherto cabled to Canada of the suc­
cess of the Pacific Railway negotiations 
were premature, as the allegations that 
they had been broken off were entirely 
without foundation. The article in the 
London Times stating that the mission of 
the Ministers bad proved successful, was 
also premature, aud there was no truth in 
the alleged terms of the contract. To-day 
the Ministers concluded a contract for con­
structing and working the road with 
capitalists of London, Paris and America, 
subject to the approval of the Dominion 
Parliament. No details are given, but 
there is the best authority for saying that 
the negotiations are absolutely complete, 
and that Parliament will be put in posses­
sion of the fullest particulars before it is 
asked to commit the Dominion to the con­
tract.

Di. Barker replied that if this letter 
stood alone, Mr. Thomson’s position 
would probably be correct, but the Plain­
tiff had put in a letter from Mr. Street 
connecting him in the matter with Mr. 
Jack, and before the case was ended Pltff. 
would connect the whole together.

His Honor decided to admit the evidence 
offered, subject to Mr. Thomson’s objec­
tion. His Lordship’s letter or application 
was read as follows :—

Chatham, N.B., Feb. 7th, 1878.
F. E. Winslow, Esq,, Agent North British 

and Mercantile Insurance Company, 
Chatham, N. B.

Dear Sir :—In accordance with the inti­
mation which you had the goodness to 
make to me to the effect that the Company 
for which you are agent, would be willing 
to insure our buildings, isolated as they are 
on the hill at the South side of the town of 
Chatham, at the same rate for which they 
have been insured in the Canada Agricul­
tural Insurance Company, which is said to 
have failed—I beg to request you to effect 
insurance on them in favor of James Law- 
ton, Esq., of St. John for ten thousand 
dollars ($10,000) that being the amount of 
a mortgage which he holds on said pro­
perty—that is the same risk which the 
aforesaid Canada Agricultural Insurance 
Company had for three years, at two per 
cent. The policy or policies of said risk 
are in the hands of Mr. Lawton from whom 
Mr. Jack of St. John can have them to 
draw out the new policies. Also I sheuld 
like to have a similar amouut insured on 
the same buildings in my own favor at the 
same rate and in the same Company.

P. S.—For position of said buildings, I 
would refer to the map. of the County of 
Northumberland published by Roe & Colby 
of St. John, on which there is a plan of 
the town of Chatham and our two groups 
of buildings in question, west of St. John 
Street, marked thereon as ‘ ‘ Convent ” aud 
“ Cathedral.”

Mr. Winslow’s letter accompanying 
the above was put in and read as follow-s:— 

Chatham, 7th February 1878
H. Jack Esq., St John.

Dear Sir:—Enclosed find the Bishop’s 
application just rec’d—6.30 p. m. He has 
misunderstood me as to rate. I told him 
as authorised by Mr. Street, at rate of 
1%, which would be about fair. If the 
North British and Western will do it and 
plan famished is sufficient, telegraph me 
in morning. The meaning of application 
>s $5,000 on each of Blocks—that is $10,- 
000 in favor of James Lawton to secure 
mortgage, and an additional $10,000—five 
thousand on each—in favor of the Bishop.

The risk is quite isolated as regards 
other buildings and great care has been 
taken in way of precaution against fire,

Dr. Barker now proposed to put in a 
telegram sent to Mr. Winslow in response 
to request in the above letter. After ob­
jection by Mr. Thomson, on the ground 
that Mr. Jack had uo authority from Mr. 
Street to send it, the telegram was put in 
and read, subject to objection as follows:— 

St. John, Feb. 8th, 1878. 
To F. E. Winslow, Chatham.

Street and I take ten thousand each.
Henry Jack.

Witness (Mr. Winslow) was sure he 
communicated the contents of the above 
telegram to the Bishop ; was pretty sure 
he showed the telegram to him immedi­
ately after its receipt On the morning 
of the 14th February. 18J8—after 12 
o’clock on the night of the 13th—the east­
erly group or block of buildiugs was de­
stroyed by fire. The cottage attached was 
very much injured, bnt not destroyed. 
Witness subsequently paid the money for 
the North British and Mercantile to the 
Bishop.

