Practical Poultry Raising.

BY T. A. WILLITTS, WESTON, ONT.
[Continued.]

There are from two to half a dozen
strains of nearly every breed of fowls,
and there is a vast differeace between
them in sume 1nstances ; we have experi-
mented with two different strains of the
same breed, both lots of fowls being treat-
ed in precisely the same manner, and
have found one strain excellent layers,
and the other decidedly inferior, because
they had not "been carefully bred fora
number of years especially for ezg pro-
duction as the other lot of birds had. It
should be remembered as an almost in-
variable rule that ““like produces like”
with thoroughbred atock; and your fowls
will produce just what they have bees
bred to produce ; if with your strain of
fowls everything has been sacrified to
fancy poiats, you will doubtiess get exhi-
bition birds, but don’s expsct them %o be
phenomenal layers. The folly of sacritic-
ing everything to fancy points is well
illustrated in the case of the White Faced
Black Spanish, for many years fanciers
have been selecting for breeders the
chicks that developed the best white face,
discarding many chicks that in every
point but the face were infinitely superior
to the bid selected ; this practise consinu-
ed year after yoar has had the eBect of
fixing the white face most unwistakably,
and has also ruined the breed physically,
rendering them tender and: delicate and
decidedly a fancy fowl instead: of the
vigorous race of prolific layers they origi-
nally were. Now had the W. F. B.
Spanish been bred for their laying quali-
ties, vigour, and size, paying no attemtion
whatever to the white face, which by the
way is an utterly useless featuve, they
would be bred to-day by thousands,
where duzens are not now tobe found.
Just so with any other breed of fowls or
strain of that breed, if you constantly
breed for one object, you will certainly
attain it in time, and it is easier to de-
velop the useful qualities of a breed of
fowls than the useless and absurd ounes.
Plymouth Rocks could in the course of
years be bred to become a white-faced
breed ; standard birds of this variety have
no white in the face, not even as much as
a pin’s point, but occasionally & chick is
hatched ‘that developes a white ear lobe,
now by selecting these chicks, and breed-
ing them together rejecting as breeders
all birds without the white esr lobe, you
would find i time the white ear lobe
would become a white face ; as evidence
of this it need orly be meationed that
with some strains of Blak Uamburgs’
which should have a white ear lobe, but
unot a white faze, it is a common occur-
reuce for two year o}l birds
lobes to develope into.a white face.

The Chronicle says : “‘The reduction of
Mr. Gladstone’s majority is almost eccen-
wric.

Grest Britain's Wew Navy.

The date of completion of the new navy
of seventy ships, of 316,900 tous displace-
ment, carrying 540 heavy gnns, was tixed
for April, 1804. As a fact, with the possible
exception of one ship, the whole of these
vessels wili be afloat by April 1893; and the
basins of the dockyards are already crowded
with battleships, cruisers and torpedo-gun-
boate, which are finished to the last streak
of paint, fully armed, and ready for' commis-
sion. The Royal Sovereign, the largest
battleship in the world, was completed and
made her trials in thirty months; four
others of the same ciass and calibre are al-
ready lauoched and completing for eea. Of
the seventeen sccond-class cruieers to he
built by contract, eleven
by the contractors in the past year; four
more have since been accepted; and the
whole number are launched and completing.

In all, in the past three years, sixty-five
vessels of war have been launched, not ia-
cluding torpedo-boats.  Such rapidity of
construction has never been approached in
Europe, and is the despsir of the French
naval administrators, who have just com-
pleted the darceaw and oche, which were
laid down nine years since, and have not
yet launched the Brennus ‘and Charles
Martel, which are of equally ancient design.
The credit for our success lies, perhaps, not
so much with the constructors in the dock-
yards as with the ironmasters of the North,
in whosa works the ships are, in fact, con-
structed piecemeal, with such accuracy and
precision that the frames and armor-plates
drop numbered and lettered into their
places at once, without the necessity for
further adjustment. In the United States
alone, where last year the total output of
iron exceeded that in England, has this
rapidity of naval counstruction been ap-
proached during the year—a fact which
those who doubt the possibility of the sud-
den construction of a modern fleet by any
great manufacturing nation would do well
to bear in mind, The material result of
tnis well-directed activity will be best seen
by a compurizon of our pesitionin 1892 with
that in 1886 —at the beginning and at the
end of Lord Salisbury’s Administration. In
1886 we had 57 ships of 15 koots speed and
upwards, exclusive «f torpedo-boats, built
and building; in 1692 we have 140. In 1886
we had afloat and in reserve 499 heavy guns;
in 1892 we have 1,860, and the guns are
waiting for the ships on the dockyard
wharves, Iu 1886 we had of light quick-
firing guns 331—fn 1892 we have 1,715.
Lastly, the number of officers and men on
the active list has been raised by 13,000,
and of the réserve by 5,000.— London
Spectator.

