tion. We may, probably, take for

What has always been ‘regarded as
a fundamental truth—that every piece
of wood once formed part of a tree,
great or small—has been shattered to
bits.

MADE FROM A WASTE PRODUCT.

It is made from straw, in the form
of a long-fibre straw board. Hereto-
fore it has been regarded as valueless.
But it forms the basis of manufac-
tured wood. This product is treated
w:t’h chemical baths, producing a ma-
terial, which has all of the desirable
qualities of wood and others which
the natural product does not possess.

The basic material—the long fibre
straw board—costs practically noth-
ing, and the supply is unlimited. The
process of converting it into artificial
lumber is, as has been said, a simple
one and the cost of the product is
therefore small.

The material deadens all reverbera-
tion.

It has been found by builders that
the employment of artificial lumber
in the wall construction of office build-
ings and dwellings obviates the use
of lath and plaster. Boards of the ma-
terial are pinned directly to the stud-
ding.

This not only permits of a saving
in labor and material, and also econo-
mizes in space, but makes a compact
wall that is considerably stronger and
more durable thun if made of ordin-
ary materiak, >

As a building material artificial
lumber has even more uses than na-
tural wood, because of its many pecu-
liar qualities and its cheapness. But
in other fields of commerce its uses are
even more numerous.

The material is made in such relief
designs and colorings as the builder
may desire for walld and ceilings, and
at a cost of from one-third to one-
half ot other decorative ma-
terials. The reliefs in artificial
lumber are also much sharper in out-
line, as the colors are laid on before
the embossing is done.

In durability artificlal lumber riv-
als mahogany and oak, and is equally
susceptible of beautiful finish. © The
process of manufacture permits its be-
ing made in exaot imitation, of all the
finer ornamental woods, also of mar-
ble and of omyx.

In addition to its being available in
the making of aill kinds of furnitute,
it is used in the manufacture of piano
cases, of embossed panels, and medal-
lions, for advertising purposes, for pie-
ture frames, blackboards, store fix-
tures of.all kinds and packing boxes.
In fact it is available for every use
that wood is employed.

In the interior finishing of expensive
railroad cars it has been employed to
great advantage.

people in a 0>ncise and powerful manner,

The ceremony was a very long one, lasting
unt:l one o'cluck. Many persous ling red
even theu to grect the new hishops, Bishop
Barry was fi st of the newly ounseorated to
come from the church, Rev, J. J. O’'Donovan
aocompanying him, Ile wore his pirple
oaesock aud biretta, ring,vhain and cross and
was sulated at a!l points as he passed 10 the
palace, When Bishop Casey came out two
lines were formed from church to palace, and
88 he passed down the epace hf. he was
warmly greeted by the people to whom he
bowed right aod left. In the vestiy the
people had thronged to recvive hs blossing
and kiss the episcopal ring of e.ch cf the
new bishops.

Moz rt's Twelfth Maes was sung by the
choir, and the singing was very fine,

It was hoped up to the last ttat His
Lordship Bishop Sweency woull be ab'e to
attend the service. He was not woll enough
to do #0, however, nor was His Lordship the
Bishop of Chatham alle to go to 8*, John.

Very complete srrangements were made

for the ceremony by Rev, F. J, MoMurray,

who managed the details with great akill,
and won many ancomiums from those who
participated in it.

Very many persons went from remote
points to attend the ceremony—among them
Judge L-nlry, alsy Mayor Winslow, snd
R. A. Lawlor, Q. C., of Chathamn, Mr. Joha
O'Brien, M, P, P., Nelson, and John E.
O'Beien, Bathuret, an old friend of Bishop
Barry.

The Rt. Rev, Thomas Barry D, D., bishop
of Thuggs, has been thirty-three years in the
priesthood and they have been years of fidel.
ity to the intere.ts of rel-gicn and have hife
their impress on the diocese ; his labors for
the betiermant of humanity are part of the
history of northern New Biuiswick, where
his nsmeis revered, :

