BUDAPEST, Sept. 16,—A tragls story 
of the love affair of a young German 
nobleman and a lady circus rider has 
just been brought to light through the 
attempt of the ^oung lady to commit 
suicide.

Mile Feodora, as she is known, though 
her real name is Fraulein Weissen­
bach, while performing in Dusseldorf 
so charmed a ycung Baron von Leyden, 
an officer in the German army, by her 
beauty and horsemanship, that when 
the circus left Dusseldorf the baron ob­
tained leave of absence in order to ac­
company her to Budapest, and there 
he promised to marry her.

He returned to his home to make the 
necessary arrangements, but met with 
the strongest opposition, both from 
his family, who wished him to marry 
the daughter of a deceased millionaire, 
and from the military authorities, who 
even refused to allow Dim to resign his 
commission.

Baron von Leyden then appealed to 
the emperor direct, but only to be in­
formed that if he married Mile. Feodora 
he would be cashiered and disgraced. 
In despair the young man resolved to 
take his own life.

A day or two ago Mile. Feodora re­
ceived from him a letter, in which he 
said that he had resolved to shoot him­
self while out hunting, and the same 
day she read in the newspapers that 
the baron had accidentally shot him­
self with his own gun.

Mile. Feodora then threw herself in 
front of an electric tram at Budapest, 
but'the presence of mind of the driver 
frustrated her attempt to commit sui­
cide, and she was picked up only slight­
ly Injured.

Mile Feodora was the daughter of a 
German officer of high rank, but elop­
ed with a student to Paris when only 
seventeen years of age. On her return 
to Germany her family would have no­
thing to do with her, and she was forced 
to join a circus in order to make a liv­
ing. ,

The word “circulation,” as used by 
newspapers.

Sept. 15—The General 
Synod was prorogued this afternoon, 
a great number of resolutions having 
been withdrawn or held over till next 
synod. Amongst them were those of 
Rev. Dr. Langtry, concerning rtllglous 
education In schools, which Mr. Lake, 
M. P., declared raised a political ques­
tion, and declaring those believing the 
higher criticism were Ineligible to hold 
office as professors in church theolo­
gical colleges.

On motion of Rev. Dr. Scott it was 
decided that the government be mem­
orialized to establish In the various 
military depots of Canada well built 
and well equipped cafes where re­
freshments and temperance 
may be obtained and opportunities for 
recreation afforded.

Another motion by Dr. Scott was 
adopted calling upon church people to 
discourage the pernicious habit of 
treating.

QUEBEC.
Even if the Duma, the new Russian 

house of assembly, were to have any 
governmental 
not. its functions being purely advisory 
—It would still be Ineffectual as a 
piece of representative government 
machinery. A study of the new elec­
toral system discloses that the pea­
sants are morally certain to return 
150 of the 412 members of the Duma 
from the 51 provinces hitherto Includ­
ed In the plan, and are likely to have 
225. This result would be regarded as 
a triumph for the masses It It were 
not feared that the police and other 
local representatives of the Govern­
ment will dictate the elections. It is 
notorious that the cantonal chiefs 
have arbitrary power over the cantons 
which hold the primary elections. They 
may Impose fines and sentences of ar­
rest without appeal. The Minister of 
the Interior has published a circular 
purporting to curtail the powers of the 
village autocrats, and the Nationalist 
press explains that this is to prevent 
them from Interfering with the can­
tonal elections, but the utterances of 
the Liberal papers show that little 
credence is placed In the good faith of 
these promises. It Is apparent that the 
new body will probably be but a fee­
ble tool In the hands of the bureau­
cracy and will owe ite only value as 
an Instrument of reform to the fact 
that It will contain a few good men to 
whom It will give opportunity to place 
their views before the Czar and the 
public.
