This is the second effort of
German Emperor's heir to win a vie-
tory in this region within the last
three months, and, although on each
occasion he gained a small amount of
ground, he is apparently as far from
his objective this time as on the pre-
vious occasion. Fighting was in pro-
gress all yesterday and throughout
the night, and was still going on when
the last report was issued.

This doubtless is the German reply
to the artillery bombardment which
the Allies kept up for fifteen days, but
which now seems to be dying down
without any infantry attacks follow-
Ing it, ag had been anticipated. In-
stead, except for heavy gun action
south of Arras, bomb-throwing seems
to have taken its place.

Along the eastern front things are
moving more slowly again, after the
Russian offensive in the southeast, in
which they claimed a substantial vic-
tory, had helped to liven matters up.

From the Gulf of Riga to Olita,
south of Kovno, the Germans state,
the situation is unchanged, while their
centre from that point to and beyond
the Pripet marshes continues to ad-
vance.

On the whole, the Russians appear,
with fresh supplits of ammunition, to
be making a better stand. They are
aided, doubtless, by the rains which
are turning the roads, especially in
the region of the Pripet and its afflu-
ents, into quagmires.

The only news from the Dardanelles
comes from Turkish sources, which
report an artillery action in which the
Allied ships took part.
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Berlin, Sept. 9, via London—An im-
portant victory in the Argonne was
announced today by the war office.
French positions over a front of two
kilometres (114 miles) and 300 to 500
yards de¢ep were captured.

The war oftice also announced that
in the Zeppelin raids aver England on
Tuesday and Wednesday nights,
bombs were dropped on docks and
othey port establishments in London
apd vicinity. The Gérman airships
returned safely,

“Western theatre of war:

“In the Argonne, northeast of Vienr
nele-Chateau, Wurtemburg and Lor
raine regiments began yesterday an
attack which was supported effective-
ly by artillery. The infantry took pos-
session of positions of the enemy at
several points of gupport, over a front
of more than two kilometres, and from
300 to 500 metres deep. We captured
thirty-eight officers, 1,999 men, forty-
eight machine guns, sixty-four mine
throwers, and one cannon.

“Eastern theatre of war:

Army group of Field Marshal Von
Hindenburg: From the Baltic as far
east as Olita there has beem no im-
portant change. Our troops nearing
Skidel, south of the Niemen, defeated

Russian Report

Petrograd, Sept. 9—The following
official communication was issued to-
night:

“In the region of Riga, and also in
that of Friedrichstadt, the situation is
unchanged. Between the Lautze river
and Jacobstadt the fighting continues
with the same stubbornness as before,
though the Germans have offered no
resistance to the Russian bayonet
attacks.

WASHINGTON DEMANDS
RECALL OF DR. DUMBA

Austro-Hungarian Ambassador’s Flagrant Vio-
lation of Diplomatic Propriety Makes His
Presence in United States Undesirable and
His Removal from Washington Requested.

Washington, Sept. 9.—Ambassador
Penfield at Viénna was instructed by
cable tonight to inform the Austro-
Hungarian government that Dr. Con-
stain Dumba no longer is acceptable
as an envoy to the United States, and
to ask for his recall,

Secretary Lansing formally an-
nounced the action, It was the answer
of the American government to Dr.
Dumba’s explanation of his intercept.
ed letter to Viemna outling plans for
handicapping plants in this country
making war supplies for the Allies.

Ambassador Penfield was instructed
by cable yesterday to deliver the fol-
lowing note to the foreign office:

“Mr, Constantine Dumba, the Aus-
tro-Hungarian ambassador at Washing-
ton, has admitted that he proposed to
his government plans to instigate
strikes in American manufacturing
plans engaged in the production of
munitions of war.

GERMANY CAN

NO LONGER

DOUBT RESOLUTION AND
UNITY OF RUSSIAN EMPIRE

Czar Has Nailed Colors

to Mast Before World —

London Press Comment, on Changes in Army
Commands—Grand Duke Has Not Failed.

London, Sept, 9.—Great concern is
expressed by the morning papers over
changes in the Russian higher com-
mands. It is considergd natural, how-
ever, that at a time of such national
gravity the Czar should assume su-
preme command, as he is both the
spiritual and secular head of the Em-
pire in a way not easily understood in
western Europe.

As the Times’ editorial says, if the
Emperor takes the field in person, it
is to overcome at the same time foes
of Russia at home and embattled foes
who are striking at his soverejgnty.

