
Washington, Sept. 9.—Ambassador 
Penfleld at Vlênna was instructed by 
cable tonight to inform the Austro- 
Hungarian government that Dr. Con- 
stain Dumba no longer is acceptable 
as an envoy to the United States, and 
to ask for his recall.

Secretary Lansing formally an­
nounced the action. It was the answer 
of the American government to Dr. 
Dumba's explanation of his intercept- 
ed letter to Vienna outling plans fôr 
handicapping plants in this country

regarded the conduct of the ambassa*- 
dor as a grave breach of propriety, 
but there had been a well-detined im­
pression tbat the only immediate step 
would be the cancellation announced 
today of the passport of Archibald, 
the American who carried the inter­
cepted despatches.

It was stated at the embassy that 
the ambassador had been instructed by 
the foreign office to give the widest 
publicity possible to a decree against 
the aiding by Austro-Hungarians in 
the manufacture of munitions for 
mies in their country, and that this 
was the only step contemplated in or­
ders so far received. The plans pro­

While everywhere it was admitted 
tonight that the situation created by 
the American note might prove a seri­
ous one in its effect upon the rela­
tions between the two governments, 
it was pointed out that the language 
of the communication indicated clear­
ly a desire to have Dr. Dumba recall­
ed, without making a diplomatic issue 
of his case. No mention was made of 
the order given the ambassador to 
proclaim his government’s decree to 
Austro-Hungarians working in this 
country. An ambassador is the per­
sonal representative of the head of 
his government, near the ruler or ex­
ecutive of the country to which he is 
accredited, and a request for his re­
call does not necessarily mean mor^

For Sale by GrocersIn the Supreme Court Chambers, 
Thursday morning, in the case of Sam­
uel L. Gregory vs. Frank E. Williams 
et &1, Judge iBarry gave judgment in 
favor of the defendants. The facts of 
the case are as follows:

The plaintiff and the defendants, an 
unincorporated trading co-partnership, 
doing business under the firm name 
and style of “Fundy Fox Co.,” in May, 
1913, entered into a contract whereby 
the plaintiff agreed to give his entire 
time and services to the defendants 
for one year from May 7th, 1913. The 
plaintiff’s remuneration was fixed by 
the contract at $2,000, payable in 
monthly Instalments of $166.66 each to­
gether with a commission of 10 p. c. 
of the net profits of the business he 
might do for the defendants within 
the territory designated in the con­
tract. The plaintiff worked for the 
defendants’ company until the 15th of 
December, 1913, jyhen he was dismiss­
ed by the company, the reason given 
for his dismissal being failure to car­
ry out the Instructions of his employ­
ers. For the first six months of his 
services, that is up to the 7th of No­
vember, the plaintiff was paid. In 
February, 1914, he brought an action 
against the defendants for wages due 
him for the remaining conths of the 
period embraced in the contract. At 
the trial, which took place before 
Judge Barry without a Jury, it was 
found that the plaintiff's dismissal was 
wrongful and unjustifiable; it was also 
decided that, in point of law, by bring­
ing the action ,in the manner he had 
brought it, that is in sueing for wages 
only, the plaintiff had treated the con­
tract as rescinded.

The verdict was found in favor of 
the plaintiff for the first month and 
eight days, which he had actually 
served before his dismisal, and for 
which he had not been paid, $209.57, 
with the pro rata share of the commis­
sion for the whole time served, $304, 
fn all $513.37 less $344.38, the sum 
found to be due the defendants from 
the plaintiff upon his accounting for 
the money received by him. On the 
24th of November last, the plaintiff 
brought a second action, a special ac­
tion upon the contract, in which he 
seeks compensation for the injury he 
has sustained 'by his dismissal in not 
being allowed to serve and earn the 
wages agreed upon. Out of this arose 
the present case, application having 
been made to Judge Barry on the part 
of the defendants to stay the second 
action, claiming among other things, 
that plaintiff, having elected to sue for 
wages under a written contract, could 
not sue for damages for breach on the 
same contract in consequence of the 
alleged non-performance of the de­
fendants. In his judgment Judge Bar­
ry held that a party has the option to 
choose one or other of two inconsistent 
things, and when once he has made his 
election it cannot be retracted. “By 
his former action the plaintiff treated 
the contract as rescinded ; in his sec­
ond action he treats it as continuing. 
He cannot pursue both these 
In my opinion, the present action is 
not maintable, and, accordingly, an 
order will be made staying it. The 
plaintiff must pay the costs of the ap­
plication." An appeal wili be made. 
Attorney General Baxter, K. C., repre­
sented the plaintiff, and Dr. W. B. 
Wallace, K.C., the defendants.

