Halifax, N. S., March 14—There promises 

to be a lively time before the railway com­
mittee of the Nova Scotia legislature, 
when the Halifax bill with respect to in­
creased taxation of Halifax Electric Tram­
way comes up. A number of shareholders 
who oppose the bill have retained counsel 
and intend to fight it to a finish.

By its Charter the Tramway Company 
were given the perpetual right to operate 
a tramway in Halifax. This right was also 
exclusive for a period of twenty-one years, 
which expires in 1916.

The streets are so narrow that no other 
tramway could be built., so that practical­
ly the charter is not only perpetual but 
exclusive.

Ottawa, March 14—At the opening of 
the commonsi this afternoon, Hon. J. D. 
Hazen introduced a bill to amend t£e 
fisheries act by allowing the governor in 
council to authorize the governments of 
the maritime provinces to grant exclusive 
leases of oyster fishing bed areas to in­
dividuals subject to the federal fisning 
regulations.

Mr. Hazen explained that under pres­
ent conditions the oyster industry is not 
thriving, and in some' districts is threat­
ened with absolute depletion of the beds. 
The proposed arrangement would, he be­
lieved, bring good results and would 'eenre 
the active co-operation of the provincial 
governments in endeavoring to restore the 
industry to permanently profitable condi­
tions.

Judge Forbes presided at the evening 
meeting, which was fairly well attended.

J. W. Spurden. The meeting was addressed 
by Judge Forbes, Rev. A. F. Newcombe, 
secretary of the society, and Rev. Pascal 
Heine, immigration agent, St. John.

Mr. Verville directed attention to many 
conditions which needed remedying. He 
gave a list of thirty-nine combines and 
truste in Canada, having behind them a 
capital of nearly $600,000,000, and whose 
operations, bolstered up; by the tariff, 
tended to unduly increase the cost of liv­
ing. The pangs of hunger are already affect­

ing tens of thousands of the workers who 
have been thrown out of employment 
ing to the miners’ stride. There 
one million of these men who have lost 
their work in consequence of the impos­
sibility of running factories and mills with­
out fuel, and their families have to rely 
on their savings or on the small out of 
the work pay provided by the traders 
unions. There are, however, a large num­
ber of these men unconnected with thé 
coal trade who do not belong to aii}T 
trades union from which to draw benefits 
and those vpth their families are among 
the greatest sufferers.

The magnitude of the strike is almost 
inconceivable It has affected in a direct 
way, counting only the miners and the 
other men thrown out of work with their 
families, over 4,000,000 people.

In other respects it has paralyzed prac­
tically the whole life of the nation. Prices 
of food have gone up, fuel is virtually un­
obtainable, railways have curtailed their 
services, shipping has been held up and 
every branch of industry stopped to 
extent.

Going at length into the items enter­
ing into the cost of living to the ordin­
ary working men, he showed that on 
practically every commodity of consump­
tion from shoes to hats and from soap to 
blankets, the consumer had to pay toll 
to the manufacturer. Carefully prepared 
and reliable statistics as to conditions in 
Montreal, as exampling the. industrial 
très generally, showed that the cost of 
living, on a very moderate basis, for a 
workman’s family of five was $746.13 per 
year, of which $352.58 went for food. This 
was on 4he average $8.35 less than the 
average cost in Boston, although wages in 
the American centres were considerably 
higher.

The average annual earnings of the 
working man in Canada, under normal 
conditions, varied from $400 per year for 
the common laborer, to $650 per year for 
painters and bricklayers. The difference 
between earnings and the rising cost of 
living, coupled with the growing power 
of the trusts and combines and their ci­

current revenues of the countryCaptain Montu aqd I ascended on 
the morning of January 31 and took 
the direction of the enemy’s camp, 

eighteen miles distant. We were 
out on a reconnoitering expedition, 
arid also to test a new bomb.

We were flying at a height of some 
1,800 feet. After we had covered half 
the distance to the camp we sighted 
the first group of Arabs, who at once 
opened fire on us. At this point I felt 
I should not be sorry tti abandon our 
trip, but was ashamed at my want of 
courage and steered resolutely for the 
camp.

After signaling to my comrade to 
have his bomb ready to drop on the 
enemy, a hundred yards from the cen­
tre of the camp, I gave a second signal 
and received a response from Montu 
that the bomb had fallen. In order to 
watch the effect I steered to the left, 
saw a thick cloud of dust rise from 
the ground, and men, horses, and cam­
els dashing in all directions. It was a 
wonderful sight; the bomb had ful­
filled our expectati

But while the bomb caused damage and 
confusion, the Turks and Arabs did not 
give the “birdmen” an extended oppor­
tunity to enjoy the view. For the lieu­
tenant proceeds:

But our joy over this realization was 
greatly damped by the incessant vol­
leys which were fired at us. I endeav­
ored to escape from the range of fir­
ing by making for the right, but had 
to give up the attempt on seeing that 
this would take me right into the 
enemy's camp. I then steered to the 
left, and to my fresh sorrow discov­
ered that a ball had struck the ma­
chine.

I tried to ascend higher in the air, 
but in vain. Then I1 resolutely set my 
course toward the left side of the 
camp, when my comrade shouted that 
he was wounded.

As I turned back to look at him the 
motor temporarily stopped and1 the 
machine began to descend. Happily 
the motor started again immediately, 
as two more bullets struck the ma­
chine.

The motor caused me great difficul­
ties, and to add to my misfortunes 
the wind, which had been favorable, 
began to drive me from my course. 
The Arabs never ceased firing. For 
a moment I hung up in the air sway­
ing in agony, almost beaten by the 
wind, with a motor on which I could 
no longer rely, with a fear that Montu 
was fatally wounded and no longer 
master of his actions, which would 
inevitably upset the balance of the 
machine.

I expected death every minute, but 
we managed gradually to return to our 
headquarters, when Captain Montu’s 
injuries were attended to. Happily, 
he was not fatally wounded.

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Some of the Canadian political review­
ers seem to anticipate that the situation 
at Ottawa and throughout the country is 
going to settle down to a long and dull 
struggle between, the “ins” and the 
“outs.” There are many reasons why 
that ie highly improbable. In the first 
plaçe, the western provinces are going to 
demand reciprocity, and additional railway 
and elevator facilities, in order that they 
may be able to sell their products, at the 
beat competitive prices available, at any 
time of the year.

