Jo their 
circular the signature of a fictitious 
manufacturing firm is affixed, and at the 
top is a finely executed imitation copper 
plate wood cut of the company’s build­
ings, suggesting the Immense amount of 
capital invested. Hundreds of persons 
in all parte of. the country have been 
duped bÿ this clever and andaclote 
swindle. ; •
