dian history or Canadian politics, one 
had only to get in touch with Mr. 
Andrews to get it correctly. He was 
wonderfully well-informed.

****
Aid. Sargent, another close personal 

friend, said last evening: “I have 
known Mr. Andrews since 1908 and 
have admired him for the genuineness 
of his ideals and the very earnest in­
terest which he took in the essential 
features of our city's affairs. He was 
not afraid to condemn what he did not 
approve, and he was ever ready to 
applaud the things which he could 
sanction. The last time I talked with 
him — less than a week ago — he 
stirred my admiration by his praise 
of a former pupil of his who had 
made good under his tutorship His 
untimely passing leaves a gap that 
will be a long time filling The present 
year is remarkable for the number of 
Victoria landmarks removed. But 
there has been no departure that has 
left me so sad as the death of my 
friend, Mr. Andrews.

Wednesday, November 12.
The death early yesterday morning 

of Mr Frank Andrews, 1358 Pandora 
Avenue, was the unhappy sequel of 
the "accident which he suffered last 
Friday evening when returning from 
the Meighen meeting at Pantages 
Theatre. On his way home he went 
to the Westholme Hotel to call on a 
friend and owing to failing sight he 
made a misstep in the dark and fell 
down the steps leading to the base­
ment. Unconscious when picked up, 
he was rushed to the Jubilee Hospital 
and found to be suffering from con­
cussion of the brain and a fractured 
arm, his dangerous condition from 
the first leaving little room for hope. 
The greatest sympathy is extended 
to the widow. No arrangements have 
as yet been made for the funeral.

The late Mr. Frank Andrews, who 
was seventy-two years of age, was a 
native of Victoria Vale, Annapolis 
County, Nova Scotia, son of Mr. John 
Andrews, a Cornishman, who came 
to Canada and settled when a young 
man. A clever student, he took bis 
B. A. degree from Acadia University 
in 1881, and took up teaching, a pro­
fession for which he proved himsell 
eminently qualified He had attained 
the principalship of one of the public 
schools at Halifax, Nova Scotia, later 
at Windsor, Nova Scotia, before he 
entered politics. Always a staunch 
Conservative, his nomination a sec­
ond member for Annapolis in the 
election of 1886 was on this ticket. 
Married some years prior to this, he 
and Mrs. Andrews(nee Bertha Phin- 
ney, daughter of Mr. and Mrs. Wal 
lace Phinney, then of Victoria Vale.) 
were living, during the absence ot 
Mr. and Mrs. Phinney, on their farm 
in Annapolis Valley. His honest and 
pronounced views on matters of po 
litical policy found ample opportunity 
for expression during the Feilding 
administration, when the withdrawal 
of the Maritime Provinces from Con­
federation and the formation of a 
Maritime Union became leading ques­
tions. To this policy he was definitely 
opposed.

Came to Victoria
Leaving the Legislature, Mr. An­

drews went to Harvard University to 
take a post-graduate course in ped 
agogy in 1901 before resuming his 
profession of teaching. In 1903 he 
came to Victoria to take a position 
on the high school staff here, and 
this he held until the time of his 
death, greatly esteemed by his pupils 
as well as his associates in and out 
of the school, to the former famil­
iarly known as "Pat" Andrews.

Although as a teacher he ranked 
as an expert in mathematics and 
spent most of his time teaching this 
subject, he was widely regarded as 
an authority on matters of Canadian 
history, particularly from the period 
of Confederation onward. In fact he 
was so generally recognized as one 
of the best informed men in the city 
on this subject that his opinion was 
frequently sought by persons quite 
unknown to him. His removal to 
Western Canada did not in any wise 
remained a loyal Conservative to the 
remained a lopal Conservative to the 
last, although his friendships were 
not confined to men of his own be­
lief. A notable instance was his 
friendship with the Hon. Mr. Long­
ley, Attorney-General of Nova Scotia 
during the four years that Mr. An­
drews sat in the Legislature of that 
province, the former being a Liberal.

A great reader and student, he was 
also aready and forceful debater, 
either on the platform or in the col­
umns of the press, and brought out 
many valuable points in discussion 
of local and national questions. He 
was an uncompromising supporter of 
the temperance movement. Although 
not particularly prominent in the 
congregational part of church life, he 
was for some years teacher of the 
Adult Bible Class of Emmanuel Bap­
tist Church.

Besides the widow, there survive 
one daughter, Mrs. W. C. Keeble, of 
Portland, Maine; a sister in law, 
Mrs. Mary Andrews; a niece, Mrs. H. 
O. English of this city; and three 
brothers, Dr. A R. Andrews, of Mal­
den, Mass.; Mr. G. W. Andrews, and 
Mr. Arthur Andrews, both of Middle- 
ton, N. S.

Some Tributes
Mr. J. L. Beckwith, one of Mr. An­

drews oldest friends here, expressed 
his sense of personal loss in the 
death of his old acquaintance.

"I have known Mr. Andrews for 
many years—before he came to 
British Columbia, as well as since he 
came here — and have appreciated 
him very much as a friend, and 
thought of him as one of our most 
worthy citizens. As a member of 
the High School staff he has been 
one of the most valuable teachers 
that the school has ever had. I agree 
with what has been said by others:

MONTREAL, Nov. 17—A statement 
was made recently that the Coloniza- 
tion and Development of the Canadian 
Pacific Railway to the effect that the 
Company has purchased a parcel of 
land near Hectanagan, 20 miles from 
Yarmouth, which has been divided in­
to acre farms, and which will be sold 
to intending settlers from the British 
Isles.

London, Nov. 15—Wembley has rev­
olutionized the British-Canadian ap­
ple trade, according to A. W. Tolmie, 
Commissioner General of the Canad­
ian Pavillon.

light nor water can separate them;

Most of the modern dyes are de­
rived from coal tar and consist of at 
oms of carbon, hydrogen, oxygen and 
other elements. The vegetable dyes 
usually contain no other elements 
but carbon, hydrogen and oxygen. 
That is why, being so simple, such 
colors as logwood and natural indigo 
are the fastest of all. The few ani- 
mal dyes—cochineal, for example — 
are fast tor the same reason. But 
the so-called anilin dyes are the pro­
duct of the chemist's laboratory and 
are complex and loosely bound com 
binations of the atoms of many ele­
ments.

There are acid dyes and alkaline 
dyes, and before applying them to 
any stuff one must know whether the 
cells of this are acid or alkaline in 
reaction. For opposites attract, 
likes repel. Therefore we must use 
acid dyes for alkaline materials and 
alkaline dyes for acid materials 
Cotton, for instance, is naturally al­
kaline. To make such brilliant dyes 
as methylene blue, basic magenta or 
fuschia and methyl velvet “take", it 
is necessary to acidify the cotton by 
giving it a bath in tannic acid. This 
is called a mordant. Wool is natur­
ally acid and if we want to dye it 
with any of the acid alzarin colors 
we must make it basic with chrome 
mordants.
