A new era of prosperity for the 
postoffice department of the Domin­
ion will begin Jan. 1. 1923. As a re­
sult of a postal conference between 
representatives of the United States 
and Canada, held recently at Ottawa, 
several changes affecting mail mat­
ter addressed to places in the United 
States and its possessions, except the 
Philippines, were adopted and will 
come into effect the first of the year.

Postmaster Thomas Duncan of this 
city, in discussing the new regula­
tions Saturday morning, was enthusi­
astic in his praise for the goodwill 
that prevailed at the conference held 
in the capital and the perfect har­
mony that today exists between the 
postal departments of the two coun­
tries.

“The changes made in the regula­
tions will benefit both the United 
States and Canada," he said, "and I 
am fully confident that they will be 
the means of strengthening the bonds 
between the departments of the two 
countries."

In a bulletin received by the Lon­
don office a few days ago, the more 
important changes were explained, 
and the postmasters instructed, of 
the various amendments that would 
necessarily have to be made.

"One of the most important 
changes to take place is the one con­
cerning mail matter addressed to 
points in the United States, and is 
insufficiently prepaid," said Mr. Dun­
can. "In the past, articles of this 
nature were sent back to the dead 
letter office at Ottawa, but commenc­
ing Jan. 1. articles of every kind, 
registered and unregistered, not pre­
paid or insufficiently prepaid, ad­
dressed to places in the United 
States or its possessions, except the 
Philippines, will be forwarded to 
their destinations and charged with 
double the deficient postage."

This regulation governing short- 
paid articles addressed to points 
within the country has been in force 
for some time, and the amendment 
of the regulation to include the 
United States came as a result of the 
efforts of the Canadian postal offi­
cials at the recent conference.

Detroit, Dec. 30.—Carrying forward 

the movement to make Detroit a 
real Sahara on New Year's Eve, the 
forces of James R. Davis, United 
States prohibition director for Michi­
gan, yesterday afternoon inaugurated 
a series of raids upon blind pigs and 
resorts inside the city limits. It was 
the outcome of a movement started 
Thursday afternoon when "dry law" 
forces started a sweeping act up and 
down the river district.

For the first time, too, the Federal 
men announced with definite assur­
ance that their plans for a dry New 
year in Detroit has active and af­
firmative assistance of local officials, 
par ticularly that of the sheriff's office.

This announcement followed a 
luncheon conference at noon today 
between Director Davis and George 
A. Walters, sheriff-elect, at which 
plans and measures for law enforce­
ment were discussed.

Work Together.
After the conference both officials 

stated that they would work together 
toward giving Detroit an absolutely 
safe and sane New Year's Eve. Wal­
ters assumes office on the tick of the 
clock at midnight. December 31, and 
his entire staff is to be on duty from 
that time in the enforcement of the 
Sahara amendment.

The enlarged force of Federal raid­
ers began active operations this after­
noon, following their descent on Wyn- 
dotte Thursday.

They started operations in a “soft 
drink place" at Howard and Case 
avenue. They appeared without 
warning and swept through the es­
tablishment. They found, It is al­
leged. what is declared to be the real 
sort of old-fashioned whiskey in a 
glass under the counter, and then 
one of the gifted sleuths of the 
squad is said to have discovered 
a secret panel in a small room just 
back of the bar. The opening of the 
cache revealed nine quarts of whiskey 
of the sort our grandfathers drank.

Make Arrests.
J. N. McMillan, said to be the bar­

116, divided as 
follows: Progressives, 64; Conserva­
tives, 60, and Labor 2, giving the 
government a majority of two should 
there be a solid opposition vote 
against it in a full House.

In a letter issued to the electors 
of his riding today Mr. Binette indi­
cates that his decision to cross the 
floor of the House follows the resig­
nation of Hon. T. A. Crerar as Pro­
gressive leader in the Commons, the 
resignation of President Burnaby 
of the United Farmers of Ontario, 
and that the dissensions between 
Premier Drury and the rest of the .

Research Work On Insulin As 
Diabetes Cure Acclaimed

Toronto, Dec. 30.—Papers com­
prising a complete symposium of the 
investigations that have been made 
in the use of insulin as a treatment 
for diabetes were read this afternoon 
by a number of doctors and scientists 
before the Federation of Societies for 
Experimental Biology.

Generous praise was awarded Doc­
tors Banting and Best, the Toronto 
discoverers of this cure.

While there was unanimity among 
all the speakers as to the undoubted 
efficiency of the cure, the lecturers 
were frank in admitting the difficul­
ties they are encountering.

One such important obstacle is the 
as yet unexplained failure of certain 
patients to react to insulin treat­
ments as derived from pancreatic ex­
tracts. The variable potency of dif­
ferent extracts is also a problem 
causing some worry, and endeavors 
are being made to ascertain the 
causes of impotence in extracts. Dif­
ficulty has also been found, it was 
confessed, in finding a method of 
making physiological assays.

