wind, Mr. J,im:s a':;:iin fet fiil, and on the 4th
of ,7"'"' came within f!"_ht di Gref)daiid.

Ivfly the next morning the Ihip was cncom-
pafil'd with ice, anil die men endeavouring to

clear themfclves of it, were tha more engaged,

and the (hip endanoeiod by frequently Ihiking

upon it.

All that d:'.v it bh.-w

a perfect llorm, and it war. not without vety

great difHculty, that he forced hi:, w.iv throuffti

thefe dangtroDs impediment:, by making a!!

the fail poiillde ; and, though the fkip was
beat agaiiill the ice, thofe on board, to their

great furprife and joy, brought her off without

the lealt damage. (Jn the 7th and rfth they

tndcavoured to double Cape Fr.n-zvi-!!. On
the 10th, the fea near the fouthermoll point of
Crecaland being very rough, and fome pieces

of ice fwimming in figlit, higher than the

maln-top-mall-hcad, the long-boat broke from
the iK^in, and veas with difficulty recovered and
bnnight into the flilp. About eight in the

On
the third, they obfervcd a little open water to
the north-welhvard, and feeling a fea llov/
horn thence were perfuaded of there being an
r|;en lea to the wellward.

In this cold evening they
cut away as much ice from about t'lc boat as
they were able to pick out of her with hand-
fpikes, and endeavouieJ to hoill her into the
ihip, there being but little hopes of going back-
wards or forwards wi;l; her again ; but their
whole united ftrength bei:;? inuifiicient, they
were obliged to leave ha in the tackles by the
fliip's ilJe.

The ,tth, being Sunriay, they relied, and
fpent tlieir_ time in religious exercifes. The
tv,'o following days the weather being extreme-
ly cold, they made bags of their ilore ihirf;,
in which they carried the loofe bread to (liorc
over the ice. They alfo dug their cloaths and
new fails out of the ice with iron hand-fpikes,
and carrying them on fliore, dried them by a
large fire. The 7th was fo e.xc^.Tive cold
that their nofes, checks, and hands froze as
white as paper; and though the nvo following
days continued extremely cold, and ther;: fel'l

a great quantity of fnow, yet they purfued
their labour in carrying and'rollinsr goods ou
fh'.'re.

The cold now increafed to fuch a decree
that by tlie 19th they could get nothing more
out of the holJ, hut were obliged to leave five
barrels of beef and pork, all their beer, and

At hiil, however, the\ net at the houfe,

liut ill the moll niilerable frozen condiiioii ima-

jrina'.jle ; for federal of the men had bli'.lers

raifcd bv the cold as bi;^ as wrdnuts, vhieh it

v/as thought pr. CLcdwd' from their too hailily

approacliing the tire,

Their well being now frozen up, they founJ

that no water was' to be had by di^'.ging ''^'-''"

fo deep, and were tlicreforo obliged to make

\\k of f!;OW water, both for driuk and drefling

of viauals. This they found to he very un-

wholefomr, it giving them fuch a Hiortncfs of

breath, that they w'cre fcarcc able to fpeak.

All tiicir lack, vinegar, oil, and every thing

fife th.it was licjuid, was now fri-zcn as hard

fls a piece cf svood, and they svere forced to

cut it with a hatchet ; nay, the froll was fo fe-

verc as to pcnetracc within a yard of the f.re-

fnic. About this time the Captain recoUeding

thai on his fir'l landing he had difcovcred a

fpring at the foot of a hill af. a fniall dillance,

near wiiith he oulercd Ibmc trees to be cut

j'nr marlcs to know the place, he fent three of

t'ltt uicu that had been tiicre witli him, who
at
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.n laft finind it, and ih'ivellirc^ a\^ay the fnow,
came to the very In. id, where tl-.ey found it

rife llronf^ly, and to the Captain's great joy
brou;;ht iiiin a can of it. This diicovery proved
of vail fervice 10 tlic people ; for the fprin'/

flowed ill!' whole viar, and was never fio/en lo

hard, but that they could come at it by b;eaki'.;g

tiic ice.

'I'hry hov.' fettled their bedding and provi/ions
and made preparations for keeping Chrijiana,
Day in as religious and chcarful a manner as
they were able. And now Captain Jama fays,

that inllead of a C/.n-ijlmas talc he w'lU defcribe
the houfc they lived ni, with others that were
adjoining.

