I.-THE SEIGNIORIAL ACT OF 1854. (See Bill, No. 151.) (Act,18 Vic.,
cap. 3.)

By this Act, Debentures are authorized to be issued, on the credit of the
Consolidated Fund, to an extent not exceeding the amount of certain Special
Funds therein described,-and a further sum of £150,000,-in aid of the Cen-
sitaires in the several Seigniories of Lower Canada; and to defray the expenses
to be incurred under the provisions of the Act. The amount expected to be
realized from the Special Funds may be estimated at about £300,000 ; making a
total of about £450,000 authorized to be expended under the authority of this
Act.

IL.-SUPPLY BILL FOR 1854. (See Bill, No. 246.) (Act, 18 Vic., cap. 4.)

This Act authorizes the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund,
of the sum of £768,841 15s. 1ld., currency, for defraying the expenses of the
Civil Government of the Province, and other purposes, for the year 1854. And,
towards the support of certain Educational Institutions in Lower Canada, it
grants, out of the Jesuits' Estates Fund, the sum of £9,765, and out of the
Lower Canada Common School Fund, the sum of £7,500.

It also authorizes the issue of Debentures, to the extent of £350,000, for
expenses connected with the Public Works.

Total appropriated by this Act, £1,136,106 15s. 11d.

III.-GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY ACT OF 1854. (See Bill, No. 452.)
(Act, 8 Vic., cap. 33.)

This Act recites the union of several incorporated Railway Companies,
under provincial Acts, into one Railway and. work, to be called I the Grand

Trunk Railway of Canada," and enacts that, in lieu of provisions contained in
the several Provincial Acts aforesaid for the issue of the Debentures of the Pro-
vince in aid of the said Works, one general provision should be made as to the
issue thereof. It accordingly provides, that upon due satisfaction given as to
the progress of the undertaking, Debentures may from time to time be issued in
aid thereof, to the full extent of the guarantee lirnited by the aforesaid Acts
respectively. Provided, that the lirnit of the entire provincial guarantee to the



said Company shall not exceed the sum of Two millions, two hundred and eleven
thousand, five hundred pounds, including the amount of Four hundred thous-
and pounds advanced to the St. Lawrence and Atlantic Railway Company, now
amalgamated with the said Grand Trunk Railway Company.

IV.--THE MILITIA ACT. (See Bill No. 287.) (Act, 18 Vict., c. 77.)

This Act provides for the more efficient organization of the Militia of this
Province. It fixes the Salaries of the Staff Ollicers of Militia, and the allow-
ances to be made to the Oflicers, non-commissioned Officers and Privates of the
Volunteer Militia Companies while on active service ; but no specific appropria-
tion is made; the amount required to defray these charges will be annually laid
before Parliament, to be voted in Committee of Supply.

V.-THE BOARD OF AUDIT ACT. (See Bill No. 344.) (Act, 18 Vict., c. 78.)

This Act authorizes the Governor to constitute a Board of Audit, whose
duty it shall be, under the direction of the Inspector General, to report on the
Public Accounts, to be submitted to them fron time to time. The Board to con-
sist of the Deputy Inspector General, the Commissioner of Customs, and an
Auditor to be appointed, with a Salary not exceeding £500 per annum.

VI.-THE SEIGNIORIAL ACT OF 1855, (amending the previous Act.)
(See Bill, No. 401.) (Act, 18 Vict, c. 103.)

This Act authorizes the Receiver General to pay to the Seigniors concerned,
interest on the amount of their respective claims, arising under the Act of 1854,
from the date of the passing of this Act.

VII.-ACCOMMODATION FOR LAW COURTS IN UPPER CANADA.
- (See Bill, No. 410.) (Act, 18 Vict., c. 122.)

This Act authorizes the issue of Debentures for the sum of Ten thousand
pounds, in order to enable the Government to assist the Law Society of Upper
Canada in liquidating a debt of £4,000 incurred in the erection of Buildings to
accommodate the Courts of Superior Jurisdiction, at Toronto, and in providing
further accommodation for said Courts, in consequence of the Legislature
having increased the number of the Superior Courts in Upper Canada. Pro-
vision is made for the payment of the principal and interest of these Debentures,
by extending and continuing the provisions of the Act 9 Vic., cap. 33, imposing
a tax on certain law proceedings in said Courts.

VIII.-AID TO GRAND TRUNK RAILWAY. (See Bill, No. 452.)
(Act., 18 Vict., c. 174.)

This Act authorizes the issue of Debentures for the sun of £900,000 ster-
ling, to enable the Government to grant further aid, to this extent, to the Grand
Trunk Railway Company; but so that the total amount of Provincial aid to the



Company, by guarantee and loan, shall not at any time exceed fifty per cent. on
the sium actually expended on that portion of the road which is between St.
Thomas, below Quebec, and Stratford, above Toronto (exclusive of the Victoria
Bridge).; and provided that such additional aid shall be advanced solely in respect
of money to be expended on said portion of the Railway after I st of May, 1855,
and shail be secured by a first charge on the whole amalgamated Railway and
Works of the Company, and to be repaid within twenty years.

IX.-SALARIES OF PUBLIC OFFICERS. (See Bill, No. 463.) (Act, 18
Vict., c. 89.

This Act amends the Civil List Act, and the Act amending said Act, by
increasing the Salaries of certain Judicial and other Functionaries; and it
authorizes the Governor in Council, in his discretion, to increase within certain
specified limits, the salaries and allowances of the Subordinate Offilcers in the
Publie Service.

X.-SUPPLY BILL FOR 1855. (See Bill, No. 467.) (Act, 18 Viet., c. 90.)

This Act authorizes the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund,
of the sum of £532,168 19s. 8d., currency, for defraying the expenses of the

Civil Government and Public Service of the Province, for the year 1855. And

.towards the support of certain Educational Institutions in Lower Canada, it grants,

out of the Jesuits' Estates Fund, the sum of £ 10,000, and out of the Lower

Canada C3mmon School Fund, the sum:of.£6,040 Os. 2d.

It also authorizes the appropriation, out of the proceeds of the Lunatic Asy-

Jum Tax and Upper Canada Building Fund, of the sum of £20,000, towards the

extension of Lunatic Asylurms in Upper Canada.

Total appropriated by this Act, £578,208 19s. 10d.

XiMONTREAL AND AYLMER COURT HOUSES. (See Bill, No. 473.)
(Act, 18 Vict., 164.)

This Act authorizes the issue of Debentures, on the credit of the Consoli-

dated Revenue Fund, for the sum of £25,500, of which £25,000 is to be applied

towards completing the new Court House at Montreal, over and' above the

amount heretofore appropriated for that purpose; the remaining £500 to be

applied towards completing the new Court House and Gaol at Aylmer, in the

Ottawa District. To make good this advance, the duties imposed under the Act

12 Vic., cap. 112, to provide for the erection of Court Houses and Gaols in cer-

tain places in Lower Canada, shall be further continued.
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XII.-PAYMENT OF PETIT JURORS IN LOWER CANADA, &c.
(See Bill, No. 475.) (Act, 18 Vict., c. 98.)

This Act authorizes the payment, out of the Consolidated Revenue Fund, of
a sum not exceeding £5,000, currency, to enable the Sheriffs of the respective
Districts in Lower Canada to pay, from tiie to time, the sum of five shiiimngs per

diem to Petit Jurors, in criminal cases thercii.

It also increases the salaries of certain Judicial Officers in Lower Canada;

and provides for the payment of such increased Salaries out of the Fund entitied

the " Officers of Justice Fee Fund."
