Total Student Enrolment

Reaches R

By MARG MacLELLAND

Total enrollment of students
at UNB for the year '58-'59 is
a record 1553. That is the story
as released today by the Regis-
trar’s office. This is an increase
of 172 students over last year’s
total of 1381. The total Engine-
ering enrollment this year is 669,
as compared to last year’s 623.
Arts enrollment has risen from
231 last year to 266 this year,
showing an increase of 35 stu-
dents. Forestry enrollment has
increased to 164, an increase of
10 over last year’s 154. The
Science faculty has increased its
student enroliment by 27, last
year it was 167, this year 194.
Business Administration also has
shown an increase. Last year is
was 103, this year it is 113. The
Physical Education enroliment
has doubled, from last year’s 23
to this year’s 47.

There are 9 students enrolled
for Bachelor of Education Degree
this year compared with last
year’s four. One Special Student
was enrolled last year but this
year there are seven. The Faculty
of Law in Saint John listed 29
students last year, but this year,
enrollment has dropped to 27.
Forty-five students are enrolled
for graduate studies, last year
compared with 54 this year,

The largest rise in student en-
rollment this year is in the En-
gineering Faculty with an increase
of 46.

Prize For Five

The Beaverbrook Foundation
has announced that five overseas
post-graduate scholarships, ten-
able at any university in the
United Kingdom, will be awarded
for study overseas in 1959-60.
Applications close on January
17, 1959.

The scholarghips are available
to students domiciled in New
Brunswick, who are graduates of
recognized universities in New
Brunswick. Applications will be
considered from men only.

The scholarships are for one
year, but recipients who receive
a certificate of proficiency based
upon academic achievements in
the first year are eligible for a
further extension of one year,
thus enabling the holder to obtain
a degree. -

was an attempt to treat sin

as both tragic and comic. Judging from the result, one would have
to say that sin makes better fun than grief.

Warm and earthy, the comic
passages provided some of the
most memorable merriment in
screen history. E.g.,- a doctor
(albeit not a traveling salesman)
is stranded in the country when
his car breaks down. The only
nearby shelter from the storm
is a farmhouse inhabited by a
barbaric rustic and his down-
trodden but lovely wife. A noble
soul, the doctor suggests sleeping
in the barn, but his host protests:
“No. We are civilized. We have
only one bed, but it's big. You
sleep with us.” The farmer soon
drops off to sleep, and the ensu-
ing dialogue between the doctor
and the farmer's wifc rates as
priceless: It seems as though
the doctor values food over sex.
Such is the terrible sin of glut-
tuny!

Short Stories
The presentation of the sins
was a series of short films-within-
the-film linked wogether by the
narration of a carnival barker.
The general level of acting was
excellent and was ably directed
by among others, Roberto Rossel-
lini, Carlo Rim, Claude Autant-
Larva. Yves Allegret and Georges
Lacombe. Photography was im-
aginative; especially effective was
a scene in which a miser regains
his lost wallet, and the viewer
