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NOTE AND COMMENT.

England will lave a strong and effec-
tive promoter of temperance reform in
the person of Rev. Charles M. Sheldon,
who goes  thence March 1 for a three
months’ tour.

Tn Prince Edward Tsland, of thirty-three
Preshyterian congregations  thirteen are
pastorlese, or about to hecome 0. An ef-
fort is heing made by the Preshytery to
reduce the number of congregations hy
uniting some of them.

The wife of a Chicago defanlter, Mrs
J. €. Fskildsen, has agreed to pav nn
all losses enetained throngh her hushand’s
actions. She has morteaged much of her
pronerty for 0000 a Jarge part of which
will #n to Danish Brotherhood of Ameriea,
of which her hushand was the treasurer.

The Roman Catholic church is organiz-
ing in some places a society known as the
Moly Name Society. The ohject is  to
promote reverence, and the membhers are
eapecially pledged againet the use of nro-
fane language. A parade of the societies
a few dave ago. in Newark and Tersev
Citv contained thirty thonsand men. We
need an  anti-profanity society in this
city—we need it badly.

Boston has heen gmciously blessed in
the evangelistic campaign conducted by
Gynsy Smith,  Overflow meetings had to
be held noon and night. Tn to Decem-
ber 2 fifteen hundred adults and nine
hundred children had signed eards testi-
fying to a decision to accent Christ. Tt
is believed that in addition to these an
unnumbered throng of backsliders were
reclaiimed.  Mr, Smith is now in Port-
land, Me.

Dr. Broadus, when pastor near a great
university, called on one of the students
to pray. He says: “In the course of a
simple, earnest prayer, such as a truly in-
telligent and loving soul might bhe expect-
ed to make. he used an expression which
sank into the very soul of me, and which
T have remembered. T think, dozens of
times. e said: ‘O Tord, please take us
as we are, for Jesus’ sake, and make us,
by 'Hm Holy Spirit, what we pught te
be.”

A testimony to the efficacy of mission
work in Labrador was given hy Sir Wil-
liam MacGiregor, the Governor of New-
foundland, after a visit to that colony.
Te states that no prison, no magistrate,
no police were to be seen on the Innuit
coast, and further states, “But it would
not appear that these adjuncts of civiliza-
tion, necessary’ elsewhere, are required
there. The moral control of the mission,
which has been =o effective in the past,
would apprear to be sufficient at the pres-
ent time,”

‘The Philadelphia Ledger has made some
investigations on how families of moderate
means dispose of their incomes, and edi-
torially that paper condemns the parsi~
mony toward the Church which is indi-
cated by the investigations. Tt is evident
even to a paper which does not pretend

The possession of the Philip-
pines by the United States makes mis-
sions to the Mohammedans “Home Mis-
#ions,” in a literal sense. Tt is worthy
of note, however, that in nearly every
important city in the Moslem world
whose population is over 100,000 there is
a_center of Christian work in the form
‘n' printing-press, hospital, school or col-
ege.

The Grand Todge of Masone of Ken-
tucky has, hy a vote of 418 to 32 decided
that distilers and liquor sellers eannot
be received to membershin in the lodges
of the state. The few who opposed the
resolution made no nlea for the kquor
men hevond asking that aetion be post-
poned.  The Knights of Pythine Supreme
Todge has taken like action.

What is claimed to he the largest lodg-
ing house in the world wae recently apen-
ed to the wokingmen of Tondon.

Tn the previons part of this chanter
Panl had spoken so much of grace. e
had told the Enhesiane “By grace ve are
saved.” e had magnified the exceeding
riches of this grace.

Tndeed. grace is given that it
might lead ‘to very mueh elea, and apeci-
ally to good works.

