We wonder i this enoent preacher is not
an ther of those who point out to ps one of var
great natior al fanlts, if not ooy greatest national
fanlt,  Somehow. tor the wost part revereuce
Tas been lett out of the composition of this great,
busthing. viril nation of onrs  We have inlarge
measure banished it from the home, and the
ehild asseris himself as on equal if not superio
terms with his parents.  We do not at al con-
sider reverencs in respect to official position, and
the meanestscallion may huorl s epithets at the
provdest senator, When we come into the honse
of the Lord, natarally this atmosphere of irrever-
e 1o oo lirge a degree chings 1o us Our
atainde undoubtodly has its good side and is a
protest against amoeracy; but it has ats bad side
most  unguestionshly, and this shows itself
espectally when we come into the Vouse of the
Lore.  Fhe thought that we are 11 holy ground
and i the presence of the Kisys of Kings does
not it wnght, wilnence us. v assuime o0
wnch to be on a sort of equality with the One
whom we worship.

We are not writing this brief article for the
sake of finding fault, but are ~imply seeking to
use an untaward mcident in order to furnish help
There is a good deal said at the present time. and

perhaps more than the facts exactly warrant, of
the lack of attendance at many of our churches,

Various canses are assizned, some of them legiti-
mate, others not sa much so,  We venture this
assertion, however, that those churches’in which
a gemal, kindle courtesy prevails are not very
likely to be especially wanting in attendance, In
securing this the pulpit has, of course, its chie
placc and the choir bas its sphere and is of utmost
impostance.
