In an
Industry which enjoys such specially
fuvorable conditions for manufactur
In this country as paper, 15 per cent
seems like @ fairly liberal protection
It has long been understood that there
I8 hardly any industry which can be
carried on to better advantage in Can-
ada than paper-making. The country
offers pecullar advantages for the
manufacture of puper. We have the
greetest supply of raw paper material
In the world. Yet we find that our
paper manufacturers have combined
to advance prices, to a point where
foreign papers were being  imported,
thus compelling home consumers to
pay the amount of the protective duty
on goods manufuctured at home.

WANT MANITOBA WHEAT.
Another interest In the United

DUTY ON PAPER.

We announced last week that the
duty on news print papers had been
reduced from 25 to 15 per cent., owing
10 the existence of a combine among
paper manufacturers. The tarlff act
of 1897 provides that when It is shown
that a combination exists among
manufacturers  to unduly advan
prices, the government may reduce or
abolish the duty. The combination
smong the paper manufacturers has
existed for some time, and its exist-
ence was well known to the trade. It
was such an open and bold one; that
it hardly required the elaborate legal
investigation made by the government
to prove the situation.  Now, how-
ever, that the whole thing Is admitted,
the action taken by the government
hardly seems equal to the occasion.
The duty has been reduced from 25
10 15 per cent. on cheap news printing
papers only, th  reduction belng con-
fined to papers costing not more than
4 cents per pound. This is only a
small_part of the total paper trade
covered by the combination. The
paper inanufacturers regulate prices
"ot only on cheap news prints, but

d trade ourse with Can-
ada.  We refer to the agitation now
working among Minneapolls millers to
secure Manitoba wheat. Years ago
The Commercial predicted this very
thing.  This journal then said thut
when the production of wheat here
had reached a point where there
would be a continuous surplus for ex-
vort, there would be an urgent de-
mand from the milling interest south
of the boundary for our wheat. We
have now reached the point where we
may be expected to keep up a steady
export supply of wheat, and the Min-
neapolls millers have been quick to
percelve this. The M papers

down to the lowest notch, and that
process, of course, has its effect on
the price pald for United States grain
offered in the same market.”

The United States farmer is
gravely told that the price of his wheat
Is fixed in Liverpool, and that Mani-
toba wheat depresses the price there
more seriously than would be the case
if it were admitted into the United
States free of duty.  This s certuinly
quite a remarkable argument, and we
glve it for what it is worth.

In another Minneapolis newspaper
article It Is stated that the big crop
of Manitoba wheat is demoralizing
the milling industry of the swates to
the south. The paper asserts that
Manitoba wheat is being purchased by
British and Buropean millers, and
ground into flour, at prices with
which the Minneapolis millers cannot
compete, hence they are not able to
export to as good advantage as forn.-
erly.

The Minneapolis millers, we are
told, are now considering the possib
ity of grinding Manitoba wheat in
bond, under a law of the United
States which permits a rebate of duty
on raw material when manufactured
for export, one per cent. only of the
duty being retained.

From this It is evident that Minne-
apolls millers want our wheat, and we
will be quite willing to let them have
it. Whether they succeed in having
the duty removed or decide to grind
In bond will not matter to the Mani-
toba producer. At the present time
the absence of through raflway con-
nection, however, Is a difficulty in the
way of sending wheat to Minneapolis.
Now that the Northern Pacific lines
In Manitoba have passed into the
hands of a Canadlan road, there is no
through raflway from Manitoba 10

are now advocating free wheat from
Manitoba, and it Is evident from the
tone of the articles that they have
been inspired by the milling interest.
On account of the United States tar-
iff, which imposes a duty on wheat,
the millers south of the boundary
cannot secure supplies of the Mani-
toba cereal. While » portion of our
Wwheat crop passes through the Unit-
ed States for export, it is so shipped
only In bond.

