On the feature of ‘he Burton Bill,
which prohibits the bringing in of electric power from Canada,
he also maintains the right of Congiees to act. The case was
analagous to a landing of a cable in this country from a for-
cign country, which required a national permit.  J. Horace
McFarland, of Pittsburg, president of the American Civie As-
sociation, followed Mr. Griggs, also in advocacy of the bill,
and speaking from the aesthetie point of view. Charles M.
Drew. of Niagara, president of the Commissioners of State
Redervation at Niagara, also favoured the bill, as did C. R.
Woodruff, seerctary of the Ameriean Civic Association; R.
H. Hall, sceretary of the American Civie and Historical So-
ciety, and Frederick Lamb, president of the New York Awt
\ssociation.

—Subs'antialy comyplete success crowned the work of the
legislative insurance investigating committee Albany, April

amendment made to the bill was that adopted by the caucus
of Republican senators which will permit the lists of policy-
holders, which the Mutual companies are required to file with
the superintendent of insurance and the general agencies five
months before the ammual elections.

The increase of current loans and discounts in March
is unprecedented, in that one month there was an in-
Crease equal to one-half the total incremse between
March, 1905, and Mareh, 1906.

A remarkable feature in the returns is the distance
which is being mainthined between the deposits and the
discounts. In March last year the deposits amounted
to $496,257,000, and discounts to $464,148,300; - this
vear the deposite were $564,594,800, and discounts
$:’nl4,069.]00; in 1905 the banks had $32,108,700 more
deposits than discounts; this year they have more- by
$50,525,700. The greater increase of deposits in the
past yvear caused a considemable expansion in call loans,
which are assufning large proportions, the present am-
ount being $111,286,200, which is $28,230,200 more
than they were a year ago.

The excess of loans outside of Canada over deposits
outside in Canadw is also becoming a marked feature,
the excess now being $49.577,000, that is, the Canadian
banks have nearly 50 millions more invested in foreign

There is one satisfaction in this which is that, if
a shamp pinch comes in Camada our banks have foreign
resources on which they can draw without disturhing
any local interests.  The more rapid increase of de-

posits has caused quite @ number of the banks in Can-

ada to send 111011«5/ for the first time for use outside.

There are now 14 banks with-call loans outside, against

8 lew years ago.

Probably, too, this condition has stimulated the move-
ment to increase the number of branch banks, a very
large number of which are not likely to have deposits
equal to the local demand for accommodation, though,
under ordinziry circumstances a country branch is ex-
pected to pay its way by supplying head office with de-
Posits.  There is a general feeling that .\, ¢
branches have heen opened than will have a paying
business, as the spirit of rivklry is so strong that places
which have only business enough to support one bank,
with littie prospect of this condition changing for many
years, have two, three, and even four, branch banks
whose profits, in nfany cases, do not cover the running
expenses.

One consequence of this is the multiiplication of bank
clerks and managers, many of whom may find their oe-
cupation gone when ri ralry.is seen to he no longer de-
sirable as, in so many cases, it does not pay.

The tendency towards amalgamation of hanks which
has reduced the'r number in the last ten years, though
thevhusiness has trebled, will, as it develops, cause some
branches to he closed.

The San Francisco disaster is not likely to iniure
banking interests and institutions as much as was first
feared. The waults and safes containing cash are re-
ported uninjured, and the inflow of funds for re-build-
ing and restoring business conditions will find a Jarge
amoumt of profitable “husiness to the San Francisco
banks. = The city was enormously wealthy: nowhere on
earth was money spent so lavishly; it was a city of pro-
digality, and it will again be so when rebuilt. as it was
the treasury of California, which is one of the most pro-
ductive regions on earth. ;

The Bank of Toronto is about to mise its paid up
capital to $4.000,000, and reserve fund to $4,400,000—
The Sterling Bank is reported to be fully organized
and about to begin business. The outlook is bright for
continued prosperity, but there is a]wm'{vs at this season -
the contingencies of the harvest. which suggest caution.
Cobalt, mining companies are sprouting up like spring
rhubarb. Spegulaftitm is developing in these concerns

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THE SAN FRANCISCO CALAMITY.