In cross-examining Mr. Winslow, Mr. 
Thomson sought to show by a letter of 
Mr. Jack, dated 9th February, that the 
latter desired the Bishop to apportion the 
amount at risk on different parts of the 
buildings, and there was conside able dis­
cussion between Messrs. Barker and 
Thomson in reference to the mode of get­
ting in this evidence. Witness said he re­
ceived the letter referred to and handed 
it to the Bishop, with a request for the 
fulfilment of its requirements. It was 
quite probable also, witness said, that he 
talked over the requirements with His 
Lordship, although they were such as 
to make it almost impossible to comply 
with them.

Question by Mr. Thomson—In that con­
versation did you tell him that Mr. Jack 
had returned a copy of the plan of the 
R. C. buildings and church, and required 
him to put a specified amount on each 
building, so as to make up the $20,000 on ■ 
the whole, and that the plan was to be 
returned to Mr. Jack with the several 
amounts marked on the buildings ?

Witness—I think that was in the letter, 
and I have no doubt I talked it over with 
the Bishop. I told him the company re­
quired the amounts to be apportioned, 
and he sent the plan back to me. I think I 
told him he had not done it satisfactorily. 
This was in consequence of a letter, which 
I think I received via Newcastle on 15th 
Feby. Had it not been directed by way 
of Newcastle I would probably, have re­
ceived it on 14th Feby.

Witness was next questioned by Mr. 
Thomson as to his agency for the North 
British and Western Insurance Companies. 
He showed that he had been acting for 
both when he was located at Newcastle, 
and that he continued so to act after his 
removal to Chatham. It was not custom­
ary for applicants to pay premiums at the 
time they applied for policies. Witness’ 
rule was to forward applications, deliver 
the policies when received and pay the 
premiums himself when they were called 
for. He would not swear that be had any 
authority from Mr. Jack to take that 
course or from Mr. Street either.

In re-examination by Dr. Barker, witness 
said his impression was that he handed the 
letter of Mr. Jack, accompanying the re­
turned plan, to His Lordship in person. 
In dealing with Mr. Jack, the acceptance 
by him (witness) of an application insured 
the risk, and it was the same in his deal­
ings with Mr. Street. In two instances, 
with the latter gentleman, he received 
interim receipts for 30 days. He used, in 
some cases, to remit premiums soon after 
receiving them, but sometimes not for a 
month—with Mr. Jack two months would 
sometimes elapse. Witness never collect­
ed a premium until he delivered the policy, 
and as for this insurance, be had agreed 
with the Bishop to take his note and dis­
count it, paying the premiums with the 
proceeds, himself. The Bishop’s claim 
against the North British on account of 
the fire, was finally paid through witness.

RICHARD F. QUIGLEY, ESQ. 

of the Law firm, of Willet & Quigley, St. 
John, was the uext witness called. Af­
ter giving evidence as to his knowledge 
of the loss, the agency of Mr. Street and 
Mr. Jack, for the respective Companies 
represented by them, he referred to con­
versations he had, as one of the legal re­
presentatives of the Bishop, with Mr. 
Street at St. John, in which the latter 
mainly denied liability. Witness had 
discussed certain propositions for settle­
ment of the insurance claims with Mr. 
Ewing, who came down from Montreal 
in connection with the matter,and pursuant 
thereto talked the subject over with Mr. 
Street. He told Mr. S. that in view of 
the correspondence —the Bishop’s applica-

ates of their customers the game they 
have captured.

THE CASE OF THE ROMAN CATHOLIC BISHOP 
OF CHATHAM VS. THE WESTERN ASSURANCE 

COMPANY.

The case of the R. C. Bishop of Chatham 
vs. the Western Assurance Company, oc­
cupied the Court from Saturday 18th until 
Wednesday 22nd.

F. E. Barker, D. C. L, Q. C., Wm. 
Wilkinson, Q. C. and R. F. Quigley, B. C. L. 
appeared for the Plaintiff, and S. R. Thom­
son, Q. C. and I. Allan Jack, Esq. appeared 
for the defence.

R. F. Quigley, Esq., opened for the 

plaintiff, stating the claim of the Bishop 
and the facts upon which he relied to prove 
his case. In the course of his remarks,he 
mad* the assertion that His Lordship was 
Trustee for every Roman Catholic in his 
Diocese, whereupon Mr. Thomson, for the 
defence, claimed that, in such case, 
Roman Catholics were disqualified as 
julbrs, and he moved to have two non- 
Catholic jurors sworn in place of Messrs. 
McMahon and King, Roman Catholics. 
The motion was allowed and Messrs. James 
Reid and Charles Crammond were sworn 
in place of the two jurors named.

TESTIMONY OF F. E. WINSLOW’. ESQ.