ST. JOHN BOYS WHO DO NOT ENJOY LIFE

ABROAD.

(“Brooks” in Progress.)

This has been a very warm summer in the
States, although here in St. John we have
had very little reason to complain. New
Bruoswickers are coming home every day
to get cooled off, and the air of prosperity
they have about them has its eftect on the
boys who have to ‘“‘work here week in,
week out, for small wages, and never a
holiday.” That is the way they put it.
The result is, an exodus that the opposition
papers gloat over and the government press
deplores. St. John will lose a vertain num-
ber of its yonng men every year, under any
circumstances. The desire to see life in
a big city is strong in the breast of nine in
every ten young men one meets. It hasal-
ways been, and always «will be. The next
largest city or town on the line of railway
has untold attractions for a boy. The
young man on a farm longs for the town.
One brought up in a town wants to go to the
city, and to on, until deserted farms furnish
unlimited material for opposition orators
in all conntries, and smaller cities barely
hold their own, and the metropolis increases
in population and misery every year. There
are other causes for this continual change,
but the longing of young men for life and
cxcitement is the principal onme. In the
majority of cases they get all the life and
excitement they want; at what cost is only
kaown to the boys themselves.

Not long ago » lady was going across Bos-
ton commoni She saw a young fellow
whom she recognized as a former companion
“of her own boysin St. John, His clothes
were shabby and that happy, contented ex-
pression which had made it a pleasure to
look at him was no longer on his face. ~The
recognition was evidently mutual. bub the
young man slunk off and tried fo avoida
meeting. Seeing this was impossible he
made a confession that startled his friend.
“No,” he said, “I haven’t worked any for
a montb, except a few odd jobs I pick up
now and again, but for God's sake, Mrs.
B , don’t tell them at home. I haven’t
enough money to go back, if I wantsd to,
but I intend to stay here until I strike luck.
Promise you will not say anything about
me.” This case is only one in hundreds.

I often hear it remarked that ‘‘fellows
who go to the States must do well, because
they always save encugh money to come
home every summer.” But how many do
not make an annual visit 2 Then again, will
not a young man use a greater cffort to save
enough money to make a visit tv his home?
I do not say that all young men who goto
the States, do not do better than they could
at home. In a large city there are more op-
portunities, but an toknown young man
finds that bat few of them are within his
reach. He is usually willing to accept a
position he would scorn in his native city,
and the road to a large salary is not an
easy one to travel. In DBoston =salaries are
not what they used to be, even with trades.
men. Of course, a gond workman will make
out any where, but the man earning fair
wages is much better off in St. John. Last
summer, I met a number of St. John men
who had lived years in Boston, and they all
told the same story. Business was dall all
through the States during the spring, and
the reports that came to St. John from: ex-
odians ware anything but encouraging. I
was talking to a New Brunswicker who ar-
rived home recently from a trip to the hub,
and he had a story to tell that had its
amusing aspects, but was eno?ﬁgh to dis-
courage anybody who thought of betteriug
his condition that part ot the world.

easy to see that they were having hard
times. I met a St. John boy one morning
on Scollay Square, and it was quite evident
he did not want to meet me.

The World’s Greatest City.

[By G. F. Stone, Digby, N. 8., in Halifagy Chronicle,

During my recent visit in London I,
gathered some facts in connection with that
great city which may be interesting to the
readers of the Chronicle.