Dr. Barry was born at Iukerman, Glou.
ceater Oounty, N, B, in 1841, and s con.
sequently now in bis 50.h year. His early
school days werg epent in his nat've parieh,
then at Chatham and subsequently {n St,
John, at the oollego established by the late
Bishop Cunnoily. After a course of rhetor.o
and ph losophy at the Sulpicians’ college,
Montresl, he entered the Grand S-minary
and, having finished his theologioal studies,
was ordained to the priesthood on the festiv.
ol of Our Lady of the Boows, Augnet 5.5,
1868,
Called to Chatham Ly Bishop Rogers, he
remained here for five years and h  chargs
of this importans parish during His Lyd.
ship's visit to Rome, In 1871 Father Barry
was appointed to administer tothe I}.sti.
gouche missio.e; bis fleld of Jabor ineluding
what are now the parishes of Dalhou:is,
Campbellton, B.lworal, Charlo, Jacquet
River, Belldune (Glcucester), requiring at
the present time tevea priests, After ths
expiration ot five years, during which time
he hid established several missivns, include
ing'that of Campbellton, Father Barry was
tramsferred to Nt. DBasil, Madawasks, with
suthority of Vicar General for that part of
the diocese situated on the 8t. John R.wip,
His ield of labor included St. Bas!, KEd-
monton, St Jacques aad 8¢, Anne. In 1880
he returned to his native couuty as parish
priest of the impoitant parish of Caraquet
a1d Vicar General of the whole dicgetp of
Chatham. For five years lie labored in this
slmost exc'usively French mission, when, in
1885, he was appointed parish piiost of
Bathurst town. Shortly before this time
the town was separated from the vilage fur
church purposes and & new parish erected,
When Father Barry went to Bithurst there
was neither church, npor presbytery nor
cemetery ; no hng but s lot of land on »
back street with & temperance hall and an
old building used as a convest sohoul. Visit
the spot to-dsy! Maguitficent Catholio
Church, a eplendidly equipped presbytery
sod & m' miively construoted convent school,
sllof granite, the whole surrounded by »
fence of stone and iron, have sprunglup in
the field, makiog the locslity one of the
most attractive parts of this pioturesque
tuwn, and be it remembered, not a dollar of
debt,

Dr. Barry has made three voyegss aoross
the Atlantic. While stationed at 8t. Basil
he visited Rome with the Canadian pilgrims
in 1877, Agnin fu 1884, while parith priest
of Carsquet, he speot some time in Rome

and the Holy Eaud, and fually in 1806 he |

was sont as & representative of His Lordship
Bishop Rogers to the Eternal City, oo which
ocossion he visited Morocso and that pars of
Alrios in which was formerly. situsted the
soe of which he is now Titular Bishop,

Here we are, camped on the scene of
oné of the first baitles between the
Boers and the British, We are within
‘& stone’s throw of the kopje where the
/Grenadier Guards, Munster Fusiliers
. and the Coldstream Guards made
" such a fise attack on the Boer posi-
tion and, after a hard fight, succeed-
ed in driving the enemy out. The posi-
tion occupied by the Boers in that
fight was one in which 2,000 men could
easily hold three times their number,
and there is little doubt that if it
had beea the British who held the
hiils they would have been held yet,
To-day as we stroil around we can see
evidences of that battle, whick lasted
from daylight uatil1l1am. The hills
to-day are covered with dead Boers,
who were left behiad unburied.

CANADIANS' FIRST PICKET.
The position occupied by the Cana-
dian contingent now is practically that
of a garrison. . They have been shift:
el from o.e station to another a% a
relief for those going on io the front.

The Austraiians lefc here Lhe day we

came in, as they had, left De Aar and
Oraage River previously. This last is
the mos: important positiva they bave
held sofar, and as they nave acjuitied

themselves creditably, there is little
doubt buc we wi.lgec to Lhe front ve-
fore ioug. Belmont is smply a rail-
way sta.ica, and nas been iurned 1nio
oue Of supp.y. - It is about zour miles
from the 1roatier of Orange FKree
State, and ic is not at a:l uncommon
to see a few Boer prisouers comiig
in with the mouncea infantry in ihe
moruing. The Boers are aboul as
crafty a loc it 18 possible o iiad,
but waen it o 10 a straight fight
and they are competled Lo face cold
steel, they iovanably flinch and make
for the huls.

There are a great maay Scoich
regimeats on the way to the fronmt,
These feilows are a sturdy lot, and
while not as tall as the average Cana-
dian, will weigin a great deal more,
and seem to be built to endure amy
amounat of hardship. In fact,th2a.er-
age British soldier is not a tall man,
but is short and thick. The men wiil
not average any more than 5 feet 7
inches, but will easily average &
-inches in chest measuremsnt. They

~are a wei-fed and well-aquipped set
of mes, Their whole outfit 18 vastly
superior to that furaished the Cana-
dians, While we have to sleep on one
blanket, the British are allowed two,
and a rubber sheet. . They are issued
apioat of ale every day, and are gen-
eraily better off. Of course, in making
this comparisoa Ihave to ailow, for
the fact that the Canadians never had
a regimeat in the field before, and
also that the preseat one was brought
together in so short a time. It can-
not be expeciei tbat our equipments
could be so complete as that of a long-
standing army. . -
CANADIANS FIRST PICKET.