“The Czar's action reveals the gravi.
ty of the hour,” says the Times. “He
typifies Russia more fully than any
other European country is personified
in its sovereign. He is the head of the
army and of the church, possessor of
supreme political power, the living
emblem of the national resolve.

“His decision is worthy of a great
sovereign with trusted military advis-
ers at his side and upon them will de-
volve the practical execution of his
commands, but his instinct as a ruler
may well prove sounder than any cau-
tious calculations it might have with-
held him from facing the political and
military perils of the battlefield.

“Such a monarch may well instil
new confidence into his sorely tried
troops, and steel their hearts afresn
for victorious conflict with a redoubt-
able enemy.”

Not Likely Conduct of
C ign Will Be Ch d

The Times military expert also ap-
plauds the Grand Duke's strategy in
having re-united his northern and
central armies and successfully passed
the moment of greatest danger. The
correspondent says he cannot believe
the removal of the Grand Duke im-
plies any change in the conduct of the
campaign. He says that short of some
serious mistake which the Gragd Duke
has hitherto shown no signs of making
the Russians can now carry on an
orderly and quiet retreat, fighting
where they please, and for as long as
it pleases them, until the wet season
imposes a halt on their enemies.

The correspondent declares he fails
to understand why a mass of Austrian'
troops was kept quiescent in Galicia
during two critical months instead of
being transferred to the Vilna front
for the profit of the decisive operation
there. He considers that in this the
Germans showed poor strategy and
threw away an opportunity which may
never recur.

The Petrograd correspondent of the
Times thinks the appointment of Gen.
Polivanoff, minister of war, as premier
will be announced soon, and points
out that the imperial order coincides
with the beginning of a solemn fast
ordained by the holy synod, which
adds solemnity to an historical event,

Other papers suggest that the ap-
pointment of the Grand Duke as com-
mander-in-chief in the Caucasus im-
plies a new and vigorous offensive
dgainst Turkey.

‘The Post’s Petrograd correspondent,
declares it i8 no secret that many at-
tempts have been made through Teu-
tonic instigation to remove the Grand
Duke from his command by violence,
and explains that masterly as the Rus-
sian retirement has been, a retreat
does not appeal to the public mind.

Hencé, he says, it may be supposed
that the Empemrs action was to unite
the entire nation in carrying on the
war. Moreover, he declares, Russia
has exceedingly important interests on
her Asiatic front, which, in the all-ab-
sorbing menace from the west, slipped
rather into the background, and the
Grand Duke is going to the Caucasus
at the moment when it is felt a great
crisis is approaching therg.

The Chronicle says:

“Whatever the changes may involve,
they are clearly not the outcome of
any flattering resolve on Russia's part.
On the contrary they are the pledge of
grener exertions and larger sacrifices.
“What is puzzling about them is the
position of the Grand Duke Nicholas.
Despite the Czar's cordial rescript to
his cousin, it looks as if that remark-
able man is for the time being in
eclipse.

“In his message to the army and
fleet there is not a whimper of com-
plaint or trace of resentment. Gener-
ously worded and devoutly loyal it
reveals the high character of the man.
None the less the Grand Duke's remov.
al to the Caucasus wears the sinister
aspect that we fear Berlin will rejoice
at it and that by the world #t will be
regarded as proof that he falled as

until Sept 17th.

Grand Duke Has Not Failed,

“Such a belief will be grievously un
Just to a very gifted and unselfish man.
The Grand Duke has not failed. There
was no failure in Russian generalship,
any more than there was failure in
bravery in the part of the Russian
troops. In so far as the Grand Duke
has not succeeded, it is because he
had not the wherewithal to fight.

“He had many ditficulties to contend
with, for instance, from corrupt con-
tractors anq from subtle workings of
Teutonic influences. In resistance to
these influences, the Grand Duke was
a tower of strength. To him it is due
that many a traitor and many a cor
rupt contractor were rewarded accord.
ing to their merits.”

The Daily News says:

“The Emperor, in effect,
his colors to the mast before the
world, The most sanguine hopes of
Germany can no longer give semblance
of reality to any lingering doubt of
the unity "and resolution of Russia. On
the military side, criticism must of
necessity be restrained.

“It would be quite easy, but in the
absence of anything in the shape of
a convincing explanation from Russia,
it is entirely futile to speculate on
the cause of a transfer so dramatic.”