Mrs. Kuhring then spoke. She said 
in part: '1 believe I am voicing the 
feelings and sentiments of many wo­
men when I say that those who have 
sent their husbands and sons to fight 
for King and Country have no cause 
for regret. Some, it is true, cannot re­
alize how terrible this war is, what a 
dreadful situation has been created, 
how awful it is that your own should 
be ordered to go out and kill. There 
is always the cold dread of their not 
returning. Well, what can we women 
do? We can do much. I have not en­
couraged militarism in my sons ; could 
never have dreamed that they would 
go fighting. But what would we think 
of a lx>y who saw another being bul­
lied if he did not do something to help. 
We would be disgusted Let us bear 
in mind the fact that the boys will be 
well cared for, well fed and nursed 
when necessary. It is comforting to 
know at a time like this that they will 
be well looked after. As to surgical 
treatment It may be only necessary to 
call attention to a recent article in 
the Ivondon Times which said that the 
Canadian surgeons had demonstrated 
wonderful skill.

"All this is comforting," the speaker 
remarked, "and there are many other 
things that should make us grateful ; 
prisoners of war are being cared for 
by neutrals to make their life endur­
able. It .Is comforting, too, to know 
that the boys themselves are cheerful 
as letters to the newspapers will show. 
Why ?—because their minds are at 
ease, they know that those they have 
left behind are receiving every care 
possible. I must here refer to the 
splendid work of such organizations

What are the 
best kinds for this province? When 
is the besj.tiipe to begin beekeeping? 
What about keeping them through the 
winter? Have you any bees to sell

The answer: Answering your ques­
tions in the order they were asked, 
we would say that there are but two 
kinds of bees that find a place in this 
province, viz., Black bees and Italians, 
of which the former are very much in 
the majority. We have no data or ex­
perimental evidence as yet to show 
which is the better breed, or the one 
best adapted to conditlohs as they ire 
found in this province. For our own 
part we very much prefer the Italians, 
and we know that where beekeeping 
is carried on in a large way, only 
Italian bees, except in limited cases, 
get any recognition.

We are inclined to believe that for 
the beginner the best time to start 
beekeeping Is in the spring However 
this depends somewhat on circum­
stances. Bees are always much cheap­
er in the fall of the year. If you have 
a suitable place to winter them, it 
would therefore, be just as well to buy 
in the fall.

most commonly in the drelllng-house 
cellar. Any cellar that will keep 
vegetables will do for a few colonies 
of bees. The cellar should, however, 
not be damp or mouldy. If the colony 
is made up of young bees, and there 
is a plentiful supply of good stores, 
the chances.of their coming through 
the winter, under most any ordinary 
cellar conditions, are pretty good.

We have no bees for sale, but read­
ily can, and would be very glad to, put 
you in touch with those who have 
For the next six or eight weeks bees 
may be bought in boxes for from $2 
to $4 per colony. In movable frame 
hives (and be sure the frames 
moveable) for $4.60 to $6.

In view of the fact that foulbrood, 
a highly contagious bee disease, is 
known to be prevalent in some parts 
of the province, we would strongly 
recommend that you first get in touch 
with us before having bees sent to 
you from any part of the province. 
Bees are so plentiful in the province 
that there is certainly no reason for 
taking a chance of bringing more dis 
ease in, by going qptside the province 
to buy bees. If you cannot buy from 
jour neighbor, the kind of bees you 
wish to keep, then take any kind you 
can get and later change them to the 
kind you want by introducing queens 
of that breed. There i's little danger 
of bringing in 
with queens if ; 
tions are taken.