This is an issue that will not down, 
and Mr. R. B. Bennett, M. P., of Cal­
gary, in the House the other day, gave 
a somewhat solemn warning concerning 
the active discontent and the growing 
resentment in the West. We may expect 
to see at Ottawa a western delegation 
demanding relief, and when that delega­
tion comes it should be joined, as before, 
by delegates from the Maritime Provinces, 
asking for the removal of the duty ^rom 
natural products.

The Liberal party has every prospect 
of success if it will but take up with de­
termination the question of tariff relief, 
and fight for it, without wavering, day 
after day. A national convention and 
the adoption of a true Liberal platform 
are in order, after the manner of 1893; 
and the platform should be one sufficient­
ly advanced to leave no doubt as to 
the position of anyone who subscribes to 
it. If it should be progressive enough 
to drive into the enemy's camp a large 
number of half-and-half Liberals who do 
not believe in tariff reduction, so much 
the better. It is easier to win without 
such people than with them.

In the last elections the Liberals had a 
majority of the popular vote of Canada 
with the sole exception of Ontario. Had 
Ontario not been counted the elections 
would have left the Liberal party in 
power. Therefore, in spite of all sorts 
of disturbing side issues, racial, religious 
and so-called patriotic, the old Liberal gov­
ernment and the old Liberal policies were 
endorsed by the Dominion at large.

The true line of advance now is to set 
abotit the work of ehowing the farmers 
and the consumers generally how badly 
they were fooled in the campaign of last 
September. The great issue today through­
out this continent is the tariff issue, and 
that is so because the tariff Xlie^ at the 
root of all popular legislation looking to 
fair play and equality of opportunity. The 
Conservative party in Canada is governed 
by money, and it ie committed irrevocably 
to class legislation, to a higher tariff 
brought about at the bidding of the “in­
terests” by means of a tariff commission. 
The Liberal party did a tremendous work 
in developing Canada, in giving it popula­
tion, in opening up its vacant lands, and 
in giving it new life, new hope, and 
awakened national feeling.

What the country needs now is an in­
crease in the British Preference, coupled 
with a revision of the tariff, beginning 
with the removal of the duty from na­
tural products. -This revision, to do en­
tire justice, should include an examination 
of the whole tariff and the reduction of 
duties wherever it is shown that the pres­
ent tariff is permitting combinations in 
restraint of trade and the suppression of 
competition in the home market.

Should the Liberal party adopt ibis 
broad policy, and champion it courage­
ously and without any thought of turning 
back, it would undoubtedly return to 
power in the near future.

THE WHEELS OF JUSTICE

We often complain of the slowness of 
the machinery of justice in this country, 
but a Toronto judge draws ’ attention to 
the fact that he concluded four cases, had 
the victims working out their sentences, 
and was well on with three Or four others, 
before a Detroit court, beginning at the 
same time, had succeeded in securing a 
jury. The unwary pilgrim who seeks the 
shrine of the American law for relief is 
apt to find that the vestibule of the temple 
is in possession of those who are experts 
in artful trickery, and relief or justice 
may be long withheld.^ The law is more 
often a two-edged sword of craft, than 
the shield of innoUhnce.

Particularly in the matter of securing 
juries is the difficulty increasing in the 
United States. To secure twelve men who 
can come into the box with their minds 
like white paper, upon which prejudice or 
passion, or friendship or hope, or bias, or 
talk, or (ear, has not been able to scrawl 
anything, is becoming a matter of enor­
mous difficulty. But to secure a jury that 
is completely indifferent is the hope of 
the law. f They must reflect only the evi­
dence that is submitted in court, and no 
foul breath from the outside or from the 
press must, dim the surface of their minds, 
to produce a faint, broken or distorted 
image.

A Tale of Progress.An evening journal prints a Fredericton 
despatch intimating that the proposed 
commission bill ought not to abolish the 
Board of Health. That sort of objection 
has been urged in some quarters to almost 
every change which the friends of com­
mission propose. If one feature of the 
progressive programme after another were 
dropped we should have changed names 
without changing conditions at all. The 
bill should be passed as it is. If minor 
changes are subsequently warranted by ex­
perience they can be made.

As a matter of fact it is to be regretted 
that the commission bill is not even more 
sweeping than it is. This city needs some 
very radical changes if the taxpayers are 
to secure value for their money, and if 
the city is to live up to its opportunities. 
For many years conditions at City Hall 
have been wretched. The principal de­
partments have long been administered 
after the fashion of ward politics. Ferry, 
public works, water and sewerage, lands, 
public safety, need the introduction of 
business methods. The assessors are doing 
what they can under a hopeless system 
The chamberlain’s office has been reform­
ed, but even there reform was too long 
deferred.

^Had our city government been progres­
sive and disinterested we should have had 
taxation and assessment reform long ago. 
The present system is a heavy handicap at 
a time when St. John is experiencing the 
first symptoms of growth for nearly half 
a century.

THE TUBERCULOSIS CRUSADE

The Murray government in Nova Scotia 
indicates its intention of starting an ag­
gressive campaign against tuberculosis. 
Much can be done in the way of preven­
tion if people are taught not to sleep, live 
or work in dark and badly ventilated 
rooms. The disease is preventable, and 
curable if taken in the right way and at­
tended to in time; but because of careless­
ness, . ignorance and lack of proper atten­
tion to health it is the great scourge of 
the country. It kills about one-third of 
all who die between the ages of eighteen 
and forty-five, and more than one-tenth of 
all the people. Its record for the United 
States is about one every three minutes, 
or 200,000 people every year.

Organizations for its prevention are 
found now in nearly every country in the 
world. In England, Germany and Swit­
zerland the organization is along national 
lines, and is particularly effective. Of a 
great number of other ; countries the same 
is true in a lesser degree. The necessity 
for such widespread organization is evi­
dent when it is understood that tubercu­
losis is responsible for more than a mil­
lion deaths a year in the civilized world. 
The reduction that has already taken 
place in the death rate in those communi­
ties where the disease has been rigidly and 
scientifically attacked makes it entirely rea­
sonable to suppose that ultimately it will 
be practically eliminated.

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INTERESTING AGRICULTURAL FEATURES FOR OUR COUNTRY READERS

Plenty of ronlight will be a great aid in 
preventing scours.