Dr. P. A. Shaffer, Washington Uni­
versity. said that so far as his in­
vestigations had gone no determina­
tion has yet been made as to what 
is the active constituent of insulin. 
It would appear, however, that there 
are either two insulins or that one 
substance used is not insulin, “al­
though," he added, “it is very husky 
stuff."

EXPECT CUNO PLAN 
TO STARTLE ALLIES

Woodstock, Home of Honest People, 
Safe, Though Store Doors Unlocked
Special to The Advertiser.

Woodstock, Dec 30. A decrease in 
the number of convictions under the 
O. T. A. and the motor vehicles act 
is reported by Chief of Police Moore, 
who is now busily compiling records 
for his annual report. He also re­
ports that there have been 50 crim­
inal cases in the city during the year, 
but none of them of an unusually 
serious nature.

One feature of the work of the 
police is they have found 318 doors 
of business places and banks open 
during the year at night, as compared 
with 224 doors in 1921, and 140 in 
1920.

German Chancellor Believed 
To Have Scheme On Re­

parations.

Paris. Dec. 30.—Reports that Wil-. 
Helm Cuno, the German chancellor, 
intends to startle the Inter-allied 
premiers’ conference next week with 
the definite proposals for a four- 
power pact which would guarantee 
the security of France and the pres­
ent Franco-German frontiers, reached 
reparations circles today and created 
considerable comment. This pact, 
according to the reports, would ex­
tend over a period of 30 years. It 
would be signed by Great Britain. 
Italy. France and Germany. The 
United States would also be asked to 
sign, but without assuming any mili­
tary obligations.

The commission has learned that 
among Chancellor Cuno’s proposals 
will be one to pay a lump sum, some­
where between five billion and eight 
billion gold marks, one billion to be 
paid at once and the remainder over 
a period of ten years. This would 
be accompanied by a certain form of 
allied financial control sufficient to 
insure the balancing of Germany’s 
budget and the stabilization of the 
mark.

News was received here today that 
the United States government would 
take no part in the conference.

"Our rural people are lagging be­
hind in agricultural developments." 

“Farmhouses do not 
contain sufficient comforts. Rural 
schools and churches suffer from lack 
of support because of small popula­
tion. Why has agriculture gone be­
hind? Because 40 years ago. we in 
this country adopted the policy of 
protection The protective tariff when 
it was introduced was a blunder. It 
is a national crime. This is the root 
of our rural problem. The last 
justification for it is gone. I don't 
care what you call the process. 
Whether it is bolshevism of protection­
ism; and these two are very much 
alike. When the members of the 
rural population can obtain com­
fortable livelihoods, then our churches 
and schools will find it favorable to 
do their work; when this occurs we 
will have better city conditions also, 
and we will have a movement both 
ways, from the town to the country, 
as well as from the country to the 
town. The problem must be solved if 
Canada is to proceed along sane lines 
in the national development of her 
people."

If Hydro lines are placed in a 
district where the National is estab- 
lished, they must get out after all 
the business that is offering, local 
and through traffic, freight and pas­
senger trade, etc. This would not 
be a matter of preference, but of 
business necessity. We would find 
'solicitors of Hydro lines and solicit­

ors of National lines in the offices of 
the same manufacturing and dis- 

’tributing concerns, actively compet­
ing for available business, each being 
compelled by the laws of competition 
to get right, down to brass tacks and 
make the best bid possible.

Can we, for one minute, imagine 
the C. P. R. doing any such thing?

- incessant and made needful repose impossible. There was not a country in 
Europe or Asia whose troops were not firing shots in anger at some external 
or internal foe. America rang down the fire curtain until this hysterical 
frenzy had burnt itself out.

Was she right?
It is too early yet to give the answer. The case is but yet "part 

unheard"—many witnessing years whose evidence is relevant have not yet 
entered the box. It will, therefore, be some time before the verdict of history 
as to her attitude can be delivered.

But 1922 testifies to many striking symptoms of recovering sanity on 
the part of the tortured continents. Before 1922 you had everywhere the 
querulity of the overstrained nerve; the slightest offence or misunder- 
standing, however unintentional, provoked a quarrel. And almost every 
quarrel was followed by a blow. It was a mad world to live in. The shrieks 
of clawing nations rent the European night and made it hideous. One 
distinguished general declared that at one period, I think it was the year

Ottawa. Dec. 30.—The Dominion 

government has informed Hon. W. E. 
Raney, attorney-general for Ontario, 
and Hon. Newton W. Rowell, who in­
terviewed the prime minister and 
other members of the cabinet this 
week, that it does not anticipate in­
troducing any legislation amending 
the Canada temperance act as re­
quested by Messrs. Raney and Rowell.

The representatives of the Ontario 
government asked that steps be taken 
by the Federal government to pro- 
vide against the possibility of the; 
courts declaring the Ontario temper­
ance legislation invalid. The Dominion 
government has replied that it does not 
see any reason to anticipate that 
whatever action the courts take in 
the case re Smith vs. The Attorney- 
General of Ontario will be other than 
In keeping with the statute and the 
desires of parliament in passing that 
statute.