On his firfl refolving to build a houfc, he
choie the warmell and moll convenient fltua-

tion, and one that was at the fame time neareil
the (hip. It was among a thick talt of trees,

under a rifing ground facing the fouth. This
building they chofe to erect,' from their finding
fhey could not dig into the earth to make a
cave, which would certainly have been the
belt way. The houfe was fquarc, about 20
feet each way, which they began to erect
by driving long flakes into the earth ; and
round thefe they wattled boughs as thick .as

jiofliblc, heating them down very clofe. This
iirll work was f'lx feet high on both fides, but
at the ends it reached almoll to the very too,
where two holkis were k,*'t to admit the'lit,ht,

and let out the fmrke. I'Jiey then cu: down
tree;-, which they proportioned into lengths of
tx feci; of theic tliey made a pile on bottt
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i! Ic3 il'.e iioijfe fix feet tliiclc and fix feet hii;li.

l)jt at li'Xli ends ten feet high and fix fen

thick. They left a little low door to creep iii

at, and a portal before that, to keep the uiiid

from blowing into it. They next failtneda

rough tree on the top, upon which they laid

the rafters, and the main courfe over them,

which covering the whole, reached from c.ch

lide to the ground.

The iiifide they lined with their bonnet fails

;

then driving in ftakes made beJllead-lramei

about the three fides of thehoufe, which doubled

one under another, the lowermoil being a toot

from the ground. 'I'hi le they firlt tilled vvitii

boughs, upon which ihey laid their Ipare fails,

and" then thi-ir bedding and cloath>-. In the

middle of tlie hmife they made a hearth for the

fire, and round it placed fome boards to Hand

upon, to prevent their being injured by the

cold damps of the earth ; and with their waile

tioaths and fmall fails, they made telleri and

curtains.

They built another houfe at not above 20 feet

didance, which had the fame fort of watthng,

but it was lefs. Inllead of piles on the fouih

fide all the chtfts were heaped up within ; and

indeed the rcfledlion of the tire .againll them

made it warmer than the manfion-ho.Je. Here

they dreffed their provifions, and the inferior

part of the crew refreflicd themfelves in it all

day.

The flore-houfe, for fear of fire, was 29

paces dillant. It was only a rough trej failened

aloft, with rafwrs laid from it to the ground,

The mam\\ of January, 1632, was extremely

. ) r.aion form. On the 30th and 31ft, in the
iC'ji.riiiiL; cf the night Captain y,iw« obferved
r.iorc itaia in the firmament by two thirds than
he had ever feen before; but the moon rifing

about ten o'clock, three parts of them u^re
cchpfed by iier lullre. The wind was r.or'lieiiy

Jii.tke iriai ; and thefc b.ing boiled in a
kettle, and put into a Cm.ill tub and batons,
they placed it under them, and by bathing the
a,s,'p,rieved parts To niollitied them that thouj-h
xvheii they role out of their beds, they vurelb
crippled as fcarccly able to Hand, yet after
this h;d been done half an iicur, they were
able to walk, and were under the neccffity of
lvndin;,r tiirou; h the fuow about bufincfs. By
night, however, they were as bad as before,
Snd then their mouths were again drelled, and
their linibr, bathed, before they went to bed.
1'hefc dreauliii i.i:!rc(les were aggravated by
nio;l of ii-,e;n JKuing no llioes to Secure their
feet from t;,e inovv; for upon their coming out
}il the fnovv to tiic fire, they wc;c fcorched

mouths could neither cat beef, pork, fait fi(h
tor pottage, fome pounded bread in a mortar,
end cat it after its being fried with a little cil,
and others boiled peas to a fott pallc.

Jn the whole winter they did not take above
fl dozen io\i^?, feme of which were dead two
rr three days in the traps before they were
.'ound, when the blood being fettled thev were
uinvholcfome

: but when one of them was taken
dive lie was boiled to make liroth fir the
v.eakell of the fick men, and the flefh beino-
boded foft, they alfo cat of it. Some white
rartr;dge.s were alio killed, but thcfe were
tery f(.vv.