“Me would go to a new lumber camn and
preach regularly. driving his hardy Tndian
nonies many miles to reach the new town,
Tn manv places his was the first nreaching
which had been heard. Mr. Patch wonld
nreach in a new lumbering town until he
had made so manv converts that the Home
Roard would sendd a man there. Then he
would hegin his work at some other desti-
tute point. He has done thie again and
again, and s&everal of the churches for
which he has laid the foundation are now
strong churches, self-supporting.  We i«
now ninetv-two veare old. but he s
preaching regnlarly in Shantvtown, sixteen
miles from his home. driving H}rnu.c'h all
sorts of weather. and Wisconsin is not
famons for a balmy climate.” Tt is an-
parent that that minister has heen aref\ﬂ\'
nseful during his very long life. He might
have remained in some large plqr‘e. re-
ceiving a liberal salary and having hie
labors confined to a small territorv: but
he preferred to go ont into remote re-
gione, where the gospel had not heen nro-
claimed, and there found new churches.
and thus widen the Tord’s Kingdom. Tt
seems to he true that bhut verv few voung
men, just out of theological seminaries
will consentd to do  frontier work and
make pinthing sacrifices, Rut there are
many strongly established churches in our
land that never would have come into ex-
istence if it had not heen for the pioneer
work of such men as Mr, Patch.




EARLY HISTORY OF PRESBY.-
TERIANISM,

By Rev. James Farquharson, D.D.

This had its beginning when men and
women from Sutherland and other nor-
thern countries of Scotland, driven from
their native land by its niggard soil and
heartless landlords, followed Lord Sel-
kirk to this new land and settled in the
historic parish of Kikdonan, These brought
Preshyterianism with them because it was
engrained in them. It was years before
there was a churdh, or even a congrega-
In those trying days Episcopalian-
ism firmly established on the confines of
tihe parish tried to draw the Presbyterian
Scots into its fold; and the Scots were
thankful for the services they got from
the dergy of this church, but they deem-
ed them no mateh for the teaching to
which they had been accustomed on their
native heather. Presbhyterianism was in
the people and it had to take outwand
form. After many a vain effort to secure
a pasto” the Rev. John Black heard the
call of i solitary land and followed it
over lake and river and wide stretehing
praivie, till, arriving at Kildonan he found
a church built upon the plan of the Seot-
tish country parish church  with  bell
swinging in the belfry ready to call the
people to worship.  There was a period
of loneliness during which it took the
pastor of Kildonan church weeks of tra-
vel to attend the meetings of Preshytery
or General Assembly—a period when men
in the east changed the Preshytery con-
nection of the west's solitary minister
from Toronto to London hecause his con-
@regation lay nearer the latter. Better
days dawned. In the later sixties a few
of Ontario’s dading spirvits ventured to
take a look at the west and pleased with
what they saw, settled there. The period
of pdlitical trouble and rebellion in which
the provinee of Manitoba had its hirth
came and went. From this time onward
congregations  and  wministers  muitiphie
Portage la Praivie, Gladstone, the Boyne,
each in turn attracted settlers and gath-
ered its congregation.  Yet when in 188 -

+ late Dr. Robertson, after ministering
to Knox chivh, Winnipeg, seven years,
began his work as superintendent of mis-
sioms. the number that answerad to the
roll eall of the Preshytery of Manitoba
was terribly disproportionate to the im-
mense country over which the Preshytery
cluimed jurisdiction.  From Lake Superior
to the mountains and from the interna-
tional houndary Tine northwand indefinite-
Iv. selfsustaining congregations were few
indeed. Knox church, Winnipeg, which
he had just left became two, Knox and
St Andrew’s, to which Dr. Gondon, now
principal of Queen’s Univers and Dr.
Pithlado., ministered.  Twenty-eight mis-
i elds were all that required his su-
1 jon.  But those were growing times
and it taxed all the superintendent's cn
eorgies and wisdom to gather the people
of the different localities into congrega-
tions and find the men to minister to
them. and the money to pay them. Nobly
he did his duty. Never did his courage
fail under the difficulties e met. Only
once did the writer, who knew him well,
hear a word from his lips that hinted that
discourngement was pressing hand  upon
him. Tt was not the hardship of his life
that troubled him. nor the difficulties he
daily found in the west; but a struggle
fiercer than usual and some of the others
were bad enough, with the home mis
sion committee in Toronto, and the dis
conraged word he then spoke was “1
will never go back to that committee
meeting  alone  again.” That  feeling
soon passed and the next fall reeting
of the committee again found him the
sole representative of the west. IHis life
of self-denial, of never tiring energy, of
indomitable courage was not lived in vain,
He saw the foundations of a churdh laid
and was a mighty force in the work: he
gave his life to the church and his
memory is his priceless legacy.
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of these last years has been marvellous.
The one Preshytery has become nineteen.
On the division of the first Preshytery
a synod was formed and the one has be-
come three. For several years the church
has been adding in the avernge almost a
mision field with from three to six preach-
ing stations a Sabbath, to its list. It is
no wonder that the two superintenderts
are crowded with work.  Hear you not
the mouth of the charch, the ery of this
needw west for preachers, men of heroic
build, who are willing to live poor  amd
die poor if only they are enabled to do
a little to lead men toward nobler, purer
lives. Tt is a fine thing to find success
i lling: but noblest of the
noble lives arc those whose clear vision
catohes sight of ideals reaching ever up-
ward, shining in the majestic splendor of
the Christian graces till the lives them-
selves, radiant in the glory, become pow-
er to move others toward righteousness,