Our raflways, which have their own
lake terminals, would not care to turn
over their grain traffic to the two
United States roads with which they
connect at the southern boundary of
the province. If the Minneapolis mil-
lers are to secure supplies of Manitoha
wheat, it will be necessary to extend
the Great Northern or Northern Pa-
tic, or boti of these rallways, Into the
wheat flelds of the province.

CAUSES OF FAILURES.

The Bradstreet's Company has jssu-
ed the annual statement of fallure
statistics. Of the 1,370 fallures in
Canada last year (Including New-
foundland), the large portion of 074,
or over 70.6 pet cent., were ascribed
to lack of capital, thus showing that
too many people still go into business
with insufficient capital. Incompet
ence stands second as a cause of fail-
ures, the number ascribed to this
cause being 134, or 0.7 per cent. Then
we have specific conditions, causing
B8 fallures, or 48 per cent. Undue
competition is credited with 24 fail-
ures, or about 4.6 per cent. Inexperi-
ence comes in with 45 fallures, equal
to 88 per cent. Other causes, such
as speculation, fraud, neglect, extrav-
agance, unwise credits, etc., are alleg-
ed to have brought about .06 to 2.3
per cent. of the remalning fallures re-
spectively. These statistics may not
appear to agree with Individual be-
lefs, but they agree fairly closely with
Bradstreet's reports for previous
years,

In the United States, incompetence
caused 19 per cent. of fallures, com-
pared with 9.7 in Canada. On the
other hand, lack of capital caused 30
per cent, In the United States compar-
ed with 70.6 per cent. In Canada. Un-

Liquor Dealers Prote:
Following is the full text of the
resolution adopted at the meeting of
the License Holders' Benefit Associ-
ation, held in Winnipeg last week
Whereas, the government of the
province of Manitoba in response to
@ certain scction of the community
favoring the total prohibition of in
toxicating liquors, recently passed an
act known as “The Manitoba Liquor
Act' for the purpose of testing the
power of the province in respect to
such an ac nd, whereae the act
after being declared lllegal by the
Court of King's Bench for Manitoba

whereas, the said privy council re
versed the decision of the provincial
court declaring sald act t
within the powers of the province
and, whereas, the people of the prov-
ince have had no opportunity of ex-
pressing their approval or disapproval
of the sald act; and, whereas, a very
great injury to the province would re-
sult from y attempt to enforce such
drastic legisiation destroying, as it
would, individual rights and attempt-
ing incidentally to change the soclal
customs of practically the entire com-
munity and it appears that such ac
tion should not be taken unless it is
shown beyond all doubt that public
opinion is in full accord with such
legislation, especially as serious finan-
clal loss would be sustained by those
engaged in the trade and a general
unsettling of values in real  estate
would result ; and, whereas, the gov-
ernment recognizing the serious posi-
tion in which real estate owners and
dealers would be placed and the im-
portance of the points herein set forth
has declared its intention, before at-
tempting to bring the act into force,
of submitting (o the people by wny of
referendum, the desirability of such
prohibitory legislation.

Resolved, that this meeting of the
License Holders' Benefit Association
for the province of Manitoba does
hereby endorse the principle that the
sald act be not enforced until it has
been submitted to a popular vote of
the ratepayers of this province ; and,
resolved, that in the opinlon of this
ting no attempt should be made to
enforce such legislation unless it ap-
pears on such referendum that a ma-
jority of the total registered voters' in
the province of Manitoba are in favo
of the act ; and, resolved, that in the
event of the act being put into f
the legislature of the provine
Manitoba should provide compensa-
tion to the dealers and others whose
business interests and property may
be prejudicially affected thereby.

The committee who drafted the r
olution was composed of Messrs. (

W, Hespeler,

chalrman. The resolution will be sent
to the government.

Of the 41 different sorts of oats
which have now been under trial for
six or seven years at all the Domin-
fon experimental farms, onlw 18 of
these have at any time appeared in
the list of the best twelve. Hence
many same varleties appear
every year in the productive list. T|