If there be any warrant for the belief common
enough nowadays that the world is becoming worse in-
staad of better, it surely is not to be found in <he direc-
tion of peoples” attitude towards those overtalen by
overWhelming misfortune.  The wide-spread sympathy
and practical benevolence in the case of the city of Sun
Francisco are the latest examples to prove tiat tthe whole
world s readily roused to assist in alleviating distress
wherever it oventakes people far and near through no
lauit of their own or by any calamity over whichithey
have no control .

The amount of moncey contributed to ithe relief of
the sufferers Jnot only from the United States, hut by
Canada, Europe and Asia-—ecven China and  Japan
volunteering—will swell the subseriptions o several
millions of dollars, so that as far as the wherewithal is
coneerned there will he no distress unrelieved among
the poor and needy.  The princepal difficulty is in the
way of house accommodation, 1.ut as there is no nisfor-
tune that might not he worse, the truism holds 1good
here also, for the calamity has occurred at a time of the
Year when the weatther in that vieinity is rather favour-
able to tent and other temporary out-door shelter,

Every provision that a resourceful people could sug-
gest has baen availed of, and thatt with & promptitude
unexampled in any similar occasion The readiness

with which uny violation of the rights of property has
been repressed is also characteristic of our admirable
cousins over the border.  The consequence is  that
apart from personal discomforts—and the conseiousness
of graat loss of property suffered all round—there 'is a
feeling of absolute personal security prevailing among
all classes of citizens, however situated meantime. »

Amidst it all it is somewhar surprising to learn that
in the work of reconstruction tall huildings are likely
to be a feature of the new city.  Some years ago, after
gome lesser warnings—before the emze for skyscrapers
had puiff in an apptarance—many citizens of San TI'ran-
cisco expressed their opinions in favour of warehouses,
residences and public buildings of only a few storeys
high, but long immunity begot confidence until of late
vaars the city could almost vie with any of its eastern
sisllers in towering ¢tructures. The sanguine tempera-
ment-—the unfhiiling hope—ywhich also characterizos the
people is answerable for the new resolve to re-crect lofty
structures.  The steel frame, so much ithe vogue of late
Years, hore itgelf remarkably well during the earth-
quake-—the only opportunity it has hlad—but as brick
and terra-cotta form a 1; rge proportion of the materials
in such buildings. a word of chation will likely be
sounded. - As the debris of the tuined city is largely
of brick,\it is probable that it will he employed again for
building materials, as the present requirements are for
something thiat may yield adequate sheltier and enable
owners and real estate men to secure tenants with the
least possible delay, rather than for what any considera-
tions as to the future may dictate.

Our Government has heted with due consideration in
the matter by voting $100,000 of the public funds to-
wards mitigating the sufferings which have so suddenly
overtaken the great Emporium on the ' Pacific Coast,
with which our business relations Have heen mutually

agrecable for many years. California fruit finds a
market everywhere in Cangda; our British Columbia
coal finds a no less ready demand in California.

It is not at all sunprising, however, thiat President
Roosevelt, while ¢xpressing the thanks of the nation for
the oifers of help to San Franc sco frcm the various
foreign countries, has declined to accept them, stating
that the country, being fully able and willing to take
care of her own, prefers to do s0. ' The expresgion of
goodwill is none the less to he commended The self-
reliance is admimble.

THE RANKS OF PROTECTIONISTS AND FREE
TRADERS.