The first witness called was F. E. 
Winslow,Esq., of Chatham. He resided in 
Chatham in 1878 and knew the buildings 
of the Bishop which were destroyed ; 
Knew Warwick W. Street, agent for 
Western Assurance Company, also Henry 
Jack, agent of the North British aud Mer­
cantile Insurance Company ; was acting in 
1878 and previously as agent for both 
these companies and also for the Stadacona 
and Royal companies. Mr. Street had 
been acting for the Stadacona; witness 
made application for policies, delivered 
policies and collected premiums, applica­
tion for loss (one) was also made through 
him — be had but one loss. Mr. Street 
acted for the Stadacona and the Western 
after the St. John fire. ‘ Witness received 
the following letter from Mr. Street.

The increase of imports from Russia 
and Sweden and Norway, especially of 
sawn goods is remarkable, and in view 
of the supplies flowing into Great Bri­
tain from those countries, it is not diffi­
cult to understand that although Cana­
dian deals have gone forward only 
moderately, prices have not advanced 
as much as might have been expected 
in response to the general revival of 
business. Were it not for the heavy 
supplies from Northern Europe there 
would now be something of the old-time 
profits in the New Brunswick lumber 
business. Referring to the ample sup­
plies of Wood goods in Great Britain 
the Journal says :—

We have been seriously remonstrated 
with, sub rosa, by men eminent in the 
trade as too incredulous of the actual state 
of affairs abroad, and the impending diffi­
culty of getting the enormous requirements 
of this country supplied without submit­
ting to a formidable increase in the cost of 

produce. Our only appeS has been 
facts as they arise, and which it is 

onr business to record in the interest of the 
trade ; and it has appeared to us through­
out the season thus far,that, if one country 
fall short in its exports of timber, our 
markets would be amply replenished by 
the superabundance of another. But in 
point of fact, so far from finding any 
difficulty in obtaining our customary sup­
plies from Sweden and Norway, they have 
been coming forward in positive profusion, 
and in defiance of all calculation to the 
contrary, if the Docks and the Board of 
Trade give ns even an approximation to 
faithful returns. Against the possible 
curtailment of shipments from British 
America, Russia has boomed up with more 
than usual resources, and by the aid of 
steam is invading our markets in force,and 
as to Sweden, no substitute is required to 
supply her deficiencies, at least up to the 
time we write, and, if it be fair to judge 
of the remainder of the season by that 
portion of it which is past, there will be 
ample stocks for „ the country to go on 
with when the icy hand of winter closes 
np for this year the great sources of our 
timber supply.

We may add that cable advices of 
the present week indicate that deals 
and other lumber are receding in price. 
At Messrs. A. F. & D. Mackay’s usual 
sale reported on 11th inst., three car­
goes of New Brunswick deals were 
offered and sold at fair prices, but we 
learn by letter that at the next sale by 
the same firm a large proportion of the 
deals offered were withdrawn, the bids 
being considerably lower than those of 
the preceding week. This is not an en­
couraging condition of things, indicat­
ing, as it does, a rather “ tender” mar- 

Indeed, the experiences of the 
-whole season have not been satisfactory, 
considering the improved tone of trade 
generally in Great Britain and on the 
Continent. The bulk of our lumber 
exports have, so far, been on contract 
account, at prices which have not left 
much of a margin for our operators and 
shippers, and now, when consignments 
are to go forward on thn market, 
it is disappointing to learn that its con­
dition is sensitive, if not weak.

So much of our space is devoted 
to the case of the Bishop of Chat­
ham vs. the Western Assurance Com­
pany, and the evidence so clearly de­
velops its merits, that it is scarcely 
necessary for us to do more than direct 
attention to the matter. While this 
trial will lead to abetter understanding 
of the modes of effecting insurance and, 
therefore, be a public benefit, it cannot 
fail to impress'the reader with the con­
trast presented between the two com­
panies which had the risks on the Roman 
Catholic buildings at the time they 
were destroyed in 1878. Mr. Henry 
Jack of St. John is ,to be "congratulated 
on representing a corporation disposed 
to act in good faith towards its patrons. 
The fact that the North British and 
Mercantile Company paid what it was 
entitled to pay, when it might have 
sought to evade its responsibility, is to 
its credit and calculated to increase pub­
lic confidence in the integrity of the 
British Insurance Companies during 
business in this country.