Lordon, the metropolis of the British em-
pire, the centre of its commerce, is the
largest, the wealthiest, promises to be the
grandest architectural, and is the greatest
commercial centre in the- world. Situated
on the River Thames, nearly sixty miles
westward from the sea, it covers an area of
streets and squarez embracing about 80,000
acres, or 122 square miles, covering an ex-
tent of territory equal to ten miles long and
six wide, closely built. Iss population in
1891 was 4,211,056, its annual increase be-
ing nearly 40,000. This is only the London
school board district. If°we take the Lon-
con police divisivn, extending the figures in
every direction over the twelve miles radius
and include the whole of London, we get the
enormous sum total of 5,633,332 of sonls,
London is stretched over 53 parishes in
Middlesex, 35 in Surrey, 18 in Kent, 14 in
E«ex and 10 in Hertfordshire. It has
obliterated the ancient distinctions of hill
aud valley, driven the wandering river back
into its bed, and conficed it there.

ing when it is remembered that on the aver-
age over 27 miles of new streets and 9,000
new houses are said to be erected in it every
year. It is estimated that every day 160,-
000 strangers enter the vast city and 123
persons are added to its population. There
are usually 120,900 foreigners in London,
and it contains more Roman Catholics than
lome and more Jews than Palestine. In
various directions there are more than ten
continuous miles of houses, and its gin pal-
aces and beer shops would, if placed side by
side, stretch a distance of 75 miles. The
water supply in London averages 50,000,000
gallons per day, and during the same period
the sewers carry off more than 10,000,000
cubic feet of refuse. 400,000 gas lamps light
its streets consuming 16,000,000 cubic feet of
gas in every 24 hours. The coal consumed
annually io Loodon is estimated at 5,500,000
tons. The city is but a small portion geo-
graphically of the great metropolis aad has
been aptly termed the counting house, being
made up of financial and commerecial centres,
Much the larger and more valuable portion
of Londou is situated on the north side of
the River Thamee. Time was, in what is
called the Tertiary period, when the mam-
moth lion and bear abvunded where London
now stands. The researches and discoveries
of antiquarians and geologists have settled
that. The condition of the locality till the
civilized and historical period ean cnly be
gueased ab, and the very origin of the city’s
name cannot be ascertained with any cer-
tainty, though the most probable derivation
is from Llyn-din, the towa on the lake. It
is known the immediate ueighborhood of the
site was the theatre of Ciwsar’s principal
transactions, though he issilent as to the
existence of any town. Tacitus,
tells us that ia Nero's reign,

however,
a hundred
years later, it was a considerable commercial
place : “Londinium copia negociatorum et
commeatu maxime celleberrium.” It hes
been a trading centre for 1800 years, that is
from the time the Romans had possession of
it. Relics of Rowman buildings have been
frequently found, and parts of the old
Roman wal's remain to this day. Roman
London was about one mile in length and a
half a mile in breadth. In the time of the
Heptarchy it was the eapital of the Saxon
kingdom of Eszex, known as Lunden.caster;
and when Alfred made it the capital of Eng-
land, it was called Lundenburg. It has pass-
ed through many troubles and vissisitudes.
In the year 664 it was ravaged by a plague ;
in 764 it suffered severely by ftires; in 1380
occurred the rebellion of Watt Tyler, who
was slain by Lord Mayor Walworth, at
Smithfield ; in 1450 Jack Cade’s outbreak
occurred. During the reign of Henry VIII
and his daughter Mary, from 1509 to 1558, a
great many Protestants were burnt, In
1649 Charles 1. was beheaded at Whitehall ;
in 1664 the great plague occurred, by which
about 100,000 persons lost their lives. In
1666, the great fire of Londen took place ;
in 1740 was the great frost, during which a
fair was heid on the Thames., In 1780 the
Gordon—*‘No \I’upexy”—riut oceurced, so
well described by Charles Dickens in
“Barnaby Radge.” Since those days it
has been steadily advancing, experiencing
nany calamities, but rising superior to them
all, till it is, a8 we see now inits meridian
splendor, the chief city of the world,