Arouad our tents at the presemt
there is a heavy eatrenchment and
rough stone fortification. This has
beed sirengthened to-day by our own
men, in case of a might attack. We
send out heavy ouiposts every night,
and aiso have the railway patrol. 1
bave been on two of these outposts,
The first picket seat out by the Cana.
dians was at Orange River. : We en-
joyed the experiecce very much, and
when we were called upon to turn
ont again last night there was mnot
a man who did not volunteer to go.

Boathouse Inni

The night of November 5, 1797, was -
so replete with incidents for the!
dwellers at Parkgate, on the Cheuhu'o:
shore of the Dee estuary, that for some ;
time to come all local events of impor- |
tance were described as having takeni

|

‘place so long before -or so long after

that eventful evening.

There had been a light fall of snowi
—the first snow that winter; but the
busy traffic of foot-passengers over
the Parade, and of wheeled vehicles
over the roadway, had almost obliter-
ated it. As often happens, the high-
er Welsh coast opposite had first
caught the skirts of the snow-clouds
as they trailed heavily up from the
sea, and the outlines of the whitened
hills of Clwyd, which under ordinary
circumstances would have been invis-
ible on a moonless night, now faint-
ly showed their undulating summits,
in the bright starlight, with Moe!
Fammau—" The Mother of the Hills,
keeping a shadowy watch and ward
over them. Clusters of tiny gems
marked the whereabouts of Flint Cas-
tle and town, and of the B_olywell and
other centres; but in the intervening
spaces the lights were few and far
between. Non-consistent was the buzz
of the Holyhead trains which now in-
termittently steals across the four
and a half miles of estuary, and only
the weird cries of the gulls and the
shrill whistle of the curlews broke the
sombre silence which brooded beyond
the quays.

The desolate outlook but served to
accentuate the bustle of the thriving
little port.

\ncient cathedral-town a dozen miles
up the river was generally termed.
The curtains of the large room of the
Mostyn Hotel, now a flourishing
school, were only partly drawnm, BD‘:
within could be seen a gay group o
ravellers. The smartly-cut coats and
:nee-breeches of the gentlemen, their
spotless linen, powdered wigs, and pro-
‘usely ornamented court sw_rords, cou-
led with their gallant bearing, m.ark‘-
»d them as persoms of distinction;
while the ladies of the party had their
ittractions set off by the rich dresses,
7igh-heeled shoes with gleaming buc-
-les, powder, patches and other frivol-
iies of the time.

Several passers-by loitered to gaze
1t the fascinating picture thus pre-
.nted to their view ; and on the road-
way a straggling band of urchins were
ittempting to march in military or-
der under the command of a slim boy
»f some ten years, who, by a broken-
winted cutlass, was gallantly leading
hem on to *‘fight the French.” Not-
withstanding their valour, and the
snatches of patriotic songs, which dis-
solved at brief intervals into shrill
‘heers, they did not court the shadows
:nd never wandered far from the light-
»d portion of the Parade; for at that
ime the name of the arch-enemy of
nankind had given place to “ Bona-
)arte ” as a terror to small boys, and
'ngry parents had threatened them
with asudden visitation of the latter
;0 often that their youthful minds in-
sariably associated him with the pow-
»rs of darkness. To and fro the band
»f miniature warriors marched until at
he limit of ome of their perambula-
-ions near the Neston turning tl}ey
-ame face to face with an advancing
souple—a man and a woman.

The man was rather over the me-
‘um height, and powerfully built, with
1ugh sloping shoulders and long arms.
He wore a claret-coloured coat with
numerous brass buttons on either side,
ind a pair of baggy breeches of the
sjame material buttoned over bhis
~oarse blue hose. His heavy shoes were
‘astened with massive brass buckles, |
1nd a bright red silk handkerchief was
‘oosely knotted around his brawny
neck over a coarse but clean white
tinen shirt. His round swarthy face
was clean shaven and heavily magked
with smallpox. Tiny gold earrings
vdorned the lobes of his ears, and his
small dark eyes were apparently per-
petually twinkling with good humour.