The Daily Mail says:

“We may take the change to mean
that in the solemn hours through
which Russia is now passing, the sen-
timent of religious enthusiasm and loy-
alty, which only the Czar's personal
presence can inspire, is to be invoked,
when all else that man can do has
been done.

“It will not be forgotten that during
the French advance to Moscow in
1812, Czar Alexander I. was present
with his armies, commanding them
personally until the eve of Borodino.
Of the Grand Duke Nicholas, it will
ever be said that he serveq the cause
magnificently. Civilization 6wes him
a debt of gratitude for the long months
during which he held the Germans at
bay, and occupied the attention of
nearly half their armies.”

& Russian Finn, for two and one-half
months & hall boy in the home of Mrs.
Elizabeth Nichols, the aged widow who
met death last night at the hands of
masked men who robbed her of gems
valued at $10,000, was arrested today
after he hag confessed, the police as-
sert, to having played a part in the
crime,
He was formally charged with mur-
der. All other servants in the house
wi freed of suspicion, Deputy Po-
lic¥\Commissioner Lord announced.
Preliminary examination of Mrs.
Nichols’ body revealed the probability
that she had died of fright, and not
of strangulation as at first supposed,
Mr. ;Lord said. An autopsy to be per-
formed later will disclose the exact
cause of death,
Although the burglars stripped their
victim’s fingers and ears of diamonds
and other jewels worth $10,000, they
Yalled to rifle the strong-box of her
safe iA which she kept gems valued at
from $260,000 to $500,000.
The murdered woman was the wi-
dow of James E. Nichols, one of the
founders of the wholesale grocery
house of Austin, Nichols & Company.
8he was 60 years old. When her hus-
band died a year ago he left her pro-
perty valued at nearly $2,000,000,
Talas, in what the police claim was
his cohfession, is alleged to have sald
that for some time several men had
been endeavoring to get him to “stand
in with them” to rob Mrs. Nichols, but
that he had always refused such ad-
vances until Tuesday night when he
consented to take part in the scheme,
upon the understanding that Mrs.
Nichols was not to be harmed and that
only the jewels she wore on her per-
son were to be taken,
The police quote Talas as saying
that the men arrived at the Nichols
hqme at 9 o'clock last night by ap-
. baiintment and that in response to a
d6@ble fing at the basement door he
ad@nitted them. ;
He told of being backed into a cor-
ner by the men and of the finding by
them of the maid in the butler's room.
The maid, he is alleged to have said,
was threatened ang tied up. One man
was left to stand guard over her while
the others hurried upstairs to the
apartment of Mrs. Nichols. Talas is
sald to have asserted that he was en-
tirely ignorant of what happened in
the apartment as he heard nothing.
He said, however, that the men were
upstairs ten or fifteen minutes, leaving
by the basement door and passing by
without any comment.

Elizabeth Nichols, the aged widow who
met death last night at the hands of
masked men who robbed her of gems
valued at $10,000, was arrested today
after he hag confessed, the police as-
sert, to having played a part in the
crime,
He was formally charged with mur-
der. All other servants in the house
welie freed of suspicion, Deputy Po-
lic¥\Commissioner Lord announced.
Preliminary examination of Mrs.
Nichols’ body revealed the probability
that she had died of fright, and not
of strangulation as at first supposed,
Mr. Lord said. An autopsy to be per-
formed later will disclose the exact
cause of death,
Although the burglars stripped their
victim’s fingers and ears of diamonds
and other jewels worth $10,000, they
Yalled to rifle the strong-box of her
safe iA which she kept gems valued at
from $260,000 to $500,000.
The murdered woman was the wi-
dow of James E. Nichols, one of the
founders of the wholesale grocery
house of Austin, Nichols & Company.
8he was 60 years old. When her hus-
band died a year ago he left her pro-
perty valued at nearly $2,000,000,
Talas, in what the police claim was
his cohfession, is alleged to have sald
that for some time several men had
been endeavoring to get him to “stand
in with them” to rob Mrs. Nichols, but
that he had always refused such ad-
vances until Tuesday night when he
consented to take part in the scheme,
upon the understanding that Mrs.
Nichols was not to be harmed and that
only the jewels she wore on her per-
son were to be taken,
The police quote Talas as saying
that the men arrived at the Nichols
hqme at 9 o'clock last night by ap-
. baiintment and that in response to a
d6Wble fing at the basement door be
ad@nitted them.
He told of being backed into a cor-
ner by the men and of the finding by
them of the maid in the butler's room.
The maid, he is alleged to have said,
was threatened ang tied up. One man
was left to stand guard over her while
the others hurried upstairs to the
apartment of Mrs. Nichols. Talas is
sald to have asserted that he was en-
tirely ignorant of what happened in
the apartment as he heard nothing.
He said, however, that the men were
upstairs ten or fifteen minutes, leaving
by the basement door and passing by
without any comment.