>«... ,♦ finished over the Intersection, leaving 
a rail which la still exposed to within 
twelve feet of the new work I have 
put down where the tracks formerly 
laid, there they stopped; for ten 
days there was no traffic over this 
section either by vehicles or cars. 
They refused to raise their rails and 
•imply left a hole, which Is still there, 
ao there was no further traffic and 
business was so disorganized that we 
were compelled to make a roadway. 
That they might exercise full pres­
sure they made it necessary to tie up 
the northern and southern rail both. 
Our intentions were to complete the 
concrete work on the northern fall to 
Kennedy street, leaving the southern 
rail entirely free until this was 
finished. I believed the Railway Com­
pany Intended to complete their work 
through this whole pection, but they 
suddenly stopped at Adelaide street, 
as mentioned, thereby tlelng up both 
lines.

"I then consulted with the City 
Solicitor; he informed me of the 
rights of the city to remove or bury 
the rails and build my street Record­
ing to grade established. At the 
present time there is nothing to 
hinder the St. John Railway Company 
from continuing their northern rail 
to Kennedy street.

“In reference to cost, my advice 
was I could build a street, and If the 
St. John Railway Company wishes to 
lay their rails they must, at their own 
expense, replace the road in as good 
condition as they found it. There is 
no question of law in this, it is pro­
vided for in the charter.

“Now in reference to wasting of 
money. As Commissioner of Public 
Works, instead of using the $14,000 
allotted for repairing track section 
and removing snow, I have allowed 
enough to accumulate to place a per­
manent pavement between rails and 
18 Inches outside out of the money 
that was formerly used in patching 
sections here and there. It is true I 
stated that the whole track section In 
the city of St. John could be paved 
with concrete and that $7,500 of the 
amount we receive for repair work 
would pay the interest on bonds, 
which would mean good roads in our 
city in a very short space of time.

"If you are really interested go 
down to the corner of King street 
east and Pitt street, you will find 
that the curve has a grooved rail on 
one side and a T rail on the other; 
a tar macadam crossing has 
placed there In the last few weeks. 
On the eastern curve where the T 
rail is, the tar macadam has been 
forced up an inch or two. Should a 
person in crossing stumble over this 
at the time a car was arriving at this 
point, there would be a fatal accident. 
This saved the St. John Railway 
Company a few dollars in the class of 
rail; it means a lot of inconvenience 
to the public and may be, as stated, a 
serious accident.

There was no indication of an early 
settlement In connection with the 
street railway blockade below Douglas 
Avenue in Main street last night. Offi­
cials of the street railway said they 
had nothing further to say for the pre­
sent.

Commissioner Potts continues in his 
work of placing the roadway in condi­
tion for traffic.

In an Interview yesterday the cote- 
missloner referred to the differences 
between the city and the railway as 
follows:

“First—The St. John Railway Co. 
has great privileges in the city of St. 
John through its charter for little or 
nothing as compared with railways in 
other cities.

"Second—It is my firm belief that 
the tie-up occasioned solely by the St. 
John Railway Co. Is for the purpose of 
arousing the public against the city to 
force them to continue giving the rail­
way concessions they are not entitled 
to. as they know the public are com­
pelled to walk from Adelaide street to 
Douglas avenue, and as they collect 
their fares at Indiantown they meet 
no financial loss and the public are the 
only sufferers. They also count on 
the public as a great asset In forcing 
the hands of the city and the Commis­
sioner of Public Works.

Why Is bread selling for nine cents 
a loaf when flour, and Manitoba at 
that, is retailing for only seven dol­
lars a barrel ? This is a question which 
Is giving some concern to the citizens 
of St. John. It is even suggested 
that the bakers are getting their flour 
for less than the price mentioned but 
there is no reduction in the price of 
the bread.

One citizen in converastion with a 
Standard representative yesterday 
said there seemed to be no reason why 
bread prices should not be lowered. 
Flour was particularly low but the 
bakers made no effort to give the gen­
eral public the benefit

"When near the opening of the war 
the price of flour was advanced the 
bakers were not at all backward in 
raising the prices of their products 
and the reason given was that flour 
bad gone up. When the city council 
proposed to revise the bread laws to 
make it necessary for the bakers to 
supply a pound and a half loaf there 
was a spirited protest on the part of 
the bakers.

Bread in many of the larger cities 
of Canada is selling at prices much 
lower than in 8t. John and citizens 
here are anxiously waiting for a re­
duction in the price.

One gentleman in close touch with 
the situation said that the bakers 
would eventually do themselves Injury 
by keeping up the prices for the peo­
ple would be forced to bake their own 
bread and the bakery business would 
necessarily be much curtailed.