That dread, disease, thumps, which at­
tacks the fattest and best pigs of the Ut­
ter, is caused entirely by overfeeding and 
feck of exercise. The danger from thumps 
is past after the pigs have reached the 
age of six weeks, and if the Utter is a 
large one the sow may then be given al­
most all the strong feed that she will con­
sume.

Winter pigs seldom grow so rapidly as 
pigs farrowed at more favorable seasons 
of the year; but they may be grown profit­
ably, and will be of the right age to make 
very rapid gains as soon as grass comes in 
the spring. It is beat to aUow the winter- 
farrowed pigs to remain with the sow un­
til such time as she w.eans them. This 
will probably be in about three months. 
It is seldom that one wishes to breed the 
sow during the winter, and she can best 
employ her time by caring for the fitter 
until weaning time.—H. T. Morgan, in 
Country Gentleman.

STOCK do not practice winter dairying are quite 
often unable to secure help when needed.

In speaking of winter dairying we do 
not mean milkings cows for the winter 
montns only. We try to have 
milking for about ten months in the year 
as nearly as possible. Our practice is to 
have our cows freshen in September and 
the first of October, and dry them about 
the first of July. In following this prac­
tice we have found that- where city milk 
shipping is practised, the returns of acow 
for one year will make at least one-third 
more profits as compared with spring 
freshening. Our cows are then dry, mak­
ing less work through the busy months of 
July and August. This allows all hapds a 
freedom to spend more time on caring 
for and harvesting the crops for winter 
feeding.

We have found that even with the sup­
plying of green feed and under the best 
possible care it is impossible to make a 
cow do good work in July and August, 
while a good cow freshening ip September 
will milk steadily for seven or eight 
months, then when put on grass in May 
she will freshen up again and do almost 
as well as a spring freshening cow for six 
weeks or two months.

We have also found in the raising of our 
calves that calves born in the fall are get­
ting a start during the winter, develop 
much better than spring-born calves. They 
are ready to turn to grass in the spring, 
and when fall comes there is little differ­
ence to be seen between the spring and 
fall calves.—J. Earle Ness, Chateauquay 
County, Quebec.

ducted was not a rich soil to begin with. 
These yields, of course, are low.

It is evident that such soil needs treat­
ment of some eort. Let's see what effedt 
stable manure will have, 
those continuous plots, we use five tons of 
manure every year. We started off the 
first five years with an average yield of 
43 bushels per acre. The second five years 
there was an average of 40 bushels—going 
down upder continuous culture in spite of 
the fact that $ve used the manure, and the 
third five years we dropped to 341-2 
bushels.

Under rotation we did not use as much 
manure in the five years as in continuous 
culture, applying only 10 tons per rota­
tion period, whereas in continuous culture 
we used 25 tons every five years—but note 
the very different results.

Under rotation with manure, as stated, 
we started off with a little lower yield-
40.7 bushels. Buttthe second period came 
np to 49.5 and the third period averaged
59.8 bushels—practically 60 bushels. You 
see what a good rotation means. In the 
course of 15 years we applied under 
tinuous culture 75 tons of manure, and 
only 48 tons in the rotation, and yet in 
spite of tfiat 75 tons our yield declined 20 
per cent, whereas, with only a little 
than one-half the amount of manure under 
rotation our yields increased 47 per cent 
in round numbers.

I have mentioned a five-year rotation. 
I do not mean that* that is necessarily the 
ideal rotation. We have secured better 
yields of corn under a shorter rotation. 
For instance, under a three-year rotation 
we have a 12-year average yield of 64% 
bushels. I simply want to get before you 
what I take to be a fact—that it pays to 
practice a good rotation of crops.

The Ohio station has been conducting 
some experiments for this same period— 
17 years—in the use of phosphorous. We 
have used different carriers, but in the 
main we have used the treated rock phos­
phate, commonly called acid phosphate. 
Where we have used 320 pounds of acid 
phospate per acre in the five-year rota­
tion noted above, at a cost of $2.40, 
have secured a net return from this invest­
ment of $14.08.

Of course you want to know at what 
price we figured our increase of crops to 
get this return. The figures may be a 
little high for you. We figured our in­
crease of corn at 40 cents a bushel, Wheat 
at 80 cents, oats at 30 cents, hay at $8, 
straw at $2, stover at $3. I expect that 
the price of the stover will be a stumb­
ling block here, but it is worth 
than that with us. Now, a farmer who 
can invest $2.40 and get a net return of 
$14 would surely be satisfied. If you 
want to figure the per cent of profit on 
the investment it will be 586 per cent.

The figures that I have given you are 
for the use of acid phosphate alone. We 
did not get as large corn yields as we want, 
however, with the use of acid phosphate 
alone. Where we used eight tons of man­
ure per acre once in the rotation and the 
same amount of acid phosphate consider­
ably, but the net profit per acre was not 
quite as great—it was $10.66. We also 
used the untreated rock, mixing it direct­
ly with manure. When we used 320 pounds 
pf the latter we got a little large net pro­
fit—$11.78; but I want to sound this word 
of caution in the use of untreated phos­
phate. One should use it in connection 
with decaying organicjnatter. If you are 
in the habit of using commercial fertilizers 
on wheat, drilling the fertilizer with the 
wheat, you will be greatly disappointed 
with the results if you use the untreated 
rock phosphate or floats in like manner,

whereas if you will mix the fertilizer di­
rectly with the manure before you apply 
it you will get good returns. We may 
conclude that for a great many* farmers 
manure and phosphorous will give profit­
able returns in increased yields of corn 
and other crops.—C. G. Williams, in Ag­
ricultural Epitomist.

wise be kthe case. The time required for 
the hatching is four weeks.

After hatching, place the hen and the 
little turkeys in a pen for a few days. 
After the first day feed the little fellows 
stale corn-meal bread that has been finely 
crumbled. Avoid giving food of a sloppy 
nature to young turkeys, as it is almost 
sure to affect them detrimentally and 
often times seriously. It is also very es­
sential that they be protected from wet, 
and especially that they be kept out of 
wet, dewy grass until at least three weeks 
of age.

If milk is available it will pay to make 
cottage cheese for young turkeys. The 
curd made by heating sour milk or but­
termilk is very rich in those elements 
which go to make large frames and heavy 
flesh.