The case, it is understood, hinges 
upon the construction placed on the 
word "prohibition" as applied to the 
Ontario temperance act, it being 
claimed by opponents of the act that 
inasmuch as the province allows the 
manufacture and sale of native wines 
of alcoholic content, the Ontario act 
is not a prohibitory statute. Should 
the finding of the courts be against 
the attorney-general, fear was ex­
pressed that before new temperance 
legislation could be introduced in On­
tario the doors would be opened to 
the unlimited “stocking up" of cellars 
with liquor from bther provinces.

The Federal government in its re­
ply to the Ontario deputation, says 
it sees no reason to fear such a de­
velopment.

If a reduction of 
armies in the east of Europe is fol­
lowed by a corresponding reduction 
in the west, the reign of peace is not 
distant.

This is not the time to dwell upon 
the important agreements come to at 
Genoa on questions of exchange, 
credit and transport. All the recom­
mendations made depend for their 
successful carrying out on the estab­
lishment of real peace and friendly 
understanding between nations. Peace 
and goodwill on earth is still the only 
healing evangel for idealists to 
preach and statesmen to practice. 
Without it, plans and protocols must1 
inevitably fall.

Where does peace stand?
Peace Is Not Yet.

The weary angel is still on wing, 
for the waters have not yet sub­
sided. She may, perhaps, find a foot- 
hold in the great west, and Britain 
is fairly safe—not yet Ireland. But 
the continent of Europe is still 
swampy and insecure.

The debate in the French Chamber 
on reparations is not encouraging.

You must in­
terpret it in connection with another 
event of 1922—the Russo-Gorman 
agreement. Since then, Chicherin— 
the spirit of mischief incarnate—has 
almost made Berlin his abode. The 
men who were devoting their in­
genuity to devising new torments for 
Germany are preparing new terrors 
for their own and their neighbor s 
children.

The year ends with rumors of great 
American projects for advancing 
large sums of money to all and sun­
dry in the hope of settling the vexed 
question of German reparations. The 
loan, it is surmised, will be accom­
panied by guarantees on the part of 
France not to invade further German 
territory. Some go so far as to con­
jecture that it is to be an essential 
condition of participation in this 
Christmas bounty of Madame Rumor 
that France is to reduce her armies 
and to undertake not to exceed the 
Washington limits for her navies.

Nobody seems to know, and I am 
only repeating the gossip of the 
press. But if the 350,000,000 pounds 
sterling loan is likely to materialize, 
its projectors are wise in imposing 
conditions that would afford them 
some chance of receiving payment of 
moderate interest in the lifetime of 
this generation. No prudent banker 
would lend money on the security of 
a volcano.

Administration Concludes
First Term Without Change 

in Personnel.

Ottawa, Dec. 30.—(By Canadian 
Press)—The prime minister yesterday.I 
received congratulations on his gov- 
ernment having rounded out one year I 
in office. The King administration I 
took office on December 29, 1921, and 
tonight finished the year without a 
change having been made in its per- 
sonnel.:

The prime minister tonight ex-, 
pressed gratification that his govern- 
ment had been able to complete its 
first year so satisfactorily.

Many important matters had been, 
decided by the government during 
the Intervening period, and the Do- 
minion, he believed, was in a better 
position today in many ways than 
when the new government came Into 
office.

Treaties had been arranged, with 
France and Australia for the better- I 
ment of trade conditions between the 
Dominion and those countries, and; 
other treaties seeking a widening of 
markets in other directions were in 
the course of negotiation. Treaties' 
had also been negotiated with the 
United States looking to settlement 
of the Great Lakes disarmament 
question and the Lake of the Woods' 
international levels.

The government had also succeed- C 
ed in securing the removal of the 
embargo against Canadian non- 
breeding cattle in Britain, and the 
embargo against breeding types of 
cattle would be removed under the 
agreement early in the new year.

Among other important matters 
decided had been the formation of! 
the board of management of the 
Canadian National Railways system 
and the securing of Sir Henry Thorn- 
ton as president and general manager: 
of the railways.

At an informal meeting of the 
new city council held last night at 
the Tecumseh House, the various 
standing committees for the coming 
year were struck, subject to ratifi­
cation by the council at its inaugural 
meeting after the new year.

According to custom, the commit­
tee, composed of His Worship 
Mayor-Elect Wenige and the lead­
ing elected aldermen in the four 
wards, namely, Adermen Douglass, 
McKay, Hayden and Greer, brought 
in the names which were later ac­
cepted by the council.

Several matters were formally 
discussed, among which were town- 
planning and one-man street cars. 
Ald. Burdick made it plain that if 
he had any say in regard to town 
planning, it would be done away 
with, as the Chamber of Commerce 
could do all the planning necessary.

Plan for Factories.
"What we want to ‘town plan" for 

is factories," he said, amid laughter. 
Ald. Douglass and others agreed 
with him, but the matter was 
dropped.