Abroad
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Abio.iJ ilij U'vcriiy i.f t!vj weather wa*
fcarc; ti be endured, no cloaths being proci
a_;:;ai!ift it, nor uny lUDtion fullicicnt to keep
up their n.aiir.il w;irnith. It froze the hiir on
their cyv'-liJs fo that the men could not H'l-.

Tiie infide (f the houfe hunjr with icicles, and
even ih,; bed-i.!outiis, th'mgii [he beds were
:ilmo(l cl.-ie to the fire, were covered with hoar
froll, and the ground wa^ frozen ten feet l-e-

low the furface.

On tiic icth of March, one of the men
thinking he had feen a deer, engaged two
or three others, with the <.aptain's kave, to
go in fearch of it : but they returned at night
without fucccfs fo difablcd with cold, that they
did not recover their former llatc till a fort-

night after, their legs and the foles of their
fe^: being covered witli blillers as big as wal-
nuts. On the 26th, three others alfo defircd
to go out, in order to try their fortunes, but
returned even wor(o Uifabled, and almoft perifli-

ed with the cold.

The providing timber for fewel, as well a3
for making the pinnace, was attended with the
utmoll diiliculty, for the axes and hatchets
were all cither' broke in the blades, fockets or
handles, yet thefe were the only inftrumcnts
they had 10 cut down trees and form handle,
for thefe tools. It was hefides exiremely diffi-

cult to find wood fit for firing ; that which w;is
green almoll futtbcatins^ them with I'mokf,
and a kind of turpentine iiTuing from that
which was dry, alfo c.uifed a fnioke, which
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l.nifh not lo intolerable as the other, covered

,
tlirm with foot.

The tirft of April being Ea/ler day, thcv fo-
!niuii;?cd it in a religious manner ; both that and
th" two fotlo^ung holidays were exceflive cold,
.ind now they all fat about the fire confidcrin-r
,nid reafDning on their prefent fituation. The
carpenter iiad fomc time before been fo weak,
that he had been led to his work, and wa;!
row with four other men not able to do any
t.-ing; the hoat-fwain, and many more were
u-ry infirm, and there were but five who coidd
c.;t their ordinary allowance. The feafon of the

:

year on which all their hope* depended, came
' 'n apace, and yet the cold was very little

iibafed : their pinnace was in an indifferent
-iwardnef-; but thecarpcntcr, inflead of giving
iopes of his recovery, grew worfe ;.nd worfts
niul the fhip they imagined to be full of folid
ice, the weight of whicii ^vnuld be fiifficient
tw open the feams of any new and found ve/l'el,
a:id more Specially of one that had lain fo
i.^ng upon tiic ground as fhe had done. In
L-.ort, after l-.ying open their miferable and
Iclplels fituanon, and entering into many dif-
putes, the Captain refol.ed, that notwithlland-
ing It was more labour, and the men «revv
vseaker and weaker, yet with the firll w^arm
weather they ihould begin to clear the fliip •

upon which they fearehed for the tools proper
or digging the ice out of her, when it was
found they had bt-t two iron bars on fliore,
and cne_ of them broken, the lell b, ing funk
in the flim. With thefe bars, and four Broken

It i> remark-
able, that he had no noifomc fiuell, and that
his fleffi would flip up and down upon his bones
like a glove. In the evening he was buried
by the carpenter.

The fnow was by this time pretty well
wafled in the woods, and there being a high
tree on the grc uell eminence in the iflmd, they
named it the Watch Tower; from the top of
it they had a view of the fea, but could yet
perceive no appearance of the ice breaking.
The ,;i(l was the wannell fun-lliiny day they
had felt in the idand. The Captain (Vnt two
men a fowlin?;, and went hiinfclf with the
mailer, furgeon, and another prrfon, uiiii their

In the mean time the ice began to rife and

On tiie 2 -ith, the fea was pretty clear betwixt

the ihip and the ihore.

thered the leaves cf the \etche'- fi'on after th.ey

appeared out of the ground, aiid having \\:inicd

and boiled tlunK tat tin m \wtli the < il and
vineg:!r that had been fro/cn ; and thi.-. was
fiich a rcficfliing fot J, tlat moll cf the men
eat nothing che. Thcv alfo eat them raw with

tiicir bre.'d, and biuifni tl.ein and mixed the

juice with their drink. IJy the('e means they

Kcovered flrcngth apace, and having puuiped

the water out of the fliip, they hung (^u their

rudder, heaved out all the ball ill, ai d carry-

ing every thing on fliore, rcndcicd the ll.ip as

light a-- poliible.