With the advent of Preshyteriaism there
came also a college: for how could Pres-
byterianism live without an educated min-
istry, or without a university recruited
largely from iteeli? Like the church the
college had its heginnings at Kildonan and
there the first professors, Drs, Bryce and
Hart, laid its foundation. But the at-
traction of the growing Winnipeg soon
drew it from its first home. Since com-
ing to the city it has heen domiciled in
at least three places. Some ten years af-
ter it was opened it found a permanent
home in the older part of the present
building. Tt was inevitable that it should
have a struggle for existence. The west
was too poor to support it; the east was
too far away to feel the pressure of the
need.  When the late Dr. King was ap-
pointed ag its principal its sur
ol indoubt.  With surpassing devotion he
gave his life to it. His power as a teach
er was very great. Many of his students
feel his grip on their lives to-day and with
thankfulness acknowledre it. He was also
the college financial genins.  Step by step
the debts were paid, the college was reno-
viated and accommodation  doubled.
Those who know the college to-day rejoice
in the able man who presided in the lee-
woms and  shaped  its policy,
vet in all the rejoicings there are minds
that look fondly back on a figure that is
no longer with us.

Gradually  the teaching  staff  grew.
Dr. Baird and Tlater Dr. Kilpatrick were
called to  professor’s chairs,  Dr. King
passed away and the chureh was wisely
guided to the choice of the present prin-
cipal. - Dr. Perry, a graduate of the ool
lege, is the latest addition to the profes-
sorvial staff.  Just now the college board
is eagerly looking for a worthy suceessor
to Dr. Kilpatrick, who recently chose to
teach in Knox college, Toronto, in pref-
erence to  Manitoba college. Winmipeg.
Able men, some of them well worthy of
a professor’s chair, have served and are
serving the college as lecturers,

The aim of the college is now and has
ever been is to he a force working for
intellectual, moral  and  spiritual  pro~
gress in the church and in the country.
It recognized from the first the advant-
ages state aided universities possess, and
vol strove to take advantage of its free-
dom from this connection to present Chris-
tian truths to (he minds of the students
®0 far as to awaken their faith and ocon-
firm and that  without in the least
weakening the force of the truth science
and philosophy are teaching. Up to the
easure of a well balanced, a perfect
man, it seeks to lead its students,

LIGHT FROM THE EAST.

Jerusalem—The city of peace, was the
centre of Judaism and the starting point
of Christianity. Tt is a place of great
stragegic strength and of marvelous his
toric interest. It stands on an elevated
plateau on the central ridge of Palestine,
surrounded on the east, west, and sonth
by deep valleys, the sides of which slope
upwards very steeply, and on the top of
which the walls of the city were built,
Only the north side required to be
strengthened by artificial means, and
the mountain passes leading to the city
are very diffioult of access to an invid
ing army. Besides, it was a place where
little water could be obtained by be
siegers, while its own vast subterranean,
rock-hewn cisterns were filled with a
year's supply by the winter rain. Tt had
a history of two thousand years behind
it, and was the most sacred spot on
earth to a Jew when Christ appeared. Tt
has also been in later times a sanctuary
of the Mohammedan faith and is called
in the Arabic speech, “The Holy.” The
present city has a population of per
haps 60,000, more than half Jews, and
nearly onehalf of the inhabitants live
outside the walls in the new eity which
has sprung up on the northwest corner
of the old.