The question as between Protection and Free Trade

is perennial.  On the one side are ranked all, or nearly -

all, manufacturers, a great majority of those to whom
they afford employment, the owners of houses occupied
by such operatives or employees, the farmers for miles
around, the manufactories who find close- by w ready
cash market for their products, and last, though not
least the shareholders inthe business itself. We should
not, perhaps, ignore the inhabitants of the town or vil-
lage where the factories are situated, including  the
sterekeepers, who, perhaps, all have encouraged the
voting of w Bonus to the enterprises one or more.  Here
is a la'ge and influential 1'st of the c'aszes of our popu-
lation who, with very few exceptions, favour protection
to native industries as affecting their own pockets—the
prosperity of themselves and their families. Tt ‘can-
not, as a rule, be any question of politics with them—as
between Cohservatives and Liberals. Popular Govern-
ment, which they have often heard mentioned ‘as “Gov-
crnment of the people, by the people, for the people,”
is by many ‘of them hetter deseribed nowadays as “Gov-
ernment of the people, hy the people, for the politi-
cians.”

On the other hand, the portion of our people who in-
cline towards Free Trade is to be found among,the great
body of importers who naturally desire to have their
stocks of goods delivered to them at as low a rate of
duty as is consistent with a tariff for revenue purposes
only.We need only refer here to a greatimany of them who
object not <o much to high tariff rates as to the equit-
able enforcement of the duty upon cach importer alike-
But a still stronger phalanx is the great hulk of .our
college professors whose studies have led them to follow
in the footsteps of doctrinaires like the Younger ‘Mill,
Cohden, Cairnes, and other modern writers on Political
Economy, who were never brought into contact with
the new business conditions that make for progress and
prosperity in countries like Chmada and others in North
America. Tt is perhaps excusable to mention - here
that the great colleges and universities on this contin-
¢nt would have but scant support were it not' for their
wealthy endowens, who themselves have made and are
still many of them amaseing wealth hy the very Protec-
tien to their indystries which their academic professors
and dootors unite in.decrving .

A word to the newly-appointed country agent. If no ex-
aminer has yet Leen ajppointed in the district you are work-
ing, attend to this firat of all. Recommend to your Company
a medical man who is prominent in his profession and popular
in the locality. The first agplicant for insurance to present
himself for examination, should be the agent himself, as he
will find his dlients asking if he carries insmane in the Com-
pany he is recommending.

The: next applicamt should be the doctor, but neyvenr under
any circumstances must he be offered examinations sufficient
to pay his premium, should he insure his life.  Never offer
bim any renmuneration for assisting in the securing of bu:i-
ness, beyond his regular examination fee.

Always be too busy to talk insurance with @ businzss man
at the first intewiew. Your chief objeat at the frst inter-
view must be to get a definite appointment with the man,
when and where you can seie him alone. Hayving this, make
a memo. of it in your note book ldflore wour man. He will
see that you at least mean business.

A mamn will talk more freely with you allone than he would
if someone else were present. Never be one minute late;
the time arranged for is youms, You are entitled to it by
every code of business courtesy, and alone, at that.

11 your man fails tio keep his appointment without adequate
excuse on apology, memember that he has laid himself under
obligation to you. The enforcement of this idea camn, only be
made by the exeacise of tare tact and judgment .,

The Italian trade returns for the year
1905 show @ large increase in both im-
ports and exports over 1904. The
imports amountied to $415,600,-
000, an inarease of $33,000,000 and the
exports o $341,400,000, an increase of
$22.,000,000. The («chief increases in the
imports wener as follows: Ginain $12,500,-
000, maw silk end covoons $6,000,0( 10, cot-
ton goods $3,005,000, coal $2,520,000 nd
machinery $3,575.000. In the expor
tlere was an inarease in silk 200d3  of
346,000 and in farm and dairy pro-
quee of $LL720000.  The exports of nlive
oil, hemp, and wine in casks showed de-
creases. Thie figures show that nearly
half of Italy’s export of cotton Ppiece
goods is taken Ly Turkey, after whidh
market come, in the order named, South
America, North Africa, the Balkan States
and Austria-Hungary . The imports of

000, three-quarters of which came firom
England and Germany, of silk goods tol