The Western Assurance Company, on 
the other hand, presents the spectacle of 
a large and wealthy corporation denying 
the acts of its general and special agents 
and seeking, in all the technicalities 
recognised by courts and available to our 
most astute lawyers, to evade its'obliga- 
tions under a contract which no honest 
man would dare to repudiate. It is a 
fortunate thing, in the interest of 
justice, that the Western Insurance 
Company made a special agent of a 
clear-headed, prompt and methodical 
business man at Chatham in January 
1878, when it became so anxious to 
secure the Bishop’s risks ; and it is a 
commentary on the Western people’s 
notions of right and justice that their 
anxiety to secure the Bishop’s premiums 
on that occasion was only surpassed by 
their eagerness to stultify themselves 
when a loss occurred, as they are shown 
to have done by the evidence in the 
cause, which has resulted in so fitting a 
rebuke of their course.

Columbia and Canada. No arrangement 
would be tolerated by the former which 
would put off to an indefinite future the 
completion of this unpromising stage of the 
journey. Vigor in prosecuting the rest 
would provoke instead of assuaging suspi­
cions. A very ' different question is> 
whether the Dominion would not have 
been wise to retain for itself this especial 
burden and not endeavor to throw it upon 
European capitalists. If they accept it 
they do so solely because they believe the 
dose to have been sweetened to an extent 
which will be very costly to Canadian tax­
payers ; but a State is long lived, and can 
afford to wait for its profits provided that 
when they come they will recoup its losses 
sooneh or later. The hope is that the 
Canada Pacific Railway will yield a noble 
profit on the outlay, weighted though it 
be with the Thunder Bay section. This 
future net profit,the Dominion signs away 
for momentary emancipation from engineer­
ing embarrassments. On the other hand 
it does not follow that this profit will fall 
to the shareholders, who, as the financier 
promoters of the undertaking hope, will 
take the concession off their hands at a 
handsomely enhanced price. Individual 
shareholders have to exist upon the pro­
ceeds of the enterprises upon which they 
embark. It is little comfort to them when 
they are hungering for immédiate dividends 
that the prophetic eye can see thousands 
of miles of railway studded with villages, 
faimeteads and cities which have all paid 
heavily to the Company for the ground 
they stand upon and pay more heavily con­
stantly still in fares for transit to and fro. 
Perhaps it may be found practicable by 
breaking the undertaking into sections to 
moderate the splendid risks of a railway of 
some thousands of miles, on which the 
traffic of the fruitful shores of Lake Win­
nipeg and that of the unknown wilder­
nesses on the north of Lake Superior are 
brought into a confusing hotch potch. 
Even some prudent investors might be 
willing to help to provide Manitoba farm­
ers with a railway who would think such 
means of conveyance of superfluous luxury 
for the red Indians and bisons, but that is 
a matter for the fortunate possessors of 
the Canadian concession to consider.

A Great Lecturer.
M r. Archibald Forbes, the greatest of all 

the war correspondents of the British 
Press,is to visit Miramichi early in Novem- 
and deliver^ajlecture iu Masonic Hall, Chat­
ham. A lecture from a man so eminent in 
his profession is something that the public 
here have, we think, never had opportunity 
of listening to and we have no doubt that 
people in both town and country will flock 
to hear him. His experiences and ability 
as a correspondent may be judged by the 
following written by Mr. Smalley, the 
London correspondent of the New York 
Tribune

Another brilliant exploit is to be added 
to the already long list cf Forbes’s achieve­
ments. The Daily News of Monday pub­
lishes a dispatch of five columns from him 

fighting on Schipka Pass. It is 
idle to say that it is a better or earlier 
dispatch than any other that appears else­
where. There is simply nothing else any­
where with which to compare it. All 
Europe has been on tiptoe for a w eek to 
hear what has been going on in the Pass. 
Its capture has been falsely announced 
by the Turks and Auglo-Turks 
dozen times or more. The 
patches, though accurate as far as they 
went, were tardy and meagre. Note then 
Mr. Forbes’a talent for being in the right 
place at the right time—the first duty of 
a correspondent, and one of the most diffi. 
cult. Un Thursday morning he hears of 
the fighting, and “ acting on the maxim 
given by Prince Frederick Charles to his 
officers, rode at once in the direction of the 
cannon thunder. ” From Thursday to 
Sunday (with the exception of a brief rest 
at Gabrova,Thursday night.) Mr. Forbes 
is either in the saddle, or under fire, or 
writing. He rode on Thursday from the 
Russian headquarters at Gorui Studeui to 
Gabrova ; early on Friday from Gabrova to 
the top of Shipka Pass ; all Friday shares 
the perils of the tight with its defenders j 
all Friday night is again in the saddle, 
riding back to headquarters, and from 
headquarters on Saturday to Sistova and 
acrosé the Danube to Simnitza, and from 
Siminitza to the railway, and by rail to 
Bucharest. Thence he telegraphs the dis­
patch printed on Monday—a narrative 
written partly in the Pass under a hail of 
bullets, partly, I judge, at different points 
on the road, and half, perhaps at Buchar­
est ; but the whole of it is as vivid and 
fresh as if the writer had had nothing to 
do for a month ; and this was the first 
fruits of his leisure. It is a masterpiece 
of military literature, and a prodigy of 
physical power.