Rev. R. S. Crisp, who was noted for his
reckless employment of offensive language to-
wards those who treated him on his merits
in Chatham, and who left the place before
hisreal character was fully understood, is
the subject of the following notice in St
John Progress:

“Whatever may have been said of Rev.
R. S. Crisp, his strongest opponents must
admit that he generously refrained from say-
ing a great deal that he might havesaid in
his farewell sermon in the Carleton metho-
dist church, last Sunday night. Thechurch
has had ““troubles,” as is apt to be the case
in a congregation where the pastor has
kissing proclivities, and a good many

ople have been unduly ecritical of the
‘“old English castoms” favored by Mr.
Crisp. They took the puritanical idea that
it was no part of a minister’s function to
caress:blooming damaels, or even to do sach
simple acts of kindness as putting on the
rabbers of pretty choir girls. They made so
much talk about it, in fact, that the min-
ister was afraid his moral character might
suffer, and the outside public began to share
the belief.  Finally at the last conference
Mr. Crisp was drafted to another field of
labor. He accidently referred to the
troubles in his farewell sermon.

“‘He did not attach any blame to the con-
gregation as a whole, Dbut placed the re-
sponsibility on a few, through whose
officious interference he had to go. Now,
as everybody can understand, there was
nothing to prevent his saying what he pleaged
about bis opponents. He had the field all
to himself and could fire as mach hot shot as
he pleased. Hey might have spoken of the
disturbers as a raft of blear-eyed, frowsey-
headed blatherskites, drifting to an un-
mentionable region, but he did not. He
might have called them the scum ofa cal-
dron of inquity, scalawags, scoundrels, or
blue devils, but he did not. He refrained.
He had a high regard for his position asa
meek and moderate minister of the church,
All that he did say was. that ‘“‘they had
made -the life of the ministec’s wife a veri-
table hell on the earth and that there were
some members of the congregation, who, if”
exchauged for convicts from Dorchester
penitentiary the church would get the best
of the bargain.”

*‘Considering the possibilities of the
English language, Mr. Crisp might have
gaid a great deal more than he did say.”

When the ApvANCE rapped the reverend
gentleman over the kauckles for his im-
pertinencas in Masonic Hall, by which he
pleased some people who are as loose-
tongued and vulgar-natured as himself, he
was happy in having the latter pat him on
the back. Thess will, no doubt, continue
to think him a man after their, own heart,
loving him most, in all probability, for
those thiogs which have led to his leaving
Carleton in even worse odor than he left
Chatham.

CAMP ADAMS.
Salmos, Grilse and Trout Fishing.

Reports from the leading sa!mon rivers of
Northern New Brunswick prove that the
present season has been a disappointing one
to the many old anglers who have visited
their usual fishing grounds, as well as to new
ones who have been attracted hither by the
reputation of our rivers, There is one ex-
ception to this, however, in the record of
Camp Adawms, the famous salmon,‘?ﬂse and
trout resort on the Northwest Miramichi,
which has been visited by quite a large num-
ber of tishermen from both abroad aund home
points, each of whom has been well reward-
ed for his trip. Ths salmon record at Camp
Adams is not a8 good as that of average
years, but the falling off in that important
itam is compensated by the fine showing in
trout and grilse. The result of the season’s
fishing on the Ncrthwest, so far, fully bears
out what we have always claimed for it as
one of the very best rivers in Canada, from
the angler’s standpoint ; for while reports of
comparative or absolate failure come from
the other rivers along the North Shores, there
is a certainty, even at this mid-season date,
of the record of the Northwest for 1892 sur-
passing that of any previous year. It must
be remembered that the July-August
scheol of salmon is yet to contribute its
quota to the Camp Adams score, and when
that.is iu the nver’s showing will leave
nothing to be desired. The
Camp'Adams last week and enjoyed a day’s
fishing. It iwas grilse-time—that is, be-
tween the two summer runs of salmon~and
the pools in the region of the camp seemed
to be full of those gamy young fish, which
weigh from three to five pounds each. We
found the record book faithfully kept, as
usual, and made extracts from it, showing
the pames of those who have been at the
camp, 8o far this season, together with the
fish caught each day. Between the 16th
and 28th June salmon and trout only were
taken, most of the trout on the record being
caught during that period. Grilse began to
come along on 29th, the 4th of July beinga
great day for them. The record book shows
that the following had visited the camp for
long or sbort periods during the present