‘ed by a tall and very erect lady, much
gounger than himself with wel!—t
moulded features of a somewhat aqui-|
line and melancholy cast, and expres-
sive dark eyes. She was well|
but plainly dressed. Her rath-|

were mneatly shod,|
and several rings adorned the shape-|
ly hand which was employed in hold- |
ing closely around her a large circular |
cloak of blue cloth. Unlike her com-
panion, she walked with a firm, qn}cki
step, with which he kept pace mth'
evident difficulty. i

The man was at once recognized by |
the army, and was hailed byl them as |
‘Froggy ;* while one of them varied
this epithet by calling out, “Boney, |
Boneyparty !” A dozen current wit-!
ticisms at the ‘expense of Frenchmen
generally, and alluding to their sup-:
posed inferiority to Englishmen, were |
hurled at him; while the leader pre-|
tended to dispute his passage with
the broken weapon. i

The Frenchman caressed their toy-
ish heads with parentsl fondness as .
he pushed by with the words, ‘Gud
boys! gud boys! Now let ze ladee
pass” Cries of “He has to run! he
has to run!” pursued him as he hur-:
ried along the Parade. His trading
excursions, not to mention certain
shady smuggling transactions, had
bhrought him through Parkgate for
many years, and he was well known
to a large circle there. :

Soon the watch-house—standing, as
it still does, half-way out upon the
road, as if it had elbowed its way for-
ward the better {o look out upon the'
broad estuary—loomed up in the semi- |
darkness before the couple.

HORSES ABROAD.
Varying Teentom
ned Paris,

The treatment meted out to domes-
tic animals in London is one of the
most agreeable of the English driver’s
traits.

You never see a horse beaten with
the tongue of n wagon, nor yet struck
a stinging blow with a whip. The ani-
mals hitched to the fore of the 'busees
are sleek, fat, happy-looking horses,
in striking conirast to the poor, de-
crepit old saw-bones attached to the
cars in the streets of some American
cities.

On hot days of summer these ’‘bus
borses work just two hours and a
half out of the twenty-four. Ten
times more (onsideration js paid th-m
than is paid the drivers sitting up on
their perches, beneath the direct rays
of a burning sun. It is amusing to
sep a man run out of a building at
either end of u 'bus line and wash the
horses’ faces with a big sponge. This
summer hats for the horses were in-
troduzed for the first tiwe.

And the cab horses of London are
as sleek as those whose lives are spent
dragging the ’busses. A lot of them
are o.d racers, and in their gait to day
there is a suggestion of the paddock
and the track. When let out they can
go lik: the wind, but their usual sp.ed
do:s not pass a little jog trot, tLat,
while it strikes a foreigner as slow,
is amazingly sure.

We have never seen a hor.e struck
with a whip in London, and the fol-
lowing in iden. illustrates the con.id
eration in whi h the animals are held
b:tter than any statement of general-
ities:

While driving down Norihumberland
avenue in a hansom one day, on 'his
way to the National Liberal Club,
where he had an appointmen for
which he was already (wo miuutes
late, a man in a cab felti himseli
thrown forward suddenly, and before
he could lay hold of anything, he tum-
bled out into the mud of the street.

He
simply gets down from his seat, and,
taking the butt end of his whip, beats
the horse over the head until ha clam-
bers to his feet, then, after adminis-

ering a coupi: of kicks from a num-
ber thirteen hob-nailed boot, he
mounts his box and drivzs a long.

The tram horses are constantly be-
labored with a whip and sworn at .in
the argot of Paris, and the result,
strange as it may teem, is, that it
takes you longer to go a mile in a
fiacre in Paris, with the horses be-
ing whipped all the time, than it does
the same. distance in London, when
not once during the drive will the ani-
mal feel the touch of the lash.

Statistics show that the demand for
structural steel is increasing faster
than the manufacturers can increase
the output. This is in spite of the en-
ormous advance made in the price of
steel w.thin the twelvemonth.

The fact 8 n most hopeful one in
many ways, wholly apart from its in-
dustrial significance. [t means that we
are building better than we ever did
before—not only that we are using
steel frames for our skyscrapers, but
that even in the construction of school-
houses and shops and dwellings we are
using steel trusses where ten years
ago we used wooden floor beams, and
steel rafters instead of wood, This cre-
ates a better security against fire. It
means also, and not less importantly,
the salvation of our forests. For not
only is_wood mnow largely excluded
from the structural parts of buildings,
but even as trimmming it is rapidly

are rapidly replacing wood, as wire
and tile have replaced lath, and mar-
ble and mosaics have taken their an-
cient place as flooring.

drought on the other, and these are
the noblest uses of forests.