Italian bees, except in limited cases,
get any recognition.
We are inclined to believe that for
the beginner the best time to start
beekeeping is in the spring. However
this depends somewhat on circum-
stances. Bees are always much cheap-
er in the fall of the year. If you have
a suitable place to winter them, it
would therefore, be just as well to buy
in the fall.
In this province bees are wintered
most commonly in the drelling-house
cellar. Any cellar that will keep
vegetables will do for a few colonies
of bees. The cellar should, however,
not be damp or mouldy. If the colony
is made up of young bees, and there
is a plentiful supply of good stores.
the chances.of their coming through
the winter, under most any ordinary
cellar conditions, are pretty good.
We have no bees for sale, but read-
ily can, and would be very glad to, put
you in touch with those who have.
For the next six or eight weeks bees
may be bought in boxes for from $2
to $4 per colony. In movable frame
hives (and be sure the frames are
moveable) for $4.50 to $6.
In view of the fact that foulbrood,
& highly contagious bee disease, is
known to be prevelent in some parts
of the province, we would strongly
recommend that you first get in touch
with us before having bees sent to
you from any part of the province.
Bees aré so plentiful in the province
that there is certainly no reason for
taking a chance of bringing more dis
ease in, by going qutside the province
to buy bees. If you cannot buy from
your neighbor, the kind of bees you
wish to keep, then take any kind you
can get and later change them to the
kind you want by introducing queens
of that breed. There is little danger
of bringing in contagious diseases
with queens if a few simple precau-
tions are taken.

No Indication Yet of & Settlement ot the Differences

tlo St. John Railway Co.—

Commissioner Potts Makes a Statement. °

There was no indication of an early
settl in jon with the
street railway blockade below Douglas
Avenue in Main street last night. Ofi-
cials of the street rallway said they
hag nothing further to say for the pre-
sent,

Commissioner Potts continues in his
work of placing the roadway in condi-
tion for traftic.

In an interview yesterday the com-
missioner referred to the differences
between the city and the railway as
follows:

“First—The St. John Railway Co.
has great privileges in the city of 8t.
John through its charter for little or
nothing as compared with railways in
other cities.

“Second—It is my firm belief that
the tie-up occasioned solely by the St.
John Railway Co. is for the purpose of
arousing the public against the city to
force them to continue.giving the rail-
way concessions they are not entitled
to, as they know the public are com-
pelled to walk from Adelaide street to
Douglas avenue, and as they collect
their fares at Indiantown they meet
no financial loss and the public are the
only sufferers. They also count on
the public as a great asset in forcing
the hands of the city and the Commis-
sioner of Public Works.

“Briefly, the city’s position is as
follows: In August, 1914, I asked the
St. John Railway Co. to raise the in-
tersection at the corner of Princess
and Carmarthen streets. It was done
in the old-fashioned way, shimmed up.
A permanent intersection was laid by
the street department, and the rail-
way tracks have sunken three inches
in the intersection, spoling the entire
work,

“In June of this year we asked that
they raise the intersection at the cor-
ner of Princess and Sydney streets,
and put down a foundation equivalent
to the pavement we proposed to lay.
They refused. I removed the rails.
They agreed then to submit a case to
the courts and abide by its decision.
At the same time at the corner of
Union and Waterloo streets they re-
fused to come 1o grade. The tracks
were removed ang a tar macadam sur-
face placed where tracks had been.