It is best that the young turkeys become 
accustomed to their attendant and to all 
persons and animals about the place. They 
grow much better, being less disturbed by 
the appearance of strangers, and are less 
likêly to roam and to be difficult to handle 
when they reach maturity.

It goes without saying that turkeys will 
not flourish in close confinement. No one 
should undertake 'to grow them who has 
not ample range for them when they have 
passed the danger stage and are able to 
look dut for themselves. Meadows, pas­
tures and, after harvest, grain fields make 
ideal ranges for turkeys. They are busy 
foragers and the insects they find give 
them the animal food, or protein element, 
which is so necessary to their proper de­
velopment. When they have reached the 
stage at which they may be given entire 
liberty their owner has little more to do 
than give them a moderate allowance of 
grain at night, and when he puts them 
on the market in the fall a good profit on 
the grain consumed and labor expended 
in caring for them will be returned to 
bim.—Mrs. S. E. M., in Michigan Farmer.

earnest effort to destroy them at this sea­
son or at any time before the ground is 
covered witti snow.

All weeds should, therefore, be mowed, 
before their seeds are formed if possible, 
gathered on piles and burned, or better, 
thrown into a conppost heap to rot and 
become humus. Thus the weed seeds will 
be destroyed, and pollution of the soil 
with these will be prevented, and the bat­
tle against these pests during next season 
will be already partly won. Many inserts 
pupate or hibernate in weeds, and they 
are also killed by burning, burying or rr t- 
ting the host plants. Weeds in the or­
chard offer attractive advantages to the 
adults of borers which lay their eggs dur­
ing the summer, and it becomes much 
more difficult to control these trouule- 
some and destructive pests where weeds 
are allowed to flourish. Besides, the pres­
ence of rubbish, trash, etc., of any kind, 
in the orchard, attracts mice, and. conse­
quently increases the • danger or girdling 
trees by these animals during the winer 
when snow covers the ground.

Burning Rubbish—To those who study 
the life histories of insects *the presence 
of any kind of waste materials, such as 
fragments of limbs, old bark, parts of 
weeds, the prunings of trees, or rotten 
and mummied fruits on the trees or in the 
orchard, is recognized as a menace to the 
trees and fruit, in that, during the winter 
season they harbor insects and germs cf 
disease, thus carrying them safely over 
into the summer season, when they em­
erge and reinfest the trees and crops.

EXPLOSIVES IN AGRICULTURE
A number of new uses of explosives in 

agriculture are described by F. H. Gun- 
solus in the Journal of the Franklin In­
stitute for August. In the northwestern 
Pacific states dynamite is largely used for 
clearing land of tree stumps; but a more 
novel application is to drill holes from two 
to five feet into the soil and to explode 
dynamite cartridges in them, in order to 
break up and loosen the* subsoil. This 
process may be carried out on land where 
orchards have already been planted, the 
quantity of dynamite used varying from 
25 to 100 pounds per acre. Explosives are 
also being used very largely in the western 
states for digging ditches, especially in 
swampy clay ground. Slanting holes are 
punched at intervals of about two feet 
along the line of the proposed ditch ; the 
middle hole is loaded with two or three 
cartridges, the explosion of which serves to 
detonate the charges in the other holes, 
with the result that a mile or more of 
ditch is scattered evenly over the adjoin­
ing land, and the presence of stumps, 
trees and underbrush interferes scarcely 
at all with the success of the operation.

RAISING DAIRY COWS *i more
It probably costs on an average from $18 

to $25 to raise a calf until it is two years 
old. The cost, of course, will depend large­
ly upon the price of feeds as well as upon 
their selection, but successful dairymen 
contend that they can raise calves at a 
lower cost than the maximum figures given 
above up to the age specified.

While the matter of cost is an important 
consideration, still the man who has set 
out to build up a business dairy herd is not 
likely to succeed well unless he produces 
his own cows. This is a fundamental fac­
tor in successful dairying and it is certain 
to be more true in the future than it has 
been in the past, and the progressive man 
can afford to expend twice the amount 
stated above to raise calves from his best 
cows to an age when he can test their in­
dividual merits.

A very important element, however, in 
the production of one’s own cows, is wheth­
er he has prftper foundation stock. The 
calves from cows that do not make a rea­
sonable profit upon the feed given them are 
not likely to prove successful, and under 
such circumstances the only wise course 
would be for the dairyman to go out and 
purchase one or more high-grade or thor­
oughbred cows of merit with which to 
start. Then, too, a good sire should be 
available, for without the qualities that can 
be transmitted by such an animal one 
will not attain the success he should.

But neither of these conditions are im­
possible, and since it is the only business 
way one should provide himself with such 
animals and then conserve their merits in 
their offspring that the future herd may 
not only be equal to but an improvement 
upon the present herd. This can only be 
done by saving the best heifer calves from 
the best pows of the herd.—A. H.

A BROODER FOR PIGS
POULTRYIt sometimes happens that a litter \)f 

pigs will be farrowed during extremely 
void weather when the owner is not equip­
ped with a warm place for them. Under 
such conditions the entire litter is usually 
lost, or- at best but two or three are 
saved. Little pigs cannot stand much cold 
during the first few days of their exist­
ence. At such a time the writer has 
found an ordinary brooder a very useful 
machine. Have it ready and as the pigs 
are delivered place them in it.

In a very -short time the little fellows 
will show a desire to nurse. They should 
be placed with the sow for a few minutes 
and care should be exercised to see that 
each pig has received nourishment. They 
may then be returned to the brooder. 
Though very young pigs nurse at frequent 
intervals—about every half hour—it is un­
necessary to place them with thb sow 
oftener than every two ho.urs.

The brooder should be heated to about 
90 degrees and well ventilated. Ordinarily 
it will be unnecessary to use it for more 
than twenty-four or thirty-six hours. If 
you wish to save the litter in very cold 
weather you will be amply repaid for the 
few hours of careful attention which will 
be required to operate the brooder^ and to 
see that the pigs are placed with the sow 
every two hours.

It is seldom that the sow will show 
restlessness at this time, for if of a quiet 
disposition she will be willing to remain 
still for the first twenty-four hours after 
farrowing. The writer has saved many 
hundreds of dollars’ worth of valuable 
winter pigs by this method.