By the Experience of 1922

At 
Washington the allies alone fore- 
gathered. At Cannes and Genoa na- 
tions came together which had only 
recently emerged out of deadly con- 
flict with each other.

At each conference I met on both| 
sides men who had only just recov­
ered from severe wounds sustained 
in this struggle. At Cannes. French, 
Belgian. Italian and Japanese, as well 
as British ministers and experts, sat 
down in council with German minis­
ters and experts to discuss the 
vexed question of reparations with­
out taunt or recrimination. There 
was calm recognition not only of the 
needs of the injured countries, but 
also of the difficulties of the offending 
state. Outside and beyond the German 
problem there was a resolve to elim­
inate all the various elements of dis­
turbance, political and economic, that 
kept Europe in ferment and made Its 
restoration impossible.

It was decided to summon all late 
belligerent nations to a great con­
ference at Genoa to discuss recon­
struction. To these were added the 
neutral nations of Europe. It was a 
great decision.

Three Obstacles.
There were three obstacles in the 

way of realizing the program. First

was to discuss on equal terms 
ditions of appeasement.

Pacific, was not invited to the Wash­
ington conference, and Russia was 
excluded for other reasons. But at 
Cannes, Germany was represented, 
and at Genoa both Germany and 
Russia had their delegates.

The Washington Conference.
The Washington conference was in 

1 many respects the most remarkable 
international conference ever held. It 
was the first time great nations com­
manding powerful armaments had 
ever sat down deliberately to dis­
cuss a voluntary limitation of their 
offensive and defensive forces. Re- 
strictions and reductions have been 
often imposed in peace treaties by 
triumphant nations upon their beaten 
foes. The Versailles treaty 1s an ex­
ample of that operation. But at 
Washington the victors negotiated 
mutual cutting down of navies built 
for national safety and strengthened 
by national pride.

It is true that France and Italy 
have not yet ratified the arrange- 

•ment arrived at. That le a disturb- 
wing factor; their attitude, if persist­

ed in, may ultimately have the ef­
fect of upsetting a balance It took 
months of care and thought to ad- 
just. We must, however, continue to 
hope that wiser counsels will prevail 
when riser counsellors are listened 
to.

tries.

Thirty Nations Agreed.
But however important the in­

tangible result, there was much more 
achieved. Thirty nations represented 
in assembly entered Into a solemn 
pact not to commit any act of ag­
gression against their neighbors. 
When they entered the conference 
there were few of them who were not 
oppressed with suspicions that these 
neighbors meditated violence against 
their frontiers. When they arrived at 
Genoa they were all anxious for 
peace, but apprehensive of impending 
war. Genoa dispelled those anxieties.

Washington, Dec. 30. —Negotiations 

have been opened through proper 
channels between the United States 
and Canada, it was said yesterday at 
the White House. to consider 
whether any countervailing tariff 
duties may be placed in this country 
on imports of Canadian lumber. At 
the same time it was added that 
President Harding has no proposi­
tions before him involving immedi­
ate alterations of present tariffs on 
the products.

Provisions of the Fordney tariff 
bill now in effect. It was said at the 
tariff commission, provide that the 
United States may place a tariff on 
certain types of lumber, which now 
come in free, when produced in a 
country which puts a duty on similar 
products exported to it from the 
United States. Canada was said to 
have a 25 per cent duty in effect on 
imports of the United States types 
of lumber in question, and thus to 
have raised the question as to 
whether United States schedules 
could legally be raised to an equal 
amount.

Several London doctors received a 
belated Christmas present from the 
Ontario License Board this week in 
the form of notification that they 
have been temporarily placed upon 
the “refused list" of the Ontario dis­
pensary for issuing an excess of pre­
scriptions for liquor during the past 
few weeks. A limit of 50 prescrip­
tions per month has been placed on 
every physician in the province, and 
those overstepping it have been tem­
porarily suspended from the good 
graces of the dispensary.

The terms of suspension vary ac­
cording to the magnitude of each 
doctor's offence, but the majority will 
be enabled to resume "per" writing 
January 5. Added to the fact that 
many have been suspended, and 
therefore cannot supply the wants of 
the thirsty, comes the news that 
those physicians permitted to pre­
scribe liquor have exhausted the 
available number this month during 
the Christmas rush, and for this rea­
son the yellow slips are at a pre­
mium this week, and will continue 
to be until after the New Year.

Toronto, Dec. 30.—-With final
glances around the chamber, and with 
the same deep inhalations of the 
same atmosphere that Ontario’s 
statesmen breathe, the members of 
the boys’ parliament yesterday staged 
their prorogation ceremonies, and 
quitted the legislative buildings for 
their “constituencies." They with­
drew from what for them had been 
a great event, a.nd they went not as 
the same youths who had assembled 
a few days previously. The august 
environment in which they had been 
revelling, charged as it had been with 
the germs of political ambition, had 
done its inevitable work upon the 
young men, even as it does upon the 
old, and when they dispersed It was 
with the expressed hope that they 
might be permitted to reassemble for 
a like function in the federal house 
at Ottawa.