On the 16th of y;,7.v there v/as f.;me thun-

der and lightning, and the weather \\ as lb hot,

that tUt' aicy wtnt into the ponui tu fwini, vet

h\ j the
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the water was rtill very cool. There had latcl/
appeared (cveral forts of flies, as butterflies;
horle- flies, and an infinite num'ocr of mufke'
toes, that tormented the men extremely. Thefu
the Captain fuppofes lie fcnfelcfs in the old
rotten wood all tlie winter, and are revived by
thcheat of fummer. There were alfo a pro-
digious number of ants, and vail quantitief of
frogs in the ponds ; but as they were fpeckled
like toads they durit not cat them; however
there were yet neither bears, foxes, nor fowl
to be feen.

Having before dug the fand from the fides of
the Ihip, and futHcicntiy lightened her, they
took the advantage of fome high tides, and
got her into deep water.
On the 24th, the Captain, who had before

caufed a very high tree to be cut down, and a
croli to be made of it, now affixed to it the
pidures of King Charles I. and his Queen well
drawn, and dole wrapped in lead, fo that no
air could pcllibly hurt them, and between thefe
affixed h.s M.jelly's titles, a./«. Charles
Ki'i^ oj England, Scothuui, France, and [re-
Jaud, uljo ?/ Newfounaland, and the tcniioriet
to the nveJlrMard as far »s Nova Albion, and la
the north^vard to the latitude of eighty degrees,
iSc. On the outiide of the lead' he nailed a (hil-
ling and a fix- pence of King Charles's coin, and
under it his Majelly's .irms cut in lead, under
whicJi was the arms of the citv of Briftol : and
this being Mid/ummer-Day, Cape. 7«w«ereaed
this crofs thus ornamented, on the top of the
hiU where the men had buried their dcceafed

4 coir.-
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companions. By this ceremony he took pof-
fefiion of tiiere territories Ifbr his Majcily's
ufe.

On the 25th in the morning, the boatfwai'n,
with ibme of the bed hands, began to ri^ tisc

ftiip, the reft fetching the provifions and oth'.r

neccflaries on board. At about ten o'clock the
Captain with alancc in his hand, attends! by
another perfon with a niufket, vvcut to tiic wattn-
trcc, to make a tire on the highcil put; of the
JHand, in expedtation that if there had l)ccn

any favagfs at fca, or in the ne:j;hbmiriiig
i/lands, they wouKl have anAvered it by ano*^

thcr fignal, by which means he might liavc

gone to them, and have obtained fonie ulelul
intelligence.

When he came to tlie tree he

laid down his lance, as the Tailor did his mul".
ket_;_and while he was climbing, the failor un-
advifedly fct fire to fonie low trees that wc-ie
to windward ; fo that the Captain had fearctly
fettled himfcif on the top of his watch- luc,
when he perceived that the fire ran from tree

totres with furprifing rapidity, all of them
being dried by the heat of the weather ; and
the wind blowing towards him, he hailed down
as fall as poflible, Ijut he had fcarcely got
halt way before the iire feized on the bottom of
the tree, and blazed {^ fiercely upwards that

he was obliged to leap ufF: and though he
made what hallc he could down a lleep hill, the
f.re fullowed fo clofe at liis hccLs thathewitii
difficulty cfcaped being burnt to death. 'J'hc

mois oa the ground was as drv as flax, and it

ran like a train along the canh.

There was now no
oceafion to bid them pull down .and carry all

to the fea fide. The fire came towards them
w'v.h a moll terrible rattlinj^ noife, being a full

nii!e in breadth ; and by the time they had i;n-

Ci'vered tlu'ir houfes, and were going to tarry
away the l.ill things, it came to their town, (at

thev termed ic) and inllantly burnt it to the
ground. They however lolt nothing of value,
having carried all into a place of fecurity.

The wind then fliifted towards the eaft, arid

the fire fprcad to the wellward, conluminw
ail before it. That night they all lay on board
the fiiip, wliere they \vitli great folemnity re-
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tinned thanks to heaven for tiieir prefirva-

tion.

On the three folhiwinn; J.nys ihev took tlieir

water and other tiiinsi.s aboard.