It ois the will of God for most of s
at least, that in the midst of the tun
of actual affairs we should strive to de
a stalwart heroic Christianity,  1f
behind the most common tuil we feel the
wervor of Duty “stern daughter of the
voice of God,” we shall be sure to realize
with increasing force the solemn joy of
living, and shall prepare ourselves,” when
the time comes, for a place among
“The woldier-saints who, row on row.

A congregation may be classitied, ac
cording t8 age, into three divisions, (1)
The children. 2). The young people. (3
The mature members. A proper organ
ization will recognize the difference in
thece three clusses, and will aduapt me
thods and training to the peculiar con
ditions of each.

The general organization has been most
suecessfully manazed by a Missjonary
Association, with an executive committee
that oversees and carries on the work,
This exccutive should, with the oflicers,
be partly chosen by the congregation,
and have, in addition, me ubers elected

Le no undue haste, on the one hand; nor,
on the other, any delay that is not neces-
sary. )

AN INSPIRING CRISES.

In many ways and through many sources
the knowledge is being pressed upon the
people of Canada that this country is en-
joying an unprecedented degree of mate-
rial prosperity,  And just parallel with
that prosperity the intelligence is being
pressed upon our highly favored people
that from every quarter of the heathen
world—from the regions lying in the dark
shadow of moral and spiritual gloom—
there ¢ coming to the eams of the Chris-
tian world the plaintive and pleading cry,
“Come over and help us.”  There are
many “Macedonias” from which this cry
I8 coming.

What does it all mean? It means two
things, First of all, it means that God
hae answered tue prayers of Christian
people so long and earnestly presented,
that He would open the closed doors of
the heathen world. The wide, wide world
i® open to the Gospel and the professed
followers of the lord Jesus are thereby
reminded of the great commission, “Go
ye into all the world and preach the Gos-
el o every creature,” and God's people
are confronted by the challenge, “Go in
and possess the land” for the Lord Jesus.

In the second place, the great material
prosperity the people of Canada are en-
Joying is a reminder to them that they
are not only called on to “go in and pos-
soss the land”"—the opened up heathen
world—but they are also reminded that
the Lord of the Harvest is furnishing
them with the means, and will furnish
them with the men, necessary to carry on
the campaign: and back of that they have
the inspiring promise attached to the gren
commission, “Lo. T am with you alway.
even to the end of the world.” Surdly the
people, and especially the Presbhyterians,
of Canada will rise to the measure of their
opportunities and realize the solemn re-
sponsibility  whidh answered prayers and
great material blessings impose upon them,
keeping in remembrance the prophetic and
inspired declaration of Malachi, “Bring
ve all the tithes into the storehouse, that
there may be meat in my house, and
prove me now herewith, saith the Lord
of Hosts, if I will not open you the win-
dows of heaven and pour you out a blese-
ing, that there shall not be room enough
to receive it.”

When  Mordecai  was  pleading  with
Queen Esther to intercede with King Ah-
asucrus on  behalf of her countrymen
whose lives and liberties were threatencd
by the machinations of Haman, he put to
lier the pointed question, “Who knoweth
whether thou art come to the kingdom
for such a time as this?” This pertinent
question might well be put to the Chrie-
tian wen and women of Canada today:
“Who knoweth whether thou art come to
thie unique crisis of answered prayers and
overflowing material prosperity for such
a lime as this?”

The most draconic example of  State
prohibimon is the new decree against opi-
um by the Chinese Government. Lhe
drug 1s o be suppressed within twenty-
years, the growth of opium, its use are
torbidden, the young are not allowed to
acquire the habit, the old are to unlearn
it as soon as possible.  Temperance re-
formers at home will wateh the result
with intense interest. i prohibition suc-
ceeds in the case of China and opium, it
will be more hopefully appealed to in this
country against drinking. Those who re:
Iy most on the education and Christinnisa
tion of the people will not (if they are
wise) reject any help that can be got from
prohibitive legislation,
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€/R ROBERT HART AND CHINA.