Sitting among the crowd at St. James’ 
Hall, Wednesday evening last listening to 
the powerful voice and stirring narrative 
ot Mr. Archibald Forbes, it struck me that 
what we call progress and civilization 
have not after all much influence upon the 
primal instincts of humanity. Mr. Forbes 
said nothing with his lips which we might 
not have read in his writings. How came 
it then that in the year of the Christian era, 
1879, we had returned to the practices of 
the dark ages, with their minstrels and 
harpers and “gestours” travelling from 
town to town, and from monastery to 
monastery, singing the gallant deeds of 
famous knights? Why pay five shillings 
to hear what we may read for a penny ? 
This surely is npt one of the triumphs of 
the Press. It seems to me that the time 
will never arrive for the Press to
with the charm of the humau voice, or 
deaden the sympathy between man and

We required to look with our veritable 
eyes upon the knight of the pen that 
through all those lonely hours rode in the 
darkness, carrying news from the battle 
to the coast. The spoken story of that 
vast mob of stark-naked Zulus wasteing 
themselves with infuriate valor upon the 
solid square of British chivalry stirs the 
heart as with the sound of a trumpet more 
than any written narrative could do. 
And when Mr. Forbes describes the finding 
of the body of the Prince Imperial, his 
hearers feel themselves in the presence of 
a man who saw what he tells of. The 
power of human sympthy drawi us nearer 
to the event. We are face to face with 
an eye-witness of the fabric of history. 
If it were possible, what honors would not 
the Christian world pay to the man whose 
eyes had looked upon the supreme tragedy 
of Calvary.

With manly and unaffected pathos, Mr. 
Forbes told the story of the finding of the 
body of the Prince Imperial. And his ac­
count of that deed of daring, for which 
Lord William Beresford won the Victoria 
Cross, was instinct with reality. The 
great “ Special ” does not admire Lieut. 
Carey. At the conclusion of the Prince 
Imperial episode he said “ It is not 
expedient for me to-night to mention my 
opinion of Lieut. Carey,” an observation 
received with mingled cheers and hisses, 
which did not prevent the speaker later on, 
in describing “ Bill ” Beresford’s feat, from 
saying, “ I think it was lucky for Sergeant 
Fitzmorris that he was not the Prince Im • 
perial.” Upon this there arose a storm of 
hissing and hand clappings—what the 
French call a sensation.

Mr. Forbes made a great point of 
describing the burial of a soldier at the 
battle of Ulundi. He gave a graphic ac­
count of how the chaplain whipped his 
surplice out of his pocket, and, robing 
himself in haste, read the solemn service 
for the dead amid a rain of bullets and the 
crash of shells for responses. The grim 
humour of this latest outcome of the 
teachings of the Prince of Peace never 
struck Mr. Forbes, who I begin to suspect 
of being a Scotchman.

When Mr. Forbes rolled out his thanks 
to Gcd that the British soldier had been 
true to the traditions of the military ser­
vice, the people applauded vociferously. 
But when he praised the splendid valour 
of the Zulus, the noise echoed in the roof, 
and the great organ pipes -over his head 
quivered at the mighty clapping.

Weeks ago in these columns I was the 
first in the newspaper press to say that Mr. 
Forbes should receive the honour of knight­
hood at the hands of the Queen. And I 
repeat that this vigorous and talented 
captain of the pen is worthy of that dis­
tinction.

The date of Mr. Forbes’ appearance in 
Chatham will be announced next week, or 
as soon as it is communicated.