It
shows a “total of 177 salmou (adults and
grilse) cau;l('ht, to which must be added the
trout kille§. Of these account was taken,
only of the fish weighing three lbs. and
more, and they nnmbered 75, making a
grand total of 252 caught, or at.the average
of a little over ten fish per day. | An average
of nearly two per day were lost.

Meantime, we assume
that our favorite fishing resort leads them all
and bids fair to give better results each suc-
ceeding year,instead of retrograding as some
of them do.

I visited
the uouse, prepared to search. My first
object was to find what the law told me
would justify my seizing the liquor. I
could only find a “few glasses and a tray
with a pitcher of water on a table. 1 there-
fore kept clear of the two keg;, knowing
that I had no legal right to interfere with
them, and often, when attempting a search
I have been asked by the proprietor to find a
bar-room if I could, and at the end of the
[ year I did not know of an open bar room
in the county and so reported to the Coun-
cil. Now, crabbie, where is  the lie and
who has perpstrated it? To find out I re-
fer you to a lovking-glass,

Now, sir, this little crab attempts to
show what a license law is good for. I
would ask—are we any better off or are we
anything like as well off under this great
farce of a C.T. A. as we were under a license
law? Have we not now three or four places
where the worst kind of poisonous Jiquors
can be obtained for the one place that sold
undera licenze law ? It'bhas, sir, driven
liguor from many respectable hotels to those
dens where those who drink will follow,
there is no restriction on thein as to what
kind of liquor they shall keep, as the law
says they shall not sell. Does the Scott Act
not farnish its full quota of drunkards, sui-
cides and murderers? \Was it alicense law
that caused the suicide of a respectable
man a few months ago on his way from
here to Halifax? Halifax is not a Scott
Act city, and no doubt if this unfortunate
man had remaioed there at home, he would
have been Jiving with his wife and children
now, but he came to a Scott Act town, and
as I had business with him and was frequent-
ly with him in his badroom, I know where-

prietor did not give or sell him a glass of
liquor, but he would, go out at night and
the lowest and vilest places in towan
where gallons of liquid poison were manu-
factured from a few cents’ worth of chem-
icals. I found, ome evening, four bottles
of this poison in his bedroom. With great
difficulty I finally got him sober enough to
transact his business aad got him started
towards his home, which lLe never reachcd.
Maddened by poison, filled with
he could not get up courage enough
meet his wife and children, and ended his
existence within a few miles of the bappy
home that he had left a couple of *weeks
before. Had we been working under a
license law then, would not this little crab
have twisted himself into all sorts of gym-
nastic attitudes and screamed out that
license law killed hiw.

Lobster Hatcaing.

An Ottawa despatch says the fisheries de-
partment has received from Superiatendeut
Ogdev reports of the success of the Picton
lobster hatchery for the present season. The
hatchery has produced this season 65,000,000
young lobsters, which have been distributed
aloog the Northumberland straits, 1t is
doubtful if any of the experiments made in
Newfoundland by the Norwegian expert
have been more successful.

The Department has issued bulletin No., 2
on the use of the {loating
hatching the ova of the lobster. Itis ad.
mitted connected with the
Canadian lobster industry that the geveral
destruction of female lobsters carrying ova
has heen one of the most impertant factors
in the depletion of the fishery. Various
observations are agreed that an average sized
adult fewnale lobster carries between 20,0C0
and 25,000 ova, If these are collected and
hatched out artificially the fishery will soon
improve,  Artificial hatching has been
successfully carried out by Mr. Neilson, the
superintendent of fisheries for Newfound-
and, and the model of incubator adopted in
Capada is in outline similar to the Neilson
oue, but modified by the addition of an inner
trough, an improvement designed by Mr.
Wilmot, the superintendent of fish
for the Dominion.