“It was then agreed that we would
cite to the courts for an opinion the
whole question of grooved rails, rais-
ing of tracks and laying of foundation.
This was done, the courts decided that
the St. John Railway Co. had to
change grades from time to time as
ordered by the Public Works Depart-
ment, also that they should put down
a foundation of such a nature that it
would be substantial enough for the
carrying of railway traffic,

“When we started work at the inter-
section of Douglas avenue and Main
street we asked the railway to con-
form to the grade established from
the intersection to Kennedy street.
On their northern rail they came to
grade placing foundation underneath
as far down as Adelaide street; there
they stopped. The southern rail they

finished over the intersection, leaving
a rail which is still exposed to within
twelve feet of the new work I have
put down where the tracks formerly
laid, there they stopped; for tem
days there was no trafic over this
section either by vehicles or cars.
They refused to raise their rails and
simply left a hole, which is still there,
80 there was no further traffic and
business was so disorganized that we
were compelled to make a roadway.
That they might exercise full pres-
sure they made it necessary to tie up
the northern and southern rail both.
Our intentions were to complete the
concrete work on the northern rail to
Kennedy street, leaving the southern
rail entirely free until this was
finished. I believed the Rallway Com-
pany intended to complete their work
through this whole gection, but they
suddenly stopped at Adelaide street,
as mentioned, thereby tieing up both
lines.

“l then consulted with the City
Solicitor; he informed me of the
rights of the city to remove or bury
the rails and build my street accord-
ing to grade established. At the
present time there is nothing to
hinder the St. John Railway Company
from continuing their northern rail
to Kennedy street.

“In reference to cost, my advice
was | could build a street, and if the
St. John Railway Company wishes to
lay their rails they must, at their own
expense, replace the road in as good
condition as they found it. There is
no question of law in this, it is pro-
vided for in the charter.

“Now in reference to wasting of
money. As Commissionér of Public
Works, instead of using the $14,000
allotted for repairing track section
and removing snow, I have allowed
enough to accumulate to place a per-
manent pavement between rails and
18 inches outside out of the money
that was formerly used in patching
sections here and there. It is true I
stated that the whole track section in
the city of St. John could be paved
with concrete and that $7,600 of the
amount we receive for repair work
would pay the interest on bonds,
which would mean good roads in our
city in a very short space of time.

“If you are really interested go
down to the corner of King street
east and Pitt street, you will find
that the curve has a grooved rail on
one side and a T rail on the other;
a tar macadam crossing has been
placed there in the last few weeks.
On the eastern curve where the T
rail is, the tar macadam has been
forced up an inch or two. Should a
person in crossing stumble over this
at the time a car was arriving at this
point, there would be a fatal accident.
This saved the St. John Railway
Company a few dollars in the class of
rail; it means a lot of inconvenience
to the public and may be, as stated, a
serious accident. How much longer
will the public tolerate this?”

SCHOONER DAMAGED
BY FIRE YESTERDAY

The W. E. and W. L. Tack
_suffered to the extent of
about $1,000.

An alarm was rung in yesterday af-
ternoon about three o'clock from Box
142 for a blaze on the three-masted
schooner W. E. and W. L. Tuek, lying
at a wharf in the rear of the Maritime
Nail Works.

The fire, discovered by the cook,
wag caused by a pot of tar boiling|
over and the bottom {alling out. It
quickly spread and soon the whole
underwork of the forecastle was a
mass of flames. The prompt arrival
of the fire department stopped the
flames from spreading further, but not
before damage had been done amount-
ing to about $1,000.

This Was the Qpinion Ex-
pressed by Citizens Yes-
terday—Flour Low.

Why is bread selling for nine cents
a loaf when flour, and Manitoba at
that, is retailing for only seven dol-
lars a barrel? This is a question which
is giving some concern ‘to the citizens
of St. John. It is even suggested
that the bakers are getting their fiour
for less than the price mentioned but
there is no reduction in the price of
the bread.

One citizen in converastion with a
fAdard rep tive ¥ d
said there seemed to be no reason why
bread prices should not be lowered.
Klour was particularly low but.the
bakers made no effort to give the gen-

eral public the benefit.

“When near the opening of the war
the price of flour was advanced the
bakers were not at all backward in
raising the prices of their preducts
and the reason given was that flour
bad gone up, When the city council
proposed to revise the bread laws to
make it necessary for the bakers to
supply a pound and a half loaf there
was a spirited protest on the part of
the bakers.

Bread in many of the larger cities
of Canada is selling at prices much
lower than in St. John and citizens
here are anxiously waiting for a re-
duction in the price.

One gentleman in close touch with
the situation said that the bakers
would eventually do themselves injury
by keeping up the prices for the peo-
ple would be forced to bake their own
bread and the bakery business would
necessarily be much curtailed.