Do not overfeed the sow. More winter 
farrowed pigs are lost from a too gener­
ous feeding of the sow than from all other 
causes combined. During the winter 
months the sow and the young pigs are 
inclined to take but little exercise. If 
the sow is fed a ration running high in 
concentrates scours will result in the pigs, 
a disease which is hard to eradicate, pâr- 

/ ticularly if the quarters arè at all damp.

GENERAL
TURKEY RAISINGWHAT ROTATION DID

Points to Observe in Starting and 
Managing a Flock,

Contrary to general opinon, turkeys are 
not hard to raise, and a flock of these 
fowls is sure to yield a profit to their 
owner if rightly managed. There are two 
ways to get a start in growing turkeys. 
The first is to buy the breeders required 
for starting a flock—one gobbler and three 
or four hens will suffice. The other is to 
buy eggs and hatch them under good- sit­
ting hens. If one decides to purchase 
breeding stock the precautions to be ob­
served are that the fowls be healthy, 
thrifty and well matured specimens, and 
that the male be unrelated to the females. 
Turkeys two years of age are best for 
breeding purposes. The mating season be­
gins early, and, for best results, the breed­
ers should be producing eggs before the 
close of March or very early in April.

Turkeys are of a roving nature, and will 
not bear close confinement. The hens are 
prone to wander away during the laying 
season, their natural inclination being to 
secure their nests in quiet, out-of-the-way 
places. For this reason they should be 
closely watched during the laying season, 
with a view to locating the nests and 
securing the eggs, although great care 
must be exercised since the turkey is a 
very timid fowl and easily excited.

If a nest remains undiscovered, or is 
left undisturbed, until the turkey hen 
has begun to sit, the eggs may be carefully 
removed and given to an ordinary hen, 
in which case the turkey hen will shortly 
resume laying. In this way one can man­
age to hatch a much larger number from 
a single pair of breeders than would other-

Results of Experiments at Ohio Agri­
cultural Station. HORTICULTURE

ORCHARD MANAGEMENT
REAR B LI G Iff.I want to call your attention to the 

value of a good, systematic rotation of 
crops. At the Ohio experiment station 
we began some seventeen or eighteen 
years ago a series of experiments in which 
we have grown corn rin continuous cul­
ture-corn, corn, corn, and have kept it 
up for seventeen years now; and right 
alongside on similar land we have grown 
corn under exactly the same conditions 
aside from a rotation of corn, oats, wheat, 
clover and timothy.

I want to give you some of the results 
of these two systems of farming that you 
may see whither you are tending, and I 
want to give these yields in periods of 
five years each. The first five years that 
we grew corn without any fertilizer or 
manure we got an average yield of 26 
bushels per acre. We kept thât right up 
—no treatment with fertilizer or manure 
—simply corn, corn, corn.

The second five years the average was 
17 bushels per acre. Going down hill, 
you see. And the third five years we 
averaged 10.4 bushels per acre, and the 
end is not yet—still going down'. Now, in 
a five-year rotation of corn, oats, wheat, 
clover and timothy the yield has been 31.9 
bushels for the first period, 30.8 for the 
second and 31.1 for the third—practically 
standing on a dead level.

In other words, the rotation of crops 
has made the difference between that 
marked decline and the dead level. TJie

Pear blight is commonly noticed while 

the twigs are making rapid growth during 
j the early part of the season, when the 
■ leaves on the affected trees wilt and turn 
brown, and later black, and remain hang­
ing on the trees. The disease extends from 
the tip of the twig inward, and finally 
involves the limbs and the trunk. The 
same disease may appear on the trunks 
or larger limbs of the trees, and is often 
called body blight or canker. Its presence 
is made known by the roughening, shrivel­
ing and blackening of the bark. A well 
defined tine of demarkation separates the 
diseased from the healthy bark. It infects 
pear, quince and apple trees, and is known 
as pear blight, twig blight, black blight, 
trunk blight, body blight, bark blight, can­
ker, etc.

Treatment.—Cut out the diseased twigs 
and limbs about twelve inches below the 
diseased tissue. Cut out the patches of 
diseased bark on the trunk and larger 
limbs. Sterilize all wounds by painting 
them over with a strong solution of copper 
sulfate, one pound to one gallon of water,

Weeds and Rubbish Harbor Insects 
and Vermin—Should Be Destroyer’.

As a rule few weeds are found grow­
ing in well kept orchards, and the prac­
tice of clean culture, with a winter cover 
crop, adopted by an ever increasing num­
ber of orchardists, is to be commended, 
both for the advantage gained by retain­
ing soil moisture, and promoting the 
growth of the trees, as well as to increase 
the quantity and value of the fruit. This 
practice, or that of intercropping with 
such cultivated crops as Corn, potatoes, 
beans, peas and other hoed or cultivated 
crops grown in the orchard, usually suf­
fices to hold in cheek any luxuriant 
growth of weeds in the ordinary season. 
However, even with the most zealous per­
sons some weeds twill spring up, at least 
during a wet season. Often these are con­
fined to the area immediately about the 
trees and in the tree row between the 
trees, not so easily reached by the culti­
vator.

BUTTER MB ON ter in June should be imitated throughout 
the year. If deeper than that you have 
used too much color.

Don’t chum too long! The old practice 
of churning until the butter has gathered 
in one body is a poor one. The butter­
milk will never be washed from butter so 
handled. A poor flavored butter with bad 
keeping qualities is sure to result. The 
butter should be gathered until the gran­
ules are about the size of a grain of wheat. 
Then draw off the butter ''milk through 
the strainer and wash the butter. Work 
with pure water and wash in the churn.
Butter.

The butter should be taken from the 
churn in the granular condition, salted and 
worked on a table worker. About one 
ounce of the best ^dairy salt is used for 
each pound of butter Don’t work too 
much. One working at time of salting is 
usually sufficient, if butter is firm when 
coming from the chum and worked in a 
cool place.

The country roll we hope will soon be a 
thing of the past. Appearance has more 
to do ewith selling than we think. Butter 
should* be printed as soon as it has been 
sufficiently worked. The plain pound print 
wrapped in parchment paper, showing the 
name of the maker on the outside, is the 
best package we know of, and should be 
more generally used. Don’t be tempted 
to take old tub butter, decidedly off in 
flavor, rework it and sell for butter of 
first quality. In the end you will find that 
there is neither money or character in 
such procedure. Does your butter suit 
you? Do your customers like it as well as 
you do? If they do your product is prob­
ably good.—E. M. Straight, Macdonald 
College.