The request for a Dominion Loys’ 
parliament was presented in resolu- 

Ition form with the unanimous Indor­
sation of the members. It was re­
ceived in sympathetic manner by Dr. 
Frank Day, who officiated as “lieu­
tenant-governor" for the prorogation 
exercises. Dr. Day stated that he 
approved the principle of a Dominion 
parliament for boys, and that he 
hoped the year 1924 would seen one 
created.

The remainder of the final sitting 
of the young parliamentarians was 
devoted to matters of legislation. 
They were concerned principally 
with the problem of drafting a code 
of ideals which the modern youth 
might practice and rely upon, the 
result being that a bill was passed, 
stating in broad terms the path which 
boy life should follow. A warning 
post was set up, in the form of a 
resolution against cigarette smoking, 

I but the drug evil was regarded as too 
remote from youth to require a speci­
fic pronouncement upon it.

After the parliament had been pro­
rogued the Advance and the Ahmeek 
parties held caucuses for the purpose 
of drawing up their platforms for 
the coming year. A very keen con­
test took place in each caucus in 
connection with the election of the 
party leader for the election cam­
paign. which will commence on Oct. 
1, 1923. In a field of five Mr. Alan 
VanEvery of Toronto was elected to 
act as leader of the Ahmeek party. 
He is at present time minister of or- 
ganization, and was instrumental in 
steering the recent parliamentary act 
through the house. He will take over 
the leadership in October. The Ad­
vance party, holding a caucus for a 
similar purpose, chose Mr. Claude 
Gunther of London, Ont.

Although the name "Western Uni­
versity’ is admittedly in grave dan­
ger of passing into history as the re­
sult of a prolonged agitation for a 
more fitting designation, the board of 
governors in whose hands the matter 
rests; is still undecided what course 
should be pursued. The question, 
however, is in the hands of a special 
committee, which was instructed by 
the board to bring in. a report early 
in the New Year.

This statement made to The Ad­
vertiser last night by Lieut.-Col. Wal­
ter .T. Brown, executive secretary of 
the university, puts at rest a rumor 
widely circulated in the city yester­
day that definite action had been 
taken to change the designation to 
"The University of Western Ontario.”

For a long time, in fact ever since 
the Western I niversity began mak­
ing a definite impression throughout 
the fourteen counties of which the 
city of London forms the hub. and 
mure especially since those counties 
began to make contributions towards 
the building fund of the institution, 
there has been a decide d feeling that 
the name should be changed to char- 
actèrizé "the constituency which it 
serves.

The board of governors and others 
who vision the new university as a 
centre of higher education for the 
whole of ' Western Ontario, have al­
ways sympathized with the sugges- 
tion. and so. at a meeting this week, it 
was felt that as the new schools were 
already under construction and the 
Legislative Assembly was to be asked 
next year to amend the constitutional 
act to bring it up-to-date, the time- 
had arrived to take the question un­
der considération.

As was expected, the discussion 
found no dissenting voice, but before 
any definite action was made and 
before any name was considered it 
was decided to refer the whole mat­
ter to a special committee. The com­
mittee has the question under con- 
sideration, and a: report will be made 
to the board early in the New Year.

But even if the committee decided 
that the name should be changed and 
the board of governors accept the 
report the Ontario government still 
must., be convinced that such action 
is necessary before a new -name is 
adopted. With this done it will re­
main for the minister of education 
to select a name, although it is prob­
able that he will act on suggestions 
made by the university board.
With the counties clamoring that 
the new university be designated to 
determine the whole district which 
it serves, the name "Western Ontario 
University" or "University of West­
ern Ontario" finds some supporters 
on the board of governors, although 
other names, such as the "University 
of London" have their champions. 
Those who oppose the name “Western 
Ontario University" fear that the 
government would not sanction such. 
a name, in the fear that it would 
lead to confusion with Toronto Uni- 
versity, officially recognized as the 
University of Ontario.

To make all its. departments worthy 
of the splendid institution that the 
Western will become when the new 
buildings on the banks of the River 
Thames are completed, the Ontario 
house will be asked early next ses- 
sion - to amend the constitutional act 
of the university, which at present 
is sadly out of date.

The governors find that greater 
powers must be given to an enlarged 
board and to the senate before the 
new university can be conducted 
most efficiently.

Provisions will also be asked to 
allow greater and more effective ex­
tension work throughout the counties. 
By carrying the university to the 
people in this way, it is hoped that 
the Western will serve even more 
than ever the district of which it is 
the center and will become in truth 
the university of Western Ontario.