Sir Robert Hart, lnspector General of
Customs in Pekin, who has lived many
years in China, has been recently quot
ed as saying that it is only a questim
of time when there will be a definite
movement on the part of thc Chinese,
and this Within a year at most, for ex
pelling foreigners from Chinese soil,
and that in ten years there will not be
a foreigner in that country. Rev. Robert
Aguew Johnston, who has been visiting
the Orient as representative of the
Board of Foreign Missions of the U, S,
Presbyterian Church, gives the follow
ing suwmmary of the reasons for the
antiforeign  policy in China: ")
China’s agelong policy of seclusioa,
and, therefore. exclusion; (2) the fore
ing of the opium trafic upon China by
Great Britain; (3) foreible aggressions
by foreign powers; (4) dishonest com
mercial transactions by foreigners; (5)
America's treatment of Chinese in Am
erica; (6) the rise of Japan; (7) the re
cent revolution in the law concerning
education and the civil service,” The
Nashville Missionary, referring to these
facts and to Sir Robert Hart's predic
tion, says: “The Chinese have ground
for this feeling; but we see nothing that
may not be righted, and see no occa
sion for the extreme apprehensions of
Sir Robert Hart. Fair dealing in state
and commerecial matters, and the Gos

pel of Christ, are what China noeds,
We share the hopeful view expressod
by missionaries in the field.” A great
deal may be done to allay the antifor
eign feeling in China if Great Britain
will remove the opium traffic curse, an!
if the United States and Canada will
radically reform their treatment of the
(elestials; and the more quickly Can
ada and the United States do this th
better,

In speaking at a mis:ionary meeting
in Toronso recently, Rev. Dr. Lucas, a
missionary from the United States to
India, paid the following tribute to the
beneficence of British rule in that coun
try: “There are great encouragemenis
in our work. The character of the Brit
ish rule in India is a great strength to
the missionary. T am an American, and
1 am glad to be able to testify in Can

ada, as 1 have often done among iy
own countrymen, that the even handel
justice of the British rule is beyond
all praise. Such a band of men as the
British officials it would not be easy to
match anywhere, They seem to be be
yond corruption. T do not believe there
is one in a thousand of them who could
be approached with a bribe. Not only
do they deal out justice, but when
famine or plague comes, they take the
paternal position, and employ all the
power of the ruler to mitigate the evil
and help the sufferers to weather
through, and that even at imminent
danger to themselves, receiving ery
often abuse or something worse instead
of thanks.”

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NEWMAN AND “LEAD KINDLY
LIGHT.”

Ve occasionally note in denomina-
tional papers dizenssions as to the pro-
priety of evangelical denominations us-
ing in public worship the well known
hymn, “Lead, Kindly Light,” written
by the late Cardinal Newman; and we
also note that in some places Roman
Catholic clergy have banued the hymn
under special circumstances, The hymmn
was written by Dr. Newman in June,
1833, when recovering from a depress
ing illness, At this time he was a min
ister of the Anglican Church, and 1t
wes some ten or twelve years subse-
quently to this that he passed over to
the Catholic Church, by which he was
made a cardinal, The Lutheran Ob
server suggests that the mental and

spiritual  disquietude with ‘which le
was afflicted during his illness prompt-
ed the writing of the hymn. That paper
says: “It is the cry of a soul that walks
in darkness. Doubts obscure the way.
The old landmarks are lost. To what
distant scene the path will lead, the Le
wildered traveller knows not; he does
not a<k to see; he prays only for a guid
ance that shall show him the way step
by step.” That the hymn was meant
to be distinctively Christian and that
it is the Saviour himself who is ad
dressed as the “Kindly Light,” is made
abundantly clear if in its original form
or. wos a fourth stanza, as follows:

Lead. Saviour, lead me home in child
like faith,
Home to my God,
To rest forever free from earthly strife
In the calm light of everlasting life.”