The group by which the 
contract was signed,consists of a bank­
ing firm in London, a financial associa­
tion in Paris, and a wealthy firm in 
New York. The leading conditions 
formally agreed to by the parties con­
cerned are as follows : The Dominion

Government will pay the Canada Pacific 
Railway Company £6,000,000, in bonds, 
assigning to them at the same time a 
fixed amount of land—extending to 
many millions of acres—in alternate 
blocks along the line, 
also undertake to assign the portion of 
the line already completed to the com­
pany, the estimated cost being between 
five and six millions sterling, including 
the official surveys of the entire route 
which have been prepared. It is stated 
to be definitely arranged the the com­
pany shall work and maintain the line 
in perpetuity at their own risk on the 
terms above described.

This would be equal to between $50,- 
000,000 and $60,000,000 in money be­
sides lands.

In the Times of September 13, a 
writer who signs himself “Anglo— 
Canadian,’’replies to “Senex.” In re­
gard to the ThunderBay section he says, 
it is necessary to the integrity of the 
scheme. Among other things, he 
says:—

The precise meaning of your corres­
pondent’s second question is not quite 
clear. Until the actual text of the guar­
antee referred to,is made publient is idle 
to speculate upon the measure of either 
the possible profiit or loss which may 
result from its operation. The terms 
offered by the Canadian 
for the construction, of the line are 
certainly such as to induce capitalists to 
embark in it, as many will when all the 
facts are freely made known.

The reliance to be placed on the 
preliminary and succeeding surveys, 
which have from time to time been 
made and are yet going on, can be best 
determined by the reputation for effi­
ciency and honesty which those making 
them are known to sustain, and by a 
thorough and careful examination of 
their reports to their employers, the 
Dominion Government.

Ne guarantee has yet been given, nor 
has any undertaking thus far been en­
tered ipto by the promoters, looking 
either to the immediate construction or 
the ultimate equipment and working of 
the line. Probably nothing less than 
the aggregate ultimate cost of the road 
in a workable condition is contemplated 
by the Canadian Government in the 
present negotiations, but until the 
‘papers are signed’ it is impossible to 
say more.

The Times of September 16, in its 
city article, gives a letter signed “An 
Old Trapper,”in reply to “Senex,’ 
published by us in the Telegraph, a day 
or two ago ; he also replies to “ Anglo- 
Canadian ” above referred to. In that 
communication it is affirmed that “ the 
Canadian Pacific Railway is not a fit 
subject for commercial enterprise,” 
however useful it may be as a Govern­
ment work. He quotes Mr. Sanford 
Fleming on the subject.

The Times of the 14th, in introducing 
another letter from “ Senax,” says :—

Until the prospectus of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway scheme is published, it 
is, of course, impossible to pass criticism 
upon the merits of the undertaking from 
a commercial point of view. In the 
meantime, the best that can be done in 
the interests of those who may possibly 
be inclined to risk their money in the 
venture, is to allow the public to hear 
the opinions pro and con, of those who 
are known to be best qualified to judge 
of the commercial prospects, engineering 
and climatic difficulties, of such a line as 
the proposed Canadian Pacific. It is 
acknowledged on all hands that the line, 
if it could be completed, would be of 
immense benefit to the Dominion ; but 
what we are immediately concerned 
with is the interests of the investor. 
The Dominion Government itself ap­
pears to have expended in the work over 
11 millions of dollars, and to have en­
tered upon contracts involving nearly 
ten millions more, and have now, we 
presume, exhausted their credit at home. 
The company to whom a Royal charter 
was granted in 1872, to enable them to 
carry out the enterprise, after deposit­
ing a million of money, failedwin the 
financial arrangements. The question, 
therefore, to be answered is, supposing 
the climatic, engineering, ana other 
difficulties, which have already been 
partly discussed in our columns, are 
surmountable, what security have the 
promoters now to offer over and above 
those which were unacceptable to 
capitalists when attempts have previous­
ly been made to raise the money.

This seems to agree with the state­
ment in the Standard, that besides the 
$26,000,000 in money, the whole of the 
works completed or in course of con­
struction, value for about the same 
amount, are to be handed over, in ad­
dition to the lands. “Senex” reiter­
ates his former positions as to the char- 
aefer of the road between Lake Supe­
rior and Lake Nippissing. In the 
Times of the following day, we have the 
semi - official announcement already 
quoted,but giving no details, in which 
the communicated statement in the 
Times of 9th is set aside. 2 Any editori­
al comments made by the Times on the 
scheme, must be contained in articles 
which have not yet come to hand. 
But Sir John is here, and we hope he 
will at once “ rise and explain.”