The skim milk is too 
dilute for calf feeding and the cream is 
much contaminated by coming in contact 
with the water. The method is open to 
every objectionable feature, yet is popular 
in a few sections.

Cream should be churned two or three 
times a week, depending upon the season. 
Every fresh lot of cream should be cooled 
before adding it to the cream jar. This 
may be done by placing the can in a cold 
place or in running water. The jar should 
be kept here until about 12 hours before 
churning time, when it may be warmed up 
to 60 degrees F. This temperature favoris 
the development of the lactic acid bacteria, 
which - produce lactic acid or the souring 
of cream.

The barrel churn is everywhere popular 
and is the best on the market. The churn 
should be first scalded and then cooled 
with cold water. A churning temperature 
of 55 is good. Don’t guess at the tempera­
ture. A good dairy thermometer costs a 
few cents only. Use it. You should not be 
obliged to churn for more than 30 minutes 
if conditions are right. One reason why 
we get white specks in butter is because 
particles of curd are present there. If you 
strain the cream into the churn these par­
ticles are kept out.

Therefore, I say no objection can 
be found to giving Manitoba an allowance 
in lieu of her lands, and I do not think 
that very much fault can be found with 
that provision of the bill at the present 
time. It may be a little exaggerated but 
that is only a matter of degree. The feder-

ceived something else besides the $100,-

Financial Management.
The next question provided for in this 

bill is the financial arrangement which will 
be applicable to Manitoba in the future, 
and the third subdivision would be the ar­
rearages which we are paying .to Manitoifti 
on account of what. taken^ place or bas
not taken place duripg the past four-years: 
My hon. friends seem to treat the prov­
ince of Manitoba as though it was a new 
province just entering the union, as though 
it had not forty years of history and ex­
perience, as*- though it had not worked 
out its existence along the line of other 
provinces and as though it should be 
placed on an entirely different basis from 
oth<7 provinces that came into the union 
only 43 years ago.

You must remember that this province 
became a separate entity with a legisla­
ture and government* qi its own in 18<0,or 
between 41 and $2, year/s ago and the other 
four provinces in Canada only came into 
the union in 1867. When the four provin­
ces formed the union I submit that tne 
financial arrangements, both as to the per 
capita allowance, as to the debt allowance, 
and as to all financial matters were work­
ed out on a thoroughly fair and honest 
basis. There was a principle involved in 
all these things, and it is on account of 
departing from the principle that I chifly 
find fault ;with the government for the 
terms of this bill.

Now we know that when the different 
provinces united in 1867 they received

The next question that came 
the amount of money that would be paid 
to each province for government and local 
purposes, and that was apportioned on a 
population basis and divided up fairly and 
evenly, and each province received the 
amount that it was entitled to. There 
again you had a principle which was fol­
lowed in arriving at this conclusion.

The Debt Account.
We come next to the debt account. 

Noty the debt account was not so easy 
" of adjustment, but yet the principle was 

followed as my hon. friends opposite 
know. The debt of the old province of 
Canada was found to be about, I think, 
$67,000,000—1 am speaking now in round 
numbers—and it was decided that the 
government would assume of that debt 
$62,000,000. Then it was found that the 
debt of Nova Scotia was somewhat about 
$8,000.000, and the government agreed to 

that debt. The debt of the prov­
ince of New Brunswick was a little less 
than $7,000,000, it was somewhere over 
$6,000,000, but in order to make the debt 
allowance of New Brunswick compare pro­
portionately with the debt allowance of 
the other provinces of Canada, they agreed 
to assume the debt of the province to the 
extent of $7,000,000. Now there you had a 
principle, you had something which was 
perfectly fair and reasonable, as between 
the different provinces, and something to 
which no person could find any fault.

When Manitoba came into the union in 
1870 it had no debt, and for some reason 
for which I can find no explanation, and 
I must say that I have investigated mat­
ters pretty carefully, it was decided that 
Manitoba would be allowed a debt of 
$472,090 estimated on a population of 17,- 
000. The basis I understand was, that it 
was to be $32 on an estimated population 
of 117,000. But I never could see the rea­
son of that excepting that t£e dominion 
government said: We ought to give Mani­
toba something with which to carry on 
her government and, therefore, we will 
say that she ought to have a debt of $472,- 
000. Then I find that when Prince Edward 
Island came into the union they also as­
sumed a debt of $4,701,000, but in the case 
of that province they followed the prin­
ciple which had been laid down at the 
time of confederation, and allowed a cer­
tain debt according to the population of

Now, that was a principle. They increas­
ed that debt, so far as the old provinces 
of Ontario and Quebec were concerned, by

New 
$110,825,

British Columbia $83,107, and Prince Ed; 
ward Island $182,973. Now, the thing that I 
complain about particularly in this bill, so 
far as the general financial arrangements 
are concerned, is the debt allowance. i 
contend, sir, that it is unfair to the mari­
time provinces to a greater extent, prob­
ably, than anything else, and unfair to 
some extent to the provinces of Queb-tc 
and Ontario.

It is not so great an injustice to these 
provinces as it is to the maritime prov­
inces because they have in the past re­
ceived large additions to their territory 
which are very valuable, and under which 
the province of Ontario is today receiving, 
I think I am safe m saying, millions of 
dollars in royalties on lands, timber and 
mines, and upon which the province of 
Quebec must receive large sums each year 
in stumpage and royalties on lands and 
timber.

But now we have a proposition —and I 
will not discuss it at length because there 
will be another opportunity during the 
session—to add to Quebec and Ontario ; 
and you add a second time to the amount 
which they receive from the dominion, 
whereas the maritime provinces received 
nothing; the maritime provinces cannot 
receive anything. Then, I want to point

British North America Act to byild a 
mile of railway outside the territory of 
Ontario.