Ottawa. Dec. 30.—For some years 

/ past an English banker by name of 
F. J. Darling, who enjoys a good 
standing in financial circles, has been 
an ardent and tireless advocate of 
an empire currency scheme. It met 
with some support from imperialist 
politicians, but the mandarins of the 
banking world viewed it with scant 
enthusiasm, and little has been heard 
of Mr. Darling for some time, but the 
prospect of Mr. Law's economic con­
ference has now stirred him to fresh 
activity, and on Dec. 24 he elaborated 
to the Manchester Chamber of Com­
merce his scheme for currency co- 

operation in the British Empire.
1Starting with the text “Bear ye one 
■another’s burdens," he proceeded to 
develop a. plan for a great and elastic 
system of currency, based on the ebts of Britain and the dominions, 

which the foundation will be an sue Of £1,000,000,000 of what he 
calls empire currency. His aim is 
the creation of a credit instrument, 
which will be a balancing factor in 
trade between the various parts of 
the empire without involving a varia­
tion from the normal In the relative 
value of their currency.

Would Delay Interest,
In ordinary times the first of those 

objects is attained by the rate of in- 
terest and the ordinary banking ma­
chinery, but the new scheme would 
apparently postpone any automatic 
correction of an adverse balance and 
delay the operation of a varying rate 
of interest.

Mr. Darling holds that among the 
many common possessions of the 
British Commonwealth the war debt 
is now the most prominent, and that 
"a portion of it could be so handled 
as to convert it into an Instrument 
for actually aiding the development

and trade of the empire." He, there- 
fore, wants to take part of each coun­
try’s debt and convert it into his em­
pire currency bills. Part of the issue 
could be in three months’ bills, the 
rest in the form of certificates, sub­
ject to three months’ notice of re­
payment to be given by either side.

When this arrangement had come 
about each country would agree to 
issue no currency except against gold 
or empire currency bill, "and there 
should be free convertibility as be­
tween empire currency bills and the 
currencies of participating coun- 
tries."

Could Buy in London.
Mr. Darling argues that if his 

scheme were carried out, and owing 
to one-sided trade the Canadian 
banks, for example. were full of cash 
In London but short of it in Canada., 
they could buy currency bills in Lon­
don and get currency against them 
in Australia.

In that event the one-sided trade 
would continue instead of being 
checked and corrected as it now 
is by the movement in exchange. The 
London economist is decidedly critical 
of the scheme, which it holds to be 
rich inflationary possibilities, and 
asks if it is desirable that one- 
sided trade should be thus encour­
aged to continue.

In its view currency based on debt 
is no novelty in British financial 
machinery, as the weekly returns of 
the Bank of England’s issue depart­
ment and the currency notes account 
testify, but it discerns a complete 
novelty in the scale of expansivenes 
which is a cardinal feature of the 
Darling scheme. It is prepared to 
admit that some of its objects are 
laudable, but thinks the practical 
difficulties are enormous, and evi­
dently to judge by his reception at 
the hands of the shrewd folk of Man­
chester. Mr. Darling has many ora­
tions to deliver before he converts the 
business and financial community of 
Britain to indorsation of his scheme.

New Haven, Conn., Dec. 30.—A 
suggestion that an independent com­
mission of men competent in financial 
affairs could accomplish more than 
a general international conference to­
ward solution of the European repar­
ations tangle was put forward by 
U. S. Secretary of State Hughes 
here last night in the first public 
pronouncement on the economic crisis 
to come from responsible officials of 
the administration at Washington.

The secretary, who spoke before 
the American Historical Association, 
added that he "had no doubt" dis­
tinguished Americans would be will­
ing to serve on such a commission, 
which he said might well be kept 
free from any responsibility to for­
eign offices. or any duty to obey 
political instructions.

The outstanding feature of the 
plan is a commission of business men 
and experts representing the prin­
cipal European governments and 
the United States, which will make 
a study of the reparations problem.

This commission, which would be 
free from instructions by premiers 
and secretaries of state in order to 
take the problem out of politics, 
would recommend a revised repara­
tions figure up to the limit of Ger­
many’s ability to pay.

This recommendation then would 
be submitted to the respective gov­
ernments for approval. Outstanding 
business men and financial experts 
would be selected for the commission 
in the hope that the peoples and 
governments of the world would 
favor acceptance of their findings.

Should this be successful the ad- 
minisration would be willing to ask 
congress for easier funding terms for 
the $11,000,000,000 allied debt to the 
United States. With the European 
economic structure re-established 
through this plan, this government 
would give its approval to a loan by 
private interests to Germany.

arrest. On the 31st of October Rob­
erts presented himself at the office, 
of the provincial police chief in 
Montreal, and was brought to Quebec.

Applied for Bail,
Application for bail was asked, but 

refused. On the 2nd of November! 
-e was taken from the common jail 
and appeared in the local court here 
on a charge of seditious libel. He 
was brought before the legislative 
assembly on the same day and asked 
to explain his insinuations, which: 
were termed to incriminate two 
members of the house and suggest.' 
that their influence had prevented! 
the arrest of the murderers of 
Blanche Garneau. Roberts refused to' 
explain his statement unless a com- 
mission of the house was formed.

He was then sent back to the pro-l 
vincial police headquarters.

Distance Champ 
Eighteen Years' Hitting Gives Him

Average of .373.