Editor Dominion Presbytrian, T
these days of charges and  counter
charges, investigations and revelations,
when each party in the State is trying—
with all too much success—to prove that
one is as bad as the other, and both
worse than either, is there not a danger
that instead of arousing the public con
seience, the result will be to deaden it
by the belief in that satanic axiom, tha
evil is necessary to success in public or
busine s affairs, and that therefore the
part of wisdom is “of necessury evils
choose the least.,” If this is not to be
the outcome—with its further calamity
of good men retiring trom public life,
and abandoning the field to the mer
cenary and the unprincipled-—the Chiurch
must arouse herself, “cry aloud, and
spare not."

All history, sacred and profane, proves
the truth of David's words: “The wick
ed walk on every side, when the vilest
men are exalted.” And a reader of the
daily newspapers may well be alarmed at
the danger of this “history” repeating
itself in our beloved Douunion. I do
not advocatte “politics in the pulpit,”
but surely it is time when Christians
and patriots should “in season and out
of season”—whether men will bear or
whether they will forbear—iterate and
reiterate those principles of righteous
ness which alone can exalt a nation,
If a reformation to come, here is
where it must begin; and it is to the
rulers of the people that the process
must first be applied.

DRESSING THE TURKEY.

When purchasing have the butcher
remove the leg sinews, as this rend-
ers the drumsticks tender and eatable,
It can be done with a fork, but it is
difficult.  Put two tablespoonfuls of al.
cohol in a saucer, light and over it
singe the bird.  This is better than
paper, as 1t does not blacken the skin,

Cut off the feet below the joints.
After roasting the jagged bones can be
broken off, leaving the leg ends white,
Cut off the head as close to the bill
as poscible.  Slit the neck skin along
the backbone as far as the shoulders.
Draw it back and pull out crop and
windpipe; then cut off the neck close
to the body. The long flap of skin is
to be folded over o the back, leaving
the breast unmarred,

Make a short slit just below the end
of the breasthone. Insert two or more
fingers and loosen all the organs from
the sides of the cavity., Firmly grasp
the glzzard—the largest organ—and
put steadily outward. Cut round the
vent, thus removing the Intestines In-
tact. Examine the cavity, making sure
that all bits of lung are removed as
well as the kidneys,

If properly done all that is now
needed 1s to wipe out the eavity with a
wet cloth, Cut out the oil sac just
above the tall, wipe the skin well, Put
a few spaonfuls of stuffing under the
breast skin and A1l the body cavity,
drawing the edges of the latter to-
rether with a few stitches.

A trussing needle looks llke a great
darntng needle about twelve Inches
long. Have ready some fine, stout
twine tn yvard lengths. Draw the neck
flay over the back and fasten  with
a stitch of the threaded needle. Turn
the wings so that the tips are under
the fowl,

Run the threaded needle straight
through the wings and body, entering
and coming out above the bone of the
second  Soint; take a parallel return
stiteh, bringing the twine under the
same bone.  Pull the twine tight and tie,
le.ving ends three Inches long hang.
ing.

Push the legs against the body; take
a second stitch, golng over the thigh
bones, In return run the needle under
the bone. For the third stitch pass
through the ends of the legs and return
through the rump.

™ If the father (or mottier, if the father 1o deceased) of the bome-
w'ender rewides npon a farm in the vielnity of the Jand entered for
e reqnivements as te resid nce may be satisfied by guch person re-
ing with the father or mother.

(@) 1f a mottler was «otitle] to and has obtalned entry for a wsecon?
homestead, the requireinents of this Act as to residence prior to obtaln-
ing patent may he satisfied by residence npon the first homestead, If
the gecond homestead ls In the vicinity of the first homestead.

The privilege of a gecond entry Is restricted by law to those setticrs
only who completed the Autles n thelr first homesteads te entitle
them to patent on or before the 2ud June, 1889,

Every homesteader who falls to comply with the requirements of the
homestead law i liable to ave his entry cancelled, and the land may
be agaln thrown open for entry.