Sir Wilfrid Laurier.—Hear, hear.
Mr. Pugsley.r—That is absolutely pro­

vided for by the terms of the British 
North America Act. In subsection 10 of 
section 92, of that Act, are set out the 
works which are assigned to the prov­
inces:

“Local works and undertakings other 
than such as are of the following classes— 

“Lines of steam or other ships, rail­
ways, canals, telegraphs and other works 
and undertakings, connecting the province 
with "any other or others of the prov­
inces, or extending beÿond the limits of 
the provinces/’

Any railway which extends beyond the 
limits of the province, is within the exclu­
sive jurisdiction of the dominion parlia­
ment. But, then it may be said: This j 
parliament can authorize the government ! 
of Ontario to build its railway in the ter- ! 
ritory of another province. I doubt that,
Mr. Speaker. I do not think there can 1 
be any ground for that contention, be­
cause while I think parliament might au­
thorize a company to build a railway there, 
and undoubtedly it could, yet the govern­
ment of Ontario cannot construct a rail- ; 
way without public money ; and I think it, 
goes without saying, that this parliament ! 
could not empower the province of On- j 
tario to expend the public moneys of that 
province in the construction of a rail­
way which the legislature of Ontario it- j 
self could not authorize.

It would be a most anomalous proposi- ! 
tion that this parliament should authorize ! 
the government to pay provincial money 
for the construction ^f a public work 
which the legislature of the province itself 
could not authorize. I take it that there 
can be no doubt whatever that the govern­
ment of Ontario would have no power to 
construct a railway outside of the limits 
of the province of Ontario as is propesed 
by this order in council. So, I believe,
Sir James Whitney has acted wisely in in­
sisting that he should get this grant of 
over 760,OCK^ acres and this waterfront up­
on the Nelson river ancTHudson bay with­
out being bound to build what he knows 
that his government cannot build, a rail­
way through the territory of the province 
of Manitoba. It may be said that it is 
intended that this would be to enable the 
province of Ontario to give a grant to a 
railway company to build such a line.

That is not the order in council; it is 
that the grant shall be made to the prov­
ince of Ontario or a public commission or 
public corporation for that purpose. It is 
a grant to the public of Ontario, the road 
must be built out of the public money of 
the province of Ontario; and, as I have 
said,- it seems to me there is no authority 
for the government of Ontario to build 
such a line of railway. I would ask my 
hon. friend the minister of railways if he 
has had a report yet as to where, in case 
the terminus of the Hudson Bay railway 
is to be upon the Nelson river as to which 
Side of the river these terminals should 
be constructed ?

Mr. Cochrane.—Judging from the re­
port that was in, on the west side would 
be best—the far side from here.

Mr. Pugsley.—The hon. gentleman says 
‘Judging from the report that was in,’ the 
west side would be beet. It does seem to 
me that Until that matter is positively de­
termined, it might hamper moat seriously 
the operation of ‘this government in con­
nection with the construction of the Hud­
son Bay railway to give away to a prov­
incial government some ten miles of 
terfront which it might or might not util­
ize for railway terminal purposes.

Mr. Cochrane.—We would take good 
care of that.

Mr. Pugsley.—The hon. gentleman 
not ‘take good care of that/ because he < 
and the government have bound them- ! 
selves, and when we pass this bill parlia-1 
ment will have bound itself, in good faith 1 
to give the government of Ontario 
miles along the eastern shore of the Nel­
son river, whether that is or is not the 
best place to establish terminals in 
nection with the Hudson Bay railway. In 
saying that ‘they will take care of that’ 
he is simply saying that he will break 
faith with the province of Ontario, with 
which, in order to induce- them to be 
& consenting party, they have arranged 
to give this land.

Mr. Broder.—Does the hon. gentleman 
(Mr. Pugsley) mean to say that the dom­
inion cannot run a road where it likes?

Mr. Pugsley.—Undoubtedly it can, but 
it is not proposed that the dominion shall 
build the road. It is proposed that the 
Ontario government shall*build it.

Mr. Broder.—I xyiderstand the hon. 
gentleman to argue that if the province 
owned this it might hamper the domin­
ion’s right to get the port.

A Possible Complication.
Mr. Pugsley.—What I say is that the 

dominion might build, but that if this 
land is given away to Ontaria and it 
out that this, is the place where the ter- j 
minais should be, then the government, : .
in connection with the Hudson Bay rail- j 
way, raüst settle with the province of j 
Ontario before they can fix their termin­
als there.

Now, I did not intend to take up so 
much time; I regret that I have spoken 
at such length upon this subject. But it j 
is one of a great deal of importance, one, j 
I think, of vast importance. I think we 
ought not to deal with the matter by 
piecemeal. We are brought today by 
this bill, face to face with very import­
ant changes in the constitution of several 
provinces. We are called upon to consent 
to the enlargement of the boundaries of i 
the provinces. Important questions are | 
raised. It does seem to that the only j 
satisfactory way in which these questions j 
can be dealt with is to treat all the prov- ! 
inces of Canada as being interested in j 
them.

All the provinces today are interestesd 
in the public lands. All the provinces, ; 
of course, are interested in the amount of 
money that is given by way of subsidies.
The only satisfactory way in which to 
deal with that is to call together the pre­
miers of the different provinces, just as 
was done in 1906, and ask them in con­
sultation with this government to take up 
all these questions, all questions which 
are outstanding between these provinces, 
and reach a settlement upon some broad 
national basis which will relieve all causes 
of dissatisfaction and cause the people to 
feel that complete justice has been done 
to each province and to the people of Can­
ada as a whole.

My right hon. friend the 
prime' minister (Mr. Borden) seemed im­
pressed to a certain extent, I do not know 

. how far, with the reasonableness of that 
contention, but he said: We will deal with 
thjw, by and bye. Although we are giving 
to Manitoba this large amount of monoy 
in lieu of public lands, and taking back, 
from her the swamp lands, yet in the 
sweet by and bye we are going to propose 
to parliament a measure which will enable 
us to hand over to those three provinces 
all their lands and timber and miner.Us 
and other natural resources, and he says 
that will be the time to deal out justice 
to the maritime provinces ! As a repre­
sentative of one of the maritime provinces,
I declare that in my opinion now is the 
time to deal out justice to the maritime 
provinces, because this government is ask­
ing parliament to make great constitu­
tional changes with regard to several of 
the provinces. 0

We are asked to extend the boundaries 
of the province of Manitoba beyond what 
those boundaries were when she became a 
member of the confederacy. The govern­
ment are asking parliament to alter the 
terms of the Union so far as Manitoba is 
concerned, and1 therefore to alter the con­
stitution in relation to that province. In 
regard to Ontario, they are asking parlia­
ment to alter the constitution because 
when Ontario came into the confederacy 
under the terms of the British North 
America Act it was a province with a 
limited area. My right hon. friend and 
his colleagues are asking parliament to 
alter the constitution of Ontario in refer­
ence to its boundaries, and to add some­
thing like 200,000 square miles to the area 
of that province. He is also asking par­
liament to do what he knows in law will 
be the effect to hand over to the province 
about 200,000 square miles of land which 
today iâ the property of the whole people 
of Canada. He is asking us to do the 

thing in respect to the province of 
Quebec. If ever there was a time when 
the voice of the smaller provinces should 
be heard, when the voice of the people of 
New Brunswick, Nova Scotia and Prince 
Edward Island, which went into the union 
upon certain terms, should be heard, that 
time is now. The people of these prov­
inces have a right to (Haim that their re­
presentation should be attended to.