New York, Dec., 29.—As a life-time , 

hitter, Ty Cobb stands alone in the I 
American League. Figures compiled A 
today for the first time show that he 1 
batted well enough in 1922 to raise his W 
average for eighteen years in big 1 
league baseball to .373. The Georgian 1 
Peach, with the blush of the sunset 1 
still on his cheeks, has outbatted them 1 
all through the years, although he has 1 
lost his crown as batting king of the I 
American League for one single season. 1

Sisier, as we know now, Is the cham-I 
pion batsman so far as the highest I 
percentage for a single season is con-1 
cerned, but Ty has played eighteen hard 1 
years in the American League, and t 
during almost all of that time he has J 
been the Jupiter of the league's bat- 
ting system.■

This title has trembled in the balance 1 
for a. long time. First it was given to 
Anson, then to Billy Hamilton and to , 
Hans Wagner, but it belongs without I 
question to Delehanty. Cleveland was 1 
the birthplace of this old-timer, who 
could hit the ball at his knee or over 
his shoulder and smash it into the 
next state. His percentage for six-, 
teen years, thirteen in the National, 
one in the Players' League and two in 
the American was .340.

Cobb, of course, has it on him, but 
in a rival league. Delehanty Is credited 
to the National, for he began there, 
and his record is that of National 
League player.

Wherever Delehanty played he left a 
record, but Philadelphia saw him at 
his best. With the completion of 1922,i 
Cobb was 8,757 times at bat, not count-I 
ing bases on balls or the times he was 
hit by a pitched ball. By the con­
clusion of another year Cobb undoubt- 
edly will have faced the pitcher at least 
10.000 times, and he probably is near 
that figure now. It is safe to say he, 
has had at least 20,000 strikes.

The following extract from a recent issue of a large New York paper is very interesting:

Traffic congestion has reached such an alarming state that 
municipal traffic authorities such as Police Commissioner Enright 
of New Y ork City admit that they are unable to cope with it, and 
state that most large cities are sadly hampered through having 
allotted at least one-third of certain downtown streets to the uses 
of the street railway companies. The street cars are nothing 
more than short haul traffic carriers, yet this is the very field 
10 which. because of their inflexibility, they are least suited. 
Short haul traffic in areas of great congestion can be handled 
efficiently only by vehicles that are free to adjust themselves to 
the fluctuations in that congestion and which, through their 
flexibility, are able to relieve congestion instead of aggravating it.

years hence, he claims, motor busses and private motor cars will 
have absorbed all local traffic, and the steam railways will have 
monopolized through traffic."

We feel the motor bus owners in the city are entitled to some 
consideration. They are not getting any. They stepped into a 
breach in our transportation system, they have served the public 
while the street railwaymen were on strike, are serving districts 
in the city that would otherwise be isolated, and they are not 
breaking even on the game. The fact that street car service has 
improved considerably wherever busses are running is sufficient 
evidence that people are patronizing the busses in preference.

"This is. of course, rank hersey in the eyes of the street car man, 
yet they cannot fail to be aware of the logic of the situation, since 
every day’s operations supply physical evidence of the truth of the 
view presented. One has but to observe street traffic in large 
cities from an elevated position to obtain first-hand information 
of the ultimate form city transportation must take. The tendency 
is unmistakably in the direction of greater speed and flexibility 
and in such a development the street car does nothing but ob- 
struct. The motor bus is the one vehicle that can meet the de-

It has been suggested by our incoming mayor that a blanket 
policy of insurance be used, covering, as we understand it, an 
insurance of fifteen thousand dollars to protect the patrons of 
these busses. We would think a proposition of this kind would 
be well received by the bus owners. The cost of same being dis­
tributed among the bus operators would not be a burden that 
they would not be able to handle, at least we would think it 
would be in keeping with good business.

New York, Dec. 29.—Considering 

the usual reluctance of the trading 
element to engage in new ventures 
at the close of the year, today’s 
stock market displayed a surprising 
animation. Proof was given both on 

- and off the stock exchange that the 
markets were not worrying about 
the apparent impending break-off of 
the Lausanne conference or about 
the possibility of unpleasant devel­
opments in Turkish affairs over the 
New Year's holiday. Fluctuation in 
the exchange were very slight, with 
a little further reaction in sterling 
and Italian lire balanced by increas­
ing firmness in French francs.

Once more the sensitive wheat 
market refused to respond to the 
political news, and instead of rush­
ing up. as it would had the grain 
trade been at all alarmed, was rather 
inclined to sag off again.

No doubt much of the buying and 
selling in the share list represented 
merely the closing out of old specu­
lative contracts. Some of this in­
volved purchases or sales for cash 
by those who wished to put through 

. their transaction today Instead of 
letting them go In the usual way. 
through the clearing house, Tuesday. 
Other of these cash operations were 
selling by belated holders to register 
losses against their income tax, but 
aside from these details the strength 
shown in the greater part of the 
market testified to the quiet feeling 
of confidence with which Wall street 
approaches 1923.