Lots in Representation.
- My right hon. friend knows as well as 
I do the intense feeling of dissatisfaction 
which exists among the people of the 
lower provinces at the loss of representa­
tion. As a result of the census which has 
just taken place, New Brunswick will lose 
two more representatives, Nova Scotia will 
lose two more, and the province of Prince 
Edward Island, which rçfused to come 
the confederacy unless it had a represen­
tation of six members, will find its repre­
sentation, as a result of the last census, 
reduced to three. As each decennial cen­
sus takes place, with the wonderful de­
velopment of the province of Quebec, with 
the growth of its great cities, particularly 
of Montreal, with the establishment and 
growth of scores of manufacturing towns 
throughout that province which are rapidly 
progressing, the maritime provinces, not­
withstanding that we may get some in­
creased prosperity, and we are all looking 
forward honefully to it, must fall behind 
in representation. The fathers of confed­
eration, seeing that that might possibly 
take place, put in the act, sub-section 4 of 
section 61, a clause which they thought 
would be a safeguard against any decrease 
in representation and they provided that 
unless the population of à province rela­
tively to the other provinces of Canada 
(and the act speaks of the four provinces) 
falls below one-twentieth, there shall be 
no lose of representation notwithstanding 
that Quebec may have increased more rap­
idly than any one of the original prov­
inces of the confederacy.

Owing to the rapid development of the 
northwest and to the bringing in of por­
tions of those territories, and their crea­
tion into provinces, with a rapid increase 
iir population, the benefit of that safe-6, 
guard has been swept away from us. 
Therefore all we can look forward to in 
the future is that there shall go on, ax 
each decennial census takes place, a %de- 
crease in the representation of these prov- 
incs in the house of commons.

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There is another very great objection 
to this bill: It can only be considered 
by this parliament in connection with the 
order in council which jvas passed by the 
government not long ago and which was 
recently read in this house by my right 
hon. friend (Mr. Borden.) Hon. gentlemen 
will find that order in, council in Han­
sard beginning at page 3972. It provides 
that the province of Ontario shall be given 
a strip of land about 240 miles in length 
and about five miles in width from the 
western boundary of Ontario through the 
province of Manitoba to the mouth of the 
Nelson river, and then extending for ten 
miles up the east side of the Nelson river, 
or upon the Neleon river and I am sure 
that my right hon. friend (Mr. Borden) 
will agree with that view, that if we adopt 
this bill we also agree to the terms of 
the order in council which was brought 
down by the right hon. gentleman as giv­
ing the settlement which has taken place 
between the governments of Ontario and 
Manitoba and this government, in respect 
to boundaries. It seems to me that that 
provision has many objections. To begin 
with it ie projecting the ownership of one 
province into the territory of another.

It is not merely giving a right of way 
for a railway, because the right of way 
for a railway need not be over 200 feet 
wide, but, for some reason or other which 
has not been explained to the house, it is 
giving Ontario a strip of‘land in the terri­
tory of Manitoba five miles wide and 
about 240 miles in length1: Because if hon. 
gentlemen will look at tEè map, they will 
see that that land ëxteijpr for -about ‘240 
miles from what will /be the western 
boundary of Ontario to the mouth of the 
Nelson river. It comprises about 768,000 
acres of land which is not the property of 
Manitoba—it is proposed to pay in lieu of 
it—but the property of the Dominion of 
Canada. What warrant is there for ray 
right hon. friend (Mr. Borde A) to give 
away 768,000 acres of the land of the peo­
ple of Canada to one province without 
compensation to the dominion treasury, 
and without consulting the other prov­
inces ? And bear in mind, Mr. Speaker, 
this land is not to be selected by the 
ister of the interior of this government, it 
ie to be selected by the government of On­
tario which can put its surveyors and en­
gineers in there, and let them examine as 
to the mineral deposits; and we know that 
Providence has been marvellously gener­
ous, eo far as minerals are concerned, in 
our great northern land. Furthermore, 
the province of Ontario has five years 
within which to select that land. And,
Sir, although it ie put forth in the recital 
of the orders in council that this is in 
some way for the purpose of encouraging 
the extension of the Ontario government 
railway to ÏTüdson bay, /he only condition 
attached to the grant is that the province 
is to make a selection within five years.
The moment it doee so, that land becomes 
the property of Ontario for all time to 
come and the province need never build 
one milç of railway.

Now I ask my right hon. friend (Mr.
Borden) how he can justify that? Surely, 
if the government of Ontario want to 
build a railway to Hudson bay, and it has 
the power to do so, the government ought 
to have stipulated that the province must 
begin the construction within five years, 
or ten years, or 100 years if it is thought 
100 years would be reasonable, and I am 
not sure but what it would be. I am not 
sure that it will not be 100 years before 
the government of Ontario ever thinks 
seriously of building a railway from Coch­
rane-named after my hon, friend (Mr.
Cochrane) and well named after him, too, 
because it is a good*, thrifty town. In 
view of the Hudson bay railway being 
built, in view of connections being made 
between the city of Winnipeg and Hudson 
Bay railway, I do not think that for a 
great many years to come the province of 
Ontario will find very pressing need of ex­
tending its own railway im that direction.
And Sir James Whitney has been shrewd 
enough to stipulate that the grant shall 
be made to the province absolutely free of 
any condition whatever, and all that On­
tario will 'have/to do will be 
select its land somewhere within £0 miles 
of the shores of Hudson bay, elect its 
768,000 acres, and its ten miles along the 
eastern shore of the Neleon river, and 
then that land will become the absolute 
property of the province without its build­
ing a single mile of railway.

The first section provides that the com­