Buying of some of the oil shares 
was in some instances based on re­
ports of prospective deals with other 
producers, and in other instances was 
due to the expectation of larger divi­
dends during the coming year. The 
preponderating sentiment in the oil 
industry is very sanguine regarding 
the outlook for next season.

The public utility group came in 
for attention with sharp advance in 
Consolidated Gas and North Amer­
ican, the latter getting ready for an 
early increase in dividend. Railway 
shares did little except in one or two 
instances, such as the St. Paul’s and 
Missouri Pacific, preferred, where a 
short interest had accumulated.

Wall Street Notes.
Producers and Refiners moved ahead 

again quite sharply on the news that 
the company has just negotiated an 
arrangement with another leading pro- 
ducer which will put into the Producers 
and Refiners treasury a substantial 
amount of cash.

Sinclair Oil.—The increasing activity 
in Sinclair Consolidated Oil Corpora­
tion common stock today was attributed 
to several causes, among which were 
rumors of higher dividends.

retail. , ,Turkeys were not so plentiful, nor 
was the demand so keen. The price, 
however remained fairly steady at from 
40 to 42 cents a pound for hens and 
from 30 to 35 cents for gobblers.

Chickens and ducks were scarce and 
sold at 25 and 22 cents, respectively.

Rabbits were again on the market, 
and were offered at 50 to 60 cents a 
pair, without, however, meeting a very 
strong demand. Pigeons at 30 cents a 
pair were also offered today.

New laid eggs are still high in price, 
as far as the buyer is concerned, at 
from 70 to 85 cents a dozen, though 
this is not out of the way for the man 
who has to supply feed for the hens. 
Some sellers were asking as much as 
90 cents and $1 for these new laid eggs, 
without, however, getting any buyers.

Butter remains steady at from 40 to 
43 cents a pound for the beet quality 
of dairy, and honey, which is rather 
a drug on the market, sells at 70 to 
75 cents for the five-pound pail.

Whipping cream goes at 40 cents a 
pint, and at the same stall there is 
Devonshire cream in various sized 
sealers.

Apples remain high and hard to get, 
the No. 1. Northern Spies being worth 
$1.50 a bushel, and from 50 to 60 cents 
for a six quart basket, though the poorer 
grades can be had from 75 cents to $1 
in larger quantities, and at about $4 
a barrel.

There was no grain on the market 
square this morning, and but two loads 
of hay, which averaged $12 to $14 per 
ton.,The vegetable demand should gain in’ 
strength from now on, at least so the 
local dealers think, as the home grown 
stocks are pretty well used up, and in 
any case this is a time when the veg­
etable market is always strong.

ALL PRICES FROM (Experimental Farms Note.)
Poultry meat has dropped In price 1 

to such an extent that its general, 
use should be more seriously con­
sidered. Viewed from the economic 
as well as the scientific standpoint 
of nutrition. It is worthy of a higher 
place and more frequent use in the 
daily diet, than it has been ac­
corded. It should be regarded as an 
essential part of our diet rather 
than as a luxury.

The question of the value of poul­
try meat for food has been given at­
tention by chemists at various times. 
Results of their researches have been 
published from time to time. Analyses 
have been made of the flesh of prac­
tically all kinds of domestic fowl, and 
these furnish a basis for comparison 
of poultry meats with other articles 
of human food. A comparison of 
poultry meats with beef, veal, lamb 
and pork show that the refuse in 
poultry is somewhat less than in the 
the other meats. Furthermore, the 
carcass of fowl can be used as soup 
stock, thus rendering available a large 
amount of nourishment which would 
otherwise be lost, and which in the 
case of other meats is often dis­
carded. The amount of water is 
about the same in poultry as in other 
meats, but the amount of indigestible 
nutrients in poultry is small. Sum­
ming up these differences poultry 
shows a slightly higher proportion 
actually available for nourishment 
than other meats. As fats furnish

To state this 
In another way, poultry meat furn- 
ishes more tissue forming, but less 
of the heat forming, elements, and 
It must be borne in mind that as a 
rule the former are the more ex­
pensive.

Common or domestic fowl contains 
more refuse than average poultry, is 
about average in protein but richer 
in fat. Turkey contains relatively 
little refuse, about 2 per cent more 
protein, and the same proportion of 
fat. Goose shows the lowest pro­
portion of refuse of the poultry 
meats, a lower proportion of protein 
and much higher fat content. Com­
bined with this is a certain preju­
dice against goose which has a ten­
dency to lower the market price. This 
has resulted to make goose one of 
the cheapest, most wholesome and 
nutritious foods on the market. Duck 
contains relatively large amounts of 
refuse, little protein and large quan­
tities of fat. ’

Poultry as a whole (especially 
chickens and geese), with the low- 
price and high muscle forming prop­
erties, the easily digested and pal 
table qualities makes the ideal meat 
food for everybody, particularly fo 
those in offices and for invalids and 
children.—F. C. Elford, Dominion 
Poultry Husbandman, Experimental 
Farm, Ottawa.
